The Accusations against Marshal
Bazaine,

The following are the principal charges
embodied in theé indictment :—

Marshal Bazaine has deceived the cou-
fidence of the Emperor, who had ordered
a retreat. 1. By delaying the departure
of the army until August 14. 2. In fail.
ing to destroy the bridges which the
enemy might use. 3. In failing to avail
himself at the sortie from Metz of more
thhn one route for the march of the army,
when there were four available roads. 4.
In giving order to discharge the auxiliary
corps which carried the provisions of the
army. 5. In not continuing his march
on August 17,

Marshal Bazaine allowed to be crushed,
in the battle of August 18, one of his
lieutenants—Marshal Canrobert—in spite
of the pressing appeals of the latter,
when he,Razaine, kept inactive almost
the whole of his reserves. Marshal Ba-
zaine has deceived the Emperor and the
Minister of War until the month of
August, regarding the state of affairs, as
well as regarding his plans in falsely an-
nouncing to the Minister, on August 26,
when he kuew the march of the army ot
Chalons, that it was impossible to force
the lines of the enemy, while he wrote to
Marshal McMahon that he could pierce
them whenever he wanted to do so.
Marshal Bazaine has made no serious
effort to come to the aid of Marshal Me-
Mahon after having instigated the march
of the latter, which in leaving his lienten-
ant to bear the whole weight of the strug-
gle has brought about tvhe disaster of
Sedan.

Marshal Bazaine has abused the confi-
dence of his lieutenantsin the conference
held at Grinort, on August 26 :—

1. In concealing from them the march
of the army of Chalons.

2. In not commuuicating to them the
despatches semt to the Emperor, the
Minister of War and Marshal McMahon.

3. In stating that the army had only
ammunition for one battle when he Lnew
that, since August 22, new supplies had
been obta'ned.

Marshal Bazaine has propagated the
intelligence given by the enemy to M.
D:bains, which was of a nature to de-
stroy the spirit of the army, and part of
which was fals

Marshal Bazaine has, after recognizing
the new government, lent ear to the pro-
positions brought from France by one
Regnier and to the plans of restoration
formed by that agent.

Marshal Bazaine has informed Regnier
of the date when his provisions would
give out, surrendering thus a State secret
to an individual whose identity was only
established by a passport from M. Bis-
marck.

Marshal Bazaine has instructed M.,
Regnier to declare that he was ready to
capitulate with his army, on condition of
obtaining the honors of war, when he had
yet food for more than a month and am-
munition even beyond his need.

Memphis—A Heart-rending Picture.
(Correspondence of the New York World.)
The city has entirely changed in life

and appearance within the brief lapse of

thirty days. The shops are closed, not
one being open north of Exchange street ;
the streets are nearly deserted, save by
those who are engoged in sanitary work
and in burying the dead. There is no
promenading, and the women who once
made the sidewalks brilliant with life
and colour are either in their graves or
have fled fronr the town for their lives.
The few who remain, when they are seen
at all, flit rapidly and silently through
the emptied streets, their white and hag-
gard faces telling the rueful story of
breaking and l'roken hearts. Whole
families have been hurried into the vaults
and tombs of the cemetery within a few
bhours. The city swarms with helpless
little children whose parents are dead,
and to provide anything like comfortable
temporary homes for these is one of the
most difficult tasks of the benevolent
societies which have done and are doing
such noble work. The money which is
sent to them from all parts of the Union
disappears rapidly, even more promptly
than it comes in, and there is ever an
urgent necessity for more. The price of
provisions has enormously increased, and
for bread which once brought five cents
a loaf fifteen cents are now demanded ;
the milkmen have ceased their daily
rounds ; meat car. hardly be obtained at
all ; and it really reems as though to the
horrors of the pestilence the gnawing
pangs of hunger are to be added. The
most pressing demands for aid are made
by able-bodied men upon the resources of
the disbursing anthorities. These poor
creatures would be willing enough to
work, but, unfortunately, there is no
work for them to do, for business is
stagnated and they have been thrown out

of employment. On Baturday last 90

applications for relief were made at the

commissary depot, and not less than

2,500 rations were distributed to the tick.

Wanness and misery, sickness, despair

and death’ deface this once beautiful

city. All day long the noise of hearses
rattling through the streets—for théy are
driven almmost as fast as the horses can
go, and even then cannot dispose of the
corpses rapidly enough—is heard, and at
night fires cast their g'are upon the sky

as though Death wae celehn:ung his vie-
tory, and the sound of wailing and sobbing
in palace and hovel strikes the appalled
sense of him who ventures abroad in this
unhallowed time.

I finally anaounced to
him that on & due cousideration of all
the circumstances of the case the prorc-
gation of Parlinment eeemed inevitable,
that I did not feel myself justified in
withdrawing any confidecnce from n.y
Ministers or in conclading that Parlia-
ment had done so, and that, therefore, I
was prepared to be guided by the coun-
sels of himself and his colleagues, but
that I must formally insist on one condi-
ticn, as the price of my assent to proro-
gation, viz :—That Parliament should be
agein convoked within as short a period
as was consistent with the reasonable
convenience ot the members, and that I
counsidered six or eight weeks was us long
an interval as should intervene before
the House re assembled. Sir John Mac-
donald did not offe: any gobjection to
this propoesition ; indeed, he had already
volunteered a suggestion to a similrr ef-
feor.
