The Loss of the Bark “Kent.”

Capt. NannlOn, of the British bark Kent, 
has sent a private letter to a friend in this 
city, concerning the recent disaster, from 
which wenMke the following extracts :

San Francisco, 7th Joly, 1866.
Everything went all right with the ship 

and cargo of tomber at Mazatlap, and I left 
there on 28ih April for Carmen Island, and 
loaded 315 tons of salt ; which port I left on 
the 21st of May last, bound to Portland. The 
cargo belonged entirely to myself, and 1 ex­
pected to make a little over freight on it. 
We bad only been out about 21 hours, with 
very light airs and calms, when, about 3 
a. m. of the 22d, a steamer was seen on the 
bow about three miles off, coming apparently 
in our direction. As we were becalmed, tbe 
sea perfectly smooth, and the weather beau­
tifully clear, as it always is in that part, and 
aloiost dav-break, I felt no uneasiness, espe­
cially as our lights were exhibited and burn­
ing brilliantly, but the steamer rapidly 
neared ns and still appeared to take no notice.
