The people do not think war is in-
evitable, It is asserted that the Liber-
als will soon form a cabinet, and that on
the return of the Queen from San Sebas-
tian to Madrid Captain-General Weyler
will be recalled fram Coba and auton-
omy established in the island, thus leav-
ing no pretext for the intervention of
the United States.

Loxpox, Sept. 21.—The Times in a
special article dealing with the causes
which led France to propose the iree
coinage of silver, says that the French
ambassador proposes 16} to 1 as the
ratio at which France would open
her mints, and then proceeds to
review to bimetallic movement in
France.

William of Germany the Guest of Francis
Joseph at Buda Pesth.

Bupa Pesta, Sept 2L.—At the: state |
banq et giveh to-day iu’ Hofor of Em-
peror William of Germany, Emperor
Franeis Joseph, in cordially proposing
His Majesty’s health, referred to him as
“ my faithful friend, ally and unwearied
fellow laborer in the great work of peace,
to which we ever devote our best powers.”’

The speech of Emperor William in re-
ply caused tremendous enthusiasm, es-
pecially when he alluded to Count Zrin-
yi’s defence of the fortrees of Szigoeth, in
1666, when he blew up the citadels
rather than capitulate to the Turke.

After the banguet Emperor William
and Emperor Franees Joseph attended a
gala performance at the opera, following
which they inspected the street illumin-
ations. They then drove to the railway
station, where the German Emperor
bade farewell to his Imperial host and
took his departure after mutual kissing
and amid loud cheering.

THE PEACE TREATY.

Greek Courage Returning With Its Conclu-
sion—Signed by the Sultan,

ArnENs, Sept. 21.—The political situa-
tion arising out of the conditions of the
peace convention is serious. M. Delly-
annis, the former premier and leader of
the dominant party numerically in the
Boule, has asserted that if the proposed
scheme of foreign control should prove
to imply an interference with the sove-
reign rights of the state, he would not
hesitate to advise the chamber to reject
the treaty.

The tone of the press continues in-
dignant, and the Akropolis declares the
treaty ‘‘the most iniquitous document
of modern times.”” Many are preparing
to demonstrate against the treaty.

CONSTANTINOPLE, Sept. 21.—The pre-
liminary treaty of peace between Turkey
and Greece, which was signed on Satur-
day by the representatives of the Sultan
and of the powers, has been granted by
the Sultan.

A GREAT GERMAN SHIP.

Monster Vessel Expected to Make a New
Record for the Atlantic Passage.

SourHAMPTON, Sept. 21.—The new
twin-screw steamer Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosse, of the North German Lloyd line,
has arrived here from Bremen. She at-
tained an average speed of 20.7 knots per
hour, with 68 revolutions of her engines
r minute For a while she made
25.10 knots per hour with 74 revoliutions.
Capt. Englehart is confideut that she
'will beat the record of the St. Paul during
the first voyage. The builder guaran-
teed a speed of 21 knots per hour on her
maiden voyage, at 8 minimum of 75
revolutions per minute, Only the slight-
est vibration was noticeable. The Kaiser
Wilhelm der Grosse carries 755 passen-

LADUE ADVISES FLIGHT.

He Sees Only Starvation Ahead if
the Present Population Remain
in the Klondyke.

A Courier May Be Despatched to
Urge an Immediate Break
for the Coast.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 21.—Jo§eph Las
due, the Alaskan pioneer, called on
President McKinley to-day. He was
presented by Becretary Alger. Mr. Mc-

NEW CUBAN TARIFF.

Provision for Retaliation on United States
—Export Duties on Tobacco.

WasHINGTON, Sept. 22.—Copies of the
new Cuban tariff law as recently gazet-
ted at Madrid have been received here.
The preamble recites: *‘ The government
shall be able to decree a special charge
of 30 per cent. of all the duties on the
products of whatever nation that in the
application of itsigéneral tariff shall pre-
judice Spain’s products by treating
differentially.” . =

Under this clatse the government re-
tains large discretion to apply an addi-
tional duty of 30 ‘per cent if American
duties are construed to prejudice Spain’s

the island must be special.

An export duty is levied on tobacco as
follows: Manufactured tobacco, casts of
cigarettes, 90 cents per thousand; cut
for cigarettes, $3.75! Fer 100 kilos ; cigars,
$5.35 per 1,000; leai tobacco and filling
from the provinceiof Santiago de Cuba
and exported through the custom house
at Gibar or Manzillo, $2.26 per 100 kilos;

LONDON BANKERS PROTEST.

They Dissent From the Bank of England’s
Action Respecting Silver,

Loxpox, Sept. 22.—A meeting of the
bankers of London ecalled to protest
against the action of the governor of the
Bank of England in relation to thesilver
reserve, was held at the clearing house
to-day. There was a large attendance of
representatives of powerful interests.
Several of the prominent banks were not
represented, but according to the state-
ments of those who participated in the
meeting, their absence was due to the
fact that their heads were not in or near
London at the present time. A resolution
Frot.esting against the Bank of Eng-
and’s proposed
This resolution nbodied

sent at to-day’s meeting were pledged to
secrecy in regard to the proceedings. Mr.
Robert Benson, who threatened at the
recent meeting of the Bank of England
to sell his bank stock if silver reserves
were held, took a prominent part in the
meeting to-day. The protest upon the
part of the London bankers is unprece-
dented and is the only thing talked
about at present in financial circles.

OPERATIONS ON ’CHANGE.

Bears Discouraged by the Demand for
Stocks—Call Money Still
Rules. High,

New York, Sept. 22.—The result of to-
day’s transactions on the stock exchange
is the recovery of the greater part of the
losses sustained in yesterday’s sharp reac-
tion, many stocks closing to-night higher
than on Monday night. The manifest dis-
position of London operators and of
commission house customers to buy
at a decline here afforded a - support
to the market that discouraged the
bears. The mnervousness over the
hardening of the rates for money,
so largely published in the shifting of loans,
developed more accurately the true level of
the money market. The rates for call
money continued to run as high as 4 per
cent. Therewas an abundant supply ofter-
ed, however, at as low as 2 per cent. There
was a marked reaction at one time during
the day, due to the sharp profit taking in
Rock Island on the announcement of the
declaration of a 1 per cent. quarterly divi-
dend. The recent sharp rise in Rock
Island was accompanied by irresponsible
rumors that the dividend rate would
be reduced. Some of the sellers of
the stock professed disappointment that
the rate was made only 4 per cent. and the
bears used this as material for a drive
against the market. The strong recovery
in Consolidated Gas and BrookFyn Union,
the former rising 11 points and the latter

The Unlucky Steamer ‘ Eugene” in
the Hands of American
Law.

Libelled at Seattle Just as She
Was Starting for the
North.

Just when it appeared that the unfor-
tunate Bristol passengers were started
afresh on their travels, the Eugene
proves again a stumbling block in their
way. It had been supposed that the
Eugene was to leave Seattle on Saturday
and proceed to Wrangel, there to trans-
for to Glenora in accordance with the
agreement all the stranded- passengers
who desired to make their way into the
Yukon by the Stickeen route. How-

ever, Gustav Jacobi and Charles Ruff,
two of the passengers who felt that they
had not been properly treated, happened
over in Seattle on Saturday and

"at once took steps to have the
Eugene libelled in the admiralty depart-
ment of the federal court on the ground
that the Portland & Alaska Transporta-
tion & Trading Company had failed to
keep their contract to deliver the libel-
lants and their baggdge at Dawson City.
Mr. Jacobi’s claim is for $300 passage
money, $700 for his outfit and $1,000 for
damages.

Mr. Jacobi returned to Victoria yester-
day and said that when he went over to
Seattle he supposed the Eugene was in
Portland. Seeing her, however, he
thought he would try and getsome satis-
faction out of the Portland & Alaska
Company and so sought the assistance of
a lawyer and had the vessel libelled. He
was not any too soon, because as he ex-
plained yesterday, if he had been ten
minutes later the Eugene would have
sailed.

One of the passengers still in Victoria
when he heard that the Eugene was
again in the hands of the law went
straightway to the custom house, can-
celled his entry for his suppliesand went
back to his home across the Seund. He
will wait till spring now instead of wast-
ing more time in fruitless endeavor to
get to the mines.

Another passenger named Green
started back to Seattle yesterday, and
several of the others remark that this
meant more libels against the Eugene.
Mr. Jacobi, however, was of opinion that
Green would be too late, as the Portland
people would have already paid his
claim.

There were some disgusted men among
others of the paseengers. They had been
waiting and hoping to get away, and yet
when there was some chance of success
the Eugene was stopped again.

NEWS FROM JAPAN.

Canadian Trade Commission Busy Fulfill-
ing Their Mission,

Mr. W. G. Chase, of Boston, who ar-
rived on the Empress yesterday, is no
stranger in Victoria, having paid' thi
city a previous visit not long ago. Heis
connected with the Harvard medical
school and had quite a little budget of
news to give from Japan; and as he has
been connected with the Boston press
he knows just what is interesting.

Two days before the Empress left, Mr.
Charles Hamlin, who was an assistant
secretary of the treasury in the Cleve-
land admiunistration, arrived from the
United States, he having been appoint-
ed a commissioner to inquire into seal-
ing operations. Mr. Hamlin expected
to stay:a month in Japan, but told Mr.
‘Chase that he might return sooner, as
the Japanese had appointed a commis-
sioner to represent them and it was like-
1y that he and Mr. Hamlin would soon
be on their way'to attehd the sealing
.conference at Washington, which has
just been arranged. *

Mr. Chase remarked that Mr. George
Anderson, the Canadian trade commis-
gioner, had safely arrived in Japan and
was travelling about seeing the authori-
ties and getting down to business in a
workmanlike.way.

Messrs. | Petticrew, Cannon and De
Boise, the United States silver delegates,
were meeting with very little success in
Japan in their endeavor to wean the Japs
from their determination to keep to the
gold standard.

CHINA’S BRUTAL LAWS.

A Little Boy Sliced to Death for Acci-
dentally Killing His Mother.

The Chinese have heen frequently held
up as examples of filial obedience and
spoken of as models of respect and de-
ference to their parents. The extreme
to which this so called reverence to

arents may be carried makes one feel
gappy that the model Chinese customs
are not in vogue here to their full limit
as the following tale will show. The

_North China News by mail advices which
the Emprees of India brought yesterday
gtates that a child barely eleven years
old was taken to Soochow city lately for
his final trial before the provincial judge
for murdering his mother.

‘¢ As a matter of fact,” says the Daily
News. ‘“the affair was a simple acei-
dent. The child was swinging a small
bamboo stool about him when he acei-
dently struck his mother on the left side
with it. She died almost immediately,
with the result that her eon will have to
suffer for his so called *‘crime’’ at the
hands of the executioner, not merely by
simple decapitation, but also by the
“glicing process ’—the penalty for
parricides and matricides, no matter how
accomplished, whether accidentally or
premeditated, for the Chinese laws do
not recognize any difference where life
has been taken.”

This contains notes on the shells of
British Columbia by Dr. Dall, of the
Smithsonian Institution, Washington,
D. C., from specimens collected by Dr.
Newcombe. It is illustrated with two
full page plates of shells figured by Dr.
Dall. This contribution to local science
will form article 7 of the annual report
of the society, and is in every respect
creditable to the enterprise of the society.

TuERE are other wonderful things in
Canada’s Yukon country besides gold
nuggets. One of the most curious and
at the same time most valuable is Lake
Selawik, which, according to the Cath-
olic Sentinel of Portlaund, owes its dis-
covery to Father Tosi,a Jesuit mission-
ary. This lake is described as not far
from Dawson City and it never freezes
over even in the coldest winter.’ This
body of water is sixty miles long by fif-
teen in width and, while at a great dis-
tance from the sea, its waters ebb and
flow regularly. Lake Selawik is fresh at
all times, and owing to the warmth of
the water it becomes in winter a kind of
Mecca for all kinds of fish from the vari-
ous streams connecting with the lake.
The abundance of salmon and other fish
should prove a boon to the miners and
give a supply of food which must be very
welcome in winter.

MORE TELEGRAPHIC CONNECTION

Western Union Expected to Have a Cable
Here Before Long.

The statement that the Western Union
intends to extend its line to Victoria is
not altogether a surprise to business men
here. According to the Post-Intelligen-

cer, E. H. Brown local manager of the
Western Union, has stated that his com-
pany will at once lay a cable from Ana-
cortes to Victoria, and also extend their
wires to Vancouver, the estimated cost
%Sheee improvements being some $10,-

For the past three years there has been’
a movement towards securing for Vic-
toria the entrance of the Western Union
and about two and a half years ago Mr.
Frank Jaynes, the companies coast man-
ager at San Francisco, came here to talk
the matter over with the business men.
At that time the suggestion was made
for the company that the bueiness men
of Victoria club together to guarantee at
least $30,000 worth of business, but this
fell through although the matter was not
allowed to drop. Recently hopes that
the Western Union would come here
were again revived, and especially as
leave had been granted by the Dominion
government for cabling the straits. In
view of the large business that has
sprung up in connection with the Klon-
dyke boom, and also the large increase
in the Coast telegraphing, improved tel-
egraphic facilities for Victoria become
imperative.

Apparently therefore Victoria before
long will have plenty of communication
with the Mainland, for it is only a few
days since Mr. Hosmer wrote that the
C.P.R., would have four lines in oper-
ation by the end of the year. Victoria
is too important a point to go any longer
without a telegraphic eervice commen-
aurate.with her business interests.

THE KITIMAT ROUTE.

To TeE EpITOR :—I was much pleased
to see a letter from Mr. Clifford in your
paper advocating a railway route from
Kitimat on Gardners Inlet to Teslin
lake, on the Upper Yukon. I had oc-
casion to go through this pass when
track surveying some years ago. It
would be an ideal railway route, very
direct, the easiest grades, and without
any obstacle of any sort. Copper ore
was seen in apparent large quantity
along the first portion of the-route, be-
fore reaching I.akelse. Further up rich
farming and grazing land is to be found.

This valley is a branch of the wonder-
ful structural cut, beginning at Fort
George on the Fraser riyer and finishing
at 8t. Michaels on the northern sea.
No doubt a great portion of it was at
one time occupied by the Yukon, and
that river was probably several hundred
miles longer than at present.

President Orr Coming West—East-
ern Lacrosse Champions—RKugby
Footballers Re-organize.

‘When about a fortnight ago Chief Con-
sul Fullerton placed under suspension
for one year the Oak Bay track and all
riders who participated in the meetupon
it on the 4th instant, the CovronisT
hazarded the opinion that the suspen-
sion would not prove worth the paper it
was written upon. This view of the case
appears to be correct, for in a letter just
to hand from Mr, Hal B. Donly, secre-
tary-treasurer of the C.W.A., that ener-
getic and authoritative spokesman for
the naiional organization says:

‘“Qur executive has at no time had
any intention of stating that we would
not allow coast riders to compete at your
race meets in British Columbia, although
we were not prepared to immediately
accord fully recognition to the C.A.C.
C.,” for reasons that are afterwards
stated in detail.

Later on in the same letter Mr. Donly
says:

““ We are quite prepared to go down
and tell them (the L.A.W.) that unless
they are willing to allow members of the
coast league to go over into Britich
Columbia and race, we will break the
alliance. . . . Our plan is to treat
members of both L.A.W.and C.A.C.C.
who come into British Columbia on a
perfectly equal footing.”’

From the general tone of Mr. Donly’s
letter, as well as recent communications
from Mr.T. A. Beament, chairman of
the Dominion racing board, it is evident
that Mr, Fallerton’s suspensions will be
lifted at once from headquarters.

A Toronto telegram of last evening to
the CoronisT says that President G. H.
Orr of the C.W.A, leaves for the West
this week on a shooting expedition and
also to personally investigate and deal
with the grievances of the British Col-
umbia clubs that have now reached the
snapping tension. Mr. Orr is expected
to reach Victoria by the end of the
present month.

BROTCHIE LEDGE BEACON.

It Cannot Be Completed Until Spring on
Account of the Weather.

The work of building a new beacon
on Brotchie ledge will not be resumed
in all probability until spring, on account
of the unreliability of the winter wea-
ther. Assoon as practicable the large
steel caisson, which now lies in deep
water alongside the ledge, will be raised,
brought to the outer wharf, and there
repaired. In falling from the rock
whereon it was placed the structure was
damaged considerably, but the cement
put in it for the purpose of holding it in
position is still solid, even moré so than
the day it was laid. This had been laid
to a height of about seven feet on the
rock, and it now remains awash.

STORIES OF DISASTER.

Despatches received at the Merchants’
Exchange confirmed the news of a terri-
fic hurricane on the Japanese coast last
week and caused much anxiety among
shipping men, says the Examiner. The
Norwegian bark Alette, which sailed
from Vancouver for Yokohama, was
caught by the hurricane at Nishiska and
was wrecked. Some of the sailors were
drowned. A part of the cargo may
be saved, The hurricane struck
heavily at Yokohama, for the
British ship Glenericht, bound
for Oregon, and the British ship Lons-
dale, for Victoria, were driven ashore.
These vessels have been floated. An-
other story of heavy gales comes from
South America. _The bark Haydan
Brown, bound for Puget Sound, has put
in to Montevideo to recover from the
effects of a violent blow. She reports
having been struck by a hurricane, the
sea washing over the decks and carrying
away the small boats and everything
movable. No lives were lost.

Dawson City Welcomes a Piece of
Treasure Weighing $585
in Itself.

Provision Steamers Stranded on
the River Bars—Latest From
the Treasure Land.

Everything in connection with the
making of history in the Klondyke dis-
trict is of interest just now, particularly
when the chronicler is well known to his
readers. Hence it is that not only Mr.
James McManus, to whom it is ad-
dressed, but all Victorians will be glad
to peruse the following message that
Tom McManus sends from Dawson un-
der date of the 13th August:

¢ Bince I wrote you last,”” he says, “I1
have bef:n out to American creek and
prospected a claim, but found it so diffi-
cult to work it and so hard to get grub
into it that I concluded to leave it.
There are lots of creeks here that have
not been tried yet, but it’s hard work to
find if they are worth anything.

‘“ I was told to-day that my order for
grub would be filled, g0 you need not
worry about me. Both the companies
have closed thcir stores, and will take no
more orders. Two steamers are stuck
on bars doewn the river somewhere. They
push a scow in front of them, and carry
big loads.

*¢ Nick Silver has been out prospect-
ing, but got nothing. Hecan get a lay
if he wants it. A fellow nomed Burns
has just got in with nine cattle that he
will sell at $1 a pound. There is some
excitement here at present in regard to
the grub question, as it is reported there
are three thousand men on the way, and
if this is so there may be a scarcity.

‘““There wfs a nugget brought in to-
day that weighs $5685. A man named
Swiftwater Bill wants to bet $5,000 that
there are not two horses in here thatcan
pack his gold out in the spring. The
same fellow played a neat trick in a
restaurant here. He and his new lady
were at the table when his former flame
came in and ordered steak and eggs.
Swiftwater went to the cook and offered
him two dollars each for all the eggs in
the house. There were just one thou-
sand eggs. She got none of them.

¢ Gamblers here win and lose fortunes
every day. Chips are $25each.

“1 just heard that an Examiner re-
porter had arrived, so you will soon get
a full description of Dawson in that en-
terprising paper. There are 700 sheep
on the way in, I am told, but they will
not last long here. I must get a shack
built here, as when one comes down in
the winter for goods one must huve a
place to stay in. It is thought there
will be lots of stealing this winter if
grub is as scarce as it is likely to be.
There are lots of stiffs here worth from
$10,000 up who never knew what it was
to handle $500 in their lives before.

‘ We have had quite a few fine King
salmon here lately, also dog salmon.

‘“There has been an epidemic of fever
recently, the place being a ewamp with
ice under the moss about six inches.
The two sawmills are running all the
time, and 21 meals in a ticket now sell
for $25. Pies are $1 each—you know
how I like pies—and doughnuts 75 cents
a dozen, the price of bread having come
down to three loaves for a dollar.

‘“ We have to work with gloves or mit-
tens on now. I am working on the Sis-
ters’ hospital at present. The people
were wild hunting for claims, and I was
a8 bad as any of them. I’ve got over it
now,and will not have a claim unless it’s
a good one.

Japanese-Canadian Liner
Terrible Struggle With a
Typhoon.

One Boat Carried Away and Another
Damaged by the Mountain-
ous Seas.

After a voyage that began with a
typhoon and ended with pleasant wea-
ther, the C.P.R. liner Empress of India
reached Victoria yesterday morning
shortly before 7 o’clock. She had aboard
36 cabin passengers and 14 steerage pas-
sengers, besides 271 Chinese. The quar-
antine  arrangements are working in
good shape, and by 11 o’clock the
Chinese and their baggage had been put
through the necessary cleansing opera-
tions at William Head, and the Yo-
semite, which acted as tender, steamed
back to the city with the shore-going
passengers, of which there were three
saloon and sixteen Orientals,

After the India had started from Kobe
on the 8th inst., she experienced the
roughest storm in her history—a ty-
phoon that began that night and lasted
till next day. The waves rolled moun-
tains high and, breaking over the vessel,
carried away the after port boat. So
gevere was it that the French mail
steamer that had started from Kobe a
few hours before the Empress, had to
anchor all night, and only reached Yoko-
hama a day after the staunch Canadian
liner that made her way in spite of the
gtorm. The storm nearly carried away
a second boat. The tackles at one end
gave way and the pitching of the sea
drove the boat with resounding crashes
against the steamer’s side, but the
crew managed, luckily, to get all safe
afain without loss of life, a nasty cut
along the first officer’s face being the
only marks left by the storm.

With this exception the voyage was un-
eventful, and the passengers put in their
time in the usual way with croquet, ship
cricket and the usual concerts and
amusements that trans-oceanic steamers
have to beguile the time. The croquet
tournament caused lots of funand lasted
three days.

He did not
believe that Japan would benefit by
adopting the gold standard, but said that
if people in China got less for their silver
than they did before, it simply meant
they would buy less, for they had no
more gilver than they had before.

Mr. Leopold, another of the passen-
gers, belongs to the Russian imperial
engineering service, and has spent the
last three years in superintending the
building of light houses and fortifica-
tions at the Russian naval stronghold of
Vladivostok: Mrs. Jchukhnine, Mr.
Leopold’s daughter, is the wife
of the admiral commanding the
Russian sguadron at Vladivostok,
Mr. Leopold’s three years’ service there
has expired, and he is returning home
by way of this continent, the party going
from here to San Francisco and thence
home by Europe.

The trans-Siberian road to Vladivo-
stock will be completed, he states, in
two years more, and thus puf the Rus-
sian port within ten days of London.
This will naturally, he remarks, make a
great change in the relations of this con-
tinent with Russia, for the advantages of
such a railway, with direct steamers
across the Pacific, will produce an enor-
mous expansion in trade,

big English cotton machinery firm, who
has been to the Orient ‘on a business

trip.

ANOTHER PIONEER GONE.

C. W. Kammerer, of T, N, Hibben & Co,
Succumbs After a Short Illness.

Closed doors and darkened windows
at the store of Messrs. T. N. Hibben &
Co. yesterday conveyed to many the
first intelligence of the decease of one
who has been for many years a familiar
figure in the business circles of the city.
And when the sad tell-tale bunch of
crape tied on the door was observed,
the mute symbol of death gave rise to
many expressions of regret and sorrow.

Christian William Kammerer, al-
though a resident in the city for upwards
of forty years, was not one who sought
notice or notoriety, and yet none are bet-
ter respected than was he. Connecting
himself after a year’s stay in Victoria,
with the firm with which he has been
associated from that day to this, Mr.
Kammerer furnishes an example, rarer
maybe to-day than in times past, of a
man who, sufficiently provided with
this world’s goods, could subordinate
the desire for change to that of content-
ment. After a long life of industry and
perseverance, modest, unassuming, but
ever worthy of respect and emulation,
Mr. Kammerer died yesterday morning,
at his residence, 177 Pandora street, af-
ter a brief illnese, and although he leaves
behind him no family, and there are no
relatives in the city, it is certain that
many will mourn his loss as sincerely as
it falls to the lot of many who have in
life been more ambitious and more ag-
gressive.

Mr. Kammerer has probably been as
long in business as any one in the city,
arriving here from California in 18567.
In 1858 the then firm of Carswell & Hib-
ben gave him a position, and through
many changes he has remained faithful
to the firm, entering the same as a part-
ner when the last change was made.

To one whose life has furnished a long
example of constancy to a chogsen resi-
dence and a single line of business, the
idea of associating himself witha Pioneer
Society was natural, and it was perhaps
by his connection with that society that
Mr. Kammerer came most prominently
beiore many of the old residents of the
city. As a member also of the French
Benevolent Society the deceased gentle-
man gave evidence of the next most
noticeable characteristic of an éeminently
admirable life, and now when at the age
of 73 he passes from the scenes with
which he has 80 long been associated, it
will probably be In connection with
these two societies and the business he
had practically made himself master of
that he will longest. be remembered.

The funeral will take place to-morrow
afternoon at 2:30 and the arrangements
will be announced in ample time to
allow of due respect being paid to the
last scene in a praiseworthy, though un-
assuming, career,

THR BANK OF B. N, A

Results of the Year’s Operations
Presented to the Last
Annual Meeting.

Highly Satisfactory Showing in
Which the Development of
B. C. is Prominent.

(From the Money Market Review, September 4)
A general meeting of the proprietorsof
this bank was held ‘on- Thursday at the
office of the corporation, 3 Clement’s
Lane, Lombard street, E. C., under the
presidency of Mr. E. A, Hoare.

The secretary (Mr. A. G. Wallis) hav-
ing read the-notice convening the meet-
ing,

The chairman said: The figures of the
balance sheet for the 30th June, 1897,
when compared with those for the cor-
responding period of 1896, do not present
any very important changes. The re-
gerve fund- still remains at £275,000,
showing no change. I hope that the
time may not be far distant when, with
improved profits, we may be able to con-
tinue, or rather, to resume, the building
up of that reserve fund which during re-
cent bad years we have not been able to
add to. The deposit and curreut ac-
counts are now £2,119,000, compared
with £1,950,000. The rate of interest
allowed upon fixed deposits has now
been reduced almost universally to 3 per
cent. The notes are now £244,000, com-
pared with £201,000. That increase of
£43,000 is mainly due to the new
branches which we have opened in Brit-
ish Columbia. Bills payable are now
£1,202,000, compared with £1,265,000.
The rebate is practically the same. On
the other side of the account, the cash
and specie at bankers and in hand is
£427,000, compared with £400,000. That
amounts to a proportion of 20 per cent.
upon our immediate liabilities. The
figure is rather lower than it has been in
times past, but we make no special pre-
paration for the balance sheet, and the
figures are just those which hap-
pen to represent the business of
the day. The cash at call and
short notice is £255,000, compared with
£377,000. Rates have been so low and
unprofitable for short loans that there
has been no temptation to keep more
money than was necessary on that
account. Our investment in consols re-
mains untouched, but investments in
other securities are now £74,000, com-
pared with £162,000. That figure, a8
you are aware, is always a fluctuating
one. When we see a good opportunity
of selling any investments that we may
hold, and think it desirable to do so, we
let them go. Bills receivable, loans on
gecurity and other accounts are now £3,-
875,000, compared with £3,536,000, show-
ing an increase of £339,000. Premises
are now £117,000, compared with £115,-
000, showing an increase of nearly £2,-
000. Since December 1892, the bank
premises account has remained station-
ary at about £115,000. The present in-
crease is  caused by the purchase of a
town site and the erection of a banking
house at Rossland in British Columbia.
We always regret any increase in the
bank premises account, and we do our
best to keep it down, but at the same
time it is difficult always to be ableto
doso. On the present occasion it was
manifestly to the bank’s advantage to
gecure the site which was offered to us
and to erect the bank buildings which
we now occupy. Atthe same time the
court generally has a strong wish to keep
this figgre as low as possible. I, per-
sonally, without pledging the court at all
to my opinion, have always felt that no
bank should invest more than 10 per
cent. of its paid-up capital in buildings
whether they may be partly remunera-
tive or not,and I shall be very glad
when our profits so. far improve as to
permit us to make some sub-
stantial - -appropriations in reduc-
tion of * this ‘figure, 80 that we
may more nearly bring it to the limit
which I myself bave in mind. As re-
gards the profits, comparing them with
the half-year ended 80th June, 1896, this
year, bringing £6,018 into the account,
we show earnings of £28,012, making an
available total of £34,031. Those figures
compare with a carry-over of £3,726 and
a net profit of £22,215, leaving an avail-
able amount of £25,941, For the half-
year ended June, 1896, we paid you 2 per
cent. dividend, and carried forward to
the new account £5,251. In 1897 we pay
214 per cent., and carry forward £8,323.
It we compare this with the half-year
ended 31st December, 1896, the profits
then amounted to £26,018, out of which
we paid 2 per cent. dividend and carried
forward £6,018. This result we consider
fairly satisfactory, having regard to the
trade conditions both in Canada and at
home during the period under review.
It has been difficult to employ money in
Canada profitably on good securities,
and both in New York and London the
rate on short loans has been exception-
ally low. It appears likely now that we
may see a termination of this dull state
of affairs. We anticipate making large
payments in respect of bread stuffs to
the United States, where they have an
abundant harvest, for which they are
obtaining exceptionally high prices.
This country’s indebtedness will un-
doubtedly be partially liquidated by the
sale uf bonds and shares in this market
to New York buvers, but at the same
time there must be a' considerable sum
to be sent from this side in respect of
that indebtedness, so that on that ground
we may look for higher rates of interest
here. In New York there has been
and still continues to be, a period of con-
siderable activity on their stock markets,
and in other business centres throughoat
the United States the same feature is
observable. This has already led to an
improved demand for short loans in New
York and better rates. The rates which
came over this morning are quoted at
114 per cent. for call loans—a rate which
is still very low, but which nevertheless,
compared with those which have been
current during the past six months, is
better than we have seen. We think,
therefore, thatthe time has now come
when we may safely begin o retrace our
steps with regard to the dividend, in the
hope that we may be able at least to
maintain this slight improvement in the
future. Icannotsay that any great im-
provement in the employment of money
18 yeu noticeable througbout the Domin-
ion of Canada, but theabundant harvest
which is now being garnered in good

condition, and the high price of wheat,

should, in the near future, sensibly im-
prove the position of the farmer, and
consequently lead not only to a more
active but to a sounder business through-
out the whole community. The court
bas also been influenced in the same
direction by the fact that the words
‘s after providing for bad and doubtful
debts,” which appear so regularly inthe
account, are no mere gtereo! formu-
la. During recent unprofitablé years,
when we have been compelled to reduce
our dividend, we have never hesitated
to face our bad debts and to cut down to
the very core of the evil. Every account
that we know to be bad, every account
of which we have the slightest suspicion,
has been closely scrutinized not onlv by
our general manager in Montre ! *
by the court and by your #iii-
tors at home, and we are €o1 .
that a full and complete provisio: =&
been made against losses. This 2ty
80, now that our figures show & Bifi!
improvement, we feel justified ir

ing a corresponding increase in thi < 7 -
dend. Coming back to the first page of
the report, vou will see that the office at
Paris, Ontario, has disappeared from the
list of our establishments in Canada.
We have always been reluctant to aban-
don ground which we have once occu-
pied, especially when, as in this case, &
branch has been opened for many years;
but Paris has never been profitable to us
in the past, and it is not a progressive .
place from which we may hope for better
returns in the futare, It has therefore
seemed desirable to close it. In British
Columbia a branch has been opened at
Slocan City, in the Kootenay mining
district, and we now have five branches
established in that district. Mining in
the Kootenay is making rapid progress,
and the gold production is showing a
steady increase. The production of the
precious metals for the year 1896 amount~
ed to no less than £773,000 sterling, and
the output is steadily inereasing.
Amongst the mines, there are no doubt
good and bad, as in every other field,
but, generally speaking, where there is
sufficient working capital to ensure sys-
tematic development, for it is not a poor
man’s country, and expensive plant and
machinery are required, successful re-
sults should be obtained. Where labor
and capital go trade follows, and if the
success of the Kootenay gold fields is
once assured, the prosperity of the pro=
vince must inevitably be greatly: en=
hanced. Our business there is.so far
satisfactory. Although the branch-
es most recently established are
still only in the experimental
stage,” we trust that ere lo
they may all become profitable parta

of our system. We recognise fully that
banking in these mining camps is sub-
ject to peculiar risks and temptations,
and that extreme vigilence must be ex-
ercised by us all to avoid making mis-
takes. It is quite possible that in these
early days of the gold field we may not
in every case have selected the best
places for our branches. Should this
prove to be the case, we ghall not hesi-

tate to withdraw before any serious ex- .

penditure has been incurred. The es-
tablishment of these branches has en-
tailed an immense amount of additional
work and anxiety upon our general man-
ager, but all his arrangements, from the
important matter of selecting the officers
to take the management of the new
branches down to the smallest details,
have been carried through by him with
his usual promptitude and energf, and
completely to our satisfaction. In con-
clusion, I may say that in the latest
telegraphic advices received just before
the meeting of the court from our gen-
eral manager, he states that the pros-
pects throughout the Dominion this
autum are brighter than for some years
past. We trust these hopes which he
thus expresses may be“fulfilled, leadin
to increased prosperity for this bank,
shall endeavor to the best of my power
to answer any questions which any
shareholder may wish to ask, and I now
beg to move the adoption of the report
and accounts.

A WONDERFUL LAKE.

Strange Body of Fresh Water Not In-
i fluenced by the Northern
Temperature.
There is a lake not very far from Daw-
son City, Alaska, which has been chris-
tened Lake Selawik by its discoverer,
Father Tosi, a Jesuit missionary among
the native Alaskan, which, besides be-
ing interesting to the wonder lovers who
are staying at home, will unquestionably
prove a wonderful blessing during the
coming winter to the thousands of gold-
seeking Americans,
This lake is sixty miles long and about
fifteen miles in width. It has no evi-
dent communication with the ocean, yet
when the ocean is at its high tide on the
shores of Alaska, up goes the water of
Lake Selawik, and when the tide of
the ocean goes out, down comes the
height of the waters of the lake.
Notwithstanding this sympathy with
ocean waters, the water of Lake Selawik
is fresh at all times. The most remark-
able feature of the lake is that it never
freezes over in the coldest weather, and
the colder the atmpsphere in its neigh-
borhood, the warmer its waters seem.
For this reason Lake Selawik becomes a
kind of Mecca in winter time for all
kinds of fish and water animals which
are found in the various rivers that pour
into the lake during summer. The wa-
ters of the lake swarm with fish, and the
improvident gold-seeker from the Uni-
ted States who has failed to strike that
‘¢ pile ” he anticipated, and who, owing
to the fabulous prices of eatables in
Alaska, in winter would otherwise starve
to death, has only to borrow a sled and a
couple of doge, and go over to Selawik,
where in a couple of hours he can kill
with a boathook more salmon than he
can eat in a fortnight, for after the cap-
ture of the fish the excessively cold cli-
mate keeps them frozen until they are
ready to be eaten. Lake Selawik will
also relieve the miners from the dis-
agreeable necessity, which they contem-
plate at presentof spending the whole
winter without taking a bath. The
water in winter is of just the right tem-
perature to make bathing both whole-
some and agreeable.

THE DECEASED PRELATE.

Particulars of the Last Moments of Bishop
Lemmens and Appreciative Guate-
malan Reference,

The following account of the last hours
of Bishop Lemmens has been translated
for the Monitor from La Fe of August
20th, 8 Guatemala journal published in
the interests of the Church:

““ While Bishop Lemmens remained in
this city we estimate that he confirmed
15,000 persons. Owing to the prolonged
exile of Archbishop Casanova, there
were very many in this Republic who
had not received the Sacrament of Con-
firmation. The population of the capi-
tal was, during Bishop Lemmens’ stay,
the edified witness of his untiring zeal in
carrying out the work of his apostolate.

‘‘ Boon afterward, with the approba-
tion of Archbishop Casanova, he tra-
versed the western counties, confirming
a large number of children in Chimalten-
ango, Solola, Totonicapam, Quezalten-
ango, San Marcos, Mazetenango, Retal-
huleun and other villages. It wasin Re-
talbuleu, as he himself informed us, that
he began to feel the first symptoms of
the miasma which brought him to his
grave.

*‘ The zeal of Bishop Lemmens knew
no fatigue. No sooner had he returned
from the West than he resolved to visit
the Northern eounties, and if possible to
reach Peten, the most remote. This
journey, which he took alone and with
the most scanty resources, forms the
most beautiful chapter in his life. Poor,
with only one companion, without
knowledge of the country, in the depth
of the rainy season, by the worst of
roads over rugged mountains he reached
Flores, the capital of Peten, exercising
his ministry as he went. It seepsed as
if the ancient missionaries of tHe time
of the conquest had come to lifé\ agai
in the person of Bishop Lemmens, and
though it is donbtful if he was the first
bishop to visit Peten, it is undeniable
that he is the only bishop during .the
past two centuries whose zeal drew him
to those desolate and sparsely populated
regions. The return from Peten was
more difficult than the journey thither.
He left there on the 28th of June, sailed
for several days on the river Pasion,
travelled a whole week on foot through
the mountains, living entirely on pal-
mito, and on the 18th of July he reached
the hacienda of a Senor Garcia, near
Cahabon. Although he was suffering
severely, he went to Lanquin and sev-
eral other places and confirmed many
children. On the 2lst, however, on
reaching San Pedro Carcho at five in

{the afterncon in a heavy rainstorm,

he was compelled to take to his bed.
Typhoid fever set in and the disease was
complicated by other maladies. The
medical treatment’ given bim during the
twelve days he remained at Carcha
proved useless. He grew worse every
hour and had them hear his confession
and administer holy communion and
administer extreme unction. Likewise
he received the papal benediction.

‘‘ From the beginning of his illness the
Bishop had manifested a desire to go to
Coban. This move had been put off be-
cause of the state of his health and the
doctor’s advice. But at last, yielding to
the repeated entreaties of the illustrious
patient, they brought 'him to that city
on the ninth, arriving there at ten at
night. The Bishop was reeceived by a
trinmphal procession and was lodged in
the conventual housé. Recognizing that
his end was at hand;‘he made his will,
and at one o’clock itrthe morning of the
10th of August he gave up his soul to his
Creator. He suffered no pain and died
peacefully without any movement ex-
cept to take the hand of Jose Maria Fu-
entes, his attendant, and to lift his eyes
to heaven with the words, “ I am going
away.””

‘“The interment, which took place on
the eleventh, was of the most solemn
character. After the exequies, the body
was carried in procession through the
streets followed by; an immense multi-
tude, and was buried in the parish
church, the same church in which lie
the remains of Fray Tomas Pena, the
third Bishop of Veraf)u, and the only
one of the five who held that now extin-
guished diocese, who died in his chureh.
It is a singular coincidence that the
ashes of the Apostolic Bishop Lemmens
sleep in that same land which that dis-
tinguished Apostle Fray Bartolme de las
Casas, hallowed with his virtues and
eonquered ‘for Jesus Christ more than
three hundred years ago.

‘‘ The deceased was a man of great vir-
tue and knowledge, On this subject we
quote the words of one who knew him
well: ¢ The virtues of Bishop Lemmens
were s8olid and varied, but over all tow-
ered his zeal. No hardships, no incon-
venience appeared to him to be suffi-
cient excuse to refuse assistance to
those who needed his ministration. He
was easily approachable, and evem the
poorest Indian was never denied an
audience though he came during the
hours of meals or of rest. He passed
entire days hearing confessions and ad-
ministering confirmation. Never have
I seen him refuse alms to a beggar,
even in suspicious eases, and he who
neglected even ‘his neeessary personal
comforts, gave to others with a free
hand. His first care on reaching an inn
was to see with his own eyes that his
companion was well lodged. Without
display, he was extremely piouws. - His
prayers, whenever his occupations per-
mitted it, were extended into the night
hours and were full of fervor. On reach-
ing a place, he visited the church "the
first of all, and after praying there he
Short a
time as I have known this illustrious

him as a man of the most elevated piety
and most solid erudition, though his un-
affected humility sedulously concealed
both. All who met him bear witness to
his lovable character.”

“ In concluding these few lines, the
editor of La Fe expresses his sympathy
with the afflicted ehurch of Vancouver,
and prays that God bas already taken
the soul of its illustrious pastor to His
bosom.

““ We also desire to make honorable
mention of the parish priests of Carcha
and Coban, who were untiring ia their
services to the deceased prelate during
his last illness.”

JAPANBSE TYPHOON.

A Dreadful Storm That Raged Just
Before the ‘‘ India” Left
Yokohama.

People Killed, Ships Wreeked and
Houses and Crops Utterly
Destroyed.

By the Empress of India comes news
of one of the worst typhoons that has
ever visited the Japan coast. It started
from the East, the Empress experienc-
ing it first when between Kobe and
Yokohama, It struck Yokohama with
its full force early on the morning of the
9th, the barometer dropping to 29.016.
This terrible storm was preceded by an
earthquake at midnight on the 8th,

badly shaking up Yokohama, Tokyo and
other towns.

In describing the desolation the Japan
Daily Advertiger of the 9th says:

¢“ In the harbor, day broke this morn-
ingon a desolate scene. The bay was
swept by fierce squalls, which at times
completely closed out the view. Saveral
of the ships in the harbor had dragged'
their anchors, .two sailing ships being
very close to each other. The German
cruiger Irene had evidently also dragged
for she lay on the spit due north of the
anchorage with her broadside to the
storm. All the small twelve-raters
anchored off the boathouse had filled,
and some had also capsized, two having
quite disappeared.”

In the creeks sampans were adrift in
all directions, and the break-
waters were of no avail agajnst
the terrible strength of the stofm.
On land immenee damage was done to
the erops as far southwest as Nagaski;
telegraph lines went down and railways
were blocked.. Chimneys,chimney pots,
windows, verandahs and water spouts
flew through the air and scarcely a house
in Yokohama escaped scathless.

At Kanagawa not only was there great
loss of property and numbers of peovle
were drowned. No fewer than five
schooner junks with their crews were
blown out upon the breakwater, and as
nothing could live it was certain that the
loss of life would be great, although par-
ticulars were not at hand when the India
left. One vessel was actually carried up
in the air_and broke in the top of a
houee, Numbers of persrons were
killed and houses destroyed at Isurgacho,
there being one instance where four per-
sons in a bath-house were killed by the
collapse of the building. Mr. Chase,
one of the passengers on the Empress,
states that on the 8th he was at Tokio,
‘and that the destruction of property
there was quite severe. So relentlessly
strong was the wind that it fairly licked
up the water irom the moat that extends
around the palace. The palace, it must
be understood, takes up a great deal of
room, being very like a small city itself,
and is surrounded by a wide moat
filled with water.

Italy, it says, once sent out
missionariea bearing light; now it sends
out assassins bearing the weapons of
death.

THE SNOWS OF WINTER

Have Set In in the North and Seen
Will Drive the Discourageéd
Ones Home. ;

Preparations for the Siege Advane-
ing at Skagway and On Lake
Lindeman.

Steamer ‘Queen’” Returns With
Latest News From the Trails
and From Alaska.

‘* Wait till the snow commences to fly,
and then you’ll see the crowds pouring
this way. Just now they are holding
down Skagway, talking considerably
about what they’re going to do and all
the time knowing themselves they can’t
do it. The whole situation in a nutehell
ie this:

are by this time on the river or at the
lakes; at any rate they are on the other
end of the trail. Those that make up
the population of Skagway now wouldn’t
be any good to themselves as miners if
they did get in. They’re about ready to
admit it to themselves, but they don’t
like the prospect of hearing what their
friends will eay when they do the right-
about and come home. And so now
they’re waiting at Skagway—for the first
snow. That will put the kibosh on the
Kloxzdyke ‘dream for the great majior-
ity.’

This is how Peter Anderson, an old
Yukoner, who came down by the Queen
yesterday, explains the state of affairs at
the gateway tothe pass. He was com-
menting upon the comparatively few re-
turning pilgrims on board, and this brief
review of the situation was explanatory.

““There are a whole lot of sensible
miners,’”” he continued, ‘“ who feel just as
Idoabout the Yukon country. It’s a
good part of the world to stay away
from. I went there eleven years ago,
and I know pretty near every part of the
dastrict. Talk about fortunes in Stewart
river, why it’s been prospected clear up,
and all it ever returned in the past has
been grub stake. You’ll get all sorts of
stories of course about every creek in the
Yukon valley, but mark my words the
Stewart will prove a no-good stream in
the end.”

‘‘Bay, did it ever strike you as pe-
culiar that none of the old-time miners
of the North had a hand in the Klon-
dyke ,money-making? Do you know
how that was? Why, the prospectors
were all out in the hills when the finds
were made by accident and hog luck.
A chap went up Bonanza to try and find
a short cut over the hills and naturally
tried the dirt he ran across. He got $3
rim diggings and investigated. It kept
getting betier—and there you are,

“ Which proves that it’s better to be
born lucky than industrious, for the
news got to the settlement when only
the inactive members of the population
were at home. The men who put in the
hard work of years looking for the gold
are looking for it yet for the most part.
The fortune simply ¢cams, to. the
people that weren’t stirring them-
selves, and of course they gathered
it in. On the whole, 1’8 as I
said, & no-good country. Hundreds will
starve to death this winter, and what
fortunes that country has in the way of
placer gold have pretty much all been
landed already.

¢“Claim? Well, yes, I have half in-
terests in"two or three that look fairly
well, and may turn out something de-
cent. I’m going back in the spring to
work them for all there is in them,”

Had the Queen not arrived yesterday
there would have been many anxious
hearts to-day in this city, in San Fran-
cisco and along the Sound, for she was
several days behind herscheduled arrival
date, and she usually is reliable as the
railroad. Oaptain Carroll and his first
officer were nevertheless a triflesurprised
when told that their friends were be-
coming uneasy.

“There was no occasion for any
alarm,”” said the Captain, * and nothing
in particular occurred to hold us back.
It was just the fog that detained us a
little.”

‘‘ Speaking about the gold that is piled
like cordwood at Dawson,”” said the first
officer—although no one had even
broached the alluring subject—‘‘I was
talking a few days ago with a man who
is putting in all his time on the Yukon
at one thing or another, and was one of
the very first to get into Dawson. I
asked him if these stories were true of
the immense amount of treasure at the
Klondyke town. He replied that if
there was any gold piled up like cerd-
wood, he hadn’t found the woodpile. To
show you what kind of a place it is, he
told me he had plenty of difficulty in rais-
ing a few thousand dollars on some of
the best claims in the place—and then
they charged him five per cent. a month
for the use of the money.”

“ And did you hear about the Chinese
cooks at Juneau?”’

This time it was the steward who was
speaking and the item of information
was strictly in his own particular line.

“No? Well, I’11 tellpyou. You see,
a cook named Sing Lee, who had been
working in Juneau for $30 a month and
glad to get it, heard somewhere that
they were paying $15 a day to cooks in
Skagway. That’s my graft, says he to
himself, and he throws up his job on
the spot and takes his ticket for Skag-
way.

*Then every other pig-tailed chap in-
the place that can boil an egg or fry a
slice of bacon, gets it in his head that
Sing Lee had gone to Skagway to get $15
a day. That settles it. The whole crowd
pack off to Skagway, and when they get
there they ind that the ‘mno Chinese
need apply’ goes there in everything,
and they’re lucky to get out of the camp.

In the meantime, the first of the
winter crowd from Skagway gets into
Juneau, and for want of something bet-
ter to fill in time with, these white men
get the Chinamen’s billets,

‘““Labor of all kinds will surfeit the
market at Juneau this winter, for a good
ehare of the Klondykers that are stuck
at Skagway will put in time until spring
at ‘the city.” Every hotel in the place
was full up when the Queen sailed, and
the rush had not yet fairly commenced.”

Three Fingered Charlie was also econ-
victed but applied for a new trial, and
this, apon some technicality, has been
granted. :

There are six other murder cases on
the docket for this approaching session
of eourt, the best known of these being
those in which Schell and Slim Birch
will be put on trial for their lives. The
latter, strange as it may seem, has been
very much lionized of late among the
miners, and Kid Birch, his brother, suc-
ceeded in raising $4,000 for the defence
fund on the Klondyke alone. This fund
now amounts to $7,000 or more, and the
best of counsel available, including Col.
James Hamilton of Seattle, have been re-
tained.

Mr. Bennett says that aside from the
Klondyke, the mining fields that are
most interedting Alaska at the present
time are situated on the southern side of
Prince. William Sound, and consist
chiefly of copper containing about $5 in
gold to the ton. The ore body is said te
be guite extensive, and a number of
miners are working in that direction.
Others are steadily developing Cook In-
let; while still others are investigating
the character and extent of the recently
discovered minerais on Copper river.
Mining is the sole industry of Alaska at
present worth taking into account, for
the salmon fishing this year has been a
flat and conspicuous failure.

Ex-Congressman Taylor, of Indiana,
18 one representative American who has
every confidence in the pérmanent min-
eral resources of the far north, and yet
also has no-desire for the Klondyke at
present. He is a heavy shareholder in
the Jualin Mining Co., and has just re-
turned from a visit to the company’s
property near Juneau, He expresses
himself as well satisfied with this—as
well as another piece of property of
which he has just become the owner.

“Soapy’ Smith and Jack Jolly are
two fellow-passengers with Hon. Mr.
Taylor, but less ,representative citizens.
Smith is an old-time Denyer sport and
the proprietor of numerous ‘‘games”’ in
Colorado until the simultaneous coming
in of Governor Waite and going out of
licensed gambling. Since then be has
been something of & rolling. stone, al-
though not without acquiring consider-
able moss, of the long green variety.
Recently he has been illustrating how it
is possible for a man to make a fortune
without going to the Klondyke, his
‘‘ gure-thing '’ games at S8kagway having
made for him $20,000. Hearing while
in Juneau ten days ago that Prose-
cuting Attorney Bennett had declared all
the games at Skagway ander the ban,
Smith promptly closed out his business
interests and came south for the winter.

James 8. Esbey-Smith, still another
passenger by the Queen, is the examiner
of the state départment who has been
busy during the past-month in visiting
the marshals, United ' Statés “attorneys,
judges and various commissioners of
Alagka.

Those who cannot sell
their horses will probably slaughter
them and smoke the flesh for
winter use, the expectation be-
ing that even this class of diet
will be acceptable before the frigid term
is over. Prices at Skagway as a general
thing rule much the same as in Victoria
now, which—as no stock can be bought
there as cheaply a8 in Victoria—means
that the merchants of the little city of
tents are content with small profits.

F. M. Lysons, another returned Se-
attleite, estimates that there were 80 in
all in the Queen’s contingent of discour-
aged gold seekers, he himself being one
of the number. He had got as far as
Lake Lindeman, going in by the Chil-
coot trail and coming out by Skagway—
and finding the former route much the
preferable of the two.

A Party of Thirty ** Bristol-Eugene”’

Steamer * Willapa” Returns—An
Atlantic Vessel Coming to Enter
the Northern Business.

By slow degrees all the unfortunate
Bristol-Eugene passengers are getting
away on their Northern journey, the
steamer Rosalie yesterday evening taking
the last contingent but one of those who
have been in the city for the last few
weeks. The party numbering thirty go
from here to Wrangel where they will
await the Eugene’s arrival from the
Sound to take them up the Btickeen.
The Eugene, it is expected, will not be
delayed long, but if she is, the party will
continue their trip in canoes as far as
Glenora. One of the crowd, a Mr. W.
W. Cardwell, has takenkalong with him
fifteen goats for packing purposes.
The members of the abandoned Bristol-
Engene expedition still in Vietoria
hardly number a score, and they, as has
previously been stated, are forming
themselves into a stock company for the
purpose of entering the Copper River
country to mine. Among the passenﬁrs
who embarked on the Rosalie was Mr.
H. Harris of the Colonist hotel. The
Rosalie had about as much cargo and
as many passengers as she could con-
veniently handle. The Willamette,
which was the second Northern bound
boat expected to sail last evening, will
probably not get away until this morn-
ing, as up te a late hour she had not ar-
rived from the Sound. Nearly all miners
now leaving for the Yukon are going via
the all-Canadian route.

N. P. LINERS GOING AND CO'MING.

The Northern Pacific liner Tacoma re-
ceived nearly all her outward cargo at
the City of Destiny, and will be here as
expected on Saturday to load a ship-
ment of horses and other small consign-
ments of freight. Her cargo now loaded
amounts to 1,600 os 1,700 tons, and in-
cludes the following: 1,000 tons of flour,
200 tons of nail rods and a quantity of
tobacco, cotton, drills, paper and gen-
eral merchandise. The steamship Vic-
toria, another N.P. liner, left Yokohama
inward bound on Sunday with a full
cargo, including 800 bales of silk.

YUKON FRONTIER,

The business men of Victorifi, irre-
spective of their political affiliations,
ought to endeavor to discover some
means of impressing upon the Hon. Mr.
Sifton, when he vigits this city, the
supreme importance of every step being
taken by the government that will aid
in securing for Canadian cities the out-
fitting trade of the Yukon.

‘We are not prepared this morning to
suggest what are the best means to adopt,
but it is important that notification
should be given to all persons in the
United States and other foreign coun~
tries that the collection of duties will be
strictly enforced, and we further suggest
that after December 1 no exemptions
ghould be allowed, except such as are
permitted in the case of imports into
other parts of Canada.

ROUTES RO THE YUKON.

The Seattle Times discusses the routes
to the Yukon, and, while stating very
many things that are both true and in-
teresting, manages to make a tew rather
The first we note is
that the Canadian Pacific railway ‘‘is
none other than the Dominion govern-
‘ment itself.”’ This is a new departure,
for until a few months ago the Canadian
Pacific was the British government. We
hasten to assute our contemporary that
the Canadian Pacific is in no eense of
the word either one government or the

goods entering by this route would have
to pay duties just the same as if they en-
tered by the Stickeen route. Oarfriends
in the Sound city may as well recognize
the inevitable now as later on. No
channel of communication is possible by
which the payment of duties can be
avoided, and it will bé impossible for
Seattle merchants to cut their prices low
enough to get over the handicap of the
duties. That city may as well make up
its mind to ¢ take a back seat” 8o
far as the supply trade of the Canadian
Yukon is concerned. As for the trade of
Alaska they will doubtless secure the
msajor part of it, If the mines there
prove as valuable as there is reason to
believe, this of itself will be sufficient to
satisfy any reasonable expectations.

The chief interest of the Seattle paper’s
article is its admission of the effect of
the opening of the Stickeen-Teslin route
upon Seattle. The great point in this
connection is that this route is now open
and will be open always hereafter. It is
by all odds the best way to get into the
Yukon in the early spring. During the
latter balf of April the Stickeen will
open for navigation, and gold-seekers
can begin to go forward at once. As a
winter route it is doubtless the best;
that is up the Stickeen on the ice, then
across to Teslin Lake and then down the
Yukon on the ice. It is a long and bhard
journey of course; but all routea to the
north are long and hard.

TO ADVERTISE VICTORIA.

In a recent number of Tit-Bits, that
very widely circulated London paper,
appears a long article on the Klondyke,
which is, on the whole, very good, ex-
cept that 1n it no place mentions the Brit-
ish Columbia cities as outfitting points,
and speaks of Seattle alone in this con-
nection. Itis a very simple matter for
our home papers to correct the errone-
ous impressions thus created, but it is to
be remembered that where one of the
persons, who have seen the error, sees
also the correction, twenty.thousand of
them do not. A matter for very serious
consideration is how best to set tke
people right on thissubject ; that is, how
the greatest number of” people can be
most readily reached, without incur-
ring an expense beyond what the busi-
ness community can see its way clear to
afford. L

One of our business men has suggested
a plan, which, if promptly acted upon,
will accomplish very much. A large
proportion of the population of Vietoria
is made up of people from Eastern
Canada and the United Kingdom. If
these people would write a short and
simple statement of the facts of the case
to a paper in their former homes, their
letters, if signed, would in ninety-nine
cases out of a hundred, be printed, and
in this way hundreds of thousands of
people would be reached. It is not
necessary to say very much. A brief
statement to the effect that the Yukon
Gold Fields are in Canada, that all
goods, except those purchased in Can-
ada, must pay duty at the frontier, that
in Victoria everything needed by miners
and prospectors can be purchased at
a8 Jow a price and of as high quality
as anywhere, that the Victoria
merchants are men of practical ex-
perience in the outfitting trade and can
tell a man just what he needs to take
and how to pack it, and that from Vic-
toria there are sufficient transportation
lines running North to accommodate all
this traffic, would be sufficient., Those
who do not feel like writing letters could
gend a4 marked c¢opy of a Victoria paper
calling attention to these points, and

REDISTRIBUTION.

The Columbian asgks us to interpret

the following sentence taken from the
Coronist’s report of a speech delivered
by Hon. Mr. Turner during the last ses-
sion:
Mr. Semlin had argued that redistri-
bution should be brought down at once,
and gave as his reason that the popula-
tion was growing so rdpidly in some dis-
tricts. That very reason was in itself an
answer to Mr. Semlin; for, how could a
satisfactory ~measure be brought down
when the whole face of the province was
changing? The proper way, the Premier
held, was to wait till the very last
moment, so that the redistribution
eould be carried out as fairly as pos-
sible.

Neither the Premier nor any one else
ought to be held responsible for the
phraseology of a brief synoptic report,
and the request that the CoLonisT should
put its interpretation upon the statement
attributed by it to Mr, Turner is a per-
fectly proper one.

The Coronist understood the Premier
to take the position that it was prema-
ture to talk about a general redistribu-
tion of representation during the
present period of provincial expan-
sion. The rapid growth of population
and the uncertainty as to what localities
will profit by this increase in the im-
mediate future furnish the best possible
reason why a general system of redistri-
bution should be postponed as long as
possible. Let us illustrate the case by
some examples. Cariboo and Lillooet
have each two representatives. If the
whole plan of representation were to be
recast, it might be thought impossible,
if population is the basis to ‘be relied
upon to give these districts four repre-
gentatives between them, and yet we
know that at any time a rush of popula-
tion may set into these districts that
may make them overbalance Kootenay.
Again no one can tell what the effect of
the construction of the Crow’s Nest
Pass railway will be upon East Koot-
enay. It may exceed West Kootenay in
population in the course of a year or
two. So when the railway is built from
Penticton to Boundary Creek thousands
of people are certain togo in there. Will
any man say that any plan of general
redistribution applied to the interior
portion of the Mainland on the basis of
existing conditions, would be re-
garded as just two or three years
hence? Will anyone undertake to say
that Cassiar will not have as big a popu-
lation as Kootenay 'in two years from
now? Isanyone prepared to cut down
the representation of the Island’s and
Westminster district on the assumption
that these localities haye reached the
limit of their development? We sup-
pose that the Premier had considerations
of this nature in his mind when he spoke
about the necessity for deferring a gen-
eral redistribution plan as long as
possible.

‘We do not understand that the words
“the very last moment,”” if he used
those exact words, mean the very last
moment before the election of 1898, or
that they mean anything more than
that in the Premier’s opinion a general
redistribution ought to be postponed
until it becomes - clearly unjust to cer-
tain parts of the province to continue
the present plan any longer. We are
satisfied that the Premier had no inten-
tion, whatever language he may have
gaid, of conveying the impression that
government intended to pledge itself to
bring down such a plan at the next ses-
sion. We know that he desired to haveit
distinctly understood that he gave no
such pledge, but that the government
held itself free to deal with the question

constituency, that of North Oxford. He

Few public men have been the objects
of more uncompromising political oppo-
gition than he, and yet it may be said
with truth that, in the greatest heat of
controversy, his personal reputation re-
mained unassailed.

Though a Liberal of Liberals and among
the adversaries of the Conservative par-
ty the greatest tower of strength during
nearly a quarter of a century, Sir Oliver
Mowat’s eplendid fame and noble char-
acter belong to all Canada. It is the
triumph of our institutions that it pro-
duces such men, and: having produced
them keeps them to the front in public
affairs. We fight our political battles
well in Canada, but happily we have
yet to learn how to keep partizanship
from degenerating into hatred. And
happily, also, honesty is the surest
passport in the Dominion to signal
success in public life. Among the
many expressions of appreciation of
the services rendered by the retiring
statesman to his country, none are more
hearty than those from the Conservative
press. His name now belongs to his-
tory, though he is yet happily able to
see it enrolled there.

The youth of Canada should be taught
more than they are taught about the
public men whom this country has pro-
duced. Such names as lz»rown, McGee,
Macdonald, Mackenzie, Howe, Tilley,
Dorion, Thompson, Cartier and Mowat
mean much to those who have watched
them through the turmoil of political
life—men of great talent, but who in
every case built themselves up to posi-
tions of the highest honor, keeping their
personal record hlameless, and faithful
in all things to their patriotic duty, as
they understood it.

AN article from the Kansas City Times
is being copied into the English papers,
and is about as misleading a production
in regard to the Klondyke country as
anything can well be. Lieut. Wilkerson,
of the United States Engineering Corps,
is given as authority for the statements
made. He states that the reported rich
dimcoveries are outrages upon the intelli-
gence of the people, and have been cir-
culated by the transportation coinpanies
for their own purposes. He declares
that the greater part of the gold produc-
ing country will be shown by the Ameri-
can survey to be in Alaska, and that the
official reports, when published, will
puncture the fairy tales told about the
country. It is too bad that such state-
ments can: find a place in reputable
papers. So far as Lieut. Wilkerson ad-
vises people to exercise caution before
going into the Northern gold fields he is
right enough, but in other respects he is
very far astray.

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FARMERS IN POLITICS.

The announcement is made that the
farmers propose to employ the insti-
tutes to be formed under the act of last
session as political associations. We
think that very few persons can seri-
ously contemplate anything of the kind,
or, if they do, that they have nof fully
congidered the nature of the farmers’

- institutes. These organizations are pub-
lic institutions, entitled to grants of
public money, undar certain conditions,
and it would be an un-heard of thing to
convert such institutions into political
clubs. In fact, as the objects of the in-
stitutes are defined by law, they cannot
legally be devoted to political questions.
‘This is simply the statement of a legal
proposition, made g0 a8 to prevent mis-
takes by well-meaning people. ‘
' Inregard to the active participation
of farmers in politics, it is a thing most
- earnestly to be wished. No class of the
community is more deePly interested in
the passage of good laws and the pro-
per administration of them than they.
‘We eay this not as a mere form of
words, but as the statement of an econo-
mic fact, now admitted by all thought-
ful public men. Itis perfectly true that
no government can make times .good or
bad for the farmers. The world has
been so knit together by the appliances
of modern civilization that the prosper-
ity of every agricultural Bection may be,
and very frequently is, affected by con-
ditions existing thousands of miles
away and in other countries; but there
are many ways in which the government
and its administration touch the far-
mer. The construction of roads, bridges
and wharves, the establishment of fer-
ries, the maintenance of schools, the
incidence of taxation, the improve-
ment of live stock, the encouragement
of dairying, the introduction of new
varieties of seeds and fruits, the promo-
tion of co-operative methods, rates of
interest, the cost and efficiency of local
government, irrigation, dyking, and
other matters, are all proper subjects of
legislation and administration, and they
all contribute to & greater or less extent
to the prosperity of the farming com-
munity.

It is impossible to estimate too highly
the advantage which a country derives
from the prosperity of those who till the
goil. Given a community of husband-
men, tilling their own land and with a
good market at hand for their produce,
and we have almost ideal conditions; we

"“have a foundation upon which there
may be built up substantial wealth, In
a province like our own, it is especially
dimportant that our farmers should do
well. The CoroNisT has on several oc-
casions pointed out how much money is
‘Bent away every year for produce that
can be raised at home quite as well as
anywhere elgse. If this money that is
-paid to the farmers of Washington, Ore-
gon and California were paid to the
farmers of British Columbia, it would
find its way into every avenue of busi-
ness and give every industry a greatly
‘nesded impetus. We do not intimate
that there 1s anything that the govern-
ment or the legislature can ‘do directly
to secure the home market to our own
people; but we can very well believe
that many things can be done that will
indirectly contribute to such a result.
The Coroxtst referred the -other ‘day
to the desirability of something being
done to improve the ‘qudlity of ‘sheep
raised in British Columbia. 'Doubtless
also much couid be done to improve the
quality of the cattle, both from the
gtandpoint of the ‘dairyman and ' the
butcher. ‘There are 'some persons who
object to this on'the'score that it is an
interference with private enterprise, but
we are satisfied that there is nothing in

that. In a speech|delivered in England
recently, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach,
chancellor of the exchequer; declared it
to be the intention of the government to
inaugurate the policy of improving the
live stock of thé United Kingdom. The
idea is to see that pure-bred sires of all
classes of stock are made available to
farmers in all parts of the Kingdom.
This looks like a comparatively small
matter; but it is not, for from the suc-
cessful carrying out of such a line of
policy very great things would re-
sult. Some years ago the farmers
of New Brunswick were invited to
inform the government as to what they
thought they needed more than anything
else and the great majority of the re-
plies were in favor of the importation of
better breeds of sheep at the government
expense to be sold at auction to the
farmers. The importation was at once
made. This was only one of many such
importations, which have placed the
quality of New Brunswick sheep on so
high a basis that they command the
highest price in the markets of Boston
and New York.

‘We need not enlarge upon the value
that good roads and bridges are to far-
mers. They cheapen the cost of market-
ing produce and hence are a direct
source of profit. As to the other matters
mentioned above—an article or two
might be written upon any one of them.
The surprise is not that the farmers of
British Colurabia should eeek to exer-
cise a greater influence in politics, but
that they have been content to remain
in the background eo long. They may
rest assured that the way to secure con-
sideration for their interests is to make
their wants known. They have no rea-
son fo complain if their real wants are
not met, if they fail to make those wants
known, No matter what partichlar set
of men may form the ministry of the
day, the farmers may rely upon it that
what they ask will be done if the thing
is at all practicable.

Whether the best plan to accomplish
what the farmers need, and what we
would all like to see done, is to form a
third party, as is proposed, is question-
able. The experience of the Province of
Ontario is not calculated to encourage
the belief that it is. The Patrons of In-
dustry, as a political body, were a fail-
ure. As arule such organizations usu-
ally become so much additional strength
to the dominant political party. There
does not appear to be in Canadian poli-
tics any place for a third party. Even
in the United States, where there are
millions of voters, the third party move-
ment was a failare. It either ab-
sorbed or was absorbed by the Demo-
cratic party, and - the consequence
was the strengthening of the hands of
the Republicans, which was ezactly the
antipodes of its object. We think that
the experience of all countries is to the
effect that the .farmers gain most in a
political way by efforts put forward
through the medium of existing political
parties.

We have spoken very freely on this
subject, because the proposed movement
to establish a Farmers’ Alliance as a
political organization i€ one that pos-
sesses a great deal of interest. With the
object aimed at we have the heartiest
sympathy. We speak now ‘of the gen-
eral object, namely to improve the con-
dition of the farming community as far
gs that can be done through legislation
and public administration. We favor in
the completest sense a strong and public
declaration of what the farmers believe
they need, and we hope when such a de-
claration is made it will be one to which
the CoLoNIsT can give its hearty support.

A MATTER OF INTEREST.

There is a movement on foot to intro-
duce Dominion issues into provincial
politics, although its promoters deny
that their intention is to run provincial
politics on Dominion lines. To .state
guch a case is to show its utter im-
practicability. The Times, which makes
the first positive declaration on the sub-
ject, does mot state the proposition in
quite ag bald terms as we have used
above, but that is what it means. A
convention of Liberals is to be held
¢ primarily to consider organization for
Dominion purposes alone,’”’ but at this
convention the Times wants provincial
politics discussed and hopes that the
convention will *frame its policy,” “de-
clare its aimé and purposes’’ and ** for-
mulate its basis of action.”” Before dis-
cussing this article at any length, weask
the Times to state whether the words we
have quoted from it refer to federal or
local issues. Judging from the caption
of the article and the connection in
which they are used, we think they re-
fer to loeal isgues; but we have learned
by experience from our opposition con-
temporaries not to “take their language
as meaning whatunder ordinary circum-
stances it would mean. If by the lang-
‘nage quoted the Timed means that the
proposed Liberal convention should take
the action suggested in regard to federal
issues, we have nothing whatever to-say.
It is eminently proper for a party con-
vention to take such a line of action, al-
though we ‘cannot say that the exper-
ience of political parties in Canada is
favourable to cut-and-dried programmes.
If the reference is fo local issues, then
the fact cannot be too generally known
that it is proposed to hold a Liberal con-
vention ostensibly to deal with matters
relating to the Dominion =zt lafge; bat
really to organize for the provinclal cam-

paign of 1898,

WHAT HAS BEEN
DEMONSTRATED.

The CoLonisT has no desire’ to bandy
words with the News-Advertiser. It has
not yet defended itself from attack and
does not proposed to begin to do so now.
The News-Advertiser, which pretends
that the record of Mr. Cotton as a public
man may not properly be referred to in
connection with his utterances in his
paper, began a perfectly gratuitous per-
sonal attack upon the editor of the
Covronist in the course of which it has
employed language which it would not
presume to employ in a private con-
versation. T¢ this no reply has been
made and none will be made; but when
the News-Advertiser says that the
CoroNIsT * was compelled indirectly to
admit that it made a deliberately false
statement ”’ in regard to the News-Adver-
tiser’s position on the railway policy, we
will say that it directly states what is
not true and what it knows is not true.
The News-Advertiser has simply shirked
the issue. We do not propose to let it
draw a herring across the scent. Itmay
assert day after day, that the editor of
the Coronist is untruthful. It may re-
fer to him in any way it can possibly in-
vent, but this cannot alter the following
facts:

1st. The friends of Mr. Cotton had so
little confidence in his good faith that
they compelled him to sign an agree-
ment to remain true to them. His word
was worthless. They insisted on his
promise in writing.

2nd. Mr. Cotton played fast and loose
with his political friends during the
whole of the last session of the legisla-
ture.

3rd. Mr. Cotton sought to get a railway
scheme of his own adopted and tried to
enlist the co-operation of certain promi-
nent capitalists. After that he opposed
the government policy.

4th. The News-Advertiser believed
that the election law of 1890 was still in
force and that this was ¢ the first and
necessary issue ’’ of 1898,

bth. The News-Advertiser condemns
the railway policy; yet its editor on the
floor of the house supported the Cassiar
Central Railway bill and the land
grants to the two other Cassiar railways.

6th. The News-Advertiser has charged
the government with botches and jobs,
and yet its editor sat in his place dumb
during a whole session, so far as any-
thing of this kind went, and never so
much as intimated in his paper that a
single botch or a single job had been
perpetrated. . 3

7th. The grounds which the News-Ad-
vertiser now takes against the railway
policy were not taken when the bill was
before the house, either by itself or by
Mr. Cotton,

These are public matters. They are
germane to the election contest of 1898.
We are quite unconcerned as to what
epithets the News-Advertiser applies to
the CoronIsT or its editor. It is neces-
sary when dealing with certain people
to be prepared for a shower of mud. It
is unpleasant, but the CoLoxIsT does not
propose to be swerved from its duty to
expose the hollowness of the local op-
position by anything of that sort.

THE INDIAN ARMY.

The Imperial Army in India consists
at the present time of 73,000 British
troops with 88 batteries of artillery and
165,000 native troops with 14 batteries,
in all 238,000 men with 102 batteries of
artillery of 6 guns each. This is un-
doubtedly one of the finest armies in the
world. The British soldiers on every
occasion when their mettle is tried show
themselves to be splendid fighters, The
Indian troops are composed of excel-
lent material. A writer in Blackwood’s
says that no British officer, who has ever
commanded native troops, doubts their
bravery. Scarcely ever does a native
Indian soldier develop qualities of
leadership, but we suppose that the sys-
tem has much to do with this, for it is
not desirable to have men trained to
handle large bodies of men, who might
on some occasion be prompted to act
against the British, The failure of the
Mutiny in 1857 was duein a farge meas-
ureto the lack of leaders among the
mutineers, that is of men capable of
handling large bodies of soldiers.

The Indian Army is made up of a
variety of races and representatives of
different religions. There are Brah-
‘mans, Mussulmans and Rajputs, Goork-
ers, Jats and Dogras, with Sikhs and
Pathans. There are men from the
Himalayas and from the Suliman range,
from the plains of the Indus and the
table lands of the interior. This diver-
ity of origin and religious belief is an
element of strength because it renders
general discontent unlikely. A Hindu
writer has written to an English paper
regarding British rule in India. He
says that India is destined to be inde-
pendent, but only at a remote day. He
says that Great Britain is to be his coun-
‘try’s regenerator, but that the process of
regeneration will be long. *‘Not our
children nor yet our grandchildren will
see DBritish - dominion removed from
India,” he says, and elsewhere he states
‘that the restoration of the country to its
independence will be a matter of cen-
turies. Centuries to India are like de-
cades to Europe.

protection. This is an exceedingly
shrewd move. It makes Great Britain
supreme in Central Africa. A few weeks
ago we explained how, extending from
both the Eastern and Western coasts,
British dominion was slowly forming a
belt across Africa. On the west, Lake
Tchad had already been reached. On the
east Kordofan, Darfur and Wadai, three
extensive sultanates, lay between British
East Africa and the Lake. Kordofan and
Darfur, by the treaty just made, pass
under British protection, leaving only
‘Wadai to be controlled to make the belt
complete. It is not likely that this
country will long hold out. We may
feel very sure that already there are re-
presentatives of the British government
on the ground, and that Wadai will
soon pass under British control. Thisis
an exceedingly interesting affair. We
have been told with much circumstan-
tiality how France was going to cut off
Great Britain before she could reach the
Upper Nile. . France was to get there by
way of Lake Tchad. We were told so in
80 many words that when the Anglo-
Egyptian force reached Kordofan it
would find a French résident installed,
But if the Frenchman is on the way he
may a8 well turn back. The despatch
also tells us that a treaty has been made
with the King of Abyssinia, securing
peace on his borders for the new sub-
jects of Great Britain. It may be re-
membered that, according to the enemies
of the Empire, if there was anywhere
that British diplomacy was to be out-
witted it was in Abyssinia. The- pro-
phets of imperial disaster must try a
new tack.

Mz. E. F. CasseLL, president of the
Juneau Chamber of Commerce, is very
angry because the Canadian government
collects duty on American imports and
wants the sub-port of Dyea closed unless
¢ Canada shall agree with America that
our subjects shall enjoy the same rights
and privileges in the gold fields as are
enjoyed by the subjects of Canada.”
Mr. Cassell simply does not know what
‘he is talking about. Americans have
identically the same rights in the gold
‘fields as  Canadians. This is literally
correct. It is true that an American
cannot take American goods into the
country without paying duty on them,
but neither can a Canadian. An Amer-
ican can take Canadian goodsin without
payingduty on them. After he has got
into the country there is not a right that
a Canadian enjoys, so far as the mines
or other property rights are concerned,
which an American cannot also enjoy.
What Mr, Cassell wants is that Ameri-
can goods sball be admitted into Oana-
dian territory on the same terms as
Canadian goods. When he prefers such
a request at Washington he will simply
be laughed at.

TaE British Columbia Mining Record,
London, objects to a new company that
has been ‘floated in London on the
ground that the directorate contains no
names of importance whatever. It isno
part of the business of the CoronisT to
defend the company in question, about
which we, in point of fact, know mno
more than anyone else, but it is rather
refreshing to be told that the absence of
‘“ names of importance >’ is an objection
to a company. Ordinarily the cry is the
other way, the practice being to warn
the public against companies having
““ names of importance ”” on the board,
on the ground that these names are only
bait with which to catch the unwary. If
British investors would look more to the
merits of ventures submitted to them
and less to the names on the board of
directors we can answer for British Col-
umbia, at.least, that they would fare
better. The fact that a bona fide pro-
ject, bandled by practical men, has to
be bolstered up by * important names ”’
to command the confidence of a certain
class of people, is one of the greatest
sources of danger to investors.

WEe print the statement of the Bank
of British North America up to June 30
last, and the proceedings at the meeting
of shareholders.
