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| THE HARBOR OF T0RONTO

THE CITIZENS RECOMMEND THE
ACCFPTANCE OF THE GOVERN-
MENT PROPOSAL.

o Sge—

Professional versus Lay Opinion—Ald.
Hallam's Scheme for Raising the
Money—The Closure of the Easterm
Gap.

A mass meeting of the ratepayers was
beld in St. Lawrence hall last night to con-
sider the harbor question. Owing to ne-
glect in advertising properly the meeting
was attended by about one hundred citizens
only, but everyone was a representative
man, The professional opinions expressed
were all in support of closing the eastern
gap, as recommended by Captain Eads ; the
lay opinion was to keep it open. A reso-
lution was carried calling on the council to
accept the offer of the government to make
the improvements, if the city paid one-third
of the cost.

Among those present were Ald. Hallam,
Maughan, Boswell, Dafoe, Irwin, W. H.
Beatty, ex-Ald. Morris, Charles Durand,
Captain Milloy, Captain Turner, ex-Ald.
Manning, Stephen Nairn, C. E. Hender-
‘son, R.W. Phipps, R Marshall, Kivas Tul-
ley, C.E., Barlow Cumberland, P. Mecln-
tyre, Col. Gzowski, C.E., Harbor Commis-
sioner Boswell, R. W. Elliott, ete. ;

The mayor callel the meeting to order
and narrated the interview that he and
other representatives of the city had with
Sir Hector Langevin. The minister had
told them that the government would pay
two-thirds of the cost if the city paid the

other, The meeting to-night was to say
whether the citizens would recommend the

council to assume this one-third of the cost
or not. ‘

Ald. Boswell said that they had presented
reports at Ottawa sufficient to convince the
government that great devastatiom had
visited the harbor recently. He related
the various efforts that had been put for-
ward since 1877 to induce the government
to do something for the harbor. All the
authorities did was to dredge the western
channel. At last the government were in-
duced to send Sir Hector Langevin to ex-
amine the harbor. The resuit was that
Capt. Eads, a most eminent engineer, was
invived to make a survey of the harbor.
His report was now before the people and
the government. The speaker hud thought
that it was unnecessary to close the eastern
gap. He advised the mayor to telegraph
Capt. Eads on this point. The answer,
received was :

Mayor McMurricH, ToroNTO . Closureof eastern
gap absolutely 'y insure mai of
channel without dredging. Think fear of injury to
health groundless. Drainage can be arranged if
tound necessary. JAMES B EADSs.

He was sorry that this was so, asit
brought up the question of building an ex-

nsive trunk sewer along the city front.

ut they need not go into details.to night,
the question for them was contained in the
following resolution which he moved as
follows :
That after hearing the report of the deputation
sent to Ottawa to consult with the Dominion goy-
ernment in regard to the p eservation of the Toronto
harbor, this meeting, deeply impressed with the
importance of such preservation, in view of the
great damage occasioned to the same during the re-
cent storms, do hereby reco d the t:
of the proposition made by the Deminion govern-
ment, namely, that the cost of any improvement
which in the opinion ot/ the government and city
council may be necessary should be borne in the
ratio of two-thirds by the said government and one-
third by the city, and they hereby strongly and
respectfully would desire to urge upon the city
council the advisability of accepting such proposi-
tion that work may be commenced as speedly as
possible, and an amount entered in-the supplement-
ary e-timates of the gover:i ment for the present
se-sion. They would further urge a mutual ar-
rangement between the government and city, as to
he nature of the work to be done so that the sani-
tary interest of the city may be carefully considered
in making all such improvements. 3
Mr. Boswell then referred to the city
debt and its relation to any expenditure
for harbor improvements. The debt was
$5,980,000 ; it was limited to six million
as long the assessed ' property of the city
was fifty millions, The assessed value of the
city was now sixty millions and the law
allowed them to raise eight per cent. of
the excess over fifty millions—that was
that a sum of $480,000 was the total sum
available for all the great expenditures be-
fore the people. He thought the city rate-
payers should therefore recommend the ex-
penditure.

Ald. Hallam seconded the motion and he
thought another motion should be cirried
requesting the city council to put the ma-
chipery in motion to raise the money. But
thg eastern channel must be preserved
When it did not exist malarial diseases
prevailed in the east end. The trunk
sewer and the harbor question should be
settled’ together. His scheme to raise the
mouney was thjs: Get the government to
do the whole work ; fiad out the city’s pro-
portion of the cos* ; then let the city pay
the government the interest on its share and
gradually extinguish the same by a sinking
fund extending over thirty years, By this
means they would avoid submittinga by-
law, they would gkt the money at the very
lowest rate of inferest, and they would
have an easy way of paying off the princi-

al,
q Mr. Robertson thought the improve-
ments should be made and the eastern gap
maintained.

Mr. W. H. Beatty said the money could
be raised without taxing the citizens:
The harbor commissioners could issue de-
bentures for $200,000. The harbor dues
were now abcut $11,000; if the harbor
dues were put in proportion to those of Port
Hope and Cobourg, $30,600 could be raised
a year, and this would pay the interest on
the debentures. Those who used the harbor
¥hould pay for it. He was opposed to
closing the eastern gap ; the bay would be-
come = filth puddle of weeds. The harbor
was of vital impocrtance. The harbor trade
of Toronto was equal to that of Toledo.
He had pleasure in supporting the resolu-
tion.

Col. Gzowski said it might be folly for
him to speak on the question when pro-
fessional opinion was ignored as it had
been. The questions they had to deal
with were : (1) Shall you have a harbor?
(2) If you have how shall you ayoid hoist-
ing the yellow flag of pestilence. In 1847
he had surveyed the harbor, studied the
question, made soundings, and his report
was on record. His opinion was the same
as Capt. Eads; the eastern gap must be
closed. - If it was mnot closed the island
would be carried to the Humber. The
breach was wilening—now it wis near 5000
feet. Whet he recommended its closure
in 1847 $5000 would have paid the expense.
If the health of the city had impreved
since the breach it was not to be attributed
to that, but to better sewerage. But they
had to keep the bay clean, and if the east
gap_was closed a trunk sewer would have
t6- be built. Over 100,600 gallons of
polluted .matter was poured .into the bay

storms like the recent one and little of the
island would be left.

Ex-Ald. Manning said the gap was made
twenty-five years ago, It was fortunate
that it was made from a health point of
view, Heapproved of the resolution. He
would like to know the probable cost. He
could not concur with Capt. Eads as to the
closure of the eastern gnr or the remov'gl
of present western channel nearer Hanlan’s,
He would crib the south side of the present
western channel and fill up-the flats to
Hanlan’s. He thought they could not
build both the trunk sewer and improve
the harbor at the same time, He did not
know how the closure of the eastern gap
would save the island. It would be a
tremendeus mistake to close the gap at the
east end. To close the Queen’s wharf en.
trance would damage'the property in that
locality. He thought the motion should
be more definite as to the nature of the
improvement and its cost. He thought
the harbor dues should go towards paying
the cost of it. 3 e

Harbor commissioner Baldwin said * he
was willing to give up his own views in
favorof those of Capt. Eads and Col, Gzow-
ski.. To raise the harbor tolls would be
to divert the trade to railways. ;

Kivas Tulley, C. E., said he had utmost
confidence in Capt. Eads. Thirty Years
ago he had predicted the loss of the island
and so had Sandford Fleming, Mr. Hynd,
the two Shanleys, unless the entrance was
closed. Capt. Eads had examined all
these opinions and concurred in them.
Capt. Eads preferred the western entrance
with a channel south of the present one,
in order to get deeper water. As to sewer-
age: The Don must be turned outof the
bay, and so must the sewerage. If this
was the case, the bay with one entrance
would be clean, The trunk sewer would
cost $200,000, and perhaps the government
would contribute something toward that if
one opening . only was retained. Thirty
years ago he had recommended the diver-
ing of the current of the Don into Ash-
gri ge’s bay, and second that the sewerage
be mot emptied in' the bay. He ngreed
with Capt. Eads that the only way to
preserve the harber.was to close one chan-
nell. The income of the”harbor commis-
sioners would not pay for the improve-
meénts, If the dues were raised trade
would be driven to the railways. Frauk
Shanly had gonme into the trunk sewer
question. There was a fail of fourteen
feet in it, and his estimate for it was §130,-
000. Allowing for contingencies, he con-
sidered $200,000 would build the sewer
planned by Mr. Shanly,

Capt. James Dick thought if the eastern

gap was closed the bay would become a
malarious pool. He thought the eastern
channel the best, theugh if the west one
was preferred it would be better further
south. The interest of the city was that
the two openings should be maintained,
one for navigation the other for purifying
the water.

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INVESTORS AND CANADIAN RAIL
WAYS,

We made reference the other day to
some remarks by Mr, William Abbott, at
the recent half-yearly meeting of the Grand
Trunk company in London, on the subject
of English losses on investments in Can-
adian railways, It may be as well to re-
peat here the few sentences we have already
quoted from the report of his speech on the
ocoasion :

¢ The time has arrived when an end
should be put to this controversy, not only
in the interest of the Grand Trunk and the
Great Western of Canada, but in the in-
terests of Canada herself. (Cheers). On
looking over the capital of these companies
I find that the amount of £44,185,600 has
been invested in these two great Canadisn
railways, and the benefit which these rail-
ways have done to Canada is far in excess
of the returns which the shareholders have
received. (Cheers). Every word I address
to the English shareholders of this company
will find an echo in Canada to-morrow.
Every other coleny of Great Britain has
vielded a handsome return for the capital
embarked for their development, ¢x§»t

ENGLISH

Canada. (Hear, hear.) I find that -the
united debts of Victoria, Queensland, abd
New Sonth Wales,strangely enough amounts
to £44,000,000, exactly the same amount
as these two  Canadian railways. Now
entlemen, I want to enter this protest.
f the Dominion of Canada is desirious of
getting further capital in order to compete
with capital already embarked, we shall
enter our protest against it, and we shall
stay the hands of tho British investor. ”

1f we are so unreasonable as to insist up-
on having railfny competition in Canada
we shall be duly snubbed, and in the high-
est fimancial quarters, too, for our presump-
tion. The hands of the British investors
are to be stayed—ominous threst! and
Mr. Abbott is one of those who are going to
do it. It is generally believed that the stay-
ing process referred to has been * tried on”
to a considerable extent already ; and gen-
erally with success until a recent date.
Without doubt, the influence alluded to by
Mr. Abbott had its share in defeating every
scheme for the construction of the Canadisn
Pacific railway before we reached that
scheme of last resort—the syndicate. Like
Casar of old, the syndicate has fed upon
such meat that it has become great ; 2o
great, we fancy, that even Grand Trunk
influence in London will be unable to
¢ check” it now, to use ‘Sir John’s familiar
word with reference to Manitoba. If we
hold it impossible for Mr. Abbott to have
meant that he was going to clap an ex-
tinguisher upon the syndicate, we must
suppose that his threat was aimed at the
Quebec and Ontario. This being the case,
it is cheering to observe that Mr. Osler
says “‘no surrender,” and declares that the
Quebec and Ontario road will be built,
fusion or no fusion.

The Australian colonies have yielded
a handsome return; why not Canada?
Well, perhaps, it is because they have no
United States lying along their respective
frontiers, and no foreign Vanderbilts and
Goulds to interfere with their working,
and for long spells now and then to make
them work for nothing. In Australia any
particular railway, in any particular colony,
is marked wholly and solely for the bene-
fit of that identical colohy alone, the inter-
est of its proprietors of course understood,
Here, as soon as the Grand Trunk and the
Great Western were built, they commenced
working for the benefit of the United
States first of all; Canadian traffic being
with them only a secondary eonsideration.
Perhaps circumstances compelled them
thus to act, it may be that they felt as if
they had no option, and had to do that or
worse. But let them not blame Canada
for it if they loose money carrying Ameri-
can freights a thousand miles for less than
they charge for carrying Canadian freight
three hundred miles. The local freights
gives good paying rates ; the foreign freight
is often carried at a loss, or within a frac-
tion of it. There might be a different tale
to tell about the Australian railways, if
they were controlled by the interests of a
foreign New York and a foreign Chicago ;
and the speculations and cajrices of foreign
Vanderbilts and Goulds. '

For many years the proprietors of both
the Grand Trunk and the Great Western
persisted in the capital error of believing
that operations here could be minutely di-
rected from London, threé thousand miles
away. This blunder cost the shareholders
millions before they found it out. Of late
years another policy has prevailed, and
both Mr. Hickson on the Grand Trunk, and
Mr. Broughton, on the Great ‘Western,
have proved energetic and successful gen-
eral managers. Large authority is now
placed in the hands of the men on the spot,
who know what is wanted, and the business

of both roads is better done in consequence.

Mr. Abbott speaks of the large amount
of forty-four millions of English money in-
vested in Canadian railways. Can he in-
torm us how much of this was really bona-
fide value, twenty shillings to the pound,
and how much his English investors used
o make, in years gone by, on inferior rails,
‘‘ billed ” to the companies at far more than
they were worth ? If dividends had to be
paid only on actual cash value of roads and
plant, and mo more, perhaps the returns to
investors would look a great deal better
than they do now. If Mr. Abbott will
candidly consider at all _the circumstances,
he may see reason for believing that it is
not the fault of Canada, so much as of the
English investors themselves, that the roads
named have not paid as well as the Austra-
lia roads, '

DRIVING ANOTHER NAIL.

The Hamilton Times and the Toronto
Globe are very much alike, especially the
Times. Our contemporary of the ambitions
N.P. city evidently does not like to be out-
done by the Globe ina certain line, and
proceeds in the following fashion to drive
another nail in Mr, Blake’s eoftin :

Pat
this alongside of what the Times says, and
then tell us which of the two most cor-
rectly interprets Mr, Blake,

Here is a curions circuamstance, which
let our rabid, roaring frree-thinkers pon-
der. Many politicians, when free-trade
views are; ascribed to them, hasten to deny
the charge, and take much pains to prove
that they are really very good protection-
ists after all. But mo politician charged
with-the crime of being & protectionist de-
nies the fact ; he pleads guilty at once,and
gives evidence how pleased he is to get 0
popular & compliment. The popularity of
protection—in other words, the hold it has
upon the peqple—is one fact worth a thou.
sand free-trade arguments,

The lste Senator Penny, of Montreal, a
most decided and consistent ' ‘free-trader,
used to admit this fact ; and he very bluntly
accomnted for it, too, by saying that of
course the fools were in the majority. Will
the Times take a similar course, and say
that the city of Hamilton is inhabited by
some thirty-five thousand people, “‘mostly
fools, ” as said Carlyle once saidof the Brit-
ish people ! Hamilton is so much an N. P.
city that the fact that the Times continues
to be published there is really a phenome-
nom wonderful to behold.

DODGING THE ISSVE.

On the *‘ necessaries of life” question,
the grit free trade pressis getting hemmed
into a close corner,snd dodging is tried as a
means of getting out. This is from the
Belleville Ontario : .

“ The Toronto World, a few days ago
presumptiously asked the Lindsay Post for
proof that the N. P. had increased the cost
of a single article that farmers and the lab-
oring class generall hase. Ina sub-
sequent issue the World answers its own
querry by furnishing reasons why the work-
ingmen are on striking for bigier wages.
It says nearly all the necessaries of life are
dearer now than they were three or four
and four years ago, and the same rate of
wages pays for much less. This is conced-
ing all the Post and other anti-N. P, organs
claim. ”

The point in this little controversy lies

in the answer to the question—what are
those * necessaries of life, ” which have be-
came 80 dear that workmen are driven to
ask for increased wages? We huve already
given our answer to the question—no evas-
ive reply or shuffling answer, by any means
—but one as plain and direct as the most
captious controversialist could ask for, We
have said that nine-tenths of the increased
cost of living, for the average workman's
family, is to be found in the higher prices
of bread and breadstuffs, meat of all kinds;
milk, butter and cheese, eggs, and fish.
These are all staple articles of food, and
they are all articles of which Canada pro-
duces enough for her own consumption, with
a large surplus for exportation. Let the
grit organs, if they cam, give plain and
straightforward answers to' these questions:
First, is; it true that the -increased cost of
living—for workmen's families, remember,
not for the wealthy or well-to-do classes—
lies in the higher prices of the articles
named, and to the exteat that we have
stated ? ~ Second, if it be admitted that
such is the case, are the higher prices of
these staple Canadian products caused by
the N.P.? Whenever the Hamilton
Times, the London Advertiser, the Lindsay
Post, or the Belleville Ontario, will have
the manliness to quit dodging, and give
plain honest answers to these questions
we shall probably have ‘‘a few cursory
remarks ”* to make in reply.

Tue SaN Francisco Call intimates that
e@tern people, who are so enthusiactic on
belalf of the Chinese, may soon have more
ung oloser experience of the Mongol inva-
sion than they have bargained for. *‘ There
will be very little need,” it is said, ““of a
law prohibiting the immigration of Chinese
when it is known that those now here are
refased employment. The immediate cffect
of 8n organization to oppose the employ-
ment of Chinese would be-a-movemeut of
Chinese east. Special rates could be made
with transportation companies to take them
at & cost the six companies would advance,
rather than lose the profits on their slaves.
A good many of the Chinese have money
enough to pay their own way. There is
already a nucleus of Chinese in most of the
eastern cities with which the six companies
could communicate, and thus provide their
coolies with work. Boston, New York and
Philadelphia will soon have their Chinese
quarters, which will enable their citizens
tu study the Chinese character without
making & journey to the Pacific coast. We
do not wish the east any harm, but it is
desirable that they should have some per-
sonal knowledge of the evil that has so long
rested upon the Pacific coast.

THE AUSTBALIAN summer, corresponding
with our winter, has been an extraordinary
one. The latest mails describe the fearful
heat and drouth which still prevailed at the
time of their departure. For several months
scarcely any rain had fallen, and wide-
spread disaster seemed unlikely to be avert-
ed by the steady and lasting downpour
which alone could prevent it. The heat in
the inland districts had been terrible, the
mercury ence reaching 124° in such shade
as was obtainable. Morning after morning,
for weeks together, the sun had risen in a
cloudless sky, and set at night *‘like a huge
red ball of fire at the edge of a copper
dome.” The losses of station-owners are
extraordinarily heavy, and the grain harvest
will be below the average all over the con-
tinent, though in isolated districts the crop
is a good one, owing to heavy local rain-
falls. In Queensland the drouth had bro-
ken up, and heavy floods had dome much
damage ; at one station alone two thousand
sheep had been drowned by a freshet. It
has been said that Australia is a land
of contradictions : this, according to
the nineteen years’ cycle theory, was to be
a wet year ; thus far, in four of the five
colonies, it has been a year of drouth.

HaMILTON SPECTATOR : ‘‘ The St. Catha-
rines News, Toronto World, and other grit
pepers say that Hon. Edward Blake is a
protectionist ; our local contemporary says
he is a ‘free trader ; and all profess to be
dead in love with his policy. That's all
right—it shows that grit newspapers ar,
bound to be pleased with their party leader;

HONOR AMONG THIEVES.

————
How the Arvest of Willlam Monigomery
was Brought About in Teronto.
~ (From the St. Thomas Times.)

The evil-doer is safe nowhere, and al-
though he may for & while thrive and
prosper, yet his time is sure to come sooner
or later. The honor that is supposed to
exist among thieves is 1n most cases imagi-
nary, and very rarely is a member of a
gang captured, but. he is wil ling to *‘ give
away” his pals. The arrest of William
Montgomery, at Toronto, last week, on
suspicion of being the individual who fired
at Mr. H, Thornton, in September last,
serves as an illustration, Lis apprebension
having been brought about asthe result of
disclosures made by Geo. Howard alias
Sullivan, alias O'Neil, now serving a ten
vears’ sentence for shooting at Walter
Bell. The circumstances of the case are
familiar to our readers. On the might in
question, two suspicious characters were
observed prowling aloug Talbot street, and
P. C. Sisson and Mr. H. Thornton under-
took to arrest them. The first named of-
ficer secured one (Howard), but his pal ran,
pursued by Thornton, and passing the City
hotel on ' William street, turned suddenly
and discharged two shots from a revolver at
Thornton, and escaped. The authorities here
were perfectly well aware of the iden-
tity of the shooter, however, .und in fact
Montgomery’s name was published in the
Times of October 18, as having been
here w'th. Howard, but it was deciled not
to take any action in the premises until de-
positions had been secured from the latter,
who threatened to *‘ peach ” unless Mont-
gomery provided for Howard’s aged
mother. This Montgomery. failed to do,
and in consequence Howard communicated
with Chief Fewings, informing him that
Montgomery was the man who accompanied
him te St. Thomas, that they lefc Torcnto
on the 14th, remained in Woodstock until
the night of the 15th, and then ¢ame on
here intending to commit a series ot bur-
glaries, when they were spotted by the
police. Montgomery will have a hearing
before the police magistrate on Thursday.
Heis an old offender, and was recently
arrested in Toronto for a series of burglaries,
a regular arsenal of cracksmen’s tools being
found in his house, He escaped conviction
there, however.

incite | by intoxication, they might still ex-
cuse-him ; but if the deed  was due to rum
alone, he was as accountable before the
law as chough perfectly sober.

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THE LABOR TROUBLES.

P

The Strike Continues Uninterruptediy—
Ne Signs of the End ~Yesterday's Events.

.  The end of another week is approach-
ing, and still the various strikes continue.
It cammot be said that -yesterday’s events
gave forth any indication that a settlenent
1s near at hand, although perhaps there is
a more hopeful outlook than there was at
the beginning of the week.

THE CARPENTERS.

At the meeting of cal ters yesterday
morning in Temperance hall Mr. Moore
said he had hoped to have something to
say to them about the situation, and to have
» communication to lay before them. The
executive committee had sent a communi-
cation to the employers and the secretary
would read the letter. Referring to a sug-
gestion; he said that the press would not be
Oxcluded from the carpenters meetings.
‘The carpenters had never done anything
they were ashamed or afraid of being made
yublic, and the reporters should not be
kept out. -

r. Rose said that, as it had been re-
ported to the carpenters, that the em-
ployers were willinf to treat with the men,
he had accordingly sent them a communi®
cation, He -had sent this letter to the
bosses’ society, but, as yet, had received no

reply. The following is the letter :
E ToroNTO, April 19, 1882,

The chairman said he hoped the ex-
ccutive would receive a reply before the
end of the day. He hoped the settlement
would come and that quickly, and that it
would be definite and satisfactory tob?th
parties. A number of men were going
away again to-day; it was a sorrowful
thing to see married men l?re.klng
up  their homes and  going to
strange places. He had advised some
of those men to wait and see the end of
this trouble but they would not, But the
carpenters here could not afford to lessen
their efforts in the direction they were
aimed, they had effected an organization
which would be in the interest of the trades
for all time.

A gentleman svent up to the platform
and handed a’ communication from the
boss carpenters’ society in reply to the let-
ter sent them by the men. It read as fol-

lows : :
YorgviLLB, April 19.
J. Rosz—Dear Sir—Yours just to hand. In
reply would say I will call a meeting of the execu-
tive council of the M.C. association for to-morrow
ovening, and will lay your communication before
them. C. H. BisHoP.

[as letter was reczivel with appareat
approval.

e secretary said the Grand Trunk
authorities had issued a circular calling at-
tention to the carpenters having left their
employment, and said this had been done
with the view of injuring the carpenters.

In answer to a question Mr. Moore said
that Mr. O’'Leary had informed them that
\Ir. Wagner was willing to treat with the
men and receive a deputation from them.

The secretary said he had received a
communication from the carpenters in
Buffalo, expressing great interest in the
position of the trace here, as well as show-
ing that the interest was growing every-
where.

The chairman said that they had no com
plaint to make againet the press of the
city, they had treated.the men fairly. But
the men thought they should have a paper
of their own. The plan will be placed be-
fore the men at an early date.

Mr, Armstrong, of the printers’ union,
and Mr., O’Donoghue were introduced and
addressed the meeting. <

Mr. Moore said he wished the strike was
ended and he could go back again to his
trade. He was as anxious for that as any
man in the trade. He only wanted, how-
ever, that they should do so with proper
respect for themselves and their just
rights. He would be glad to finl himself
back tothe bench again, and glad to know
that he had still not lost the esteem of his
fellow workmen.

The concert committee is doing well and
is likely to see their efforts {crowned with
immense success.

If the troubles were not ended in a week,
it was said 100 carpenters would leave the
city.

THE GIRLS ON STRIKE.

Yesterday did not bring about any ap-
parent solution or compromise of the troubles
with the female shoe operatives.

At the request of a committee of the
female strikers a meeting of the mannfac-
turers was held yesterday morning when
there were present : Messrs. Wm. Damer,
H. G. Charlesworth, H. E. Hamilton, J.
D. King, James Cooper, W. B. Hamilton.
It was reported to: the meeting that on
Tuesday last three deputations from the
femalgwon strike had wait(d ou Mr. King,
Mr Qogpér and Mr. Charlesworthwith pro-

@¥ns of compromise all ot'w‘?h were

6«1 waited on Mr. Damer and Mr.

b worth with further proposals. Mr.

‘Charlesworth stated that the committee

that waited on him on Wednerday evening
had abandoned all their previous demands,
and were ready to resume work with one
condition, that the various shops prepare a
new and uniform bill to be adopted and
paid by the shoe factories.

The following resolution was adopted :

Resolved, conditionally, that if the female em-
ployes of our several: shops ubandon the union or
op-ratives’' association we will cordially welcome
them back to work, and to that end will resume en
Monday morning, April 24; and further that as soon
as possible we will formulate a uniform bill of wages
agpllcable to all the shops, all of which we hope
will be condueive to their general interest as well as
to our own.

The girls held their usual meeting in
the basement of Temperance hall. Ad-
dresses were delivered by Messrs. John
Armstrong and Giblin. The strikers ale
still confident and keep up their spirits re-
markably well. The announcement that
the manufacturers had passed a resolution
advising them to abandon their union was
received with—well, we will not say groans
and hisses, for that might be termed un-
ladylike—but with a decided show of dis-
approbation. The girls manage their meet-
ings remarkably well, and everything is
carried on in regular parliamentary style.

At the afternoon meeting the following
resolntion was unanimously carried :

Resulved,—That the female help having received
the proposal of a uniform bill of wages that will be
in advance in the aggregate on present prices, do
accept such proposal, provided that the empleyers
do agree to sign this resolution on Friday (to-day),
the said bill of wages to be ready in four weeks
from date all employes to be reinstated in their
respective places. And it is further agreed thas
said bill of wages is to remain in force for one year
from date.

The girls left the hall about 6 o’clock.

THE PAINTERS.

A large meeting of striking painters was
held in Albert hall yesterday morning.
C. March occupied the chain Six new
members were initiated.

A member said the statement had been
made that the painters were asking $2.50 a
day. Anyone who had r ad the papers
from the beginning knew better, but be
wonld like to have it stated that all the
ipen asked was twenty cents an hour.

\nother member said that a large number
of names were appended to the resolution
of the master painters who had not signed
15, and who were paying the increase asked,
thus Tecognizing the nnion. The names, |

he said, had been signed by the secretary,
and not by the employers. He read the
following names as the ones hé referred
to: Gilbert Pearcy, A. M. Browne, A.
Hamilton, R. W. Stanley, Wm. Booth,
J. Sears, Reuben Roy, Thos. Conlin and
Charles Davis, The meeting then ad-
journed.
e
THE SHOEMAKERS.

A mass meeting of the journeymat shoe-
makers was held in Dufferin hall yesterday
morning, with closed doors. It was sub-
sequently learned thatthe principal business
was the passing of two resolations, dne
which was in reference to some bombas
language said to have been used by some of
the men to compel the employers. to. submt
to their terms. The executive denied that
any such language had been used in any
of their meetiugs. The other resolution
denied & rumor current in some of the news-
papers that the men intended returming to
the shops to complete un weork. It
was not intended to take this or-any other
action till the whole question was settled.

« PAINTER'S LABORERS.”

The painters do not wish, as the employ-
ers would like to have the public eve,
for a uniform rate of wages for competent
and incompetent workmen. What they
want is to have painting divided into two
grades, .odth:wnt the competent men
to get no less $2 per day, those who
are incompetent and not worth this amount
to be classed and called ** f-.inur'l ,. -
ers,” who will have to take less than first-
class men. They will have the same rela-
tion to painters as plasterers’ or bricklay-
ers’ laborers have to these tradesmen. They
don’t wish to have men included in their
trade who can do nothing more than “dob,”
and they claim that all good workmen are
worth at least what the union demands.

THE HARNESS MAKERS.

This branch of the mechanical world are
agitating for an increase in their pt{
They report that their wages are miserably
low, $6 to $10 per week. They have a
union among themselves, and a movement
is on foot to press an immediate increase.
There are about seventy harness-makers in
Toronto.

THE PLASTERERS' LABORERS.

The plasterers’ laborers held a meeting
in Albert hall -yesterday morning. -
dresses were delivered- by Messrs. D. J.
0’'Donoghue and John Armstrong.

LABOR NOTES.

The Montreal coopers’ union has raised
the tariff for piecework.

A number of the Montreal police will re-
sign unless their pay is advanoced bv the
council.

One of the boss carpenters was seen
offering tickets for the carpenters concert
on Saturday night.

The tailors’ union will hold a special
meeting at Finnigan's hall to-night, to dis-
cuss the matter of contributing pecuniary
help to the carpemters.

W. M. Milli 'ﬁx, grocer, of 99 Queen
street west, has bought 150 tickets for the
carpenters’ concert, and gave them to the
lady shoe operatives on strike.

The boom directors at Muskegon, Mich.,
have refused the proposition made by the
boom strikers, and referred them to the
proposition of April 17. _ The strikers
met, declined those terms, and are still
hanging out. Three mills started yesterday
on eleven hours.

HAMILTON, Apri] 20.—A prominent boot
and shoe manufactarer of this city says the
op-ratives in his employ are in full work,
and there is no intimation of any strike.
He considers there is no need of importing
any operatives into Hamilton.

A meeting of tinsmiths was held last
night for the purpose of considering what
sciion should be taken in order to obtain
an increase of wages. The men have no
desire to gn out on strike. Another meet-
ing will |be held to-morrow evening to
farther discuss the matter, and also to take
steps for organizatien.

WORKINGWOMEN'S WAGES.

To THE WoORLD : In seeking the cause
for the ill-paid labor of women it would be
well for those discussing this important
matter to look to first principles. In your
istue of yesd rday’s World you blame the
proprietors-‘of s “first-class Montreal dry
goods firm ” for their ‘‘hard hearted ” em-
ployment of ? mother and two daughters
of respectable'origin in makiug shirts at
35 cents ,per dozen. This is a deplorable
fact and one that is perhaps as much re-
gretted by the heartless, cruel” employers
as by the kind-hearted and philanthropic
author of your article. Buit the fact is the
¢ sard-hearted ”’ public demandj cheap
goods. The lady or other person who
gearches the stores of our cities for cheap
goods never stops to enquire into the misery
that produces them, and so long s this
demand continues, so long will be found
men and firms competing for the supply.
Then again female labor will be cheaper
than male labor, especially in all light
manufactures, because much male labor
is drawn off into channels that are cloged
t> that of the female; consequently
whenever female labor can be advantageoue-
ly employed there is always a redundancy
of hands willing to work for low wages.
Again, women who are unfortunately left
in poverty after leading a life of ornamental
occupation are reduced to the lowest.deptLs
of manufacturing inexperience and require
to be taught the very little they know of
their work, often at the expense of spoiling
goods they are too poor to pay for. But
worse than all, I regret to say that we have
female penetentiaries or reformatories in
our midst that may be said to be self-sup-
porting only in the sense that they are tne
chief providers of their own unfortunate:
inmates in letting their labor to contractors
a:t less than one-half the poor price paid
for similar labor outside these prisons, and
this naturally causes a corresponding de-
pression in prices that disheartens by star-
vation honest and untainted fen.ale’
industry. In the above named facts I think
will be found the cause of which the social
evil and other female misfortunes  is reall
the effe t; J. ICK EVANS.

To T WORLD : 1 perased an excellent
article in your paper of yesterday, on the
subject of the smallness of the pay of fe-
males for work done in stores and factor-
ies, especially for sewing. The article, I
should think, was written by a female, al-
though T may be mistaken. 1t gives an
account of the grinding pay extended to
three females (a mother nng two daughters)
in Montreal, lately. I believe it would as-
tonish the public of Toronto even (although
girls here are used better than in many
cities, probably, ) if a full exposure were made
of the miserable pay doled out to sewing
women. i
As to strikes generally, I am not in favor
of them, for they too often get into the
hands of agitators, who control them to the
injury of the workmen ‘and masters, too,
and end in great injury to the interests of the
community.

AMONG THE COURTS.

The chancery division is now in session,

A motion was made yesterday morning
before the chancellor for an order %o  re-
lease from close custody the two defen-
dants in a case of Ley v. Kidd. The
facts are as follows :—Arthur and
Robert Kidd claim to be owners
of land in the united counties of Nor-
thumberland and Durham' by reason of
twenty years' uninterrupted possession.
The plaintiffs, George Ley and John Green-
wood, dispute the defendante’ claim, and
obtained an injunction from the {cours on
March 14 last to restrain the Kidds from
trespassing in any way on_the lands
question.  They, however, disobeyed
order, and cut timber on the lands, and
were imprisoned in the Cobourg jail for 8o
doing. The motion before the court was
for a release on the ground that the de-
fendants are illiterate men and did not
know the nature of the papers served
upon them, but thought they were goliei-
tor's notices or something of that kind.
It was shown that defendants before they
were confined did all they could to keep
possession of the lands, notwithstanding
the injunction, and expressed an intention
to continue to do so.

His lordship granted an immediate re-
lease on “payment of the costs of the in-
junction and the motion r¢ contempt, in
default of payment of costs the Kidds are to
remain in jail for another week. ]

The following are the dimensions, etc.,
of the centreboard, sloop yacht Cygunet,
lately purchased by Mr. Hugh Dennis - of
this city. The Cygnet was built at Buf-
falo, N. Y., by William Hingston in the
spring of 1879, from plans and specifica-
tions furnished by Mr. P. McGiettan of
New York city, under whese inspection she
was constructed : She” was first sailed in
Augnst, 1879 ; has an oak keel 12 x 14
inches, frames, garbouds and top sides of
oak, other planking of perfectly clear pine,
every plank has a 3-8 inch galvanized iron
bolt through each frame with washer on the
inside and rivited besides. The deck
beams are of chestnut, deck of pine laid to
form of vessel, balasted with seven tons of
iron cast to fit. Length overall 50 ft., on
water line 423 ft., extreme beam 153 ft.,
depth 53 ft., draws 4 ft. aft, centre board
18 x 6 ft., cabin 20 ft. in length.

The Bearded Lady .

(Dr. George H. Faxin the Med ical Reeord.)

The growth of hair upon the female face,
to the treatment of which I again invite
attention, isa deformity which is very fre-
quently obderved. Perhaps few physicians
have an adequate idea of its prevalence. In
nearly every ‘‘museum of living euriosities”
a bearded woman figures as one of the chief
attractions, and it is quite probable that
but a srhall proportion of bearded women
are willing‘to advertise their deformity for
pecuniary gain. I think there are at least
a half dogen of this class -on exhibition
throughout the city. Of the number of
ladies in private life who endeavor by arti-
fice of various kinds to conceal the unplea-
saat fact that they have or might have a
beard, it would be very difficult to form'an
estimate. 1 have no doubt that there are
hundreds of such cases. I speak now
merely of those who might raise a 'thick
and long growth-of hair -which would de-
serve the: tiame - of beard. - Of ‘thase who
‘have’ & Ctompafatively _modente growth
upon the face, and particularly upon, the
chin, the umber is beyond computation.

Frequently the opinion and advice of
the physician are sought respecting ' fhis
abpormal and obnoxious growth—and what
does he say 2. In all probability he willtell
the patient that depilatories are merely
palliative, advise her to pull the hairs out
or to let them alone, and declare that, it is
a very trifling matter, and perhaps-add jo-
cosely that it is not likely to cause death.
Such an opinion never satises the patient,
for no woman ever yet derived consclation
from the fact that ugliness ‘is not fatal.
Furthermore, the opinion is not soand. It
is yery apt to affeot ber disposition, and to
injure her prospects in life, éspecially if
she be young and unmarried ;and it may
eventually ruin both her health snd her
happiness by producing a mental disqui-
etmre which in many  instances
verges on melancholia. The 'fre-
quent occurrence of facial .- hairiness
among insane women has been observed by
several writers, and although in such cases
the insanity has usually preceded the ab-
normal  growth of hair, | have no doubt
that in many instances the mental worry
caused by slight facial hairiness has acted
as an exciting cause, and served fo devel-
op an ipsane tendency. Dr. J.. C. White
mentions the icase of a lady who searched
long for a surgeon who would flay the
lower part of her face, and thus overcowe
the abnoxious growth. I have have cer-

In the light of what has been aceomplish-
ed by several in this country, it'is appar-
ent that, in one respect at least, we are in
demand of our dermatological ibrethren
abroad, who as Dr. Heitzmann remarks,
do not know anything about permanent
and self depilation. ¢ :

The operation for the permanent remo-
val of hairs by electrolysis has been des-
cribed by several who have written on the
snbject, and the descriptions differ. merely
in a few non-essential points. The oper-
ation is a simple one, which any physician
with a steady hand and keen eye can read-
ily perform, although, as in many other
simple opetations, a p-culiar dexterity is
required, and far more satisfactory results
are obtained after a certain amount of ex-
perience. An ordinary galvanic battery is
required, and a fine neeﬁle, which is to be
‘at*ached to the negative cord. The num-
ber of cells required for the.operation
depends upon  the activity ~of the
battery the delicacy of the patient’s skia,
and the strength of the hair to be removed,
and shounld be determined in each case by
the eff ct which is produced. I commonly
use from ten to sixteen cells of a zinc-car-
bon battery, or a corresponding number of
a chloride of silver battery. ll'%he needle is
introduced into the follicle by the side of
the hair. If this is skilfully done, no
pain whatever is felt by the patient. The

The majority say
it is not as unpleasant as having teeth filled,
in a dentist’s chair, and ‘with the fine
needle the painful sensation is greatly re-
duced.

The New Postal Cards

The new postal cards of the Dominion of
Canada are mow in circulation. The de.
gign is a decided improvement on the old
one, and is much neater: Two-thirds of
the top left-hand corner:is taken up with
a scroll bearing the words, “Canada post
card,” and to the right of thisis the stamp
of her majesty’s head in bass relief in oval
uha&)e.
