WHO INVENITED 1HE TELKEPHONE?

Charges Made that Bell Obtained his

Patent by Misrepresentations,

Corumzeus, 0., March 24.—The bill of
ocomplaint in the telephone suit alleges that
certain letters patent issued to Alexander
Graham Bell, dated March 7, 1876, were
illegally and improperly procured to be
issued, and th.g resent suit is brought for
the purpose of ha

ving justice done to the
various parties to the action, as well as" to
all others in whose lnhruc and for the

reatoration and protection of whose rights
this proceeding is instituted. The patent
office records bearing on the case are made
part of the complaint. Although mp to the
time of! the issue of the patens to Bell he
had pever in fact ‘been able ol
transmit an  articulate speech by
the method or apparatus described by him
in his application, he purposely, it is
charged, framed his application and claim
in ambiguous and general terms =0 as to
cover antecedent and future invention, and

to mislead the public and patent examiners,

He did not deciare that his invention had
anything to dd with transmitbing articuiate
speech by means of electricity, but referred
to it as *‘an improvement in telegraphy,”
and made special reference $o the recent
application made by him for & patent for a
method of “‘multiple telegraph,” and treated

his invention as another method of this,

He made no olaim for capacity to- transmit
the speech, This misled\the examiners,
who failed to make a searchi on the subject
of transmitting speech by electricity, and
rendered this patent so issued void. More-
over, on Janunary 20, 1876, when Bell filed
his application, he did not believe himself to

be the inventor of all the so-called improve-

ments in telephoning described and claimed

in the npeolﬁution.
