The Growth of Republicanism in Portugal
—The King’s Dilemma.

Paris, Jai. 15.—A Portuguese gentleman
holding a diplomatic position here, but a
strong republican, has received a letter from
Lisbon, written before the crisis now pre-

to by the preceding

events which led to it. The writer says: The
republicans of all shades of opinion recently
held a meeting, at which a resolution was
unanimously adopted declai.ng that not one
jot of Portugal’s rights or territory in Africa
should be conceded to England. A petition
was drawn up and presented to King Carlos
urging him to maintain a firm attitude and
informing him that a‘union had been affect-
ed throughout the kingdom between republi-
ment with England that would compromise
the interests and the honor of Portugal.
Reply was made on behalf of the King that
Portugal was not in a position to go to war
with England, and that it would be better to
make a peaceful settlement, even though
concession was made, so long as honor was
maintained. This brought, forth an answer
from the republicans warning the King that
any concession ‘whatever would be fatal to
the monarchy. The King is in & -fearful

fall by an act which would disgrace him be-
fore the nation. .
The writer of the letter says that the r¢-
publieanparty was never stronger in Portu-
gal than it is now. It has ninety-seven as-
sociations,containing in all 18,000 active mem-
bers. The republican party is divided into
four groups—the nationalists, the radicals,
the federalists and the socialists. The lines
of demarcation between these groups are not
strictly drawn. The divisions lap over into
each other, and in case of a great emergency
the party can easily become one. The fed-
eralists advocate the union of Portugal and
Spain and the formation of the Iberian R«=
public, embracing the entire peninsula. The
other groups belong to the positivist sehool,
and are allied with the positivists of Brazil
The republicans of Portugal are more numer-
ous in the provinces than in the cities, but
are fast increasing in number in Lisbon,
