Harmony in the Fold. . o

. TroMAS, April. 10.—For some weeks
past the scandal-mougers of this-eity have
been busy tearing to tatters the good name
of Rov. A. H. Munro, pastor of the Centre-
street Baptist Church, of which Rev. Elmore
Harris of your city some years ago had
charge. So fine a subject for attack has not

been before them for a long time and they.

are making the most of it. Allsortsof stories
are afloat about -him, with plenty of what
is made to appear as strong circumstantial
evidence back of them; and if half are true

he is morally ruined beyond recovery. But

there is no reason to believe that they are
any of them true. The busiest tattlers have
been one or two other clergymen who have
long been jealous of theerratic parson’s popu-
larity, and it is found that wearers of the
cloth are. the quwzomptpmnnd
keep agoifig the ‘most extravagant tales of
his immorality. They are like virtuous, sel-
dom-temapted women, who have no mercy
for the sister under suspicion, and con-
demn her, without & hearing, as
fallen. Mr. Munro, it may be true,
has acted indiscreetly, but it will require
the strongest testimony direct and unanswer-
able to satisfy his staunch friends here that
he has been guilty of ‘the grave offences
with which a female member of his congre-
gation charged him and which a joint com-
mittee appointed by himself and thecongre-
gation pronounced not true. He has. how-
ever, so conducted himself as to invite criti-
cism, and he cannot complain if the worldly
who have followed him think they have

»d reason to look with suspicion upon his
course. Unmindful of the fact that ministers
are very generally regarded as open to
the same temptations and subject to

the same weaknesses as other men,
while they are held up to a strict
acceuntability, even if they are not watched,
he seems to have lost sight of the admonition
of St. Paul to the Thessalonians, that it was
essential for the Christian disciple to “abstain
from even an appearance of evil.” Although
a married man he had often been seen walk-
ing with pretty women who are members
of his congregation. There was noth-
ing wrong in all this, but those people who
- do not affect the ancient and superstitious
réverence which formerly went far to save a
member of the sacred calling from even a
picion of evil, d to talk, and
what otherwise might have remained hidden
or resarved for ephemeral gossip is new public
property.
{ The Woman in the Case.

The slough of despond in which the
pastor now flounders had, as bas been
said, its genesis in a friendship with a
‘well-preserved member of his congregation,
@ Mrs. John White, widow of a former mer-
chant tailor, and during his lifetime one of
the prominent officials of the church. While
visiting sume relatives Mrs. White told a cir-
cumstantial story to the cffect that she had
met her F. in her preacher, that al-
$hough be had grown bald "in the service of
the Mgster his holy office had not whipped the
offending Adam out of him, that in fact
he frequently visited her home and instead
of the time being .occupiad in. meditation,
frayer and the ministry of the Word accord-

ng to St. Paul’s injunction to Timothy, he
rehabilitated “the kissef peace,” as practised
by the early Christiansat their agapes or love
feasts.

Demanding an Investigation.

The story was not long in spreading. From
whisperings in the closet it spread until. it
was beralded from the housestops,and finally
reached the ears of the pastor. He promptly
demanded am ipvestigation. A com-
mittee was appointed selected from
promioent members of the congregation
and evidence was tiken behind closed doors.

-It is understood that the preacher admitted
that he bad kissed &e widow, but only ina
spirit of platonic triendship. Mrs. W hite
stuck to her story, supplementing her con-
fession by explaining that her love for the
pastor, like Aaron’s rod, had a most copsum-
ing tendency. Numerous friends and re-
latives, however, testified that if not insane
Mrs. White was given to stra ge imagin*
ings and was laboring under an
pallucination. The upshot was that the
somunittee of investigation fully exonerated
the pastor, who forthwith went ganning
for his deacons, whow he said had be . try-
ing to undermine him.

But the report of the examining com-
mittee did not end matters. The congrega-
ton was mnot a unit in accepting
the report of the committee as
ciearing the pastor of, shall we say, indiscre-
tion, and the pew-holders becawe less nu-
merous. The congregation became divided.
and to add to the preascker’s discomfort be
received a letter from a son of Mrs. White
iutimating that upon a certain date he would
arrive trom British Coiunbia to shoot the
destroyer of his mother’s péace of pund, she
having written to him making him acquaint-
od with the *“‘facts of the case.”

The Pastor Resigns.

Finally, realizing that a house divided
agaiust itself was sure to fall, Mr,
Munro sent in his resignation, which
was to take effect on June 1
The majority of the congregation, however,
felt that the usefulness of their pastor, S0
far as Centre-street Church was concerned,
was at an end, and that to delay ‘his de-
parture until June would be to work un-
necessary harm to the church. According-
ly the salary which would be due to Mr.
Riunro up to June 1 was Tharsday tendered
kim, and in accepting the same he signed the
foliowing document:

“ever, of preaching there on néxt
As originally written, the agreement con-
tained the words, ‘‘give up charge of said
church and congregation.” The words ‘‘and
congregation” were objected to by Uhe pas-
tor and afterwards erased, a fact which con-
firms the statement made by a member of the
coagregation that a second Baptist congre-
zation will be formed of - those loyal to the
preacner and will worship in the Cougrega-
tional church.

A Clever Preacher.
Mr. Munro is perhaps 55 years of age, He
is a man of talents—three of which he pos-
sesses in an unusual degree: He has intellec-
tual ability, he has the gift of felicitous rhe-
toric and he has the very magnetism
of quiet yet commanding elogquence.
Bulr it S shmlxxldbebe added that his
udgment might greatly improved—if.
iudeed, that is not almost wgolly the gift of
pature rather than the addition of grace.
He appears equally indifferent to praise or
censure, and sympathy for him would be
thrown away. What the upshot of theaffair
will be cannot be predicted at present. Mr.
Munro’s mistake seems to have cousisted in
being too careless of his own reputation, un-
mindful of the fact that scandalous stories
might easily be set afloat wbich it would be
awkward to meet and perhaps impossible to
wholly explain before a suspicious public.

Lowpow, April 10.—A despatch from the
Viceroy of India confirms the news that Lt.
Grant on April 6 repulsed 4000 Manipuris
natives armed with guns. Reinforcements
are rapidly pushing forward, The Miranzais
continue to resist the authorities and are
erecting stone breastworks. In the Miranzai
rising 14 of the British were killed and 27

wounded.

SmMLA, April 10.—It was the Senaputty, or
commander-ii-chief of the Manipuri forces,
who was killed in the engagement between
Lt. Grant's forces and a_force of Manipuris
referred to in yesterday’s despatohes,and not
the usurping rajah.

Vnluable Franchises Given Awhy,

Our aldermen have not in the past been
sufficiently careful in insisting upon proper
safeguards and conditions with regard to the
privileges grauted to electric light, tele-
phone and other similar compa~ies. Practi-
cally the franchises already granted are per-
petual and unlimited, dand the strange thing
about them all is that those valuable fran-
chises have been granted without any com-
pensation or any remuneration accruing to
the corporation for the benefit of the citizens
Can it be that any company or num-
ber of persons associated together can obtain
the right to erect poles for the purpose ;of
placing wires thereon, or to tearup the pave-
ments at any time, thereby putting the
public to great expense and inconvenierce,
let alone the disfigurement and detriment
that is caused, and all without paying one
stiver for the privilege? And yet this would
not be so bad if the municipality had proper
control pver them, which is not the case. If
the franchises so granted are valuable  ones
what right have the aldermen, who are sup-
posed to be trustées for the citizens in pre-
serving their property: and rights, to give
them without compensation, without even
providing & maximum rate ‘at which
the services in each case shouid be supplied,
as well as the kind of service. Anothier
peculiar feature in the arrangements that
have been made in certain cases is that,
although the rate and kind of service is not
provided for, and although no remuneration
is paid for the license, the companies have
obtained the most careful conditionsin their
favor in case the city should require a return
of the franchise, and then only after the
lapse of a long;stipulated term. The alder-
men should go flow in granting any more
licenses without proper safeguards as to the
efficiency of the service, the maximum rates
to be charged, and to claim in. all
cases a proper remuneration, or return
should be made to the city for the

ficers in the last election for East Hastings,
with gross irregularities and frauds in con-
nettion with the election and asking that the
whole matter be referred to the Committee
on Privileges and Elections for investiga-
tion. In doing so he charged that these
officials made public the way in which the
electors voted, comparing the names with
the numbers on the ballots and thus intimi-
dated electors; that. Leavens purposely ap-
