$10,000 Post Office for Watford.

Watford is to have a new Government
postoffice building after all.

German scientists find that the
application of the electric current to
the soil increased the yield of grain
and stalks in barley, 12 per cent.,
and with oats 43 per cent., while
potatoes increased 24 per cent. and
strawberries 50 per cent. In experi-
ments made at Newcastle, Eng., a
surplus of 37 per cent. was obtained
with strawberries, a gain of 30.5 per
cent. with peas, while the gain of
potatoes was from 15 to 30 per cent.
In another experiment the yield in-
creased by 123 per cent. with straw-
berries, with 32.5 per cent. with
barley, by 119.5 per cent. with sugar
heets and by 30 per cent. with beans.
Sugar beets electrically grown yield-
ed 2.2 to 2.7 per cent. more sugar
than those grown without it, while
tobacco electrically treated during
growth is said to have a beautiful
color and an excellent flavor.

Her Only Hope.
The Superintendent of Annuities
has received the following enquiry
from an anxious correspondent who,
probably, had read the announce-
ment that the agency staff of the
Branch had been discontinued.

I never
thought that the Act could - be abol-
ished, and have been using the
money in other ways until I was of
age to receive the flrst payment. I
and many others have thought that
the Annuities was a fine provision
for poor people. Can I still buy a
Government Annuity ? and if not, is
there anything that will take its
place that can be bought? I do
hope that it is not true that the
Annuities has been abolished, as it
gave ‘me the ONLY HOPE for my
“old age.”
We are glad to say that the
Annuities System has not been abol-
ished. In transferring the Branch
to the Post Office Department under
the administration of the Postmaster
General it is believed that a wider
publicity will be given to the System,
and that both old and young will
more readily learn of the opportunity
Parliament has afforded them for
making provision for old age, the
Postmasters now becoming active,
while formerly they were only pass-
ive, agents of the Branch. The
benefits will, of course, be more ap-
parent when payments are begun at
an early age, the accumulation period
being longer, and the marvellous
earning power of compound interest
at 4 per cent. being more strikingly
demonstrated ; and there is always
the danger if payment is deferred “to
a late age that unfortunate invest-
ments or expenditures may be made,
and the necessary amount be not
then available. There is no time
like the present.
