Small Pox and Its Symptoms.

+~The following from & popular medical
authority, as to what is small-pox and what
are its symptoms, is of interest :

Small-pox is an acute infections disease,
characterized by a peculiar eruption which
is general all over the body, and by a marked
febrile movement. The specific organism is
unknown. Before the discovery of vaccina
tion the mortality was much greater than at
precent. Predisposition is universal, but is
divvinished by vaccination.’ The mode of
transmission is uncertain. The poison ap-
parently exists in the blood, in the contents
of the eruption, in the scabs, in the excre-
tions, and the exhalations. The stage of in-
cubistion lasts from ten to fourteen days;
prodromal symptoms are slight or absent.
It i» ushered in suddenly with a rigor, fever
headache, intense -\Wthe back, and the
temperature rises capiu.y, “iten reaching
104" F. The constitutional symptoms &
generally severe ; there may be dry tongue,
stupor, or delirium, quick pulse, vomiling
sometimes of a projectile character, ete.

Premier Laurier explained the cause of
of General Hutton's removal in the Commons
on Saturday.

He says: The canses of difference between
the Government and General Hutton were
not over any broad questions of general
policy. The causes of difference were that
General Hutton was insubordinate and in-

discreet and deliberately ignored the author-
ity-of the minister in the administration of
the department. The Government desires
to state that while they will, at all times, be
prepared to give the most careful considera-
tion to any representalions which may be
made by the officer commanding the militia,
it must be distinctly understood that any
such officer, on accepting the position in
question, becomes from that time an cfficer
in the employment of and subject in all res-
pects to the government of Canada, and that
he is to be regarded as the adviser, but not
as entitled to control the department of
wilitia; The government are responsible to
the Parliament and the people of Canada for
the due administration of each and every
branch of the public service, and they would
be derelict to their duty, if lhcy were to per-
mit any subordinate oflicial, under any cir-

cumstances, to take upon himeelf to disre-
gard the instructions he may receive from
the constitutional chief of his Department.

The War in

In the Free State.

Jacobsdal, Feb. 17.-~General French’s
march to this place is the sabject of admira- |
tion. The mounted men and the horse artil- |
lery covered ninety miles in four days, fight-
ing two engagements and relieving Kimber-
ley. The whole movement was composed of
different combinations, all of which dovetail
ed exactly. Early on Feb. 11 the concentra
tion of Gen. French’s division began, and it
was completed that same - day at Ramdam,
wheun the infantry came insight. The next
morning Gen, French advanced and seized
two drifts on the Riet River. Gen. Tucker's
division followed after a splendid march.
Gen. Kelly-Kenny's command was close be-
hind, and both divisions reached the Riet
River before Gen. French left. The drift
was so difficult of passage that the trans-
port_was forced to pack on the south side of
the river. Relays of oxen aud mules labor-
ed throughout the night in the midst of a
terrible dust-storm. At four o’clock the
next morniog most of the British force was
across the river. Gen, Lord Kitchener ac.
companied Gen, Tucker’s division, which
marched to within three miles of Jacobsdal,
being obliged to keep to the river on account
of the water. This division waited here for
Gen. Kelly-Kenny,, who then advanced to
Klip drift on the Modder River, where Gen.
French was waiting. They proceeded to-
wards Kimberley. Immediately they ar
rived Gen. Methuen was oppositc Magers
fontein, G Tucker held Jacobsdale, with
Gen. Colvilie's division near by ready to
move whenever required, while Gen. Kelly
Kenny kept possession of two drifts on the
Modder River. Meanwhile Gen. French
reached Kimberley. Sypfontein was thus
rendered untenable and the Boers had the
alternative of starvation or retreat. Com
mandant Cronje chose the latter, but it is
still uncertain whether it is the whole of his
force which is retreating by way of the Mod-
der River to Bloemfontein, or only a portion
of it, while the rest are going north of Kim
berley. Gen. Kelly-Kenny has now captur-
ed over one hundred of the enemy’s wagone.
He has been reinforced by the Highland
Brigade. - The Guards’ Brigade is ¢ncamped
on the Boer position at Magersiontein. Gen
French has left Kimberley in order to co
operate in the pursait of the Boers who seem
to be fighting a good rear guard action.
They are occupying successive kopjes in
order to allow the moving of their convoy:
which is forced and slow, their animals being
apparently dead beat. At last reports the
Boers were in the neighborhood of Klip
Kraal Drift. They are undoubtedly dis
heartened. Gen. Kelly Keony has
naval guns with him. These have be
splendidly handled. The blue-jickets h
improvised temporary repairs to wheels
carriages. The shelling of the Boergi
ceeding vigorously. Owing to the n
the action they are forced to show 'in the
open whenever they are obliged to leave the
kopjes. %

According to Dutch reports received in
Jacobsdal, Gen. French twice charged home
through the retreating Boers northwest of
Kimberley. The Boer laagers hade been
deserted everywhere. Great quantiies of
stores, tents, etc , have beea captured?

The most striking point of the movefnents
are three—the mobility of Gen. French's
force, the cfliciency of the (ransport, and
the marchiog of the infantry through deep
sand with no water. The four divisions had
to be fed while cut off from the primary
base. The tramsport cofficers toiled con
tinuously and eleeplessly issuing stores dur-
ing the mpight. From the moment Gen.
Lord Roberts, at the head of the troops, en-
tered Jacobsdal on Feb. 15, the utmost
order has prevailed. The military police are
patrolling the town, and there is a sentry at
every store. The soldiersare allowed to make
purchases, and this fact has surprised the
inhabitants, who say that they have been
told that the British always looted the cap-
tured towns. The behavioer of. the troops
has dissipated this notion and the inhabi-
tants now welcome them. Since the battle
of Modder the town has been regarded strict-
ly as a hospital.- The towns people con-
demned the Boersfor firing on the British
on Feb. 14. The landrost cffered to retire,
but was not not allowed to do so.

Feeling in London.
London takes the relief of Kimberley very
quietly. The pews was imme posted
at the Mansion House, at the us clubs
and hotels, but nowhere did it attract more
than ordinary groupe.

At the War Office itself the crowd ia the
lobbies was scarcely larger than usual. A+
the same time there is an immense feeling of
satisfaction and renewed confidence that
Lord Roberts’ plan of campaign is working
satisfactorily.

The best suited to judge the situation are
inclined to the opivion that pending more
definite information the news had better be
regarded as assuring rather than as om-
plishing the relief of the belesguered of
Kimberley. A careful study of the ambig-
uity of the wording of Lord Robert’s des-
patch lezgs those pecple to believe that tke
actual relief of thé plage js still a matter of
time. Kimberley, it is pointed ont, can
scarcely be termed relleved till it is fea ible
to take provisions there. The rapidity of
General French’s march indicates that he was
unable to do this and whether he left his lines |

Enemy’s Movements,

A despatch frem Capetown dated Wed-
nesday, Ieb. 14, received this moroing, says:
*“The Boers are leaving Magersfontein to
reinforce other positions. It is estinated
that between seven and ten thousand men
remain there. Lord Hoberts’ wide tarning
movement via Jacobsdal may have cut ofl
these trocps from Bloemfontein. But while |
the British forces are endeavoring to inter- |
cept the Boer communication there is a par
allel tsoer golumn trying to cut off the British
lines to De Aar, and t is apparently meeting
with some success, though jater patches
referring to General Clements’ retirement to
Arunde] say the movement was undertaken
for strategic purposes, aud that during the
course of the march the Boers were driven
off by a heavy fire, the Inviskillings charg
ing . brilliantly, icflicting great loss on the
burghers.

Chieveley Camp, Feb, 17.—Without hav-
ing to fight a serious battle, Gen. Buller to-
day has carried Ciogola Hill, which together
with Monte Cristo, commands Mount
Hiangwani and the Boer position on the
north of Tugela. This range of mountains
runs in a north westerly direction and is 2,-
000 feet high. At daybreak on Thursday
cannonading of Boer positions was resumed
from Hussar hill. At eight o’clock in the
morning our infantry advanced, pressing the
enemy upon the foot hills under Monte
Cristo, across Blsauw Krantz river. At the
same time the supporting troops captured
the high ground, the Colonial cavalry pro-
tecting their right flank and mounting the
rough hills to the south.

The Boers gave way rapidly. The enemy
fired their artillery with considerable heat
and persistency, but our gunners, assisted
by 5 inch howitzsre succeeded iu silencing
the Boer cannon before midday.

Duriog the day the army advanced two
miles nearer Monte Cristo. The batteries
on Hussar Hill resumed next morning the
cannonade of the ememy’s works upon
Hlangwana and Monte Cristo.

Soon after five o’clock, General Littleton
sent forward his force against Monte Cristo
and Cingola Hill, which is the eastern por-
tion of the same range. Our howitzers and
5 inch siege guns dropped lyddite shells
among the Boer trenches, causing the enemy
to drop their rifles and scamper. While
this cannonade was proceeding, the Boers
were replying occasionally with shrapnel
shells from one of the captured guns which
was bursting repeatedly near Buller. The
infantry crossed Gomba stream and advanc-
ed up the mountain slopes. After proceed-
ing a mile or more without meeting any op-
position the troops were recalied. Our
trenches were then advanced upon the lower
slopes for half a mile.

It was reported last night that the Boers
were trekking back. Action was resumed
at six o’clock this morning, by heavy cannon-
ade, to which the Boers replied feebly. Our
infantry crossed the Comba stream and
Lord Mundonald with his cavalry turned
Cingola Hill and geined the summit, follow
ed by the infantry. They slowly cleared
the crest toward Monte Cristo. Meanwhile
the bombardment of the Boer positions con
tinued. Oaur infantry attacked, forcing the
enemy backward. Deepjte the sharp mus-
ketry and shrapnel fire they assailed Green-
Spur, which the enemy practically vacated.

The troops are now bivouacked upon the

field, having secured possession of the
North of range, which must necessitate the |

Boers abandening all their works and the |
ground south of the Tugela.

CrieverLey Cany, Feb. 18, 7.10, p. m.—
Since Wednesday there has been fighting in
the high range of hills runnisg north and
south, about 10 miles northeast of Chieveley
Che oorthern-most hill of this range is known
as Monte Cristo, and the southernmost as
Cingolo. Detween them is a nek or stretch |
of comparatively level land, while at right
angles to Monte Cristo is a low green hill,
which apparantly is unnamed. It was im-
portant that these positions be taken before
Hlangwani hill was cccupied. Oan Wednes-
iay the British toock an eminence called
Hussar Hill. Ooe force held the Weenen
road, while another made a prolonged march |
through the valley of the Blaawkrantz River.
T'he Boers opposed the irregular cavairy, who
came in contact with them at eight e’clock
in the morning, but they were repulsed. On
Thursday the troops rested, being much fa
vigued by their march over the rough coun
try. Oa Friday they occopied a position
about a thousand yards in advance of that
previously held by- them. The pext day
(Saturday) the British right swept the Boers |
from Cingolo Hill, the enemy’s artillery
shefliog the hillside as their rifiemen rétired.
The British held the position, bivouacking
here last pight. Today they are crossing
the nek between Cingolo and Monte Cristo
hills.

CirevELEY, Sunday, Feb. 18 —~Gen. Bul
ler has established his headquarters on Hus
sar Hill. Heavy artillery firing was main-
tained at intervals by both eides from Wed
nesday until Friday. The British slowly
pushed the advance and their infantry cc-
capied entrenched new positions in front of
Husear Hill, witn slight losses.

It is believed that the lyddite worked
havoe in .the Boer trenches.

The Brers are suppoted to havesmoved |
heir big guns back over the Tugela Friday
afternoon. The rifle fire bas been heavy at
imes. Toe whole country is thickly wooded.

I'he British operations are directed to the |
capture of Hlangwari: Hil!, where the Boers
are strongly fortified, and from which they
are shelling the British with gréat accuracy.

The British infantry are now disposed
along a line extending for seven miles to the
small kopjes at the base of MonteCristo hill.
From 6 o’clock Friday morning the British
incessantly shelled Monte Cristo, with the
nek separating it from Blaauw Kraniz hill
along the right.

The British infantry is making slow pro- |

Ladysmith Cheerfyl.

London, Feb. 16.—The correspondent of |
the Associated Press at Ladysmith, from |
which place he escaped on Feb. 10, arriving
at Darban en Feb. 14, cends the following,
written before he left Ladysmith :

¢ Since the furious cannonade in the early
part of the week quietness bas reigned. The
hills on which the relief column’s lyddite
shells were bursting in handreds a few days
previogely, are now only occupied by graz
ing cattle. Fuarthey away on the north side
of Spion Kop the Boer laagers can be seen,
evidently bigger than before, showing they
have no idea at present of retiring from their
position.

¢ Much disappointment is felt at the non-
appearance of General Buller, as from the
severity of the fire every heart was glowing
with hope gnd excitement at the prospect of
immediate relief; not that we are at all in
the blues, for everyone capable of shoulder-
ing a rifle is confident of our ability to hold
the town against any force the Boers are
capable of putting into the field. Still, the
continued diet of horse and mule flesh is
getting somewhat monotonous, although the
health of the camp, taking everything into
cousideration, is better than could be ex
pected. Eateric fever and dysentery have
abated. The camp fever is not virulent, but
is slightly increasing. The scarcity of vege-
tablesis very tyying to the troops. Luxuries
are beyond the reach of the majority. Eggs
are thirty-six shillings a dozen ; a small fowl
is eighteen shillings and sixpence; pump
kins, twelve shillings each ; small vegetable
marrow, six shillings ; a tin of jam, twelve

An Essay on Patience,

The two essentials to the attainment of
success are willingness to work and patience
to persevere, that the work may produce
the grand results, There are many men
ambitious to attain high places in life. They
are willing to goil and sacrifice for a time,
but not seeing the immediate grand results
for which they are striving, they become
discouraged and abandon the undertaking
in despair.

What all young people need to day is
more patience. Some lack ambition ; others
of a vast ambition plunge into the stream of
life and struggle on without change and
without rest until their physical natures are
impaired and ruin of body and mind results.

This class forgets that a healthy, strong,
physical attainment is as essentisl as great
mental ability. They have not the patience
to devote a portion of the time to bodily
culture—are too eager to scale the heights of
scholarship and fame. An overtaxed brainand
a weak body may be able to secura the prizes
at college, but when the long, hard struggle
of life is practically undertaken, the winnere
in the end will usually be of .the tough,
vigorous physical nature. No great success
can be accomplished in a day. We may
often call it natural ability that leads the
great musician to causeé the instrument on
which he plays to vibrate with that magic
harmony which the amateur or musician of
lesser skill fails to produce, Those hands
glide over the keys as though they were a
part of the instrument iteelf. But we would
be surprired to learn that from the age of
seven or eight until that of middle life, eight
or ten hours of daily praciice is the secret
of that seemingly natural skill. We might
perhaps imagine that the soul inspiriog lines
of the mighty poet flowed forth from his pen
like the streamlet from the everlasting
spring. But we discover our error when we
learn that the mighty Milton's lofty rhyme
was produced at the slow, thoughtful, patient
rate of eight or ten lines a day. So we learn,
in studying the lives of the great doctors
and lawyers, orators, painters, architects
and generals, that they did not step sudden
ly into fame and fortune, but by hard labor
and, we might say, drudgery they rose step
by step, probably often discouraged and dis
heartened, but with the gosl of their ambi-
tion ever in view until they were rewarded
by admittance to the dizzy heights of fame
and honor. No youpg man with a spark of
ability should be content to remain at the
foot of the ladder, no matter to what voca-
tion he has directed his attention, It has
been said of the great Wellingion, the bero
of Waterloo, that had he been a bootblack
instead of a general he would never have
rested content until he became the best boot-
black in the kingdom. So, if we are only
boot-blacks, let us aim to reach the highest
place the vocation may afford, and above all
let us not be discouraged that (if starling

| to-day with a determination to achieve some
{ thing of success) we ure not at the goal of
| our ambition by to-morrow. j

live one day at & time. It may tuke a long
time to even manifest any degree of improve-
ment, but improvement must and will come,
No honest, untiring, energetic effort was
ever made in this world without its appro-
priate result. It may not come tomorrow,
vor next week, nor next year, but come it
will in its own time, and in a way which we
know not. The very fact of a young man

The Great Parasite.

(Montreal Witness.)

Canadian householders have regently had
reason to know how a foreign trust can tax
them at will without their baving any re-
course against the imposition. For several
months past the Standard Oil Company has
been advancing the price of coal oil to con-
sumers in face of the fact that it has just de-
clared a twenty percent quarterly dividend.
The reason given for the increase in price—
the alleged necessities of the business of the
company—is hardly satisfactory, though
there may besomething in the claim that the
enormous dividend now declared comes from
the reorganization lately affected, and not
from the earnings of the past three monthe.
But after making all due ‘allowances there
does not appear any valid reason for raising
the price, except greed, and that is a reason
the company will not admit. The fiscal
year of the company has run nine months, of
which the twenty percent is the third divi
dend, the other two being eight and ten per
cent respectively. Thus the company bas
paid thirty eight percent dividends in nine
months, and the last quarter may make it
over fifty percent for the year. Yet this
gigantic octopus, unsatisfied, raises the price
of oil, énd by that one stroke takes between
thirty and forty million dellars out of the
pockets of the people of the United State
and Canada. As the people who have to
pay this money are mostly poor, and the
season the hardest in the year, the imposi.
_tion has a touch of cruelty as well as of greed,
and will certainly increase the discontent
with which the working classee regard the
growth of capitalistic combinations. The
capital stock of the Standard Oil Company,
amountiong to a hundred and ten million dol-
lars, is held by less than two thousand stock-
holders, and is quoted at 547. In ten years
this stock has gnid two hundred and thirty-
seven million dollars in dividends, besid
more than quintupling its selling value.

The proper size for copy paper is about
six by nine inches.

Write the long way of the paper.

Leave plenty of room between lines for
change in copy.

It does not matter how scratched-up the
copy looks, if it is actnally legible.

Don’t leave an isolated word among a lot
of stuff that is scratched out. It may be
overlooked.

Always use a caret mark when you write

Proper names should be written very
plain.

Be carefal about initials that look like
something else, as for example ““T” and “‘J.”

Underline the letter ““n” and overline the
letter ““n” if there is the slightest chance of
their being mistaken one for the other, as is
the case with many words.

Print out foreign words or phrases, or any
very unusual word.

Never roll copy, and never fasten the

The Office of the Thimble.

After granting -the ‘many "modifications
wrought in houeehold machinery by sewing
machines, and women's and children’s out-
fitters, we cannot do away, says Marion
Harland, with the obstinate reminder of
offices, great and small, which the Thimble
is daily called upon to perform ina home
where the income just meets the outgo.
Buttons fail, tapes give way, and toes peep
through the stockinge just like the little
mice of 8ir John Suckling’s poem; button-
holes are frayed by wear, or the laundry-
man's hook; there is a rip in a coat lining or
glove; trousers are worn raw at the bottom;
corrugated wash board and washing soda
joic hand in hand in iniquity, until napery
thins in spots; there are new towels and
napkins to hem. It is far to the end of the
catalogue of haps and mishaps occurrent in
the most orderly menage of the youihful
housewife, whose wedding presents have
added elegance and anxiety to her modest
plenishing. John's eainings have been com-
puted (upon paper) to be fully adequate to
the support of ‘only twa of us,’ and a thrifty
margin is left besides. The margin does not
contemplate a seamstress’s wages; still less
does it include wear and tear conscquent
upon the failure to cast pontoon bridges a-
cross thin places and yawning fissures, cun-
niog handiwork possible only to trained fin-
gers, with a willing heart and alert brain
back of them.

Other things being equal, a woman should
ben better seamstress for having had a High-
er Education, Unless this be true Our Girl
has cultivated her sense of proportion and
artistic values to little purpose.

A young matron told me, last week, that
‘her prime object in life was to help John in
every conceivable way.’ John is a newly
created lawyer, and they live in a five-rooms
and-a-bath flat well uptown.

While she talked of her aspirations as his
true yokefellow she tossed aside three pairs
of gloves before she found one that was not
ragged.

‘I must send for my General Utility Wo-
man,’ she said, airly, ‘When John’s socks
are like Honiton lace for the holes, and he
hasn't & button to bless himself withal, and
we two beggars are all rags and tags, with
never a velvet gown between us, I sammon
her fora day. I bad her three days last
month. Sheets, tablecloths, napkiis, towels
and pillow cases were seized by an epidemic
—we will call it spotted fever, complicated
by general debility. You can’t think how
respectable we feel when she sets us to rights
once more !”

‘superb equipment’ a few weeks after the
wedding, two years ago. She mentioned in-
cidently that ‘the child quite shocked an old
fashioned aunt by confessing that she had
never had a thimble in her life.’

‘Of-course, there was no ‘time for her to
learn to sew while in school and college.
And, as I was saying to John last night, if
Clara’s magnificent education was worth any-
thing it should be of more valuoe than a
seamstress’'s wages. He saw the point at
once, and agreed with me most heartily.’

Mine was not the right to recall the con-
versation to Clara’s memory, yet I wondered
only thinking of the ‘Honiton lace,” what
John's private sentiments are now with re-
gard to‘equipments’ and the General Utility
Woman.

Seed Planting in February.

To raise seedlings that will flower early,
plant them in boxes indoors, the last of
February or the firet of March. Use shal-
low boxes for the purpose, which are easy to
move about, and arrange something in the
way of handles at the sides; a strap of
leather nailed to the box will answer, if the
nails are clinched on the other side. Bore
holes in the bottom to let off superfluous
water.

Fill these boxes nearly full of fine, light,
loose soil. Level it off and press top firmly.
Sow the seed in rows as nearly symmetrical,
and giving as much room as possible. This
allows for a better chance in transplanting
than if sown broadcast.

The general rule for all seed sowing is to
put them in the ground to a depth of four
times the diameter of the seed. Small seeds
sown in the house should have sifted over
them a thin layer of soil.

Pack the soil down after sifting it on even-
ly, and water them carefully.

The soil should be kept moist, and the
seeds watered often, but lightly. Do not
st the earth become parched and baked, as
this will retard the germination of the seed.
Give them the warm air and sunshine, and
stimulate with weak ammonia water if they
do not show vigorous growth.

Those who had no time or space to make
a new pansy bed last fall can easily raise
plants for themselves, which will generally
give better results than those procured from
the hothouse. Sow the seed in shallow boxes
in February, in rich, light, fine soil. et in
a warm place. Keep quite wet at first, as
a drying off is sure to kill some of the seeds
begioning to germinate, but when the plants
appear, great care should be taken not to
keep the earth too wet, as the plants are
liable to ‘“ damp off ;” neither should it be
allowed to get too dry, for, if so, the re-
mainder of the seed will not germinate,

These plants must be kept cool, as a pansy
dislikes heat; have plenty of air and root
room, transplanting into larger pots as they
increase in size, but double care must be
taken not to disturb the smallest rootlet.
Water with liquid manure. Prepared plant
food is good where liquid manure cannot be
obtained,

Transplant to the open ground as early as
convenient, removing a ball of earth with
each plant if possible. If large flowers are
wanted they must have very light, rich soil,
and not allowed to perfect seed.

After the plants have been flowering for
some time, pinch them back if they are still
growing vigorously, and it will prolong the
blooming season. here are many varieties
of pansies, but they all being ts)rett.y, one
cannot go astray in choosing seed.

I have an old bed of purple pansies and
blue forget-me-nots that is a thing of beauty
during the spring months. I advise setting
the two together.— Walter Galvin in The
Household.

MILLIONS OF BACTERIA IN THE CAVITIES OF |

BAD

Tho time haalong pissed whea peaple'al %

ordinary intelligence can be shocked by the
statement that diseases of all sorts is nothing
more or less than living crestures that prey
upon various parts of the system. In certain
forms of fever these voracious infinitesimals
devour certain portions of the blood and
tissues., In small-pox and kindred diseases
the enemy is of a most virulent natare and
increases with such alarming rapidity that
the system is unable to hold out against its
encroachments. While all this is admitted,
it ia only recently that even scientists have
discovered thaf trouble with the teeth is
caused by bacteria of a most dangerous
character. A great many personshave been
heard to declare that dyspepsia and some
other stomach troubles were cansed by bad
teeth, but, without going deep enough into
the causes of this condition, they believed
that it was because thé food was not proper-
ly masticated.

It is now an acknowledged faot that de-
cayed teeth furnish dwelling places for mil-
lions mapon millions of bacteria, and that
these, having become too numerous to re-
main in the mouth, find their way to the
stomach, and not only cause irritation and
inflammation, but they absorb the food that
should eustain the body, and the victim is
improperly nourished. When the teeth are
bad the very best and shortest way is to
have them filled if possible; if not, have them
taken out and new ones provided.

False teeth, while they are extremely in-
convenient and abnnoying to many persons,
are to be recommended, because they fur-
nish no decaying caverns wherein these para-
sites may flourish. People with bad teeth
who have suffered for years with stomachic
ille have had their teeth all taken out, the
old roots and fangs removed, the mouth
thoroughly cleaned, and false teeth put in,
when, to their great astonishment, all symp-
toms of dyspepsia left them.

Bad teeth and an offeusive breath are a-
mong the most unpleasant possessions of
humanity, and, when one realizes the num-
ber of persons thus afflicted, it would seem
that there is a crying need for missionary
work or enlightenment of some sort on this
subject.

To prevent the teeth decaying unduly,
brush well every morning, using a good tooth
powder and having a little carbonate of soda
in the water, After each meal rinse the
mouth with tepid water in which a little
carbonate of soda is dissolved, and before
retiring at night brush the teeth again. If
strong medicines have to be taken, have
them made up in the form of pills if possible
as tinctures of iron, acids and so on have a
bad effect on the enamel of the teeth,

h. Fashion Hints,

All the high-priced dresses have, of course,
silk linings, but not of crackling taffeta.
That is out of favor because it has become
80 poor in quality that even by paying the
highest price the wearer cannot guarantee
herself against being in rags after the dress
is worn.a very few times. A thick, fine, but
very soft , is now employed for high
grade linings. Low priced, ready-made
dresses are also ‘silk-lined throughout,” bat
with silk so poor in quality that it is not to
be compared in desirability with the less
pretentious, but faithful, percalive, and
other cotton linings that are exactly what
they seem. Itis the fashion of the times
to bave the inside of the dress even more
attractive than the outside, all seams being
turned towards the outside goods, etc. The
modish long skirts disclose the linings at
every turn, as the skirts must be lifted so
often. If, therefore, the skirt cannot be
handsomely finished, it is senseless to make
it imitate elegant gowns to the extent of be-
ing traioed, and then show its poverty-strik-
en condition underneath with every few
steps. A woman dressed in a cheviot dress
tnat clears the ground is garbed in the acme
of good style for a walk, and if%he found
herself among other women differently garb-
ek her attire might be the result of circum-
stances quite accidental, and she would not
be criticised; but the woman who has a 50-
cent cotton and wool dress made up in a
style suitable only to a rich material is never
well dressed under any circumstances.

Meters for Telephones.

A dispatch from Paris a few days ago an-
nounced that meters were to be introduced
into service in that city, to register the num-
ber of times & man used his telephone, thus
affording the company a basis for adjusting
the charges he should be called upon to pay.
Herbert Laws Webb, general manager of the
American Bell Telephone Company in this
city, was approached on thesubject one day
last week. He expressed scepticism in re-
gard to the rumor, because he felt confident
that Paris has advanced no further than
America in this matter, if as far.

“It is an easy thing,” said Mr. Webb,
“to devise apparatus that will count the
calls a man makes with his telephone, but
that is not exactly what we want.® Some. of
these calls he ought not to be charged for.
It may be that the line with which he wishes
to be connected is busy, or that the person
with whom he wants to speak ie not accessi-
ble for seme reason. Such calls are not
charged for, and some way should be found
to substract them from the total, in order to
secure the object in view. That result has
not yet, so far as I am aware, been attained.
At present, therefore, a meter is not of any
real value. Bat in time the improvement
will doubtless come, and it will then be de-
sirable to vse meters.”

Panne.

Panne is nothing more than silk velvet.
ironed on its face, says the ‘Catholic News.'
It is a charming material and much more
economical than velvet. You can make it
yourself by following the directions given
here. Get a moderately hot, clean iron, one
that is quite bright underneath. All irons
are steel-faced, and only required rubbing en
a piece of medium coarse emery paper to be-
come quite bright. Next, try the iron ona
clean white cloth, to test its heat, for it
must not scorch, as you will want to press
slowly and firmly, not just run over the
thing. Now stroke the face of the velvet
with your hand, from selvedge to selvedge.
You will find that it strokes smoother one
way than the other, which means that the
pile is most inclined to lie down the way it
strokes the smoothest; therefore that ia the
way to iron it. Place it so that it strokes
away from you, and then start ironingat
the edge firmly, and with an even pressure
from one sglvedge to' the other, right acrose.
Start the next stroke by the edge of the
firat, always ironing in the same direction—
that is away from you—right from the
selvedge until the whole piece of velvet is
turned into beautiful, shimmering panne.
Don’t be afraid of the ironing, you won’t
iron it too much, the more it is pressed, the
better and more glistening it looks. Yon
can use up pieces of old or shabby velvet for
makiog panne, but must, first of all, steam
it and pass the wrong side over the face of &
hot iron, if it is marked or plushed at all,
in order to raise the pile evenly all qver,
before you start ironing it on the Mce to
make panzeof it. . >
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Care of the Finger Nails.

A disagreeable trick, and one that chil-
dren easily fall into, is biting the nails. If
not promptly checked, it will continue into
adult life and ruin the shape of nails and
finger tips.
