No miner shall receive a grant of more than one miningclaimiî mn a numng district, the boundries of vhich shall be de-tined by the Minîng Recorder ; but the saine Miner may alsoold a hill claim and any number of claims by purchase, andMiners rnav unite to work their claims in common.

A claim shall be deemed to be abandoned when the sanieshall have remained unworked for three consecutive workingdays of 24 hours each, unless sickness or other reasonablecause be shown to the satisfaction of the Mining Recorder.
. It shall not only be necessary for a person or company work-
Ing a quartz or placer claim to hold a Free Miner's Certificate,but every person in his, or its employmnent shall have a FreeMiner' Certificate unexpired.
