THE ASSASSIN CONVICYED,

Buffalo, N. Y., Sept. 24.~Lecon IY
Czolgosz, allas Fred. Nicwan, was to-
dav found guilty of murder in the
first degrec by a jury, in having on
the sixth day of Scptember shot
President  William  McKinley, the
wounds inflicted by such gunshots af-
terwards resulting in tue death of the
President, The wheels of justice mov-
ed swiftly, The trial of the assassin
consumed cight hours and twenty-six
minutes, aund covered a period of only
two days. Practically all of this
time was occupied by the prosecntion
in presenting a case so clear, so con-
clusive that even had the: prisoner en-
tered the plea of insauity it is doubt-
ful §f the jury would have returned a
verdict different from the one render.
ed to-day. The announcement made
this afternoon by the attorneys fof
Czolgosz that the eminent alienists
summoned by the Erie County
Bar Association and hy the District
Attorney to examine Czolgosz, and
to determine his exact mental condi-
tion, had declared him to be perfect-
ly sane, destroyed the only. vestige of
a defence that Judges Tcwis and
Titus could have put together,

Before adjournment, Justice White
avntounced that he would pronounce
sentence upon the defessdant on Thurs-
day afterroon at 2 o'clock,

The agents of
the Italian Govermment do tut even
yet look with a very favorable eye
on Catholic ‘entergy amongst the toil-
ers, and they forbade a religious pro-
cession whica was to have been held
i connection with the congress. But
the ardor of the Cotholics wus not
damped, nor was their resolve to
carry on practical s.work disturbed.
‘Through Cardinal Rampolla the Holy
Father ititimated to the presidents of
the dilferent socictics what modifica-
tions  in their rules and regulations
were advisable in order to avord fric-
tion with the Govermment.  These
clmngcs: were  effected, and at the
sanie time the delegates wasely decid-
ed that cvery possible means should
be taken ta nit the Catholic forces
together more closely by mceans of
fedaration. It seems tu us that the
time s coming when there wall be a
universal federation of the Catholic
soereties of the world, and 1t need not
be shid that when that 1s reahized and
the children of the Church are united
under the standard of Chinstian demo-~
cracy, whicit, as an Italian Bishop de-
clared at the congress, the Tope  has
ust corscerated, their power will be
irresistible.

No  dispensa-
tion from the Pope was needed for an
oath that did not bind.

God’s grace of the truth of the doc-
L.ines that he abjurcd, of what value
would be the declaration? No oath
conld stand agamst the command of
God and of conscience. The declaration
was, therefore, worthlesy as a guar-
antee of anything in the future At
tmost it registered the conviction of
ke person who made it at the time
that he made it, But tiere was mure
than this, Surprising as it might be,
if they examined this precious declara-
tion from beginning: to end they
would nét discover ir it a single line
ot word checking the right of the
King to reign dependent upon his pro-
fession of the Protestant religion.
Then of what use was the declara-
tion? To.be encased in a muscum of
historical antiquities as a choice spec-
nnen of the spent passions of religi-
ous and political hatred belonging to
the age of that incomparable villain,
Mr. Titus Oates.

IRELAND
DEATH OF LORD MORRIS

Dubli, Sept, 9 — The death 1 an-
nousiced of Yord Morris and Killanin,
which took place yesterday mormmyg
at lus residence, Spiddal, County Gul-
way. Ihs lozdship had not been well
lately, but the fatal termination of
us tliness was wholly unexpected by
s family.

The death of Lord Morris removes a
remarhable  personage from Trish
Life  Ilis carcer 'n politics and  at
thie bar had been marhed by hrithance
and stccess, and was 1L @ sense unl
que  He was the mwost pronnnent and
the most suceessiul of the small Land
ol politiclans who, m the fifties aml
siaties, appeated as the forerunners of
@ Catholic Tory Party  Ylis humor,
always  spiced with an Imsh flavos,
was characteristie,  Though a determ-
med Umonist and a strenuous party
man, vhenever s allegiance to lus
friends left him iree e worked for
the weneral Irish and Catnolic nter-
st On the education question, th
Linancial relorm yuestion, and others
he sendered considerable service

Hle was a Galwegian of the ; Gal-
wegians, He boasted of belonging to
the “tribes on both sides of lus
pedigree, for s mother was a Blake.
He was born on November 14th, 1817,
and was cducated at the Erasmus
Smuth School, Galway, and Trinty
College, Dubtin. His carcer in the
latter was distmgmished, He emcerged
a Scnitor Moderator and Gold Medal-
1st an 1847 Two years later he' was
called to the bar, and 1 the same
year fil'ed the office of High Stenfi
in his native eity. While yet wear-
ing the stuff gown of the outer bar,
he was appointed Recorder of Gal-
way, wiith office he filled from 1857
to 1865. In the latter year he retired
from the Rectership to comtest the
Parliamentary  representation. le
stood upon what lic described as ‘‘m-
dependent  principles,” and polled yo
per cent. of the clectorate. But in the
following year lie accepted the office
of Solicitor-General under the Derby
Adminsitration, becoming "Attorney-
General it Novemnber. In 1867 he was
raised to the bench as one of the
Judges of the Common - Pleas Divi-
sion, Nine vears later he becamne
Chief Justice-of tlie Common Pleas,
and was appomnted Lord Chicf Justice
of Ircland in 1887, Two years later
lie became Loid of Appeal m Ordinary,
and a life peer. His judicial carcer
was not marked by any great display
of learning, but his sound common-
sense and  knowledge of the world
more than compensated for any lack
of lore where issues of fact had to be
determiued,

Outstde Ius professional career he
|| did some useiul publiec work. He was
a member of the Jamous Powis Com-
mssion, whidh itivestigated the Pri-
mary Bducation. system in 1868-70,
atd was appoitited a Commssioner of
National Fducation in the former
year. e was also one of the origin-
al Scnators of the Royal Umversity,
of which institution he was aiso Vice~
Chancellor.

Little more than a year ago he re-
signed tus office of Lord of Appeal,
the vacancy thus created bang filled
by the appointinent of an English
judge. A peccage of the United
Kingdom was conferred spon hitn on
lus reuiremetit, when he took the title
of Lord Mornis und Killamn, He mar-
ricd, m 1860, the daughter of Baron
Ilughes, of tlic Irish Exchequer, and
Lady Morris survives him. He s
succeeded in the peerage by the Hom.

Tlis
University sends out aunually from
24 to 30 French-tramed doctors, The
Christian Brothers, the Frauciscans,
and the Daughters of St. Vincent de
Paul arc also at Beyrout, It s in
Jerusalam, however, that most of the
French religious establishments are
to be found. There the Sisters of St.
Joseph have three houses; the Ladies
of Sion have a school and orphanage;
the Christian Brothers are contimtal-
1y adding  to their houses; wherein
Catholics and Islamites are taught,
the Dominicans have the Basilica of
St. Stephen and the Schiovl of Bibli-
cal Studies; the Sisters of Charity
have vast liouses and hospitals, and
notably an institution for lepers near
the famous “*Siloa's brook' of Mil-
ton, the Salesians have schools chiefly
for agricultural iustruction; the Bene-
dictines have a monas..ty on the
slope of Olivet and are building an-
other on the road between Jerusalem
and Jaffa; and the Assumptionists
have the vast hostelry of Notre Dame
de IFrance, near the ramparts of the
loly City, and wherein pilgrins  are
ludged and fed. These are only a few
of the relivlous esiablishments ‘dt
Jerusalem, independently of the Fran-
ciscan “'Custody.' The French As-
sumptionists, who have suffered so
heavily at hotne owing to thie Asso
clations 1L, and to the machinations
of the Dreyfusards, have schools and
missicns atl ovgr the Hast from  the
iron gates of tlic Danube to Scutari
and beyond. Monsignor Charmetau,
who contiols the work of the schools
in the East from Paris, warns the
French Government that if the Ordets
under its protection in Turkey and
the Levant arc injured or prejudiced
by the action of the Ottoman Dorte,
both Germany and Italy will combme
in order to ruin French influence in
the East, whicl, after so mc'h  toil
and cost, has been made predominant.
M. de Flax, a writer in The French
Economiste, examines the whole quucs-
tion from a practical standpoint, and
advises the Government ¢o bewarc of
what it is doig to the Orders at
hoine, for their disorganization in
France will Jic ve a dangerous reaction
in the East. e also says that Am-
ericant and Canadian Catholics will be
ready, as well as Germans and Itale
jans, to sap the French influence in
the Ottoman dominion.. M. de Flaix
does not, of course, mean that Ameri-
cen and Canadian Catho.ics would sap
¥fench infinence designedly and di-
fectly, but only that the Religious
Orders in the East, now under French
protection, would seck instead that of

THE HUMMING-BIRD.

———

Its Beauty and Its Surpassing Powers of
Filght,

Henry Ilales thus speaks of the
tyvinged jewnls' of our gardens:

The brilliant little humming-birds
are the most exquisite of all  birds.
They are called the gems of bird life.
Ahey are more, No gems in any aia-
dem sparkle as they sparkle  They
flash with a radiance and brilliancy
not equalled by any other of natvre's
brightest ‘jewels, even among the
gaudy butterflics  Every change of
light or movetnent reveals a new col-
or on thelr iridescent feathers, chang-
‘ing like the glint of light on a dia-
micd, but with stronger clfeet in col-
or, Not known outside of the Auteri-
can continent and its islands, what a
surprise they wmust have heen to the
early explorers! And they still  keep
surprising us asg new speeies are dis-
covered. Not many years ago onc
lundred and fift  species was suppos-
ed to be about the number; now 1t is
nearly four hundred—about as imany
as all the species of Lirds breeding in
the United States. What a variety of
tovely forms and delicate, fantastic,
eccentric freaks in feather, as well as
color — like the unique tropical or-
chids! Nature scuns to exhaust her-
sclf in fascinating, delightful oddi-
ties. Had they been known in the
old-world fairy-lands, we think they
must liave figured as ariel sprites, so
quickly do they present themselves, so
quickly disappear.

We of the chilly north must be sat-
isfied with this one representative of
.this numerous little family, and bhe
thankful for that; and as therc 1s a
great similarity in their habits of liv-
ing, flying, building and feeding, our
littlc Ruby-throat must, in a degree,
stand as a deputy for all his South-
ecnt brethren, whom he visits cvery
winter. He sips the charming flowsurs
of the tropics, returning in the spring.
He arrives in Florida early in March,
gradually going.north as the fluwers
open before  hiin,  then going farther
north, passing the northern boundary
ol the United States about the 1st of
June, breeding as far north as the
Saskatchewan plains, west of the Mis-
sourl Valley and Texas. Some of
than remain in Florida.

- POMPEN THE CITY OF THE DEAD.

Writing of a visit to the sitc of the
ancient city of Pompeli, Mr. Connel-
lan, the well-kilown correspondent of
The Dublin IFrecman’s Journal, says:

s the very old times when Poinpeii
flourished in .he sight of day, it did
its own sing, if we may believe the
evidence farnished by the buried city,
and it paid the penalty of its own
crites, What a change it is ‘o come
fere from the toise of Maples. In this
City «f the Dead there is an absence
of sound that is verv {mpressive One
of the thany pocts who liave written
of it, says:

“The silence there was what inost
haunted me. long spechiless streets,
whose  steppiie stones  invite Feet
whiclt shall never come; to left and
right pav colonades and courts — be
youd the glee, heartless, of that for-
getiul Pagan Sea."

These Hues suggest so much of what
opetts out before your gaze in the very
futcresting 3ittle city which disap-
peared from human cyes in the year
A, D.: “Lohg speechless streets,”
“gay colonades and courts,” and all
the manifold signs of the, life of a
vity suddenly suspended at the su-
preme mwoment of its activity, When
entering by the Sea Gate and passing
{htough the Basilica towards ‘the
Forum, you see the ruts deeply worn
in the lava: hlocks that paved the
strects by Uhe chafiot wheels of the
time of Cacsar or she days of Nero,
your {magination ‘becomes quickened
in thinking of the.apparent nearness
and actual farness of that time from
our owh days,

However impressive such sights are,
inducing as théy do to’ strange com-
hinations of memory and imagination,
they pale. in cffect before the actual
opening of & louse in Tompeii. That
is indeed a spectacle productive of the
keetiest  exciterient.  The workmen,
who have to clear out about a foot
and a halPs depth of the ashes and
“lapillac® with which the lloor of,
the house s covered, are equally ex-
cited with the spectatots to see what
‘his  may hold of the objects that
Have lain here for miore than cighteen
cenituries.  As the men work the ob-
jeets discovered are held up to the
gaze of the onlookers, and passed
round to a lew ~f them for examina-
tfon, It is safe to sav that in the
Jong course of ages no human cye has
looked upon these houschols utensily
or objects of art, sice the fatal day,
in A, D. 79, when the ashes  from
Vesuvius overwhelmed the wicked lit-
Ale cit und buried it for centurics to
come.

In addition to the evidence furnish-
od in the objects dismnterred .in  the
houses and buildings cxcavated re-
garding the arts and ‘life of the past
dwellers in. this Iittle city, the walls
contain numbeyless inscriptions, either
éugraved on narble or painted on
plaster, or scratched on vacant spaces
by the knifc or stylus of some idler.
The greater number of these, which-
have been deciphered and cotnmiented
on by scholars aud students of anti-
‘quity, vonsist of clection posters,
‘Ihe Carpetiters-and Carturs  desire
that Marcellinus be Acdile, ds  the
declaration made n one  of  theny

Then there arc the play-bills, or an-
nouncements of sports to be perform-
ed in the city hy companies of gladia-
tors. Otie of these wvras found on a
wall near the "Case del Centanario,'
in Pompeil, and the inseription, which
was mutilated, was supplicd from a
shnilar inscription on a picture of the
amphitheatre:

wiwenty pairs of Gladiators, paid
by Decimus Lucretivg Satrius Valens,
flatnen or pricst, in tﬁxc time of Nero,
the son of Cacoar Augustus, and ten
pairr of Gladiators, paid by Decimus
Ludretius, the son of Decimus Valens,
will fight at Pompeil on the 10th,
rith, 1ath, 13th and 14th of April,
Thete will be a  splendid hunting
scene,, andl the nwni}:g will be spread.
—Written by Celer.—Emilius Celer,
writer of inscriptions, wrote this by
moo  ght.”

A walk through the strects of Pom-
pei, informed by the studies of the
many schotars who have given: years
to tiie ckiucidrtion of its art, its life,
its tuauners, and customs, and relig-
fon, will do more to make you ac-:
quainted- with the nature of. ths peo-
ple who lived in that carly time, than
probably any oties promenade in the
wide world, It is all so strange ahd
s.artling, and full of intense humnan
interest, that you fecl as.if you were
Also an  ‘taficient in the shadowy
ages.t

If you wanor into the little Mus-
cunt- pear- the Sea-Cate you will be
brought into still closer relationship
with the people of Pompeii in tlyw
uast.  The most important and  en-
thralling objects I it ave the plaster
casts of bodies thiat were overwhelth-
od and ‘anowed in? as it wei€, by
the kot ashes. which fell during the
cruptiot: that-destroyed the city. The,
asht was as fine, or cvew finer, than
ordinary domestic dust, says one’
writer, and consequently enveloped the
humﬂm bodies or other substances
completely. The substance buried
thus made an cxact mould of their
forms in the ash, just as an object
buried in a suowdrift suakes an exact
mould in the snow. It tay be read-
ilv understood that all that was per-
ishable of the hufhan: bodies thus bur-
jed perished, while the bones ‘remain-
ed, and remained \cxnetly, in  their
places as they fell.  When the excava-
fors came upon an opmufug tat ap-
peared in the ash with which a house
was filled they: poured irto it liquid
plaster of Paris, and having left it to
time to harden they rentoved the. ex-
ternal ash and obtaincd an exact cast
of tlie body, -or other onject, original-
ly there. .

These plaster casts taken from the
forms of the dead, with all the agony
of su'fering in thé face’ and attitudes,

_are real statuies, onc might say, tak-

eti_from the life at the very moment
of deatlt, Here is the 1ife-sized fignre
of a young girl — ouc of the most
pathgtic in the collection. Her hair
ix gathered in a knot on the top of
fier licad, and her left hand is over
lher mouth to save hier from the ashes
or tho vapour; her right arm supports
her forchead as she fell.  There are
about half a dozen of such figures;
et swme of than have ttot been suc-

cessfully cast. A mother and daught-

A COON COMES DOWN.

In expectation that some of the te-
higinus viders lrom France may move
over to England, the scare-crow Proe
testants are resuming business all over
the country.  Even The Times is
pitching in a little abuse of Catho-
ties The Rock is an old offender in
this line, but it is amusing to sec
how cautious all those vhliant defend-
ers of the Protestant faith are to keep
clear of the libel law. The following
appears in a recent fssuc of The Rock:

“On Saturday last, August 3ist, we
received a letter lrom a firm of solici-
tors, stating that they were instruct-
ed by the Reverend Bernard Vaughan
to comtnence an action against us ‘or
the libel contained’ in our issue of the
23rd ultl., and requesting the name of
our solicitors for the service of the
writ by return of post. The writ was
duly served on Tuesday morning on
our solicitors. As the statemcent of
claim has not yet been delivered, we
cait on'- hazurd a guess as to  what
this action is based upon. We presume
it applics to a letter from a corre-
spondeut, signed *Pro Aris et Yocis.®
Although the place in which this com-
munication appeared is g free colunn,
and we therein expressly disclaim  re-
pousibility for the opinions of our
correspondents, it is our practice cure-
fully to expunge any statement which
appears  inadmissible, or ény phridsc
cven which scetns too strongly word-
ed  In the present {nstance we fe-
gret to find that there is a phrase of
three words which, by an oversight,
was not delcted,  We  repudiate the
view of our correspondent that this
phrasc s Gpplicable to Yhe Reverend
Bernard Vaughan, We should be sorry
to think that Mr. Vaughan personat-
ly could be described as ‘seditious’ in
anv popular acceptativn of the word.
Wondering what possible justification
there could be for such a phrase, wo
at once teclegraphed to our corre-
spontdent, who lives in a remote coun-
trv district, to state at once what
evidence there was, if any, to warrant
its usc. This correspondent telegraphs
in replv thut there is 'no hurry.'s We
cutirely disagree with our correspond-
ciit on the point, and take the earhest
posstble opportunity, in this, our first
issuc since the oversight has comc un-
der our personal notice, of expressing
our regret for the publication of the
obuoxious phrase.”

CATIIOLICTY IN CUINA.

The special correspondent  of
New York  Sun, writing-Sept
says:

Pekin, Scpt. 13.~As  indleative of
bringing forward missionary quese
tions, a docuncnt has been addressed
to the Ministers, signed Ly high Cath-
olics in China, sctting forth the ne-
cessity for a revision of t}c treaty. It
gives six pomts regarding moral
measures, which, it declares, are in
the interests of civihzation. It asks
that a scarch of the Clinese arcluves
be made and that texts injurious to
Christianity be suppressed.

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should make a careful study of Titu.
Ius wvill,, Caput dii., of the Third
Gouncil  of Baltimore, and follow
strictly  the mjunctions there laid
down. DBut as good, zealous pastors
and confessors may somostimes  differ
i thar wpphication  of the principle
given in that chapter, to particular
cases, the sugest way to attain to the
desired  uniformity is to consult the
Oudinary of the dlocese in all wases
of non-named societics.

This same Caput fn., in paragraph
255, lays down a rule to govern the
action of the Ordinary when g case 15
brought to him for judgment, It s as
follows:

“To forestall, morcover, a vaniety
and coifusion of discapline, which 15 o
source of scandal to the faithinl and
an injury to  ceclesiastical authonty
when the spectacle of the same soctety
condemied m one dioctse and tolrat-
ed and wwouraged in another 13 pre-
sented (o them we are unwilling that
any soukty be procdanned by name un-
til the bichop sefers the matter to a
commiss o which  we now appoint
for t'e judgmg of such cases, and
which shall he composud of all the
archbishops of the United States. [f
they ate disagreement, the matter
shall be carrted to the Holy See for a
sure decision, and thus a uniforn dis-
cipline will  be safogtarded I the
American Clinreh.”

Thé old priest looked very thought-

It is altnost the definition of a gen-
tleman to say he is one who mnever:

He carcfully avoids whatever may
cause a jar or a jolt in the minds of
those with whom he is cast, all
claching of opinion or collision of
feeling, all distraint or suspicion, or
gloom or to make cveryone at case
and at hote. He has lis cyes on all
his company. e is tender toward
the bashful, gentle toward the dis-
tant, and meréiful toward the ab-
surd; he can recollect to whom he is
speaking; he guards against unrcason-
able allusions or topics that may ir-
ritate; he is seldom prominent in con-,
versation and never wearisome,

He makes light of favors while he
doés them, and scems to be recefving
when he is  conferring.  He never
speaks of himself except when com-
pelled, never defends himself by mere
retort, He has no ears for slander or
gossip, is scrupulous in imputing mo-
tives to thoss who interfere with
him, and interprets everything for the
best. He {s never miedn or little in
his disputes, never takes an unfair ad-
vantage, never niistakes personalities
or sharp sayings for arguments, or
insinuates evil which he dare not say
out. . . . He has too much sense to
be affronted at insult, He is too busy
to remeniber injuries, and too wise
to bear inalice. . . . If he engages in
controversy of any kind, his dis.
ciplined intcllect preserves him from
the blundering disconrtesy of better
though less educated imninds, who, like
blunt weapons, tear and hack instead
‘of cutting clean.

Sistine Madonna, said to be one of
the finest paintings in the country.
