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EDITORIAL NOTES.

_Sevenl opinions have been expressed that, even in the event of the
British Government considering that the appointment of Sir Chatles Tup
perto the Washington Embassy would be the most desirable, the traditons
of Foreign Office promotion would preclude it. In such a case all ruutine
rules should be set aside without a moment's cunsideration, unless the
Foreign Office wishes to figure as an old woman of the most incapable
typt, Fancy important diplomacy being imperilled by such antiquated
inanity. There are but two men fit for Washington—Lord Dufferin and
Sir Chas. Tupper.

The very well written description of wild horses on the southern plans,
to which we give place in our contribution colump, contains also, in the
latter_ part, an account of a stampede through a camp which 1s intiresting
as being, except as to the number of horses, 8 fair picture of what befelt the
N.W. Mounted Police near Dufferin, on the Red Ruver in July, 1874. In
that instance nearly 200 horses siampeded the camp in just such a thunder-
storm, overturning tents and waggons and seriously injuring :wo or three
men, Like the party described, the M P. recovered all the horses but two
or three, though Major Waish rode about 100 miles before he recovered the
bulk of them.

“To-morrow,” said the Halifax Hcrald last Monday, * the anti British
clement of the states of New York and Indiana will decide who is to be the
Presidential figure-head while they rule the United States for the next four
yearn.” Just so, and “ the anti British clement” has succeeded in making
18 couBtry an unpamllelled exhibition of degradation. The trick which
succeeded in duping Lord Sackville now appears to have been partof a
deeply considered scheme of villainy. Mr. Chamberlain, it appears, was
approached with the same duplicity, and the low cunning of the contrivers
reached its climax of shameful astuteness in a letter to Mr. Dowell, the
Minister of Customs, which, had it succeeded, would have elicited an out-
bunst against Orangeism. Fortunately both Mr. Chamberlain and Mr.
Bowe]l were birds too wide awake to be caught with chaff. But it would
have tc)eden well if Mr. Bowell bad given earlier pablicity to the letter he
rectived.

If this be so it is a fact discreditable to our Educatiunal authorities. What
have we to do with the ordinary popular American version of history, whose
Faniality, false-coloring and exaggeration is 8o patent that no student of
listory would dream of looking to them for facts? We want Canadian
history in the schools, not American spread-eagle versions of 1it.

Some Canadian papers are great blunderers as to tiwlar distinction. An
Ontario paper before us speaks of the * Hon.” W. E, Gladstone. There is
no such person. In England ¢ Hon.” is entirely confined {o birth, and is
the distinction of the younger sons of carls, of all sons of viscounts and
barons, aud of the daughters of the latter two grades, earl's daughters being
“Jadies”” “Right Hon! is the disunction of a mewber of the Privy
Council, and is Mr. Gladstone’s proper designation. In Canada the term
“ Hon.” appertains 10 certain official positions. Sir John Macdonald might
rightly be called ** the Hon. and Right Hon.” bang ** Hon." as a Canadian
(éabine_tl Minister, and * Right Hon.” as a member of the English Privy

ouncil.

Of course all sorts of rash surmises are afloat in a matier of such import
as the dismissal of Lord Sackvillee We think 1t most unlikely that Lord
Salisbury would be ill advised enough even to hint at a demand for the
recall of Mr, Phelps. Lord Sackville committed himself to an astonishing
indiscretion, and must take the consequences. Mr. Bayard is technically
right, though his courtesy is apparently scant. Uunnccessary brusqueness
is a characteristic of Amernican diplo.nacy, Lat it should not be forgotten
that Mr. Bayard is not by nature discourtevas, and that Lis present biuntness
is forced upun him in a ‘manuer which it 15 impossible for hun to resist. It
is not tuo much to say that the slightest cuartesy towards Logland shewn
in a public ducament s at present ¢4, unpardunable uffence.

We welcome the definite form which has been assumed by the Scottish
Home Rule scheme.  No danger to the Ewpire inheres in any proposition
emanating from Scotland, and the North British agitation will tend to bring
that of Ircland into line with it, 2 result likely to be accelerated by Mr.
Parnell's recent attitude It is strange that English Conservatism does not
see that Federation is the clear road out of present difficultics. If Scotland
sticks to her colors, we predict that this will be the movement which will
oust Lord Salisbury’s government, unless they fall in with it. As we have
said before the man who brought Indian troops to bear on an European
complication, had he becen still living, would have taken the wind out of Mr,
Gladstone's sails by this time. We could wish Scotch and Irish Home
Rulers would change the name of their contention to “ Federation.”

The reply of Lord Stanley to an address recently presented to him by
the “ Sons of England Socicty,” should go far :o indicatc to those who
regard a Governor-General as 2 mere ornamental figurchead, that counsider-
able legitimate power resides in that functionary precisely in that direction
in which, if used at all, it can only be used for guod, and it is ground for
solid satisfaction to know that for a lung term of years it has never been
used cxcept to allay friction. The address alluded to * clements of dis-
cord” in Canada, and called on statesmen to keep * the evil lcaven from
working mischief in the mass.” Lord Stanley reminded the deputation that
thoy wcre touching un graver mauters than they were perhaps aware of, and
that it is the constiiutional majority of the people who determine great
questions. His Exceliency remarked that he had obscrved a disposition to
look upon the intcrests of lucalities rather than those of the whole Dumin-
ion, and added “ we ate not here for the benefit of one scction, class or
creed, and I trust your suciety will put aside all party prejudice and
seligious animositics.”  Thesc are words befitting the constitutional head of
a nation,

THE “HAYTHENS

Who is he? Where is he to be found? We have known of him who
“ bows down to wood and stone” for over half a century, sume of us too
well.  Yet, as we quote “ From Greenland's Icy Mountains,” our distaste
to that heathen (converted) is almost put to shame by the spirit of that
sweet hymn which is the standing rebuke of a real poet to the smug farecurs
who complacently lay before the Almighty as a tnibute of praise the inanest
doggerel 1t has entered into the heart of man to conceive,  Yes, we know ¢
good deal of this ¢ haythen,” and we have an innitte—we had almost said a
congenital—preference for him unregencrated ; for it has been much borne
in upon us that in many of the theatres of missionary cffurt it is Lut a spurious
christain that has taken the place of a savage respectable according to his
natural lights. In so far as education has had anything to do with our
ingrained prejudices we have sat at the fect of Boz. We have a keen appro-
ciation of the inky fingers of Mrs. Jellaby, and the miseries of Carrie, over-
shadowed and oppressed by the claims of Borioboolah-gah, and we are
entircly with the late Mr. Samuel Weller as to the inanity of subscribing
money to send ' flannel weskits and pocket ’ankerchers to the niggers.”
But there is a “haythen” close at the doors of all of us, whose needs
spiritual and temporal confront us at every turn.  Charity,'it is rightly said,
begins at home, and of this *haythen” we do not, from Whitechapel to
Albermarle Street, know or care half as much as we ought to do. We
have been somewhat startled of late by statistics of the extraordinary cost
of the conversion of a single * mild Hindoo,” and now a dignitary of the
Church of England, Canon ‘Taylor, makes a calculation of the amount of
money subscribed in the old countiy for missions to the heathen, and at the
same time furnishes the results obtained by * conversions.”

In continuing, we quote a spirited article from the London Weekly
Bulletin :~** These are obtained from the pubhished statistics of the varous
missionary societies, and are therefore impossible to be disputed ot gunsa’'d
—indeed, represent probably the bright and not the dark side of missivnary
enterprise. Canon Taylor shows that as population increases in heathen
lands at an enormously more rapid rate than converts arc made, it wounld
take all the missionary socicties of the world together 183,000 years to con-
vert their inhabitants to Christianity. He demonstrates, further, that the
system in many ‘fields of missionary labor’ results in a game of spiritual
*beggar my neighbor.’ A heathen ‘inquirer’ may consider himself secure
of asteady weekly income. He goes the round of the emissaries of the
various societies in his Jocality, and makes a draw from each, 10 be cventu-
ally baptised, perhaps, by the last comer. Canon Taylor shows that the
practice of sending out smug young men, who have begun life as grocers’
assistants, to contend with the acute mtellects of Hindoos 15 a perfect farce,
which costs many thousands a year, with no results at all. These gentry
draw a salary of £300 a year from head-quarters. They marry at three-and-
twenty, have thcir bungalow, their punkah, and their pony-carriage, and are
especially conspicuous in following the Biblical precept to be ‘fruitful and
multiply.’ At home the faithful are plied with sensational stories of the
harvest reaped abroad, by astute secretaries, who draw handsome salaries,
and have comfortable houses in Westbourne Park. The religious public,
who supply the sinews of war, are kept up to the mark by the gratification
of seeing their names figuring in the annual report as subscribers to the funds
of the society to the amount of one guinea per annum, and a very cheap
advertisement ef piety, too! It secems that the only people who have had
any real success in evangehsing the heathen have been the Moravians and
the Jesuits in the past,and the Wesleyan Methodists and the Salvation Army
in the present. They lived, and hive with, and hke, the people they come
to convert, and have some chance of making converts; while the nussionary
of the orthodox Islington type has just about as much chance as a pig-taited
Chinaman who should open a conventicle in London m the expectation of
converting the Cockney to Buddhisn1. ~

Let it not bo supposed that we are insinuating any doubt of the moral
value of Christianity to heathen nations ; but we hate shams ; and Canon
Taylor has done a good service in exposing * ‘Ihe Failure of the Great Mis.
sionary Enterprise” He instances numbets of missions the result of which
is 22il, and which ought in common honesty to be given up. The moral we
draw is that if people here want 1o indulge proclivities for converting people
to mew faiths, they might subscribe their guineas, now wasted on black or
copper-colored heathen abroad, on the equally necessitous, if not so pictur-
esque, heathen at Whitechapel, St. George'sin-the East, Ratcliff Highway,
and the like.” And the moral is applicable to other Christian centres
besides London.

THE NEW SOLOMON.

We have been a little curious to get some inhling of what mannet of
man Mr. Solomon White, the so-called Counscrvative Annexatiuniat, might
be. If the information of the Quawa Erveniny Journal, one of whose
reporters is stated to have interviewed him, Lo correct, we can guage him
pretty accurately. ‘When he says—* I am a staunch Cunscrvative, and the
views I hold regarding the union of the two great natiuns of North America
do pot in the least affect my political upinions,” an inconsistency crups vut
that points to a crude and illogical mind. Eut when he gues on to prate—
apropos of British cmigration—that cmigrants leave the old world “to
escape the tyranny of monarchical governments, and eschew Canada upon
learning that the form of government here is the same as in England,” we
are at once cnabled to sound the very shallow depths of Mr. Solomon
White's mind—or what he may haply fancy to be a mind.  Solomon must
have had cruelly thoughtless parents to have handicapped him with the ituny
of such a name.

Mr, White does not think tha Great North West is Leing peopled as we

expected, because emigration is diverted ““ on account of our being under a
monarchical forin of governmont.” We are quite safe in concluding that
Mr. \White did not see the North-West in 1870, e is still indeed so evis
dently young and verdant that he could scarcely have been more than a
baby at that time, and he 1s apparently likely to remain a baby intellectually,
whatever his age and physical growth may be  He is certainly an unique
specimen of conservatism, and the doom of the annexation folly 1s certain
and swilt if it can find no wiser advocate than this cheap namesake of the
father of wisdom. ‘Truly, * wisdom is before him that hath understanding,
but the cyes of a fool are in the ends of the canh.”

“ e that begetteth a fool docth it to his sorrow, aud the father of a fool
hath no joy." 1t is to be hoped the respected progenitor of the modern
Solomon was gathered to his fathers before his offspring weut astray.

AN EXPLODED MYTH.

Somo regret has been felt by thoughtful people who bear in mind the
lessons and analogies of history at the apparent certainty that has been
expiessed as to the multiplication of the French-Canadian.  Fecundity is often
a characteristic of impulsive yet stationaty races, and i seemed not improb
able that, if the assumption were true, trouble in the future might grow out
of it  H:gh hopes have indeed taken possession of our French fellow
citizens, which have been inflated by the belief of some Ontario writers that
the tendency of the Gallic nationality i Canada is to crowd out all other
people, and to establish the Freoch language, and French laws throughout
the Dominion.

That this would be an unmitigated calamity to civilization gtoes without
question.  Ilappily a change has come o'er the spirit of a disquieting dream,
and, like all fevered visions of superstition, the nightmare has been dispelled
by a lutle careful scientific mvestigation. ‘T'his 1s the more satisfactory as the
assumed fact disquieted the nund of Dr. Goldwin Smith, who saw no remedy
for the apparently evitable but the usual panacea of weak-kneed Cana-
dians— Annexation.

By reference to the Census Returns it is found that the family raised by
the average French-Canadian is little, if at all, larger than the average
Ontario family.

Qucbec it appears has more children under 11 years old in proportion
1o population than Ontario, but the population between 11 and 20 is lnrger
in Ontario than in Quebec. ‘The greater birth rate in Quebec is more than
balanced by the greater death rate under 10 years, .

In Quebec there were, in 1881, 33 infants per 1000 of pofulation, under
une year old.  In Ontario, a fraction over 26 At five years of age the
difference was only two in the 1000. At eleven Ontano had the advantage
Between 15 and 16 the proportiuns are, in Ontario 22 78 to 21.96 in Quebec
per 1000, Between 19 and 20, Ontario 21.60 - Quebec, 20.08.

As between Quebec and New Brunswick the analysis gives the following

We omit the intermediate ages, the proportions of which, though unim
portant, show even greater gain in several instances for New Brunswick.
We have a doubt whether the figures for “under one year” are
correctly given in the table from which we copy. If they are, they are
significant of less congenital strength in Quebec, At all events, the state-
ment clearly indicates that the families brought to maturity in New
Brunswick are larger than in the vaunted houschelds of Quebec. ‘There is
no reason to question the accuracy of these researches, and, if further investi-
gation sustains them, the unwelcome tradition dies the death of a thousand
others, and there remains no reason to anticipate the threatened preponder-
ance, least of all in a country which is attracting so large and fast-increasing
an immigration of other stocks.

The elections for the Municipal Council of the County of Halifax will

be held on Tuesday the 2oth inst.

Halifax customs receipts for October were $17.4,357, an increasc of
819,000 over October of last year.

The steamer Thingealle sailed for New York on Wednesday., The cost
of repairs, storage of cargo, etc., amounts to about £60,000.

It is reported that the 1oth of January has bLeen decided upon by the
(uebec government as the date of the opening of the session of the local
legislature.

King's College Record has an adaptation of the old verses about the

‘States and Canada?

The Halifax City Council met last week, and considered the qualification
of Alderman Smith, whose right to sit in the civic body had been brought
in question. It would appear that other members of the Council were
found to be in the sane predicament, and it was thought expedient to let this
too delicate subject drop.

Lunenburg has already been proclaimed as an incorporated town under
the act passed last session by the Provincial Legislature, and Amherst and
Springhill have taken steps to ihe same end.  In both these cases an appeal
has been made against the boundaries fixed by the Shenfl of Cumberland,
and the Attorney General has proceeded 1o investigate the matter on behaif
of the Government.

Mr, P. G. Laurie, of the Battleford Xerald, is in Ottawa, and has had
an interview with the Minister of the Interior. He says that around Baule-
ford the crops this year were simply wonderful.  The farmeis had finished
their fall plowing hefore hie started cast.  Wheat 1s seaing at Battlefurd for
85 cents a bushel, and nearly the whole of the crop in that region had been
purchased by local millers.

King's College Record for October contains an interesting account by
Prof. Roberts, of the courage with which, when 2 young graduate, he sur-
mounted a very natural impulse of superstitious fear, and proved that what
he “ was almost persuaded” was the appantion o1 a man hanging mn a barn,
where he had, years before, committed suicide, was a harmless agricultural
implement.

It is feared that the repair of the break in the Cornwall Canal, has, after
all, been undertaken on a wrong principle, by simply throwing in loose
stones and earth.

¥rank Day, a young Canadian has been stabbed .and killcd. at Chicago,
by an unknown man who is still at large. Day, with two friends, met a
party of three all more or less intoxicated. As they passed the stranger
shouted “ Hurrah for Cleveland.” Day turned r~und and shouted back
in a spirit of fun “ What's the matter with Harrison?” The strangers
immediately assaulted him and several blows were struck A moment later
one of the strangers plunged a dirk knife into Day's breast.

The Police sloop Mary Cumpton discovered last week about four hundred
boats dredging on the oyster bar off Swan Point, near Baltimore. She
sailed down, and when within hailing distance the crews of the dredgers
opencd fire on the State boat. The Compton veturned the fire and several
of the schoners were dismantled but they refused to move on.  Reinforced
by the steamer McLane, the Complon again attacked the dredgers and they .
gave way. Next day they again appeared on the bar in full force, and the
Cumpton once more gave battle. A hot fight Jasted all day. One of the
schooners was sunk Ly a cannon ball and a number of dredgers wounded.

‘The seizure of the American steamer Haytian Republic has become an
international cpisode. Secretary Bayard cfficially announces that the
department had received inlormation of a simlar purport from the United
States numister at Port-au Prince and has instructed him to protest instantly
against the action of the Haytian authorities and has informed him that a
man-of-war will be ordered to procecd to the IHaytian waters as soon as
possible. Not long ago a British vessel was also scized by a Haytian man-
of-war, but as she wassaid to be loaded with ¢ contrabands of war,” itis tplbc
presumed her capture will not result in any inimical actior by the British
Government.

The great election is over and General Harrison will be President of the
United States, if he lives, till 1893. The success of cither candidate makes
brt little difference to Canada as matters stand. The greatest factor in the
result has no doubt been the tariff question, though the indiscretion of Lord
Sackville probably added to the Republican majority, on which accountthe
Democrats, had they been successful, would not have felt any the better
disposed towards England. Notwithstanding the rubbish of the New York
Herald about capturing Bermuda and Ifalifax, and a good deal of similar
stuff, we venture to predict that the screams of the great eagle will moderate,
and to hope that the poor old lion may be allowed a little respite to anoint
and bandage his bruised and much twisted tail,

unemployed, and likely to be so during the winter, in Chicago, and now a
census of workingmen unemployed in the city of Pittsburg, Pa., gives a total
of 30,000. These are not men on strike, or out of work owing to temporary
causes, but men unable to procure cinployment on any terms in consc-
quence of there being nothing for them to do. Contrast the seventy odd
ctizens of Pittsbusg cach worth from a million dollars upwards, and this
great army of 30,000 able-bodicd men, with their followiag of wives and
children who are ragged and on the verge of starvation at the beginning of
winter. The experience of Pittsburg, is that of nearly all the large centres
of population in the United States. Such is the country our Commercial
Unionists would have our fair Dominion with its boundless resources given
over 10y

A STAMPEDE.
( From the New Yorl Sun.)

In 1851, when 1 first saw the Rio Pocos Itiver, which is the right hand
branch of the Rio Grando, the Pocos plains wore a favorite grazing ground
for vast herds of wild horses. I wontinto Now Mexico with a governmont
surveying party, which was of somi-military charactor ‘Lhe couniry was a
plain 100 miles long by 200 broad, with many small streams and rich foed-
ing spots. Tho herds of horses had reldom beon disturbed by white hunters,
and whonover the Indians wanted a supply thoy selected the ponies in
proferonco, belicving that they were tho sconest brokon, and would stand
tho hardest riding.

We wero woll into tho plains bofore we saw auy horses, and the first
hord we saw camo vory noar bringing about a calamity. Wo woro encamped
in a bond of the Pocos, and the surveyors and guards had just come in for
dinner. There was a truco botweon the whites and the Indians at that date,
but our party was a strong one, aud tho surveyors nover vent out without
protection. A truco monnt that tho rodskins would not kill if the other
party was tho stronger. Wo had two ambulsnces, three or four wagons, and
from zovonty to cighty horses, which were stakod out on the rich foeding
ground. With no moro warning than that wo felt a trombling of tho earth,
avd heard u great clatter, a drove of wild horses, nuwbering st least 500,
camo charging around a heavily wooded point directly at our camp. Tho
stream in frout of the camp was about two foet deop, and ran over a bed of
gravel, and the horses wero probably in the habit of coming hore to drink.
The herd was led by a sorrel stallion of magnificent look apd limb, and was
going at such a paco that the leaders were nmong our animals before s wman
of us moved. It was woll we were all togather. Every map rushed for the
horses, yolling aud shouting to drive the intruders away, but whon they
wont two of our mules and a horso went with then. Thoe horse was a five-
year-old stallion, worth at least $500, and his flight created instant dismay
in the camp. The mules would not bo allowed to * chum" with the hord,
and could be picked up sfter thoy had tried their legs a littlo, but the horse
might never be seon again. A score of us mouuted in hot hasto, ond ect off
to recapture him. Tho herd had gono due west, in which direction a rise of
the ground hid them aftor a sho.t ride. As wo roached this riso every man
of us checked his horse. Below us was an almost circular valley about halt
a milo acro's, and in this valloy the hord had come to a halt It scemed
that tho presenco of our horse bad aroused the ire of the sorrel leader of
the herd, and that the question of championship hid come up to be settled
at onco. ‘Tho two etalliuns wore betweon us and tho hierd, and wero already
skirmishing.  Every ono of the horses had his head toward the pair, and
was an interested spectator. At any other time our prosence would have
put thom to flight, but under the circumetances they gave us no attention.

Now ocenrred a combat tho like of which fow mon have ever witnessed.
The horses were pretty evenly matched for size. Our companion had an
advantage in being shod, but 1o oflset this tho sorrel was tho quicker. Their
wovemonts showed the broad disparity betweon wild and domestic life. Our
horse was agile and smart, as the term goos, but the sorrel had tho supple-
pess of a panther. As boxers feint for an opening, so theso hotses
skirmished for an advantage. Thoy approached until their noses almost
met, and then reared up with shrill neighs, struck at oach othor, and came
down to wheel and kick. ™o iron shoes of our horse hit nothing but air,
but wo hesrd the double thud of tho sorrol's hind foot as he sont thom
home. They ran off to wheel and como togother again and repeat the same
tactics, and again our horse got tho worst of it. Io was a headstrong, bigh
strung boost, and his tomper was mew up. Whoen he wheoled the third
time ho camo back with a rush, screaming out in his anger. Tho sorrel
turned ond for ond liko a flash to use his heels, but our champion dodged
the kicks and eeized Liwn by tho shoulder with his teoth. Thoro wasa
teenific struggle befure the hold was broken, and then thoy becked {oto each
other and kicked with 8ll fury for adew seconds. Every hoof hit something

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solid, but the iron shues of our horse seored o point in his faver.  When
thoy separated wo contld seo that the sorrol had been badly used, especially
about the loga. ) )

Whou the horses wheeled for the third timo both wore bout un mischivf.
As they came togother they reamed up liko dugs and struck at cach other,
and fur five minutea they wero scascely off their hind feet.  Soumo tard
blows wore exchanged, and our horso had the best of the round.  ludend,
when the sorrol wheeled and ran awsy he had his head down anid he seeuned
to ncknowlodgoe defeat. o ran off about twenty roda before wheeling, and
a8 ho stood for a moment I looked at him through a fisld glars which one of
the men handed me.  1lis oars lay flat, his ¢yes lovked bloodshiot, and thero
was bloody foam on his lips, e hiad bLeen soversly handled, but was by
no weaws dofonted.  Tndowd ho bad run away for a moment tu adopt new
tactice,  When ho moved up agiin ho was the picture of fwocity.
camo at full spoed, reared, sud struck right and left, and the second b vw
knocked our hoige tlat un the ground. 1t was a knock out bluw. The
victor stood over him for a moment, watching fur & muvomoent, bul as none
was made, ho joined the herd, and all wont off on a gallop. It was five
minutes bofore our horse staggered to his feet, and ho wanted no more fight
ing. Ho had threo bad bites about the shuuldeis, and his legs woro skinned
in n'slozun placon, and it was a week bofure he got his apirit back.

L'wo or three times during the noxt ten days L saw lone wild homvs, and
oue of tho old huntoers with us was asked for o eaplnation.  1le said they
wore ‘‘ rogues” —stallions which had been driven frum the herd in disgruc'o

-and that they woeie always considered ugly and dangerous. Ho had

kuown.of their attacking s single liorseman, bat the presence of a large
party llk.o ours would of course frighten them ofl. ‘I'wo dnys aftor this
oxplanation wo were atruug out fur throo miles alony the tiver, vu the march
nnd survey. Sowething was lust by an oflicer, and one of the tieupers was
sont back to recovor it. Ten minutes lator the article supposod tu bo lost
was found in one of the ambulances, and 1 was ront back to notify tho
troopor. Ho had galloped back to camp, o distance of two miles, and W
searching around on foot whoen I arrived in sight. 1 wasubout to fire a shot
to attract his attention, when from tho cotton-woud grove beyond the camp
o horso came churging out.  He was a * ruguo,” and bont un mischief. The
soldier’s hoise was graziug, and the soldier had his cyes on the ground, and
1 was 80 astonished by the sudden charge of the rogue that 1 made no move
to stop him or to warn the trovper. Indecd a warning could have lardly
reached him in time. ifis back was to the approaching hurse, and the rugue
seized him in his teoth by a hold betwecn the shoulders, and dragged him
twenly rods beforo flinging him to ove side. Then ho started fur the
cavalry horso, which stovd with head up facinyg him, and I got wy 1evolver
out and spurred forward.
. T'was yot a quarter of & wile away when the tugue reached his second
victim  Ho ron at full speed, with cars back and hps parted to siow his
teeth, and the sight was too much for the domestic animal. e was on the
point of turning to fly when the other collided with him. It wagasif a
locomotive bad struck him. 1o went down in a heap and rolled over and
over four or five times bofors he brought up, while the 10gue took half a
circlo to bear down upon the trouper again. The man was on his feet and
limping off, but he would have been a goner had I Leou fusther away. |
rodo across the roguo’s path, nud after shaking bis head iu an ugly way he
galloped into the grove and disappeared. “The troopor’s horso did not seem
to have suffered by the shock, but svon after novn lay down and died.  The
man was actually erying when I rede up to hiw, although be had tihen a
hand in soversl Indiun fights and was reputed a brave fellow  Tno danger
bud come upon him g0 suddenly as to overcomo his nerves.  The horso’s
tooth hud vot broken the skin through his thick clothing, and ho dil uot
havo a bruise to show, but such” was tho sudden shock that he was vn the
sick list fur two weoks,

We woto within two day’s ride of tho Bonita, and had been 1 camp two
or threo days, whon oue of the hunters rude 1 gust belore dath with svme
game, and anuounced that a Lerd of at least 1,500 wild hors: s was grazing
sbout three miles to tho cast of us. This was on the opposite arde of the
Pecus, which just hero spread vut over a rucky ledgo,sand was 200 foct wide
and sbout u tuut devp.  Below our camp was an old grove with many dead
trees in it. It was thero wo got our woud. In all other directions the
ground was open. Wo had usbout twelve tents m camp, asude from the
wagous and ambulances.  The best feeding grovnd was on the west of the
camp, and all tho auimals were staked out there. Uatside of the bunch of
animuls was o guard of two soldiers, and two more were betwoen the
svimals and the wagons. Thero was no danger apprehiended from the
Iudl.xps, and the guard was seb o keep prowhing woives out of camp atd
to ussist apy horso which might get tanglod in his lasiat. It had been a hot
day, with “thucder heads' showing m the sky, but whou the sun went
down the #ky wus perfectly clear, and all signs purated to a quict night.

It wus just miduight when the sharpest flash of lightuing I over saw,
followed by such a crash of thunder, as made tho carth groan, tumbled overy
sleoper in camp out of his blankets, I saw the sharpest flish I over saw for
I wus awuke 1 timo to seo tho most of it. It was so fierco that it scomed
to burn our vyohds. I was hardly un my feet bofure there came another
flash, followed by avother ruar. 1 knew 1t was guing to Tain great guus,
aud I jumped into trousers and hoots, and grabbed up the rest of my clothes
and mado for tho wagou obnly a fow feet away. Tho two waguns wero
cluso to such othor, but the forward .ouds pulled away so thet tho vehicles
furmed & V. Winlo the spuce Letween the off hind wheel of oo and the
near hind wheel of the other was not over a foot, the space betweon the
lungues was eix ur eight  Tno sky was binck as I rushed out of tho tent,
aud ult the camwp lires had burned low. 1 flang my ciothes mto one uf the
Wagous, ahd then hutnad back and got my weapons and svte uthor aricios,
and duripg this tine the heavens seemed e3awe and the earth fairly rocked.

Men woro shouting, horses noighing, aud the din was awiul, but as I
tosched the waggon the second timo thero came a sound like tho rush of great
waves, amd it grow lowdor all tho timo, I could not undorstand it for two
or thieo minutes, Tho noisv camo from tho west, and I atood upon the
wagon *0 that [ could overlonk tho tonts, A\ flash of lightning was followed
by & moment of pitch darknesg, and thon camo a long tromulous Hlash, lasting
thres or four seconds. By its light L caught sight of the hord of wild horaoa
bearing duwn upon ws in a mad mob, and just as the lightning coased thoy
entorod the siroam,

The «plash of the waters had the sound of breikers, and though I shouted
a wartuhyg at the tup of my voice, tu ono could havo hoeard mo twonty foot
away Next moment that terror stricken hord was 1 camp, whiloe the clouds
uprtied and the rain cams down in lorrents. I seramblod back into the
wagan, and what 1 saw during the next ten minutes ¢ never be forgotion.
Tuo fughtened horsos leaped over thoe tents, or ran sgaiast thom, foll over
Huy ropes, bumpml against the wagons, and made clean leaps over the ambu-
Linee s, and all the tune each ono kept up a wild neighing. I hoeard our own
acimala plunging and rearing and neighing ; but knew that we wore holpless
to proveut a stampedo.

As Ui tirst of the herd got through our eamp to the wagons two of thom
entered the V oghaped space, and others kopt thom crowded 1n there. Tho
lightning was thshing and the thunder roaring again, and the poor boasts
wore appailed at the situativn.  Thero wore four or five lassoos and a dozon
spare latiats i my wagon, and whon I saw that thoe ontrapped horses wero
making nu move to get out 1 picked up a noosed rope, lifted tho side cover
of the wagon, and had the noose over the head of ono in three soconds. The
oue Lehind him tried to turn when I sought to noose him, but hit his hoels
against sumething and twisted back toward me until my band touched his
nose an 1 slipped the noose over,  Then 1 wade the other ouds fast, got out
tho lassons, and standivg on the front of the wagon, I noosed threo hogses
insido of five minutes. It was no trick at all, for thoy were prossod rightup
to the wegon by the weight of those huhind, and the awful war of the
oloments tamed them.

The hoerd was ten minutes working through the camp, and as thoy cleared
it thoy tuuk away every howo and mule that we had. Every tont was
prostrated, much of our provisions aud ammunition destroyed, and ono ambu-
lance swashed to picces. One man was killed and three were injured by
tho rusit ol horses.  As an offset & wagoner had lassoed two. I had five,
aud two mote tiad hobbled themselves with tent ropes.  lu the coures of a
day wo got all our animals Lack but one old mule, and managed to ropair
damages.  Our caplives were the linest wild horsos over seen on the plaias.
My lot included threo stallions, and I sold one of thom right thero with the
nooso around hig neck for 3200, The others I kept until our return to Toxas,
tanung them a little vvery day, and then got S1,000 for the four. ‘Thespan
of stallwns wont to St. Lowis after a bit, and one of thom proved himself tho
fastest trottor of the decado.

Lumber Company's last drive of logs, which has rec ntly passed over Bolow
F.lls, 7,000,006 feet wero stopped there tu becomo papor.

T hoto has Leon sute stir croated vver the discosery of the use of adul-
tolanta in about 10U of the cheese factorivs of Illineis. The use of laxd,
neutral and cotton sved oils is getting vory common.

The Pans Lapusition, amongst other Canadian oxhibits, will receive from
Mr. Nourrie Petit, a French opticisn residing 1n Montreal, what appoears to
bo  sunple oye-glass, but which comprises no less than five difforent combi-
antions.  Former makers have only bLeen able to obtain three combinations.

The U. 5. Treasury Department has decided that maple sugar wmust pay
the same «uty as other sugars and be subjoct to the same tests. It has also
affiimed the decision of the Collector of Custowms at New Yark, assessing
duty at 40 pet cent. ad valorom, on costuin bags which had beon exported
with grain.

Acuording tu the United dlates cunsuls 1n South America the population
thero 18 nearly equal to that of the United States, while tho are. 18 about
doublo. The oxports aro mainly as sugar, coflve, cocos, woc.is, dye stuffs
and wood, while the imports are almost exclusively manufactured goods.
Of the unports, over $350,000,000, the United States supply a little over
onc-seventh,

Tho telephone and telegraph companies of Philadelphia are workirg for
tho burial of their wires. A brick conduit cight feet high and four feet
wide, i3 to bo built through tho main streots and avonues. In this there
will be fifty throo inch iron pipes; ecach of them will contain one hundred
wires, so that there will bo 5,000 wires in all. One connoction only will be
wado with each block. Mains will run from the conduit and under the
houso lines tw tho middle of tho blocks, whero from the top of a tall pole
the wires will bo run in mid-air to tho vear of cach house. Powerful pumps
will keep the condust filled with dry air, and overy fcot of tho conduit may

bo subjected to daily inspection. It is not necessary to tuunnel overy main
gtreot ut avenue. The cust of the system throughout Philadelphia, it is

estimated, will be $250,000.
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Tho number of seal skins ontered at tho ocustom housoe by tho sealing
schooners already roturned tv port is 19,038—13,633 being from the North
Pacific ocoan and 5,105 from the Pacific coast. Tho total catch of 1887 was
33,700, 80 that thero will bo a deficiency this year of 12,662 ns compared
with lnsl year's catch, Tho valuo al presont is 86 por skin, which makes
tho total catch worth §128,028. Tho value in 1887 was about 7 per skin,

An oxcollont demand is reported for sardinos,  Mustard sardines aro fast
suporeeding thoso packed in oil, and this yonr's domnnd for them is said to
bo at least twice ng great s last yenr's.

An iron syndicate is boing formed at Glasgow. Its succoss doponds
upon tho Clovoland iron moulders joining tho combiuation.

Ono of the German industries which scoms to have heon most benefited
by protection is that of iron and steol. A Gorman trade journal declares
that in 205 of the iron and steel establishments of tho ompire, cmployed
147,000 operatives, tho averago monthly wages has increased from 66.20
marks in Janunary, 1887, to G967 marks in 1888, The condition of tho
Gorman working classes has, morcover, in all ways improved.

It is cstimated thal Hutchinson cleatod about §3,000,000 out of his
Soptembor doal in wheat.

The Cookshire (). Mills Co, are domyg a very largo buriness in the Jumber
lino. Other industries arc springing up. This is an oxcollent location for
a pulp or papor mill, as a vory large nmount of wood could bo obtained, and
somo of tho finost springs of water for that purposoe are plentiful,

THE VASINESS OF INDIA.

For 80 yoars, at least, writors have endeavored to bring home to the out-
side world a knowledge of thu vastness of India, but, so far as can bo
porceived, have failed. Tho aversgo man, says tho Fortniyhtly Review, rads
what thoy say, learns up their figures, tries to understand their descriptions,
but fails, for all his labor, to realics what Indix is—s continent largo as
Lurope west of tho Vistuls, and with 30,000,000 moro peoplo, fuller of
ancient nations, of varietics of civilizativn, of armies, nobilities, pricsthoods,
organizations of overy conceivablo purpose, from the spreading of great
roligions down to systematic murder. Thero aro twice as many Bongaleso as
there aro Frenchmen , the Hindustans, properly so-called, out-number the
whites in the United States , the Mahrattas would fill Spain, the peoplo of
tho Punjaub, with Seinde, are double the population of Turkoy, and I have
named four of the more silont divisions.

Everything is on tho same Lewildering scalo. Tho fighting pooples of
India, whoso males are as big as ourselves, us brave as ourselves, and more
rogardless of death thau ourselves, number at least 120,000,000, equal to
Gibbon's calculation of the population of tho Rowan empire. Thero aro
100,000 trained brown soldiers in native service, of whom wo hosr perhaps
once in 10 years, and at least 2,000,000 men who think their proper profes-
sion is arms, who would live by arws if they could, and of whom we in
Lngland nevor hear a word. If the I’russian conscription wore applied in
India, wo should, without counting reserves or landwohr, or any forco not
summoned in time of pence, have 2,500,000 soldiors actually in barracks,
with 800,000 recruits coming up every year—a force with which not only
Asis, but the werld, might bo subdued. Thero are tens of milliuns of
prosperous peasants, whoso hoardings make of India the grand absurbent of
the precious metals, tens of millions of poasants besides, whose poverty,
follahs or Sicillians or Copnought men, are rich ; mlhons of the artisans,
ranging from the men who build palsces to the men who, noarly naked and
without tools, do tho humblest work of the potter.

Every occupation which oxists in Eurupo oxists also m India. The
industry of the vast continent never ceases, for Indin. with a population in
places packed beyond European precedent, imperts cither nothing to ot or
drink, and but for the Eurvpeans would import nothing whatever. She
is suflicient of herself for averything save silvor. Amid these varied masses
these 250,000,000, whose varied descriptivns would fiil volumes, tho tide of
life flows as vigorously as in Europs. Thero 13 as much labor, as mnch
contention, as much ambition, as much crimo, as much variety of caroers,
hopes, fears and hatred. It is still pussible to a moneyless Indian to becomo
vizier of a dynasty o'der than histury, or finance ministor of 3 now prince,
whose porsonal fortune in hard cash is doublo that of the late Emperor
William, or the abbut ufa suunastery richer than Glastonbury ever was, ownor
of an estato that covers a connty, head of a firm whose transactious may vie
with those of tho Barings or Bieichroeders. Ouo map, Jjule Pershad by
namo, fed and transported the arwy which cunguered the Punjaub.

COMMERCIAL.

The volume of general trude during the past week has been fair but the
broken woather that has been experienced has rotarded country distribution
and has, thorefore created some complaint. Ou the whole thore has been,
novartheless, as large a movewont as was anticipated but no special activity
has beon developed in any quarter,

Payments aro in genoral fairly satisfactory and tho percontage of renvwals
sought is reported 10 ho relatively small.

The failure of a leading hardw.re firm in this city, which assigned this
week, took no one by surprise, as 1t has beon classed as * shaky” for two or
three years past.  Tho hoad ot this firm retired about a year sinco to accept

o civic position and this fact may havo hastonod tho ovent that was oven
thon inovitable. Want of capital is said to bo the prime causo of the rosult,
It is roportod that tho creditors will realizo but little from tho ostate to divide

or to quariel over detwoen thom. .

Oats thero wore 30c. Novembor, 31¢c. December, 32c. January, 34gc. May.
At Toledo wheat was active and very weak. prices dropping 23c. to 4c. Corn
was dull and stood at 42}¢ cash. May oats wero active and closed at 253c.
cash, Tho Dotroit and Milwaukee wheat markets wero dull and weak.

Provisions.—Tho local provision market was quict and little business
has beon accomplished, The demand for pork was slow and fow sales were
effectod, but prices have ruled firm. Thoro was little enquiry for lard al.so,
though pricos wore stoady. In the Livorpool market a stronger foeling
prevailed as to lard and bacon which advanced 3d. to 6d. Lard stood at
42s 3d, bacon 45e. 3d to 40s. 6d. Pork was firm at 80s. Tho market was
baro of tallow, In the Chicago provision market there was a weaker feeling
and pork declined 5c.to 124c., to 814 45 for Docomber, $14.72% Jaouary
sad $14 95 for May. Lard wss also weaker and dropped 7ic. to $8 073
Decrwber, 88 10 January ; 88,274 May. There has been a stronger tone to
the hog market and prices advanced 5¢. )

Burrer.—Tho warket has worn a very quiot aspect but prices hive
remanined eteady Of course choico brands always find their market but
second and inferior grades are difficult to place. Tho oxport trade of butter
from Montroal this scason as compared with the last shows a falling off of
45 106 packages, tho figures being 59,200 in 1887 and only 16,054 in 1888,
Hodson Brothers of Liverpool, G. B., report :—** A small but steady trade
passing in American and Canadisn at 80s. to 90s. according to qua}nty.
Finest Kiel, 1208 to 130s. ; Irish—Cork firsts, 102s. ; scconds, 97s. ; thirds,
87s. : fourths, 76s. por cwt.”

Cneese.—The choose market has somained very quiet. As s matter of
fact, thoro has beon no intorest in it, as business has continucd to be

unimportant,  Prices have remsined about steady, The time is approaching
whon those who dolight in such details will figure up the stock in hand,
and will tell us how litile wo have to starvo upon, but at prosent thoro are
Do rolisble data to go upon. Mr. Charles Bowles, cheeso factor, of London,
Eogland, who runs a market roport in the Grocer of that city, occasionally
indulges in editorial comments on tho cheeso trade. Ju the Grocer, of Oct.
13th, Mr. Bowlos addrosses tho roaders of that paper on tho subject of
cheoso as follows :—* Thero has boen a ring formed, and prices have haon
forcod up, but, as far as ¥ am concerned, I boliove prices will not be main-
tained, ns stocks arc large, and trado steady. My sdvico to my buyors is,
tako ouly what you require weokly ” Now, if this cditor and chuesemonger

had confined himsolf to simply quoting the market firm and advanciog, ho
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would not have decoived his customors in tho gross mannor in which ho has,
by inducing them to hold off until they aro now compellod %o buy at highor
figures. It is evidont that if doalers had lsid in good stocks when Mr.
Powlos disruaded thom from doing eo, they would have beon in a mnch
better position than at presont, This is only what might bo oxpected, how-
evor, whon a cheesomongoer, who is bare of stock, turna editor, and ondeavors
{o bear tho market in order that ho may luad up at lower prices, and oventu:
slly mako tho vory customers he now advisos to hold off pay more monoy.
This journalistic choosomongor of tho world's motropolis scoms to havo
becomo ivato at tho recont approciation of values, aud attributes it to the
menipulation of a wicked ring formod for tho purpose of forcing up prices.

Tho only ring wo heard of was a combination of short operators who have | T

boon {rying to hammor the market away down bolow its legitimate and
pormal atatus, and wo would not bo at all surprised if Mr, Bowles bolonged
toit. ‘That he is in accord with the short intercst cannot bo denied, for we
bave his own words for it in tho London Grocer.

ArrLes.—Largo quantities of apples aro coming forward to market, and
aro solling freoly at vory low prices. ‘Tho steameor Belair has taken in a full
cargo of applesat Horton Landing and other points in King's Couunty during
tho past wook, She is to sail direct for London, and we hopo that those
shipping by her will scoro a success, as thoir goods aro roported to be
exceptionably good.

Porators.—Tho outlook for potatoes is not very bright at the momont,
as thero is every appoaranco that we shall have to depond upon thoe home
trade for the disposition of tho presont crop, which will largely exceed
requiromonts, notwithstanding that & large portion of it is damaged by rot,
owing to tho oxcossivoly wot season. As large quantities of potatocs have
been cellared in a moist condition, unfavorable results are apprehended in
the keeping. The quality of the offerings on the market lately has boon
poor, and prices havo ruled low for such stock.

MurroN.—It appoars from tho latest issue of tho Awstrelasian to hand
that the Canterbury Freezing Company of Now Zealand have made a con-
tract with ship owners for the freight of 180,000 sheep por annum during
tho years 1889 and 1890, at a rale not exceeding one penny per pound,
This reduction in the charge for froight has been rendered possible by a
change in the conditions of trade. At ono time only from 10,000 to 12,000
carcasses could be carried in oach ship ; now the average would bo betweon
24,000 and 30,000 carcasses to each vessol. As to the devolopment of the
freezing trado during the last six years we have the following: * Heavily
hsndicapped as the expott of meat has been, it has grown in six yoare to
abovo 750,000 carcassos ; ast yoars incrcase would be at least 240,000 car-
cassos, just the total quantity frozen at the Caunterbury company’s works, It
could hsrdly be considered rash to predict that in a fow years tho output from
Canterbury alone would, under favorable conditions, reach balf a million
of carcasses annually. This would indeed be asource of wealth beside which
the so-called local industries would be but psle and puny infants.” ‘Ihe
London charges aro reckoned at d. per 1b ; in Canterbury they are slightly
under &d. ; tho totsl, therefore, will not exceed 2d.por lb, This, on the
minimum price of 33d. in London, will give the farmer 14d. por 1b. in addi-
tion to skin and fat.

Fisu O1Ls.—In Montreal cod oil isa littlo quioter, but steady at last
week's prices, nsmely 382, to 39c. for Nowfoundland. Steam refined seal
oil, irm at 474c. Cod liver oil, 60c. to 65c.

Fisn.—Tho week hus beon a quiet one. A catch of five mackerel is
reparted to have been mado at Hubbard’s Cove last week, but none of them
havo as yot been put upon this market, aud they will not probably come to
hand before tho cud of this month. While we congratulate the men who
wore fortunate enough to make this catch, we must remark that the outlook
is unfavorablo to those interested in the fiehing business, because the
mackerol striking in so far down our coast as flubbari’s Cove, plainly
indicates that the main body of that fish has taken to deep water, aund will
probably proceed at once to their winter quarters without touching our
shores agsin thie season. As our fishermen along the shore have placed
their main dependence upon the chanco of catching the *last run" of
mackorel, many of thom scom likely to bodisappointed. A private despatch
from Canso says that tho mackerel did not stop there in passing. Vessels
fshing from that port are laying up for the seasow, having abandoned all
bopes of accomplishing any work. One or two cargoos of Newfoundland
edfish arrived during tho waeck, and met a8 good market. The prevalence
of unfavorable woather continues to rotard the movement of fish from out-

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JESSICA'S CHOICE.

CHAPTER 1.

Americans are cminently gregarious, and show this quality in their
choice of dwellings. If any one doubts this statement, let him recall all that
he has sesn of the places casy of access to New York ; the seaside resurts
where the houses stand in long continuous lines on the shore ; where every-
body knows just who is visiling everybody clse, and what they will all have
for dinner ; where it is unsafe to dress of a morning without a great lowering
of blinds and furtive glances in order to ascertain who is regarding one from
the walk along the bluff, or the contiguous—the cery contignous—piasea of
a neighbor’s house.

Hc buys himself—if he chance not 1o belong to that
favored class which finds everything ready-made for them —several acres at
least, aud surrounds them with a Dbrick wall ten feet high, crowned with
inhospitable broken bottles or still more uninviiing iron spikes.  Exclusive-
ness scems to him & part of aristocracy ‘The lower classes way inhabit
tidy little suburban cottages and semi-detacked villas, with names long
enough to reach from attic to cellar if placed perpendicularly, but the
well-bred Briton, the country gentleman, the man with a rent-roll and
an undisputed right to a coat of arms, cannot and will not bear the vulgar
gaze, and shuts himself out of sight as best he may.

‘The average Awmerican, by reason of his press of business cares, must
needs live near a railway-station if he resides ““out of town.” The greatest
recommendation contained in an advertisement of a country-house is the
alluring assertion that it is * five minutes' walk from the station.”

One often sees a wwenty-thousand dollar “ Queen Anne” mansion stand-
ing on a plot of ground not large enough to accomodate a moderate-sized
kitchen-garden. “I'he houses on both sides seem to be elbowing it.  The
inmates of one dwelling can sit on the piazza and hear what is being said
by the persons on the balcony next door.

Next to the desire for easy access to trains, probably the servant question
furnishes the real reason for this gregariousness.

That question alone would fill a volume if properly discussed and treated
even from the individual stand-point of one who has suffzred much in
trying 10 solve the problem.  Who has not heard complaints from their
domestics about the * loneliness” of most localities? The distance from
church is another fruitful source of discontent.

As every day it becomes more diflicult for the luckless Amersican housc-
keeper to obtain or retain reliable servants, she is giad cnough, doubtless, to

fly to one of these suburban communities, where the *“ help ™ can find
companions 20 rob the place of its loncliness and induce them to stay.

All this is by way of introduction to the statemment that in onc of these
semi-detached houses, in 4 row with mauy more, in the State of New Jersey,
not a long way from the line of ferry-boats which connects the provincial
barbarians with the metropolis, lived Mrs. Hilton, a widow, with two
daughters. She had not always lived in New Jersey, as she somctimes
1emarked with 2 good deal of plaintiveness. It was not five ycars since
she had resided in a fashionable street in New York, and gone tto society,
if not the best at least the next best, and who knows which cither of those
really is?

HOME AND FARM.

No timo should now be lost in making hon-houses warm and comfoitable
for tha coming wintor., Shingles are probably the best roofing for a fowl.
house, and tarred papor nailed in strips, clap-board fashion, and socured by
laths nailed on perpendicularly about a foot apart, makes a weather-proof
and tolerably warm siding. Shingles, if whitewashed twice a year, will last
a long timo.

If a poultry-house has an carthen or gravel floor, dig it out till clean,
fresh bottomn is reached, whool off the old matorial, and fill up with fresh
screened gravel, if obtainable, as dry as possible. Tho foulod gravel ma'ies
oxcelllcnt top dressing for meadows, or for clayoy soiis that need to be light-
ened.

Put some dry oarth into old barrols, and store in a dry placo to uso for
dust-baths during the winter. Road dust gathored in a dry time is 3 good
matetial for this purpose. A good dust bath can also be mado of tine sifted
coal ashes with a table spoonful of sulphur added to each box. After the
fowls have used it well, say from a fortnight to a month, it can bo usad for
sprinkling on the roost platforms, though if so used, we would advise adding
a little freeh sulphur,

Do pot spare korosene or carbolic acid on the walls and perches, if your
fowls have any lico about them.

Fallen loaves, if thoy can bo gathered in dry, or dried after collecting,
make a good fowl house litter. They make o good scratching material to
scattor the grain in, though some farmers prefor chopped hay or straw.

A mixture of potatoes und apples cooked soft, and made into a stifl mash
is highly spoken of in that excellent agricultural journal, the New England
Farmer, us a good variation in food.

Keep your poultry house well whitowashed, and, if possible, have 2 win.
dow in the south side. Cloeanliness is all important, light is scarcoly loss so,
and it may reasonubly he presumed that fowls are not jnsensible to tho cheer
ful influonco of what sunshine they can got in this manner, which is
probably ono of the health-giving properties of light.

The farmer who would mako rural pursuits attractive to his sons, and
induce them to continue farmers, should surround them with pleasant asso-
cistions and give them a share in the profits. He should not make them
mera drudges as a matter of convenience to himself.

There will bo a fair average crop of potatoes in New England. According
to the New England Homestead, the yield is below tho average in New York:
vot a full crop at the West; rot doing much damage to the lute crop in the
East. The prices range from 30 to 60 conts. The crop in Great Britain and
Europe is very short. Tho Hontesteard thinks there will be a gradual advance
to 75 cents a bushel at Boston and Now York.

Save and cook the small potatoes for the pigs.

We pile up the food bofor
our animels, and do not take heed how they cat, or how much, or what th
offacts aro.—F. D. Curtis.

A correspondent of the New York Trilune says that flower lovers witt

rarely an exception ipjure their plants under glass with an oxcossive heat and
mistsken kindness.

\Whero persons hava fancy fruit to ship, it pxys to have the name of &
printed neatly aud laid in the case on the top of the fruit. The buyers s
pleased with this idea, and it helps them to sell it also.

Good cider is a wholesome and pleasant bevorage, and tho followiz
romarks on its treatment are worth extracting from an exchange :—

“ Thero sre many different ways of proventing fermeutation, but 1o a2
caso tho cidor ought to stand in large, open casks long cnougn to fermex:
slightly, 8o as to causo & considorsble scum to riso to the surface, whent
may be skimmed off, and also givo time for the sediment to settlo at tho bo
tom before anything elso is dono with it. Nothing is more important itu
to abstract by natural means the minuto particles of pomace that aro heldn
solution by the cider,

A quito cffectivo way of cloansing the cider aud proventing after ferze
tation 18 to scald it just after it has been slightly fermented and gottled.
do thia it may bo drawn off or dipped out of tho casks into large copper ket
tles, or fur large quantitics an old copper still, holding three or four bane
will bo better. When fire is applied the heat will cause a largo amount
scum to rise at once to tho top to bo skimmed off.

The heating should cease as soon as the boiling point is reached, whe
the cider is ngain placed in claan open casks to stand and soitle until it
beecomo entirely cold, when it may bo drawn into barrels and tightly brog

Tho cffect of tha scalding, if done at the right time, is two fold. It

roughly cleanses tho cider and stops the formentation at tho right poiot
leave it a sweotand ploasant drink., While the cider thus treated will afk:
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wards tasto somewhat of the sealding, it will not be unploasant to those who
like it sweet, and is to bo proforred to cidor in which tho fermoentilion hs
beon arrested by mustard sood ov ¢homicals. Cider troated in any of these
ways will not afterwards make good vinegar.

Whoera the quantity of cider to bo made will nut justify the expunse of
casky, the cider may be fermented and sottled in birrels, bungs open, h_\-!
drawing from ono to another.”

There i3 an incroasing demand for that excellout ceculont celery. [t can- |
vot but pay our farmers to cultivate it. The following rommrks as Lo its |
blenching and storing aro not out of place :—

1Vith *ho increased consumprion of celery, improved modes in its culture
have ‘heen adopted by progrossive agriculturists. Numbered with theso
improved modes is the plan of bleachmg colory by setting up bouds a fuut
wide edgewiso on eithor side of a row of plants and pulling the sl upl
against the Jowor edgo of tho board, «o that thy hight 1s oxpelled.  The boards
ste kept in position by short blocks notehed to fit th w, and placed across
the top, or apy other contrivance that serves the sune purpose  The cnis f
sdvantages claimed for this mode over tue old plan of earth bleaching are no
rust in warm, wot seasone, and a saving of labor.

Tho old method of drawing the soil up against the ¢ Iy gradually wutil
tho bleaching is done, is #till poacticed by many fapmers. A plan that has
mnuy ndvocates mmong small farmers is that of digging a trench as Jeep as
the plants, and about one foot wide, and placing the piiuts therein, retans
g ull the soil that adheies to the roots when they e hftel,  When the
trench is packed closely with plants st in samo pusition as they grew, a
protection of straw, leaves, ete,, is given to keep off the fiosts,

11 the celery crop is a small one, it may Lo stoied in auy cellar where thure
isno firo heat.  Ono plan is to place it in boxes a little Jess in dopth than
the celery is high, and from eight to ten inches of ssud on the bottum of the
box and pack the celery in ns tightly as possible withoat biuising.  The
boxes thus packed may bo placed on the fluor of the coliar.  Larger quanti-
ties can be stored iun a cellar as follows:—Place a hoard on edge eight or
nino inches from the wall, put a few inches of dirt or sand on the floor, peck
tho celery in perpendicularly, roots duwu.  When one row has been fiuished,
another may be made by putting up another board cight or nino inches
from the first ; this may be continued n« lung as desire 1, or tiil the collar is
full. A littlo above freeziug may bho cunsidercd the best temperature for
winter keeping of celory.

We are glad to note that Mr. Chipman, the Manager of the Canuda
Atlantic Steamship Company, is import.ng two Ciydeslale stallious and a
brood mare, which are to arrive by tho steamer Suez, from Glasgow. Nova
Seotia, though nearest of all our Provinees to Euvgland, has been the last to
seo the advantage of breeding a heavier class of horse.  We therefore heartily
welcome this enterprise. It 1s a pity that there is not mote than one ware.
However, this is a start in better breeding  We wish wo could rocord an
importation of the French Percheron breed, of which all accounts speak so
highly as to their qualities, good temper included
