POPE.

To all Patriarchs, Prinvules, Arehbishops, Bishops, and
other Ordinavies in the Grece and Communion of
the Apestolic See. .

PIUS PP IX.

When, reduced by the sceret counsel of Gop
under the power of the enemy, We beheld the
hard lot of this Qur City and Qur Civil Prince-
dom crushed under an armed invasion then by
Letters addressed to you on the first day of
November in last year, We declared to you,
and through you to the whole Catholie waorld.
what was the state of Our affuirs and of this
City, and to what excesses of impious un-
bridled license We were exposed; and in ac-
cordance with Qur supreme office We testified
before Gop and men that We were resolved
that the rights of the Holy See should be kept
safe and entire, und We stirred you and all
Gar beloved children, the faithful committed
to your cure, to appeuse the DiviNe Magesty
with fervent prayers. Since that tiwe the
evils and calamitics which those first bitter ex-
periences foreboded for Us mad for this City
have truly increased beyond measure against
the Apostolic dignity and authority, against
the purity of relizion and morals, and - agaiust
Our well-beloved subjects.  Morcover, Vener-
able Brethren, the condition of affairs daily
crowing more scrious, We are compelled to
sty with Saint Brryarp: < These are the
beginnings of'ills; we fear worse things be-
hind” (Epist. 243). Tor iniquity keeps on
advaneing and carries forward its desiens, nor
now does it greatly trouble itself to wveil its
wicked procecdings, for they cannot be con-
cealed, and it is now endeavouring to possess
itself’ of the Jast spoils stripped from justice on
which it has trampled, from deceney, and from
religion. Undor these distresses, which fill
Our days with bitterness, espegially when We
consider to what perils and snares the faith and
virtue of Qur people is exposed, We eannot,
Veneruble Brethren, recolleet or mention with-
out the deepest gratitude the high desert of
yourselves and of Qur beloved {aithful under
your care. For in every part of the world the
fuithful of Crirrst, vesponding with admirable
zeul to Our exhortations, and following you as
their guides and examples, have persevered in
continual and fervent prayer; and cither by
repeated publie devotions, er by holy pilerim-
ages, or hy uninterrupted attendance in the
churches, by approuch to the participation of
the Saeraments, or by other special acts of
Chiristian virtue, have deémed it their duty to
have recourse with perseverance to the throne
of Divine mercy.  All the burning zeal of these
deprecatory prayers caanot fiil to obtain from
Gob abundant fruit. The numerous blessings
that have already proceeded from them are the
carnest of other good things to come, which
We await in faith and hope. For We behold
firmness of faith and warmth of charity ex-
pwding daily; We see stivred up in the minds
of fuithful Christians that concern and sym-
pathy which Gon alone can inspire for this
Holy Sce and for the labours and conflicts of
the Supress PasTor, and We behold such
unity of minds and wills that from the first
ages of the Church cven to the present, it
could never be said with more splendour and
truth, that ¢ the multitude of those who be-
(Acts
iv. 32). In wentioning such a speetacle of
virtue We cannot. pass over in silence Our well-
beloved children the citizons of this City,
whose love towards Us, whose picty, and
whose firmness equal to the trial, has shone
and still shines brilliantly with a greatness of
soul not only worthy of, but even rivalling, the
heroism of their aneestors, Therefore do We
aseribe immortal glovy and thanks for you all,
Yenerable Brethren, and for Our well-beloved
children the Faithful, to the merciful Gop who
hath wrought such great things in you and in
His Church and still worketh; and where

‘malice aboundeth, hath made the grace of

faith, of charity, and of confession of the truth

still more to abound. ¢ What is then Our

Guarantees, with the intention of Our accept-
ing them in lien of that Civil Princedom of
which by a long series of plots and by parri-
cidal arms it has robbed Us. Ou these im-
munities and safeguards, Venerable Brethven,
We have already pussed OQur judgment, noting
their absurdity, their disingenuousness, und
their mockery in Qur Letter of the 2nd of last
Marely, addressed to Qur Venerable Brother
ConsTANTINE ParTrIzL, Cardinal of the Holy
Roman Chureh, Dean of the Sacred College,
and excrcising the functions of Our Viear in
Rome, which Letter was forthwith printed and
published,

Buc forasmueh as 1t is a characteristic of the
suid Subulpine Government to add an unfail-
ing and base insincerity to its unblushing con-
tempt of Qur Pontificul dignity and authority,
and as it has shown by its acts that it regards
as nought Qur protests, expostulations and
censures ;  hence, notwithstanding the judg-
ment expressed by Us respecting the aforesaid
Guarantees, it has not desisted from urging
forward and promoting their discussion and
cxamination in the supreme estates of the
realm, as though o serious affair were being
transacted. In which discussion has clearly
appeared both the truth of Qur judgment upon
the nature and character of those Guarantees,
und the fruitlessness of the encmy’s attempt to
disguise their maliciqus and fraudulent intent.
Traly, Venerable Brethren, it is incredible
that o many crrors in open opposition to the
Catholic faith aud cven to the principles of
natural justice, and that so many blasphemies
as were uttered on that occasion could be ut-
tored in the midst of this I'taly, which hus ever
bouasted, and seill bousts, above all things, of
possessing the worship of the Catholic religion
and the Sce of the Apostolic Roman Pontiff:
and in truth, by the protection of Gon over
His Chureh, widely different are the feelings
which by far the greater part of Italy cherishes
uroaning over and deploring together with Us
this new and unprecedented form of sacrilege,
and by the continually mereasing proots of its
affection and duty proving to Us that it is
united in one spirit and scntiment with the
rest of the faithful throughout the world.

Wherefore We this day again direet Our
voice to you, Venerable Brethren, and although
the faithful of your Dioceses have, ecither by
their letters or by other important protests,
publicly expressed how bitterly they feel Our
distressed situation, and shown how far-they
are from being deceived by the trickeries dis-
cuised under the name of Guarantees: yet
have We judged it to be o duty of Our Apos-
tolic office to declare solenmly through you to
the whole world that not only those so-called
(tuarantees which have been perversely fabri-
cated by the Italian Government, but any
titles, honours, immunities, privileges, und
whatsoever else may come under the mame of
Guarantees, can be of ne value whatsoever
towards the assertion of that unfettered and
free use of the power Divinely committed to
Us, or towards the preservation of the necessary
liberty of the Church.

These things being so, as We have alvcady
wany times deelared und profgssed that We
cannot, without incurring the guilt of perjury,
adhere to any scheme of concilintion which in
any manner infringes Our rights, or diminishes
those rights which belong to Gop and to the
Apostolie See, so now as bound by Our office
We declare that We shall never admit nor
aceept, nor cin under any eircumstances admit
or aceept, those Guurantees framed by the
Subualpive Government, whatever may be their
purport; or any other enactments of whatever
kind and in whatever manner passed, which
under colour of sccuring Qur sucred power and
liberty, may be offered to Us in licu and in
derogation of that Civil Princedom by which
Divine Providence has willed thut the Holy
Apostelic Sec should be sccured and dignified,
and possession of wuich is confirmed to Us by
the most legithmate and indisputable titles, and
by « prescription of more than cleven centuries
of possession. Tt cannot but he evident to
cvery one that, were the Roman Pontiff to be-
come*subject to the dominion of any other
Prinee, he would neither be himself any longer
invested with supreme power in the political
order, nor would he, cither as to his person or
us to his acts in the Apostelic Ministry, be ex-
empted from the control of the ruler to whom
he was subject, who might even become a
lieretic or u persceutor of the Chureh, or be
engaged in actual war or in virtual hostility
agninst other Princes. And, in fuet, this very
eranting of Gruarantees of which We are speak-
ng, is it not of itself’ a very plain proof that
on Us to whom is given by GoD the authority
to pass laws concerning the moral and religious

Deprix, June 2.—An extmordinary Land Court has
bueen sitting this week at Oughterard, in the County
of Galway. Its proceedings have attracted a great
deal of local attention, amd ave reported to the ex-
tent of five or #ix colunms of close type in the Alee-
am’s Jowrnal. It was not a tribunal coustituted
under the Land  Act, but one perfectly novel—an
Arbitration Court, regnlarly formed under legal
sunction, for the settlement of a dispute between
Captain John Philip Nolan, of Ballinderry, and some
of his tenants. It may be remembered that the
gallunt captain was a candidate for the county at
thie last election, but withdrew in consequence of
the insuperable difliculty in bis way which the evie-
tion of some tenants in 1861 and 1367 presented.
He appears to have become very penitent fot the
manner in which lie exereised his lezal rights in
those years, andd extremely anxious to make repara-
tion for the injury inflicted on 12 evictud fimilies,
numbering 66 persons.  They liud been long living
on the property, but he complained that they sub-
divided the land too much, and” as they paid no
attention to his remenstrances he hronght eject-
ments against some of them, and put them out of
their farms in 1864, He then advertised the lands,
aml a Mr. William Murphy, the owner of 3000
acres in the disriet, proposed  for them, and
was accepted, but made it a condition that heshonld
wet possessinn of 1lie whole townland,  He pressed
Cantain Nolan to fulfil the agreement, aud the re-
sult was that the tenunts, who had been previously
allowed to remain, were evicied. 'Fhis Dhas been
standing reproach to Captain Nolan ever since, and,
besides the loss of his popularity, a dispute has
sprong up between him and Mr, Marphy, to whom
he promised i Jease, which bas not beew signed. It
was agreed to refer the matter to arbitration, and
deed of submission was signed hy the parties, The
arbitrators chosen were Sir John Gray, M.I%, Mr.
A. M. Sullivan, and the Rev, I, Lavelle, gentle-
men whose well-known views on the land question
were ealeulated to inspive the utmost confidence in
the minds of the tenants, and in sabmitiing
the question in dispute to their judgment Captiin
Nolan afforded an incontestable proof of his con-
cilintory spivit, They began their sittings in the
Courthouse of Oughiternrd on Momday.  Nearly
all the evicted tenants were present, und a large
convonrse of the Kpman Catholic clergy,  Sir John
Gray was elected chairman, and opened the Conrt
with judicial formadity. It was stated, in answer
to induiries, that neither the tensnts nor Captain
Nolun were representerd by professional  gentle-
men, but Mr, John Monaghan, o trader of the town,
undertook to watch the proceedings on lehalt
of the tenants, amd Captain Nolan's Urother at-
tendded to his inferests,  Tenants were examined to
prove the facts counected with the cviction.  Mr.
Murphy—who appeared, as he said, in obwdience to
a subpona—was nlso sworn, and underwent a
long and searching cxamination, conducted with
great ability by Mr, Sullivan.  He denijed the right
of the arbitrators to question Iiim, but was remindid
of their authovity by .the chairman, He deposed
that Captain Nolan made no condition except that 1t
certain Lailift should be retained on the lawd, He
called on the Cnplain to evict the tenants beeanse
they would not give up possession, wnd he had heen
referred to in the chapel by o priest who has since
dicd.  He admitted that Captain Nolan Ll since
offered to pay Lim the money which he had ex-
pended in improving the land, and allow him 10 per
cent. interest, but he was unwilling to give up the
Inud, and thought it would be a havdship to
oblige him to do so after he had been in possession
for six years. M, Sullivan contrasted his claim on
this necount with that of the tenants who had been
evicted, and pressed him to acknowledge that they
had been bardly dealt with, A letter was also put
into his hand, in which Captain Nolan expressed
his opinion that the tenants would attorn to him if
they knew they were not to he disturbed, but were
to remain as his sub-tenants, which he professed to
intend, and nsked him to read the letter for them.
"This, however, he omitted to do, and the result was
their eviction. At the conclusion of the evidence,
the avbitrators delilerated for two hours, and Sir J.
Gray pronounced an eluborate judgment, in the
conrse of which he enumerated a series of charges
Lrought against Captain Nolan by a rev. gentieman
deceased, and declired the unanimous opinion of
the Court that they were unfounded.  He mtn.nat-crl
the opinion that subdivision and subletting of lzm.d
on the part of tenunts without the swthority of their
landlords was to be condemned, They wished the
tenants to know that they had no right to da so.
They were of opinion, however, that the subdivisipn

-of which Captain Nolan compluined Liad been done

with the consent of the agent; that Mr. Murphy
was not justified in taking the land over the heards
of o deserving tenantry: that his_conduct in with-
holding the letter from them which Captnin Nolan
requested him to show in order to remove their ob-
jections to attorn were reprehensible, and they
hgrced in the award that the evicted tenants should
e reinstated.  The tenants, who had been waiting
in coutt in anxious suspense, on hearing that they
were to be restored to their lands gave expression to
their joy in their nutive Irish tongue with wxlsl ex-
pressions of delight.  The arbitrators were followed
through the town by the inhabitants, who greeted
them with enthusinstic cheers—Times Cor.

is the chietf and master difference between the
Christian and the heathen, the knowledge of the
one trne God in His nature and His perfections ?
The eultare of the reason by philosophy retines and
opens the intelligence in the naturai order; Lut the
Lkunowledze of God expands and pertects the intel-
Ivet, by conformity with i higher and nobler truth,
The reason of mankind has been elevated and un-
folded hy Christianity, even in its philosophical and
scientitic powers,  The maturity of the human in-
telligence is to be found only in Christendom. It
is no ohjection to say that philosephers and men of
seience are to be found who are not Christians. Tt
is [nith that has ripened the stock und the races
from which they spring,  They partake of the tra-
ditional development of intellect by faith, even
while they are turning its highest faculties agninst
Christianity. The nobler and larger intelligence of
Christendom manifests itself in the whole -tradition
of public and private life 1 in philusophy, science,
phiysical aund mental 3 in legislation, in goverument,
in trne civilization, and in true progress.

sut, where the intellect is elevated, the heart also
is governedl and gmided by o higher law, The
boldest sceptic will not deny that the moralily of
Christendom {ranscends the ethies of all other races
and nutions of men,  Christimity has imposed its
maoral laws even on the (ludstinn world which,
though Christian in name, is the world after all,
instinet with (nmity agninst God, and violating
daily the morality which it would be asliamed not
to profess. For it is this momlity which has
governed men and families, legislatures and Jaws,
It has created the public epinion of nations.

Godd ix the author of peace to men, and to
the kingdoms of men,

God be praised, that, in the midst of all our con-
tentions and divisions, God is still worshippedin
Fngland, Englishmen believe that Chaistinnity is
a Divine Hevelation, and that Holy Scripture is the
written word of God, They acknowledge His comn-
muandments as the law of their conscience, and the
measure of all just laws.

Of this We are the more firmly convinced
‘since the Church who is the infullible inter-
preter of Holy Writ gives us in the sacred Li-
urgy the most sublime idea of the Holy Ghost,
and of His divine workings in the soul. Were-
produce here some of these tendor prayers to the
Holy Ghost, so as to carry to the bottom of your
souls such strong and lively convictions as shall
" make you wish, above all things, to see your
parish entirely under the direction of the Holy
Ghost, so that it may ever be a parish of faith
and piety ; o parish which by purity of morals
and the soundness of its religious prineciples,
may be in very deed, a parish of snints, and a
‘true type of those ancient churches which have
given s0 many samts to heaven.

(5.) These religious rites accomplished We
will return to the Presbytery. We will ex-
amine the accounts of the church-wardens, the
inventory of the moveables and immoveables of
the Fabrique, the baptismal, the marriage, and
interment Registers—the beoks of the proceed-

(7.) About 8 a.m, there will be an instruc-

for this purpose. )

(8.) After Confirmation there will be Mass,
at which the newly confirmed will reccive Holy

This Mass will be followed by 2 visit
to the cemetery and prayers for the holy souls
of the parish whom the Church charges Us to
absolve by granting to them the remission of
the pains which they suffer in expiation of their
sins, .

(10.) The whole will finish with a visit to

the Tabernacles and Altars, and the solemn
Benediction of the Blessed Sucrament, during
which We will exumine the  Cibo:ium, the
glass of the Ostensorium, and the box contain-
ng the Reserved.

_ (11.) After this Benediction there will be 2.

solemn Consecration to the glorious Mother of
God, to implore her special protection, so that
by her aid the parish may conserve the graces
of the Visit, and thus be always filled with
the Holy Ghost. _

(12.) We will then return in procession to
the Presbytery, singing the Te Deum in thanks-
giving for all the heavenly gifts obtained from
the divine bounty during the Visit.

(13.) About 2 p.m, We will leave the parish
accompanied only by the persons charged with
escorting Us and our suite to the next parish.
We fully appreciate the honors which under
such circumstances some might wish to tender
Us as representative of OQur Lord; but in de-
clining them, We wish to obviate the grave
accidents, and other serious inconveniences,
often most prejudicial to souls,

(14.) At the times judged most convenicnt,
We will hear all those who may have any mat-
ters to communicate to Us; so also We will
have to give Qur uttention to any such Con-
fraternities, and other pious associations as
may happen to exist in the parish.

The present Mandement shall be read from
the pulpit at the Purochial Mass on the first
Sunday, or other Festival after its reception.

“Privilege—An exemption or immunity from
some general duty or burden: a right peculiar to
some individual, or body.”

Having marked and inwardly digested the
meaning of the word < privilege,”’ the reader
will be the better able to appreciate the justice
and truthfulness of the annexed paragraph,
taken from the Witiess of the 17th ult. The
Italies are our own:—

Maxitona—~The exemption of all Church property
from taxation by the Legislature, reported in our
Manitoba letter, is the commencement of that sub-
mission to ccelesiastical dictation, and that raising
up of & privileged ccclesinstical nristocracy in that
fine new province, which have been the curse of
Lower Canada.— Witness, 1th inst.

Now how uny particular religious body ean
said to be privileged by an act which places
“all” on the snme footing as hefore the law, is
a question which it would much bother any
one, not a diseiple of the Witness scheol, to
answer, Had Catholics alone been exempted
from the burden of taxation on their Church
property, then indeed the Witness would have
had cause to complain; but he himself tells us
that ¢all Church property,” whether Catholie
or Protestant, Methodist or Anglican, is cqually
exempted.  Where then is the ¢ privilege ?

And the “curse of Lower Canada!” We
can understand how journals eonducted in the

Thereis a friendly
tivalry between the two races which is producing
the happiest vesalts,  Anything worthy of the nage
of furming is almost solely, confined to the English
people—our Frefich neighbours know this, and are
doing their best to keep abreast of us. 1t {s {he
same i education and enterprise generally, Dur.
ing the last few years a great revival has faken
place amongst the French who are a very indus-
trious people—and they are not very far in rear of
us.  On this subject of the happy admixture and
co-operation  between the races, very interesting
particulars are given in the pamphlet which 1
purpose to distribute at the close of my Jecture,

The pamphlet also contains much valuable infor-
mation which time obliges me to omit giving you
to-night. I proceed. Our judiciary is very similar
to your own. Law is cheap and its excention
speedy and direct. Trial by ju ¥ prevails, and the
common law of England is the common law of
Canndn.  In the French distr'ets the parochial Sys-
tem is retained ; but it applies ouly to the Roman
Catholic residents. All our counties, townships,
towns, citivs, and incorporated villages have their
local councils, whose dutics are similar to those ex-
ercised by your own councils. They arc clected
triennially, and the property qualification of a coun-
cillor is very low,. 'There are also Boards of School
Commissioners, who take charge of schools for ele-
mentary education. They also are creations of the
popular will.  We are far in advance of you in this
matter of education. All our childron are educared
more v 1ess, and primary education is obligntory in
the senwe that every one contributes by Iaw to the
school 1ut - 'This fund is supplemented by a grant
from the Provincinl Treasuary, and all the eluca-
tional establishments of the country arc undera
supreme head who is called Minister of Public In-
struction. Elementary cdacation is practically free,
and our system has been pronounced to be the most
clastic and perfect in the world. The “conscience
clauses” of our education law are very simple and
very effective.  We experience no %jur" in carrying
out our system, Protestants and Cathelics having
their own separate funds and distinct organisations.
We have no State Church in Canada,

causes of its disastrous results to France. The
Reverend gentleman explained at some length
how much the late Emperor was implieated in
the Revolution and movements of Europe for
yoars past,—that he was, in fact, a child of
Revolution, and that, having obtained the
Throne by that means, he regarded it as neees-

Tug Paran Asxsirnsany.—The Roman Catholies
of Quebiee and neighborhood celebrated on Wednes-
day thie 21st inst the 25th anniversary of the acces-
sion of Pius the J1Xth to the Pontifical throne, doing
thicemselves Listing honour anul testifying their deep
love and respect for the venerable occupant of the
chair of St. I'cter by the magmiticence and extent of
the outward display which they made on the aus-
picious ovcasion, In fuct, they all seemed to vie
with cach other in making the day one to be long
remembered.  From carly morning, the sound of
joy Tells, ushering in the remarkable anniversary,
might ave been heard from every Roman Catholic
church steeple in the city, while a profusion of gy
colored tunting floated from the belfries and win-
dows of the different convents and religions institu-
tions, or overhung the strects hetween private resi-
denees in every direction, giving to the thorough-
fares a gay and lively appearance.  The Chureh and
Preshytery of St. Patricks were particulurly notice-
able during the day, displaying the green and  gold
of Erin in profusion suggestive of the intimacy of
the connection which has ever subsisted Dbetween
the children of the Green Isteand the Roman on-
titf. At noon, u salute of 25 guns was fired from the
Terrace by the Volunteer Field Battery—one pun
for every year of Vins INth's occupation of the Papal
throne. It was, however, reserved to the lonrs of
darkness to call forth a seene  of magnificence un-
equalled by any we remember except on the ocen-
sion of the I'rince of Wildes™ visit to Guebee.  with
the lowering shades of night, one light appeared
after another in rapid succession, till the entire city,
and Surburbs, Point Levix, St Jaseph and the Beau-
port shore scemed wrapped in one brillinnt Dblaze,
The scene was fuiry-lke in the extreme,  Awiy up
in mid air, the steeples of the different churches
stood outagainst the darkness like tall eolumns of
many-hued fire, while their windows and those of
every Roman Catholic resident, in the city were
abluze with light, to the effeet of which, nottoes,
trausparcncies wid devices appropriate to the ocen-
sion added their beautifying intluence. It would be
impossible to partivularize all the private residences,
which appeared to most advantage, but we mny
mention, among the numlier, those of Dr, Larue, M.
. Walsh, D, Murruy, Hon, J. Canchon, &e, 8t Roel'’s
and St. Sauveur presented @ splendid coup d ail
from the cliff, and, scen from the Terrace, the Levis
shore was one contitzuous illumination. An ocen-
sional rocket and the booming of guns udded to  the
fmpressivenuss of the spuectacle, while the crowded
state of the streets sliowed that the peaple were ob-
serving it as i gala night in the fullest sense of the
term, ¢ We warmly congratulate our Roman Catho-
lic fellow-citizens on the highly cruditable nature
of the display.—Quebee Suturday Budget.

VERSAILLES, June 3, —Marshal MacMahon
has issued an order of the day to the soldiers
and Marines in which he says :—

« Your courage and devotion have triumphed
over all obstacles.  After a siege of two inonths,
and a strugzle of eight days in the streets,
Parisis at last delivered. In taking Paris
from the hands of the wretches who intended
to reduce the city to ashes you have preserved

- it from complete ruin and have restored it to
France. ' The whole country applauds the sue-
cess of vour patriotie cfforts. The National
Assembly, which represents the country, has
accorded a recompense most worthy of you: it
has declared by a unanimous vote that both the
military and naval services have deserved well
of their country.”

The very national existence of Franee is
menaced by the party of disorder with which
the Republicans, partly by their own estravu-
gance, partly by untoward civenmstances, are
hopelessly implicated. There Is an orguniza-
tion which not only aims at plundering the
middle classes and reducing society to a level
of armed pauperism, but would break up
Prance into a hundred petty communities,
Tor all these evils, it is belicved by a laurge
body of French Deputics at Versailles, there is
but one remedy—a Monarchical Restoration,
which shall give the country a respected Chief
and to forcigners the image of stability, Whe,
then, is this Chief of the State to be? The
choice, as we all know, is very restricted, and
the popular voice has long designated «ll the
possible candidates. 'Chere is no thousht of
woing to foreign familics for a scion of Royalty.
The two old Houses of France and the Bona-
partes are alone in the field.  Of the last it
is said even by French Conservatives, who are
willing to speak of lim with respeet, that the
Ewmperor is unfitted both by the state of his
health and the terrible disasters of last year
from appearing once more as the ruler of
Trance. It needs u strong man, physieally and
paliticaly, to take on him the burden ol restor-
ing the country after the calamities of a for-
cign and a civil war, Of the Orleans Princes
it is thought enough to say that by the present
eencration of Frenchmen they are almost as
much strangers as the Comte de Chamberd
himsell, and that every arcument in favour of
their restoration applies far morc foreibly to
hima. e is as free as they to give pledues of
constitutional freedom, while he possesses  the
advantrge that his accession would rally to the
Government an old, numerous, and respectable
party, which for the time at least, is the
strongest in the country. To this view the
Orleans Princes have, we must suppose, heen
themselves converted, sinee the fusion has been
at length accomplished by a cession of their
claim. Thus a Monarchy being necessary, und
Heuri V. the best of all possible Kings, we are
called upon not only to assent to, but toadmwmire,
asextraordinary a display of national repentunce
as can be found recorded in history.—T'imes.

General Duerot’s « first appearance” in the
Nationul Assembly is said to huve been a fail-
ure, MHeis represented as hardly disguising
the fact that in denouncing as rebels and pro-
moters of disorder all who did not recognize
the will of the nation, he was pleading for the
Bmperor. Tt will e remembered, 3. Thicrs
refused to entrust him with auy importint
conumand ;. Thiers  ovidently “knew  his
man.”  Undoudbtedly the great ** rehels
and  promoters ol disorder” are the in-
fumous leaders of the Commune, DPyat,
Rochefort, Cluseret, Dumbrowski, Deleseluze,
and others ; but the question remains, to which
History will find an answer: Tlow fur ave the
men ¢ of the 4th of September”—who, after
Sedan, destroyed the Regency, overturned the
throne. and et up in its place a divided Re-
public— responsible for the after calamities of
Trance; and giving Paris up to the Commune
—the accursed bantling of the previous revo-
lation 2 Tuers like these may  well rankle in
the basom of a soldier-peliticinn such as Ducrot
and render his allegiance to the present Gov-
crament doubtful. Not so with MacMahon
who is emphatically a soldicr—swnx peur ef
sans reproche—and who owes promotion more
tq conspicuous merit, and dint of hard fighting
than to Tmperial favour.

RoME.—CARDINAL ANTONELLI AND THE
Revorvrion. — The Catholic Associationy
throughout Europe have presented addresses in
creat numbers to his Rminenee the Cardinal
Sceretary. of State to His Holiness, They
enter an indignant protest against the gross in-
sults dirccted against the Pope in the person
of his Chief Minister by the Revolutionary
Press of Burope. Those insults reflect upon
the whole of the Catholic world and therefore
descrve to be repelled.  Some of these ignoble
attacks against a great man and a worthy and
faithful servant of the Holy Father and the
Catholic Church have appeared in England,
especially in the columns of those journals
which have recently assumed the office of
apologists for the French Commune and its
doings.  Such asolidurite sufficiently indicates
the true character of their hatred of Cardinal
Auntonelli, The wolves in  Hsop's fable
naturally cnongh hated the dogs of the fold, the
sheep’s protectors. I add as a sample of these
addresssess the one which has Dbeen presented
by the Catholic Associations of Austria, to-
vother with the reply of the Cardinal-Scerctary.
The smne address may of course be used, as it
has already heen, colleetively by any other As-
sociation or imy mumber of Associations who
may wish to adopt its sentiments,

Your EaiNexce,—Considering that a news.
paper at Rome has thought fit. to publish a pre-
tended hiograply of your FKminence, which is
nothing more than a long tissue of impudent
calunmies couched in language such as no
descent person would use ;

Considering that these insults, though lev-
clled at your Fminence, we really meant to
east a slur on the long and glorious reign of
Pius IX, our beloved Father;

Considering that it is our duty to defend by
every means in our power, the sacred name of
Pins IN, and therefore we cannot suffer to
pass unnoticed any attack upon him made un-
der cover of insults aimed at the eminent per-
sonaze to whom he has given his cntire confi-
dence ;

Considering that if this shameful biography
were allowed to remain without reply and with-
out protest on the part of the Catholic world,
to whose interests you have devoted your life
under the auspices of the Sovereign Tontiff,
our adversaries would glory in it, and would
charee us with unconcern as to the indignities
which they heap upon those men who have
remained faithful to His Holiness in the worst
of times ;

Considering lastly that {uture ages will he
interested to know the truch about the life of
your Eminence and that the Iying accusations
of a foul and ealumnious libel are unworthy of
any other reply ;

Therefore we, the undersigned Presidents of
the Catholic Associations of Austriu, speaking
in the name of the vast bodies of Catholic
people whom we represent, do hereby enter our
Inud and solemn protest against this new attack
on the dignity of the Supreme Pountiff, mnd we
pray your Ewminence to receive officially this
our protest. and to be pleased to obtuin for us
the Apostolic Benediction of the Holy TFather,

We avail ourselves of this oppertunity to
present to your Tominence the assurance of our
deep respeet.

The reply of Cardinal Antonelli was as fol-
lows :—

GENTLEMEN,—At the smmne time that you
as Presidents of the Catholie Associutions of
Austrin have been pleased to send me an Ad-
dress in consequence of the attacks made upon
me in the Revolutionary newspapers, I have
received similar addresses from the different
countries of Kurope,

It is alnost unnecessary for me to say how
much pleasure it has given me to receive such
strone testimonies of the kind feelings which
the ‘Catholies of Clristendom entertain towards
me, These protests couvinee me that Cath-
olics hold it to be their duty to vindicate the
authority of the Holy Tather when assailed by
nsult. They are aware that I should not have
had the honor of Deing aitacked by the ene-
mies of my Sovereign, unless I had also had the
honor and happiness of being His Minister.—
Both are indecd eveat honors,  So also 1s that
of reeeiving Addresses from the Cutholic
Christendom, protesting against those who
have thought fit to slander me, hoping thereby
to tarnish the glory of the reign of TPius IX
I may return thanks to God for hestowing
these favors upon me; to be attacked by those
who insult my King, and to be defended by
those who serve him with so much zeal and
constancy, is really more than I ever aspired to.
Whilst oceupied in the duties of wmy office T
have scarcely formed any higher wmbition than
the hope that, by the grace of God, I may ap-
pear before posterity in the light of an honest
man, and leave without reproach the name I
inherited from my ancestors.

T will only add that T have been eeually sur-
prised and edificd by the unity I sec prevail-
ing in the life and work of the Catholic Asso-
ciations which are now so numerous in hoth
hemispheres, thunks to the exertions of the
men whose hearts and intellects are an honour
to Catholicity, and I cannot refrain, on the
present occasion, from expressing my admira-
tion and gratitude for the censtancy and the
loyalty they exhibit towards the cause of the
Papacy, which is the eause of order through-
out the world.

I beg, in conelusion, to assure the respected
signers of the Address, individually and col-
lectively, that I regard the Protest which they
have addressed to me as one of the highest re-
wards I could receive for any humble serviee I
may bave been cnabled to do in the discharge
-of my duty in carrying into effoct the great and
