Pur
gatory ie one of the great consolicg doctrines
of the Church of Christ. Only the pure and
perfect can enter heaven, and bhow few per
jons leave this earth of temptation, sin and
trouble in that state of purity and pesfection.
If thero werc nut a place of purification,
ow few cnuld go etraight to beaver,
Nearly the whole bumen race would be de.
prived for all eternity of the beatitic visi.u of
God. God hus chosen this way of exhibiting
His jostice aud mersy. His justice by exact
Iog the last purticle of debt and His mercy by
wving the poor repentant alover. Ged re
wards everyone according to hia works.
Some are imperfvet through want of pure
intention, through oarelesaness, vanity or
otber capses, ke the hay and stubble adher-
ing to gold wnd precious stones which dull
their lustre,

But tre bishops nwust from time to time
remind the people of their duty towards God s
servents sufforivg in Purgatory. In olden
times, wbou: faith, love and affection were
stronger than now, devotions towards the
souls in Pucgatory showed itself in the nu-
meroua foundutions iu favar of the eouls in
Purgatery: Churches and Crnonrits where
marses were cefobrated by canons and monks,
hepefices for the education of poor stadents,
bospitals for the care of the sick, periodical
distributivn of alms to the poor, to have
rosaries, prayers and pilgrimazes made for the
ropls in Purgatory. All these have teen
swept away by the ruthless hand of the Civil
Power wishing to reform the Church; and
oven to the present day, when the Christian
goul ly about to appear belare his Sovercign
Judge, there are legal impediments in the way
of bis making by will donations for prayers
or Musaes. Therefore, my dear people, whilst
you nre well, make pruvisions for your own
soul; do not entrust it to the care of others
that cannot love you more than you love
yoursclves. Que muat be exceeding pure to
coter into the presence and company of the
God of all purity acd sanctity, to be the com-
pupion of the Immaculate Mother of God,
und of all the saints and aogels in Heaven,

Tho doctriue o f Purgatory has been denied
by the majurity of the eo called Reformers,
but nowndays, on secount of its reasonableness
it is rather accepted, and there aro some wha
dure to deny the right of God 1o punish eter.
nully, but will admit the existence of Purga
tory. To the latter class we have nothivg to
gay. God has sovereign rights, nod He does
uot lose them by the whims and fancies of
poor corrupted human nature. Thoexistence
of a third state or Purgatory is proved frem
meny texts of Sacred Seriptures, both in ti e
New and Old Testaments. {I[. Mach. xii,
413,416} ** And makinga gathering, hesent
twelve thuusand drachmas of silver to Jerusa-
tem for sacrifice to be offered for the siny of
the dead thinking well and religionsly con.
oerning the resurrection. Apd because he
considerd that they had fallen asleep i god-
liness, had great grace laid up for them. [t
is, therefore, & holy and wholesome thought
to pray for the dead that they may be loceed
from sins. In the New Testament we read iv
Epistles of St. Peter, ifi, 18 20, that Christ
visited Limbo, a place in which just souls
were detained on account of their i credulity
even before the deluge. **Becanse Christalso
died once for our sins, the just for the unjust.
that He m ght offer us to God, being put to
death in deed in the Hesh bat enlivened i the
spirit, Iu which ulgo coming He preached to
thosa epirits that were in prisen, which had
been some time incredulour, when they wait
cd for tho patience of God in the days of Nosb.
when the sk was u building, wherewn a few,
that is, eight sould were saved by water.”
{L. Poter, in., 1820 ) Itis cupecessary tore
yuore the teats of St Pauiin his Epistle @
the Cori: thiwnes,  They amply prove th2 doc-
tring of Purgatory. The doctrine of Purua-
tory hag alw.ys been taught sy the Churdi,
aud handed down from bishiups ind prie-ie t-
their succesgors in the sacred ministry, an*
tue voice of the people. Stand fust, and hold
the traditicns you havoe learned, wrether 1y
word or by our Epistle. (11 Thess., i, 14)
Now prayers und masses for tho dead ure t
ne found in every wumcicat liturgy of the
Church. There is no Orientul liturgy with
vut pruyers for those who huve departed in
peace. The Apostolic Constitutions—th.
most ancient avd genuine work—epeak Iargo
1y of pruyess for the dead.

Tertullinny the oldest of the Latin Fathers,

decessed husband, and begs repose for him,
aud to hiave his company in the first resurrec-
tion, and offers sacrifices on tho arnivereary
days of his death, for if she do not these
taings, she has, as much as in her lies, di-
voreed him,”

St. Cyprian speales of tho usual cuetom of
celehrnting  sacrifives for every dececse!
Christian,

§t. Clement, of Alexandrie, who lived ip
the ycar 200, vuys that by punishment after
denth men must expinte even the {east ain be
fure they can encer beaven.

St. Augnetine mentions the visions thet St.
Perpetua had the night before her martyrdom
—of her little brother who was suffering in
Purgatory for some small fault, but the holy
martyr prayed for bim, and afierwords saw
him gnite.cheerful and happy.

St. iphrem eutreats this favor in his last
will to offer prayers snd sacrificrs for him
after his douth, especially on the 3Dth day. ¥

St. Gregory the Great mentions that haviog
ordered thirty masses to be said for the Monk
Justus, - he appeared to his Abhott after the
last mass and said to him: *I was in pain,
but now I am well. But the limits of a letter
will pot permit us to cite other exnmples,
even in our own day.

The Council of Trent, under the inspirstion
of the Holy Ghost, has made decrees on the
suhject which bind the consciences of thc
feithful, 1o the thirtcenth Canon of the
sixth Session, it decrees “that if any one
shonld suy that a repentant sinuoer, after
hoving received the grace of justification, the
punisbment of eterual paina being remitted,
hag no temperary punishment to be suffered
eisker in this life or In tho next in Paagatory,
before ho can enter into the kingdom of God,
let him be snathema.”.

Thungh King David was assured, after hia
sivoere repentance, that his sin was forgiven,

. yet the Prophes told him that he had still to

suffer by the death of his ohild,

In the 24th Session snd 3rd Canon the
Holy Counectl defines that the Sucrifico of the
Mass is propitistory both for the living and
dead, for sius, punishments, savisfactions, and
.for other necessities, according te Apuatelic
Tradicions, aad the Bishop who ordains

There is anrther means which cur sncestors
loved—to educate a student for the priest
hood. Nt Monica rejoiced at ber deathbed
thut she had a son te remember her every day
ut the altar, Tf you have not a son you can
udopé one or eubscribe according to your
means towards the Students’ Fund.

It ie the costom in many places—and we
wish that it should be introduced where it is
pot—ty receive the offerings of thefpeople ou
All Soul’s day, or the Sunday previous or
subsr gient, vnd the proceeds to be computed
and Masses offered up uccordingly.

Wa attach the injulgences of the Way of
the Cross on certain crucifixes and thus enable
nersons who cannot cobvenivatly visit the
Church to makeo the Stations there togainth
indulgences of the Stations by reciting foor
teen Our Fathers and Hail Mary; with »
Glory be to the Father, ete., for each Station
and five Qur Father'sand Hail Mary's in houor
of the five Adorable Wounde, with one for
the ir tentions of the Popo for the conversion
of sinners,

There are religions congregrations und pious
associntions eapecinlly devoted 1o the relief of
the souls in Purgatory. St. ¥Vincent de Paul
ordered the pricsts of his congregution never
to go to meals without saying the De.
profundis for the souls in Purgatory, Tie
CUnurch vnds all the prayera of the d vipe
flice wi'n ** May the souls of the faithful de
parted through the :neroy of God rest in
penco. ' Ope may turn away with a ead
thought from a tomb on which is not evgraved

Several Uanish suilors  on
buard the steamer hid themselves in
the hold, thinking the mob = hos-
t.le oce, An impromptu meeting was or
ganized with the chairman on the bridge
and distinguished guests on the deck of the
gteamer, John O Connor, M.P., for Tip-
perary addressed the multitude, most of
whont bailed the cvent nsthe first blow for
Irisn independence. All ports of the vessel
weredressud with bunting. Thestarsand stripes
waere conspicnous. O0'Connor said a congnirucy

found the Americans iu full control of
Like Ontariv, having, comparstively, a
powerful flecet under C mmodore Chouncey

The first move was sn attack on York
(To.onto) on the 27th of April, 1813. The
place being ill-pioprred for deience wue
ensily taken. -Ail the pablio stores, public’
buildings acd shipping were destroyed, be-
pides this, very little respeot was paid to pri-
vate property. The British commander,
General Sheaffe, unnhle to resist the attack,
was forced, aftor & brave defence, to evacuate
the town and tako up his line of retreat on
Kiog:ton, thereby w s-ly, although blamed
ut the time, saving his regulars, then few,
leaving the Americaus muster of tha place.
which they held for five days and then saiivd
for the reduction of Fort George at the mouth
of the Niagara river.

The attuck on Fort Georgo was commenced
on the morning of the 27th of May, 1813.
The Americans, besitles their shipping, wec
an army of nearly 6000 men of all ranke. The
British force nt Fort George, sll told, was
about 1000 men. Citiciring it at the present
day it would have boen wiser in General Vin
cent to have taken up his line of retreat at
once than to have resisted the American
attack, by which hundreds of his best voldiers
wero sacrificed in a useleas defence.

After a epirited defon e of some four hours,
the British loas of all ranks having amounted
to over four hundred men, between killed,
wounded and m:sming, General Vinceot, to
provent being sarrounded and cut off, decided
on a retreat $o the head of the Lske, and fell
back across the comntry in a line parallel to
the Niauara River, renching the position at
the *Beaver Dam' that night, at which
place he was joired about midnight by Colonel
Bisshop's force from Fort Erie and the other
outlying posts on the Niagarz. The npext
morning. the 2§-h, the now retreating British
foree of about 1,600 men continued its retreat
until it re-ehed ke entrenched position at
Burlington Heigh s,

The position of Burlington Heights was in
the neighborhood of Dundurn Cestle, the
residence of the late Sir Allan Macnab, and,
we Delieve, the Hamilion Cemetery now
covers the ground on which the entrenched
works —earthworkg—could be geen on the
writer's first visit to that place in 1844, 1t
was an important position during the war,
being close by the rond leading up to
Ancaster, by which communication was had
and kept up with the army of the west,
under Geaoeral Proctor, then sorvieg on the
Detroit frontier. It was distant, midway,
about fifty miles from Fort George and the
same from York.

On Saturday, the 5th of June, 1813, the ad-
vance body of the Americans, coneisting of
two brigades of foot, amounting to about 3,560
men with eight guns, under Generals Chand-
ler and Winder, and 2350 cavalry under Coi.
Burns, reached Stonty Creek, driving in the
rear of the British, The Americans had iv
all nearly 6,000 men, between Stoney Creek
and Fort George, besides their shipping.
General Vincent had talten his stand that S.
torday night, on Burlington Heights, deter-
mined to hold it.

The sun had gooe down that Saturday
night, closing a week, the darkest for the
British arms during the war of 1812. The
whole of the Niagara District, extending
from Fort Erie to Stoney Creek, was ihu:
night in possession of the ecmemy. A decn
glocin perveded cvery farm hounse and hamie:
It was nearly with tho “*silesco of deapair”
the women and children had witr.eaged, during
the previous week, our country’s brave
detenders, among whom were their husbunds,
their fathers, their brotbers, puss by, in full
retreat hefore superior numbers,  But let us
turn our eyes to thut determined li'tle bung
as they stood that pight on Burlingten
Heizghts, The'r resolve was:—“To do or
die!”

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WHO ARE THE VICTIMS OF SMALL
PUOXY

Tue city paper that so persistently wallowe
in smuslpux details does pot sevin to Le ot a
critical stu-titival turn ot miad, It gives the
names, addresses, avd ages of the dead ior a
week past, and omits to eall attention to the
remarkable fact that the list referred te,
which shows a total amournt of 256 deaths,
coutaing the names of only nine persons who
were orer Lwcnty one years, and only six above
ten years. The mejnity of the dead are
children of tender years. The fact may be
saddening, but it is a noteworthy ome and
seems to indicate that adults have a certain
amount of immunity from the disease, At
the same time it is a peculiar circumstance
that of the seven persons who died of the
disease and were buried in the ['rotestaat
cemetery five were adults of twenty one
years and pwarde. It is right in the pabli.
cation ot stalistics of this character that they
should be given in a pluin aod fuir manper,
and not in & way to suggest falsehood by sup-.
pressing or glossing over what is really a
singular truth in connection with the matter.

THE WITNESS AND THE 8T. ROCH'S

SMALL-PUOX RESPECIS AGE.

LasT week we drew attention to tho fact
that aduits of Doth sexes had little or nothing
to fenr from smallpox. In the total death
rate for the third wevk of October the number
of persons over 2l years who succumbed to
the cpidemic was &mall. For the fourth
weok the statistics shovw that the smallpex has
not icereased 1ts hold on the adult populating,
According to tho returns furnished by the
Fubrigue to the Board of Health we find that
on the 23rd ef Octobor there were 49 deaths
from the disease, and of this number {four were
over 21 years of age, On the followiay duy
there were 25 de1thsand not ore was an adult,
For Octobar 25-h there were 49 deaths, all
infants or small cLildren, with the exception
ef two at 24 years and 21 yewrs, Among 30
deaths on the 26¢h two were adults, Bas
what 18 surprising is that out of the large
rumber of 60 deaths ziven for the 27th there
was just one of 21 years, Ouat of a tetal of
44 given for the laet days three were
adults. Thuy ont of a totel of 287 deaths
ouly 11 were persons of 21 years or vver,

A Tair and Straightforward State-
ment by a Protestant Minister.

sheltered nooks. Thie ia having faial offscts
on many victims of ecurvy, which made it
appearance some time ago. A number of
bodics bave been washed ashore, some fifty
beimng recovered so fir, but so distiguren

are they from the action of the
water, or from having been beaten cut

the #imits uf the constitution, which is sup-
ported by means that are periectly loyal,
legitimate, and which, like every other theory,
must be aiecussed and judged upon ite
merits.” This was exactly what English
stateamen and politiciuns steraly refused to
do in tue.eurly years of the decade of 1870
They woull bave none of the Home Kule
theory. They would not admit that it conld
possibly come within the limits of a consti-
tutional question. ** Home Rule never aoul
and never shall be granted, so what is the
use of uakioy ict?’ they said, This wuns the
temper in which Home Rule was at first re-
oeived In and out of Parliament. Fven much
fater putiticnos, who piqued themselves on
being practicsl, and who had been gradually
forced to comsider the poasibility, if not the
peceseity of eome scheme of Lineal Govern-
ment for Irelund, still strove tu fight off the
conginerativn of the question by seaying,
“* What is the use of discussing the question
of Home Rule until yom who rupport it
preseut us with clear and definite plans
{or our vousideration ¥ This form of argu
meont was bardly less unreasonable than the
other form of ancompromising antagonism.
The mpporters of Home Rale very fairly
answered, * We maintuin the neceswity for
establishiog u nystem of local government in
Yreland that canntt be dowe without the
Luvernment; till, therefore, the Government
is willlug to admit that Home Rule is a
wuestion to be entertained at all, it isno
uge hrioging forwaid any particular plans ;
when it wna vpee admitted that snmo system
of Home Rule must be established in Irvland,
then wiil Le the time for bringing forward
fegislative schemes and plans, and out of
the multiplicity of ideas and suggestioos
crest-ng » complete and cobesive whole,”
The principle of Home Rule obtains in every
State i the Amerioun Union, though the plan
of Home Rule in each particnlar State is
widely different.  The principle of Home sule
obtaine in every great colony of the Crown,
bat the plan pursaed by each colony is of a
very dufierent kind. YWhen the people of the
two counntries have agreed together to allow
ireland  to  macage Ffor herself her
own loeal afairs, it will be wvevy
casy to bring f.rward some gohemo exaotly
deciding the form which the conceded Home
Rale 15 w take. But to bring forward the
sompluted kcheme befors a common basia of
negutintion is establisbed, would be more the
daty of 4 new Abbe Sieyes, with anew *‘thoery
of irrepular ve1bs” than of a practical and
serions politi ian.”

But, whether Englishmen liked it or not,
were cotupremising or uucompromising in
their atuiinde towards it, the Home Rule
movetnent w as an aceomplished fact, Every
day invreased the popular interest aud the
populur support accorded to the new organ-
ization.

A schooner load of twenty Chisese who
were being smuggled across from Victoria
found -themselves in a strange dilemma the
other day. The master of ¢he veesel landed
the' Ohinamen in the night on an island in the
Sound inatesd of om the American shore, as
he had been paid, to do. “Two days later
their signals attracted a steswer, which touk
-off the half-starved orowd to Victoris, Here
the, Bntish officers’ demanded the colunial
head  tax of $50 each, The Chinamen didn’t
have i, and 0 were taken back to the United
States, where they wore of course forbidden
to land. - The captain who had mercifully
picked them up ssemed doomed to have them
as permanent pasgengers, but our authurities
fidally lodged the whole crowd in the peniten-
-iary to awajt the action of the courts.

The Labor Congress at Seattle on Sept. 28
adopted some remsrkéble resolution, of which
the following is & part: - .

It is our firm resolutivn to rid our Territory,
and, if possible, the United States, from the
presence of Chinese elave labor. To accom-
plish this end we ask all citizens to immedia-
tuly discharge all Chinese in their employ.
Resolved, That on the return of the dele-
gates to their respective focalities, they call
mass meetings to be held on October 3rd for
the purpose of appointing committees to
notify the Chinese to leave on or before No-
vember 1, L.
At Suattle, threats of burning buoildings v
which Chinese are employed, and of destroy-
ing the Chinese quarter, huve cuused the for-
mation of a committee of safety whichnumbers
700 members. The press of the territury is
almost uoanimous in support of the move-
ment to get rid of the Chinvse, The Oregonian
of Portland standsalone inopposition. ltasks:
W hat do the orgsus of tho movement pro
pose? To drive the Chinese out of the
country ? How ars you going to do it}
They will not go either npon your request or
command. \What then? There is but one
further logical result, namely, violence aud
massacre. -

The Chinese are leaving all tke smaller
towns and mines *¢ by requess,” and are con-
gregating in Portland, lucoma and Seattle.
No Chinese have been killed since the public
meetings began, but the.threats, together
with the mews from Wyoming, which i»
suown tothe smallest detail at every Chinest
camp on the coast, have created something
like & paniv. One railrond, three large saw
mwills, three cozl mines, and a number of
simaller compsnics have discharged their
Chiuese help, sud other companies are foilow-
ing their example,

After the ciurt hud sssem
bled Ward’s coupsel moved that judgment be
arrested. VWhen be hud finished the district
atturney moved that Ward be wentenced
Ward rose and stond in frout of the bar by
toe side of his couneel, His fave was pale
but firm. ** War, you huve been convicted
by uo 1ntelligent and conecientions jury of a
crime of which you huve been charged,”
bepun the jadge, directing his gaz: on the
prisuner. * Yuu have certainly had a fair
and impurtisl trial, The jurors were must
carelully selocted and came to the trial of
your case with apparent vaprejudiced minds

The court guarded ali your rights and
privileges from  infringcment to  the
the best of bis ability, You were

convicted because you had no defence
You offered ne defence to the facts  Luis
only a matter for coujecture why so intell)
geot a jury should have taken g0 long o time
to decide your case. If your care had heen
thet of & person wholly uokouwn, the jury
peeded oot to huve left their seats, Qu the
contrury your cass had the benefit of more
thun the usual careful considerution. Yuu
neve beep most ably defended by your coun
gel, and an address as brilliant and scholurly
as uny ever beard in this coury wus made in
your defonce.  You were unot convicted on
popalarity. The juiy probably delayed its
verdict because tney were afraid that io
some way they might be scemsed of being ia-
fluenced by popular c'amor, which tended to
muke that conviction doubtful. I have
potbiug to say to you in the way of a homily,
pecause L thivk it would be wholly useless
You have shown yourself to be whelly in
dufferent throughout t-e trial of the charge
brought agaivsc you. You scem to experience
no remorse whotever over the ruin and sorrow
which you huve brought to hundreds of
people in this country. You have done more
to unsettle public confidence in moneywi in-
stitutivps than any vther man of this genern
tion, and yet through the entire trial you
huve shownp yourself to be wholly unre.
pentant for sha sins you have committed.
This being the fact, 1 must simply content
myself with prononncing the s nrence of the
court, which is that yon skall be confiaed in
the State prison us hard labor for vhe period
of ten years.” Not u muscle of the prisoner’s
{ace changed while there scathing remarks
were made.  He bowed his head but did not
tremble or show any eovidence of fecliug
Wurd was quickly surrounced by Lis friead-.
