THE GRAVE OF DAYIS,

THE LAST RESTING PLACE OF POETS

His Poem, ‘‘My Grave*>—The Superin-
tendent of Mount Jerome — The
Statue of the Bard and its
Situation.

“The grave of Mr. Davis, sir,” and the
man in navy blue disappeared, while a
middle-aged man—plump as a pudding,
with bronzed face, telling of out-door
life under fiercer than Irish skies, and
eyes of twilight gray, set in a broad,
massive skull that rose like a well-pro-
portioned dome, bare of linir and shiny
as & piece of burnished silver—took bis
place. There was & merry twinkle in
his eye, and as he stands under the dark
looming sky, that, Jike a fretful child,
gives sunshine or tears at times, one
foot resting on the monument, the other
on the green sward, hat tilted back on
his head and thumbs and index fingers
in his vest pocket, gazing at the Yankee
note-taker, 1 will 1gnore him, pleasant
as he looks, for business is business was
my father’s odd phrase, and time and
tide, says the copy-book, wait for no
man. Such maxims are like genuine
nerve-steadiers. You can always apply
them to yourself, and they do muke you
seem less peccant.

1 WAS DISAPPOINTED,

and fell angry with the man in navy
blue. Had he said Davis’ grave, or the
grave of Davis, anything but that horrid
Mr. It does seem so unseemly to tack
on that common, every man’s mouth-
word, to a poet. It is like hiding a deli-
cate-tinged flower with a picce of lead,
made into the form of acrocodile. Poets’
livesare the only ones that we love to
fashion on our own anvil. The hard-
headed mathematician may die the most
picturesque death, we will not grant it :
but let the poet die even so unromnntic
a8 to be cut off by apiece of hard crust,
entangled in his hungry throat, and out-
comes our anval and down comes the
hammer of fancy, and the crnst becomes
gold. Gold is a more poetical word than
crust, as any rhyming dictionary will
tell, Wellitis good in this scientific
time to have a little fancy ieft, to con.
jure up a dream and as we know
“ Fancy In dreams !5 a8 uncontrolled
As a horse without a bridle,”

It will cause less wonder then, that the
graves of poets are so often disappoint-
ing. He may have been wrapped in
a two-penny yard cotton shroud, & com-
mon white deal coffin,{ and buried in
some desolate spot. Fancy, that played
such & prank on the genial Miss Kilman-
segg as to make her believe that she was
& Golden Idol, will play the same tricks
with us. Our poets died amid splendid
scenes and they lie under green-wood

trees. It is sad to shatter an ideal, but]

as life’s way is paved by their fragments,
and as we must succumb sooner or later
to the real und stern I cast mine away
by the grave of Davis, and found this
real, which I give to you. Itis not us
fair as the ideal was, but it is true and
the charm of truth lasts longer than that
of fiction :—

“Whilst above the god these poets were
miserable enough. But charm hangs over
their graves. The sternest pedestrian,
even he who i8 most bent, on making his
river by the precise path he has, with
much study of the map, previously pre-
scribed for himself, will yet often veer to
the right or to the lert, Lo visit the lonely
churchyard where, as he hears by the
way, lie the ashes of some brother of the
tuneful quili. It may well be that this
brother’s verses ars not frequently on
your lips. It is not the lot of every bard
to make quotations. It may sometimes
happen to you, as you stand mournfully
surveying the little heap, to rack your
brains unavailingly for so- much a8 a
single couplet; nay, so treacherous is
memory, the very title of his best known
poem may, for the moment have slipped
you, But your heartis melted all the
game, and you feel it would have been a
churlish thing to go on your original
way, undmindful of the fact that—in
yonder grave & Druid lies,’ ”

THE GRAVE OF DAVIS

has few things of interest to stamp on
your memory. It is a little way from
the superintendent’s house, amid a nest
of common gravesgaudily decorated with
-uncommon tombstones, cut into by eulo-

ies that show the fine swoop of the

eltic imagination. And where will you
find it in all its fulness, other than in an

Irish graveyard? The Davis monument
is a shapeless lump of Irish sandstone as
thick and clumsy as & mill stone of ye
olden time. It covers the allotted grave
spacs,and much more making verdure as
scant as on a coral reef, There were no
flowers, nor green to soften the
harshness of the huge boulder. Getting
on my knees, by no means & comfortable
winter position, when the place is an
Irish cemetery, I scraped from out the
ill-shapen lettering the rank-green moss,
the only emblem of life that seemed to
vegetate in thia plot, and copied the prose
inscription which follows,

The bronzed-faced man smiled and
shook his hend. Head-shaking often de-
notes wisdom, and as for smiles, are they
not tolerated by the very pinks of polite-
ness. He might even laugh, give the
full blown flower of which asmile is the
bud, it mattered little. 1 had come to
the Druid’a grave and would read the
guide-post of his friends. Scratched
above the lettering was a woe-be-gone
artistic attempt to etch a Celtic cross and
then:

Them Also Which Steep in Jesus

In Loving Memory of
Charolette

“He Served His Counliry Aod Loved His
King,”

This last line came back to me with
the same sort of deliciousness as some
iong forgotten melody suddenly awaken-
ed to remembrance by the lute of a strol-
ling player. Yes, that same line I had
heard it was Davis’ own, and then eame
the sad thought that the friends who had
that befitting line on their heart beneath
the shrine of their bard, could have
buried him amid such mediocrity, and
have covered his gentle spiril with such
a massive stone, while in the same ceme-
tery there was a green hill-side,a flowery
daisy nook, shadowed with mnjestic
elms. Had they buried him there they
would have fulfilled his wishes, as s
known to his every reader. Relatives
are a queer set, and the worst of it, they
have the best of us when we are dead.
He may leave & hundred dying wishes,
a fig for them, when we are gone. The
strong Lhand of the Relative holds the
rains and governs,

THE TROT TO THE GRAVE,

Here is one of Davis’ dearest wishes.
[t was like the majority of such requests,
1aid on the table. If his land will be-
come emancipated from her long night
of bondage, in her freedom and quiel,
she may reopen the subject. The poet
asks a question, an old one if you will,
a common one, that now and then we all
ask, “Where shall they bury me?”
Your ordinary man would answer it by
going to the cemetery corporation and
buying so many feet of parched mother
earth and erecting upon it a comical
headstone representing a kind of winged
creature, dubbed an angel, that the
angels above, nor the demons down under
the sea would not fellowship with. If he
is u man of wealth he might preferGates
Ajar, Broken Shafts, Auchors, something
of a pagan flavor. Wealth runs to the
pagan in art, and as our cemeteries are
mere curiosity shops, it is right for every
man to mount and ride his hobby. Not
in this wise will the poet. He mounts
his Pegasus, and here are the hool-
prints:

*- On an Irish green hill-side,

On an opening lawn—but not too wide ;

For I love the drip of the wetted trees—

I love not the gales, but a gentle breeze,
Freshen thr turf—ﬁut no Lombﬂone there,
But green sods decked with dalsies falr;

Nor gods too deep, but so that Lhe dew,

The matted grass-roots may trickle through.
Be my epltaph writ on iny country’s mind,
He served hig conntry, and loved hils kind.”

The poem practically ends here, but
poels are prescient beings, and while he
revelled in the beauty of such & grave,
his mind had sad misgivings as to how
hie wishes would be carried out by the
living. These misgivings take body in
the couplet affixed to hir pretty little
poem :

st Oh ! ’twere merry unto the grave Lo go,

If one were sure 1o be burled so,”

Merry is the word. I have akeen
hankering after such a grave, but some
years since, during a will-contest I lost
all faith in my relatives as fit persous to
carry out adead man’s intention. To
agk forsuch agrave would bein the eyes
of the bench Solon lunacy, and what re-
lative, be he ever so pleasant, will care
to carry out a lunatic’s wish, Poor

Davis fared ill in Mount Jerome; might

he not have lain beueath the giant elm-
trees, with feen sods aud daisies sbove
bis manly heart. It is otherwise, and
with & last look at the grave of the
most loving nature: that Jreland has had
among her bards, covered with the ill.
shapen boulder, 1. hutton my big coat
and hasten to join Mickey.
“Poor weather lately,” said the
bronzed faced man, as he prepared to ac-
company me. 1shook my head. “A
good many of you Americans lately
come to have a peep at Davis' grave.
You know more about it than the
Dublin fulk. There's not ten in the city
that could locate it. Well, its going to
rain, Irish rain, a mean miserable kind.
It will come in drops for an hour, then
clear up; if you are a stranger, you will
leave f_'om: umbre!la at home—foolish,
once disarmed it changes its tune ana
comes down in bucketiuls. Come over
to my wigwam. You look like a journal-
ist, 1n fact you are, I saw you at Jury's
dining with a man that has been over
here writing letters on Irish questions
for three months. It’s wonderful that
you can listen to that everlasting Irish
question. Iatience, aye, you are noted
tor it. I am a Unionist, you are a Glad-
atone man, else Davis® grave would lhave
escaped your mnote-book. If yvou had
been here  few minntes sooner, 1 could
have shown you Davis' bLrother. He
comes hers otten, and although he has
wisely outgrown his brothes's beliefs he
Lrengures lii<genius. He baars a great
resemblance to the poet. Come to the
wigwam or else we will be submerged.”

THE INVITATION

was expressed in s0 hearty a manner
that to the wigwam we went. Some
men have a peculiar halit of {18 they
say in Ireland) nicknaming everything.
[t may have Leen a peculiarity of my
guide, 13 wigwam in this instance meant
a neatly furnished house, one room of
exceeding interest, from its choice cabi-
net ol rarities gathered in all the lands
that had bronzed his skin. He intro-
Jduces himself, and now that I know his
name, permit me to introduce him as
Major Gamble, Supt. of Mount Jerome.
Rarely huve I met a more pleasant man,
brimful of quaint lore and sparkling
Celtic wit. When I had partaken of his
hospitality and inspected his curios,
noting thie warmth of the man, I cast
aside all functionary restraint and asked
his opinion of Davis. It was frankly
given with other Davis matlers then
made known for the first time. He
considered Davis a rare genius, a poet
of no mean muake. *His work was left
unfinished, fragmentary, but from it we
could have a tolerable estimate of the
house the poet would have given us had
he lived. The loss of Davis was to be
deeply mourned by all clusses. He was
& man.” 1 was shown the statue of
Davis in front of the house, Its former
location was by the grave, but owing to
its perishable qualities it had been re-
moved to its presont more shaded posi-
tion. It shows the bard in a stiff con-
ventional pogition, and il some prints
shown to me in Dublin are to be taken
(as I believe they are by the poet's
triends) as a speaking likeness, then the
sculptor caught not in stone the features
of the founder of the Nation. Davis
had an extraordinary face; in the play
of thought it was positively beautiful,
The face in front of the Supt’s. house in
Mount Jerome is a very ordinary one,
You might look at it to doomsday with-
out gaining a single speck of the poet's
character,

[reland is not noted for erecting tributes
to her great men. The poor sculptor
may have had fame, but no bread, for
this piece of work. A few committees—
such things in Dublin ars as cammnion as
crows in a rookery—made loug-winded
speeches and passed serpentine resolu-
tions, pledging themselves, on behalf of
Davig' memory, Irish patriolism and
coming events, to rescue from the trus-
tees of Mount Jerome the statue and
give it o more fitting home in the Cor-
poration Hall. Despite this acrobatic
word display it stands there, and owing
to its decaying condilion and the
weather effects, may be in smash
by the time the dull corporation
bas found funds enough to pay
the original dett We hear a gr-at
amount of claptrap of the rever-
ence ot Irishmen for the memory of
Davis. Inthe capital of their country
they allow his only monument to perish
for the sake of a few pounds, It was
ever thus, a8 Grattan, O'Coumnell, etec.,

The history of his race passing through
his mind made that line fall from his
pen. It was growing dark, and the rain
fell in torrents, the wind swept through
the mighty elms, making them groan
human-like, and now and then a flash of
lightning made the tombstones like
ghosts arising from their gloomy haunta.

WHY ANQLICANS REMAIN ANCLICANS

Some Personal Experlences—Arguments
For and Agalinst the Tenets ot
the Anglican Bellef.

“ An ounce of practice,” according to
the proverbial expression which passes
current—more or less jnstly—for truth,
*“is worth a pound of theory.” It may,
and probably, wiil, be admitted that, on
this principle, = litftle personal experi-
ence is better than a great many skillul
hypothesis; innuy cage,such anassump-
tion, if it be nothing more, is & very
reasonable excuse for apparent egotism,
Further, since experience must, from the
natnre of things, vary considerably in
each individual instance, my personal
acquaintance with Anglicanism may,

nibly, present, at least some points of
Interest to those who, for whatever
reasons, are engaged in & study of this
difficult and much-vexed question.

That the Anglican is a herelic, is, to a
Catholic, a self-evident fact. The Greek
is & schismatic, cut ofl’ from the unity of
the Church Catholic; the Anglican is in
a more hopeless position still. Were it
possible to prove that ‘“ sell-evident fact”
controversy would be at an end. But
the opposite party, the man to be con-
vinced, does not, possibly, cannot, see it
in quite the sante light. He points, with
unquestionable good faith in the validity
of his argument, to the * Huly Eastern
Church,” as manifestly and undeniably
“Catholic” in doctrine and practice,
though separated for centuries from
* Rome.”

Here comes in a little bit of personal
experience, since it is only as applied to
some particunlar case that the controversy
becomes of practical interest. This ar-
gument was uzed agrinst me, not very
long ago, by an Anglican  priest,” of a
type hitherto newto me. Farbeit from
me to claim for mysell any special
ability to deal with such a discussion ;
it was only, as it were, one man against
another, the convert against the one who
had remained an Anglican. Tt is to Ais
side of the question that I wish to draw
attention.

“The Eastern Chureh 73, nndoubtedly,
rehismatic,” he admitted, “since nnion
with Rome is the normal condition of
the Church Catholic.” This was n most
unlooked for concession ; if so much
were granted, why not all the rest ¥ “If
normally, the Church is in union with
the See of St. Peter, then - the present
condition of affairs must be abnormal.”
Surely, I thonght, that is a legitimate
inference ; will he admit it to he s0?

“(Jettnin']y," he returned, “but a state of

schism is not, necessarily, a state of
heresy ; the Greek Chureh has remained
Catholic ; 80 alsn—in some mensure—has
the Anglican Church.”

The ehain of reasoning was—to me—a
veritable “petitis principii;” he had as-
serted as & fact the very mutter that re
mained to be proved. But he had taken
up a position which I found difficult to
attack ; others, doubtless, might have
been better fitted to dea! with him. How-
ever, a8 an example of what not only
one, but many Auglicans believe, and
yvet remain Anglicang, the line of argn-
ment is worthy of attentive study, Siill,
that claim to the title “Catholic” —even
in a modified and “almormal” sense—
offered, as it seemed to me, & point of
vantage to my line of advance.

“How can n chnureh be ‘Catholic’ ' T
replied, “whose ‘priests’ teach, with her
authority, the dactrines of the ‘Evangeli-
cal’ party 77 Again, he had an answer
ready which was perfectly satislnctory—
to himself—so far ns it weut. “How can
it mot be Catholic when so many men
teach and practice Catholic doctrines ? ”
So far, inasmuch as the “High Church”
—in England—outnumber the “Evan-
gelicals” the argnment was plausible.
* How can a Cafholic Church teach oppo-
sing and mutually-exclusive doctrines?”
Once more, there was a reply, suflicient,
a8 he, doubtless, considered it, “That is
the consequence of our abnormalstate of
schizsm.”

That such a course of “ Reisoing” is
utterly “ unreasonable” and itlugical is,
to & Catholic, another seli-evident fact,
needing no proof whatever, of the two
states, the “ normal econdition ” must, of
neceesity, be the better one, as compared
with the “abnormal,” if not. ahsolutely
and exclusively, the “right” one, a8
compared with the “wrong” one. More:
over, that &8 man—one of many—should
admit]so much, and yet remain an. An-

e e

glican, that is, confessedly, » member of
a schismatic communicn. seriously in-
fected with heresy, is utterly incompre-
hensible in itself. It argues, at first
sight, the “inconceivable ignorance” of
the well-known story, or elee insinserty,
and lack of good faith.

“If union with the See of Peter,” Ire-
plied, “is the normal condition of the
Church Catholic, is it not also the neces-
sary condition, seeing that the (*hurch,
like her Divine Head, must be perfect?”
Would thatline of argument prove his
argument fallacious? ~ “ It iz the ulti-
mate condition of the Churclr " was the
answer, ** even as it was her original con-
dition.” “ Why not her preseut and in-
variahle condition ?” I demanded. “That
[ cannot tell * he returned sadly,” it i3,
1 scppose a Divine chastisement tor our
many sins.”

Further than that, I esuld not press
him on the general issne. That he
shounld acknowledge the schism, and the
heresy of the “Church” which was evi-
dently dear to him, was more than could
have been expceted from him ; that he
should admit “ union with Rome” as the
“original,” the “normal” and the ulti-
mate condition of the Church Catholic”
and yet remain in & Communion which
had depaited, by his own adission, from
the orginal and normal condition of the
true Church, was simply incapable of
explanation,—as it would seem to any
Catholic. Aund yet, of his perfect good
faith there counld be no dou[uz whatever.

It becomes necessary to pass from the
general issue to the individual interest.
“If the Anglican Communion is schism-
atie,” I raid, *“ why do you remain in it?
You, who admit so much, why do you
not admit everything?’ His answer
will, possibly, help to a solution of the
difliculty, * Why do Anglicans remain
Anglicans 2”7 “ It is true that the reasons
difler, as they must do, in each individual
cage ; but if a man go so far and yet
stop short of the threshold of the True
Church, is it surprising that men who
du not go so far also remain where they
are?” ‘

“I cannot decide so vast a question
for myself,” he answered ; ¥ there is so
mnen to be said on both gides. 1 have
been led so far, and no further.” What
reply could be made to that? All the
nrguments of all the controversialists
might have been arrayed against him,
and hie would not have moved from his
position. The vastness of the issue
simply appailed him. It might be
moral cowardice ; e conld not scttle the
question for himself. God-—so he firnly
believed—had placed him where he was;
God Himself had led him “ 8o far, and no
further.,” With guidance, clear, dis-
tinct, unmistakeable, he literally could
uot take another step.

It was, surely, the proper f{rame of
mind; how could he make a choice
involving his eternal destiny without
being sure that he was right ? Therein
consists, for all Anglicans who are in
good faith, the principal obstacle to their
becoming Catholies. Their very good
faith—if it may be 80 expressed—keeps
them where they are. Is that a para-
dox? DPossibly, but, examined in the
light of the experience desecribed, it
will, 1 think, prove to be the simple
truth.

Let us try to realize the conditions,
mental, spiritual, hereditary, teaditional,
and even racial, that constitute the
the elements of the Anglican position,
The crder chozen is intentional ; each
“element ” is worthy of distinet and
close attention. The mental condition
of one—more or less—typical Anglican,
I have anlready attempted to depict;
it is, in brief, that of a man who
1s not, naturally logical, that is of =
man who does not, probably cannot,
pursue a theory to its logical conclusion ;
to whom a ** via medin ' appears more
true than cither * extremes.”

His spiritual condition is that of a man
wha is houestly convinced that what he
believes s the truth as God intended him
to know it ; that it is Catholic truth ; not,
necessarily, perfect and complete, but in
ihe measure and degrees in which God
has revealed it to him. Ifa ‘ priest’ he
sincerely believes that his ordination
made him “a priest of the Church of
God”; as a honest man, ke acls in aceord
ance with that belief. To such a man, to
the ‘priest especially, to quit ‘the
Church of his baptism ’ is, not only an
act of ‘disloyalty,’ it is little short of a
wilful disobedience to the ordinance of
God; an ‘impatient’ departure from
“the position in which God has placed

him.”

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HON, EDWAKD BLAKE. -

Last week we spuke of Mr. Blakes
great popularity as u speaker in England,
and we stated that still greater things
would be rxpreted from him in the near
future. We referred to the apeech that
we naturally expeeted he wonld make,
in the House of Commons, upon the
Home Ruie Bill. Pcrhars, as Canadians,
we might have bheen somewhat preju-
diced in Mr. Blake's favor, and as Irish
Home Rulers we might have over estim-
ated his powers; but, fortunately, the
member for South Longford surpassed
even our most sanguine expectations.
That he should be listened to with every
mark of respect in the Imperial House
everyone expected, but that he should
have stepped at one stride, into the fore-
most ranks of the debaters in that vast
assebly, is even more than, under the
circumstances, we dured hope. Yet such
is the case. A colonial statesman, a
member of Parliament in Canada, to
cross the Atlantic and take up a cause
that a few years ago was most unpopular
in the British House, to enter that vast
arena without a friend of his younger
days beside him, almost “ & stranger in
a steange land,” opposed to the policy of
the great aristocratic and autocratic
party of England, and to step upon the
threshold of his Imperial political career
with such a firm foot that, at once, he
is recognized by all parties as » leader of
men—to do all this is such a wonderful
thing that we know not how to charac-
terize it.

By what meaus are we to judge of the
effects produced upon the British public
by an address in the House of Commors?
Simply by the press, both Liberal and
Conservative, Home Rule and Anti-
Home Rule, and by the opinions of prc-
minent public men on either side. Let
us take a few extracts from the remarks
of the London press. We may ss well
commence with the Thunderer. The
Times, which is most decidedly anti-
Irish, could scarcely have a good word
for such a man is Mr. Blake, were it not
that his merit extorted it from that or
gan. Mr. Blake is no ordinary Home
Ruler; he is one who went out of his way
considerably to serve the cause; he left
his home and country, he severed all the
ties of profession, friendships, relatives
and the goal for which he had sacrificed
& goodly part of his life in order to cast
his Jot in with the people of Ireland. In
spite of all this the Times says; * Mr,
Blake's eifort was evidently the speech
of the one big man in the nationalist
party.” The bitter Evening News, not
being able to find any fault with Mr,
Blake's apeech, nor with his principles
and arguments, attempts to criticise his
delivery, and in go doing pays him a
great compliment. That organ says:
% Mr. Blake’s style of oratory is clerical,
and thera was about his speech an af-
fectation of elocutionary perfection that
tired his hearers.” On the heels of this—
the only piece of criticism—we find the
Chronicle saying : * There was a striking
fitness in the intervention of Mr. Blake
in the debale yesterday. He is a
coming leader and a distinct addition to
the debading power of the house.” Then
turning to the London Star we find this
remark: “ Mr. Blake’s speech in the
Home Rule debute was furcible and  ef-
fective” The Daily News says: Mr,
Blake's speech in reply to Joseph Cham-
berlain was an important contribution to
the debate and a great argument for
Home Rule.” In addition to these com-
ments we find Sir William Vernon Hur-
court, Chancellor of the Exchequer, say-
ing : “Mr. Blake’s speech was the best
ever uttered in Parliament on the subject
of Home Rule.”

To such an array of testimony we can
add but little. We elearly perceive now

that Canada will—through Mr. Blake—
have no small share in securing for lie-
land a fair and cquituble measure of
Home Rule. Weare anxiously await-
ing the full text of Mr. Blake’s apeech in
order togive it to our readers. Mesn-
while we can but wish him “ godspeed

AN APPEAL TO IRISHMEMN.

iaw, Lhey 1nvoke Lhe assistance of the House
vl Lords in pousiponing & wselllement.

ST. MALACHI'S PROPHECIES.

He Foretold Plus IX. aud Leo XIII.
YWhom Does He Mean by the Ignis
Ardens?

The prophecies of .\hlrmchi..fnratellin_g
or designating in short epigraRmmatic
{form the various Pontiffs that have fill-
ed the chair of Peter from his time down
tothe present, and wiil do so to the end
of the world, deserve more than & Dae
sing thaueht or consideration.  St. Ma-
laehi was horn in Armagh in the year
1094, and etudied in France, where he
became acquainted with St. Bernard,
who calls him an “Angeland a.P_ropheL.”
In 1189 he went to Rome. He died Nov.
2, 1149, at the age of 54.

a burning fire. Some say that (hese
words clenrly foregsbadow the eievatinn
of 1 Dominican to the Huly See, for the
Dnminican Order has fur its pictorial
representation a dog with a burning fice-
brand ir its month; and, by the way,
Crrdinal Zigliara is a Dominican.
Others have found some conncetion
between these words and certain gigns
on the coat of arms of Cardinal Gibbons;
while others sagain, since the arrival of
Archbishop Satolli in Awmerica, do not
hesitate to aflirm that the lightning flash
of his eye, the keen perception of his in-
tellect, the uncommon despatch of his
official duties, tipify him as the bearer of
the motto, ** Igms nrdens.”

According to St. Malachi there are to
be two anti-Popes out of the ten that are
to succeed Leo XI[II. The second anti-
Pupe is supposed to be represented by
Ds medietate lunae, or the eclipee of the
moon, which is overclouded by the
groater eclipse of the sun, after which
comes peace, typified by the olive, and
then Peter the Roman, or Peter the
Second, the Iast in the line of Popes,
begun by St. Peter, or Peter the First;
then the end of the world. It is a
sirange coincidence that the first sover-
sign of Rome was Romulus and the last
bore the same name. Peter was the
name of the first Pope of Rome, and
Peter is to be Lhe name of the laal,

Pastor angelicus, the fourth after the
present incumbent of the Papal throne,
is born, in fact was born in the 70’s, is to
be from Dalmalia, a Franciscan friar,
who will go about the streels of Rome
preaching bare-footed. This will go to
show that the reign of the intervening
Pontiffs will be short.

He
was consecrated in May 1868 in the
American college, Rome, by Cardinal
Russeh, Archbighop of Vienna.

The unusual incident of a Catholic
prelate being granted the courtesies of a
state institution to deliver a public ad-
dress, as was Bishop Watterson of
Columbus, 0., at the Ohio State Univer-
sity last Sunday, has been widely com-
mented on in educational circles, and
the favor with which it is viewed is a
healthy sign of the times.

It is not gemerally known, but it is the
fact, thatseveral Indian students are pre-
paring for the priesthood in some of our
western theological seminaries. There
are already a small numoper af Indian
Beredictine nuns in the far West, and
there i8 & prospect that their number will
goon be increased. There is also an In-
dian Catholic priest who is laboring
among the Indians of Western Canada.

Louis, who ia now awsiunz 1he coad-
jutor tbat the Holy See har determined
togive him. Archbishop Kenrick cele-
brated in 1891 the jubilee which the
Pope will observe on the 19th of this
month.

ROME, February 19.—At daybreak the peal-
ing ofchurch bellz announced the celebration
of the Pope's epircopal jubllee. By 4 o'cloek
thourands of ptlgrimer, tourists and cltirens
crowded before the doos of 81, Peter's, At 5
o’clock 1wo batiallons of infantry, infull uni-
form, weredrawn up before the cathearal, ko
a8 to be ready tohelp the 20 or more gen-
darmesn preserving order.

OUs pressure cuuRed by some 5,000 ticket
holders in their hopeless struggle to get. near
the doors, At 8 o’clock the cathedral doors
were opened and the furemost of the crowd
swept in. Wihin half an hour rhe great build-
ing was packed {0 the steps, Thirty thousand
pligrime and 25000 or 830,000 Catholiex from this
city gained admisston. No fewer than 40,000
persons, many of them ticke! holders, were
turned away by the military who cleared the
fpaces around (he bmlding 0 as to prevent dise
order when the services sturted,

The Pope entered the cathedrat at 9.45
o'clock, pale but emiting, and apparently In
somewhal hetter health than usunl. The
cathedral rang with tumuliuons cheering as
the Pope wus borne toward the altar. His
Hollness oMeiated at 1he special jubilee Mass,
intoniug the opening words of the Te Deum,
and giving his b'essing in a clear penetrating
volce. The Masses lasted uutit 10,45, bat ap-
parently did not fatigue His Holiness. Hee-
mained In the cathedral toriy.five minutes
after the celebrution and then proceeded to h's
apartmnents. The crowd dispersed slowly. At
noon must of them had gone, and & quarter of
an hour later the mtliiary withdrew. This
atterncon the Irirh pligrime attended kervice
in the chureli of Nt Sylvester, and were
blessed by Cardinal L.ogue. The Fuglish pil-
grims at St. George’s recelved the blessing
from Cardinsl Vaughan.

A PAGE OF HISTORY.

Interosting RRelles of the Franciscans
of Callfornin.

There is an aucient and & modern his-
tory of Culifornin. The Iatter dates from
the discovery of gold by Marshal at
Sattus' Mill, January 18, 1818, and the
former commenced when that sturdy
Francisean Friar, Father Junipers Serra,
estabiished the firslk mission at San Diego,
July 1769, and thus Iaid the corner-stone
of civilization in California. Father
Junipers Serra founded mnot Icgs than
thirteen missions before he died in 1784

These missions, together will several
others fonnded by the Franciscan Friues
alter the death of Father Junipers Serra,
extended along the Pacitic Const from
San Diego to San Franeisco, and have
played an important part jn the civiliza-
tion and government of Mexican Cali-
fornia.  They were the seats of learning,
the argicnltneal contre, snd in o measure
the pawire of the missicn ruled the coun-
try for miles around,  With the estab-
Tishment of & migsion eu'tivation of the
soil was begnn, for each mission had to
be self-snpporting.

In the selection of a site for a new
isaion Father Junipero Seara used rare
good judgment. The Iands in every in-
stance were the most fertile, best wat-
ered, and the niost picturesqne within a
day’s journey. ‘The okl niission at San
Diegro is situated In & beautiful valley a
few miles north of the present city.
Only the walls are standing, and the
chief object of interest to the tourist is
the old bells, which huve been removed
from the mission town, and now hangon
a low framework close beside a new
chapel and school-house.

Abont twenty miles north of San
Diego we come to the Mission San Juan
Capistrano. This mission was almost
entirely destroyed hy an earthquake
during divine service in 1812. Many
lives were lost, but the church records
do not give the number. Portions of
the mission were rebuilt, but not equal
to its former grandeur. It is still oceu-
pied by an old padre, whose piincipal
duties now are the singing of chants,
and the daily ringing of the old bells.
Of these there are five, and being com-
posed of five per cent. silver they have a
rich tone that has made them famous.
This mission wns once quiet renowned
for its schonl, and at one time several
bundred Mexican Indians and white
children daily answered its roll-call.

One of the most interesting of all the
old missions is one at Santa Barbara.
Although it was founded as long ago as
December, 1786, it is the best looking
mission church in the State, and the only
one in which there still meditates a
Franciscan Friar, with a shaven head,
and hood and gown. This grand old
structure will compare with Airla and

San Sebastian. Its bells came from

Spain, and are composed of equal parts

of copper and silver taken from Mexico,
For more than a hundred years these
sweet-sounding bells have miogled their
morning melodies with those of the
linnet and the thrush.

Some twenty friars livein the building,
which accounts for the good state of the
mission. In fact it has undergone so
many repairs that the building is to some
extent a modern structure. The main
body of the church is 200 feet long and
40 feet wide. In a wing 130 feet long
and 33 fect wide live the twenty remain-
ing members of the community of Fran-
ciscan Friars.

A feature of the mission is its exten-
sive garden, wherein flourishes what is
said to be the largest grape vine in the
world. Its trunk measures 31 inches in
circumference, its branches are trained
over an arbor 75 feet square,and it bears
on a yearly average over four and a half
tons of grapes. [t hias been known to
yield n crop of six tons in & single
season,

It is a curious law of the Franciscan
Friars, and most religionsly ndhered to,
that no woman shall be allowed to enter
this garden. The only occasion when
this rule has been knowingly violated,
with the permission of the Franeciscan
Friars, was in favor of the Frincess
Louise at the time of her visit to the
Pacilic Coast a few years ago.

Probably the most interesting of the
old missions, from an historic stand-
point, is the Mission of San Carmelo, or
Carniel, as it is commonly called. It
was founded in 1770 by Father Junipero
Serra.

It is there Padre Serra miade his home,
and there be is buried in the sanctunry
[ronting the “ Altar of Qur Lady of the
Seven Dolours.”

It is there that may be seen the last
resting-places of several priests,, who
were co-workers with Padre Serra, and
tifteen governors of Californin when it
was subject to Mexico.

During the month of August in the
year 1889, Senntor and Mrs. Leland Stan-
ford spent some weeks at Monterez. In
their drives about the old miesion
they used to pass the rough, woouden
cross that marks the landing-place of
Futher Junipero Serra. Mrs. Stanford
conceived the idea of erecting a suit-
able monnment to the memory of the
pioneer missionary. It is ten feet high,
and represents the friar, clothed in the
habit-of his Order, ay stepping {rom an
Indian canoe, in which is o large cross,
and the planting of which wus always
the first step in the founding of a new
mission. The features of the face are
reprodnced from long-preserved pnint-
ings. One hund is raised us though giv-
ing u blessing, and in the other is a small
upliited cross.

On one side nt the base of the monu-
ment is thig inscription :—

'This monument was erected i 1591, by Jane L,
stantord, in memory of Father Junipero
Serra, 2 philunthropist seeking the wel-
far¢ of the humblest, a hero daring
aud ready Lo sacrifiee himselif for
thie goad ol his fellow-beings, w
mithtul servant of his
Master,

On the other side of the base is this
quotation from the Holy Scriptures : —
“Asthe Lord liveth, even what my God salth,

that will I speak.”

Another interesting old mission that is
yet in a fair state of preservatior, is the
San Buenaventura, founded by Father
Junipero Serra, in March, 17582. This old
chureh is 150 feet long and 35 feet wiide.
The walls are six feet thick, built of
twelve bricks two-thirds the way up and
topped with & dome. On June7, 1857, the
church was bandly wrecked by an earth-
quake. The building was repaired and a
shingle roof took the place of the old tile
one. The interior of the churcn-is spa-
cions and attractive, several of the paint-
ings being quite valuable. The altar
stands as originally built, and apparently
in as pood condition as it was one hun-
dred years ago. o

It is curious and almost surprisingly
atrange that none of the numerous rich
societies of Califoroin, have so far taken
any steps to preserve these old missions
or their interesiing and historical relies.
The mission of Santa Barbara is now the
only one yet in possession of the Order
that founded it—the Franciscan Friars.—

THE FAILURE OF DPROTESTANTISH.

Protestantism is falling to pieces,
where the State does not give it active
support, it seems struck with some futal
disease, which undermines its constitu-

tion and soon leaves it struggling with
endless divisions and controverses. It is
an admitted fact that Protestantisn does
not reach the multitude and the poor ;

Again and again bave newspapers and
churches thernselveasent outenumerators
to count the attendance of wormshippers
inthe churches on Sundays. Asn result
they have found that at the Catholic
churches Masses were being celebrated
every hour or every half hour from five
to eight, tonine, or even ten in the morn-
ing, at which hour generally commenced
Solemin High Mass. To the amazement
of all except Catholics it has been shown
that at all these Masses the Catholic
charches were crowded with devout

worshippers, men and ‘women, old and!

young, rich and poor. To Catholics this
is not surprising ; there is an obligation
binding upon the conseiences of all Ca-
tholics to attend Mass on Sunday, an
obligation from which only the gravest
cause can excase, and Catholics know
that to fail in that is to sin grieviously
and be untrue Lo their religion.

Now, as & general rule, Catholics wish
to be and endeavor to be fnithful to their
religion, so they make of Sunday, not a
sabbiith of gloom and despair, ag Presby-
terians, nor a day of pleasure and riot
like infidels, but a day of praver and
rest; they at least attemd Mass in the
morning, and though not under cbliga-
tion to do so, they assist in great num-
ber at Vespers and Benediction in the
afternoon or evening, and during the
rest of the day they take such pleasure
as may be enjoyed in a quiet, happy
wily, innocent pleasures in which all
participate, mnierry family meetings,
making indeed of Sunday a day of
prayer, of rest, and of recrention, show-
ing that the sabbath was made fur man,
awd not man for the sabbath,

Meanwhile what do the enumerators
find in the Protestant churches? Gener-
ally only one morning service, at which
the attendance is very select and gen-
teel but not numerous, an alternoon

service distinguishesl also by like Inck of.

members and abundance of gentility;
no where do they lind the crowds that
throng the Catholic churches, no where
the poor kuneeling side by side with the
rich. It is fully proven and universally
admitted that the proportion of chnrch
attendnnce among Protestunts is nothing
compared to Catholics.

Why is this? Because Protestantism
has lost its hold upon the world.  Error
may for a time proper, but it cannot last.
Protestantism is to-day repeating the his-
tory of Arianism. In its time that
heresy overspread Europe, Asia and
Africa; in proportion to the extent of
the then known world Arianism had
spread as much as Trotestantism, it had
subjugated whole nations, it had the sup-
port of Kings und Trinces, and was as
proud and arrogant as Protestantism in
its claim for liberslity, piety, wisdom
and knowledge, and yct its doom cae,
the doom of all beresy, Death. Its ad-
herents gave it up, many of them em-
bracing Catholicity, many others fulling
away altogether from all Christinn prac-
tice, and Arlanism which once overran
80 many nations 18 now only spoken of
by all alike, Catholics and Protestants,
as a vast beresy which desolated the
world ; so 1t is with Protestantism, it hag
lost its hold npon the people, they are
wandering away from it, some are re-
turning to Catholicity, sonme are going
over to arrogant, sneering, blasphenous
infidelity, many are joining-the ranks of
respectful Agnosticism. Sincere Agnos-
tics are seeking for the trnth, but the
basis of trath being lost to them they
cannot easily find it, yet having no hat-
red of truth, being above prejudices,
with no preconceived ideas, the Agnos-
tics, certainly a great number, are on
the way to the truth, and as such are
deserving of our respeet -and sympathy.

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CAPITAL PUNISHMENT.

There has of late been considerable
talk, especially in a section of the
American press, upon the subject of
capital punishment. Numerous are the
argaments employed both for and
againet this mode of punishing the most
horrible of all crimes, that of murder.
It has been the custom in every age and
in almost every land to demand, in the
name of human justice, a life for a life.
It has been sanctioned not only by cus-
tom, but by the approval of the great
legal, social and religious authorities of
the mouet powerful and civilized lands.
‘The principal object of such a means of
atttining the ends of justice and of satis-
fying the law, ia the checking of crime
through the fear of death that is ever
thus held before the culprit or the would
be criminal. The ressoning in favor of
the establishment and eontinuation of
this execution of men guilty of the
blaod of others is strong and universally
adopted. Withaut wishing to enter into
the details of the discussion, we feel in-
clined tn express sume of the reasone
that force ns to hold eapital punishment
in abhorrence.

In the first place, we doubt very much
if ever the hanging of one murderer pre-
veuted annther one from performing his
wicked deed, when the fit of passion
swept over his soul and his bruta] in-
stincis were so aroused that they dead-
ened every other thought save that of
accomplishing s fell purpose. Neitber
in the case of sudden outbursts of passion,
nor in the cooler and more diabolical
study of the different ways whereby he
may reach his victim, has ever the
picture of the gallows arisen before the
mind of the one who is bent upon taking
human life. The yvung blackguard with
his pocket revolver, which he is prepared
to draw In every bar-room or at every
gambling table, the excited creature
laboring under the lash and torture of
some supposed or real injury that cannot
be supported any longer, or the Neil
Cream carefully studying out his work
and putting it into execution upon his
unsuspecting victims, never once pause
to reflect upon the consequences, if dis-
covery should follow the deed. Or if, for
a moment, any of these should catcha
glimpseof thedistant ropeand hangman,
it would be simply to shrug the should-
ers and trust to luck with the hope and
even semi-nssurance of never being de-
tected ; the same feeling that all men
have about death, in another way,
although they know it is certain they
hope on to the very end that it will not,
come tothem. Had capital punishment,
the desired effect in that direction thc

argument would be a very strong one;
but facts prove that it is 8o far a failure
in as far as it might be & preventative of
crime through fear.

Taking it from a higher standpoint, we
fail to see any justification at all in such
a mode of punishment or rather ven-
geance. * Vengeance is mine, saith the
Lord,” and it belonge not to man. Youn
may argue that it is not the individual
man that takes the life of the eriminal,
but human law and human justice.
Granted! Yet there is no human law
that is inspired or that is perfect, and no
human tribunal that is infallible. There-
fore no human organization, any more
than any individaal man, can be posi-
tively certain that it is right when it
condemns and executes a human being.
*“ Thou sbalt not kill,” is & command of
God ; it was thundered from Sinaj, and
it stands there upon the decsalugue 1n all
its unqualified sternness. God did not
gay, * Thou shalt not kill, except in the
case of the murderer.” There is no ex-
ception 1o that law; and there is no
excuse imaginable, real or otherwise, that
can justify murder or the taking of
& human life. Only in & case of self-
defence may you slay—us you would s
lion in a similar position—the one about
to destroy your own life. But no man,
and no body of men have a right from
God to deprive a human being of life, to
sever the knot that binde the soul and
body together. Reason it as you may, it
is impoesible for you to show that any
human tribunal is infallible; and if so
no human tribunal can be absolutely
positive of any case, especially in cases
of circumstantial evidence; therefore
the human tribunal is taking upon itself
to kill—which God forbid to man-—and
to destroy what it can xever repair, to do
what it can never undo. No human or
ganization has aright from heaven to
perform an act that it cannot revoke.

On this poiut we may say that no
matter how conclusive the evidence
against & man, there is always room for
a doubt (seeing the fallibility of all
human evidence) as to the justice of the
sentence. Numberless cases could we
cite wherein the most convincing proof
of guilt was produced, and in which,
long afier execution, it was discovered
that an innocent man had perished.
Were the tribunal to have condemned
that man to perpetoal imprisonment,
with hard labor, isclaticn, and even
lashes, when the error was discovered the
same power could have restored him to
liberty ; but having sent him to the
grave, that human tribunal was unable
to recall his soul to reanimate his body,
it was impotent to give back what it had
wrongfully taken away. Our legislature
may pass & law, bot if that law hecomes
inoperative or dangerous the same legis-
lature can amend or repeal it. All this
is within the province of fallible and
finite man; but we cannot recognize,
under any circumstances, a fallible and
finite being——or number of being—
usurping the great prerogative of an in-
fallible and infinite God. God gave the
life to his creature, and He alone has the
right to take it away, and He Jaid down
a law for all human creatures, a law that
admits of no qualification, no quibbling,
no exception—* thou shalt not kill.”

But we hear some revive the olden law
of the Mosaic dispensation, ‘ an eye for
an eye, and a tooth for a tooth.” That
law does not say “a life {ur a life,” nor is
it to be taken in its literal accepiation:
It means that what we take from others,
even though it be as precions as the eye
or the touth, must be returned in kind, if
posaible. Itdoes not mean that if a man
should gouge your eye out that you are
to appeal to a tribunal—or worse still,

have ane of his eyes put out; it don’t

take the law in your own hands—and

mean that if a pereon knocked out n
couple of your teeth that the court should
condemn the guilty one to have two of
his teeth taken out of his jaw. In such
cases the tribunal will punish that man
by imprisonment, by bard labor, andZby
the other means which the law permits
of, both as a chastisement for his crime
and as & safeguard fur society against
him. So in the case of murder; no law
of God ever dictated the barbaric prin-
ciple of & “life for a life,” for if it did
that law would be a direct contradiction
of the general one forbidding man, under
all circumatances, to kill.

Again, we talk of our civilization and
its refinement, it appears to us—in this
particular case—that it is the refinement
of barbariam that we enjoy. It matters
little how the sentence is executed, it
eventually resolves itself into the taking
of & human life by beings liable to errar,
and destroying what they cannot rebuild
by creatuses that have no positive cer-
tainty of the justice of theiract. There
may be degrees of barbarism in the mode
of execuiion, but the result is ever the
game. The murderer is killed by the
law, and the world rolls on as ever, the
judges, the juries, the sheriffs and hang-
men, in & very very short time, go down
to the grave, and the human race con-
tinues on, and murders ure yearly in-
creasing in number. It might be the
axe of Henry and Elizabeth, the guil-
lotine of Robespierre, the ropeat Tyburn,
or the electric battery at Auburn, still
the result is simply that a sou! has been
separated, vicleatly, through the instru-
mentality of man, from the body that
God gave it, and neither the axe, nor the
guillotine, nor the rope, nor the battery
can bring back that soul, the moment an
error in the cade i discovered or that by
positive evidence the innocence of the
victim has been established. In thus
giving our honest opinion upon the ques
tion of capital punishment we desire to

‘extend our reasoning far more strongly

in the direction of the individual who
commits the horrible act of taking a
human life. Forif thelaw, “ thou shalt
not kill,” applies, in our mind, to the in-
stitution called a hnman tribunal, much
more so does it apply to the creature
who violates it without even the semb-
lance of an excuse. Moreuver, we be-
lieve that life-long confinement, solitary,
and yet with hard labor, would be & much
more effective means, and certainly »
less barbaric and fashionable one, of
checking the fearful increase of that
most awiul of all .crimes, the crime of
murder.

It 15 PROPOSED to give the Canadians
Thursday, 3rd August next, as a day for
national gamesat the Chicago World's
Fair. A meeting was held last week in
the Great Norther Hotel for the pur-
puse of organizing for the occasion. It
was pointed out thit Canada’s champion

Goldwin Smith—that our opinions upon
the subject of his sel-imposed mission,
and our ideas with regard to his ecoen-
tricities und zig-zag literary, social and
political movements, are pretly well
known to our readers. It is not to cither
attack the “learned master of Euglish,”
nor t “abuse him,” as we have been ac-
cused of doing, that we place his name
at the head of this editorial. 1t does not
matter one straw to Mr. Smith what we
think about himsell, nor does it matter
u pin to us whether he ever reads our
articles or not: but it does concern our
reiens to know something about this
unnexation idea whichk has, by some
strange freak of natwme, got into lus large
head and is plaving havoe with all the
rational creatures ol hix fertile bran.

‘The versatile journalist wus found available,
and declared himself convinced of the justice
of the Continental Tnlon of Canada cuuse,
whereupon the Union adjourued to the cellar
of the tirange and were secretly made offleers,
It was understood that to keep down expensvs
the United States sbhould be nnde 10 pay for s
educatiou, nud the ex-adilor’s arguments were
therefore sold to New York and other journala,
This was regarded as a bri)liant scheine, and
left Mr. Smith free 1o cooduct his campalgn
with proper deliberation. It would notbe a
diznitied proceeding for the fulure Senator
from Ountario to o about peddling other
people’s territory. This Mr. dmith was under-
stood to declare firmly.”

It would spail the account of this great
organization and its impressive history,
were we not to give the following para-

graph from the same letter:

“ The fourth member of the Canadian Con-
tinenta) UUnton was until recently an oflicer o!
the Ontario Government. He resented the
brutal orders of )k chtel, who wished him 1o
atfend to the business he was paid tor dotng,
gave up hix job, and becamo an enthusiastic
annexationist. The fifLh and last member s &
mysierious personage. Nobody has seen him,
nobody knows bis name Flippant Torles stale
that he 1s the Mr. Hyde of Mr. Farrer, Rnd
thal the last varaed draws the salary of both.”

Such ‘is a somewhat humerous but
none the less truthful account of the
origin and history of the promoters. of
this annexation farce. Decidedly too
much importance is attached to the ut-
terances of such literary knights errant
a8 Smith and Farrer. Never perhups did
any man strike the nail on the bhend
more exactly than Mr. Robinson, when

he writes that :

¢« These gentlemen are the annexation move-
mentin Canada, and while it s both eruel and
superfiuous to Interfere with them, it will be
as waell for editors nol to confound them with
real Catodians, There 1s not Lo-day, nor has
there been in lLwenty years, one promtuent re.
putable Canadisn statesman who has advoca-
ted annexation.”

Mark the wordg, not one ‘ prominent
reputable Canadian statesman ;" not even
the future “senator for Ontario,” nor the
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most advanced commercial uniouist.
Some may have desired that ultimate
result, but none have dared prociaim that
desire to vne public; and that fact alone
is sufficient to prove that they know s
well the hallowness of the cry and the
universal Canulinn opposition to its me-
thinds and object, that they dare not
brave the upinion of & whole country by
admitting their faith in annexation. We
are told that one man—{cunt Mercier—
has spoken emphatically in favor of
annexation ; but, after hia fiasco on the
public stage no one will call him either a
“promioent’ or & “reputable statesman ;"
in fact he seems Lo occupy & place not
unlike that which, in the following ex-
tract, is ascribed to Goldwin Smith, at
leaat in as far ax bis ramblings and insta-
bility are concerned. On two or three
occasions we referred to Mr. Smith asa
literary adventurer who was disappointed
st home and abroad, and whose extraor-
dinary egotiem has led him into morethan
one foolish act, especially when he allows
his vanity to be worked upon by men
who know how to manipulate fulsome
praise, with a view to making a dupe of
the one they intend to use. In all that
we have ever read concerning the learned
professor, nothing has ever surpassed in
exactners these words of the keen and
observing writer of the letter above re-
ferred to. He writes ;

“This Mr. Goldwin 8mith might know )f he
would; but he is a recluse, almost without
human s7mopathles, whodoes not make friends.
He ix, therefore, at the nercy of his aberra-
nions and any upscrupulons adventurer who
knows his vanity. His adoption of the annexa-
tion ery is balled with laughter by Canadians,
for his name has never been associated with a
suecersfu] movement, political or soclal. His
uf-lrnenc temperament, soured by the sucees-
s{ve cold-shonlderinga he has received in Eug-
land, inthe United States and in Canada, has
made him extremely pessimtstic, and he has
become a man of abiding discontent as well ax
& man of nocountry. 1 defy him to produoce
evidenoa of the truth of his statement that
Canada to-day favors annexattion to the United
Hiates. It s entirely untrue.’

The fact that Canadians do not seek,
nor do they want annexation, by no
means suggesls the idea of antagonsim
toward the United States, Becaune a
man'’s neighbor does not find it conve
nient or suitable to his interests to enter
into a partnership with him does not ne-
cessitale an enmity existing between
them. In fact they may be all the bet-
ter [riends for keeping apart, and each
one minding his own business, pursuing
his own course according to his cwn pe-
culiar desires and methods. Nor does
the abzence of an annexation desire point
in any way tu an absence of admiration
for American institutions and & faith in
the grand future of the great Republic.
It gimjly means that Canadians, aa a
people, lind that their own conslitution,
institutions, methods of working out
their destiny and aspirations are more in
accordance with the requiroments of
Canada than would be those of our neigh-
bora, 1n a like manner can the honest
American argue, for decidedly, after one
hundred and some odd years of a repub-
lican furm of government, witn the ex-
perience of the giant strides made by the
country, no reasonable American would
for a moment dream of changing their
constitution or of living under any other
flag than that of the stars and stripes.
* American institutions, customs and man-
ners are most suitable to the progress of
the flourishing Republic; in a similar
way, Canadian institutions, customs and
manners are best adapted to the needs
and tbe future of Canada.

LFO. XIIt.

Sunday the 19th February, was the
fiftieth anniversary of the episcopal con-
secration of the Soveresign FPontifl Leo.
XIIL. Although this is the jubilee year,
und is enpecially dedicated to the joyous
duty of celehrating the Golden Wedding
of the Holy Father, still the particular
day upon which the future Pope became
Archbishop of Damietts is the one of
the greatest importance. It is the duty
of every [sithful child of the Church,
oot only to rejoioe with the Viear of
Christ upon such an exceptional occa-
sion, but to pray fervently for the iuten-
tions of the Holy Father.

What an extraordinary man | what a
wonderful career ! Let us pause for a
moment in presence of this venerable
figure, the sublimest that rises out of the
great plane of the nineteenth century.
When young Pecci was born the world
was in & state of turmoil, it was zhaken
by the iron hand of the greatest jrudigy
of genius that the human race hLad as
yet ever gazed upon. While in the
hamlet of Carpineto, on the 2d March,
1810, the wife of Count Pecci presented
him with a son, and the neighbors for
miles around were expressing their con-
gratulations, the eagles of the conquer-
ing Comnvican were * flying from apire to
spire until they rested on the towers of
Notre Dame.” The nations of Europe
were trembling in presence of that ap-
parently invincible character ; already
had he crushed every opponent: Wayzant,
Austerlitz and Jepa were talismanic
battle-cries cheering on the conqueror
to seeming immortality and omnipotence.
But sirange to say that the last hour of
DLis triumph and the first of his decline
was Lbat in which he struck at the ven-
erable hiead of our religion and dared to
raise the immortal eross amidet his
perishable trophies. He dragged the
venerable Pius VII trom his Roman See
and carried him prisoner into France.
It seemed as though the fate of the
Church was sealed : that Napoleou waa
the *fiery horsemsan,” foretold in the

Apocalypse; that he wss raised
up expressly to destroy the power
of Christ's Vicar on  earth ; that

no power existed that could check
his mad career; and that the ruios of
the Vatican and the Church of Rome
would soon be heaped upon the debris
of the Casars’ palaces and the shattered
grandeur of the pagsn temples.

“ But Providence was neither dead nor
sleeping. It mattered not that impiety
seemed to progper, that victory panted
after those ensanguined banners, that
his insatiate eagle as he soared against
the sun seemed to replume his strength
and renew his vision, it was only fora
time, and in the very banquet of his
triumph the Almighty’s veugeance
bluzed upon the wall, and the diadem
fell from the brow of the idolater.” At
that very period, and in the midst of all
the darkness that surrounded the See of
St. Peter, * the light from heaven” was
quietly appearing upon the horizon of
the future. A meleor arose in the town
of Carpineto that was destined to flash
across the daikness of our sphere, to
shed its glories upon the last halt of this
eventful century, and, after its ever up-
ward flight, to finally seltle over the
tbrone of Peter, and thence to chase
away the clouds of uncertainty and
peril.

The hero of a hundred battles has
long since bent before the whirlwind of
human and Divine vengeance upon the
slopes of Waterloo; he has occupied
that lonely island with ite etill lonelier
grave in the far off Atlantic; his ashes
have mouldered beneath the gold dome
of the Invalides, and. all that remains of
his power and glory are a few tattered

flags that droop above & poor remnant
of martality. The Church has long aince
emerged triumphantly jrom the fiery
furnace. The word of Christ has been
made good, for He hus bren with His
Church ar He bad promised. The tyrant
that chained His Vicur 1w no mure, nor
are any of his works to be seen, while
the successor of that venerable Pontitl
is tu-day looked upon by all France, and
by the whole world. #s the great arhiter
of her destiny amd the assurance of
future greatness and peace to the other
nationa, )

Thirjy-three years after his hirth, on
the 17th February, 1343, young Pecei,
the brilliant and promising ecclesiastic
was consecrated Archbishop of Damietta.
From that day forward his extraordinary
public life commenced, alife that we can-
not poesibly touch on in detail, so decp
and 50 varied has its current been. As
poet, philosopher and theologinn he had
already made his mark, but half a cen-
tury was reserved for him, in which he
was to atlgin the highest point in the
art of diplomacy, and to reach the very
acme of statesmanship. From the day
os his consecration he made three giant
strides forward and upward. At each
stride he appeared more and more con-
spicucusly before the eycs of an aston-
ishied world. The first event folluwing
his consecration occurred on the 10th
January, 1846, when he was transferred
¢ the See of Perugia. The second move
took place ten years after his conrecra-
tion, when on the 18th Decembier, 1853,
he was proclaimed Cardinal by the ven-
erable Pins [X,, of immaortal and sacred
memory. The third and final step was
taken on the 20th February, 1878, when
he was elected Pope and miccessur to the
gloricua old man, the martyrhved vie-
tim of the buisterous period just passed.
On the 3rd March, 1878, Cardinal Pecct
received the tiara and grasped for the
first time the helm of the bark of Peter.

With a vigorous and ekillful hand he
seized upon that lever wherewith the
auccessors of St. Peter during eighteen
centuries and more had guided the
aacied vessel upon the tempest-lashed
ocean of time. In his sixty-eighth year,
yet powerful mentally as well as phyei-
cally, he commenced the stupendous
work of steering that Divinely-built
ship over the breakers, past the quick-
sands, through the shoals that were in
her track, and to guide her into a haven
He had expericneed the
sorrows of that perivil when infidelity
swept over Burope, when Pius IX. sul-
fered iraprisonment, exile and every de-
gradation that could be heaped upon
him by his encmies. Yecci had been
schooled in the university of tribulation
and warfare; he bhad graduated after be-
holding all the terrors of 1848, of 18GS,
and of 1870. He came upon the throne
with a full knowledge and apprecintion
of the situation; he could not be de-
ceived by the most subtle of hypucrites
nor frightened by the most menacing of
blaspbemers. He knew the workings of
the societies, he had seen them in all
their worst aspects, he heheld the eflects
of the socialism, communism, and ramp-
ant infidelity of the world. His master
mind had long grasped the situation, his
eagle eye had detected every phase, even
the most minute, of the great problems
of the day and he at once set tu work to
change the face of the political and
social world. He had studied deeply,
and on emerging from his contemplation
into the field of action, he gaw that the
greatl secret societies of our day were the
enemies of every nationzl and social
stability, and he concluded that the vital
question of the hour was that of Labor
and Capital—the rights and privileges of
both and the duties and obligations that
they owe to each other. And in those

most wonderful eucyclical letlers, that
have attracted the attention of the most
udvanced thinkems and the greatest
statesien of our age, Leo X111 has car-
ried inta practice the idea that he had
long conceived, and has done more for
the benetit of ourage and of the humaun
race than any other man living, or pet-
haps, that ever Jdid live—taking, of
course, into consideration the very few
years he has had at hia disposal and the
advanced age at which he ascended the
thrune.

{t is the golden jubilee of that grand
charncter, that wonderiul Poutifl, that
Venernble Father of the Faithful that we
celebrate this year. True it is that Leo
XIIL is a captive, that he is despoiled of
bis rightful possessions, that he looks out
from the Vatican upon bis enenties, who
#lance back their hatred for his pity; but
away beyond the seven hitls, beyond the
brown Tiber. heyend the purpleslopes of
Albano, beyond the Papal States, beyond
the limits that human hands have de-
~cribed fur carthly potentates, the Viear
of Cirist looks upon the world, and with
telescopie vision takes in the funthest
poiats of earth upon which the eross of
Curistinnity has been planted, and with
microecopic  sight  detects the  nost
minute detiiis of every question, poli
tival social, ~cientilic or religious that
interests the world of Catholicity, It is
hefore that venerable ligure that we bow
to-day, amd  thanking God for having
given tu the Churelr ruch s prince, a
stutesmian. & saint, we juin in that uni-
veral chortis of jubilation, which, arising
from all lands, ascemds to the throne of
St Peters successor, and blending with
angelic hymns, that the frontier hosts uf
heaven entone, reverberates through the
aisies of Christendom up to the chancel
wherethe Holy Futher —under thesnows
of his eghty-three years—liatens with
joy and smiles his benedictions - the
burden of that chiorus s

“Te Deum, landamus,
Te Dominum, confitemur.”

-To clean brass lixtures b them with
slices of lemou, then wash in hot water.

CARDINAL GIBBONS TO THE POPE.

His Earnest Letter to the Sovereizn
PPont!ff on the School Question
Writien & Year Axzo.

The following is a translation of & let-
ter written in French by IHis Eminence
Cardinal Gibbons, Archibishop of Balti.
more, to His Holiness Pope Leo XIII.:

Most Holy Fuother :—Vgr, O’Connell,
Rector of the American College, writes
that Your Holiness wishes me to make
n detniled report of what was done at
the meeting of the Archbishops of St.
Rouis, on the occasion of Mgr. Ken-
rick’s Episcopal Jubilee, in reference to
the schools at Faribault and Stillwater.

Your Holiness manifests such con-
stant solicitude for our diocese, and such
a skilled undemtanding of the sitnation
of the Church in the United States, thut
I am always glad of the ocensions which
offer Lo give usesul information to you ;
and [ hope that what I shall say may
enable you to compreheml fully the con-
duct of Myr. Irelaud in the matter of the
two schoots,

In beginning, your Holiness will per-
mit me to recall to your mind the letter
which I had the honor of sending to you
Inst year on the subject of the wddress
delivered at St. Paul by Archbishop
Ireland before the School Commission,
on the presionate attacks upon the ad-
dress, amd on the matives inspiring them.
The schools at Faribault and  stillwater
have been attacked with no less venom
and pasaion, and for the same causes.
Further, when we were met at St. Louis,
it was the wish of all the Archbishops to
obtain an explanation of what had been
done ; and, at my request, Mgr. Ireland
made an explanation with s simplicity
and frankness worthy of his high posi-
tion and noble character. He went so
far as to sy that he was “ happy to sub-
mit hig action to the cosniznnce of his
collengues, and was reauly Lo retrace his
steps if they thought that he had passed
the limits of right or prudence.”

This is the agrecment between Mgr,
Ireland and the School Commissions of
Faribault amd of Stillwater, and  this is
what has been done :

I.—The schoo!l buildings remain the
property of the parish. They are lcased
to the School Commissioners during the
schaol haues only 5 that is, from 9 XML
to 3 P.M. OQutside of these hours they
wre at Lthe sole disposal of the parish;
the pastor and the Sisters who teach eun
hold in ihem such exereises as they deem
proper. 'The leuse is fur one year only
at the end of the year the Archbishop
muy renew the lease or resie the ex-
clusive control of the buildings.

I1.—The teachers must hold diplomas
from the State, and the progress of the
pupils is determined, as to the various
branches of profanc learning, by period-
ical examiuations held in conformity
with official requirements. The cluss
rooms have bheen furnished and are kept
by the School Commission, aud the Sis
ters are paid Lthe same salariesas are paid
to the ordinary teacher.

HI.—During school hours the sisters
give no religious instruction ; but also
members of a religious order, they wear
their religious habits, and do not alter
their teachings in any respect. The
schools, although under control of the
State, are, in reapect of instruction, pre-
cisely what they were before the arrange-
ment was made. The sisters teach Lhe
catechism after school hours in sueh a
way that the pupils notice merely a
change from one lesson ta wnother ; be-
sides, at 84 A.M.—hecfore the regular
achoal hour, that is—the chilidren attend
Mnss, and on Sundays the school bnild-
inga are at the exclusive disposition of
the narish. e e
. 1V.—The public schaols ate scattered
in various parts of our cities, and

children are required to attend the

school in the district wherein they “live.
Faribault and Stillwater are excepted
from this rule. Catholic children can at-
tend the schools in question from all
parts of the cities, and Protestant chil-
dren living in the districts where our
schools are situated may do so, but are
not obliged to. The result is that nlmost
all the children of the two cities come to
these schools, where.they are very few

Protestants, and wherein the influence.|t , e ,

is almost wholly Catholic.. . = . .

situation at Faribault and Stillwater,

After Mgr, Ireland’s explanation and his

uanswers not one of the Archbishops
offered & word of blame. Many were
very explicit in their approval ; and Mgr.
Willintns, Archbishop of Buston, whose
authority with us is very great, did not
hesitate to say that he congratulated his
colleague on the results obtained, that
his own wish would be to submit the
school of his diocese to a similar arrange-
ment, and that he hoped to succeed, at
least as to some.

In fact, taking things as they are, the
objections to this arrangement are none ;
the advantages are 8o great that the op-
position raised by it is inexplicable un-
less it i3 attributed to malice or ignor-
ance.

In Minnesota Catholic influence is al-
ready considerable, and it increases daily,
especinily to the prestige enjoyed by the
Archbishop of St. Paul and to the active
part which he takes in everything of in-
terest to the country. The members of
the School Commission are too sincere
and honest, and, besides, ton kuowing
and prudent, to try to introduce into the
schools books which in any'degree would
be dangerons to the fuith of the children;
and if they should do so their schemes
would be checked quickly. The Protes-
tunt children who attend the schools sre
too few to have any influence on the
Catholics, and cannot prevent them-
selves from coming under the healthful
intluence of their surroundings,

In this contract which he has made
with the State the Archbishop took great
care to safeguard the future. It is but
an essny which he has made in the hope
of ebtaining Iater advantages still more
weighty, and, assuming an overwbelm-
ing Protestant opposition, or bad faith
on the part of the Schoul Commissioners,
he can end the contract after a year and
return to the system of purely parochial
schools.  There is then nothing to fear.
'The advantages are many. The two
schoals, whether trom the point of view
of the number of schalars or from that
of their resources, were decaying ; to-day
all reports show that they are prospering.
‘They are well furnished and havenll the
conveniences of  public schools—fucts
which are of great practicai importance
for both parents and children The teach-
ery are puid more highly than the parish
could allord to pay them; the faithful
have no longer to pay the double tax to
the public sohool and the parochial
school; and the pastors no longer have
to worry tofind the necessary mouey to
carry on the schools—money often im-
pussible to procure wlthout recourse to
menns incenvenient for nrore than one
reason, and sometimes gravely so,  Fur-
thermore, tlmost all the Catholic chil-
dren of these two cities are now under a
religious influence which either Jidl not
exist or the schools which they attended
were P'rotestant.

In plicing these two schools under the
NSchoul Buards, which in our country are
only local and municipal organizations,
Mer, Ireland did not intend to invalidate
the principle of the parochial school,
though he has been accused of so intend-
ing. His plan was to save two schools
which were perishing, and to procure for
a large number of children in Faribanlt
and Stillwater the religious influence of
which they were deprived in the public
schools. When we think that more than
half "of our children attend the public
schiools, and in spite of all we can do will
continue to attend them, we csinnot re-
frain from praising Mgr. Ireland for what
he hins done and obtained.

"~ For the rest, his interest in parochial
schools is well known, and his opponents
have only to consult the oflicial statistics
in the *“ Catholic Directory” to learn
that his diocese, far from being back-
ward, is in advance of many other dio-
ceses. Parochial schools are numerous
in it, and, out of a Catholic population
of 155, 0, they are attended by 11,700
children; that is, one child for every
fourteen Catholics. In Baltimore the
proportion i8 almost the same; in Bos-
ton the proportion is one child for nine-
teen Catholics; in New York, one for
every twenty. .
' He has not even made an innovation.
Many achools are under similar rales in
séveral dioceses—for example. in New
York, Milwankee, Albany, Buffalo, Erie,
Harrisburg, Peoria,. Rochester and Sa-
vannah, In this last-named cily all the
Catholic schoals are in the same condi-
tion and Mgr. Gross, Archbishop of
Savannah, before his translation to the
Archbishap -of: Oregon, did not hesitate
to say at our meeting that he bad al-
things.” -~ .- . - .
No oné "'had dreamed of raising objec-

tions and of accusing the bishope and

pricsts of these diveeses of unfaithfulness
to their mission and treason o the
Chureh ; but the passions were stirred up
the instant Mgr. Ireland had ncted. His
enemies are bitter; it piins me much to
sny it, Holy Father, but they have watch-
men st Rome, and will stop at nothing
to ruin his prestige and his authority ;
and that, as I have writlen to you already,
would be n great blow to the Church in
the United States.

Your Holiness will allow me to say, in
ending this letter, that the silence of the
Holy See on this question has been, and
will be interpreted as a virtual condem-
nation of the ¢onduct and views of the
great Archbishop of St. Panl. It this
opinien had been shared by the American

public, us it assuredly would be in time, |

[ tenr that the national sentiment would
be excited, and that measures obnoxions
to Catholics would be proposed in school
matters. There have been attempts in
this direction ; they have heen checked
for the present, but it is tmportant not
to renew them in creating or maintaining
prejudice against ourselves,

Further, most Holy Father, | dare beg
Your Holigess to show to the American
publi¢ iu such a manner us you think
best that Mgr. Ireland bas your full con-
tidence, and that you appreciate his
efforts and his acts for the good of the
Church in the United States.

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AN ANECDOTE OF RUSKIN.

Mrs. Ritchie, daughter of the great
Thackeray, has given to the world, ina
clever book, muany interesting remin-
fscences of famous people, and umong
them js thecharming anecdote of Ruskin.
For its authencity Mrs. Ritchie does not
vouch ; but this does not matter, as
Ruskin bimself tells substantially the
game story in his “ Letters to Working
Men.”” Mra. Ritchie's *“beggar” was,
however, & Francizcan friar. From this
incident dated the renowned art critic's
regular visits to Assisi, a place he hus
never ceased to love:

“The legend beginy with a dream,
in which Ruskin dJreamed bimaselt
& Franciscan friar. Now, I am told
that when he was in Rome
there was a beggar on the aleps
of the Pincio who begged of Mr. Ruckin
every duy as he passed, and who always
receive:d something. On one occasion the
grateful beggar suddenly caught the out-
stretched hand and kissed it. M,
Ruskin stopped short, Jdrew his hand
hasiily away, and then, with a sudden
impulse, bending furward, kissed the beg-
gar's cheek. The ncxt day the man came
to Mr. Ruskin's lodging to tiud him, bring-
ing a gift, which he offered with tears in
his eyes. 1t was a relic, he anid—2
shred of brown cloth wrich bad once
formed part of the robe of St. Francis.
Mr. Ruskin remembered his dream when
the poor beggar hrought forth the relic;
and thence, so 1 am toid, came his pil-
grimage to the Convent of 3t. Francis
Aasasisi, where he beheld those Irescus by
Giotto, which seemed to him more lovely
than auything Tintoretto himself had
ever produced.”

Though a non Cathelie, poor old Rusk-
in is really & ctient of St. Francis of Assisi,
Many passages in his writiugs bear wit-
ness to his devotion to the puet-Saint and
bis+ love of the Franciscan Order. “1
shall soon be sending a letter, ” he writcs
to & friend in Itaiy,* to the gnod monks
at Asqsi. Give them my love always.”
As Mrs. Jameson, another non-Catholic
art critic, wrote of St. Charles Borromeo,
the Serapih of Assisi was a Saint that
Jews might bless and Protestants adore.
