My Dear Mr. Cullinan,—I have re-
ceived your letter. In reply, 1 am
sorry to say it is quite i_mposs:ple
sor me to attend the meeting ~which
is to be held in Cahir in support of
the United Irish League and the Par-
liamentary Fund at Easter. My other
engagements at that time render my
attendance impossible.

Since my election to the Sessional
Chairmanship of the reunited Irish
Parliamentary Party I have been sev-
eral times asked what attitude I
propose to take up with regard to
the League, and it is, therefore, per-
haps as well thet I should take _th\s
opportunity of explaining my views
on that subject.

It has long been accepted as an
axiom of the Constitutional move-
ment that a National Parliamentary
Party, to be truly effective, must
hawve behind it an organization which
will have the unhesitating confidence
beth of our people at home and of
our race abroad. ‘The re-union of the
Irish National representatives has
created the conditions which, for the
first time for ten Years, make such
an organization possible.

The United Irish League, although
not yet extended over every province,
is now the strongest of existing Na-
tionalist organizations. Its pro-
gromme includes almost all the re-
forms—beginning with National sell-
government and extending  to  the
preservation of the lrish language—

which Nationalists are agreced to
promote. Its methods are lawful
and constilutional, and carafully

guarded from the dancer of bringing,
even in au indirect way, upon o
righteous cause, the stain of crime.
Moreover, its programme, as its pro-
moters claimm, is sutliciently elastic to
be adapted to the specinl  circum-
stances of cvery Pprovince and dis-
trict.

Let me add that the United Irish
T.eague from its origin and its pro-
vincial constitution, seems specially
adapted to the prosccution of an
agrarian reform, which in my judg-
ment, has become a nuesticn of the
most pressing importance. Next to
Home Rule itself the most important
reform which is needed to-day in Ire-
land is a scheme of land purchase
which (dus regard being hod to the
claims of the laboring classes) will
make the tenant farmers proprietors
¢f their holdings, and bring the land
question at last to the stage of final-
ity. I believe such o scheme can be
carried out on a basis which will do
no injusiice to the landlords, and
will root the tenants in the soil.

Such is the manner in which, speak-
ing for imyself, the United Irish
league presents itself to my view ;
and for such an organization I can
have nothing but good will.

A National organization, however,
requires o National authority, and I
note in the printed rules and consti-
tution of the United Irish League for
the province of Connaught, it is pro-
vided that its final constitution and
policy are to depend upon the deci-
sions arrived at by ‘“‘n National Con-
ference.”” Such a Conference ought to
be held, and at the earliest conveni-
ent time-—a Conference which will be
composed of the elements that have
hitherto customarily made up our
great National gatherings, and which
will be in the fullest sense represent-
ative of the nation: and I propose
tc ask my colleagues to consider
whether the Whitsuntide recess would
not be a convenient date on which to
hold o National Convention.— I re-

TIIE QUEEN'S VISIT.-—The news
that the Queen is coming to Ireland
has created unbounded surprise, but
this, among the mass of the people,
is really the oniy sentiment  evoked
by the intelligence, says an Irish ex-
change oi a week ago. It is generally
adinitted that Fer Majesty meant

well in thus showing aiter an inter-
val of forty years, a desire to sec her
Irish subjects at home, but more
harm than good will be done if the
native courtesy of the Celt is mis-
taken for acquiescence in the existing
order of things in Ireland. The T.ord-
Licutenant tactfully laid stress on
the fact that the visif was absolutely
private and non-political, and if
muddle-hended editors in London con-
tinue to insist that the coming of
the Queen will be taken as o substi-
tute for Home Rule, it will require
great self-control to prevent a digni-
fied demonstration of dissent from
such o. monstrous view. Her Majesty,
during her 63 years’ reign, has spent
fifteen days in Ireland already —Ilive
in 1848, five in 1853, and five in
1861. If she remains a fortnight in
Dublin this time it will complete one
month out of the 756, during which
she has occupied the throne.

DUBIIN’S ADDRESS.-— Of course
a reception will be tendered Her Ma-
jesty in Dublin. The address adopt-
ed by the Dublin Corporation and the
comments thereon by the Lord
Mayor, by Mr. Harrington, and by
others, will interest all our readers.
At a recent meeting of the Corpora-
tion, the Lord Mayor read the iul-
lowing address, which was prepared
to be presented to Her Majesty :(—

‘We, tha aldermen and councillors
of the Corporation of the City cf Dub-
lin, beg 10 offer to Your Majesty, vn
behnlf of ourselves and our fellow-
citizens, a hearty welcome on your
arrival in the capital city of your
kingdom in Ireland. We are assurucid
and we recognize that in your exali-
ed station Your Majesty conies
amongst the Irish people above unnd
apart from all political questions,
and the citizens of Dublin unite in
welcoming you with that deep re-
spect which all entertain for the ner-
son of Your Majesty. We confidently
expect that your stay amonest us
will prave n pleasant one, and trust
that it will be of lasting Denefit to
vour health, and we desire to repra-
sent to Your Majesty that whenever
it may please you to vigit this por-
tion of your dcminion you will be as-
sured of a ‘cead mille failthe.” '

The I.ord Mayor suwid that the ad-
dress was one to which any man,
whatever his political views, might
subscribe with perfect propriety. The
occupant of the throne is the consti-
tutional head of the State. If rtheir
policy was agitation by constitu-
tional methods for the attainment of
that legislative independence which
they meant by Home Rule, then they
were not abating one atom of that
demand nor weakening its foundation
in the slightest degree by receiving
with respeet the head of the Stat2
and offering to her a courteous wel-
come on behalf of the citizens.

ErREET PREACHING.—The opera-
tions of the street preachers gave
rise to some scenes of disorder in
Cork, last weeh. A fortnight ago a
tract distributor handed around
tracts in the Holy Trinity Church,

and, in consequence public indigna-
tion was aroused. The proceedings
were the outcome of this feeling.

Some members of the sirecet preach-

ing fraternity held three meetings—
one on the Grand Parade, another at

Parnell Bridge, and a third on the
Marina. Thev were about ten niin-
utes preaching at the first-named
place when they were surrounded by
a large crowd and were compelled to
retreat to their rooms in Marlbor-
ough street under the protetiion of |
the police. A sihmilar seene took
place at Parnell Bridge. when some
tracts were captured by the people
and trampled in the gutter. The
scenes woere extremely noisy, the peo-
ple continnally hoctling and yclling.
They showed a determined attitude,
and at one period it seemed likely
that both police and preachers would
be overwhelined. Some mud and
stones were thrown during the disor-
der, hut no one was hurt,

Then they begin to
Judge ceritically, as if their intelli-
genee were as indinite as God's, This
they are willing to accept because it
accords with their own ideas; that
they reject because it contlicts with
their reason, whereas true wisdont
consists in not setting our own puny
little weak intelligence up against
God’s revealed truth. Iaith is the
submission of reason to the Word of
Ged, and this is not enslaveuent, as
somer would have it, but true liberty.

buried forever. 0On Thursday, how-
ever, the sun came out with  real
Roman splendor, the newspapers aun-
nounced that the troublescine epide-
mic was rapidly abating, and as if
by magic the streeis became throng-
ed with muerry-making Rowans; jud-
cinelia was abroad in his traditionnl

P’eter has aiways been the one con-
sulted in matters of Faith, by every
Church of the Christian world. Icter
has always been acknowledged to
have the supreme charge even of every
individual Church. Teter has always
been the supreme Court of Appeal in
Taith, in morals, in questions of jur-

isdiction or of Order, not cnly ior
the Western Churches, but  for the

Tastern also. Peter huas summoned be-
fore his tribunal not merely the ap-
pellants, but their judges of  what-
ever rite or rank. Teter has always
been wont to send representatives to
exercise his own suprenie authority
in the churches of the Fust and West.
Time wiil only allow me to mention
some few instances.”

AN HISTORICAL RETROSPECT.

“From Peter to Leo™ is the title of
. wonderfal historical reircspect of
Lhe Rev. Robert IKKune, 5.J., which
jormed one of his Lenten ccenferences.
Jv would ndét Le possible for us to
reproduce the whole discourse, but

we will give our recuders three puss- |

ages—one from the opening, auncther
from the heart, and a third from the
conclusion. We must leave out the
numerous links between each of these
which go to make up the splendid

chain constructed by the learned Je-
suit. S0 remarkable and beautiful
are these three pussuges, that we

annot overlook them. The first deals
with Christ, the second with  Peter,
the third, with lLeo XIII, Irather
Xane snid :—

*‘He stood by the Galilean shore, o
Man without a pust and without a
future. More narvow and more steep
than the hills which shut in Iis cot-
tage al Nozareth, the stubborn cliffs
of social tradition and the impass-
able peaks of politicul exclusiveness
had, until Tlis thirtieth year, wallad
up Fis life within the mental dark-
ness and torpor of a village, sneered
at even by the country folk for the
dullness of its people. No vibration
of great ideas could come to Ilim
from Rome; no spark of intallect froimn
Athens. The world’s lore was closed
to Him. The story of His own race
e must have heard; of its unflinch-
ing and ccascless struggle to remain
alone amongst the nations, untaught,

untouched, uninfluenced by the cut-

side world. But no book huad ever
brought to Him fromn beyond His in-
tellectual  horizon  the wisdom  of
philosopher, the song of poet, or the
craft of statesman, *‘Is not this the
Son of w carpenter?,’ men said; and
again @ “how knoweth this Wan let-
ters having never learned?’ lle was
only a tradesman, unknown, and
therefore without history; untaught,

and therefore without prowmise. Was
it a dream that He dreamt, as He

stood by the Galilean shors: ? What?
He, isolated, obscure, without pow-
er, without wealth, without honor,
without ecducation, without inlluence,
He, unaided and alone, without help
from the strong or warrant from the
wise, proclaims that Ile has come {o
tench o doctrine which shall fulfil or
supersede the Testament of the Jew
and the Philosophy of the Gentile.
Yea! He proclaims ITis own King-
ship over an empire which shull clasp
in one wide hold all the nations of
the earth, and which shall wax still
stronger and statelier mid the decay
and death of the ages, nor fail Lill
Ltime -be done. With a boldness that
monopolised the history of the past,
with a courage that challenged the
present, with an gudacity that defied
the future, He promulgated His claim
{0 a Kingdonm that should be stopped
by no frontier in space, nor be out-
stripped by the steps cf time.”

the great Tourenne into the fold of
Catholicism has just made another
convert. 'This is no other than M.
Terdinand Brunetiere. The eminent
academician and ‘conferencier’ has
just said in public that he is a Cath-
olic, that his conversion has been go-
ing on for four years, and that it is
Bossuet who has converted kim. This
public confession of faith was made
the other duy at Besancon. “The oc-
casion of it was a festival, religious
and literary, one of the attractions
of which being o conference by M.
Bruneticre. The Archbishop of Be-
sancon, the Archbishop of Sens, and
the Bishops of Monacc and Quimper
were present. The head of Brune-
tiere’s discourse, delivered before the
most intellectual element of Besan-
con Society, was ‘“‘What do we learn
at the School of Bossuet?’’ After tetl-
ing his hearers what was to be learnt
al that school, he told them what he
himself had learnt at it, viz., 1o be-
come a Catholic. Thus onc cf the
leaders of the mind of his time stood,
forth not as an apologist of Bossuet's
intellectual greatness, but as e prcof
that patient study of the ‘* eagle of
Meaux’'' leads to Rome. This avowal
of his Catholicism came after his lec-
ture. Deiore this he had brought in-
to relief certain points in the rugged
grandeur of Bossuet’s genius. ‘‘Pas-
cal and Bossuet,i’ he said, “‘arc the
two who have had the most Incowm-
parable mastery over the I'rench
lunguage. With this, Bossuet attach-
od more importance to thinking just-
I+ than te writing elegantly. Ile had
a horror of dilettantisme that is of
art for art. ‘Thus we learn from him
not to wrap up emptiness of thought
in fine language. Ile proves (o us,
woreover, that the greatest orator is
not uecessarily the most  correct,
agreeable, and accomplished, but ra-
ther he who best leads human aclion
into the paths of truth and justice."
AL Brunetiore had never been the ob-
iect of such enthusiastic applanse as
the other day at Besancon. His con-
version as that of o man represent-
ing the advanesd intelleet of the day |
is a host in itseli.

The great pilgrimace ol Associates
of the Sacred Tleart, frone all griart-
et ol the wlobe, which will  reach
Paray-le-Monial in June next, brings
again into prominence  that o littde
town in Burgandy, It was there our
Lord apprared seventy times, hetween
1574 and 1640, to Blessed Margaret
Mary. It was in the little monastery
of the Visitandines, still  standing
there, that Ile revealed the admivi-
ble devotion which is bringing back
among Cathoties the fervor  of  the
priutitive ages.

The name of Paray is of Celtic or-
imin., A legend is extant which  tells
that an imnense contlagration once

swept away the forests of ventral and
sonthern Gaul. The population, ter-
rov-striken at the sight, and flecing
fromn estruction, halted for a mo-
nient in a beautiful valley. A Druid
priest met them and ordered them, if
they valued this safety, to offer w s~
erifice. The victims were burned on
a sacred stone and the contlagration
ceased, Paray  {par, fire and eid,
stone) was the very place where this
marvellous event took plice. Modern
writers see in it w presage of the fu-
1ure destiny of the spot, whenee a
sacred fire bursting from the  leart
of Jesus should quench the universal
conllagration of jmptety and sensual-
ism.

It was not till the tenth century
that documents begin to give precise
ditin of Paray, although it js cortain
that it was prominent fong  hefwre
that time, for when Lummbert de Cha-
lon founded the Benedictine monas-
tery there in 973, the hawmlet had al-
ready o civie orguanization. The Vir-
gin Mother of God was even then the
recognized Patroness of the place ;

The establishment. of the monks of
Cluny was the begimming of 0 new
era for Paray-le-Monial, {(as it began
to be nawmed) and for the world: for
the Burgundian Abbev harbored with-
in its walls, and formed for the
Church, men who have lett Lheir mark
on the history of the world. ‘The
nantes  of the Iildebrand, Gregory
VIL., Urban 1L, Taseal If., and a
multitude of other saints and schol-
ars, justify the claim of the Burgun-
dian abbey to the title, shared Ly so
many other monasteries at the time,
of cradle of modern civilization.

The basilica of the Sacred Jicart
attached to the abbey is one of the
noblest  specimens of monastic
churches which dot that pcrtion of
France. It was there that the holy
monks adored CGod in their favorite
devoltion to the Blessed Eucharist,
and chanted their psalms, during tho
long centuries down to 1789, when
the Revolution savagely drove them
from their beloved cells and elosed
their hcme to them forever.

Our Lady of Romay having been lhc}|
objurt of  special  veneration  1here
from the first centuries of Christian-
iy,

terwards wade fllustrions Ly the ap-
pardion. of Owur berd €0 Margaret
Mary, The Visitation nuns had heen
vstiblished theve sinee 1626, having

been called to Taray by the Jesuits, |

The simple and unostentions found-
ation of these two conumunities
the little French town gave no  ink-
ting of the destiny God had in store
for both of them,—Tor the one in re-

ceiving the revelations of the devo-
tion to the Saered Teart, for the

other in spreading it to the ends of
the carth.

The chief glors undoubtediy of I'a-
rayv-le-Monial will ever be its counec-
tion with the Visitaudine Order and
the apparitions of Our Lord to one
of its members. This was the hume-
bl virgin, Margaret Mary Alacoque,
whao entered the Visitation, in June
16%9. She died in October., 1690,
but during the shory nineteen vears
of her religious life, Our T.ord Jesus
Christ appeared t¢ her and spoke to
ller seventy times.

The principal apparitious  are well
known, They began in her novitiate
in the monastery garden. The exact
spol under a cluster of hazel-trecs is
still pointed out. The chapel. which
is To e the term of this vear's in-
ternational pilgrimage, was also the
seene of  extraordinary revelations.,

On Decemuber 23, 1674, feast  of St.
John the Evangelist, while Margare

Mary wuas in prayer hefore the Saera-
ment, Jdesus Our Lord “let her rest
long while on 1lis breast and Ile dis-
clnsed to her for the first thme the
marvels of 1Iis love and the inexplic-
able secrets of His Saered Heart.”
The apparitions were renewed fre-
quently in that chapel. It was there
that the Communion of Atonenient
and the Iloly Howr were recommend-
cd. Tt wasg in that chapel that Our
Tord appeared over the altur, and
said in accents too sweet for  other
mortal ears to hear.  “ Behold the
Heart that has so loved men that It
has spared nothing to show thent jts
love. And in return what doss it re-
teive from the greater number Dut

ingratitude, by their jrreverence and !

sacrileges, by their lukewarmness,
and the contempt they show Me in
the Sacrament of My love.”

The chapel where these revelations
were made is the identical one that
exists to-day, and we can but faintlv
picture the emotion and fervor with
which  our Canadian pilgrims will
kneel on the spot where the saintly
Visitaffdine knelt herself to listen
to Qur Lord speaking to her. It was
also in that chapel that the Vener-
able Claude de la Colombiere exer-
cisedd his priestly functions as the
divinzly appointed director of Mar-
garet Mary. All these facts prove to
a pious pilgrim that he is treading
on holy ground. The very air ‘e
shall breathe at Paray-le-Monial wwill
recall some ‘“‘souvenir’’ in the hig-
Ltory of the devotion.

BOSSUETS

When man quits the scenes of this
world’'s aclive life, he not only con-
tinues his existence in the world be-
vond, but he leaves behind him  his
influence——be it for good or evil——in
the workings of which his life is ac-
tually prolonged cn earth.

NAILED U P PEWS.—Here is an ac-
count of an incident that has taken
place in St. Thomas Church, Beloit.
There appears to have been much
feeling over the pasters’ new method
of enforcing payment of pew  rent.
Our readers will not find it extraor-
dinary in the least. As far as we
are concerned, we never yet knew of
a church in which the unrented pews
were not closed. This does not mean
that there are no public  pews  or
seats for the poor, or others not able
1o pay. The “Milwaukee Citizen's'’
article reads ——

A large numiber of the pews at the
rear of the church  were nailed up.
long  rough  timters  being securely
fastensd sweross them preventing their
use by the worshippers. To the regu-
lar attendan s of the church this wus
not a surprre, for Father Ward had
threatened that unless the seals were
all rentird by a certain date,  they
wonld he closed altogeTher.

“Father Ward has taken exceptions
10 a large number of his flock who
are regular chuarch-goers,  but who
have refuscd 1o rent a pew, thus fuil-
ing to make any contributions what-
ever to the church's support. Suppli-
cations on the church’s behulf have
failed to move them, and as a last
resort the priest said that if the
pews were not all rented by March
18, they would be nailed up, and he
kept his word.

In spraking of the incident, one
close to the clergyman said that it
avas not by any means Fuather Ward's
intention to deprive the poor or any-
body unable to pay, of opportunities
fer worship. Al needy members will,
be cheerfully furnished wilh seats.
but the support of the church depends
largely upon the rental of pews, and
the cld custom of many  prosperous
and even wealthy members refusing
1o pay for their seats will be broken
up.”’

AN A BEVERAGE.

WATER

Prof. Silkhan says that there are
few people who thoroughly reatize the
value ol water as a beverage, cr who
kinow how to obtain the greatest ad-
vantage from it. The effects produced
from the drinking of water vary with
the manner in which it is drunk. I1,
Tor instance, a pint of cold water be
swallowed as o laree draught, or if
it be taken in two portions with
short interval between, certainly de-
finite  results  follow—efiects which
dilfer from those which would have
followed if the same quantity  hasd
been taken by sipping. Sipping is o
stimulant to the circula-
tion, » thing which ordinary drinking
is not.

During the proceas of sipping the
acticn of the nerve which shows the
beats of e heart is abolished, and
as a Comseqiiencd that  organ  cou-
tracts much more rapidly, the pulse
hepts more quickly and the circula-
tion in various parts of the body is
increased. In addition to this, we
find  that the pressure under which
the bile is secereted is raised by the
sipping of tluid.

And here is a point which might
well e noted by our readers @ A
glass of cold water slowly sipped

will produce a greater acceleration of

the pulse for a time than will a
glass of wine or spirits taken at a
draught. In this conneciion it may

not he out of place to mention that
sipping cold water will often allay
craving for alcohol in those who have
been in the habit of taking too much
of it and may be endeavoring to re-
form, the effect being probably due
to the stimulant action of the sip-

ping.
