CATHOLIOS IN WORKHOUSES AND PRISONS,
(From the Dubitn Evening Post.)

It might be thought wa had eaough to pre-occupy
us within the four seas of Ireland, and so, perhaps,
we have. ‘But we cannot and ovght not 10 forget
thet there is &n Ireland in England, and an Irelzod
in Scotland~—not less entitled o our sympathy, our
sympathy, our care, and our succour ihsn is the
Ireland in which we live, We are touched eome-
times when the I[rish poor who have spenmt their
youth and its laber in England are harahly returned
upon our ghores by the charity of british law; bat
we seldom spend a thought upon the suffericg and
oppressions of that sawe poor whom that same eruel
charity does not discharge upon us. The English
pridon and workhouse system i3 essentially Protest-
snt, and the [rish poor subjected to its operations
are victims of & tyranny far more trying thas any-
thing of which we have a conception in Ireland.—
The ccovict prisun and the workhouse inflict wrongs
and tortures upon the Catholic snd lrish conscieuce
of our countrymen resident in England, who may
bacome inmates of these places, beyond anything
almost that we can realize, and for which there iz no
redress under Providence, but in the action of the
Irish representatives. The Qatholic priest has nc
access to the Catholic convict in an English prison,
as & rule, unless the convict shall cemand his minis-
tratione, & course to which he has no inducement i
the prison discipline, and few in the promptings of
his own as yet unawakened cooscience, but from
which there are mauy iafluences, on the contracy, t0
gissuade him, in everythiog he sces and knows of
prison life. The Protestant chaplain being, in the
first place, a recognised part of the system—a8 much
80 83 the governor or turnkey—has access to the
prisoner, Catholic or Protestant, at convenient times,
as often 89, in bis zeal or discretion, he may think
proper; and proper zeal or feigned, 10 his teschings,
is a well-known passport to' tae favour and iudul.
gence of the prison authorities, as the demand for 2
vigit from the priest would be certain to atiract any-
thing but favor or indulgence, in his temporal inte-
rest; to the conviet who would be so aucacious as to
make it. The prison officers aze, in the second place,
invariably Protestant; the visiting justices are also
Protestant; and the Catholic is regarded, not even
83 a tolerated inconvenience, but aa a griev-
ance thrust in upon the prison administraticn
hy unrighteous luws, In rare cases only, and
against determined oppesition, have the magistrates
of any district used the working pewera conferred
upon them by recenl legislation, 10 appoiat a Ca-
tholic chaplsin to a prison ; and we are compelled,
therefore, to refer the treatment of Oatholic prisoners,
not as io other times, to the inflexible oppression of
the 1aw, but to the geoerally unbending iujustice of
its admipistrators in England. The prison system,
however, i8 merciful and fair by comparison with
the workhouse system, in the operation of each upon
the Catkolics, chiefly [rish, who are broupght within
its reach. The adult prisoner may have beea early
and well instructed; he msy have strengti of cha-
racter, and be thrown back by remorse of conscience
upon some of the rallyiag points of virtaous prioci-
ple; he may versist in his demand for epiritaal suc.
cour; and if he do, be will at length be gratifi-d;
but the destitute child of Catholic parents, living or
dead, upon whom the Eoglish poor law system lays
itg pitiful hand bas within the unformed mind and
plaatic character of infancy no poasible element of
resistance to the systematic proselytism from which
the gunrdians of Eoglish workbouses will allow no
escape. A voice from the depths has cried out unto
us—a voice from the depth of Irish misery in Eng-
land —a voice from the vefy Jowest amongst those
depths, the English workhouse—the voice of tor-
tured conscience ; the voice of mothers of our own
blood, bewailing their children, and refusing to be

Lanpuors AND Tewaur.~The Government Bill
for amending the Law of Landlord and Tensnt in
Ireland has not yet reached the House of Lords, but
it baa already been discussed there by anticipalion.
On Triday evening Lord Olaaricarde moved the
second 1eading of a more ambitious measare, framed
by bimself with a similar object, and the debate
which ensued ranged, by tacit consent, over ground
common 10 both. The Upper House is net only an
aseembly of landlords, but contains a large propor-
tion of 1rish landlords, and natuorally looks with
much jealonsy at any propogal which seems to favor
the doctrine of Tenant Right. It was hardly to be
expected that Mr. Fortescue's Bill would meet with
any very cordial welcome from sucha body, but,
upon the whole, we have no fault to fiad with the
spirit in which it was received. No. one ventured to
deuy the two propositions laid down by Lord Wode-
house with great empbasis, that the relations between
landlord and tenant in Ireland are in & very upeatis-
factory stale, and demand ibe immediate atteclion
of Parliament. Lord Lifford alone maintained that,
noiwithatandiog this, any legislatioc that may be
found expedient for Ireland ought to be extended to
the whole of the United Kingdom. Lord Dunsany
objected to the Bill introduced by the Government,
pot so much because it interfered with the frnda.
mental rights of property, as because he believed it
to have been dictated by the National Aasscciation.
Lord Bapndon complained thata law enabling his
tenunts to buiid good houses on their farms without
consulting him would ¢ destroy tha beauty and value
of his ' property,’ but he protested against it still
more vebemently on the ground that it wonld be
tthe ' ruin of the tenmant farmers’ Loré Derby, on
the other hand, took a very moderats and practical
view of the whole question, He accepts the main
principle of the proposed settlement—~that every
tenant, whether a tenant at will or a lease-holder, 18
entitled to full compentation for nll umexhausted
improvements, and that if this right cannot be en-
forced by custom it must be enforced by law, What
be repudietes is that which no Guvernment or Legis.
lature can ever sanction—the claim sometimes p.e-
ferred on the tenant's part * that he ghall remain on
the land so locg as he * pays the rent, and that the
laudloré shall be a * chief reater, and not the owner
of the soil” This claim, it must be admitted, hbas
been openly avowed by thoge to whom the Govern-
ment is accused of deferring and the best answer to
that accusation is that security for cowmpensation on
eviction is abgolutely inconsistent with fixity of ten.
ure. 1f, to borrow the language of the Q'Donoghue,
it were the law *thatno man in the possession of an
agrisultarat holding sball be ¢ dispossessed so long
as he pays a fair rent.’ the compulsory agsessment
of compensation could never arise except by tenant’s
own default, whereas the very object of the Govern-
ment Bill i3 to meet tbe cace of arbitrary dispostes-
gion by toe laudlord.

/A tenent at will dies, bequeathiog his farm; as he is’
plersed to consider it, to his eldest son, charged with
legacies and annuities which, if psid at all, will ke
puid out of rent due to the landlord. It would be
conzidered a great hardsbip if the farm were trans-
ferred o & stranger, or even to apother mewber of
the family, and yet there ig.no.chance of improve-
meots beivg made by the new tennst. The truth js
that while the Goverament Bill, if it should become
law, will encourage more definite and basiness-like

arrangementa detween jendlords &nd tenants, it will
have much less direct effoct than we might antici-
pate at first sight. Quae of iis most salutary indirect
effects would probably be to bring about a more
punctual payment of rents, Irisk landlords, too often
neglecting the daties of property, as they are under-
stood in England are sometimes unduly indulgent
towarda defaulters, relying chiefly on the remedy of
distrees.  Tbis remedy, it 1s true, woulil not be
abolished, but might be reserved by an ¢xpress clause
in the agreement. When, however, the mutual
obligations of the two parties bave once been re-

duced to wriiing, the breach of them will certainly
be less frequent than it is now, when either puts his
own construction on them,

Thare is anotber point of somo iraportance to which
allugion was msde by Lord Clanricarde in connexion
with the land system of Ireland. It is often stated,
botb at home sud sbroad, that Irish emigration is
chieflv the result of unjust or oppreseive evictions.
This we believe to be a great error, and it follows
that it is equally an error to fancy that whatever
might check eviction would also check emigration
Lud Clanricarde compares the number of evictions
with theemigration returns for a period of ten yesrs
ending with 1862. . Hence it appears that whereas
the evictions were 12,330, repregenting a displace-
ment of some 59,000 persons, the total number of
emigrants was 963,000, Again, if wa compare the
diminutios of holdings with the diminution of popu-
lation, we find thav 540,000 persons st most bave
been affected by the absorption of small into large
farms, while the inbabitanis of frelacd have declined
by no less tharn 2,400,000, These gtatistics were
unalyzed still more elaborately by T.ord Dufferin In
the speech to which we bave already referred, and it
is as clear as evidence can make it that Irish emi~
gratiox, a5 weil as Fenisnism, must be attributed to
other thanp agrarian causes, [t is, indeed, well known-
that Feniavism has its strongholds in the towns, and
not in the sgricultural distriets, and that ita doc-
trines, however seductive to the Irish miod, are
esgentinlly of Americen origin. It i3 not a5 an anti-
dote to Fepianiam, or as 8 means of arresting emi-
gration, bat simply 8s a measure of justice and a
eafeguard of vatiousl unity, thata reformin the
Irieh Law of Landlord and Tenent i3 desirable.—
London Times.

At a meeting of the Royal Irish Academy, Sir W.
Wilde, Vice-President, read a letter from the foarth
Earl of Meath, dated Thomas-court, 5th of July,
1690, to Lady Stepbens, on the batile of the Boyne.
The letter referred an incident recorded in several
bistories of that period, and Sir. W. Wilde ststed
that be bad been enubled to identity the spot upon
the bank of the Boyne, near the Obelislc, where he
beliaved the oceurrence took place. Tha following
is the letser, which t3 writton in the old atyle, but
which is given in modern orthography :—

“ Dublin, Thomas-court,
s July the 5th, 1690.

 Madanm— Yesterday morning I entered this town
after our army and King James had a smart battle
of four or five hours op this side the Boyne, both
our wkole armies being very warmly ongaged, It
bappened on the 1st of July, about 11 in the morn-
ing, when King William forced the pass on theriver
Boyne, cailed Uld-bridge, three miles from Droghe-
da, (in person) under the enemys great guus—
mercy, and ours~ with small shot like showers of
leaden hail-stones, 'King William, viewing the ene-
my's camnp the day before the engagemeat, was shot
with an 8-pounder, which took off his coat off his
shoulders, and just drew blood from his skin; he
called for o napkin and anotber coat, and afler it
was settled upon him he stretched out his arm three
times and said, without the lerst passion, ¢ The ene-
my designed 1o prevent my fighting next day, but
certsinly I'l be to-morrow among the thickest of
them.! He was just to his word, for the next day ke
fought through the pass, and with loss on both sides
he took the battery of the enemy’s grest guns, and
killed uil the small shot men that endeavored to retain
it. Soon after be charged the enemy- in the rear,
broke their first lines, and, our lines being in froot
of theirs, we drew up to enclose the enemy's whole
army ; but a deep bog being between, we could not
soon pass ity and the pight deawing near, we did
not pursue uantil next morning, and then it was too
late, but well enough, for they fled to Dcblin, and
meade short stay there, for King James, Tyrcoanell,
&c,, flaw through the county of Wicklow, io order,
as [ suppose, to take shipping at the firat port where
they can find vessels to transport them. We killed
between 6,000 and 7,000, Most of their best officers
lay dead and gasping upca the. ground. We lost
Duks Schomberg, killed in the neck with a musket
ball, and soma few officers and soldiers, inconsider-
able for such an engagement. The enemy is so dia-
persed, and threw away their arms acd run west-
ward, that there is no danger of them ever rallying
again, 80 that you may be pleased with the event of
a few hours’ fighting, which brings you all home to
your sale igterests and properties, whieh [ desire
may be, for my own sake ag .well as yours, as soon
a8 you caa. 1 am, Madam, your one hum
ble servant, ) ... . %Mgarg. .

served in caced of rinderpest in the siater couutries.

The disttiet of country in which the disease has
broken ont is, judging from sppearance, & very
healthy locality, and ooe 'in which it i3 not af all
likely the plague would originate unless through ia-

fection, snd, afier the most minute examioation, no
clue hag been dizcovered as to the mode by which

the contspion could have been irctroduced. 'The
townland of Drennan, to which the diseese for so far

hes been entirely confined, is situate about five Eng-
lish mileg from Lisbura, on the Ballynahinch road.

The first symptom of the disesse, so tar as can be at
present asccrtaioed, was remarked in the locality
about five weeks ago, when a cow belonging t0 man
oamed M'Kee took ill aod in o few davs died. Lung
diseate, or pleuro-pneumosnis, which 18 a common
distemper, was sapposed to have been the ceuse of
death ; but the symptoms of the iliness a8 nDow des-
cribed lead to the belief that death was not the result
of pleuro.pceumonia. Sicce that time several cows
on this farm and on two or three others adjoining
bavé died. Up to Saturday last no decided stups
were taken. On the Friday before. Mr. Morrow, of
Legacurry, a very extensive owoer of stock in the
neighborhood, having beard of the mora than ordi-
nary ravages which disease was committing on tha
neighboring furms, went to ihree ‘arms belongiong to
men named M‘Kiers, Rea, and Erskine, and was sa-
tisfied from observations which be hnd made of the
catile plage io England and Scotland thau the di-
seage under which the cattle were laboring was the
rinderpest in a mild form. In nddition to the symp-
toms of disease the cows had ehown on the previous
day, he observed tbree other symptoma which more
clear)y proved to bim that the disease was the rio-
derpest. Surgeon Jenks, connecied wita the Roysal
.Veterinary Office in Dublin, was also thers at the
time, having been sent for on the previous day, and
be and Mr. Morrow were present when one of tbe
cowg died. Two of the woimals were subjeeted to a
post-mortem examination. Professor Fergnson, Prin

cipal of tbe Royul Collegs of Veterinary Surgeons,
snd ber Majesty’s Veterinary Surgeon for Ireland
was telegrapbed for,and arrived at the spot at eleven
d'clock on Sunday night. Yesterday moroing, in
company with Mr. Jenks, Mr. Morcow, and others,
he examined a cow belonging to a man named Res,
which was ill, sanod prooounced it to be a decided
case of rinderpest. The symptoms included the ex-
corintion of the guws, droppings from the nase, ex-
tensive purging, total deoility, aod slee all the in-
terual symptoms, The stench from of the cows,
even when alive, was most offensive. Mr. Morrow
says that the diseased cows in Drennan bore all tha
gymptoms of rinderpest he ever saw, except watering
fiom the eye. All the other Bigns ot the rinderpest
were present in the most decided form.

How the cattle plague got into the locality is not
known, noc is there even a conjecture. There have
been no drovers in the neigbborhood, and no stock
bas been brought into nor gold out of the locality for
the last eight months.—XN rlhern Whig.

The Corlk Constitution states that a strike has taken
place among barge laborers i the employment of
the Cork Harbor Commissioners.

an hour in the vast tanks of the Great Eastern, The
Ametbyst bulk, which we saw receiviog its precious
freight the odher day, is now moored alongside the
great nhip off Sheerness, while the Iria is being laden
tn ber tura at Greenwich, and will supply the Ame
thyst’s place directly. the latter is emptied. Thus
menufacture aod stowsge go on concurrently, and
at the momeut one part of the great wire is receiviug
its elementary coating of Chatterton’s compound, or
perhape being spun at Birmingham, otber portions
ute beiog laid down iu the great sbip ready for the
final and momentous paying oat. Standing on the
deck of the Great Eastern, u few yarda from its stern
you gee the cable slowly pass up tbe ship’s gide, and
over a series of wheels and pulleys, all ingeniously
covstructed and carefully waichea, and follow 1t un-
der its covered way until it disappears into the large
wooden but erected for its reception. This hutis
the size of a moderate barn, and is the deck coveriog
of the aft :ank. ®ateriog by 1ts doorway, you Jovk
into a yawniog, dimly-lighted circular guit, the bot-
tom of which seemsa to be composed of light ouk
symmelrically turned. The uniformity of the slightly
corrugated ctreles within circles—the mathematicnl
exuclitude with which each appears to Gt into, and
be part of, its neighbor—the seeming solidity ond
unity of the great whole ~all speak of the lathe, snd
it is only whea the eye hus becowe, s it were, ac-
climatised to Lhe pale g!immer of the swiuging lamps
betow, that the silent white Sgures equatted st re.
gular intervals, and moving noiselesaiy around, Are
seen to be cablemen, and the uppareat wood carving
to be the cable. The external distinction between
lapt year's electric rope and this is nuw seen 1o be
very marked; the abseace of the tarry comting, and
the clean, subatantial look of the Manilla strand,
giviog an impression of miogled stresgth and due-
tility, wbict is auspicions io itself. [t may be re-
peated that this yedr's galvanisation of the outer pre-
tecting wires uffords ajl the security againat corro-
sion given by the final coat of tar formerly spplied,
while in the eveut of an unlucky bit of wire defying
precention and fisding [ts way iato the tank, the
chancea of i3 stickiog in ‘the rope are sensibly
diminished, through the latter being repellantly
yielding iastead of glatincusly edbesive.

No word is spoken ag the rope slowiy
passes tbe officer ¢n grard at what we may call the
gtop stop etory of e tank, and is received by two of
white figures below. Thease march slowly round’
handliog the gracefully descendiag coil as tenderly as
if it were salive, and unner the close and constaat in-
gpection of the officer on guard below pass it to
other white figures, who with equal tenderness, fit it
into and steady it in its appointed place. Thus,
ring afier riog is formed ; each layer beginning with
the large outer circle of the tank itgelf, and endiog
witb the ceatre framework of wood, which is ils
bull’s-eye, and serves tv ‘share up’ ard keap all
srendy.

Qonsiderable time acd
ingenuiiy bave beea expended on the conatruction,
of huge brushes aud etrapers to effect-thia, for the
immense mass of abelifish, weeds, and dirt which had.

great ship made her'cleansing no matier.” A strong

_impl‘en':e'n;, something like an- agricultural barrow,
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has been constructed, and by aid of ihie and oiber
brushes coustaatly applied, so much impsdimenta
bas been removed that an addition of 1we knats an-
hour to her speed is counted on.

Allow-
ing five days for waiting for favorabls wealher, for
splicing with the sbore end, and fifteen days for the
passsge to Trinity Bay, we may lock for messages
feom America about the begincing of August next.

into the pust; 1t will teach us what we aro to ex-
pect from the present. ‘Wnat triumph counld bave
been more compiete than that of the Puritans led by
Cromwell over the Royalist and aristocratic forces
in the Great Rebellion in Eogland? Yet in less
than fifieen years afterwards, Puritaniam waa dead,
Royalty more firmly established than ever; and all
because men had becoms utterly Jdisgusted with the
cant and hypocrisy of the lately domioant party. In
1815, » Oongress of European Sovereigns and their
winiatera met av Vienon. The Corsican Titan, who
bad shaken und shivered their thrones, who had led
France from victory to viciory, from the Pyramids
to Moscow, hud sunk at last beneath their over-
whelming numbers; and BEuropean Abgolutism was
triumphant. Tio map of Zurope was then ra-ar-
rapged to suit the victorious spoilers; the Holy
Alliance waa established ; a0 fears weru entertained
of the resurrection of Bonapartism, and at all ovents,
the most stringent measurea were adopted to prevent
the possibility of its reauscitation, Yet scarcely fifty
yenrs have passad, and the tresties of Viennn are
nlready waste paper. France is the arbiter of Ea.
rope ; & Bonapart rules I'rance ; and we can searcaly
realise kow tbe great zevolution has been effected.
So examples might be multiplied to poy extent.

Where ia the application? Our war ig ended ; the
party of ceutralization azd consolidation now wislda
the power of government ; it is usiog its victory aa
others have dove before it. It is no nrophecy—it
is opnly tbe simplo application of the lessons of the
past—to say, that even the generation now living
will not bave passed away before it wilnesses the
reaction, For reaction is the logical and inevitoble
consequence of excess. It would wnot ba sarprisiag
if the poslerity of the cozjuerors adopted the princi-
ples of the conquered and should wonder why their
tuthers had becn so obstinately blind.

The Hercules,
tug boat from Quebes, was also fitted up asa
gun boat, and the naval authorities are makiog
every exertion for the protection of the river and
lakes. There was no fighting on Mo. iday.

A large public meeting called by the Mayor bas
been held for the purpose of orgamsing a Iome
Guard. The Nova Scotaa brings 500 troops,
and news from Lurope to the 251 ulf. The
position remained unchanged : war was looked
wpon as almost inevitable, and was expected 1o
break out immediately. There was sull talk of
a Congress, but little good was expected from it,
even should if meet. A good many faitures bad
occurred 1 England amongst the commercial
community. The caitle disease bad made its
appearance at Waterford in Treland.

Up to the tune of writing, Wednesday forenoon,
no {resh attack had been made in any quartler.
It was reported that the Feoians in the direction
of St. Armand’s who bad been menacing Mont-
real, were becoming disgusted and were disband-
1ng, selling thesr arms; and though we hare no
authentic ntelligence as to the real desigus, num-
bers, or position of the fillibusters, we may feel
assured that, beyoud plundering a dew oul-lying
farms, they can make no unpression on Canada.
We are prepared for them at all powts: and
one spirit of loyalty, and ef.indignation agast
the ruffian hordes who menace us, ipspires the
entire population, Some large seszures of arms
have been made by the Umted States authorsties
under General Meade ; and we will still hope that,
in spite of their apparent apathy hitherto, they
are really acting in goad fauth.

Parliament meets on Friday., We 1rust that
its first act will be to suspend the Habeas Corpus,
to declare martial law, and to take prompt nea-

comprehensible ; and consequeatly be falls intlo

the most absurd contradictions when treating of

the subject. T or mstance he says:—

' 'The matter-of-fact light in which tbe ceremonies
of their Church are regarded by Catholic populauons
is fully evident in tburr mannsr of refurriug in after
life to the period of thuir jindividval experiences.—
They conatamly sa8y,—‘ About the time when I wag
to take wy fest commuoicn, or 'soan after [ took
wy first communion,’ to Gesignate the epoch at which
something or ovher occurred in their regular life.”

Now it seems to us that tius would indicate
the direcl contrary of what the weiter 1o the
Herald seelts to ns'nuate ; 1t would show that
with the Catholic, the ¢ first commumon® is al.
ways, no matler how much ms fanh may have
been weakened, and his morals corrupted by 1n-
tercourse  with the world, the one great
epoch of his life ; the one eveot of all transcend-
ing importance, to which all the other eveats of
lus entire tife are referred, and around which, as
the centre,they are grouped. In t3e history of the
individual, the  First Commumon” is the great
epoch, as, 1n the history of the buman race the
comiag of Christ 1s the epoch; so that,as we say
ol an event 1l accurced, After Christ, or Before
Christ, so many years—in ke mapner the in-

STREET PREACHING.—— We see by the Mont_
veal Wiiness that' some street-preachers have
made their appearance i Montreal, and that on
the,‘evening of Thursday, the 31st ult., when they
were holding forth in the Haymarket, a disturb-
ance took place,- end the preachers were driven
awsy by force.

Leaving out of sight for the moment the cop-
sideration of the propriety of street-preaching,
we have no hesitation n saying that, whether 1t
be a.nuisance to be abated, or a perfectly legiti-
mate ,p'roceedihg to be fostered, no mau, be he
Catholic or Protestant, has the right to take the
admiuistration of the law wnta Ins own hands ;—
that if street-preaching he, as some coutend, 2
autsance to be repressed, it must be repressed by
authority, not by violence, by the pelice mot by
rowdies, by the faw of the land, not by mob-law.
As Catholics—and in this case we will make so
hold as to speak in the rame of our co-religionists
—we cannot too strongly express our disgust at,
and abhorrence of the conduct described in the
Witness of the 1stinstant. Rioting and rowdy-
ism, no*mattc r upon what pretext, are odious to
the good citizen, and especially to the Catholic ;
whilst we esteem the striking of, or offering vie-
lenee to, an unarmed man as the act of a coward
and a blackguard, who but brings disgrace on any
cause, party, or demomination with which his
name Is associated.

But at the same tinie we hesitate pot to express
our opinton that ¥ street-preacking’ is 2 nmsance
which should not be tolerated by the law, and
whicll the Police should be instrucled to put
down. 1f one man has a legal right to get up on
his tub, and hold forth in the public thoroughfares,
so has another mav, so has every other man,—
When Stiggins sets up his tub, the NMerry-
Ancrew has a perfect right o plaat ks stool
alongside of him ;and whilst the former doles out
what he calls “ Word of God,’ the latler has just
as good a right to beat: lis drum, to blow his
horn, or to enliven lis audience with a comic song*
If you tolerzte the one mountebank, you must
tolerale the other ; and for the sake of peace and
even-handed justice, it 1s belter o suppress
both. If Stiggms be troubled with an inconti-
nence of words, 3t the mania of testilyiog be
stroag upon him, let him go inlo one of the meet-
ing-bhouses, of which there 15 no lack, and there
deliver hunself, there graufy his cravings. So
00 with the Merry Andrew; let him confine
himself te the theatre, or exhbition room which
he shall hase leased for the purpose of lus dis-
plays,  This we take 10 be a common sense view
of the matter, which will commend itself to most
quiet-loving citizens, irrespective of creed.

Prioce Napoleon has just returoed from Italy, and
in a long interview with his cousin the Emperor on
Tuesday night, givieg an account of bis sayings and
doings. in lwaly and of the sayings snd doicpa of
others, he ia reported to bave said that in the actual
state of affuirs Italy cannot avoid going to war, even
sbould ahe be left alone to confront her snemy. This,
in fact, is what every oae expected.

The Conslilutionnel of to-day publisbes n article
polating out the serious pature of the diffsrences be-
twesn Austris, Prussis, and Italy, and says : —

The neutral Powers could neither juduce either of
the different partice to concede the demands of the
other, nor usefully recommead to them tae mainten-
ance of the stafus gquo. They might, bowever, find
some middle course which would admit of a settle-
ment of conflicting pretensions. 1tis by compromises
that conflicts between State and State are best settled,
without leaving that hostile feeling which wounld
soon lead to fresh conflicts.’

Tag EvroreAw Onisis—-The Paria correspondent
of the Independence Belge, writing on Saturday, says
—1 The earnest cfforis of diplomacy io prevent an
European cosflsgration are undeniuble, especially on
the part ot Eogiaod and Russia. Tbey have been
joined in to & ceriain extent by France. All these
Powers manifested a warm sympathy with Italy, but
poce wilkh Prussia. Tbe cession of Venetia js sug-
gested more or less directly, but Austria, unforta
nately, is immovabie upon that point, at lesst, for
the present, aud pergists in converting & good cause
into a bad one, believing tbat the events of the last
fow days have served her interesta. Austria would
under any circumstances demand a territorial com-
pensation were she to abandon Venetia, and meation
has been made, ironically it must be Bupposed, ot
Silesia, but it ia evident that such & propaesition
could not be made to Prussis without placing right
and justice on her side. It is not, then, the reato-
ration to Italy of a province which belongs to it that.
according to all appearances, will be the means of
of preventing war. This fact is much 1o be regret
ted, as'1t ie only by such an arrangement tbat the
peace of Kurope can be sssured. However, there
sull remain sume chances of a further postponement
of actual war.

Garibaldi has accepted the command of the Volun-
teers, decloring at the eame tims, that be hopes soon
to he able to co-operate with the army of Italy in
accomplishing the destinies of tho nation.

¢ We know that there exiets a perfect accord bet-
ween the Goveroment and General Garibaldi. The
General will not qoit Capreraexcept a¢ the summons
of the King, and when the proper time has come.
This accord must satisfy even the most distrusiful
patciots. I Garibaldi evinces such perfect confi
dence in the Government it ig because he is convin-
ced that his confidence willnot be misplaced.’

M. Texier, ons of the editorial staff of the Siecle,
writes to that journal from Turin his impressions of
whathe bas seea in morth Italy.

It has
made them resurn from Americn, It has assumed the
dictatorsbip, and has given its notes forced circnla-
tivn. It haz organized ap army of volunteers : and
it wonld be madness 1o Buppose that all this is 1o
lead to a peace Which actually ruins us so long as
the guns of Verana and Mantga are pointeg againat
us. The fact is, if we have mot a foreign war, we
ghell bave a civil one.

Roug,—The Pope has been informed by the French
Envoy at Rome that the French Corps d'Occupation
in his capital having, by crder of the Emperor, chan-
ged ita pame, and adopted anotber appellation wors
in congonance with the present state of the world—
namely, that of Corps d'Obscrvution—this will ac-
count for the stay of the Freoch in the Holy City,
should it e prolonged beyond the term fixed in the
late stipulation with Italy.

The Czar has addressed an autograph letter to the
Pope, thanking him for the copgratulatory telegram
His Holiness despatched after the recent murderous
attempt. The letter expiesses the greatest intereat
in the maintenance of tke temporal power of the
Pope, and itis thonght will lead to the re opening
of diplomatic intercourse apd between the iwo
Caurts,

tendered his resignation as Mipister at War, and
that he would be succeeded by Monazeignenr de Me-
rode.

All Germaoy fies
10 arms with equal ardour, wheher it is some border
province to be won or & neighbour to be humiliated
Such is the end of all the brilliant aspirations we
have heard insong and pead in prose for 4 United
Fatberland.

Evsn now, and in ordinary times, what do we see
jn Germany? Her women, and even her girls, till
the fields, reap the crops, carry home the produce,
bring on their heads loads of garden stuff to the eacly
and often distant markets, do the work of navvies on
railways and public works, —jndeed, all the drudgery
that suvages exact from their womea,—while the
men are soldiering. It is, indeed, a pitifal sight to
see long strings of ma:ket-women and girls, prema-
tcrely oid, emacisted, 8qualid, and tottering uuder
basketa aud bundies, while theic sons and brotber3
are kept in enforced idleness to mouct guerd over
gates and barracka and swell an endless mulitary
parade. But soldiers, of course, must be fed, aud will
be fed; so wiil their horses; and the whole country
maust be drained of men and horses, and everything
that either witl want, whatever becomes of Lbs wo-
men, the children, the old and the sick, and ail the
rest that cannot-fight. The fiery torrent of war will
sweep over Germany farand wide, and he must be
an inspired propaet who shall nams the cities or the
villages to be spared,

Count Bismark has gisea ths first public symptom
of bis incipient conversion to Liberal pricciples. Six
gentlemen of Liberal politice who bad been elacted
by the Berlin Town-council 10 honorary municipal
officers have obtained the requisite confirmation of
the Orown. This is the first instance of Liberals
being confirmed in public offices since the accessiog
of the Bismark Cabinet.

Beruiy, Mey 8. —Yesterday evening the friends and
admirers of Qount Bismark offsced him a serenade on
the occagion of his happy escape from the assassin’a
hand. Couat Biamark, stepping out upon the baicony
of the Foreign Office, bis official residence, returned
thanlzs for the ovation in the following words:—

Gentlemen and beloved countrymen,—My thacks
for your kindly offering me this mark of sympathy,
after such a signal delivery frocm immineut daoger of
death. I am sure évery ons of us would only be too
bappy to die for King and country, whether in the
street or oa the battle field. I, for ome, should re-
gard it a8 a special favor of Rod Almighty were He
to accord me such a death, Let us give s short yet
ccmprehensive expression ‘to our feelings by the cry
of ¢ Long life to William I,

Me. Blind, the aszasein,is dead. He must have
been & most resclute character. He not only made
the attempt in oue of the most frequented thorough-
fares of the capital, but, as appears from the more
esplicit particulara whick have but now transpired,
fired ths last four shota while atruggling with several
peraons, who actively endeavored to seize him. The
first ball h- fired when the Count was walkiog di-
rectly in front of him. Before he could discharge his
revolver & eecond time a tradesman of the name of
Elia bad caoght hold of him. Whaile trying 10 sbake
bim off be fired his second and third balls Then
Count Biemark threw himself upon Im, holding
down big right arm. Blind taking bis pistol in his
lefv and pressing it agoinat the cheat of his intended
victim fired for the fourth and fftn time. It seems,
howev r, that in the tusale the pistol was turned
agide 8o that the balls only grazed the skin. One of
the last two balls wounded a journeyman bookbinder
of the name of Bernewitz, who happened to be pass-
ing. At this moment a number of goldiers came
up, and disarmed Blind, who had still one ball left
He had not been mavy hours in prison, wheg, eludir g
the vigilance of the constable sitting by hia side, he
maoaged lo commit suicide. It is auid he feigaed to
wipe off the perspiration from kis face, and holding &
koife cuncesled in hia packet handkerchief, with one
sweeping cut drew it from ear to ear. As the st-
tempt was unsuccessful, the penalty for bia crime
would have been imprisonm nt with bard laboar for
15 years. He had been studying at the Agricultural
Academy of Hobeobeim, near Stuttgard, and bad only
beeo two daysin Berlin. There is no doubt he came
bither on purpoze to commit the deed. :

Immediately beford attempting the 'life of Count
Bismark youog Bliod (whose real name was Uohen,
being the son of Mra. Blind by her ficst husband)
posted a letter to hia step father. This letter haa
been seized by the police. It contzing the peraonal
and potitical teatsment of the deceased. He com-
municutes his regolve to ahoot Qount Hiswmark, toe
worat enemy of German liberty, as be couceives, and
by this deed rouse the German Poteatates 10 & sense
of thelr duty, As Orsinrs nttempt led to the libera-
tion of Italy, he hopes that hia aelf.gacrifice will pro-
mote the. welfare of Germany. He dentes having acy
accomplices, but mcts entirely as his own heart
prompts, The tone of the letter breathes the cool
determination of & man who has done with life.—
Young Bliod, who possessed independeat property,
and was a young man of coosiderable talent, had
paaged the lagt 1ew years at the Agricultural Aca-
demy at Hohenheim, in Wurtembarg, He waa baried
decurously at the expenss of bie step-fatber, whore

The process of preserviag i3 so
gimple that ¢ ¢ xry housekeeper can accomplish it, the
only secret ¢ { Buccess belug that the fruit should be
put up aod & aled when hot, the jirs b-ing filled to
tbe brim. ‘ibe best jira for this purpoge are thoge
which ars mude entirely of glass  These will pay for
themselves .n a year or two, as fruiy is gealed s0 as
to exclud. .he air may be preserved with one.quarter
the amount of sugar required in the old progress, and
retains its original fl .vor better,

The following directions for preserving in hermati-
cally gealed jirs will te interesting to honsekeepers
at the pragent time :

Select only good fresh truit or vegetables, Stale
snd fermented articles can never be preserved, nor
the decay already commenced arrested. Be particu-
lar and know to a certaimiy ihst your articles are
fresh. No vegetubles except tomatoes can be pro-
cured in the markets of large citiea fresh enough for
precerviag.

Blackberries, Ruspberries, and Strawberries,—TUse
from a quarter to a half pound of Bugar to & ponnd of
fruit, Sugar the strawberries, and 1et them stand for
half an bour, then pnt the syrup which will be formed
by the juice rnd sugar into a preserviog ketile, and
boil it as long a3 eny scam arises, snd then putin
the strawbersics and boil until they are tharoughly
heated through.

Fill the jars, after first warming them in fome
;vay, and c'cse immediately whiie the' coatents are

ol.

Cherriei tnd Blackberries. —Stew with.or withont
gugar ten minotes, and aeal up whilas b.iting bot.

Glooseberries. —Thess can be kept by patting them
ioto jars u8 they come from the busles, and sesling
them up, Wash and pick them wh:n wanted.

Currants.~Heat to boiling point with sogsr, and
seal up boiling hot,

Plums.—Muke a gyrup, vsing about half a pound
of sugar to & peund of fruit. Boil the plewms in this
eyrop until the fruit is teader ; then £l the jars acd
close up while hat.

Peaches.—Pare and cut out the peaches. Aake a
syrup, uesing from a qusrter to a balf ponnd of sugsr
to a pound of fruit. Buil the syrap five or teo mi-
pates; then pat in the peachesand boil until they are
thoroughly heated through ; be sure that the fiuit is
all well heated, and tken fiil the jars and close im-
mediately.

Quinces.—Peel and quarter them, and boil in
water untsl tender : then do tnem in the same way as
peeches,

Pears —~Same ag quinces, except that they require
ieas sugar.

Appies;—Pare, quarter, and boil, antil tender, but
not lang enoogh to break in pieces; then add as
much sugar a8 will eweeten to the teste, and let the
whole boil two or three minutes. Whie hot, pour
iato jars and close up,

Zomatoes.—Take cff the skin and boil them ons
h.ar, or coak them tufficiently for the table, Seasdan
to the toate, fill the jurs, and close up boiling hot,—
Toese being & very juicy artitle, require much longer
boiling than most other things to boil the water
away.

It tbe above proportion of sugar mekea the fruit
sweeter than is desirable, 1t can be kept with rather
less, bat green fruit reyuires more thao ripe,

Tyre.—Among the cities of Pbeenicia, of more re~
cent origin, we must place Tyre, called by the Heb-
rewa Yor, which roee in sireagth and bsauly on a
rocky eminence of the Medittersnean,—(Jos. x1x.

Ogee, ix. 13 ) The city soon sttained to great power,
80 ag to sucrpaes its parenl, Ziden. It bad ita own
kinds, and amangst these, Hirem was ia relations ef
amity with David and Sclomon. When David built
bimself 8 palace, Hiram sent him builders and wood
of cedar was also the case under Solomon, who
raised & magnoificient temple to the Lord.—(2 Kings,
v. 11; Kiogs, ix. 10, ¢t geq)

Tae Tyrians, at un early period, displayed the
greatest comumercial activity, fcunded everywhere
colocies, and thereby acquired immense riches, as
may be clearly seen in in the 28th chapter ot Ezekiel
lo the zequel, the inhabitants of Tyre built on the
neighboring island, and called the city likewise Tyre.
Historians have since digtioguisned beiween the old
aod tbe new Tyre.—(Diod. Sic. lib. xvii. c. 403
Plin. libvec. 17.)

The prophets of Jehovah anoounced to the rich
and voluptuous mistress of the ocean the desolation
mpendiaog over ber. ‘ Therefore, thus paith the Lord
God, Behold I am agwinst thee, O Tyrus, snd I will
cause many nations 10 come up against thee, as the
seua causeth, his waves to come up, And they shall
destroy the walis of Tyrus, and break down her
towers; I will alsoscrape tbe dust from her, and:
make ber like the top of a rock. It sball be a place
for the spreading of pets in the midat of tbe ses, for
[ have spoken it, eaith the Lord God, aad it shall
become a spoil 10 the nations.'—(Ezekiel, xxvi, 3, 5 5.
Cf. xxvii 1 el seq. ; Is xxiii. 1.)

This desolation was ivflicied by Nebuchadnezzar,.
and afterwards by Alexunder the Great, who broughy
up a dike against the iosular city, and destroyed it.
After Alexander’s death, Tyre, which flourisked
anew, passed under the demizion of tae Sleucidos,
and on the averthrow of the latter, fell under the:
Roman sway,

Ezckiel's prophecy against Tyre has been literally
fulfilled ; for the modern traveller can wow wilness
the fisher's net outspread upon the naked rock,
whereon ghe once atood.

The present pame of Tyre is Sur, which pearly
resembies the old Bebrew one of Zor. It now is
more like a village than a city ; and the island is
now nesrly covered over with the 'sands of the gea.
Itg present inhabitun's live chiefly by fishing.

Tug AFricax Rauixocsros. —The black rhinoceros
resembles 1n geueral nppearance an wmenss hog,
twelve feet and a balf lovg, six feet und u haif high,
girth eighc and a balf feet nad of the weight af half
# dozen bullocks; its body issmooth, and there is
no hair to be seen except at the the Lips of the gars
acd the extremity of the tail, The borns- of con—
cieted bair, the foremost curved like & gabre, and
the second resembliog a fluitened cone, staod on the
nose and above tbe eyes; in the young wnimals the
foremoat born is tke loogest, whilgt in the cld ones
they are of equal length, namely, & foot and a half
or more ; though the older the rh'coceros ihe shorter
ure his uorns, as they wear them by sharpening them
aguingt the trees, snd by rootiog up 1he ground
wiih them whea in & passion. When the rhincceror
is quietly pursuing his way through his favorite gla-
des of Mimosa bushes, (which his hooked upper lip.
enables him readily to seize, and. his powerful grind-
ers to mast cate,) his horns, fixed loosely in his gkin, .
meking & clappiug noise by striking one against the
other ; but on the approach of dunger, if his quick
ear or keen acent mukes him aware of the vicinity
of & hunter, the head i3 quickly raised, and the borns
stand 8till and ready for combat on his terrible front.
The rhinoceros is often accompaaied by a sentinel to
give him warning, & beautitul green-backed and
blue winged bird, about the size or a jay, which aits
on one of its horns.

Giaaxtrc Biepa' Nrarg,—Mr. Gould describes the
Watiled Talegalla, o Bujh Turkey, of Auatralis, &8
adopting & most extraordinary process of nidificae
tion. The birds collects together an immense beap
of decayiog vegetable matter aa a depository for the
eggs, and trusts to the heat engendered by decom-
position for the developement of the young. The

_heap employed forthia purpose Is collected by the

birds during several weeks previous to the period of
‘laying. It varies in size from two to four cartloads,
anl is of a'perfectly pyramidal form. Severasl birds
work at ité construction,” not by using their . bille,
but by grasping the materials with their feet and
throwiog tiem: back fo one common centre.
