His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to open the Session by a gracious
speech to both Houses.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The auspicious recovery which the mercy of Providence vouchsafed from the well
nigh mortal illness of the Prince of Wales, called forth a universal expression of joy and
thankfulness throughout the Empire. All classes of the people-testified their deep sense
of relief from the anxieties of a long and painful suspense, by joining their beloved
Queen in a public Thanksgiving, which proved in vastness of attendance and unanimity
of feeling the grandest and most impressive ceremony ever witnessed in the British
Capital. I invite you to follow the good example on the fifteenth day of this month. It
was thought advisable to defer the solemnity until after the meeting of Parliament, and
I feel assured that the Members of the two Houses, as well as all Her Majesty’s faithful
subjects throughout the Dominion, will be anxious to unite in celebrating the occasion
with all becoming observance and loyal alacrity.

Your meeting has itself been postponed to a later season than usual, upon consider-
ations of Imperial as well as Colonial interest, and at the instance of Her Majesty’s
Government.

The young Province of Mainitoba was, last September, threatened with an invasion
of lawless persons from the United States. Prompt measures for resistance were adopted
Ly the local authorities and attended with the best results. In order to re-assure the
people of the Province, and to prevent a recurrence of the outrage, I ordered a force of
two hundred Militiamen to be sent to Fort Garry. Notwithstanding the inclement season
of the year the troops surmounted the ditficulties of the march with energy and success,
thus proving not only their own discipline and endurance, but also the value of the route
through our own Territory. The accounts of the expend ture occasioned by this expedi-
tion will be laid before you, and you will be requested to pass a Bill to indemnify the
Government. :

A copy of the Treaty made at Washingéon last year, between Her Majesty ‘the
Queen and the United Sitates of America, in which the Dominion has so great an interest,
will be laid before you. So much of the papers and of the completed correspondence as
can be made public without injury to the interests of the Empire or of Canada, will also
be at once submitted for your information, and your attention will be invited to this
important subject.

A conference was held at (¢tawa in September last, on the subject of Immigration,
at which the Government of the Dominion, as well as those of every Province, were
represented. A scheme for joint and several action was provisionally arranged, to which
I invite your attention. I do not doubv that you will be inclined to make ample provi-
sions for the encouragement of Immigration with the maintenance and extension of which
the development of the vast natural resources of Canada is so vitally interwoven.

Since last Session the union of British Columbia with Canada has been happily
consummated, and her representatives now take part in your deliberations.

In order to open up and settle the fertile Lerritories of the North West, and to link

British Columbia therewith, it will be necessary for you to make provision for the con-

struction of a Railway to the Pacific Ucean, in conformity with the terms of Her
Majesty’s Order in Council, uniting Lritish Columbia with the Dominion. An appro-
priation was made in the last Scssion for the preliminary Survey of the route for this
Railway. The work has been diligently prosecuted, and a report of the progress achieved
will-be laid before you.j g



You will, I trust, concur with me in thinking that the long contemplated improve
ment and extension of our system of Canals ought to be vigorously prosecuted. The
rapid increase in the trade of Canada, and the importance of competing for, and accom-
modating the commerce of the great West, render it necessary that the means of transport
by water should be cheapened and facilitated, I have to request your serious consideration
of this subject, and in connection with it, the expediency of providing a direct water
communication between the Gulf of St. Lawrence and the Bay of Fundy.

The decennial Census having been taken last year, the duty of re-adjusting the
representation in Parliament, of the four Provinces originally constituting the Dominion,
devolves upon you nOw, according to the terms of the Union Act. A measure for the
purpose will accordingly be submitted for your consideration.

Among other measures, Bills will be presented to you relating to the Judges of
Superior Courts—to the regulation and management of the Public Lands and Mines of
the Dominion in Manitoba and the North West Territories, and for the amendment of the

laws relating to the Public Health.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

The accounts of the past year will at once be laid before you, and likewise a state”
ment of the Receipts and Expenditure of the current year, up to the close of the las
month.

Tt is gratifying to me to be able to announce to you that the revenue for the past, as
well as that for the current year, will be considerably in excess of what was estimated,
and that consequently theve is no reasou to apprehend embarrassment from the immediate
commencement of the contemplated public improvements.

The Estimates for the ensuing year will be submitted to you, and T trust that you
will be of opinion that the supplies which my Government will ask you to vote for the
service of Her Majesty, can be granted without inconvenience to Her Canadian subjects

Honorable Gentlemen f the Senate:

T have all the more satisfaction in recurring to your counsel and assistance at this
period, inasmuch as 1 may congratulate you on the general prosperity of the country, and
the fortunate issue of the steps taken to unite and consolidate the vast territories which

I feel assured that you will continue to devote the same assiduity as in the past to
the augmented labors, which the exigencies of more numerous constituencies and a
wider sphere of operations demand at your hands; and I earnestly pray that your efforts
in the path of duty may be so happily guided as to maintain peace and justice in all the
borders of the land, and ensure the happiness and lasting welfare of all classes of its
inhabitants. ;

Witness, Our Right Trusty and Well-
Beloved, The Right Honorable Jokn, Bavon Lisgar, of Lisgar and Bailieborough, in
the County of Cavan, [lireland, in the Peerage of the United Kingdom of Great
Britain, and Jreland, and a Baronet, one of Our Most Honorable Privy Counecil,
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Honorable Order of the Bath, Knight Grand
Cross of Our Most Distinguished Order of Saint Mickael and Saint G'eorge, Governor
General of Canade, and Governor and Commander-in-Chief of the Island of Prince
Lidward.

May 1t PreAsE Your EXCELLENCY :

We, Her Majesty’s dutiful and loynl subjects, the Scnate of Cunada, in Parliament
assembled, respectfully thank Your Excellency for your gracious speech at the
opening of this Session.

We azree with your Exoellency that ths auspicious recovery which the mercy of
Providence vouchsafed from the well nigh mortal illness of the Prince of Wales, called
forth a universal expression of joy and thankfulness throughout the Empire, and that all
classes of the people testified their deep sense of relief from the anxieties of a long and
painful suspense, by joining their beloved Queen in a public Thanksgiving, which proved
in vastness of attendance and unanimity of feeling the grandest and most impressive
ceremony ever witnessed in the British Capital.

We thank Your Excallency for inviting us to follow the good example on the fifteenth
day of this month. We are glad that it was thought advisable to defer the solemuity
until after the meeting of Yarliament ; and we assuve Your Ixeellency that the Members
of this House will be anxious to unite with all Her Majesty’s faithful subjects through-
out the Dominion in celebrating the occasion with all becoming observance and loyal
alacrity.

We thank Your Excollency, for informing us that our Meeting has itself been pos!
poned to a later season than usual, upon econsiderations of Imperial as well as Colonial
interest, and at the instance of Her Majesty’s Government.

We learn with regret that the 'young Province of Manitoha was, last September,
threatened with an invasion of lawless persons from the Uwited States. But we are

happy to be informed that prompt measuves for resistance were adopted by the local
authorities and attended with the best results ; that in ordér to re-assure the people of
the Province, and to prevent a recmrrence of the outrage Your Excellency ordered a {orce
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of two hundred Militiamen to be sent to Fort Garry; and thal, notwithstanding the
inclement season of the year, the' troops surmounted the difficulties of the march with
energy and success, thus proving not only their own discipline and endurance, but also
the value of the route through our own Territory.

We thank Your Exceliency for the promise that the accounts of the expenditure
occasioned by this expedition will be laid before us, and we will give our most atten tive
consideration to the Bill to indemnify the Government avhich Your Excellency has been
pleased to inform us we shall be requested to pass.

We are grateful also to Your Excellency for the intimation that a copy of the
Treaty made at Washington last year betyeen Her Majesty the Queen and the United
States of America, in which the Dominion has so great an interest, will be laid before
us, and that so much of the papers and of the completed coriespondence as can be mad e
public without, injury to the interests of the Empire or of Canada, will also be at once
submitted for our information ; and we will respond to Your Excellency’s invitation by
giving our best attention to this important subject.

We rejoice to learn from Your Excellency that a conference was held at Otfawe in
September last, on the subject of Immigration, at which the Government of the Domin-
ion, as well as those of every Province, were represented ; and that a scheme for joint and
several action was provisionally arranged, to which Your Excellency is pleased to invite
our attention. We shall be well inclined to make ample provisions for the encourage-
ment of Immigration, with the maintenance and extension of which the developnient of
‘the vast natural resources of Canada is so vitally interwoven.

It gives us great pleasure to be officially informed by Your Excellency that since last
Session the union of British Columbia with Canada has been happily consummated, and
that her representatives now take part in our deliberations.

We thank Your Exceliency for recalling ourattention to the fact that in order to
open up and settle the fertile Territories of the North-West, and to link British
Columbia therewith, it will be necessary for Parliament to make provision for the con-
struction of a Railway to the Pacific Ocean, in conformity with the terms of Her
Majesty’s Order in Council, uniting British Columlbia with the Dominion, and for remind-
ing us that an appropriation was made in the last Session for the preliminary Survey of
the route for this Railway ; and weare glad to learn from Your Excellency that the work
has been diligently prosecuted, and that a report of the progress achieved will be aid
before us. ;

We concur with Your Excellency in thinking that the long contemplated improve-
ment and extension of our system of Canals ought to be vigorously prosecuted, and that the
rapid increase in the trade of Canadu, and the importance of competing for and accommo-
dating the commerce of the Great West, render it necessary that the means of transport
by water should be cheapened and facilitated. ~- As requested by Your Excellency we will
give our serious consideration to this subject, and in connection with it to the expediency
of providing a direct water communication between the Gulf of S¢. Lawrence and the Bay
of Fundy. :

The decennial Census having been taken last year, and the duty of re-adjusting the
representation in Parliament of the four Provinces originally eonstituting the Dominion,
having devolved upon Pailiament now, according to the terms of the Union Act, we
shall not fail to give our best attention to the measure for the purpose which Your
Excellency is pleased to inform us will be submitted for our consideration.

Our attentive consideration will also be given to the Bills relating to the Judges of
Superior Courts, to the regulation and management of the Public Lands and Mines of
the Dominion in Manitoba and the North- West Territories, and for the amendment of the
laws relating to the Public Health, which Your Excellency has also been pleased to say °
will be presented to us, among other measures.

We ave grateful to Your Excellency for the expression of your satisfaction in recur-
ring to onr counsel and assistance at this period ; and we beg leave to reciprocate Your
ixcellency’s congratulations on the general prosperity of the country, and the fortunate
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issue of the steps taken to unite and consolidate the vast territories which now form the
Dominion.

Your Excellency may rest assured that we shall continue to devote the same
assiduity as in the past to the augmented labors which the exigencies of more numerous
constituencies and a wider sphere of operations demand at our hands ; and we unite with
Your Excellency in earnestly praying that our efforts in the path of duty may be so
happily guided as to maintain peace and justice in all the horders of the land, and ensure
the happiness and lasting welfare of all classes of its inhabitants.

The Sub-Committee of the Joint Committee of both Houses on the Printing of Par-
liament, appointed to Audit the Printing Accounts, and to whom was also referred the
Clerk’s Report on the services of the past year, together with the Annual Balance Sheet,
bez leave to Report as follows :—

The Balance Sheet was examined and found to be correct ; each item was verified by
a voucher, and the several expenditures by accountsin detail, receipted in full—the Audit
of which was satisfactory.

The Sub-Committee had also before them a fyle of all the documents printed during
the past year ; they tested the measurements and charges of several, and ave satisfied as
to their corvectness. They also examined the Bank Book, and found the sums deposited
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to agree with the warrants issued. The Ledger shews the state of account for each ser-
vice separately, and is satisfactory.

Four Parliamentary Binderies having been destroyed by five, shews the necessity of
every precaution being taken to ensure the safety of the contents ; the Committee would
beg to express their approval of the prudence which prompted the removal of the printed
sheets of the Departmental Reports from the Bindery, and their storage in the vaults of
the Parliament Buildings ; thus, in this case, saving them from destruction, and avoiding
a heavy pecuniary loss, as weli as serious inconvenience to the Public Service. They
would strongly recommend the continuance of the system.

In closing their Audit, the Sub-Committee would beg to express their gratification at
the very satisfactory state of every branch of the Printing Services of Parliament, and
would draw attention to the fact that those services, though enlarging as the Dominion
extends, and the representation is increased, yet the expenditure is confined within the
average.

REPORT OF THE CLERK.

To the Chairman and Members of the Joint Committee on Printing.

GENTLEMEN,—I beg to submit ihe Parliamentary Printing Account Annual Balance
Sheet, which shows the cost of the Printing Services of Parliament for the Fiscal year
ended the 30th June, 1871, to have been $31,186.27.

: I also beg to submit the several Books and Accounts, which, with the vouchers for
the verification of the same, numbered from 1 to 963, are ready for the Audit.

The Binding contract has been transferred to Mr. Alexander Mortimer, he having
furnished the requisite Securities, in accordance with the recommendations contained in
the 5th Report of the Committee of last Session.

The Clerk of the Legislative Assembly of the Province of Onfario transmitted copies
of their Journals and Sessional Papers for distribution among the Elected Members
representing that Province in the Dominion Parliament. £

I have to report the destruction by fire, on the night of the 2nd March last, of the
gremises occupied as a Bindery by the Parliamentary Binder,—the loss amounting to

991.82 was covered by Insurance in the Provincial and Hartford Companies, it was
promptly paid, and the money deposited to the credit of Printing Services. Fortunately
it had been deemed advisable, from time to time, as the printed sheets of the Depart-
mental Reports were folded in the Bindery, to remove them to the Vaults for their
better security ; otherwise not only a heavy pecuniary loss would have been sustained,
but great inconvenience must have ensued from the impossibility of replacing them for
the Session.

The several contractors have, during the Recess, carried out their respective Contracts
satisfactorily. '

The Paper has been furnished, as required, in good order. The Binding is very
creditable, and will bear favorable comparison with that of any of the preceding Con-
tractors. I may safely say the same of the wo.k performed by the Contractor for the
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Printing. Some annoyance was experienced last Session from delays, but such arrange-
ments have been made for this Session as, T hope, will obviate, as far as possible this
drawback. - Often when delays do take place, though the faultis invariably attributed to
the Printer, I can state from my own experience that he is not always, by any means,
the orly or the proper party on whom the responsibility should rest.

The accounts are rendered, and the charges made by all the contractors, in accordance
with their respective contracts.

The Printing Accounts covering nearly 1,000 items, is furnished me sheet by sheet,

as the work progresses, it is thus easily and safely examined and checked by the Vouchers,
composed of a fyle of the whole work performed.

I have every satisfaction in the performance of this duty.

By comparing the Balance Sheet now submitted, with that of the year before Con-
federation, the great extension of the Printing Services will be shown ; the consumption
of the paper, a sure test of the quantity of the work performed, being now 509 larger,
while 37/ will more than cover the increase in the total Expenditure.

I transmitted, as required by Law, to the Minister of Finance for his approval, to be
laid before Parliament with the other Estimates for the year, an Estimate of the sums
which would probably be required for the Printing Services of the Parliament during the

year commencing on the 1st July, 1872, amounting to $35,000, subject to the approval
of the Committee. :

Wednesday 6th April, 1870.
Richard Martin being sworn, said :—T am a Barrister. I am the same person who

—

St
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was a witness at the Bar of the House; I am a brother of the Petitioner; I was
present at his marriage with Sophia Stinson; It was performed according to the ceremonies
of the Church of England, by the Rev. Mr. Blackman, then curate or assistant of Mr.
Geddes, at Hamilton, on the 27th Sept., 1855. The signature to the certificate now shown
to me, marked A, is the signature and of the hand-writing of the Rev. Mr. Geddes, Rector
of Hamilton.—1I am the Richard Martin, junior, whose signature as a witness is copied in
the certificate. The Petitioner’s wife was frivolous ; she liked to go about and amuse
herself rather than to attend to her household duties, which she neglected-—she was very
lazy ; I should say that her husband was foolishly fond of her; he treated her with
kindness, and she jhad great influence over him, and could over persuade him to do al-
most any thing she wished. When she stayed with me at Hamilton in the month of
May, 1868, she was frequently absent from Saturday to Monday, on which occasions she
would say that she went to the House of her father or that of a sister in Hamilton.
After some time, about the middle of the month of May, I began to doubt that she had
been deceiving me,—not having been suspicious of her I did not take note of the time.
The first thing that aroused my suspicion was the fact, that while on the way to her ’
father’s house, and that of Mrs. Spohn, her relative, to deliver a letter from her husband,
that came addressed to lier at my house during her absence, I found that she was not at either
place ; T afterwards communicated these facts to her husband, the Petitioner, who gave me a
letter for her. In consequence of something, I had heard, I was induced to go to the rail-
way station on the arrival of the morning train from Zoronto, on the first of June, ex-
pecting to be able to deliver the letter to her there.  On the arrival of the train I saw a
person leave it whom I thought to be her, though I could not be sure of it, as she was

‘disguised and walked in a gait that was not usual with her ; I therefore followed her and

kept her in view, until we reached the gate of my own house, where she looked round,
and on seeing me, started, and dropped upon the ground a kind of mask of black crape,
having holes in it, which she at once picked up and put under her shawl. I followed her
into the house and gave the letter to my wife to deliver to her, and saw my wife go into
a room where she was for that purpose. She left my house and I had no further com-
munication with her at that time. "

In December last, I served on her a copy of Notice of Application for Divorce, at
the house of her aunt, Mrs. Zrowbridge, at Lewiston, New York State. She said, “I do not
deny my guils, but it is never too late for repentanee: I have lived a perfectly correct
life ever since, and I intend to continue to do so.” s

Cross-examined by her Counsel : There was no other person present when she made
the above admission tomein December last at Lewiston. She was the person who opened
the door to me, and the only person I saw in the house at the time, or for a considerable
time after that. I made thememorandum now shown to me marked ‘“Filed 9th March, 1870,
1. J. Taylor, the same day.” It was duving the first year of their marriage, while they
lived in Hamilton, that I had the best opportunity of observing the terms on which the
Petitioner lived with his wife ; after that I only saw them occasionaliy.

Elizabeth Martin sworn and examined :—My name is Elzabeth, I am the
wife of Richard Martin of Hamilton; 1 know Mrs. John Robert Martin,
she is my sister-in-law. My relations with her have always been of -a friendly
character. Tn April, 1868, my suspicions of her were aroused; I had a conversation

,with her; I told her that her father had been looking for her, and she asked

me not to tell my husband so, nor hers ; I promised that I would not ; she came to stay
at my house, but left on Saturday to go to her sister’s and returned on Monday ; she came
again and remained over two weeks, but going away on' the Saturday and returning on
the Monday. The last time she so returned, I was with her in her bed-room, and told her
her husband had been there the day before and had broken open her carpet-bag ; she said
he might have saved himself the trouble 5 I said, “Sophia, this is a dreadful thing.”
She said, “Yes.” I gave her a letter from her husband ; she read it and her face got
very red. After she had read the letter she asked me if she could rest there awhile; I said
yes, and she remained about half-an-hour, after whiclt she left to go to her father’s,
Before she went, I said to heg, “In the name of God, Sophia, whatever could come over you
to do such a thing?” She said. “ I don’t know.”

Cross-examined by Mr. Zass—I have known Mrs. Martin since before T was married
in 1858 ; I lived with her as a servant for nine months before T was married ; she lived
very happily with her husband then ; she was absent from my house during three Sundays
out of four in the course of her visits to me in 1868,

ErizaBETH MARTIN.

John Robert Martin, the Petitioner, was sworn and examined, and deposed as
follows : T have not been guilty of any collusion or cohnivance with my wife for the
purpose of procuring a divorce from her; I have taken proceedings at law, with the
Tesult of obtaining a verdict for two thousand dollars damages’ against Willianz, Lount,
for adultery with her; the said Williem Lount is the party mentioned in my petition ; I
am informed that judgment has been entered up on that verdict, and the amount thereof

has been since recovered by me from the said William Lount.

Jane Hill was sworn and examined as a witness on behalf of the Petitioner : T
reside at Barrie ; T am a domestic servant there ; I know Dr. Ha_mzlton, of ?m’me sk
was in his service in 1867, and until the month of June, 1868 ; during my service at Dr_
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Hamiltow's I saw Mrs. Martin, the wife of Mr. John Robert Martin, there ; she was on
a visit to Mrs. Hamilton ; that was in the year 1867 ; I had seen her at Barrie before
that ; T understand that she was visiting at Mr. Cotter’s then ; I know Mr. William
Lount of Barrie ; he is a lawyer ; the photographs now shown to me, marked A. and E.
are those of Mr. Lount and Mrs. Martin ; Mr. Lount was a very frequent visitor at Dr.
Hamiltor's during Mrs. Martin's stay there ; he came sometimes in the afternoon, and
every evening ; when he came in the afternoon he did not remain, but went away and
came back again ; they went out driving together, and sometimes were not back when I
retired to my room, at twelve and one o'clock in the morning ; when Mrs. Martin saw
Mr. Zount coming towards the house she would rush to the window, and when he came
in she would kiss him and call him her sugar-plum and honey-bird ; I have seen him
kissing her in the parlor, on the sofa ; I saw him hugging her with his arms round her,
on the sofa ; I have seen him lying on her knee at times on the sofa, and at other times
I have seen her lying on his knee on the sofa ; on those occasions there were no others in
the parlor besides themselves ; on some evenings Mr. Lount and Mrs. Martin remained
in the parlor after Dr. Hamilton and Mrs. Hamilton had retired; on one occasion during
Mus, Martin's visit at Dr. Hamilton’s, when Dr. Hamilton and his wife had gone to bed
some hours before, and it was one o'clock in the morning, on reaching the hall I saw a
light in the parlor ; I was in my stocking feet ; T went to the door, noiselessly, thinking
that Mrs. Martin had retired leaving the light burning, and for the purpose of putting it
out ; the door was partly open ; T saw Mrvs. Martin in the room at that time ; she was
lying on the floor ; her feet were towards the door ; her dress was up round her waist;
her limbs were naked ; I saw Mr. Lount in the room at that time; his pants were half-
way down ; he was rising from the floor ; he held his pants with one hand and gave the
other to Mrs. Murtin, to help her up ; the waist of Mrs. Martin’s dress was unhooked ;
I went away noiselessly from the doo1, so that they might not hear me ; Mr. Lount used
to call Mrs. Mariin, Zoe ; Mrs. Martin showed me a gold boot which she said she had
received from Mr. Lount, as a birth-day present.

Copy oF THE EviDENCE READ To FRANCES BAYLEY.

M Saturday, 9th April, 1870.

Frances Bayleybeing sworn, said:—Iknow Mr.and Mrs. Martin; I resided with them
as a servant at Cayuga; 1 went there on the 2nd of May, 1867 ; remained there until the
27th of March, 1868. While I was there, Mrs. Martin was frequently absent. She v ould be
two or three weeks at home, and two or three weeks away ; she would visit Dunnville,
Hamvilton and Barrie; she told me that she went to Dunnville to visit a Dr. McLaughlin ;
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she said ke was a beaw of hers, and she went to see him about a cancer she thought' she
had on her face. The first time she went to Barrie, while I lived with her, was in
September, 1867 ; Dr. McLaughlin was to have accompanied her on that visit, she told
me 5o ; she told me that Mr. Martin did nov know it. The morning before she went to
Barrie, I saw a letter in her satchel; it was addressed to Dr.Alexander McLaughlin,
Dunnville, and she told me she was going to carry it to Hamilton to post, asshe feared that
if she posted it at Cayuga, her husband might hear of it. After her return from Barrie
Mrs. Martin carried on a correspondence with Mr. William Lount, of Barrie ; I neversaw
him, but I have seen his photograph ; Mrs. Martin shewed it te me, saying it was that
of Mr. Lount, Member of Parliament ; it was the same as that now shewn to me; Mrs.
Martin was expecting a letter from Mr. William Lount, and in order to deceive her
husband, as she said, had previously written a letter to herself, which she pretended
was from Miss Zliza Lount ; I saw the letter, and I saw Mrs. Martin write it, and she
afterwards read it to me; she showed it to Mr. Martin, and he remarked that it was
rather large ; she told me she intended to carry on correspondence with Mr. William
Lount ; 1 posted, at Mount Healy, three miles from Cayuga, a letter she said she had
written to Mr. Lount, in answer to one from him ; it was addressed, “ William Lount,
Esq., ML.P.P., Barrie, County of Sitmcoe.” The letter was mailed by me at Mount Healy,
in order that its being sent might not be discovered through the Post-Master at Cayuga ;
Muys. Martin told me she had written to Mr. Zount, not to reply to her letter, but if he
received it to send a newspaper. The Bartie Courier was received by Mrs. Mairtin ;
Mr. Martin asked whom it was from, and Mrs. Mariin sail it was from Mrs. Dr. Hamalton e
she told me that she had told My. Martin so, but that it was from Mr. Lount ; it was on
Sunday, the 27th October, 1867, that I mailed the letter at Mount Healy ; a second letter
was written by Mrs. Martin to Mr. Lount at Barrie; it was mailed at Iadiana, two
miles from Cayuga, for the same reason as before ; Mrs. Martin told me, after her visit to
Barrie, that she had had a splendid time there with Mr. Lount, and that she did not
know how to contrive to get back there again. She went to Barrie a second time, under the
pretence that she had heard from Mys. Hamilton, that there was a woman there who
could cure cancers. , On her return, there was a correspondence carried on again between
those parties ; she asked me to allow Mr. Zount to address his letters to me, as Fanny
Bayley, at the Cayuga Post-Office ; I consented. She wrote first to Mr. Zount ; I did not
post letters addressed to Mr. Lount, I posted letters addressed to Mr. Charles Summerfell,
she said it was an assumed name, that she and Mr. Zount had fixed for him to reeceive
letters by. This correspondence continued until the time I left Mrs. Martin’s employ :
letters came addressed to me as Fanny Bayley—a large number of them ; I delivered them
to Mrs. Martin ; she said they were from Mr. Lount; I know from seeing the letters,
that they were signed “ Honey-Bird;” the letters now shewn to me, numbered from 1 tq 15,
are the letters ; I saw the envelopes now produced, marked “ B,” “C” and “D,” in Mrs.
Martin’s drawer ; she told me-they were given to her by Mr. Lount, and were addressed
by him ; the letters I posted for Mrs. Martin, were enclosed in similarly colored envelopes,
similarly addressed ; several times Mrs. Martin went out and left some of those letters
that have now been shewn to me, lying on the table, and I put them away ; at one time,
I had a number of them in my hand, which Mrs. Martin told me were thirteen ; they were
kept together by an elastic band, in which was also the photograph that has been shown to
me. On one occasion, when Mr. Zount was expected on a visit to Mr. Martin's at Cayuga,
about the end of February or the beginning of March, 1868, Mrs. Martin told me she
expected to have one more happy night with him ; Mr. Martin was expected to have
been absent, when the visit was arranged ; I am acquainted with Mrs. Martin’s hand- '
writing ; the three letters now shown to me are in her hand-writing ; the envelopes now
shown to me are addressed by her to Mrs. Martin; the letters are numbered 16, 17 and
15, and the envelopes are numbered 19 and 20.

Cross-examined by Mr. Ross, 11th April, 1870 :—1I live at Cayuga with my father ;
I have been living with him ever since I left Muvs. Mariin's on the 27th March, 1868 ;
Mr. Martin frequently scolded Mrs. Martin, for being lazy ; he called her a lazy sloven,
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and scolded her for not attending to the house ; my sister had left Mrs. Martin’s service
at six o'clock in the morning of the 20th May, 1867, the day on which I entered
her service at noon. My sister frequently came there afterwards while T was
there, and was on good terms with Mrs. Martin. The first time Mrs. Martin
reposed confidence in me about Mr. Zounf, was when she first returned from
Barrie; she reposed confidence in me before, about Dr-. McLaughlin ; it was only after
Mrs. Martin had gone away, and the letters had been found, that I first broke the confi-
dence reposed in me by Mrs. Martin; 1 then‘ told my father and mother. I took the letters
addressed to me out of the Post-Office, and ‘delivered them to Mrs. Martin unopened ; T
burned some of the envelopes, and Mrs. Martin burned others. T never had any sexual
intercourse with Mr. Martin ; I have had a child, dndrew Gorman was the father ; he is
living in his own house in Zuscarora.

Saral Jane Bayley, a witness for the Petitioner, was sworn and examined, and de-
posed as follows : I gave evidence before a Committes of the Senate, to whom a similar
Bill to that referred to this Committee was referred during the Session of 1870. The
minute of the evidence which I then gave, dated 21st April, 1870, being now read to me,
I re-affirm the same, as there recorded, and I further say, that Mrs. Martin showed me
also a small gold boot. Mus. Martin wore the ring I spoke of turned & as to look like a plain
gold ring ; there were white stones set in it, and those stones were worn on the inside
of the hand. Mrs. Martin told me she got the gold boot from Mr. Zount. I was in Mr.

Sarah Jane Bayley, examined after having been sworn : My name is Sarak Bayley, 1
lived in the service of Mrs. Martin as housemaid, Mrs. Martin told me she had acorrespond-
ence with Mr. Zount ; she showed me some presents that Mr. Lount had given her ; one of
these was a locket with hair in it which she said was his ; she wore this locket under her
clothing ; she told me she had given him a ring with a braid of her hair inside of it. I
lived with Mr. and Mrs. Martin at intervals from 1864 ; he was always very kind to her.

Cross-examined : T left the house in May, 1867 ; Mrs. Martin and I had a quarrel ;
she did not send me away ; I did not tell her T was going away ; it wason the day before,
Sunday, the 19th May, we had the quarrel ; she said I had been out too late ; in the
morning she spoke to Mr. Martin, and T over-heard her 5 I had been into Mr. Martin's
room, and she said I had not been properly dressed 5 I had neither shoes nor stockings on ;
Mr. Duff; a clerk of Mr. Mgrtin's was in the house at the time ; he boarded in the house ;
his room was on the same flat as Mr. Martin's. T returned to the house on the 6th May,
1868, at Mrs. Martin's request ; she remained there until the fourteenth, and she told me
that during that time she and Mr. Martin occupied different rooms at night; I had
always two beds to make up in the morning; I was not in bed with Mr. Martin on the
morning of the 20th of May, and did not cover my head with the bed clothes.

Hannah Cotter, a witness for the Petitioner, was sworn and examined, and deposed
as follows :—T am the wife of James R. Cotter, Esquire, Barrister-at-Law ; T reside with
him at Barrie ; I am acquainted with Mrs. Martin, wife of John Robert Martin, of Cay-
uga ; the photograph now shown to me, marked E, is a portrait of Mrs. Jokhn Robert
Martin ; the photograph now shown to me, marked A, is'a portrait of Mr. William Lount,
Barrister, of Barrie, whom T know ; L am a sister of Mr. William Lount ; I think the

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7, 8,9, 10, 11, 12, 13, 14 and 15, is that of mybrother, Mr. William Lount ; Mrs. Martin
paid me a visit at Barrie ; 1 think it was in 1867—but I am not sure ; it was prior to a
visit she paid to Mrs. Doctor Hamilton there ; she became acquainted with Mr. William
Lount at my house ; shortly after her arrival we went off on a camping party to Sparrow
Lake ; nothing transpired there to my knowledge ; nothing was said there about a pair of
gloves ; I did not refuse a second visit of Mrs. Murtin at my house, but I was going away ;
1 heard Mrs. Martin say at my own house that she had almost won a pair of gloves from
Mr. William Lount ; I understood from that that she had found him asleep and might
have kissed him. - ’
By a Member of the Committee :—I am acquainted with Jane Hill; her moral
character is not very good ; I do not know about her veracity ; I know Dr. Hamilton's
house at Barrie; Jane Hill has quarrelled with my sister-in-law, Mrs. George Lount ;
Mrs. Lount had her brought before the Police Court ; Dr. and Mrs. Hamailtor's sleeping
room was generally next to the parlor, on the same flat ; the house consists of a basement,
one story, and an attic.
By another Member :—I know Dr. and Mrs. Hamilton ; they are respectable people.
By Counsel for Petitioner :—I do not know what rooms Mrs Martin or Dr. and Mrs.
Hamilton occupied in Dr. Hamilton's house during Mrs. Martin’s visit there, as I never
went there during her stay. It was for refusing to do her work that Jane Hill was brought
before the Police Courts It is only from common report, and not from anything I know
that I consider her moral character not to be good ; Jane IHill has borne a had character
for years ; ever since I have heard of her.

Alexander Hamilton, a witness produced by the Petitioner, was sworn and examined
and deposed as follows: I reside at Barrie, and I am a Doctor of Medicine. I was ex
amined as a witness for the Petitoner before the Select Committes on a Bill for the relief
of Jokn Robert Martin, in the Session of 1870. The evidence T gave on that occasion,
being now read to me, I re-affirm the same ; and I say further, that I also spoke to
William Lount about the same time that I spoke to Mr. Martin as therein stated, and on
the same subject. I may have spoken to him two or thres times, Mrs. Martin was
subsequently refused admission to my house ;. we did not approve of her conduct when
she was there previously. Lount was in the habit of visiting her there, and on my
speaking to him about flirting with her, he promised not to do so any more, and thinking
that her object in coming there was to meet him, 1 left word that she was to be refused
admittance. During the time Mrs. Martin was on a visit at our house, we had Jane Hill
as a servant. I have seen her since I came to Otiawa. It was after I had seen Mrs.

Then the Honorable the Speaker of the House of Commons addressed His Excellency
the Governor General as follows :

. MAY 1T PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY,

Tn the name of the Commens, T present to Your Excellency a Bill intituled :

« An Act for granting to Her Mujesty certain sums of ‘money required for defraying
certain expenses of the Public Service for the financial years ending respectively the 30th
June, 1872, and the 30th June, 1873, and for other puvposes relating to the Public
Service,” to which I humbly request Your Excellency’s assent.

To this Bill, the Clerk of this House, by His Excellency’s command did thereupon
say ! 1
« In Her Majesty's name His Excellency the Governor General thanks her loyal subjects,
“ acepts their benevolence, and assents to this Bill.”

Then His Excellency the Governor Geueral was pleased to deliver the following
*“speech : * ; ;

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate
Gentlemen of the House of Commons—

1 have much satisfaction in relieving you from an attendance in Parliament which
cannot fail to be inconvenient to many of you at this season of the year. I thauk you
therefore all the more for the time and atteation which you have diligently bestowed on
the discharge of your public duties.

The interest and importance of various questions which have been discussed and decided
‘will render the Session memorable in the annals of the country.

Your adoption of the Articles of the Treaty of Washington which affect Canadian
interests, has placed in a clear light your determination to share the fortunes of England.
The generous disposition evinced under the trying circumstances of the time has added
strength to the honorable position of Canada, both as regards the British Empire and
the United States.

The vast project, of which you have so wisely matured the conditions for carrying
a Railway to the shoves of the Pacific, will open a new pathway for England as well in peace
as in war, to the East, and will, T trust, be productive of the most essential benefits
to this Dominion by giving facilities to traflic of all descriptions, enhancing the value
of the public lands, promoting their settlement, and drawing closer the ties which bind
the sister Provinces together by easier access and multiplied intercourse.

Few who have not considered the subject have any adequate conception how large an
extent of economical advantage, the possession of great navigable Rivers like the St.
Lawrence and its tributaries comprises. The outlay you have sanctioned on their imnprove-
ment, and on that of the auxiliary canals, is a safe investment. It will be amply and
speedily repaid by the angmented volume of trade flowing down all the channels opened
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to its course, for it will be swollen by the confluence of your own accumulating produc”
tions with those of your Western neighbours.

It is highly satisfactory that the condition of the revenue is so prosperous as to enable
you to advance the intevests of the Country by commencing the construction of these
works at once, without delay or misgiving.

Gentlemen of The House of Commons :

In Her Majesty's name I thank you for the supplies which you have so cheerfully :
granted.

I heartily congratulate you on the prosperous condition of the revenue, and on your
having been enabled by the repeal of the duties on tea and coffee to diminish the burdens of
the people.

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate,
Gentlemen of the House of Commons,

The joint address with which you have honored me on the eve of my departure is
most_agreeable to my feelings.

I shall T assure you hold in grateful recollection all my life the expression of your
respect and esteem.

I have watched with deep interest in my official capacity the proceedings of four
Sessions, and made myself otherwise acquainted with the views and wishes of the Parlia-
ment and people of Canada, and I earnestly hope that the good intelligence which prevails
between them and the people of England may last constant and unimpaired for generations
to come.

I have now the honor to bid you farewell, with those serious thoughts which the
word farewell naturally awakens, with every acknowledgement of the many courtesies
and the effective assistance which I have received at your hands and with the most
cherished and ardent wishes for the welfare of the Dominion, with which I rejoice to
think that my humble name has been connected by an honourable tie for more than three
years.

Then the Honorable Speaker of the Senate said :

Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate,
Gentlemen of the House of Commons,

It is His Excellency the Governor General’s will and pleasure that this Parliament
be prorogued until Wednesday, the twenty-fourth day of July next, to be here holden,
and this Parliament is accordingly prorogued until Wedhesday, the twenty-fourth day of
July next.
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
