he did likewise.  In this manner he tired out his men,

e cepting the Swede and the American.  Sherring's

sulutes to the people and pleasantries were cut short

by the booming of a cannon which announced his
near approach to the Stadium where a vast concourse
impatiently awaited the appearance of the runners.
Surely, thousands must have thought, the vietor will
be a Greek. In a moment a figure appeared over the
brow of the hill. Thunderous applause greeted him
from within and without the Stadium—thunder
answered thunder.  Then came the pause—the terrible
stillness that follows the storm.  He was not a Greek !
Against the sky line came almost immediately another
