Oatmeal gruel—To three cupfuls of
boiling water, add one-haif cupful of
coarse oatmeal and one-half teaspoon-
ful of salt: Cook five hours in' a
double boiler, Thin with hot milk and
strain,

Farina porridge—Bring one cupful of
‘water and one cupful of milk to the
bolling point. Add one-half teaspoon-
ful salt. Sprinkle in one tablespoon-
ful farnia and stir until smooth. Cook
one hour in a double boiler, Serve
with a little sugar and hot milk.

Beef juice—Chop and broil slightly
lean round steak. Squeeze out the
Juice with a meat press or a lemon
squeezer into a warm cup. Salt and
serve at once.

Scraped beef—Scrape all the ten-
der part from a thick piece of round
steak., Season slightly with salt and
make into small flat cakes, Broil for
three minutes,

Mutton broth—Cut a pound of lean
mutton into small pieces. Cover with
a pint of cold waterand let stand in
a cold place two or taree hours; then
cook three hours over a slow fire. Cool,
skim off any fat, salt and serve either
hot or cold.

Taploca.—Scald one cupful of milk
and one-half tablespoonful of minute
tapioca, two teaspoonfuls sugar, a dash
of salt and nutmeg. Cook in a double
boiler 15 minutes. y

Prunes.—Wash one pound of Prunes
thoroly in several waters., Then just
cover with cold wateér and let stand
several hours. Put them over a slow
fire in the water in which they have
been soaking and simmer until -soft.

to judge from the queries made to this
department, every ‘gardener in the
land is ready and waiting to trans.
plant everything in sight,

It is a long, tedious businese, and
one that calls for patience as well as
imuch forethought.

First, let us consider the plants that
are indoors. Not the house plants, but
the annuals and semi-annuals that
our amateurs started in their seed
boxes some three or four weeks ago,
These must be got ready for transe
planting, and the main thing to re-
member is thrt there will be a great
change in the character of the air te
whici you will subject them,

No matter how fresh and cool and
moist indoor air may seem to be, it is
never the same as real outdoor air,
Real outdoor air always contains a
very much larger percentage of mois-
ture than indoor air, no matter whe-
ther the outdoor air is hotter than
that indoors. . ‘

And this very moisture is what
causes your transplantings to grow
with such wonderful ' rapidity when
once they are outdoors. You have all
noticed it—and wondered,

Then most houses are toe hot for
plant life to do well in. 8o you must
also think of the chill your seedings
will first receive if great care is not
taken in making the change.

A successful traneplanting is, only
made when the plants show no check
in their growth, and a check in. their
growth comes from this chill, and not
from the additional molsture in the
air outside, Indeed, it is just this ex-
tra bit of moisture that enables them
to stand the chill.

Our gardeners must commence now
to temper the inside air with plenty
of outdoor alr, let into the rooms where
the seedings are kept. Place the boxes
daily in the strongest light, if there is
no sun, and if “hére ie sun, accommo-
date the young plants to it gradually,
Never place your seed boxes where
the direct sun can come In steadily
thru the glass and focus directly on
the tender green leaves. Be careful, if
you are letting in outdoor air thru a
door or window, not to let a draught
blow across the plants, and, above al]
things do not place the boxes on the
window sill ‘with the window open—not
yet, This may chill the under earth
and so chill the roots—always a dan-
gerous thing to have happen,

Keep the plants well sprayed, if pos-
sible, with fresh water every day, but
do not let the soil in the boxes be-
come clogged and soggy with mols-
ture,

FRENCH AIRMAN
TAKEN PRISONER

Berlin Says Garros, Famous
Aviator, Was Captured at

Ingelmunster.

BERLIN, April 19.—According to a
statement issued by the German war of-
fice, Lieut. Roland Garros, the famous
French aviator, who has been very active
in aerial work on the Meuse front, has
been captured. It is stated that he was
taken prisoner at Ingelmunster, Belgium,
seven miles north of Courtral, Whether
he was captured while on the ground or
whether he was in his aeroplane and shot
down is not made known.

Lieut. Garros was one of France's
greatest aviators. In the early days of
the war he was credited with ramming
a Zeppelin and has been elfeclally men-
tion®l for work with the flying corps.

A few days ago he started in pursuit of
a German Taube at Langemarck and
brought it to the ground, the pilot and
observer being killed.

He won many long distance races in
all parts of the world and had to his
credit a long distance flight of 588 miles
across the Mediterranean in 7 hours and
53 minutes.
