His Grace Archbishop Walsh was a
passenger on the Cunard line steamer
Etruria, which arrived in New York
on Saturd ing from Liverpool
and Queenstown, making the paseage
in 5 days 22 hours and 28 minutes,
beating all her previous runa to the
westward. The Etruria came off the
dock just previous to leaving Laver-
pool and was in good condition for a
fast passage. She left Queenstown
last Sunday at 8.88 a.m, and reached
the Bandy Hook lightship at 2.81
o'clock Saturday morning. The days*
runs were: 72, 479, 486, 480, 494, 478
and 202, She experienced fresh to
strong westerly winds to the Banks;
thenoe moderate weather to port. On
August 16 the Etruria ran info a
denae fog at noon, whioh lasted &ill
2,80 pam,  During this time the en-
gines wero slowed down, causing some
delay. This is the best average speed
the Etruria has ever made. While on
this voyage her best day's run was 494
knots ; her day's best run, however,
waz made some three yoavs ago, when
ahe steamed 509 knote, Congidering
that the Etruria is more than 10 years
old, and a single-serew steamer, her
pnssage is regarded s very creditable
one, Her best previous record was 6
days and 18 minutes, made in Ootober,
1898. The passages of other vessels
within a few days, as shown by the
Now York, indicate that the conditions
aro favorable for record-breaking.

Cider may be boil 1 down to onc-half.
and then if bottled it will keop for years
in the same condition, or if uct so much
coneentrated it will keop after boiling
quite as well, but will yraduially chauge
iuto a very agreeable wine, commonly
enlled apple wine.  Or it may be hept
from formenting by adding to cach
barrel a ?nm of a solution of hype-
sulphite of soda. and then bunging the
barrels tight. This last method. how-
cver, mves a httle bittorness to the
cider. 'I'o make cider-vinegar the bung
of the cask is left open and covered witl
a picce of thin cotton cloth to keep out
dust, and if set in o warm place will
quickly change to the best and most
wholesome kind of vinegar. The mak-
ing of vinegar is much hastened by add-
ing o quart or 50 of old vinegar or the
mother of vinegar—which is the jelly-
like substance that gathers in old vine-
gar—to the fresh cider.

The liorse chestnut is grown from tho
seced without any difliculty. The nuts
may bo planted in the all or in the
u;\:mg, but if kept over winter they
should be buricd in the soil where they
will not be frozen, or in dry sand in a
cellar. They may be plabted where
thoy are to stand or in rows, from which
the young trees are moved when one or
two years old, There are two varictics
of this tree, the white flowered and the
ved. It is called horse chestnuts because
the nuts are saved for feeding to horses
in parts of Europe, where these trees
grow very abundantly. They are said
%o bo very nutritious, and to bo caten by
the horse with avidity.

——

The safe depth to which to plow is as
far as the soil is fortile; the infertilo
subsoil should not be brought to the
surface until it has been enriched by
manure. It is always to be remembered
as a leading principle in the culture of
the soil that the seeds of plants grow
near the surface, aud for this reason the
surface soil should be the richest in
available plant food, so that the young
plants may find abundant nutriment at
the time 1t is most needed; and, if by
deop g‘lowing the raw infertile subsoil is
brought to the surface, the newly ger-
minated seeds will perish for want of
food for the growth of the young plant,
and it will never reach that beyond the
weak roots and below the surface. Ifit
is desired—and it should always be de-
gired—that tho soil be made decper, it
should ouly bo done a little at & time,
and by tho help of sufficient manure to
enrich the new soil. Decp Elowing

1t is well to know that the Bordeaux
mixture is the most effective remedy for
all such diseases of planty, and whenover
any plant—whatever its kind—is attack-
cd by the brown spots on the leaves,
this mixturo sprayed on the leaves will
prevent its spread. It should be applied
at the first sight of the spots on the
leaves. The mixture is made of four
pounds six ounces each of copper sul-
phate, quicklime and molasses. Dis-
solve separatoly in water and then mix
with added water to make fifty gallons,

-

It is better to spread manure as eulxy
as_possible, and before tho Winter is
fullyset in. If it cannot be conveniently
done then and thore is snow on the
ground, ihis opportunity should be
availed of without fail, for the work
may be done then at less cost than at
any other_time, ad the manure is more
easily loaded on to sleds than wagous,
and may be equally cheaply spread on
the land. Larger loads, too, ma be
drawn, and there is more leisuro timo,
Fhis work should be done on Fall
plowed land that is to bo cross-plowed
in the Spring, as for a corn or root crop,
but especially the latter. When this
plan can bo adopted, it is & ood time
and opportunity to plow a little deoper,
as the menuro spread in the Winter
mixes with the fresh soil turned up, and
the Spring plowing returns it to the
bottom, bringing up the surface again,
but ‘well mixod with the now soil.

E. A, Freeman's “Growth of the Eaglish Con®

For all practieal purposes there
were only two estates in the English
Patliament, Lords and Commons.
Thus the phrase of the three estates,
which bad & meaning in France,
became meaningless in England. For
centuries past there has been no sepa-
rate ostate of tho olergy, som: of their
highest members have belonged to the
entate of the Lords and the rest to the
eatate of the Commons, Hence has
arisen s common, but not unnaturat
misconoeption, ss old as the Long
Parli t, a8 to the ing of the
three estates.

Men conatantly use those words as
if they meant the three elements
among which the legislative power is
divided, Kings, Liords and_ Commons.
But an estate means a rank, or order,
or class of men, like the Lords, the
Clergy, or the Commons. The King
is not su estate, because thera is no
olaas or order of Kings, the King be-
ing one person alone by himself, The
proper phrase is the King and the
three estates of the reslm. But in
England, as I have already shown,
the phrase is meaningleas, as wo have,
in truth, two estates only.”

Quite a few poor cattle and a good many
lambs were left at the closo of the markat,
