adoption of a new policy by General 
Foch, supreme commander of the 
allied armies on the western front, in

July 6.—Increasing London, July 6. — Limited home 
rule for India, and the creation of 
necessary legislative machinery there, 
is recommended in a report which haa 
been prepared for presentation to par­
liament by Edwin Samuel Montagu, 
secretary for ' India, and Baron 
Chelmsford, viceroy tfnd 1 governor- 
general of India, which was made 
public tonight by the government.

This report on" constitutional reforihg 
ia the outcome of Mr. Montagu s six 
mouths’ visit to India and covers 
about 800 octave" page*. The docu­
ment was signed at Simla on April 22 
by Mr. Montagu and Baron Chelms­
ford and has the concurrence of the 
Indian Government, the Indian council 
and the members of the mission which 
accompanied Mr. Montagu on his visit 
The report deals with every aspect of 
Indian problems and difficulties and id 
a. very great step in tbe direction of 
ifltian home rule. Its main recom­
mendations are: l

Completion of the edifice, of local 
self-government, giving considerable 
measure of responsibility in various 
fields to provincial legislatures, which 
are to be composed of directly-elected 
representatives and which will act 
under the broadest franchise possible 
under Indian conditions; a viceregal 
legislature which will be composed of 
two chambers, the second chamber be­
ing called ‘the councU of state.”

The creation of an Indian privy 
council and a council of princes, with 
a provision for the establishment of 
machinery tor the conducting of per­
iodic inquiries to consider whether 
other subjects may be transferred to 
popular controt

Bo t*r there has been no mention of 
any strikes in sympathy with the civic 
employes.

They believe the sequence of hard 
local blows that have been struck re­
cently by French, American, British 
and Italian troop» show» that a new 
phase of the great battle la develop­
ing, which might expand into a major 
operation on any part of the front 
where the situation waa found favor­
able.

Reporte of the recent highly suc­
cessful strokes at the German lines 
are taken here to Indicate that General 
Koch no longer feels under tbe urgent 
necessity of keeping rigidly on the 
defensive In order to conserve his 

. forces for the expected renewal of the 
oérifren offensive. The fact that the 
Germans have been completely sur­
prised and overwhelmed by several of 
the local counter-operations is believed 
to be due to the work of the allied 
airmen.

The American attacks around Chateau 
Thierry, the French operations on the 
Boisson» front of the Complegne salient, 
and the British operations on both side* 
of the Homme and In Flanders probably 
were prompted by the fact that the 
weakness of the enemy at those particu­
lar points had been revealed by airplane 
observations or a» a result ef raids at 
other points. Quick advantage was taken, 
undoubtedly for surprise blows, where 
German reserves were on the move.

Te Give Enemy No Rest.
It Is assumed here that General Koch 

now plans to give the enemy no rest. 
Points of vantage, held by him which 
would be of value as the starting place 
for a new major thrust are being re­
captured all along the line. The effect 
la to embarrass German preparations, 
and officer* here believe that the fact 
that any of these local operations by the 
allies may suddenly develop into a more 
Important movement, tends to keep the 
German reserves scattered along the 
whole line. ( .

The activity of the alUed forces Is be­
lieved by observers here to put a wholly 
new aspect on the problem of meeting 
the forthcoming German effort to renew 
Ills movement, either toward the channel 
ports or Paris. The possibilities of 
feints at remote parts of the line to 
cover the development of the real at­
tack until It was well under way are 
believed to be lees promising, as It is 
the allies who are now creating diver­
sions and not the Germans.

Possibilities of Allied Thrusts.
It I» regarded as quite probable that 

General Foch will be able to form ac­
curate estimates of the course and 
strength of the blow before It Is de­
livered and make his concentrations of 
reserves accordingly. If so, officers here 
have hopes that the German assault, 

> when It doe* come, can be «topped with- 
i, out any considerable surrender of ter- 
L rltory.
" One advantage of the increasing man­

power of the allied armies that observers 
believe Is certain to be apparent In the 
next German rush will be the possibility 
of allied thrusts at other points along 
the line, thus compelling the shifting of 
German reserves to meet these attacks. 
It la believed General Foch now Is In 
a post Ion to take this means of slowing 
up tbe enemy without Impairing his own 
reserves.

Generalissimo Koch, 
Field Marshal Haig and Maj.-Gen. Sir 
Henry Wilson of the British army; 
Gen. Pershing of the American army 
and Gen. Uuillaln of the Belgian ar­
my as well as representative» of the 
other aille» at Versatile».

Sincere congratulations to the Ital­
ian army and people for tbe memor­
able victory over the Austro-Hungar­
ian army were expressed at the meet­
ing. It was said that it Is considered 
that the victory won by the Italians eut 
the critical ♦••• -ing point of the war 
brings a valuable contribution to the 
allies’ efforts and points to the final 
success of their cause.

One of the features of the session 
was the presence of the prime minis­
ters of Canada. Australia and New 
Zealand. as well a* several other min­
isters of the British dominions. '

On behalf of the council. Premiers 
Clemenceau and Orlando expressed to 
flmepresentatlves of the British dom­
inions the thanks of the aille» for the 
services rendered on the battlefield by 
the troops ef the British colonies.

Rome, July 6.—Italian forces oper­
ating In the lowlands near tbe mouth 
of the Piave are making steady pro­
grès#, according to the statement 
issued "by the war office today. In tbe 
mountain sector o4 
statement says the* 
extended their lines at tbe head ef 
Calcine Valley, and have held the 
ground thue gained In spite of heavy 
counter-attack» by the Augjro-Hun- 
garians. The text of the statement 
reads:

"On the lower Piave, having re­
puted a violent counter-attack and 
destroyed new center* of enemy re­
sistance, we have considerably ex­
tended our lines to tbe southeast of 
Chlesanuova, and to the north of 
Cavazuccberina. We have captured 
41S prisoners, in addition tp taking a 
battery of six 106-millimeter howitzers 
.and a large number of machine guns.

"To the northeast of Monte O nappa. 
Italian detachments, after artillery 
preparation, penetrated into the 
Austrian positions at tbe head of Cal­
cine Valley. The enemy replied with 
an Intense artillery (Ire, and launched 
an obstinate counter-attack which de­
veloped into hand to hand fighting. 
He did not succeed, however, in 
wresting from us the advantage* 
gained on Porte dl Batten heights.

"About thirty prisoners and five 
machine guns were captured.

“On the Aslago Plateau we re­
puted two counter-attacks against 
Monte Comone and Sa»*o Ro»*o, en­
gaging the enemy in bayonet and 
hand-bomb conflict», in which he suf­
fered severe losses, 
tachment surprised and destroyed an 
enemy post near tianove.

1 !During the last week the entente allies, on the west­
ern front, have taken more than 5000 prisoners. A series of minor opera­
tions also resulted in their gaining possession of several important strategic 
points, inflicting heavy losses on the enemy and obtaining valuable In­
formation as to his plans for the immediate future.

Another satisfactory feature of the last week's operations was the 
work of the allies in the air. Great damage was done by the aviators to 
German communications and concentrations of men and material behind 
the lines. The superiority of the entente air fighters is shown by the fact 
that during the last week, on the British front alone, 173 German airplanes 
were downed, while only 36 British machines are missing.

The men claim that the schedule 
is difficult to understand and much 
more favorable to the employers than 
to the worker*. They sta.e further 
«hat this schedule ha* not been ac­
cepted by the men In the United 
States and that the Canadian work­
ers cannot be expected to accept 
wages which are found unsatisfactory 
to worker* south of the line-

The wages asked by the men—75 
cents an boor for those In the fir*t 
class. 6216 cents .’or those In the 
second, and 6666 cents for those In 
the third class—are higher than those 
fixed by the commission in «he United 
States.

France Also Bars Taking Out 
American and Russian Notes 

Over Thousand Francs.
London, July 6. — A press associa­

tion despatch from Dublin say* that 
the police of Balllnasloe, County Gal­
way, have raided farmhouse# within 
a radius of 60 miles, seizing hundreds 
of guns and arms of various descrip­
tions. Tbe raids were carried out 
simultaneously, before daylight and 
extended Into the adjoining Counties 
of Roscommon and Kings. There wa* 
no resistance except in a few Instances 
where die presence of arms was de­
nied, but the weapons afterward were
surrendered.

The country people were surprised, 
not expecting such drastic action In 
view of the recent proclamation of 
Viscount French, Lord Lieutenant of 
Ireland, calling for recruits.

There also were a number of arrest* 
l„ the outlying districts in connection 
with alleged opposition to the dis­
charge of police duties and the carry­
ing out of the recruiting proclamation.

Paris, July 6.—A decree Issued to­
day by Loulw Klotz, the minister of 
finance, prohibits any person

money outside of France. The pro­
hibition probably will be extended 
soon to cover the currency of other 
allied nrtionw.

The reason for the decree lies In 
the e.'forte of the enemy to acquire 
the uee of paper money In all the 
•entrai states for a purpose which, 
the announcement of the decree says, 
it not yet clear, but which can easily 
become dangerous.

The decree also prohibit» the ex­
hortation of Russian or Balkan in­
dustrial stocks.

These women, numbering 150 In all, do 
the purchasing and packing, the money 
being supplied by a number of the most 
prominent men in Mimico, 
pledged to give a certain 
month.

At Thursday afternoon’s meeting 70 
boxes were prepared for shipment, at a 
cost of $280. The boxes contain vermin 
shirts socks, towels, soap, cigarets, 
chocolate and many other little luxuries, 
which make the soldier’s life in the 
trenches more bearable. In addition to 
this a number of helpers are kept busy 
making pyjamas tor the boys in the hos­
pitals.

Less Than Half Strike.
Less than half of the outside work­

ing staffs of the four largest civic de­
partments ! quit work yesterday. The 
strikers nbw ask tor the acceptance 
by council of the wage schedule sub­
mitted before the 32.00 weekly bonus 
was granted. The employes had de­
manded a" 34.00 a week increase and 
the city had agreed to grant them a 
war bonus of 32.00 a week to date 
back from April 1st. The strikers will 
not recognize any war bonus and in­
sist upon a straight increase in 
salaries.

Tne civic departments affected are 
the waterworks, parks and street clean­
ing. The first mentioned department, 
according to statements made by 
Works Commissioner Harris, is being 
operated as usual, and will continue 
to be operated, so that the water sup­
ply of the city will not be in any 
serious way interfered with. The fil­
tration plant is being kept in oper­
ation and the chlorination of the water 
is undisturbed.

The scavengers and street cleaners 
form the greater part of the striking 
employes as out of the 728 men 
ployed in that department, no less 
than 567 have quit work.

Civic Cars Not Affected.
The men on the civic car lines are 

not affected by the present strike.
Only 13 men on the slow sand fil­

tration plant have neglected to report 
for duty and this does not seriously 
affect its operation. The sewers are 
not affected and, according to Com­
missioner Harris, any breaks in water 
ma/is or sewer connections would be 
attended to at once if such were to 
occur during the present trouble.

About 34600 a day will be saved by 
the city in wages while the 1196 men 
are on strike.

The horses in the city stables will 
not -be allowed to suffer thru the 
strike of the scavengers and street 
cleaners as provisions have been made 
to have them properly looked after 
while the men are out. A private 
firm has offered to supply the stable 
men required to feed the horses if the 
city’s men neglect to do so.

Commissioner G. B. Wilson, bead of 
the street cleaning and scavenging 
department, suggests that as long as 
the strike lasts, people would be well 
advised to either burn or bury as 
much of their garbage as possible.
(He will be able, he expects, to main­
tain an attenuated garbage collection 
but will not be in a position for a 
short time at least to maintain any­
thing tike a regular service.

Returned Soldiers.
“No matter what it may cost,” said 

Dr. C. J- O. Hastings, MvO.H., “the 
filtration and chlorination of the city’s 
water supply must be kept up.” He 
suggested the city might employ 
turned soldiers to look after this part 
of the work.

There is, of course, always present 
the danger of sympathetic strikes by 
other labor organizations outside of 
the Civic Employes' Union, but it is 
generally felt that âuch strikes are 
not favored by the majority of the 
unions themselves, and very seldom 
get the support of the larger labor 
federations, as wfcs distinctly shown 
during the recent strike of civic em­
ployes in Winnipeg, when both the In­
ternational Typographical Union and 
the Brotherhood of Railway Workers 
refused to sanction a .sympathetic 
strike by those belonging- to the re­
spective organizations.

There are at present in the City of 
Toronto between 26,000 and 30,000 
trades unionists.

J. Mitchell and B- A. Brooks, of the 
civic employes’ committee, were at the 
Labor Temple all day yesterday and 
gave instructions to the men as to 
what arrangements should be made 
for the proper conduct of the strike.

The number of accidents reported to 

the Workmen’s Compensation Board 
during the first half of 1918 was 22,702, 
as’ compared with 16,964 during the 
first half of ,1917. This was an aver­
age of 149 accidents a day. There 
212 fatal cases reported during the first 
half of 1918, as against 242 fatal cases 
during the first half of 1917.

The total amount of compensation 
awarded under the provisions of the 
Workmen’s Compensation Act during 
the first half of 1918 was 81,872.862.84, 
being an average of $11,002.38 a day. 
The amount of compensation awarded 
during the first half of 1917 was 81,- 
807,386.76.

The Increase In wages, as well as In­
creased activity in certain lines of in­
dustry. accounts for the Increase In 
amount of compensation, the compen­
sation being in general based upon the 
earnings of the, workmen.

The amount paid out to doctors and 
hospitals during the_ first half of 1918 
was $188,429.92, being an average of 
$1,206.77 a day. The medical aid pro­
visions of the act were not lq force 
during the first half of 1917. This in 
part accounts for the smaller number 
of accidents reported during that year.

Chatham, July 6. — The Kent Coun­

ty Council Is taking a hand In the 
fight against the Natural Gas Act 
passed at the last session of the legis­
lature, and today a petition signed by 
practically every member of the coun­
cil was presented to Hon- Howard Fer­
guson, minister of mines and forests, 
by a deputation from Wallaceburg, 
who made an appointment with the 
minister particularly because of the ef­
fect of the legislation on Wallaceburg, 
where the two large plants, the Do­
minion Glass Oompany and the Do­
minion Sugar Company, who employ 
most of the men In the town, will be 
very seriously hampered. The former 
concern will have to shut down until a 
producer plant caw be Installed and 
this takes six to nine months at the 
present time.

The petition to the government 
points out that a farmer cannot locate 
gas on his own farm and use it for 
making tile, brick or other manufac­
tured material uefd on the farm.

The direct charge is made that the 
railway board heard, only one side of 
the question before the order was Is­
sued cutting off manufacturers, and 
that there was no limit placed on the 
producing company about taking on 
more domestic consumers when the 
manufacturers were cut Off 
an alleged shortage of gas.

One sentence In the petition reads, 
"and this council has, owing to the 
nature of the statute, and the manner 
in which the board has administered 
it, lost all confidence In the municipal 
and railway board, and protests 
against the board’s conduct and points 
out to the government that the natural 
gas act does not give any appeal from 
the decision of the board, and does 
not give any relief for the great dam­
age done to people In Kent by, and in 
carrying out, the natural gas act.”

The petition further protests against 
provisions of the act wljich nullify 
agreements and franchises in which 
municipalities have protected them­
selves and residents.

The council calls on the government 
•to cancel all orders issued by the rail­
way board and to repeal the act, 
tyhlch “does not prohibit the board 
from holding hole-in-corner meetings 
In the gas company's office and mak­
ing orders as a result of information 
obtained in the absence of other in­
terested parties desiring to be heard 
and refused a hearing."

The petition goes on to state that 
the county has suffered because there 
Is no object In coloring for and de­
veloping the natural gas resources of 
the county, a* the men who might 
find gas In this way have no place 
to dispose of their gas and are not 
allowed to use it themselves,

A copy of this petition has been 
forwarded to Premier Hearst, and 
this will be followed up by a very 
strenuous fight when the Ontario 
Railway and Municipal Board sit* 
here next week. The petition 1s sign­
ed by 22 out of 29 members of the 
Kent Council and of the seven K is 
believed practically all would have 
signed If they could have been seen 
before the petition was forwarded.

Appeals as Premier-
"As the prime minister of the union 

I wish in the most earnest and em­
phatic manner to add my appeal to 
each and everyone, from the highest

"'While the administration of the 
country Is committed to my govern­
ment it is determined to take all ne­
cessary measures to counteract these 
Intrigues, and I feel confident that 
in this task it will have the assistance 
and support of all good citizens."

Montreal, July 6.—<Mr. Justice Brtiq- 
ln the practise court division of 

the superior court today rendered a 
decision on a test case which de­
clares that the military service order- 
ln-courtell Is ultra vires insofar as lt 
concerns the Habeas Corpus Act. The 
test case consisted of the appeal of 
Max Perlman, an alleged Russian 
subject, for a writ of habeas corpus 
on the ground that he Is illegally de­
tained by the military authorities.

Perlman's case was one of a number 
which were bulked together. They 
asked for a writ of habeas corpus on 
the ground that as foreigners they 
could not be made to serve in the 
Canadian army.

The military authorities released 
Perlman some days ago after discov­
ering that he was a foreigner. Mr. 
Justice Bruneau, however, rendered his 
decision. He finds that the order-ln- 
councll is ultra vires for five reasons:

1— Because the writ of habeas "cor­
pus as established by the imperial 
statute of 1767, formed part of the 
English law in Canada and the Can­
adian Parliament can neither suspend 
nor abolish it-

2— Legislation relia 
corpus Is exclusively provincial. . In 
the case at Issue the federal execu­
tive infringes a civil right that can 
only be determined toythe provincial 
parliament.

3— Even had parliament the right to 
legislate In this matter that could 
only be by legislative act and hot by 
order-ln-oouncll. Further the parlia­
ment would not have in that event the 
right to delegate its powers to the 
executive.

4— The suspension of habeas corpus 
Is repugnant to the spirit of English 
law. The colonial laws validity act 
proves that clearly.

6—The War Measures Act passed 
by the federal parliament in 1914 does 
not give executive the'-power to sus­
pend the habeas corpus act.

While the cases effected immediate­
ly are those of foreigners In legal 
circles here lt is believed that Mr. 
Justice Bruneau’e Judgment will have 
a (broader application and will be in­
voked by all citizens detained by the 
military because they cannot show at 
once that they are not liable to serve 
under the conscription act

London, July 6.—Strong support 
for the Englleh Channel tunnel 
scheme from the French and Italian 
delegates was voiced yesterday at the 
international partlamentary confer­
ence here. A resolution In favor- ot 
constructing the tunnel was carried 
unanimously.

It was estimated by the sponsors 
of the resolution that the passenger 
traffic from France alone would la

The investigation also 
revealed the fact that the expense of 
conducting the buefhese of fire Insur­
ance In Canada is unduly high and 
that there are grave abuses Inherent In 
the present agency system.

nual per capita fire loss was $2,73, as 
compared with $2.26 In the U. S„ 64 
cents in England, 74 cents in France, 
28 cents In Germany and 13 cents In 
Switzerland. A disquieting feature Is 
that the losses in this country are in­
creasing with great rapidity.

Caused By Carelessness.
The commission says that seventy 

per cent of the fires In Canada are 
caused by carelessness, faulty build­
ing construction, arson and lack of 
fire prevention laws. Such laws es 
exist being poorly enforced. Canadian 
fire departments are described as the 
best in the world, but they are not 
preventing a steady growth of fire 
losses.

In dealing with the remedy for pre­
sent conditions, the commission says 
that compulsory legislation, making 
individuals responsible for their own 
careless acts, Is Imperative. The pub­
lic, It is assorted, must be aroused to 
their collective responsibility so that 
public opinion will urge and support 
restrictive legislation. The Dominion 
Government, not being given direct 
Jurisdiction by the B. N, A. Act, It 
should, the commission thinks, con­
duct a campaign to educate the public 
to their responsibility. The purpose cf 
this would be to assist provincial fire 
prevention efforts. The Dominion 
Government, it is said, should also 
maintain a testing laboratory to es­
tablish standards in building mater­
ials and devices.

The commission contends that the 
high ce«t of doing business implies 
extravagant administration on the 
part o’ the insurance companies, that 
from I860 to 1916 the public has paid 
the insurance companies 66 cents for 
distributing every dollar of Indem­
nity. This, tt continues, gives food 
for thought when it Is remembered 
that, under present government man­
agement, the collection pf customs 
and Inland revenue covtL-teee than 
five per cent, of the receipts. Since 
the establishment of government In­
surance In New Zealand in 1905 the 
rates on mercantile risks have been 
reduced 10 per cent, and on dwellings 
83 1-8 per cent The' report asserts 
that Insurance agents In Canada are 
paid, on the average, a commission 
at «lightly over 20 per cent., obvious­
ly a large expenditure on middlemen. 
It is also stated that the number of 
agente Is excessive, a circumstance 
which makes necessary a higher com­
mission than Is economically neces­
sary. '

The 
policy of truth demanded by Philipp 
Schetdemann requires an admission 
that the economic forces of the German 
people are not inexhaustible, end the 
fact that we are cut off from overseas 
raw material Is being Increasingly felt,

“The more candidly we speak of this 
matter, the more readily will our ene­
mies believe us when we say that this 
oppressive situation can only induce 
us for years to make greater military 
efforts, but not to accede to conditions 
dishonoring the German people and 
damaging their interests permanently. 
The conclusion of a peace with honot 
thus corresponds to the Interests of our 
adversary In tbs same degree aa 
own."

The commission of con­
servation, therefore, recommends that 
uniform legislation be drafted Into 
the Dominion and Provincial Insur­
ance Acta to establish the principle 
of profit-sharing commissions for all 
companies, leaving the companies and 
their agents to work cut the detail».

IN YOUR GARDEN

tensive preparation is invariably made 
In the garden^ As celery Is a gross 
feeder the ground must be heavily 
manured and the plants never allowed 
to suffer for lack of moisture. The 
plants are shallow-rooting, therefore 
the manure must not be burled teo 
deeply.
growth, which is wo essential to the 
highest quality of the plants, for if 
growth is slow and at any time re­
tarded, there wilt "be a lack of that 
crisp, sweet, nutty flitvor which we find 
in well and quickly grown plants.
. The plants may be set out in single 
or double rows. Double rows of plants 
set six inches apart each way will ac­
commodate about twice the number of 
plants on a given area, but they -re­
quire more hand work in cultivating.
Remove the soil to a depth of six to 
nine inches by twelve inches for a 
single row, and flfteenSe eighteen 
inches for a double row. Place two or 
three Inches of good manure in the 
bottom, treading it down firmly, and 
cover with three inches of good top 
soil. Sheep or poultry manure is also 
good, but must be used sparingly and 
be thoroly mixed with the soil. Fail­
ing the foregoing, a good high-grade 
complete commercial fertilizer may be 
substituted, using it at the rate of fif­
teen pounds to the hundred feet of 
row. To prevent the fertilizer from 
injuring the roots of the young plants 
It must be thoroly mixed with the soil.

There are arguments for and, 
against the trench method of'culture.
For Instance, it the garden is so lo­
cated that during heavy rainstorms it 
is liable to be flooded", the trench will 
fill up with soil, burying the plants.
This, of course, is easMy rectified, 
tho it entails- some additional work, 
and the extra dose of water will not 
harm tho plants. On the other hand, 
the labor of earthing up the plants 
for blanching is much lessened, the 
toll from the sides of the trench be­
ing readily drawn in to the plants 
with tbd hoe a» growth proceeds.

Celery ie the chief of winter salad 
plants and is universally esteemed 
when well grown It may be 
classed among the best vegetables of 
the garden, but its excellence depends 
much upon its culture, proper blanch­
ing and, if we are to enjoy Its health- 
giving nutty sweetness thruout the 
winter months, careful storing.

Altho a hardy cool-weather plant, 
yet It suffers severely from .hard 
frosts; therefore the crop must be lift­
ed and properly protected before the 
ground freezes solid.

The consideration of garden space 
need not enter into the question 
of whether or not we shall plant 
celery, as It will follow our peas, 
first sowing of beans or other early 
crops. "-

As one crop is finished, without any 
delay the land should either be dug or 
forked and another crop started. If 
along in July or early August we can 
clear a piece of our garden twenty feet 
by ten feet, it will allow ample room 
to set out at least 1(0 celery plants in 
double rows.

The plants for the summer crop are 
usually started by sowing seed in heat 
about the end of February or early in 
March, the seed flats being placed in 
hotbed or greenhouse. As a rule the 
home gardener will not make an ex­
tensive early planting, since it Is not 
so satisfactory as the crop raised later 
in the season. Therefore it may be the 
better plan to purchase the few plants 
required for the early crop. White 
Flume is the best variety for this pur­
pose. The plants should be set out 
during May in rich, well-prepared soil, 
and at this planting they may be spac­
ed five inches apart, with two or three 
feet between the rows. "The plants will 
be ready for blanching early in July.\

For the summer crop the use of 
boards is generally more satisfactory 
than banking with soil—earthing up.
Any old boards that are at least nine 
inches wide will do; they should be 
set on edge at a slight angle on either 
side of and against the row of plants.
In the course of three weeks or so 
after the boards are placed In position 
the plants should be ready for use.

Start Seeds in Sun.
The seed for our main crop is usu­

ally sown during April and May, ac­
cording to locality and method used 
in starting the seed. WJien heat is 
available the seed may be sown as 
late as the end of May, but where the 
sowing is made in the open or in cold 
frame it is advisable to sow earlier.
Sufficient plants for the average home 
garden can be started readily in a 
sunny window, later transplanting the 
seedlings t 
garden till
out permanently. As a rule It is dif­
ficult to procure really first-class cel­
ery plants; therefore It Is well to rely 
on raising our own. If tended they 
will grow/ without receiving any 
check, thus avoiding the plants bolt­
ing to seed or producing hollow stalks.

There is no difficulty in raising the 
plants. The soil should be mellow and 
on the light side, so that it will not 
cake or crust. Bow either broadcast 
or thinly in very shallow drills; bare­
ly cover it and firm well with a board.
Water the boxes immediately and 
cover with paper. Be cartful that the 
soil never dries out, tho the paper 
covering will prevent any rapid eva­
poration. If the soil becomes dry it 
will naturally retard germination; if 
the seed has started to sprout it will 
be destroyed. Therefore a careful 
watch must be maintained to avoid 
this happening. As a rule the seed 
will germinate in ten to fifteen days.

If the seed bed is made in the open 
it will be advisable to sow in drills 
nine inches apart. After covering the 
seed lightly and firming, give a thoro
watering and cover with old sacks or .......
burlap. The covering must be remov- with a laying flock the return be- 
ed immediately after the seedlings early, especially by ^supplement- 
begin to appear thru the soil. Keep t*'e food supply of the home, 
the soil loose between the rows and 
do not allow the weeds to get a start.
Altho the majority of commercial 
growers do not transplant the seed­
lings till they are planted out per­
manently, the home gardener will find 
it to his benefit to do so.

Transplanting insures a much 
stronger root system and a sturdier 
and more stocky plant, so that the 
finished product will be infinitely su­
perior to the celery grown from plants 
which were allowed to remain in the 
seed bed for several weeks, 
plants will naturally make _ a long, 
fleshy tap root, which, when ultimate­
ly set out, must be cut well back. The 
tops will also be long and spindling 
and they will have to be sheared off 
three Inches above the soil. As the 
advantages are all in favor of plants 
which have been transplanted It will 
well repay the little extra trouble this 
operation demands. Therefore, when 
the first true leave* are made they 
should be immediately transplanted 
two Inches apart.

The soil must be rich, a good plan 
being to place two inches of well-rot­
ted manure in the flat, frame, or open 
bed, making it quite firm and solid.
On top of this put two inches of good 
fine soil in which the little plants are 
set two Inches apart. In transplant­
ing or pricking out, .make sure that 
the soil Is pressed firmly round the 
roots. Give a thoro watering and 
shade for a day or two till the roots 
have taken hold of the fresh soil.
Plants grown in such a medium will 
lift with a perfect ball of soil adhering 
to the roots, and if planted In well-pre­
pared ground should develop into per­
fect specimens.

Altho the market grower plants his 
celery either on the level or In shallow 
trenches made with the ploy, more in­

is to prevent When nature spreads her green car­
pet over the earth no member of our 
domestic live stock family is more ap­
preciative than the hen. The first 
green blades that dare to appear are 
greedily devoured and an increase in 
egg production is noted. A month 
later biddy gets more particular and 
picks up only a bite here and there, 
and three months later it is only the 
spots where the grass has been kept 
short that Interest her. The hen is a 
lover of succulent green food and the 
will convert large quantities of it into • 
eggs and meat if given a chance. She 
cannot, however, consume any large 
quantity of fibre, for she has neither 
sufficient capacity to carry it nor ' 
ability to digest it.
. Succulent green food does more than 
supply nourishment; it stimulais» 
digestive action and causes a more 
complete digestion of other foods.

F The best method is first to top all 
plants which have reached the desir- 
,ed degree of development. Eight or 
ten days later, go over the plantation 
again and complete the operation by 

; fopping all remaining plants whatever 
their stage of development. One is 
often obliged to reduce considerably 
the number of leaves left on late de­
veloping plants, but it is better to get 
fewer leaves of fair size than a great­
er number, but too small to be used 
to advantage.

Buy a few cents’ worth of hydro­
chloric acid, also litmus paper, at the 
druggist’s. Then test the various soils 
on your farm. With a spade or large 
auger take a soil sample to a depth 
of sevén Inches, mixing it well.

Now with a handful of this moist 
sample make a saucer-shaped form. 
Pour a little of the acid, being care­
ful not to drop any on your hands or 
clothes, as it burns. If thé result is 
quite free bubbling or effervescent, 
it shows that the soil contains consid­
erable limestone, but little or no foam­
ing Indicates deficiency of lime. Make 
this test with soil known to be rich 
in lime or with a sample to which you 
have added lime, then with soli poor 
in lime, and you will see the differ­
ence distinctly. No* make a bail ' or 
moist earth from another handful of 
this same sample of soil, break it in 
two, lay on one part a hit of the blue 
litmus paper, leave for a few mo­
ments, then open the hall again.- if 
the blue paper has turned red the eolt 
is sour or acid, and probably quite de­
ficient in lime. If it keeps red after 
drying, the soil is very sour. If the. 
blue paper does not change color, then 
test the soil moisture with red litmus 
paper. If M turns blue, the soil is 
alkali, ahd not' hour.

No amount of reading or talking 
will teach you half as much as for you 
to make these tests yourself. Many 
farmers waste years trying to farm 
sour land or that poor in lime, where­
as by testing it in this easy way they 
can see at once what it needs.

Catching and destroying the adult 
bugs is largely a matter of persistent 
effort, but it will pay well.

The striped cucumber beetle ought to 
be controllable by spraying with any 
convenient poison. The beetles have 
biting mouth parts, and they feed on 
.the surface of leaf or stem tissues or 
in the opened flowers. Experience 
proves, however, that control by this 
means is not easy. Unless the spray­
ing is done with painstaking care and 
thoroness there will be many places on 
the vines where no spray has lodged.
Apparently the beetles will avoid 
feeding on the sprayed areas and will 
attack the places where there is no 
poison.

Dry-slaked lime, dusted on the plants 
occasionally wherever the beetles • are 
congregated, will help to drive the pests 
away. Flowers of sulphur may be 
added to the lime.

There W another kind of Injury for 
which cucumber beetles are respon­
sible, of which many growers are not 
aware. This Is the damage to the 
roots of the plants, due to the feed­
ing of the larvae of the beetles. The 
adult beetle itself, with Its black and 
yellow stripes, is a familiar pest. The 
adult in the immature stage is a 
slender worm that lives In the ground 
and attacks the roots.

The difficulty of spraying thoroly in 
the case of vines, such as cucumbers 
and melons, is again In evidence when 
the grower sets out to destroy the 
melon aphifc. These plant lice cluster 
on the under surfaces of the leaves, 
sucking the plant juices, and often be­
come so numerous that the leaves are 
shriveled and the plants die.

Nevertheless, spraying is the method 
usually followed to control this pest, 
preferably beginning the job when the 
lice first appear. Tobacco extract,
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‘t, aDuring July or early in August, ac­
cording to locality and the length of 
the growing season, the main-crop 
celery should be ready for setting out- 
At this season there is the probabil­
ity of the soil's being very dry. If 
so, the row» should be well soaked » 
few hours before planting and im­
mediately after planting. Previous to 
lifting the plants they must he well 
watered, so that they may be lifted 
with good balls of soil- Depending 
on the root and foliage growth, both 
may require trimming back when 
planting. ,

In small gardens, keep the plants up 
off the ground. Tomatoes, pole beans, 
cucumbers, squashes and melons can be 
grown successfully trained upon stakes. 
The sun reaches*the fruit and hastens 
ripening. Begin about four inches from 
the ground and tie the plants loosely to 
the stakes, tying every twelve Inches. 
This system makes cultivation and spray­
ing easier.

Training Tomatoes./

JlPerennials can be started now In a 
moderately shady border, lightened up 
with well-rotted manure or leaf mould 
and sharp sand. Rake the surface level 
and fine, free from stones and lumps, 
«ow the seeds thinly in drills a quarter 
of an Inch deep and six Inches apart. At 
soon sa the little seedlings are large 
enough to handle, move them to a 
nursery bed.

Aqulleglas, antirrhinums, Canterbury 
bells, honesty, digtaile, wallflowers, gal- 
lardia. delphiniums, anthémis. Arable, 
English daisy, cowslips, hollyhocks, etc., 
can be sown in this way. Late In the 
summer the plants can be set out in their 
permanent beds and given a light cover­
ing of straw or strawy manure as soon 
as the ground freezes.

In order to secure maximum yields of 
first class tomatoes it Is necessary to 
train the planU upon a support, such as 
a five foot stake or trellis. The plants 
should be tied to the support every eight 
or ten Inches and all the side branches 
which develop in the crotches of the 
leaves should be broken or cut off early 
in their growth before they have taken 
too much plant food pr strength from 
the plant. »,

This will conserve the pUnt's energies 
and cause the tomatoes which develop 
along the main stem to mature earlier 
than they normally would.

Another great advantage of training 
lies In the ease of harvesting and the 
reduction of disease. Many home 
gardeners have had trouble with snails 
appearing during the night and eating 
holes in the tomatoes. Snails give little 
trouble if the tomatoes are kept off the 
ground.

By pinching back tomatoes, taking out 
all the lateral growths found at the 
base of the leaves, the plant Is forced to 
grow to one stem. Two or three stems 
can be grown In the same way.

The plants then should be staked up 
to tall stakes, tying the plants to the 
stakes every four Inches, beginning four 
Inches from the ground.

Raffia Is generally used by garden­
ers, but rags or tape can be used. Fine 
cord win not do, as it will cut Into the 
step»* of the plants. If strips of cloth 
utS used to make tapes first tie the tape 
tsfthc stake with a knot that will hold 
sicurely, then make a loop about the 
stem of the plant and tie so the loops will 
give plenty of room for the growth of 
the stem of the plant. ( If the tape Is 
tied closely about the stem It will not 
permit the plant to grow, dwarfing it 1 
a result.

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This is now the trying time for the 
home gardener. Is he going to hold to 
nis job or renege? The hot weather is 
with us, the weeds are growing and 
touch hoeing has to be done if we are 
to carry our garden thru to full frui­
tion, Yet when the work is taken in 
time, how much easier it is to accom­
plish. Two or three days’ slacking at 
this period of the campaign makes 
the work when attacked doubly ardu­
ous.

Unless we are prepared thoroly to 
soak the ground when watering, better 
rely on the dust mulch. Sprinkling 
the surface of the soil with a watering 
pot does more harm than good.

HOW THEY OPERATE.

Have you ever watched the bugs 
eat? They don’t all do It the same 
way. Some bite out small por­
tion* of plants, then chew and 
swallow them in quite a human 
way. Other bugs belong to the 
nursing bottle class and suck their 
food—the juice or sap of plants. 
Most bugs are partial to tender 
young garden plants.

The chewing class Is killed by 
feeding them with poison; the 
sucking class by remedies which 
kill by coming in contact with 
their bodies and smothering or 
dissolving them.

The chewing Insects are easiest 
to recognize since they eat the 
plants. They do a good deal of 
damage when they are- worms. In 
maturity they become beetles, 
nytiis and butterflies and are a 
still greater menace.

—The worms and beetles should 
be killed by spraying or dusting 
on the plants arsenate of lead or 
Parts green. Some of the chewing 
Insects, like the cutworms, are 
killed by poisoned bait, like bran 
mixed with molasses and Paris 
green. Garden slugs are also killed 
in this manner.
