In British Strike

London, Sept. 27.—The general man-
ager of the railroad plant at Birken-
head, on the Mersey River, opposite
Liverpool, with four assistants, has
been working the pumps since the
outbreak of the strike in an endeavor
to keep the Mersey tunnel clear of
water., Cessation of the pumping for
a few hours would result in flooding
the tunnel, rendering the 'resumption
of railroad service impossible for
months. The assistance of naval men
hag been requested 'to ‘aid. in this
work.

Thirty Australian soldiers were
transported in motor lorries today to
the. Tilbury docks, on the Thames
River, where they embarked for the
homeward voyage. The men were ac-
companied by their wives.

The business tram and taximen's
union of London at a protracted meet-
ing tonight, decided to suspénd until
Monday action - as to whether they
would join in the strike.

Earlier in the evening the secretary
of the vehicle- workers’ union declared
that it would be unanimously voted
tonight to strike in support of the
railwaymen.

The national executive of the Irish
labor party and trades union congress
issuéd a statement today approving
the strike, The statement declared
that the Irish railwaymen would take
any  action decided upon by the lead-
ers, and warned workerg generally to
be ready-to =:sist the railwaymen in
every way possible,

The superintendent of the -North
British Railway reports partial service
of the trains in Scotland on Saturday
and Sunday which cleared a large
number of passengers and a quantity
of perishable goods, but there is neo
prospect of running the trains London-
ward. At a mass meeting of strikers
in Edinburgh today it was announced
that 90 per cent. of .the railwaymen in
Scotland were out-and that others were
coming out. In many cases the men
operated the trains on Saturday and
Sunday in order to reach their homes.

According to the official notes of the

Geddes, minister of transport; Sir Auckland Geddes, minister of national ser-
vice and reconstruction; Sir Robert S, Horne, minister of labor, and Edward
Shortt, home secretary.

The premier alone of this group has a reputation as a conciliator in deal-
ings with working men. :

The Geddes brothers have been the government handy men in several
offices during the war. Sir Eric Geddes, with his American railroading ex-
perience and his record as head of the admiralty, gained a rating in the popular
eye as a masterful character, Edward Shortt’s personality makes no special
appeal to the sympathies of the working people. He is a lawyer with a court
manner, who had a brief career as Irish secretary in,a stormy period. Recently
he had to deal with the London police strike, when he stood suctcessfully for
the unconditional discharge of aill the strikers.

Labor Minister is Lawyer.

Sir Rébert Stevenson Horne is a Scotch lawyer, popular in parliament, but
all the labor papers objected .to his appointment, on the ground that he had
no special knowledge of labor matter and no associations with labor iriterests.

The food controller, George Henry Roberts, on the other hand, is a Labor
member of parliament. The three labor deaders who figure thus far in the
nght are: C. T. Cramp, president of the National Union of Railwaymen;
James Henry Thomas, general secretary of this union, and John Bromley, sec-
retary of the Society of Engineers and Firemen.

President Cramp is a man in the early forties.

_ No Vote Taken

“At the time the Ontario temperance
act came up in the house it was passed
thru its various readings, without any
vote being taken, the arrangement to
this effect being made between the
prime minister and the leader of the
opposition, Previous to the third read-
ing of the bill, at a meeting of the
Young Men’s Conesrvative Association
in our city I explained to them fully
the attitude I had taken in opposition
to the bill, and I received from them a
few days later a resolution engorsing
my position. This I handed to the
premier, and advised him that if a vote
was to be taken I would in justice to
my constituents be obliged to vote
against the bill, ; ;

“Again, by arrangement, the third
reading passed without a vote being
taken. I have frequently been asked
why, if 1 was opposed to the legisla-
tion, I'did not publicly object to it upon
the floor of the house. In reply, 1
would say that to have done so at that
time when the destiny of the world
Was at stake, when our very civiliza-
tion was threatened, when our political
parties had declared a truce, and had
Joined hands in every effort that would
further the interests of the allied
cause, when the only issue was to win
the war, it would have been little short
of disloyalty for one who had been
elected to support the government, to
openly criticize their actions vhen a
large majority of the members on both
sides of the house favored the adoption
of the act. In introducing the bill the
prime ‘minister made it clear that it
was essentially. a war measure and
designed to conserve our resources
during the period of the war, He stated
that as soon as hostilities were con-
cluded and a sufficient time had elapsed
to allow the men to return from over-
seas and after the people of the prov-
ince had had an opportunity of judging
as to the efficiency or failure of the act
as a temperance measure that then they
should have an opportunity by a free
vote to decide the question for them-
selves.

Best Be Container

“We have now had a three year trial
of what is termed prohibitory liquor
legislation in the province. Candidly, I
ask, has it succeeded, or has it failed?
There are instances in which I believe
it has had a benfeficial effect but the
law as it stands upon the statute books
today is not only too drastic but it is
also inconsistent. One example of its
inconsistency: a citizen of good repu-
tation is found with a pint flask of
liquor on his person. He is perfectly
sober at the time, The
must fine him $200. The other fellow
gets a pint flask and drinks the ligour,
He is confined in the policg cells over
night for drunkeness and in the morn-
ing is fined $10. By becoming the con-
tainer he saves $190.

““The present act has not only encour.
aged illicit selling of liquor at excessive
prices, by bootlegging, but has been the
means of establishing illicit stills thru-
out the province, that have turned out
a product most harmful in its effect.

“The drug habit, we are informed, is
much more prevalent, particularly in
the larger cities, than before prohibi-
tion,

“l am prepared to give my support
to amendments that will permit the
sale of beer containing 5.51 per cent.
proof spirits in standard hotels so that
the public may have ‘the privilege of
purchasing it by the glass.

“I will also favor the sale of what
are known as strong liquors thru gov-
ernment agencies and under strict
supervision where any reputable citl-
zen can purchase pure liquor at a rea-
sonable price without a doctor’s pres-
cription. In making this statement, I
do not desire to be understood as in
any. way disclaiming to support .the
present government upon its fiscal pol-
ey

‘George Brod'e, among ‘gther mem-
bers, were now able to relire on the
swrength of that ill-treatment, said the
candidate. Col. L.ennox stated that he
represented a rural constituency and it
was hardly possible that he would op-
Lpose any legislation calculated\to help
agricultural interests.

No Suggestion of Betterment.

“There are now four U.F.O. members
of the assembly and not one has so
far offered any suggestion for the
betterment of farmers, Members of the
U.F.0. have not pointed out anything
done by the government that is inimi-
cal to farming interests. He alleged
that 80 per cent. of the farmers were
quite satisfied with existing conditions
and with the efforts of the Hearst gov-
ernment. “It is easy to pull down but
difficult to build, and agitators are de-
stroyers rather than builders.”

The speaker, answering statements

alleged to have been made by his op-
ponents, gave a resume of his military
record, and stated that he had person-
ally provided $10,000 of the $32,000 re-
quired to ralise his battalion.
Apropos of Hartley Dewart’s claim
that the government had been forced
to adopt the O.T.A, and women’s fran-
chige, if the Liberals had been so0 effec-
tive as the opposition why should they
seek the government benches?

The speaker said he would support

the temperance legislation of the
Hearst administration. He did not per-
sonally approve of -prohibition, but

‘The minister said that farmers’
clubs had been established by the gov-
ernment before the U.F.O. was heard
of, but predicted that as soon as the
clubs were taken into politice the good
work done was marred.

Agricultural Figures.

Referring to criticism of the agricul-
tural department by U. F. O. mem-
bers, he gave facts and figures, He
read a letter from Mr, Burnaby of-
fering help ‘during a by-election.
“Would ke hard to find a more suit-
able man for the hoporable office of
minister of agriculture,” said the com-
munication referred to. :

“Mr. Burnaby is inclined to measure
everybody in his own bushel, and
spends his time in North York, not
talking issues, but. dealing with trive
falities. A year ago Mr. Burnaby was
offering to help me—what has caused
the change?

“There is no criticism in any U.
F. O. planks of the work of the de-
partment.”

ments, said Mr. Henry.

Great Domestic Disturbances Sup-
plant the War Issue!

The supreme issue of war, the peace
treaty, the league of nations, has more
or less suddenly been supplanted by
serious domestic situations in most of

. the individual countries that were par-
ties to the war.

‘What is practically a revolution has
broken all over Italy in regard to the
Fiume boundary: and the chances are
Ithat the government will be out of of-
fice any moment, and still graver con-
sequences follow.

England is now in the throes of the
greatest labor strike in-its history, in-
volving three millions of men and de-
pendents in connection with the rail-
ways and transportation of the coun-
try and entailing the most serious con-
sequences to all the rest of the nation.

The = United States has a greater
strike than ever occurred in that coun- |
try, caused by disagreement between
the iron workers and their employers.
President’ Wilson thought a few days |
ago his main business was to get the
peace treaty signed and the league of

_nations ratified; and to b:iag this
.about he went on a speaking tour
thruout the leading cities. But he has
sudddenly returned to ''Washington,
where he is now, and we imagine
mainly on account of the domestic con-
ditions resultant of the strike and the
high cost of living.

In fact, what was a world-wide issue
involving the war, the treaty and the
settlement of the war has had to give
second place almost in a moment to
the most serious kind of domestic
situation in Italy; the same in Great
Britain and the same in the United
States; and even we here in Canada
are also implicated in the same way.
The ratification of the treaty is a
small affair ‘to us for the moment
compared to the High cost of livingand
the question of the re-establishment of
our soldiers in their former or some
other kind of useful occupation.

All these local’ questions ‘reqirire the
closest attention on the part of the
governments of the respective coun-
tries, and we imagine that Lloyd
George and his government in Eng-
land, the president of the United
States and his administration at
Washington and the government of
Italy had all to more or less drop the
war as an international proposition and
devote their best energies to the do-
mestic questions that have arisen more
or less out of the war. Even France is
more than disturbed over the fate of

the league of nations.  Will the United
States fail to ratify 1t? The seeds of

revolution may be germinating in a
widespread soil of unrest.

Referring to Asia Minor, he said:
“This problem will return for the
peace conference at the end of Octo-
ber, when President Wilson will de-

clare whether America will accept a
mandate in Turkey -or Armenia.”

The foreign minister's statement
was followed by a lively discussion in
the chamber. Deputy Don Collonnas
Di Ceseare, a Natignalist, strongly
criticized what he referred to as the
submissive attitude of the Italian del-
egation at the peace conference. As
to the council of four, he declared,
where three members spoke English,
“while Premier Orlando did mot under-
stand a wced. he resembled another
figure, “not between two, but among
three thieves.”

The majority of the members in the
chambér and the government repre-
sentatives objected to this statement.

“No formula will be acceptable
which does not give Fiume to Italy,”
-the deputy comcluded,

Declares Fiume Mined.

Deputy Bugenio Chiesa, who had
Just returned from a visit to Fiume,
followed with a flerce attack advocat-
ing the annexation of Fiume.

“Fiume is mined.,” continued Deputy
Chiesa, “its harbor is mined; its his-
toric tower, its city hall are mined;
its beloved churches are mined, and
all houses. If any dominion dares im-
pose itself upon the city except that
of Italﬁlt will find not a town but a

-

heap of ruins.”' He declared the Jugo-
Slavs had prepared for an invasion of
Fiume, and that on Sept. 10 they
began to march toward it.

In public expressions of opinion re-
garding measures for dealing with the
Adriatic question the three principal
suggestions seem to be: ~ First, the im-
mediate annexation of Fiume and its
{ternitory regardless of international
complications and financial difficulties;
second, the military occupation of
Fiume by Italy, thus displacing the
D’Annunz'o insurgents, but Xkeeping
the city at the disposal of the peace
conference for a definite decision as to
its fate, while, third, proposes a general
election as an expedient which, while
not solving the problem, would not
commit the nation to any decision,
leaving it for the next chamber. The.
chief opposition to the last mentioned‘
plan is that in order to bring about a
general election in November the
chamber will be obliged to dissolve
without discussing or approving the
peace treaties with Germany and Aus-
tria; the latter of which at least grants
Italy one of her principal desires, the
Brenner Pass frontier.

.tion.” The vote was strongly in favor
of the Merlin miller.

‘After thanking the convention for
the nomination accorded him, the
candidate stated that he did not have
a platform to offer the convention,
but he would appeal to the electors as
a supporter of the Hearst administra-
tion.

Unrest Among Farmers, 4

The Hon. Finlay Macdiarmid, mm-_
ister of public works, was the princi-
pal speaker, who outlined the past
endeavors of the government. He re-
ferred to the general unrest, but said
that with such resources at her com-
mand, Canada could face the situation
with confldence. He referred to what
might be termed unrest among the
farmers, and the fact that the U.F.O.
are placing candidates in the politi-
cal fleld. “Is there a reason for the
discontent among the farmers?’ he
asked. “My judgment is that the farm-
ing community was never so prosper-
ous as it is today. If a farmer has
not improved his position glt\rin,['; the
past few years he is a failure.”

The minister then made comparisons
of prices of the . present day with
those of a few years ago, and re-
marked that he could not see -a reason
for discontent. He denied that the
government had stolen tae ‘agricul-
tural policy of the opposition. He
showed what remarkable improve-

ents had been carried out in agri-
cultural districts during the past few
years. He referred pariiculany to
the work of the district agricultural
representatives,

“It is not sufficient to ask you to
endorse the government simply be-
cause it spent money on the farmers,
but the methods and <intentions be-
hind -the expenditure,” he said. “Has
there ever been a suggestion from tae
United Farmers how this system can
be improved?”

O.-lator alliance,
and said that it would not last long,
pointing out that labor generally
stands for protection and shorter
hours, ‘and farmers for free trade and
reasonable hours for -their help. Hea
said that an eight-hour day c¢ould not
be successful unless it was univer-
sally adopted.

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TORONTO MINSTER _
DEFENDS CARSON
Says Rome E_l:t:rs Politics to

Undoing of British
Sway.

“There is no country under heaven,

. save Austria, so priest-ridden as Ire-
land. Lloyd George thought he had the
Irish question settled a few years ago,

but the hierarchy said ‘no.’ One of the
most prominent men in the British
cabinet who was a member of that
committee sitting for ten months try-
ing to settle the Irish question said,
‘Yes, the cardinals wrecked our
scheme.” These cardinals and _the
power behind them want to wreck the
whole British Empire. There is nothing
80 distasteful to them save the old
Book as the British Empire and the
British flag.”

This passage occurred in the address
which the Rev. Dr. Willilam Patterson
delivered in Cooke’s Presbyterian
Church yesterday afternoon, the ser-
vice being to commemorate the signing
by the Ulstermen in 1912 of the coven-
ant in opposition to home rule for Ire-
land. The church was crowded, dnd at
se; 1 periods in his address Dr, Pat-
teﬁ, who during the height of the
home rule controversy previous to the
‘war was one of the leading Presby-
terlan ministers in Belfast, was ap-
plauded.

He told the congregation that in Ul-
Bter this was not a political question,
for before Gladstone changed his views
in 1886 three-fourths of the Presby-
terians were Liberals and worshippers
of the British statesman. But when
Willlam Ewart Gladstone, who pre-
viously had spoken of the Nationalists
as marching thru rap.ne to the dis-
memberment of the empire, went off
the track these Liberals did not see
why they should do so. Ulster was
fighting for what John Knox fought
and fighting against the same power.
“Our forefathers fought against the
tyrant of tyrants, Rome, and the Ul-
stermen say they will never bow their
necks—and they never will—to the
yoke. of  Rome,” said Dr. Patterson,
amid the loudest applause of the af-
ternoon. The speaker added that, de-
spite the league of nations, there was
@ greater war coming, as prophesied in
Revelations, against the power that put
60,000,000 to death,

Dr. Patterson paid a warm tribute
to Sir Edward Carson, the leader of
the Ulstermen, describing him as “the
greatest man in the British Empire.”

The men in Ulster were not truckling
politicians, and taking notice of the
criticism sometimes passed on Orange-
men, the speaker replied, “In North-
east Ulster, where the Orangemen are
rife, there were 12 policemen to 1000 of
population, and in Galway and Clare,
where there are no Orangemen, there
are 48 to the 1000.” Home rule was a-
religions question, and he asked people
in Ontario how they would like to be
under the Province of Quebec.
