Ho Answer.
The electric company could not re­

ply to this sweeping answer to its ob­
jection, but, nltho Mayor ElMs filed a 
formal request for estimate of cost of 
power, there is reason to believe that 
nothing will be done by the city to uti­
lize the power which could be obtained 
for It, by the provincial commission, 
Within a few days' time.

On the contrary, the city and company 
united In saying that n compromise 
would likely be reached between them 
by which the COMPANY WOULD 
ABANDON ITS INJUNCTION SUIT, 
AND THE CITY WOULD BIND IT­
SELF TO CHARGE A FIXED PRICE 
FOR A TERM OF YEARS; AN IR­
REDUCIBLE MINIMUM.

City Powerless.
If this amazing connact goes into 

effect the city is powerless to lower its 
price, however much the cost of pro­
duction may decrease hereafter. It 
will be unable to meet competition 
should the Electric Company 
another concern to sell at popular 
prices.\ The people will. have fTo in­
centive to patronize the municipal 
plant, for no amount of patronage will 
bring about a reduction in price. In a 
word, the city is about to surrender, 
at the very moment when its compe­
titor is whipped to a standstill.

Some come here 
and because the rules do not accord 
with their Ideas of a free (?) swim­
ming station, or because we have to 
call on them repeatedly to stand oy 
the simple rules necessary to the re­
putation of the place, go away feel­
ing that we are depriving them of 
their light sas free (?) men.

Let us state that we think there 
is no other place about the city with 
the advantage of this place. A tine,, 
clean, sandy bottom, no shelves, no 
holes, a gentle slope, electric light, 
shelters, lockers (tho totally insuffi­
cient tor the thousands of patrons), 
an» a diving float, and spring board 
for the boys. Mothers, hundreds of 
them send their little ones here in 
the full assurance that they will be 
well cared for. There has not been a 
d(owning accident here In’ our four- 

i teen years establishment; cursing or 
I swearing, obscene or foul language Is 

not allowed, and Is always severely 
checked; even smoking is not allowed 
In the day time, tho we do Indulge 
the men to that extent ln the evening. 
We do not allow Indiscriminate mixed 
bathing, and herein Is one of our worst 
troubles; men think they can go and 
do as they please in spite of rules. 
We are open at 7 a.m. We are not 
open on Sundays at all.

In conclusion, we think It would re­
pay the newspapers and others to In­
vestigate for themselves before form­
ing an opinion of the merits of the 
complaints published.

Chicago, Ill., Aug, 9.—Henry W. 
HJertng, cashier of the Milwaukee* 
avenue State Bank, which closed Its 
doors three days ago, was arrested 
here to-day. He pfill be refused ball 
until his connection with the disap­
pearance of nearly 11,000,000 of the 
banks funds is cleared up.

Paul O- Stensland, president of the 
institution, still is a fugitive, and, al«v 
tho nearly 100 detectives are search­
ing for him, his whereabouts is a mys­
tery. Herlng immediately after his 
arrest was taken to the office of 
Chief of Police Collins and examined 
as to his knowledge of President 
Stans land's alleged mismanagement. 
He declared he did not know where 
President Stensland was, and had had 
no communication with Stensland for 
more than a week.

Herlng denied responsibility for the 
failure of the bank. Herlng "main­
tained that if he wjie guilty of break­
ing the banking laws of Illinois, Presi­
dent Stensland was responsible for his 
actions. Herlng declared he never 
hqd benefited one dollar by President 
Stensland’s system of banking.

A Good Brace at a Bargain
WEALTHY MAN SUICIDES. On the complaint of’ medical - men and 

others, that certain Individuals were tak­
ing orders for a family “Encyclopaedia of 
Health,” .called ‘‘Medlcology,’’. and 
seating that the medical faculty of Toronto 
endorsed the distribution of the book, which 
wàs false, W. W, Morency, the agent for 
the book, was yesterday arrested by De­
tective Sockett, and is being held 
nominal charge pending the Investigation 
of his enterprise.

Morency, who has been rooming at 214 
George-street, has, according to the com­
plaints, been representing himself as an 
agent ior the University Medical Society. 
His representations are known to be false, 
and when closely Interrogated by Sergt. 
Duncan yesterday he quibbled and finally 
stated that he was engaged by the agent 
of the com pan yto sell the book.

The book Is a large volume of diagrams, 
anatomical Illustrations and essays from 
Août twenty physicians. One of the chap­
ters of the book is devoted to theories of 
the propagation of human life and direc­
tions of how to beget any desired sex.

This chapter, It Is alleged, was the basis 
on which the alleged grafter worked his 
operations, relying on his persuasive pow­
ers to Imbue the prospective client with 
the necessity of the book, the price of 
which was $10.

The field of operations was confined to 
the country, but enquiries to the medical 
profession of Toronto regarding their en­
dorsement of the book led to the exposure 
of the fraud.

The book ln Itself seems to be legitimate, 
but Is apparently Intended for the medical 
profession, and not for the promiscuous 
distribution to persons who might derive 
Irreparable Injury by attemptlug to follow 
Its precepts.

The particular point, however, on which 
the court will charge Is the methods adopt­
ed by the agents. Their plan was to sell 
a book, and lu case only a part payment 
was made to almost Immediately send the 
customer a letter threatening the direst 
and most Ignominious persecutloe ln case 
of failure to respond ns directed.

Morency's partner will very probably be 
apprehended to-day, and the two will be 
iheld for violations of the postal laws.

The book ln question was printed In Phi­
ladelphia and Morency is from some point 
In the States. He is a guileful appearing 
fellow, average build, dark hair, wears 
glasses, and about 38 years of age.

DENATURED ALCOHOL.
From various consular reports on the 

subject of denatured alcohol Just Is­
sued by the Washington bureau of 
manufactures. It appears, that the at-

A. Kelly Evans, secretary of the 
Ontario Fish and Game Protective As­
sociation, has written the following 
letter to Stephen Stone, of the-Yan- 
Kan-Uck Fishing Club of Moon River, 
Ont., on «he subject of a rod license 
fee and the général question ot pre­
serving the supply of fish by restrict­
ing the quantity that can be exported.

Dear Sir,—tour letter of the 2nd 
Instant addressed to me as commis­
sioner of fisheries was forwarded me 
by the department ot public works.

I have no connection whatever with 
the government, but am secretary of 
the Ontario Fish and Game Protec­
tive Association. I am returning your 
letter to Mr. Edwin Tinsley, acting 
deputy commissioned of fisheries here, 
requesting him to reply to the same 
and to give you the present regula­
tions.

I will, however, take this oppor­
tunity of sending you under separate 
cover, copy of the constitution and 
bylaws of the Ontario Fish and Game 
Protective Association, together with 
copy of pamphlet containing the sub­
jects for discussion at our jpnventlon 
to be, held Aug. 81 and Sept-'1, in 
the University dt Toronto building; 
as among such questions Is that ot a 
rod license fee being charged non­
residents of the province. The as­
sociation has not yet passed Its reso­

lutions upon this subject, but If I 
may venture to make a forecast from 
the opinions I have heard • given oy 
members of the association, I be­
lieve It likely that the convention' 
will heartily endorse the Action of the 
government In charging a rod license 
fee, ahd In restricting the, quantity 
of fish that can be exported by any 
one person.

One ot the arguments this associa­
tion advances" Is the Importance to the 
Province of Ontario financially of Its 
fish and game as an attraction to 
visitors from "'your country. I would 
.point out to you that our game fish­
ing has been very much injured by 
Illegal netting, and one of the oiÿrct» 
which the association has at heart IF 
the stoppage of this.

Among the reasons for the Imposi­
tion of a rod license fee, is; first: 
That such will provide the govern­
ment with statistics as to the number 
of persons cogilng each year to our 
country to fish, and thereby showing 
the Importance of maintaining good 
sport; second, such tees will form an 
annual revenue naturally gradually 
Increasing In size, and which can be 
devoted by the government toward the 
expenses of forming and keeping up 
a more efficient corps of fishery over­
seers and game wardens than now 
exists ,and the thereby gradual im­
provement of the fishing thruout the 
province generally.

Our citizens welcome you to the 
province, altho many complaints have 
been made as to a class of American 
sportsmen (?) whO^entlrely disregard 
our fishery regulations as to the limit 
of the number of fish to be caught, 
and the limit of size at which fish 
should be retained. Of course, the 
percentage of hog fishermen Is prob­
ably as great among our own cltlzensN 
as among yours, and we all know 
that the real sportsman from your 
country Is Just as averse to this sort 
of thing as Is the real sportsman 
here.

You state In your letter that your 
club has Invested $10,000 near the 
Moon River. Does It not occur to you 
that if the fishing In youi neighbor­
hood Is greatly Improved, your build­
ings and real estate there (assuming 
you have such) must Increase In 
value, and also that your members 
will enjoy better sport?

I would also point out to you that 
If, by proper protection of our fish 
and game, the magnificent sport not 
now existing and yet possible to pro­
duce In a few years, was In the pos­
session of the authorities of this pro­
vince, It would soon attract to our 
country the richer classes of your 
citizens who wouldo Insist upon very 
much better hotel accommodation 
than now Is -provided. This demand, 
would. In the course of time, bêynet 
by supply, and We would have Wilt 
up what we most urgently require, 
namely, the highest class of summer 
and sportsmen's hotels, thruout our 
country, and naturally a still greeter 
Interest In fish and game would be 
displayed by the public generally and 
the government.

For these reason» among many 
others that can be adduced, I would 
appeal to you to help this association 
In its efforts to improve the sport 'you 
seem to prize and come to this coun­
try for, and cheerfully pay the small 
rod license fee fixed by the govern­
ment ; and further, not only should 
your own club observe, as you state 
In your letter you do, the fishery 
gulatlons of the country, but as far aa 
possible you should Influence all of 
your countrymen who pass your camp 
to do the same.

From 
the general tenor of the reports it Is 
evident that the field Is only being 
opened up and tho one or two Euro­
pean countries have anticipated the 
United States so far as official In- I 
terventlon is concerned, for all prac­
tical purposes the nations are start­
ing on equal terms In the race for a 
new and cheap motive power.

In France, according to Consul-Gen­
eral Robert P. Sklnqfr of Marseilles, 
denatured alcohol has' elicited consid­
erable discussion and .the government 
has create^ a commission to Investi­
gate the matter. Prizes have been 
offered tor the discovery of a more 
satisfactory method of denaturlzatlon 
than the one now In use and for the 
Invention ot an Improved means of 
using alcohol as an illuminant- To 
quote the consul-general’s words: “The 
whole field of alcohol utilization In 
Prance Is one of great fascination to 
Inventors and manufacturers.” But so 
far no Important manufacture of in­
dustrial alcohol exists In the vicinity 
of Marseilles. It Is, however, exten­
sively used In the artificial silk in­
dustry. . Chardonnet silk Is indistin­
guishable from the genuine silk ex­
cept by the closest inspection of a 
skilled, expert. The United States re­
presentative of a French manufac­
turing company testified before the 
committed of ways and means that 
If the tree alcohol bill were passed 
the Industry would be established in 
that country which has been the best 
market for the artificial product.

Proof ot the widespread interest 
aroused In the United States was pro­
vided by Consul-General Alexander M. 
Thachara, of Berlin, Germany, who 
reported that he had received many 
requests for Information from Ameri­
ca. He has supplied the bureau with 
a list of the dealers In heating an 
distilling apparatus, lamps, ,t arne:s 
motors and automobiles, which 
eludes the principal German houses 
who supply appliances in will .1 alco­
hol Is used. In Italy there is at pre­
sent no market for wood aliotml, the 
use of which Is limited In consequence 
of the high duty, while In Belgium 
the use of denatured alcohol for fuel 
Is not allowed. Jn the United States' 
preparatory to the coming into effect 
of the Free Alcohol Act on Jan. 1, 
many Investigations into Its value as 
a fuel are being prosecuted. The de­
partment of agriculture has instructed 
Prof. Charles E. Lucke of Columbia 
University, New York, to conduct an 
examination Into thp fuel possibilities 
of denatured alcohol, and he will ex­
periment with patented vaporl-:. vs, 
carburetters, and complete engines, 
All these activities Indicate the hold 
which the new movement naa taken 
and they will certainly be foil ) ,vcd by 
striking—possibly epoch-making re­
sults. Canadians should keep closely 
In touch with the latest developments 
of research In this matter, and a 
government enquiry Into the cost of 
manufacture In Canada and .othpr te- 
levant points would be In order.
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CHINESE REFORMS.
China has of late given evidence of a 

growing desire to escape from her tra­
ditionary fetters. Naturally it will 
take generations before l'ts enormous 
and Inert masses are permeated with 
western Ideas, el nee these must filter 
slowly downwards and Inwards from 
the classes and districts which first feel 
tihetr transforming power. Altho little 
is being disclosed regarding the part 
Japan to playing In the process of 
awakening, whet has come out shows 
that the Japanese with their 
wonted capacity for carrying 
out their plans with thoroness 
and secrecy, are exercising a 
rapidly extending Influence destined to 
appear some day In striking and far- 
reaching results.

The latest^proof of the changed feel­
ing In China to a small matter In one 
aspect, tout very significant In another. 
It to reported from well-informed 
quarters that the Chinese government 
are about to promulgate edicts abol­
ishing the pigtail and prohibiting the 
mutilation of women’s feet. The first 
step le^aald to be the issuance ot a de­
cree ordering all soldiers and police­
men tef'cut off their pigtails before the 
autumn manoeuvres begin, and the 
gradual enforcement of both reforms 
thruout the country will subsequently 
be undertaken. The authorities at Pe­
kin are determined to carry thru these 
Innovations, but hesitate to take the 
plunge for fear of a possible rebellion 
on the part of the more conservative 
sections of the population.

The pigtails of the men and the "Gol­
den Lilies ” of the women have long 
been the characteristics most closely as­
sociated with China In the western 
mind and their abolition would be the 
first clear Indication that the wall of 
reserve hitherto hedging the Chinese 
people has been penetrated. Curiously 
enough, tho the wearing of the queue 
was originally a badge of servitude 
imposed on the native race by ttiq. vic­
torious Manchus, It has become a sym­
bol of national and racial pride for 
which many are willing to fight and 
die. If the Chinese government 1s real­
ly determined to enforce Its removal 
and to put an end to feet mutilation, 
the progress of the reform will be 
watched by the western people with 
considerable Interest.

London, Aug. 9.—In his annual report 
for the year ending March 31, the post­
master-general says the question of a 
reduction of the postage charged for 
magasines, 
sent free from the United Kingdom to 
Canada, is engaging his attention, al­
tho there are obvious objections to 
making, ln the case of Canada, ar­
rangements more favorable than can be 
granted to periodicals, etc., passing 
within the United Kingdom itself, or 
to other colonies.

"I recognise,” he says, “that In con­
sequence of the geographical situation 
of the Dominion, the circumstances are 
exceptional, and am endeavoring to 
concert some plan which will meet the 
end in view, without unduly burdening 
the exchequer.”

A young, sprucely-attired, and well- 
educated man, who was recently sen­
tenced at the Clerkenwell sessions to 
two years’ hard labor In the name of 
Henry Lewis, is one of the most re­
markable criminals who have come un4- 
tier the notice of the English police in 
recent years.

Barely 25 years old, he has, single- 
handed. caused more burglary scares 
than many hardened thieves twice h!s 
age.

On a previous occasion—in October,
1904—this young fellow was ordered a 
year's Imprisonment in the name of 
Monks. His real name is neither Monks 
nor Lewis, but that of a well-known 
and highly-respected Inhabitant of Kil- 
bum, by whom he was given a good 
college education, and who subsequent­
ly secured for him an excellent situ­
ation in an accountant's office. The 
young man’s first conviction was In 
connection with a number of mysteri­
ous burglaries in Hampstead, KUbum, 
and the Westboume Park district.

For months the detectives were baf­
fled, the reason being that “Lewis” in­
variably worked alone at night, select­
ed only the most valuable and easily 
portable goods, and disposed of them 
immediately the pawnbrokers’ estab­
lishments opened on the following 
morning, and before the police had 
been notified of the robberies, 
over, during the whole of the time the 
mysterious robberies were going on, 
he was working assiduously during the 
daytime at a situation.

Despite his busy days and nights, the 
young fellow managed to find oppor­
tunities for a good deal of love-making 
At the time of his first conviction he 
was courting no fewer than four* young 
women in highly respectable positions.
