THE DEAD MAN IDENTIFIED

Toronto Hotel Proprietor Saw His
Picture in The World; Recogniz-
ed His Former Guest.

HIS NAME IS JAMES GILLESPIE

And He Came From Edinburgh,
Where His Family Reside—
Friends Will Be Notified.

. The mystery surrounding the dead man
who was discovered last Wednesday in the
barn of James Brown, mear Woodbridge,
has been solved. Fon a week the authori-
ties have not been able to get the slightest
clue as to his identity, and if it had mot
been for the picture that appeared ex-
clusively in yesterday moraning's World,
and the description of the marks on the
clothing found on the deceased, he weould
have gone to a nameless grave.
He is James Gillespie.

The man's name is James Gillesple, and
his identity was revealed to the police by
Mr. James Scanlon, proprietor of the Amer-
fean Hotel, at the corner of York and Wel-
lington-streets.: Early yesterday morning
Mr. Scanlon’s attention was drawn to the
plcture and descrlptIOn in The World, and
he immediately recognized the likeness to
James Gillesple, who came to the hotel on
Wednesday, Nov. 7, staying until the fol-
lowing Monday morning.

The Dead Man’s Valises.

The police were communicated with, and
when they arrived Mr. Scanlon handed over
to them two valises that were left in his
custody. When they were opened and the
contents examined, the marks corresponded

exactly with those on the dead man's
clothes.

" His Home in Edimburgh,

Gillespié, when he arrived at the Ameri-
can Hotel, registered as bei from Glas-
gow,.but told some of the ofher. boarders
that his home was in dinbdrgh, where
his"wife and a couple married daugh-
ters resided. He was of g rather talkative
disposition, and -told a great deal ahout
himself. He was a commercial traveler,
an unusually well-read man, and could re-
peat from memory all of Burns’ poems.
He came over from Scotland in the Sar-
dinian, and before coming to Toronto had
visited several points in the United States,
and, happening casually to meet a man on
his trip, he was told to stop at Mr. Scan-
lon’s, which accounts for his presence
there.

Spent Money Freely,

During his stay in Toronto Gillesple had
been spending money rather freely, and left
without paying his hotel bill. He informod
the clerk that he was going on a visit to a
cousin or some relative of his by the name
of Wilsor, who lived on a farm abont four
miles outside of Galt, and would be back
in about a week’s time. While here he
cashed a draft for $28 on the Bank of
British North America.

The deceased’s effects are in the hands
of County Constable Burns, and steps will
be taken to inform his relatives of his un-
timely end.

Death of James Millar.

After a brief illness, the death occunred
in the Western Hospital on Monday of
Mr. James Millar. who for the past six
yvears had been foreman of the stables of
the Allen Manufacturing Company. Mr.
Millar was a native of Dundee, Scotland,
and shortly after his arrival in this coun-
try entered the employment of the Allen
Manufacturing Company.

Rossland mines were until re-
cently regarded only as high-grade proposi-
tions, and while it was hoped that some
day the costS of mining and treatmmt
would be reduced to a point where the, low-
grade ores could be worked to a profit,
there seemed to be no immedlate prospect
of a reduction in mining and smelting
costs adequate to achieve this object. The
chief hope for reduction in the cost of
mining lay In the adoption of the contract
system, which the Miners’ Union had
theretofore, by an overwhelming majority,
refused to allow, altho at the same time
the cost of mining inder the time systen
had been steadily increasing. Nevertheless,
under these adverse circumstances, which
had existed from the first, and which ev-
erybody understood, the development and
egnipment of the mine was sufficlent to
€nable us to pay and maintain our divi-
dends for a long time to come, had it ot
been made clear to us by our new man-
ager, Mr. E. B. Kirby, that the time
had arrived when, we ought to attempt to
materially reduce the cost of miniag, and
by Increasing our ore reserves and equip-
nient obtain better smelting rates. To ac-
complish these objects It was imperatively
necessary to close down the mine. We
did not feel justified, however, In making
public our reasons in full, as such a course
was sure to arouse a bitter and resentful
feeling in those with whom we had to ne-
gotiate. How far we have been success-
ful in both these regards appears from the
fact that the labor unlons have, by a large
majority, accepted the . contract system;
that our relations with labor, which a year
ago were a menace, to the peace and wel-
fare of the camp, have become established
on an amicable basis; that our costs of
mining have been reduced at least 30 per
cent., and, finally, that the C. P. R. Las
offered to cancel the contract for the de-
livery of 200,000 tons of ore, at a rate of
$6, and to accept in exchange therefor one
giving thenr 800,000 tons at an average rate
of $4.75. None of these things could have
been accomplished without  our closng
down, and much as it has cost our share-
holders in loss of dividends and laid your
directors open to adverse criticism, 1 can-
{ not but belleve that the sequel has justi-
{ fied all that it has cost. OtHer advantages

might be alluded to.”

The first speaker of the day was Dr. |
Barrick, who, with G. C. Campbell, ap- |
peared as representing the Ratepayers’ As-
sociation. He said he asked no favors, but
took a stand on the prineiple that taxes
should be levied on lands and personalty
at their monetary value. That principle
was based on justicé and equity. When
exemptions were given, this principle was
departed from, and the commission would
find itself sailing north by south.
