Emperor's Edict Declares Foreign
Affairs Will Be Most Important
Business of Government.

PRECEDENCE GIVENTOFOREIGNOFFICE

Number of Boxer Culprits Has Dwin-
dled From 160, Originally

} Pekin, July 30.—The edict of the Em-
peror, providing for the reorganization of
the Chinese Foreign Office, has been re-
received here. Its tone and substance sat-
isfy the ministers of the powers. The edict
colncides with their demands on- the sub-
ject formulated by the United States’ Spe-
clal Commissioner, Mr. Rockhill, as a con-
dition of peace. s

The edict declares that foreign affairs
will hereafter be the most important busi-
ness of the government, gives Foreign
Ofrice precedence over six old boards that
previously outranked amnd provides for the
reception of the ministers in the hall. in
which, heretofore, omly near relatives of
the Emperor have entered. It also pro-
vides for the entertainment of the minis-
ters by the Kmperor at occasional ban-
quets.

The German minister, Dr. Mumm von
Schwartzenstein, is engaged in drafting a
protocol providing for the punishment of
Chinamen guilty of participation in the
Boxer movement. A feature of this is that
the number of culprits has dwindled from
160 wen, originally named, to 54. This is
due to the fact that, in the majority of
cases, it has beem found {impossible to
prove the guilt of the accused.

RUMOR SET AT REST.

of $3000 per mile to pay interest. Tursu-
ing his investigations, Mr. Sherman puts
the urban and interurban railroads to-
gether and averages the receipts. He finds
that the urban railroads of Ohlo’ earned
an average of $10,193 per mile, and the
interurban roads $3824 per mile, while the
average gross earnings of all the electric
railroads, both urban and inferurban, Wwas
$8354 per mile, against $10,452 for Massa-
chusetts and $24,445 for New York. The
difference in density of population accounts
for the difference In returns.

The tenor of Mr. Sherman’s arguments is
in favor of roadbeds equal to those of the
steam roads, easy grades and a perfect
track. The transmission of power, he
thinks, will be successfully worked out,
and his opinion. is finally that the roads
can be made to paygood dividends to the
investors. Up to the present, nearly all
the earnings have come from passenger
business, but a profitable freight traffic is
predicted. “To the writer,” says Mr. Sher-
man, ‘“‘the volume of the earnings of some
of the existing lines is a constant source
of wonder,” and he confesses to having
mentally prophesied failure In a number
of cases where success has attended the
actual operations. It Is, he says, “a singu-
lar thing how business is actually created
where there was promise of little or none,
by supplying facilities which the public has
never felt the need of. It seems the deni-

and all kinds of measurements, and, uni-
versally adopted, it would simplify mat-
ters, as the different kinds of measures
are related to one another. If it were
adopted by Great Britain,there i sno doubt
but that it would soon become the univer-
shl standard. In the August number of
The Forum, Prof. John Howard Gore dis-
cusses the system at considerable length,
and argues for a common system. He ad-
mits that its introduction would have a dis-
turbing effect for a time in the daily busi-
ness of life, The substitution of *liter”
for *‘quart” would be confusing for a
time, and the same would result in the
change from ‘‘yard” to “meter.” New scales
or weights would be required, and yard
sticks would have to give place to meter
sticks. Prof, Gore is discussing the mat-
ter in view of International trade expan-
slon for the United States, and claims
its adoption would facilitate business with
those nations who already use the system,
Messrs. Biggar, Samuel & Co., publishers
of The Canadian Engineer, Toronto and
Montreal, have published a comprehensive
chart, explaining the whole mat\‘.er, which
will be a valuable study, whether the sys-
tem is adopted in Canada or not. So lc;ng
as Great Britain and the United States re-
main outside the compact, it will scarcely
be brought into use in this country. In-
deed, the principal value of the system
would be found in its universal adoption
dinong nations.

SHAREHOLDERS CRIED FOR BLOOD

WHEN RECEIVER

EXPOSED A FARCE

Directors of the Standard Exploration Company Careless of
Mines, But Devoted Themselves to Stock Speculation
and Lost Half a Million Pounds.

London, July 80.—At the first meeting of
the credi‘tors to-day and at a subsequent
meeting, of the shareholders of the Stand-
ard Exploration Company, one of the min-
ing concerns known as the ‘‘Whittaker-
Wright group,” the official receiver made
such astounding revelations that he drew
from the excited shareholders dewmands for
the lynching of the persons implicated.

The receiver said that the estimated as-
sets were farcical. The 14 mines, valued
at £767,000, had earned nothing. The com-
pany started with a cash capital of £500,-
000, but the directors took little interest
in the company’s mines, and devoted them-
selves to Stock Exchange speculation.

«And that's where your money 1s gone,”
sald the recelver; ‘£228,000 was lost In

differences in Lake Erle specunlations, and
£255,000 was lost in differences in Caledon-
fan Copper. The total profits from specu-
lations are £38,000, and the losses are £536,-
000.”

After a few more such statements, which
a shareholder said “would stagger humani-
ty,” another shareholder asked the recelv-
er to prevent the directors from making.
away with thelr property, as it was report-
ed they were doing.

“Are these men still at large?”’ shouted
another shareholder.

“Yes, they are,”” came the' answer, and
{mmediately those present rose to their
feet, somebody shouting, “Lynch him!"”

It was an exciting moment for Lord Pel-
ham-Clinton, General Gough-Calthorpe and
others who were attending the meeting.
A storm of angry cries and hisses broke
out, but the receiver finally succeeded in
calming the shareholders by promising
them every protection possible.

TECHNICAL SCHOOL TEACHERS.

Board Will Make Seleetions on Fri-
day From the Following List.

That Mr. A. C. Barrett be appointed
teacher of architectural drawing at a salary
of $500; that Mr. James Lang be appo:mted
teacher of machine drawing at a salary of
$600; that Mr. J. L. Banks be appointed
teacher of modelling at a salary of $1250;
that Mr. C. N. Peake and Mr. H. G. Wi}b
son be appointed teachers of mechanics
and physics at $3 per night each; that Dr.
C. J. Currie be appointed teacher of chewn-
istry at a salary of $500; that Miss Kath-
leen Milligan be appointed teacher of do-
mestic science at a salary of $450; that
Miss Beatrice Milligan be appointed assist-
ant to Mrs. Joy at a salary of $135; that
Mrs. Joy be granted permission to deliver
ten lectures on domestic science (one lec-
ture per week for ten weeks) at the Guelph
Agricultural College, also that she be given
leave of absence for seven days to lecture
for the Houschold Economic Association,
provided that such lectures do not con-
fliet with her work in the Technical schooi;
that the Printing Committee be instructed
to advertise the school in certain news-
papers. The committee also report that
the positions of teachers of industrial de-
sign and assistant in the department of
commerce and finance have not yet been
filled, but that they hope to be in a posi-
tion to recommend appointments,

The secretary of the board has recelved
a communication from Ald.®Ward, who
offers a gold medal for the candidate ob-
taining the highest standing in the new
commercial department.

THAT MAIL GLERK SCARE.

Deputy Postmaster Ross Says No In-
novation Hns Been Introduced.
There appears to be no occasion for alarm

among the rallway mall clerks, over the

proposed introduction of porters to assist

i them ln‘ their dutles, but rather the re-

verse. While provision was made by an

act of last session for porters to assist
in the heavy work on long runs, particular-
ly between here and Montreal, the fact is
that no porters have yet been appointed by

the government to do this work In this
division, which extends from Sarnia to
Kingston and Ottawa on the east,and north
as far as North Bay.

Most,if not all,of the statements published
regarding the mall clerks' pay being cut
down and the porters appointed clerks
without passing the regular examination,
were characterized by Deputy Postmaster
Ross and Superintendent of Rallway Mail
Service McLeod as utter rubbish.

The facts of the case were stated by Mr.
Ross In plajg but emphatic language. Al-
most as lo; as he could remember the
rallway mail clerks had had assistance in
their work, and the new measure was along
these lines. There wag nothing to prevent
these men who assisted them from improv-
ing their position if they were able. The
work the porters would be called upon
to perform was of a purely manual char- |
acter, and calculated to facilitate the more;
important clerical duties. As to the mail
clerks’ pay, he had only to say that it
was fixed by act of parliament,

Superintendent McLeod = explained that
the clerks in his division are now assisteu
by juniors, no porters having yet been
appointed. He scoffed at the idea that
the porters were intended to displace the
clerks and without the formality of an ex-
amination. '

Searcity ©of Dining-Room Girls the
Chief Worry of Local Bonifaces.
The servant girl question continues to

worry the hotel proprietors to an extent

never before experienced. Several have

been running short-handed for some time,
to the declded detriment of their waiting
sérvice, and, tho the city has been scour-
ed for female help, capable dining-room
girls cannot be secured. One hotel man
has omly half the help he needs, and re-
peated complaints from the guests increase
bis sorrows. The reason for it all is that
dining-room girls flocked to- Buffalo on the
opening of the Pan-American, “enticed by
the prospect of high wages, and caused a
paucity of that kind of help in this city.

The largest hotels, where* male Leip is
employed in the dining-rooms, have had
no trouble In keeping their usual stafls.
The wages pald for this kind of service
are generally high, and the men are not so
apt to shift about as the girls who seive
the wants of hotel guests. So that there
are some hotel proprietors who are not
worrying very much over the dining-
room girl question.

The fmprovements which have been un-
der way at the Palmer House during the
past few months will be completed by
next week or the week after. A decld-
edly up-to-date appearance has been given
the house, the new lighting system adds
attractiveness to the corner and the vais-
ing of the roof gives about 40 additional
rooms.

‘and spirits, and thoroly enjoylng his trip.

He preached to the crew of the Hohen-
zoilern last Sunday afternoon om the great
virtue of implicit ‘obedience to superiors.
