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I. On the 16th of March there -will be a partial Eclipse of the Sun.
It will not be visible on this Continent.

II. On the evening of 30th March and morning of the 31st, there will
be a total Eclipse of the Moon. This Eclipse will be visible 
throughout this country. At Quebec, it begins on the evening 
of the 30th at 9-52, and will be total at 1059. The totality 
ceases on the morning of the 31st, 38 minutes past midnight, 
aud the Eclipse ends at V44. At Toronto the Eclipse begins 
at 9.20 of the 30th ; is total there at 10 27, and ends at 12 min. 
past 1.

III. On the 15th of April there will be a partial Eclipse of the 8un.
Not visible in Canada.

IV. On the 24th of September there will be a total Eclipse of the Moon.
Not visible in Canada.

V. On the 8th of October there will be a partial Eclipse of the Snn, 
but very small ; not one digit in size. At Montreal it begins 
at 1V9 in the morning, and ends at 25 min. after noon.

February.—We said something last year about thistles, and the duty 
of keeping them down. Since then the Legislature has passed an Act 
concerning this terrible nuisance, which, if faithfully carried out, may 
prove highly beneficial.

Surely common sense and common prudence would teach any 
farmer not to allow the spread of thistle down, but to take time by the 
forelock, and never permit a single head to perfect itself or propagate 
its kind. Even supposing a man neglect his own farm and allow a 
nuisance within the boundaries of his own estate, he has no right so to 
conduct his business as that his neighbours 6n either hand will inevi­
tably be injured.

March.—The Irish Farmer's Gazette says : “ A rative of Russia has 
discovered a process by which timber,though newly felled, may become 
so hard as to resist the influences of the most trying climates for an 
almost indefinite period. The most curious part of the invention is, 
that it does not involve the use of chemicals of any sort, such as steep­
ing in creosote, Ac., and that the process is applied to the tree while 
growing. The inventor is now making arrangements for the supply of 
his timber to railway contractors in England, and will not require any 
remuneration further than the amount which should be paid for ordinary 
timber.

Junk.—Experience will have taught the farmer or dairy man, that 
cheese-making is more profitable than butter making during the hot 
summer months, especially for those who have not a good place to set 
milk or cream. Let the morning’s milk be strained into a kettle with 
the night’s milk and warmed. Pour in as much of the soaked rennet as 
will produce curdle in fifteen or twenty minutes, then let it stand five 
or ten minutes. Cut, the curd in slices about an inch thick, and then 
cut again crosswise. Put the kettle on the fire, stir gently, and heat 
evenly to milk warm. Take it off and let it stand a minute ; remove 
the whey, and pour the curd into a suitable vessel. Salt to suit taste ; 
then cut fine with a knife, put it in a crock and set in a cool place, and

Soon after a serous discharge 
takes place from the nose, and the mucous membrane of the nose and 
vagina are observed to become denuded of epithelium. Sometimes there 
is tympanitis.

October.—Of calves and colts let ua say a few words :—Wean calves 
gradually ; restrict their allowance to one teat per day, then allow them 
to suck only a part of the milk in one teat. After a few days longer, 
let them, suck only once a day for a week, then once in two days for a 
week, then once in three days. By this time, with proper management, 
they may be wpaned without injury either to dam or calf. Spring colts 
as well as calves should be weaned generally in August ; confine them 
in a small, clean enclosure, where they cannot run much, and let them 
suck twice a day, then once, then once in two days, then once in three 
days. See that colts and calves do not lack a good supply of clean 
water and good grass, or fine hay, and a sufficiency of, but not too 
much salt.

Court op Chancery.—This Court has the like jurisdiction as the Court 
of Chancery in England, in cases of fraud, accident, trusts, executors, 
administrators, co-partnerships, accounts, morgages, awards, dower, 
infants, idiots, lunatics, and their estates, waste, specific performance, 
discovery, and to prevent multiplicity of suits, staying proceedings at 
law prosecuted against equity and good conscience, and may decree the 
issue, repeal or avoidance of letters patent, and generally the like powers 
which the Court of Chancery in England possesses to administer justice, 
in all cases in which there is no adequate remedy at law. Chancellor— 
Hon P. M. Vankoughnet. Vice-Chancellors—Hon. 0. Mowat, and 
John Godfrey Spragge. Master—Andrew Norton Buell.

Court op Common Plias.—This Court has the same powers and juris­
diction as a Court of Record, as the Court of Queen’s Bench. Chief 
Justice—Hon. W. B. Richards. Puisni Judges—Hons. A. Wilson, J. 
Wilson.

Heir and Devisee Court.—Commissioners, the Judges of the Superior 
Courts, and such other person as may be appointed by commission 
under the Great Seal. Their duties are to determine claims to lands, in 
Upper Canada, for which no patent has issued from the Crown in favor of 
the proper claimants, whether as heirs, devisees or assignees. Sittings 
at Toronto, first Monday in January and July in each year. Clerk of 
Commissions—W. B. Heward.

County Courts.—Presided over by a resident Judge in each County. 
Their jurisdiction extends to all personal actions where the debt or dam­
ages claimed do not exceed £50 ; and to all suits relating to debt, cove­
nant or contract, where the amount is ascertained by the acts of the
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parties, or signature of the defendant, to £100. An appeal lies to either 
or the Superior Courts of law. These Courts also possess equity- 
powers to the amount of £50, subject to an appeal to the Court of 
Chancery.

Surrogate Courts.—The jurisdiction of these Courts relates to all 
testamentary matters and causes, and to the granting or revoking of 
probate of wills, and letters of administration of the effects of deceased 
persons having estate or effects in Upper Canada. The County Judges 
are also Judges of the Surrogate Courts.

Recorders’ Court.—In the cities of Toronto, Hamilton, London, 
Kingston, and Ottawa, the Recorders Court takes the placcof the Coun­
ty Sessions, the Justices for Counties having no jurisdiction in the 
Cities—the care of which is confined to the Recorder, Mayor, Aldermen, 
and Police Magistrate of each. Sessions held 2nd Monday in January, 
1st Monday in April and July, 3rd Monday in November. Record­
ers—George Duggan, Toronto ; John E. Start, Hamilton ; William 
Horton, London ; J. B. Lewis, Ottawa.

Insolvent Debtor’s Courts.—The County Judge in each County pre­
sides.

Division Court,—For the summary disposal of cases by a Judge ; 
but a jury of five persons my be demanded in certain cases. Their ju­
risdiction extends to actions of debt or contracts amounting to £25 ; 
injuries or torts to personal chattels amounting to £10. Courts are 
held once in two months in each division, or oftener at the direction of 
the Judge.

TIIE STAMP ACTS.

These Acts impose a duty on every promissory note, draft, or bill or 
exchange, not exceeding $26 1 cent ; not exceeding $50 2 cents ; less 
than $100 3 cents ; not less than $100, if executed singly, 3 cents per 
$100 or fraction thereof; if executed in duplicate, 2 cents per $100 or 
fraction thereof on each part ; if executed in more than two parts, 1 
cent per $100 or fraction thereof on each part.

Any interest payable with the note at maturity must be counted as 
part thereof.

The duty is to be paid by bill stamp, on which the date is to be writ­
ten or by using stamped paper.

Bank notes, checks, and money orders, are exempt.

These Acts impose heavy penalties for violation.
