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KERN OF INDIANA
RUNS WITH BRYAN

Secures the Maﬁc'Vige.Presi-
dential Nomination on the
~ First Ballot,

John W.' Kern was born Dec. 20,
1849, at. the Vl}lhge of Alto, Howard
Ccunty, Ind. His father, Dr. Jacob
W. Kern, was a'Virginian by birth, |
who removed to Shelby County, Ind.,
in 1836, and lived there until 1846,
when he moved into the new northern
ccuntry. ‘

John Kern’s mother was Nancy Lig-
gett and she and Dr. Kern were mar-
ried in Warren County, Ohio.- In 1854,
when John was Tive -years old, the
family removed to  Warren County,
Jowa. From the ~time he went to
Iowa until he was 15 years old, he did
not see alrallroad train. The family
moved back to Howard County in 1864.

In the 60's while still in Iowa, Mrs.
Kern: died. Two |children were left,
John and his sister, who is now Mrs.
Isaac: Engel of -Danville, Va.' John
was educated in the district 1,
and he continued this education by at-
tending the Indiana Normal SchooV of
Kokomo, Ind., riding horseback ten
miles every day. \

Later he tgught school near Alto.
He earned money to enter Ann. Arbor,

of Michigan University in 1869. He
immedaiately began practising in Koko-
mo, Ind. He was “drafted” when he
was 29 years old to make the race for
the legislature in the Republican
County of Howard, but was defeated.
He was chosen city attorney of Koko-
imo for six terms over Republican as-
pirants. In 1884 he was elected report-
er of the supreme, court. Since then
Indianapolis has béen his home, where
he has practiced law. He has work-
ed in- every campaign, :served the
county in the legislature and was the
leader of his party in the state senate.
He was city attorney under the last
two administrations of Mayor Thomas
Taggart from October, 1897, to Octob-
er, 1901. ?

In 1900 he was nominated for gover-
nor, but was defeated. Before the St.
Louis convention of four years  ago
Mr. Kern's name had been prominent-
ly mentioned among the vice-presi-
dential possibilities.

Mr. Kern has been president of the
Commercial Club, and has always been
conspicuous in all\state and. clvic
movements. Mrs. Kern is-prominent in
all social and literary affairs of.-the
city. Miss Julla Kern, their daughter,
iz well known socially. There are two
other children, John W. Kern, jr., ag-
ed 9, and Wm. H. Kern, who is now
5 years old.

testing. The Issue that is thus raised
is. of an importance far exceeding
tfie purely local import of the con-
troversy. For most assuredly it ought
not to be in the option and power of

° @ majority of the council of any city
to ignore and overrule the clear de-
termination of the people and to im-
pose upon it a .policy to which the
people are strongly opposed.

" If the majority of’ the counecil of
t§e City of Hamilton use the brief
authority committed to them for the
pungose of ‘defeating the expressed

Building upon
this' assumption, he pictured a future
coridition while others were remanded
to various discomforts of mind and
body. The Greclans took hold .ot
Plato’s theories, »and they—being the
most intelligent  people of -that -time,
aside from the Jéws' theory, starting

wisdom or ° thedry wherever their
literature went, in all ‘parts of the
world, amongst the most intelligent.
It is not surprising, therefore, that
it not only tinctiired the views of
the heathen, but also to some extent
those of the Jews—tho comparatively
few, known as the Essenes. These
in accepting Plato’s philosophy really
ceased to be Jews
sense. This Platonic theory was in many
respects its competitor, until gradually
in’ various parts the, Christian faith
became tinctured with_ it. -
The Views .of Christendom.

Accepting the recognized fact that
Christendom leads the world® in
thought to-day,. wWe notice that ' the
philosophy instituted by Plato—not by
Moses, not by the prophets of Israel, |
not by Jesus, not by the apostles ofz
Jesus—has taken -'a firm hold upon;

It is now said that Instead of ar-
ranging with the Chnadian Northern
Ratilway Company to continue their
present rallway from La Pas on the
Saskatchewan on to Fort Churchill’on
Hudson Bay, the road will be con-
structed by the government and as a
governmeny propositién, other ratlways
to have running rights over the route.
For several days representatives of
the C.N.R. have been in Ottawa doubt-
less endeavoring, as The World has
- said, to induce the government.to give
them the necessary financial encour-
agement to enable them to copnstruct
the Hudson y. réoad. But the in-.
dications. are now that all their efforts
heve been in vain, and that a govern-
ment constructed and public-owned
road is the policy of theé government.

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PLAYGROUNDS IN “WARD.”

Committee Say That the Necessity is
Really Urgent.

The report of the location commit-
tee of the Toronto Playground As-
soclation says: !

“At a, meeting of the executive of the
Toronto Playground Assoclation, a full
report was submitted on conditions of
the &entral part of the city and the
committee spent some time in the
ward on Saturday and had the op-
portunity of judging of the urgent
need for some provisions in the way
of a playground for the younger child-
ren. There were probably four hun-
dred children ‘under 12 years of age
playing or sitting around in the dust
and dirt of the street, south of
Crristopher, in a district characterized
exclugively by dirty and»gover-cmwded
houses with yards occupied by refuse
of all kinds. The condition of the
stdewalk is for the most in keeping
with the general appearance of neglect,
the whole forming a combination, in
the midst of which it would be diffi-
cult for anything good to attain a
rgtural and healthy growth.

“The yard of the Elizabeth-street
school was examined, and a conclusion
was easily arrived at that there were
children enough within a stope’s throw
of the building ,to crowd it to Iits
capacity. At least these such small
areas would be required to accommo-
date the children of the ward, I would,
therefore, earnestly recommend the ex-

propriation by the city council of a
biock of the poorest portion of the
ward, and its conversion Into a pro-
perly equipped and supervised play-
ground, not only as a means of im-
proving the condition of the -children,
but, which is equally advisable, of
breaking up the foreign séttlement now
so rapidly fncreasing in our midst
and so hastening the assimilation of
trose people,  and the  adoption by
them of Canadian standards of
thought and life. Falling the expro-
priation of an entire block, smaller
sections occupied by many of the pre-
sent houses might be converted into
play-grounds ' for the small children,
thus providing spare spaces thruout
the entire: ward, which could not but
render it more healthy than it can be

under the present conditions.
