GREECE MADE FIERY
. PROTEST, SAYS BERLIN

Statement Made in Reichstag Re-
o garding Arrest of Consuls -
at Saloniki. ~

BERLIN, Jan. 14.—(Via Sayville).
In an interpellation in the reichstag.
Dr. William Von Stumm, director of
t}}e political department of the for-
eign office, stated that the German
Goverrment protested to the Greek
Goyernment ‘“against the violation of
neutrality involved in the arrest of
the ' German and other commsuls: in
'Salonlkl,” and holding the Greek
iGovernment responsible for the
safety of the arrested men. according
to the Overseas News Agency’'s ac-
count of the reichstag proceeding.

The Greek Government. added Dr.
Von Stumm, protested sharply to the
British and French Governments,
asking the extradition of the consuls.
