Connelly visited Mrs
McDona.d s house and seeing a pocket
book in the bedroom. Connelly pick-
ed it up  saying it was the one he
®iad seen, but Mrs, McDonald said it
mas not the one she had lost. The
missing  one, she- told him, was long
with a leather strap. It contained
three twenty dollar bills. She had

“taken $10 out of it, when she saw it
last.

He could not swear which of them
removed the mattress but he took off
the spring. He did not remember
secing any other pocket book than
the one he identified when he visited
the house with Deputy Chief Jenkins.
He was aware :that . the plaintifi
claimed to have purchased the furni-
ture from Mr. Ahlbom.

James Connelly told of being em-
ployed by Murphy to take the effects
referred to ‘from Mrs. McDonadld’s’
house, and his evidence was largely a
corroboration of the statement made
by the previous witness.

suit

New York, March 30—The action of
¢he Assembly Codes committee at Al-
bany last week in reporting without
amendment a bill introduced. making

it a felony to opérate a bucketshop in
this state, together with the presenta-
tion of a similar bill in the Senate and
the promise that the same will come
up for consideration on Friday of this
week, has again aroused Wall street’s
interest in the prospect that bucket-

7shops in the State of New York are
about to be eliminated for all time.
Needless to say, both the New York
Stock Exchange and the Consolidated

"Stock Exchange are lending moral
support, if not something more sub-
stantial, to these measures, as it is
thoroughly recognized by these insti-
tutions that it is of vital importance
to them that this long-existing evil
should be completely and forever wiped
out. The Consolidated Stock Exchange

_ is especially interested in seeing the
measures now before the State Legis-
lature pass, as in the event of the sue-
pension of business on the part of
bucketshops in thls state, much of the
trading which now goes to them would
of necessity bé diverted to the so-called
siLittle Board.”

Not only is the outcome of the pend-
ing anti bucket shop legislation being
watched with great interest by the
Jocal stock exchanges but the country
at large, and even Canada, are very
much concerned in the matter, and if
the bucket shops are eventually driven

! grom this State it is pretty safe to say
ﬂmt similar actions will be taken by
several other states, as the evil has
been no less apparent outside of New

' ¥ork than it has been within its bord-

ers. As a matter of fact, it has been
even greater, particularly in certain of
*he eastern states, a few of which
ha - a'ready enacted laws prohibiting
them from doing business. Toward
o securing of such legislation the
Consolidated Stock Exchange of New
York has always lent material aid, and
it is therefore a foregone conclusion
that when the bills now before the
Legislature at Albany come up for
final hearing that institution will be
found in the very front fighting for
the suppression of this vice.

As to the general stock market situ-
ation, the past week, while witnessing
moderate reactions from time to time
due chiefly to profit taking sales,
brought about a further substantial
advance in prices and at intervals the
upward movent assumed the aspect of
a minature boom. The unusually mild
tone of the President’s message to
Oongress, the decision of the Supreme
Court at Washington in various legis-
lations conducted for the, salvation of
the railroads, and which was favorable
to the latter; the re-opening of the
Knickerbocker Trust Company and
several other matters, contributed to
the more confident feeling and induced
more extensive buying on the part of
both professional speculators and the
outside public than has been seen for
months past. There was, however,
some further profit taking by the
smaller investors who bought stocks
at the ruinous prices previling in the
October panic, but the manner in
which the market absorbed all such
offerings testifies to its inherent
strength and prompts the belief that

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WHY THE SEASON
HAS BEEN POOR

Fish Dealers Talk About
the Shortage in the Re-
ceipts of Fresh Fish

As stated in Saturday’s Times,
wholesale fish dealers have sutfered
considerably during the past winter,
in the catch.
which, according to leading local
merthants, has been lighter than for
several years.

Talking with a representative of
this paper, H. P. Robertson said |
that during the entire winter season
receipts of fresh fish had been Very
light and, in order to meet the de-
mand for finnan haddies, it has been
necessary to import¥ haddock from
Boston. Early in the season, Grand
Maran fishermen succeeded in getting
a comparatively small number of
cod, but subsequently were badly
handicapped owing to the shortage
o1 bait. Unfavorable weather condi-
tions have also had their influence in
shortening the fresh fish supply.

Only a few days ago, Mr. Robert-
son added, he had telephoned to
many of the fishing centres along the
coast in order to secure bait for a
vessel in Nova Scotia, but without
success. i

Pevie A. Smith was also approach-
ed and stated that the sardine and
fertilizer factories were, he under-
stood, responsible in a measure for
the shortage of the small herring—
which form the chief food for most
of the fish caught in the Bay of Fun-
dy,—a.nu\ wvnerefore used as Dbait.
Should 'this shortage continue, he
added, the fisheries of the bay would
in time be seriously effected, and he
thought that the Dominion gnd
United States governments should

herring, and thus benefit the fisher-
men of both countries.

Speaking of the lobster fishery, Mr.
Smith said that he could not under-
stand why the government regula-
tions provided that in every county
but St. John, no lobsters' under nine
and a half inches in length could be
offered for sale, while, in St. .John
county, the limit was placed at ten
and g half inches.

Leonard Bros. also stated that the
winter season had been anything
but favorable, the cod and haddock
fisheries of the Bay of Fundy having
been considerahbly lighter than for
several years past.
