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ON REVOLUTION.

Expected There

Upheaval in a Short Time---
People Becoming Panicky and
Are Crying For Instant Peace.

St. Petersburg, April 5.—The pro-
spects of a general upheaval of the
city and coumtry, with the advent
of spring increases daily. Evidence
accumulates that all the radical for-
ces are acting in unison and await-
ing a signal which it is generally
believed will be given shortly after
the Russian Easter.

The terrorists are showing great
actwity and reports from all over
the country, prove that the work-
men, who in many cases have been
formulating petty demands, which
are no sooner granted than they
are succeeded by others, are acting
under instructions from the rev-
olutions>y leaders, who are only
biding their time, while em-
. ployers frankly admit that it is im-
possible to continue their business,
and some of them have already
shut down.

The people are plainly becoming
panicky, and the authorities cannot
conceal their alarm. The guard reg-
iments, which usually go to camp in
April, will be retained in St. Pet-
ersburg, it is announced, until June,
ostensibly in order to allow the
camps to be cleaned in view of the
danger of cholera, which is regarded
as being so serious that the sani-
tary authorities have ordered the
immediate cleaning of the pits, sew-
ers, cesspools, and canals of the
capital, and have issued specific in-
structions to householders, especially
in the poorer districts, where the
people live in cellars.

Searched All Night.

Warsaw, Apri} 5.—12.45 a. m.—A
strong body of police, aided by two
companies of infantry Monday night,
made a, thorough search of Wola, a
suburb of this city, chiefly inhabited
by criminals, revolutionaries and
suspected ons. The police seized
quantities of revolutionary pamphlets
and manifestos, and revolvers and
cartridges, and arrested 63 persons.
The search occupied the whole of the

night.
The Trepoff Plot.

St. Petersburg, April 5.—1.15 a.
m.—The police arrested yesterday in
the Nevsky district a man disguised
as a carriage driver, presumably be-
longing to the same organization as
the twelve persons who were arrest-
ed last week fom supposed connection
with terrorist schemes. There is lit-
tle doubt that there was a plot di-
rected against the life of Governor
General Trepoff, and the latest arrest
indicates that the terrorists are act-
ing on a concerted plan- with auxil-
iaries and lookouts to aid the actual
perpetrators of the assassination.

A Word From Harbin.

Harbin ‘April 4.—Affairs at the
front generally, are quiet, except for
skirmishing by General Mistchenko’s
Cossacks.

Reports are received of the move-
ment of a Japanese flying column
northward through Manchuria in the
direction of Tsitsihir.

The loss and destruction of com-
missariat stores at Mukden, Hus-
sitai, Tie Pass, Kai Yuan and Chang-
tufu has been a heavy deprivation to
the Russian army. As a result the
price of forage and provisions has
considerably increased.

A Missing Count.

General Kuroki’s Headquarters in
the Field, April €, via Fusan— The
Japanese army has been making a
fruitless search for information as to
the fate of Count Schepstiski, an of-
ficer in the Austrian army, and mil-
itary attache of that country with
the Russian army in Mukden. Count

It is possible
however, he may have escaped into
Chinese territory. If killed he may
have been buried among the Russian
dead.

Peace Expected.

Berlin, April 5.—1.40 p. m.—Peace
at an early date, is regarded as
probable by the German embassy at
St. Petersburg, the Associated Press
is informed, and in consequence of
despa._tches received from there by
the government, during the last three
days, the opinion circulates
cial circles, for the first time since
the war began.

The Russian emperor, it is true,
has not decided for peace, but the
grand dukes and practically all the
members of the court, who have ac-
cess to the emperor, are for peace.
His Majesty is shown, in the gossip
that goes about here, as standing
alone irresolutely.

Much good will and sympathy are
felt for the Russian emperor in high
official life here, but it is regarded
as a certainty, that he must yield
to his_family, and ministers, and
that the month will not end with-
out peace. In the meantime, the
prospect of peace and the incerti-
tugg of the emperor, weakens
military administration, and delays
the execution of plans for fresh arm-
ies, and the gathering of new sup-
plies.

FOUND A CHARRED BODY.

Remains of a Still-Borﬁ Infant Thrown Into the

Furnace of a Mill in

Moncton Last Night.

Moncton, N. B., April 5.—(Special)
Clarence Woodworth, fireman in Tut-
tie's mill, made a gruesome discov-
ery when he went to the mill this
morning at six o’clock to startj the
fire in the furnace. When Woodworth
opened the door of the furnace pre-
paratory to putting in his kindling
he detected '‘an object which on in-
vestigation, he was horrified to find
was the charred body of an infant
child.

He notified Mr. Tuttle, who in turn
notified Coroner Purdy, who investi-
gated the matter.

Coroner Purdy found the charred
remains wrapped up in a cloth and
from his examination was satisfied
that the child had never lived. The
cloth around the body was burned to
a crisp and the flesh so charredthat
the outlines of the features could hard-

1y be distinguished. The arms were

burned off, but the lower limbs still
adhered to the body while the head
was burned to a crisp.

After ascertaining all the facts that

jcould be gleaned, and being satisfied
that the body was that of a child giv-
en premature birth, Coroner Purdy
| decided that an inquest was unneces-
,sary, and gave instructions for pro-
per hurial of the remains. The party
guilty of the atrocious act got. into
the furnace room of the mill by
crawling under the building. After
depositing the body in the furnace a
fire was made up. There is no clue
to the perpetrator of the deed.

Fredericton, April 5;—The Agricul-
tural committee held an important
meeting this morning, at which mat-
ters in connection with the agricul-
tural policy of the government were
dealt with.

Hon. Mr. Labillois thought in the
first place that something might be
done by the agricultural department
to encourage the raising of poultry.
On the north shore comparatively
little is raised with the result that
dealers have to send to P. E. Island
and the upper provinces to get a
supply of poultry for the holiday
season. Prices obtained are such as
should induce our farmers to go ex-
tensively into poultry raising. A few
years ago on the north shore farmers
could get only 80 to 40 cents each
for geese, and now 75 cents and up-
wards is the ruling price, and at
these prices there is a good profit for
farmers. He also thought that the
wheat policy of the government
should be kept up. The question of
a suitable supply of good seed wheat
is an important one with theffarm-
ers,and the department should assist
them in getting that seed. I1i we
wish seed the yield of which increases
30 to 40 per cent, we must help the
farmers to get good seed. He was
also opposed to the present po-
licy of giving small grants to the
agricultural societies throughout the
province to enable them to have
small shows. That momey can he
better used to improve the stock of
the country. He would have it
made a rule of the department that
the small agricultural societies
should receive government aid only
for the purpose of improving stock,
and no portion of such grant should
be used for the purpose of holding
shows, which are only a matter of
form and very little good.

Mr. Ryan thought that such a move
ofi the part of the government would

IN THE COUNTRY.

What Vermont Proposes to Do
to Rid Herself of the
Plague.

(Indiaffapolis News.)

Vermont is going to fight con-
sumption systematically, Vermont,we
should recall, has a population of
only 344,000—not more than half
so many as the city of St. Louis.
Moreover, it is a rural State, with
no large cities, while its mountains,
its pine woods, its clear streams,its
pure air, have made it the summer
playground and residence of the rich
of the Fastern States. But Ver-
mont is afflicted with the ‘‘great
white plague’’ to such a degree that
she will ‘begin systematic effort for
| ¢the prevention and cure of.it.

The cause of the prevalence of the
disease there is ignorance, the ofi-
spring of which is unsanitary living.
In this, Vermont, is certainly not
alone; the rural population of amy
State—or Indiana—neeéds warning. It
is only the outdoor work that ema~
bles the people to make as greal a
stand as they do, against this dis-
ease, fed and nurtured as it i8 by
unsanitary dwellings and unhealthful
diet.

The sanitary arrangements of the
average farmhouse are appalling.
|Drains are poor and sodden with
iyears of neglect; sinks and vaults
‘;are allowed to become plague spots;
|the rooms of the house, generally
|small and with low ceilings, are un-
ventilated by night or day, while
| kerosene lamps add their impure off-
| givings to the air. Sleeping apart-
| ments are too often crowded with
| occupants, who all night breathe
| air kept poisonous by tightly closed
| windows. In Vermont, this sort “of
| thing is coming to its own so com-
| pletely that now the State is fofced |
to fight the consequences—cqnsump-
| tion—in a systematic way. The leat

‘a State. sanatorinm for consumptiv-

' JAPANESE IN- COREA.
Making Most of Bad Condi-
tions---Where Every Office
Is Sold and the People Tax-

ed Forty Per Cent on In-
come. :

(Toronto Globe.) -

That Corea is the land of high in-
terest, and that the Japs are capable
of making the most: of a hard situa-
tion in finance as well as in war, was
made clear from a lecture on Corea
given by Mr. Henry B. Gordon in St.
James’' Square Presbyterian church
last evening. Mr. Gordon spent two
years in that country, looking after
the erection and improvement of mis-
sion buildings for the American Pres-
byterian church. Land can readily be
rented, he said, not for a stated sum
merecly, but for the use of a sum of
money. The ordinary rate of interest
was three or foursper cent. a month,
bul it was not uncommon to get five
per cent. The taxes of the govern-
ment and magistrates amounted to
about forty per cent. of all a man
could make out of land, and after
that he had to deal with the land-
lord. As a result very many people
were deeply in debt, and their hepe-
less condition had taken the Bpirit
out of the people.

The Japanese had been forward to
lead money, and with the high inter-

{est exacted ultimately got hold of a

lot of the land.

‘As usual at this season of the year in-
tevest of stock manket traders centred im

le Now York bank statement. Awaiting
its publication the market was compara-
tively quiet; op she issuance of the fig-
aes it advansed and closed strong, with
specialties well up apd the genmeral list
fum. An unfavorable exhibit was look-
ed for, this is the season when reserves
diminish, when the demaands of spring
trade call- funds from New York to the
interior. Yet loms in cash holdings on
the week’'s compilgtiom of averages was
well under a million, and as deposits
came down by twelve millions, the sur-
plus reserve increased over two millions.
Barring last year, surplug is the highest
at the beginning of Apru since 189YY.
Two years ago, following the collapse of
the last great stobk market boom, due
largely to monetary firmness, the New
York banks were loamng fifteen millions
imn excess of deposits and cash reserves
were down with but two millions sur~
lus. Today the banks are loaniug
195,000,000 more, but they hold $250,-

C,000 more in deposits and $6Y,000,-
000 more in lawfuir money reserve, sur-
plus being four tumes as great.

Since last September and October, when
the high records were reached respective-
ly, deposits have fallen by $86,000,0600,
loans by $47,000,000; In the first three
months of 1905 deposits have fallen by
$25,000,000; loans remain at practically
the same total. That measures move-
ments in the first quarter, or since in-
fluence of semi-annual dispursements of
Jan. 1 was felt. An active sigck mar-
ket iu most of the quarter accounts for
the ohange; of late there has been li-
quidation and loguns have contrécted sub-
stantd . Reserves remched their high
record last August, at $361,000,000, fell
to $289Y,000,00¢ at the beginning of Jan-
uary reached $515.000,000 three weeks
later, and mow stand at $298,000,000 ;
surplus, whith was $38,600,000 last Aug-
ust, now is $¥,600,000. These compari-
sons reflect the activity im the stock mar-
ket in the last seven months, the period
of great buoyancy, of heavy investment,
of iron and eral trade uplist, of ex-
pending b clearings, increasing rail-
way trafic and of industrial activity
throughout the country.

Now we’ stand on the threshold of a
new quarter, with guestions yet to be
settlea of the. effect of active trade
loan rates, of Government treasury needs
ana their eftect on the same, of smaller
foreign trade balances, of international
finance, of subscriptions for foreign and
home securities, of crop uncertainties and
of public dispositton to follow Wall
Street and to take interest in a market
averaging more than $25 hgher than a

ear ago and only under the year's
iighest level, ‘$1 only under the climax
of the 1902 ‘‘boom.’’ Doubtless money

Yachtsmen have noted, with no small
degree of satisfaction, the liberal condi-
tions set forth in the circular issued by
the Imperial Yacht Club of Germany, the
officials of which have full charge of the
race and its details.

Increase of Trotters and
Pacers in Last Few
‘Years.

——

Some of the Old Favorites and
_Their Records--Comparisons
of Trotters and Pacers.

i,

The Year Book - for 1904 lists 222
trotters that have taken records of
2.10 or better and 611 pacers with
marks of 2.10 or better. In other

words, the side-wheelers outnumbered
the fast -performers at the diagonal
gait nearly three to one.

Nothing more clearly sets forth the
marvelous increase in the number of
performers at the lateral gait, and
while the 2.10 trotters seem to come
along in goodly numbers the  figures
can be taken as excellent support for
the beliéf of a great many people
that eventually the trotter will be
supplanted by the pacer.

Whether that contingency, if it ever
arises, can be attributed to the
greater potency of the pacing gait or
to the mere fact that it is easier to
make a fast pacer out of a harness
horse than it is to make Wim trot
trot fast need not be discussed here.
Further figures from the Year Book
show that the total number of stand-
ard pacers and trotters to the close
of 1904 is 20,282, of standard pacers
11,748, whereas 10 years ago the
figures were 10,589 for trotters,
2,506 for pacers. In the decade the
trotters - gained 9,743, the pacers
9,142, But the per cent of gain, while
less than 100 for the trotters, was
almost 400 for the pacers.

The 2.10 trotters there were 381 at
the close of the racing season of 1904
of 2.10 pacers, §7. In the interven-
ing 10 years the trotters gained 191,
the pacers 554, which is over 600 per
cent for the trotters and over 1,000
per cent for the pacers. That certain-
ly makes it look as if the pacers
were pushing the trotters into the
baekground.

More interesting still, as a side
light on the subject, is the relative
strength of the trotters and pacers
at the close of 1891, the last full
year of the highwheel sulky. The 2.12
list then c¢ontained the following:

1 POLICE COURT.

'His Hoqor Makes Some Remarks
. on Sabbath Desecration --- A
Busy Morping.

Business was brisk at the police
court this morning. Besides the us-
uwal cases of drunkenness, several
matters of interest were taken up.

Four Hebrews, charged -with open-
ly desecrating the Sabbath by man-
ufacturing women’s clothing, pleaded
guilty, and were fined $2 each.
