Constantinople, Sept. 90—Mustapha 

Kemal Pasha’s note in reply to the 
second request from General Haring­
ton, the British commander, for the 
withdrawal of the Kemalist troops 
from the Chanak zone in which the 
Turkish Nationalist leader said his 
forces would -be withdrawn “slightly” 
if the British were prepared to with­
draw their forces also, reads as fol­
lows;

“I have the honor to acknowledge 
the receipt of your telegram dated 
Sept. 27.

“You can easily appreciate the ex­
tent to which we have been moved by 
the atrocities and acts of violence 
which continue in Thrace.

“On the other hand, with regard to 
the sending away of the Greek fleet 
from Constantinople, which will influ- 

thè military situation, we desire 
proof that it will not be allowed to 
return.

“We would also like to hope that you 
will give up the measures of extraordi­
nary coercion adopted by the forces of 
occupation towards the inhabitants of 
Constantinople as well as the pro­
hibition upon shipping to call at ports 
in Anatolia.

“So far as the proposed acts of de­
struction in Constantinople as well as 
In Chanak are concerned, it is illegal 
to destroy property, while the arms 
and ammunition also belongs to us.

“Notwithstanding the unilateral de­
cisions taken wlthout-our consent as a 
new measure, In order to avoid misun­
derstandings, we have given Orders to 
the officer commanding our troops at 
Cimnak for our troops to remain in 
the localities wherein they are now and 
to avoid giving rise to incidents.

“Should you be prepared to with­
draw your forces from the Asiatic 
coast in the same way as the French 
and the Italians, we are prepared to 
give forthwith orders to our forces 
which are on the coast of the straits 
to withdraw slightly and to content 
themselves with re-establishing the 
civil administration and the police- 

“Although I am returning to Angora 
in order to get into touch with the 
assembly, I will yet take advantage 
of the first occasion which presents 
itself in order to have the honor of 
meeting you.

Paris, Sept. 30 — M. Venizelos last 

night telegraphed to Athens his ac­
ceptance of the invitation extended by 
the revolutionary committee, to take 
up the task of defending Greece’s in­
terests in the allied capitals. Soon 
after sending the message, hç left fqr 
London, where he hopes to see Vis­
count Curzon, British foreign secretary, 
some time today.

Venizelos’ reply to the revolutionary 
committee thanked the new govern­
ment warmly for its confidence in him 
and put him on record ns agreeing to 
undertake the task of “defending the 
political programme of the present 
Greek government.”

His decision to associate hlmsek 
with the revolutionary government is 
believed to be based upon reports sent 
him from Athens by his former as­
sociates. Even the French foreign of­
fice had thought that under the cir­
cumstances, he was unlikely to accept 
for the present.

It was felt In political circles here 
that the allied position on the return 
of Thrace to the Turks would make It 
Impossible for him to comply, as the 
avowed aim of the Greek revolution­
ists is to Retain Thrace. —

Neither does a high or low protein con­
tent effect the percentage of pop. But 
the time consumed in popping is very 
important.

Well, why does popcorn pop? The 
knowledge won’t mpke the popcorn 
taste any better, but there is a certain 
comfort in knowing why things are, es­
pecially as in the present case one may 
sit and watch popcorn pop for hours 
without spying the mysiery.

J. J. W^iamson of the Minnesota 
Agricultural Experiment Station, has 
supplied some figures on popcorn. He 
says that if the mSisture content is be­
low 6 per cent, or above 20 per cent, 
we cannot expect to have more than 
half of the kemals popped. There Is 
much variation in this, however, and 
we can safely depend upon a sample 
with a water content of anywhere from 

'9 to 17 per cent, giving a good pop. 
And, since all ordinary storage condi­
tions would give corn a composition 

I within this range, we don’t have to 
worry touch about this factor.

Of much more importance is the time 
consumed in popping, according to Mr. 
Williamson. The same volume of corn 
was popped with different degrees of 
heat applied, so as to require different 
lengths of time to pop. Apparently, 
from three to four minutes gives the 
maximum volume of pop. If too short 
k time is given, the layers of the 
kernels get heated to the popping tem­
perature (340, to 400 degrees F.) be­
fore the inner layers, and the kernel 
merely cracks open without exploding. 
If too long a time at a lower tempera­
ture is given the kernels dry out too 
much and can't pop.

Experiments have shown that there is 
little relation between the protein con­
tent of pop and the percentage of pop. 
The amount of protein seemed to have 
nothing to do with the ability of ker­
nels to pop. The kernels popped dif­
ferently with different moisture con­
tents becomes much more solute dur­
ing the popping process.

OLBO IN STORAGE
SHOWS A DECREASE

The G, H, Townshend Piano Co. LtdJA total of 28,959,282 pounds of but­
ter were stored in Canadian cold stor­
age warehouses on September 1, last, 
according to the monthly report issued 
by the Dominion Bureau of Statistics. 
Of this quantity 23,615,426 pounds 
were creamery and 344/156 pounds 
dairy. Comparative figures show that 
the quantity of creamery butter In 
storage was fourteen per cent larger 
than on September 1, 1921, and twen­
ty-eight per cent larger than on 
August I of the present year.

The stock of oleomargarine In stor­
age en September 1 was only 113,867 
pounds or a decrease of sixty-two per 
cent from the holdings on the same 
date last year and of seven per cent, 
from August 1, 1922. Eggs to cold 
storage on September 1 totalled 16,- 
398,376 dozen, which is an increase of 
forty-six per cent from last year. 
Cheese in storage amounted to 21,- 
169,146 pounds, an Increase of two per 
cent, over last year.

Beef stocks amounted to 6,677,700 
pounds of fresh frozen and 8,310,581 j 
pounds of fresh not frozen as well as 
large quantities of cured or in process I 
of cure. Fresh frozen pork in storage 
amounted to 4,001,026 pounds, and not 
frozen to 2,292,448 pounds.

German Timber Suggested as Part 
Payment of War Debts.

The offer of the German government 

to pay part of its war debts with tim­
ber and forest products is the most 
convincing evidence so far presented of 
the value of forests as a national as­
set, in the opinion of Charles Lathrop 
Pack, president of the American For­
estry Association. In commenting on 
this offer and the general condition of 
forests in Europe, Mr. Pack points out 
that while the German forests have ac­
tually increased during the war period, 
France lost much of her timber during 
the German invasion.

“In the discussion over war indem­
nities to be paid by Germany 
Germany saying she cannot pay all in g, 
money, but will pay some in timber 
and forest products," said Mr, Pack. 
“There is the great lesson for this 
eo-iury. The other day the Frencii 
premier said a moratorium would be 
granted if the mines and the forests of 
Germany were placed in allied hands.

“France, with her once splendid for­
ests, knows the value of timber and 
forest products. The whole world 
knows how the invaders carried away 
lumber and cut down forests during 
the war. The whole world also knows 
how the Germans ruthlessly girdled 
and killed thousands of trees they 
could not use themselves.

“Figures show that there is <-lcvcn 
per cent, more timber in the famous ^ 
Black Forest of Germany today than _ 
In 1914, when the war started. It has 
been my privilege to send millions of - 
tree seeds to Europe to help reforest 
areas ruined by the war. I have done m 
this in the hope that the people of this 
country would see the great value of 
maintaining that backbone of ail in- d 
dustry, forest products.

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DECREASE IN GERMAN COAL.Y T?tmes anb $tax r Heat by Electricity NowImportation of English Fuel the Cause 
Says Consul.

Tlie decrease in German coal produc­
tion, which has been going on steadily 
since last March, is due primarily to 
the increasing importation of English 
fuel into Germany, says Nathaniel P. 
Davis, American Vice Consul in Berlin.

“German industrial circles are much 
concerned over the constantly rising 
cost of German coal as compared with 
English. Anthracite from the Ruhr dis­
trict now costs, 1,671 marks per metric 
ton c. i. f. Hamburg, including taxes, 
whereas the English fuel is offered 
there for 1,695 marks," continues Mr. 
Davis. “Further advances in the prices 
for German coal, which are expected in 
the near future, will place a still great­
er premium on the English product.

“Statistical reports show fuel exports 
from Germany to be greater than be­
fore the war, and the suggestion has 
been made, both in the Reichstag and 
in the press, that all exports of coal 
be forbidden in order that the needs of 
German industry may be met without 
resort to imported fuel. The total ex­
port of coal from Germany in 1921 was 
about 26,500,000 metric tons, including 
18,000,000 tons delivered to the Entente j 
as reparations. About 6,000,000 metric 
tons went to former German territory ' M 
alienated by the peace treaty but still g 
dependent on Germany economically, 
and to neighboring states largely de­
pendent on Germany for coal, such as 
Poland, Austria and Hungary. Of the 
remaining 2,500,000 metric tons export­
ed, deliveries to the Netherlands under 
the terms of the treaty of 1920 amount­
ed to more than 1,000,000 tons and 
shipments to Czechoslovakia in return !

Remember that;
Windings for tuning coils and loose couplers should not be heavily 

coated with shellac or varnish, since this practice increases the distrib­
uted capacity of the coil, thereby reducing the efficiency of the receiver. A 
very thin layer only should be used, which will be sufficient to hold the 
wires in place.

The distributed capacity of coils for receiving purposes can be re­
duced by winding a thread between the turns at the same time that the 
wire is wound on the tubing. This spaced the turns and is well worth the 
extra work involved in construction since the circuit will tune sharper.

Poor connections in receiving circuits are the cause of/ much "rattling” 
and other annoying noises in the telephone receivers. All connections should 
be either soldered or made secure under screws or binding posts.

If no signals are heard, when everything is apparently in shape, touch 
the tips of the telephone cord across a single dry cell. If nocljek is heard 
there is an open circuit in the cord or telephones, the trouble sometimes oc­
curring at the connections to the receivers themselves, 
use the cord also frequently breaks inside the outer covering, a condition 
which is not apparent from the outside and can be determined only by test­
ing in the manner described.

A common source of trouble in home-made receiving sets is in the fixed 
condenser where the terminal wires connect with the tinfoil. If care is not 
exercised in making these connections, an open circuit will probably result 
at some future time, especially in condensers which are saturated with 
paraflne.

Never paint the receiving set with black shellac or other paint which 
contains lamp black (a form of carbon) or similar conductive materials. 
Such practice will undoubtedly seriously affect the strength of the received 
signals.

Constantine is succeeded by his eld­
est son, George, who when his father 
first abdicated In 1917 refused to meet 
the wishes of the Allies, preferring ex­
ile in Switserland while his younger 
brother, Alexander, ruled as king. 
Whether the Greeks will invite Veni- 
selos to again take the helm of the 
ship of state is not known, but he 
would seem to be the one man who 
could hope to make much headway in 
repairing the damage to the nation 
which has been Wrought by the de­
bacle in Asia Minor. He should never 
have been rejected in favor of the 
Kaiser’s brother-in-law. When Bul­
garia showed signs of entering the war 
in 1915, Venizelos, who was then Pre­
mier of Greece, assured Great Britain 
and France that if they would send 
160,000 men to Saloniki Greece would 
mobilize. A little later Constantine 
signed the mobilization decree, and 
when Bulgaria joined the Teutonic 
powers it was expected that Greece 
would become a belligerent on the side 
of the Allies. But Constantine prompt­
ly forced Venizelos from the premiere 
ship and succeeded in having selected 
a cabinet that was strongly pro-Gere 

> man. The result was that Serbia was 
left by Greece to meet a united attack 
by Germany, Austria and Bulgaria. 
Constantine’s hostility to the Allies be­
came more apparent as Germany 
made headway in the campaign, and 
the German trained officers and in­
structors in the Greek army Increased 
their obstruction of Allied plans until 
Great Britain and France demanded 

* his abdication. That was In June, 1917, 
many, months too late. But Constant­
ine left the throne and was succeeded 
by his second son, who saw the 
wisdom of co-operating with the

Hies. ^ Alexander’s death In 1920, 
following ô bite from a pet 
monkey, led to an anti-Venizelist 
movement, and much, to the surprise 
of the civilized world the populace 
forced the Premier to leave the coun- 

■ try and welcomed back the man who 
fas destined to shatter the foundations 

of the nation and lose for Greece the 
great advantage it had gained as n 
result of the diplomacy of Venizelos 
and his leadership in the war.

1745. From Glenfinnan the prince 
moved to Kinlochiel, and later to Fas- 
sfern, and slept there in the present 
house.

After the defeat at Culloden, Loch- 
iel’s possessions were destroyed, and he 
himself shared Prince Charlie’s wan­
derings, eventually escaping with him 
to France. The ill-fated prince traver­
sed almost all of the estates now to be 
sold, and lay hid in a cave close to 
Achnacarry Castle. 1

call for help from scores of thousands of starving, homeless, war-crazed refugees, the presence of a vic­
torious Turkish host across the Straits from Constantinople, are facts which in themselves compel a 
searching of hearts by American and Canadian editors to see whether any of the responsibility tor 
what has happened may lie with United States. And while these facts are terrible enough in t era- 
selves, there appears behind them, to many an editorial vision, the specters of Islamic holy wars 
against Christendom and a militant alliance of the outcast nations and the yellow races against what
we call western civilization. .

Russian support of the Turkish Nationalist cause has been affirmed again and again m official 
pronouncements from Moscow. Once upon a time, after a defeat at the hands of allied Christian 
armies, a Turkish Sultan 'ordered this prayer to be recited at sunset in every mosque in the Ottoman 
Empire: “May the Angel of Discord, who has always been our ally, come again to our aid and con­
found our enemies.” Whether or not the Sultan resides in Constantinople, no Turkish army should 
be permitted in Europe or within striking distance of the Straits, thinks the New York W^orld.

Their position in 
a word was, your people are to be 
treated the same as ours, but your in­
terests must not attempt to do that 
which is going to throw a greater ob­
ligation upon ours, and if anything is 
done in the nature of offering premiums 
over and above authorized prices, ac­
tion may be taken by the Pennsylvania 
Fuel Commission which might jeopar­
dize the Canadian supply.

No licenses are required on the part 
of the importers.

Little Miss 
McCarthy, daughter of Dr. and Mrs. 
McCarthy graciously dispensed the 
gifts.

Superintendent J. H. Boyle of Brown- 
ville, who is acting general superinten­
dent of the New Brunswick district 
during the absence of J. M. Woodman, 
is taking charge of proceedings and is 
being assisted by Captain A. J. Mul- 
cahy.

Speaking of the condition Of the Em­
press the superintendent said that there 
is water in No. 1 hold and In the tun­
nel, but so far as can be ascertained, 
the hull has not been pierced, but some 
of the plates are loosened and strained.

He said that the entire cargo had 
been removed without damage. In­
cluded in the cargo were fourteen head 
of cattle which were brought off the 
steamer a little before noon on a barge.

The passengers on board, he said, 
numbered 110 in addition to thirty-two 
members of the crew.

Regarding any announcement of a 
continuation of the service the super­
intendent said that this would be taken 
care of by the officials in Montreal who 
were keeping in touch with the situa­
tion so as soon as anything definite 
was arranged an announcement would 
be made.

Captain Mulcahy speaking about the 
accident said that the Empress was 
about four miles from the bell buoy 
off Partridge Island. He maintains that 
if the ship had been a quarter of a 
mile farther out it would have come 
right out in St. John Harbor. He said 
it was certainly hard luck for Captain 
MacDonald, whom he considers one of 
the finest and most careful navigators 
that ever took a ship across the Bay.

He also desired to pay a tribute to 
the efficiency of the officers and crew 
on the Empress who placed every pas­
senger safely on the tugs without the 
slightest mishap. Among the passen­
gers were several babies in arms and 
all were restored to their mothers with­
out a scratch. He considers their work 
was highly commendable.

With regard to the Empress he said 
no survey would be made until the 
steamer had been placed in such a posi­
tion that the extent of the damage 
could be ascertained. He said she is

The attitude of Commissioner Frink 
with regard to the proposals of Mayor 
McLellan dealing with arbitration will 
no doubt meet with warm approval 
from the great majority of citizens 
who are anxious to secure power and 
light at cost, without the addition of 
private profit and monopoly charges. 
That Commissioner Frink is absolutely 
right in his stand is illustrated by the 
following figures showing how valua­
tion climbs under the ordinary arbi­
tration methods. These figures are 
taken from “Regulation Valuation and 
Depreciation of Public Utilities," by 
Samuel S. Wyer, a prominent consult­
ing engineer and writer, 
original investment of $60,000 in real 
money. To ttys is added taxes dur­
ing construction, the first intangible 
value, bringing amount up to $70,000. 
Then the amount of interest during 
construction is taken, together with 
organization, in other words, another 
$10,000 of intangible value is added, 
bringing total up to $80,000. Then 
comes promotion, bond discount, etc., 
amounting to $20,000, making alto­
gether a grand total of $100,000 valua­
tion on an actual cash investment of 
$60,000. To further support the stand 
taken by the commissioner of public 
works, the following quotations from 
the same publication will show what 
the writer’s experience in valuations is 
based upon.

What going value includes .—“The 
cost of developing a utility business 
may be made up of many different 
kinds of expenditures. It may include 
the cost of advertising, of soliciting, of 
demonstrations, showing the advantage 
of the service, of making free connec­
tions, of the granting of lower than 
the regular rates, and of many other 
outlays of this character in order to se­
cure customers. It may also Include 
losses to the investors because of the 
fact that the plants In their earlier 
years failed to earn enough to meet 
all the requirements for operating ex­
penses, INCLUDING DEPRECIA­
TION and reasonable return upon in­
vestment."

When good-will is of no value:— 
“Good will is of little or no commer­
cial value when the business is 
natural monopoly with which the cus­
tomer must deal, whether he will or 
not."

“A monopoly has no good will, for 
Its customers are retained by com­
pulsion, not by their choice."

Franchise valuation for rate cases:— 
“The fair valuation of franchise for 
rate making purposes cannot be earn­
ing value. Earnings are dependent 
upon the rates that are exacted, and 
hence the higher the rates the more 
valuable are the franchises and vice 
versa. The only value that is just to. 
both investor and consumer is that 
value which is represented by costs."

The light and power consumer of 
St. John can, by a civic owned distri­
bution system, secure current at cost.

With the idea of changing maritime 

headquarters from time to time in the
interests of Y. M. C. work, it was 
suggested at the recent convention In 
Halifax that the headquarters be moved 
to St. John but no decision was ar­
rived at.

Still Buying Marks.
The chairman of one of the big 

banks, I hear, estimates that 600,000,- 
000 marks have been sold in England 
alone, and if the estimate is even re­
motely accurate it would be interest­
ing to know where this enormous num­
ber is to be found. It is quite certain 
that the big firms and the banks that 
were holding marks have been heavy 
sellers, but in spite of this there is still 
a shortage of marks in London, prov­
ing that there must be many people 
still with a belief in the ultimate re­
covery of the German exchange. So 
long as this state of things continues 
Germany will be able to sell more and 
more marks abroad, because it is only 
when there is a stampede of sellers 
that the bottom falls out of the mar­
ket.
Vienna Economics,

I was talking to a man just return­
ed from Vienna and he confirmed in 
full the opinion from another observer 
that the future of Austria lies in the 
hands of the Vienna Municipality. 
That body is the one bright spot in 
a welter of fantastic and ruinous pub­
lic administrations, and it is domin­
ated by the so-called Christian Social­
ists, a curious party without parallel 
in this or any other European country'. 
Its principles approximate to those of 
our old time Radical party, but they | 
are put into application by really cap-1 
able and business-like men. Conse­
quently it is the rallying point for all 
the same elements in the country, and 
Its determination to make the city pay 
its way amounts almost to a war-cry 
for the middle classes.

As an illustration of the difference 
between the regime of the Municipality 
of Vienna and the Austrian State Gov­
ernment, my informant cited the econ­
omic positions of two men, one a tram 
conductor and the other a university 
professor. The first, an employe of the 
municipality, draws rather less than 
double the salary of the professor, and 
his wages fluctuât according to the 
cost of living. The professor gets his 
pre-war salary and his services are 
charged for on the same basis. Never­
theless the tramways are paying, while 
the university is bankrupt.
