Complete silence is maintained as to the fortunes of war in the big fight
understood to be in progress somewhere along a line extending through Bel-
gium and Luxemburg., Despatches give evidence of the presence of masses of
‘German troops pushing their way to the front, behind an impenetrable screen
‘of cavalry, whose dashes in search of information as to the whereabouts of the
‘allies’ troops have resulted in sharp clashes and heavy casualties.

The commanders of the allied forces of France, Britain and Belgian will not
permit anything about their positions to be made public, and since the official
note made known the presence of » farge British expeditionary force on the
continent its movements have been hidden from the outside world.

At Brussels, it #s said the position has not changed since yesterday, when
‘it was reported from Brussels to be excellent for the allies. ?

The fate of the Liege forts is not definitely known. German deéspatches de-
scribe them as in the hands of the German army since the arrival of heavy
artillery, while Belgian military authorities assert that they are still intact and
holding out bravely. : e

In Alsace-Lorraine, the French turning’ ;novement‘through southern Alsace
appears, from French reports, to be progressing favorably for the French, and
this seems to receive confirmation in a despatch sent out by the Wolf bureau,
the German official news agency, saying that two batteries of guns were taken
by the French, who continved their forward march,

A WORD OF CAUTION

All these reports, however, refer to the preliminary meetings of ‘opposing
bodies of troops, leading up to the great battle which may already have begun.
Even prominent Frenchmen take occasion to point out to their countrymen that
the decisive conflict is yet to come, and that too much reliance must not be
placed on reports of demoralization among the German troops. '

Several Ships With Food Sup-
plies Reach England

OIHERS ON THE WAY

Large Cargoes of Graifi- Landed
at English Ports, Giving Much
- Satisfaction to Britishers--Steamer
Floriston, Now in Montreal,

Found No Difficulty in Crossing

Glasgow, Aug. 19—(Via London
2.45 a. m.)—The arrival of several food
ships this week at English ports was
the cause o’ considerable satisfaction to
Englisamen.

This week has seen the arrival of the
Colwinbia from New York, with 8,000
bushels of rye and the Letitia and Scan-
dinavian from Canada with large car-
goes of grain. Besides these several
large ships have arrived from the Black
Sea and from New Orleans with food
stuffs. Other ghips are on the way with
fruit, dairy pro‘cﬁmts, wheat and sugar,
which wiil provide for England’s wants
for a considerable’ time,

Trade Route Clear

The Montreal Gazette, Monday, said:
“The results of the British fleet’s op-
erations on the high seas are becoming
apparent in the number of vessels now
entering the St. Lawrence river, bound
for Mcntreal. From a large number of
' signal stations, new vessels are re-
ported cn the way up, and it is evident
that commerce across the waters s
plucking up heart. Captain Kennedy, of
the S. S. Floriston, which arrived here
Sunday morning from Marseilles, re-
ports that he was signalled by the Brit-
ish fleet at Gibraltar that the passage
across the Atlantic from that point was
quite safe. He saw no hostile warships
on the way across and the same story
is told by others.”

THE POPE'S ILLNESS

Rome, Aug. 18—The Osservatore
Romano, official organ of the Vatican,
publishes an official admission of the in-
disposition of Pope Pius, but says the
trouble is a slight broachial catarrh, of
little importance.

The temperature of the Pontiff again
rose to 99 tonight, causing some head-
aches.

JIPAN'S POSITON
AND UNTED STATE

New York, N. Y., Aug. 19—Cabling
from London the correspondent'of the
Tribune says:—

“Sir Edward Grey explained last night
in a message to the state department
at Washington, England’s position re-
garding the Japanese ultimatum to Ger-
many.

“It is impossible to know just what
information  England has given America
on this subject, but it is probable that
England has assured Washington that
the Japanese action will not constitute
an infringment of Chinese sovereignty.

In diplomatic circles generally it is be-
lieved there is no necessity for America
becoming aroused, particularly if Eng-
land has given assurances, as is pos-
sible, for the behaviour of Japan in the
future. \

There is not the slightest possibility
of Japan interfering in German Samoa.
England would not permit that. Cred-
ence is given to the report that Japan
has engaged with England, and that her
action will not extend beyond the
Chinese waters. It is believed this will
suffice to meet all American require-
ments,

As a result of their deliherations, the
acting secretary was instructed to ad-
vise the municipal council that the bonds
have been sold and the maney deposited
in the Bank of Nova Scotia, that ten-
ders for the construetion and equipment
of the hospital have been received but
that the commissioners have entered
into no contracts and do not deem it
advisable to do so until they receive
definite assurance from the ‘cnt{; that a
suficient supply of water will be avail-
able by the {Sme the bml'ding would be
completed.

CANADIAN WAR VOTE Hi duties ot his uflce st City Fal

WAL BE $30,000,000

Fuads Will be Secured by Loan
and No War Tax Will be Im-
posed — Opening of Special

Session

Ottawa, Aug. 18—The war session of
the Canadian parliament, the first in onc;
hundred years, opened this afternoon
with little ceremony. The attendance
was record-breaking. The speech from
the throne was brief but important.
Thus far, at least, there has been no
Jjarring political note but & cordial feel-
ing existed on bhoth sides. For the
present emergency Canada’s war vote
was placed at $50,000,000, to be raised
by loan, and not by any tariff increase.
Sir Robert Borden gave notice of a reso-
lution providing for the appropriation
of that amount today.

The Canadian force to muster at Que-
bec will be about 25,000 but only 22,218
will be taken across the ocean.

The total expenditure of Canada since
the outbreak of the war, on ilems per-
taining thereto, has been $2,100,000. The
two submarines purchased from Chili
cost $1,050,000; 80,000,000 Ross rifles $1,-
000,000, and there were some smaller
items,

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THE WAR NEWS.

Day after day passes and the German
armies have not yet made their great
stroke, nor have they been able to pene-
trate French territory. Whether this is
due to the fact that they have been
perfecting the military machine, or
whether it be due to the splendid resist-
ance by the French and Belgians, it has
certainly been bad for Germany, since
now the Russians are crossing the east-
ern borders and will make it necessary
for the German military authorities to
make provision for a strong defence in
that quarter. The Russians are also said
to be over the Austrian border. If their
armies move slowly they will probably
be found to move in overwhelming num-
bers, unless Germany withdraws some of
the forces she is massing in the west
and marshals them to withstand the
Russian attack. All the news tha}
comes from Alsace and Lorraine tells of
French successes, and a steady if slow
movement into German territory. The
expected great battle in Belgium does
not yet appear to have begun, nor is
there any important news from Luxem-
burg. While the news is meagre it is at
least satisfactory in that there is no-
thing as yet to show that Germany has
gained any important advantage in ‘any
direction, while she has certainly sustain-
ed a severe check and many minor de-
feats at the hands of the French and
Belgians.

UNITED CANADA.
With the exception of sporadic and in-
t evidences here and there of
a partisan spirit, the Canadian people
have forgotten their political differences.
This was shown in parliament yesterday
when all the members joined in ap-
plauding Sir Robert Borden, and when
he crossed the floor to confer with Sir
Wilfrid Laurier immediately after the
opening ceremonies.  The Libersi%
Monthly in its last issue deals entirely
with the issues of the war and the con-
ditions in Europe, and makes no refer-
ence whatever to Canadian politics. ‘The
Conservative publication headquarters
at Ottawa has ceased the publication of
its weekly letters dealing with Cana-
dian politics. Parliament will pass a
war vote of $50,000,000, and will give
the government authority to take what-
ever action may be deemed necessary to
uphold the honor of Canada in this cris-
is in the affairs of the Empire. Right
thinking Canadians in every part of the
country recognize that in war time there
is but one party, and Sir Robert Borden
speaks today not merely as the repre-
sentative of a party, but as the authorit-
ative spokesman of a united Canada.
Of course an exception must be made
of the St. John Standard. Its Ottawa
correspondent sends a grossly partisan
report of yesterday’s meeting of parlia-
ment, describing the Liberal senators as
“political gamesters,” and thrusting upon
the Liberals generally “the blame, the
responsibility, the stigma of withhold-
ing aid from England.” Of covace The
Standard joyously prints this shameful
attack upon the Liberals of Canada as
its contribution to the cause of Cana-
dian unity. Nothing better could be ex-
pected.

THE BRITISH FORCES

The British war office keeps its
gecrets well. We know that a consider-
able portion of the flower of the British
army has arrived in France, and that
Sir John French has been in conference
with the government and the comman-
der-in~chief of the French armies. We
are not told, however, the exact num-
ber of British troops taken across the
English Channel, nor is there the slight-
est indication as to where and in what
manner they will co-operate with the
armies of France and Belgium. It may
be taken for granted that Lord Kitch-
ener has laid his plans well, and that
when the British army strikes it will
strike hard. We will wait with all the
more eagerness and anxiety the news
from the front, having the kmowledge
that when the great battles are fought
British soldiers will be engaged in the
effort to hurl back across the German
frontier the armies of the Kaiser. The
Germans are said to have a contempt
for Britain’s military forces, and ome of
their generals is credited with describing
them as “good enough to fight Boers
and natives, but of little use in a Eu-
ropean conflict.” This general has some-
thing to learn. A writer in the Toronto
World says that Germany also greatly
underestimates the number of men Brit-
ain can place in the field. This writer
estimates that if necessary Britain can
throw fully 800,000 men across the
Channel, and still have sufficient to
guard her own shores. We have no
means of knowing whether the British
army now in the foreign field numbers
50,000 or 100,000, but presumably the
latter number is much nearer the mark.

GERMANY’S PLANS

The Montreal Gazette prints a re-
markable article to the effect that a
document which showed the German
military plans and outlined the future
operations of Germany fell by accident
inte the hands of the French govern-
ment in December last, and that it was
published in the French Military Journ-
al last February. The Gazette article
says that it is possible the document

_yu_"planbcd” by, Germans, but adds

that practically all the plans which have
materialized in the last few weeks co-
ind{ded with its statements. The
translation of a portion of the document:
shows that an early war was anticipat-
ed, and that Russia would possibly be
the first to take up arms. Then would
be the moment for Germany to declare
war on France. England would not bei
likely to risk her active army on the!
continent before attempting the _
struction of the German fleet. The}
route of the German attack upon France/
was to be the road through Luxemburg|
and Belgium, violating the neutrality of
those two countries. It was recognized
that Germany would be compelled to
fight Russia, as well as France. If this
document actually emanated from Ger-
man sources it shows conclusively what,
is now wuniversally believed, that the
dispute between Austria and Servia was
merely made the pretext for a war, be-
cause Germany believed the time op-
portune for her great stroke to secure
the mastery of Europe.

RUSSIA. AND THE POLES.
A Paris correspondent declares the

one of the great master-strokes of his-
tory. This proclamation declares it to
be Russia’s intention to restore Poland
to it riginal territorial integrity, and
exte.. . it complete autonomy, reserv-
ing oniy the right to appoint a lieuten-
ant-goveraor. 'The appeal is made to
the entire Polish population of Russia,
Austria and Germany. The Paris cor-
respondent says that when the news was
received by the Polish colony in that city
the people were overwhelmed with joy,
and gathered to cclebrate the news aad
to offer up prayers of thanksgiving. Their
spokesmen declared that their hearts
were filled with joy and gratitude to-
ward God and the Cgar, and that the
volce of God had dictated to Emperor
Nicholas this manifesto to the Polish
pation. The London Daily Chronicle
says that the Czar’s proclamation is a
brilliant stroke of imaginative state-
craft, and promises the resurrection of
a nation abolished more than a century
ago. On every hand it is recognized
that the Czar in making this great con-
cession to the spirit of liberalism will
strengthen his position in Eastern Eur-
gpe. The people of Prussian Poland
have no reason to regard German rule
with favor, since it has endeavored to
compel the disuse of the Polish langu-
age, and also, it is said, to dispossess the
Polish land-owners. If the Czars appeal
meets with a hearty response his pro-
clamation will have an important effect
upon the fortunes of the war in Eastern

Europe.

A wide material is necessary if the
pattern is to be laid out to advantage.
Amoug the lengthwise f0ld is arranged
the flounce (C) and front gore (A).

«ppT perforations. The ruffle, piec-
ing for flounce and back are arranged
on a lengthwise thread of the material.
If the skirt is desired shorter than reg-
ulation length the lower edge of the
flounce may be cut off alung small “o”
perforations.

Now join the gores, matching each
notch and leaving the left side seam
free above the large “O” perforation in
front gore for placket.

The large “Q” perforation on the ruf-

fle indicates the front. Close back
seams of flounces and ruffle; adjust
rufe en flounce, notches and seams
even, sew to lower edges of gores,
notches and centers even.
There are splendid oppertunities for
piping the ruffies, but instead of satin
or silk fine cerds are used to give a
piped effect to the newest skirts.

Plain, gathered, circular, box-pleated,
side-pleated, open in fromt, buttonming
in front—every day brings something
newer and prettier in skirts. By many
of the best known couturiers it is be-
lieved that very soon the underskirt
will be dropped altogether and the flar-
ing tunic will be lengthened a few
inches, and voila! the full skirt!

Striking Letter to J. N. Green-
shields From Son

DETAINED IN PARIS

Life and Death Struggle is What
French See in the War — The
Cry in the Streets is “To Berlin,
To Berlin”

A graphic description of the mobili-
zation and departure of the French
troops from Paris is given in a letter
which has been received by J. N. Green-
shields, K. C.,, of Montreal, from his
son, Charles Greenshields, a member of
the law firm to which his father belongs.
Mr. Greenshields went to Paris from
Montreal for a holiday and now finds
himself unable to leave owing to the
closing of the French ports. The follow-
ing is an excerpt from the letter which
was written on August 2:

I went to Gare del’Est in the after-
noon. The people were prohibited from
entering, but I slipped through at an
auspicious moment when the guards
were not looking. Although the order
was only posted in the afternoon speci-
al or particular orders had been sent
to a large number of men the night be-
fore. Of course the scene is impossible
to describe. I left it with one sentiment
dominating all others, that of admira-
tion for the French people. If the char-
acter of the nation could be judged from
the scene it is one of which the people
should be proud. In the first place you
must realize that these men, the first
reserves, were leaving for the German
frontier. They will hold the Germans

Kitchener Fought the Germans
Forty Years Ago—Austrian
Ground in a French City

Lord Kitchener's non-partisan ap-
pointment to the control of Great Bri-
tain’s army, as Secretary of State for
the
French army against Germany in the
preseat international conflagration in
Europe, serves to recall that the field
marshal, a newly belted earl, is the only
English officer of the regular afmy who
wears amongst his many orders and de-
corations, the military medal bestowed
by France upon all those who took part
as combatants under the French flag in
the war with Germany forty-four years
ago. Indeed, Kitchener at the outset of
the present struggle was the only Eng-
lish officer who could boast of having
already borne arms against Germany,
and of having been under German fire,

During the interval between his gradu-
ation from the Royal Military College at
Woolwich, and his taking up his duties
as a subaltern of Royal Engineers, he

Austrian Ground in French City

United States Ambassador Myron T.
Herrick, in assuming charge of the diplo-
matic interests of Austria in France, al-
so undertook the custody of the ancient
Church of the Cordeliers, and of the ad-
jacent monastery of Franciscan monks
by which it is served, in the city of
Nancy, capital of the former sovereign
Duchy of Lorraine. Both the church
and the monastery are Austrian terri-
tory, and by virtue of a long standiag
arrangement between the French and
Austrian governments, enjoyed-identical-
ly the same extra-territorial privileges
as the Austro-Hungarian embassy in
Paris possessed uatil the outbreak of
the war.

War obliterates all existing treaties be-
tween the belligerents, and France would
therefore have had a perfect right to
confiscate the church with all its rich
treasures, and the monastery. But it
has refrained in a chivalrous manner
from doing anything of the kind, aad
has consented to leave the church and
monastery to the care and custody of
the American ambassador on the banks
of the Seine, and has merely stipulated
that the monks of Austrian and of Ger-
man birth shall leave the country, and
that their places shall be taken by
Franciscans who are French, Belgians, or
belonging to one of the neutral nations,
such as Spain or Holland.

The manner in_which Austria came
to own a bit of/territory in the centre
of so very Freneic# city as Nancy, is
as follows: When] in the early part of
the eighteenth century the Duchy of
Lorraine passed into the possession of
France, and its last sovereign duke, hus-
band of Empress Maria Theresa, re-
ceived in exchange the Grandduchy of
Tuscany, it ‘was especially stipulated by
treaty that the Franciscan Church of the
Cordeliers in Nancy, built by Duke Rene
II. of Lorraine in 1482, to celebrate his
victory over Duke Charles the Bold of
Burgundy—a church in which most of
the dukes and duchess of Lorraine and
the members of their families are en-
tombed—should remain in the possession
of the House of Hapsburg-Lorraine of
Austria-Hungary. It was further stipu-
lated that the Franciscan Fathers hav-
ing charge of the church and of the
tombs, should be paid and appointed by
the head of the Hapsburg-Lorraine dy-
nasty, and should enjoy the same ex-
tra territorial privileges as his embassy
in Paris. :

The church was magnificently restor-
ed in 1822, by Emperor Joseph of Aus-
tria; .and Emperor Francis Joseph has
likewise endowed the church with all
kinds of treasures of art and jeweled
vestments, chalices and monstrances.

At the time when the French govern-
ment some eight or ten years ago was
closing all the monasteries and taking
possession of their property, the Aus-
trian ambassador successfully interven-
ed in behalf of the church and monas-
tery of the Franciscans in Nancy, on
the ground that they were by treaty ex-
empt from French jurisdiction.

Two years ago a strange robbery took
place in the church two tombs being
robbed, one of the bodies stolen being

Duke Charles ITI. When the outrage first
became. known, the French authorities
and the police immediately took the
matter up, but their intervention was
resented by the Austrian embassy in
Paris, and consequently they were with-
drawn from the case. After that, the
Austrian government endeavored to deal
with the matter by means of secret
agents of its own, but without success,
the French authorities being oblized to
stand idly by and do nothing, although
aware that a crime of a particularly
horrible character had been perpetrated
in the centre of a French city.

It may be added that the church of
the Franciscans in Nancy Is not the
only sacred edifice in France possessed

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WHEAT PRGES IN WAR
TIMES; RECORDS (F
OTHER WARS IN EUROPE

“It may be interesting if at this point
we give a few extracts from our rec-
ords of the price of wheat and its course
on former occasions when the nations
of Europe were at war,” says Broom-
hall’s Liverpool Corn Trade News.

“During the past fifty years there have
been at least six occasions when the
wheat market was disturbed by war or
by a war scare. In the year 1864 Prussia
fought Denmark for the possession of
Schleswig-Holstein—war broke out in
January and lasted until the end of Oc-
tober. The price of wheat in Liverpool
during the autumn prior to the war had
advanced from 40s. per 480 pounds for
~American red winter to 45c. by the
time hostilities commenced, but stead-
ily declined during the winter and
spring until it reached the ‘very low
level, for those days, of 88s. per 480

pounds. .

“In 1866 the Austro-Prussian war oc-
curred, breaking out in June. The price
of red winter wheat in Liverpool rose
from 50s. per 480 pounds to B4s. but
by the end of August, when the war was
over, it had fallen back to the old level
of 50s.

“In 1867 at the time of the negotia-
Hons over the neutralization of the
Duchy of Luxemburg,
1s. to 2s. per quarter.

“In 1870 the Franco-German war be-
gan on July 6, the price of red winter
wheat in Liverpool being 46s. per 480
pounds; in a month the price rose to
57s., but by the end of August had fall-
en back to 45s.; later on in the autumn

partly due to the concern over the Itali- ily

an troubles and the breach of the Black
sea treaty by Russia, there was another
advance in the price of wheat, 52s. be-
ing reached in December, and by the
time peace was signed in Paris in Feb-
ruary, 1871, wheat was selling at 55s. in
Liverpool.

“In 1877 on April 24, the Russo-Turk-
ish war broke out; in a month the price
shot up from about 51s per 480 pounds
in Liverpool on the spot to about 66s.—
speculative positions advanced as much
as 20s. per gquarter—but there was a
speedy relapse in a few weeks to about
56s. and before peace was signed in Ber-
lin in July 1878, the price had steadily
declined to 46s.

“In March, 1885, the Penjdeh incident
occurred, when it appeared as if this
country would become involved in war
with Russia. Prices rose suddenly 4s. to
bs. per quarter on the spot in Liverpool,
but dropped as rapidly to the former
level.

“It {s a truism, of course, that circum-
stances alter cases, and in as far as the
circumstances of the cases we have in-
stanced in the forégoing paragraphs are
different from those which condition
the present case, due allowance must be
made. The principal inference which, it
seems to us, may be drawn from a study
of the records of the past fifty years,
is that war in Eurpe does not for long
disturb the natural price of wheat, and
above all, not to the same extent as in
former years, such as, for instance, in

- the early years of the nineteenth cen-
tury - during the Napoleonic era, when
the fluctuation between two seasons am-
ounted to as much as 40s. to 50s. per
quarter, or the fluctuation of a single
month fo as much as 86s. per quarter.

“The one great difference between
this season and any of the seasons be-
tween 1864 and 1884 is the comparatively
low price at which wheat is still selling,
good American red wheat being still ob-
tainable at under 40s. per 480 pounds,
¢. i. f. a price at which it could not even
be profitably producel prior to the mid-
dle decade of the last century, and there
are still many authorities who claim that
even now wheat growing at 40s. is not
a remunerative occupation.”

Canadians In London To
“Help Soldiers From Home

Under the presidency of Hon. George
H. Perley (acting high commissioner for
the Dominion of Canada in England), &
crowded meeting of Canadians, of both
permanent and temporary residence, was
held last Friday in a room at the
Westminster Hotel, London, where fifty
years ago Canadian Confederation was
consummated, to form an organization
to attend to the comforts of the Cana-
dian troops who will serve in Europe.
Nearly every Canadian now in London
attempted to get into the meeting room,
which would hardly have .been big
eaough had it been double the size.
Speeches were brief and eminently prac-

tical and business was despatched with:

the keenest eye to efficiency. It was
agreed to call the organization “The
Canadian War Contingent Association.”

The British Empire is now engaged
in the greatest war in the history of the
wopld,” declared Hon. Mr. Perley. “It
is a war waged simply to maintain the
sacredness of treaties and protect the
rights of ourselves; and, friends, I think
you will all agree with me that the gov-
ernment of the day has handled the
matter in a masterly fashion. (Cheers.)

‘When the British Empire is at war
Canada is at war. This principle is ac-
cepted in Canada on both sides of poli-
tics.”

Geo. McLaren Brown, of the Canadian
Pacific Railway, in moving the resolu-
tion constituting the large -general.com-
mittee, explained that Canada Lodge
had entered upon the scheme of the field
hospital before the meeting was called,
but since has decided to co-operate with
this assoclation, placing the hospital at
its disposal and generally furthering its
aims.

Principal Peterson, of McGill Uni-
versity, moved the resolution of endor-
sation by the meeting of the action of
the Imperial Government in entering on
the war on account of the loyalty and
friendship, and also expressing gratifi-
cation at the prompt and efficieat
measures taken by the Canadian govern-
* ment to assist in the defence of the
maintenance of the Empire.

Dr. Peterson told of numerous young
Canadians consulting him regarding en-
listing, and concluded with an eloguent
reference’ to the.visiting of Nelson’s and
Wellington’s tombs at St. Paul's that
day.

Earl Grey, in a vote of thanks to the
chairman, declared that if England had
refused to intervene, we could have look-
ed forward not to civilization but to
barbarism, while no nation hereafter
could have trusted her plighted word
another time. . .

Lord Islington also spoke on behalf
of the Imperial Government. Other
speakers being Messrs. J. G. Colmar,
John Howard, agent-general for Nova
Scotia, and Mrs, Turnbull. Mr. Perley
reported having received an offer from
a Montrealer of a cheque for $5,000 to
start the movement, with a further. ten
donations of $500 monthly, while an-
other Canadian in England promised
£1,000.

Sir Frederick Treves, the eminent phy-
sician, head of the Red Cross in the war,
is supporting the movement. -

The executive committee appointed
were Messrs. Sir Max Aiken, Geo. McL.
Brown, J. G. Colmer, P. Pelletier, Sir
Thos. Skinner, Allan Baker, E. T. Galt,
Harry Brittain, Earl Grey, Dr. G. R.
Parkin, Dr. R. B. Howard, and W. L.
Griffith hon. treasurer. Mrs. Perley
headed the ladies’ committee.

Sir . Wililam Osler and Donald Ar-
mour were appointed medical advisers,
while Hon. G. H. Perley was appointed
chairman and G. C.. Cassells treasurer,
with W. L. Griffiths as secretary.

The first step will be to raise money
for the objects which the new body has
before them and then to proceed on lines
which will harmonise with those taken
by New Zealand and Australia on be-
half of their own countrymen who are
coming.

KAISER LATE ON
LAND AND SEA

Series of Blunders Since Before
The War Started

IS MISCALCULATIONS

Thought British Fleet Would Be
Scattered and He Could Strike!
Hard Blow in Canada and New- |
foundland — F. H. Clergue’s
Views

(Montreal Gazette.)

F. H. Clergue, who has travelled a
great deal in Germany and is interested
in the manufacture of both heavy and
light ordnance yesterday gave an inter-
esting recital of the grave miscalculations
of the German War Office, strikingly
exemplified during the last ten days,
during which he says, the Emperor and
his high officers have been as absolute-
ly outclassed in their tactics as were the
men and guns of Germany before tie
forts of Liege.

Mr. Clergue had occasion to know of
a test of artillery which took place in
northern Furope, the competing guns
being of French and, German manufac-
ture. A great power now taking part
in the present war was in the market
for a large order of canmnon, the value of
which amounted to ‘very nearly $20,000,-
000. The test in question was followed
at close range by the European artillery
experts. At the end of several months,
when the French and German guns were
tested under every possible conditiop, it
was ascertained t the Krupps ‘,);erc
outdistanced and outclassed by the
French ‘cannon by at least twenty per
cent., and consequently the twenty mil-
lion dollar order went to the French-
men to the great chagrin of not only the
German manufacturer, but also of the
German War Office, which, of course,
took a very great interest in the test.

Mr. Clergue says that he fuly be-
leves that the war was precipitated by
Austria some two months at least be-
fore Germany intended to strike the
blow for the world’s domination. He
says this theory is justified by the fact
that the Kaiser was up north when the
bolt was shot from the blue. He evi-
dently never dreamed that hostilities
would be rushed upon him for two
months at least.

Germany, says 'Mr. Clergue, also tried
to buy two battleships some time ago,
and here again the efforts of the Kaiser
missed fire. Two, ships had been built
at a cost of about twenty-five million
dollars, and the German government
were 50 anxious to get hold of them that
they offered forty millions to the build-
ers and were turned down instanter.

Them Kﬁjsegl: greatest blunder, how-
ever, r. Clergie’s opinion, lay in the
belief that the British ﬂeitn’ wzuld be
scattered when war would be declared;
that it would take a month to mobilize;

All of this was mapped out in Berlin
so as to take place before the British
fleet could be got together yet, like the
meany other miscalculations of the Ger-
mans, they had a very remote idea of
what was going on in the minds of the
first sea lord of England and the men
behind the British guns. They have been
late all along the line, both on land and
sea, and he predicts that this fatal mis-
calculation will follow the Kaiser to
the end of the war.

Mr. Clergue fully believes that Great
Britain will destroy the sea power of
Germany and that nothing can save the
German merchatit marine from being
swept off the ocean, crippling the Kais-
ers power. He says that in time the
British will destroy the German war-
ships and then they will bombard and
take both Hamburg and Bremen, after
which the Teutons will sue for peace.
They will lose Alsace and Lorraine to
France. Luxembourg will go to Belgium
and probably Holland will get a slice,
while Italy will secure that portion of
Austria which is peopled by her own
Italian people as the price of her meu-
trality. England will of course seize and
hold German Rast Africa, and the good
German people who are against the war
will proclaim a republic.

Decision Reached at Meeting of Citizens’ Com-
mittee This Morning—James F. Robertson and
G. S. Mayes Each Contribute $1000 —To Henor
Soldiers as They Leave City ¢

It was decided at this morning’s meet-
ing of the Citizens’ Committee to insure

the lives of all the men who have en-
listed for foreign service in St. John
city and county, and $2,000 was pledged
towards the fund by James F. Robert-
son and G. S. Mayes. This with $2,000
voted 'this morning by the common
council will give the fund a fair start.

The meeting was called to order soon
after eleven o’clock by Mayor Frink and
there was a good attendance. R. E.
Armstrong was appointed secretary pro
tem. .

Before opening the meeting, the mayor
announced that the city had voted $2,000
towards the fund and the announcement
was received with loud applause.

The chairman read a statement show-
ing that 119 men and two officers had
left in the first contingent to South
Africa from the whole of New, Bruns-
wick, and sixty-seven men and two of-
ficers in the second contingent, wheréas
it is expected that 400 men will go from
this city alone in the near future. The
South African fund amounted to $26,-
353 from the whole province, of which
the city of St. John contributed about
cne-half, .

Mayor Frink—You will see that there
were not as many men going to South
Africa from the whole province as there
are going from St. John alone now. The
matter to decide is, shall this be a local
of provincial fund.”

Col. Sturdee moved that the fund be
confined to the benefit of those enlisting
in the city and county of St. John.
Commissioner Potts seconded the motion
and it carried.

Col. Sturdee thought that the families
of English and naval reservists should
be put in the same or even a better class
than our own men as their pay is less.

The mayor announced that he had
learned that a private’s pay was fixed
at $1.10 per day.

With regard to the insurance ques-
tion, the chairman read a communication
from the Metropolitan Insurance Com-
pany offering insurance at regular rates.
The Continental Life advised it would
accept. insurance at an increased pre-
mium of $50 per thousand,

E. Allan Schofield favored the idea
of insurance, rather than handing out
all the cash to the men. He said he
had learned that the giving of money
to the men was not at all necessary.

James F. Robertson said he was cer-

tainly in favor of insurance and will
back up his opinions by giving $1,000
toward insthance.

‘I will do the same thing as Mr. Rob-
ertson,” said G. S. Mayes.

It was pointed out that the fund
should not be entirely for insurance but
that the needs of families left behind

should bel looked aiter while the soldiers
were away. This matter was left to
the executive committee.

Judge Forbes moved that an executive
committee of fifteen be named to look
after all matters connected with the fund
and to call the whole committee if
necessary. .

The executiv: elected was as follows:
Judge Forbes, Col. E. T. Sturdee, H. P.
Robinson, G. S. Mayes, Mayor Frink,
K. Allan Schofield, A. P. Barnhill,
Richard Sullivan, L. P. D. Tilley, R. T.
Hayes, G. A, Kimball, Miles E. Agar,
C. B. Allan, R. S. Armstrong, Col. B. R.
Armstrong and Col. H. H. McLean.

On motion it was decided to place
the names of the city commissioners and
the commanding officers of local corps
on the executive as honorary members.

The Mayor—*“I understand the men
are to leave for Val Cartier tomorrow
and we should prepare to give them a
hearty send-off “We should not allow
these men who are going away perhaps
for the last time, to leave in cold blod.”

Tt was the opinion of the meeting that
some demonstration should be made on
the departure of the soldiers, but just
what form it should take and how it
should be provided for was left to the
executive committee to -decide.

At the meeting of the executive Judge

Forbes was elected chairman, R. E.

Armstrong, secretary, and C. B. Allan,
treasurer.

-On a motion of Commissioner Potts,
seconded by Commisisoner Russell and
carried unanimously, the committee de-
cided to insure the lives of all the men
and A. P. Barnhill, H. P. Robinson and
Miles E. Agar were appointed a com-
mittee to interview the different insur-
ance companies with regard to rates.

It was decided that about $2 per man
should be placed in the hands of the
commanding officers for distribution. It
was decided that besides keeping the
subscription list at the mayor’s office
open, collectors would be sent out and
that the executive would meet every
morning at 11 o’clock. ’

WEST SIDE BOY 1S
PAINFULLY  INJURED

Walter Craft, the seven year old son
of Edward Craft, 188 King street, West
End, fell twenty feet from the roof of
his home last evening and was seriously
injured.

CITY GIVES $2,000

Preliminary Contribution To
Volunteer Fund

MATIER OF DISTRIBUTION

This Left to Citizews' Meeting To
Decide—St. John Has to Pay
Higher Exchange on Bond In-
terest in London

The common council has wasted no
time in making a contribution to the
volunteer fund. At a special meeting
this morning before the meeting of the
citizens’ committee, the sum <of $2,000
was voted for this purpose.

The suggestion was made that the
money be used towards providing extra
pay for the volunteers and this was fol-
lowed by a suggestion that it should be
used for the families of those who go
to the front. The council finally decided
to leave the use of the money to the
citizens’ committee.

City Bond Interest

Mayor Frink called the council to or-
der at 1045 o’clock ~#( Commissioners
Wigmore, Russell and Potts and the
common clerk present. His Worship
said that £2,100 was due in London to-

to the war cohditions it had been diffi-
cult to arrange for the transmission of

higher rate of exchange than usual
which would amount to an entire cost
of about $375 on the payment. The
mayor thought this was high but he did
not want to see the city default on its
bonds even under special circumstances.

On motion of Com. Wigmore the mat-
ter was left with the mayor with au-
thority to pay the exchange at what-
ever rate was found necessary.

For the Volunteers

The proposed aid for the volunteers
for foreign service was then taken up.

Mayor Frink reported that, at the
time of the Boer war the common coun-
cil voted $200 for the Red Cross Society
and $2,000 towards a guarantee fund to
pay local volunteers an extra fifty cents
a day while on active service; the latter
sum was afterwards merged with the
provincial fund.

A resolution, prepared by the mayor,
was presented, providing for a prelimin-
ary coatribution of $2,000 towards a
fund to guarantee an additional sum of
fifty cents a day for each St. John vol-
junteer on foreign service.

Thére was some discussion regarding
the advisability of using the fund in this
way or in making provision for the care
of families left behind.

The resolution .was amended and
adopted, its final form being as follows:

Moved that the chamberlain be author-
ized to pay the sum of $2,000 for the
volunteer fund, subject to the order of
the mayor, and that the method of dis-
tribution of the same be determined by
the action of the citizens’ committee
which meets this 19th day of August.

Commissioner Wigmore referred to
the need of provision for the families
of reservists who had been called away
and who left their families destitute.
Consideration of this and similar mat-
ters was deferred to allow the commis-
sioners to attend the meeting of the
Citizens’ Committee, and the council
adjourned.

INTERESTING WORK

Many interested spectators have
watched during the last few days the
hauling of logs out of the river at the
Partington Pulp & Paper Company’s
plant at Indiantown. —The logs are
being piled on the banks for drying, an
endless chain being used to lift them
from the water. They are placed in
piles from sixty to seventy fect high
and eight or nine hundred feet long.
They are hauled out in loads of from
twelve to fifteen and at the rate of
about five a minute. The -piling is in
charge of F. W. Parsons, of Bangor,
who has been commended for his ex-
cellent work. The reason for the drying
process is that it requires less labor and
material to complete the pulp manufac-
ture when the wood is dry.
