Chinese Veteran, in
~ to Canada, Says

New York -on Way
That is His Age

New York, June 30—With 149 years
resting lightly on his queueless head, Dr.
Cho Choy, who arrived here yesterday
on His way to Canada, is undoubtedly
the oldest man in the world, if his claim
to lohgevity is true.

He ‘was really angry with the skeptics
among the newspaper reporters who
thought he might possibly be a few
years ‘younger than 149, and stoutly de-
clared that he was born in 1764 at
Shan Hai Kwan on the borders of Man-
churia, where the great wall of China
runs down to the seashore on the gulf

of Pe-Chi-Li.
The aged Manchu arrived in bond

with seven other prosperous Chinese,
the youngest of whom was seventy,
bound from Cuba to Toromto. Doctor
Choy was the leader of the party in
every particular. He is more than six
feet tall, notwithstanding a slight stoop;
is bald; while his features are a web of
gray wrinkles. He lived for fifty yeafs
in his native land and says he spent
nearly 100 years in Cuba practicing
medicine among the Chinese there. He
acquired considerable wealth. 2

took ‘of ~no nourishment except a few |
tabloids of concentrated food,ewhich he
always carries with him, and a little
cold water.

NEW KIPLING POEM

Visit of French President to Eng-
land Awakes The Muse

Rudyard Kipling has -re-entered. the
poetic fleld, taking the occasion of Presi-
dent Poincaire’s vist to England, to write
a poem entitled “France” which is pub-
lished in the London Morning Post.

The poem is especially significant in
view of the recent death of Alfred Aus-
tin poet-laureate. 'The visit ‘of the
French president was the first occasion
since Austin’s” death for some official
verse and Kipling’s poem contains sixty-
one lines beginning with thé following
verse:

Broke to every known mischance;’ lifted
over all

By the light, sane joy of life, the buck-
ler of the Gaul;

Furious in luxury, merciless in toil;

Terrible with strength that draws from

her ‘tireless soil;

Strictest judge of her own -worth, gen-
tlest of man’s kind;

First to follow truth and last to'leave
old truths behind—

France, beloved of every soul that loves
its fellow kind!

The poem then recalls the bitter strife
waged between England and France for
many centuries:

It speaks of the two countries “fret-
ting in the womb of Rome to begin our
Yet “ere men knew our tongues
apart,” says the poet, “our one task was
known—each must mold the other’s fate
as he wrought his own.

The  strange sympathies and antipa-
thies of France and England are dwelt
on: “In-each other's cup we poured
mingled blood and tears.” Now the na-

_tions, “yoked in knowledge and remorse”

have “come to rest.”
In a powerful line Kipling refers to
the tragedy of Joan of Arc:

* * X No pardon can efface
That undying sin we shared in Rouen
Market Place.

The poem ends with a hope that the
two countries which have “swept each
other’s coast, sacked each other’s home,
since the sword of Brennus clashed on
the scales of Rome,” will now combine
“wheeling girth to girth in the linked
and steadfast guard set for peace on
earth,”

London, June 27—There are certain
phenomena whieh always recur in the
British House of Commons and one of
these is that curious state of slackness
that comes with the third or fourth
year of its existence. It is scarcely

credible what a difference sven a year
or two makes in the whole atmosphere
of that assembly. Indeed one of its most
constant téndencies is to be the abject

! {slave of the hour; the lobby is more

¢apricious and mercurial than the Stock
Exchamge.’ You see exultation turned
into desp#ir and despair into rejoicing
in“the ‘course of the same evening. And
similarly the House of Commons, which
after a triumph at a gemeral election
of  spléndid
hopefulness and determination, is, twelve

' |months later, already beginning to show

signs of decay. The bloom of a rose is
stability éompared with the temper of
mqst houses of commons.

Always the Sword of Damocles

This changefulness of temper ig due to
the fact that the life of a house of com-
mons is not very long in any case; and
it has been made shorter by recent legis-
(lation. The ‘atmost term is now five
yvears, but it is doubtful if, in times so
changing, -any house of commons c¢an
last even as long as five years. But

|apart from this fact, it is part of the

British constitution that'a Gena parlia-
ment may be dissolved at any time. I

of 1886 after six months existence; I
saw Mr. Asquith destroy the parliament
elected in 1910 after eleven months ex-
istence. And thus it is that a house of
commons always lives with a sword of
Damocles over its head.

This is one of the reasons for its ex-
traordinary Cchangefulness of  temper.

This is &
large number, but it is, after all, but
a mingrity in a party of 800 to 850. It
therefore follows that there must be a
number of men who want office and are
dissapointed. As time goes on and va-
cancies . and other appointments ‘occur,
the disappointment grows deeper, and
thus it is that, as the 'life of the House
of Commons draws towards its close,
there is always a certain group of dis-
appointed supporters - of . the ministry
whose - allegiance becomes somewhat
daubtful. They do not vote against the
government, but they do not take the
trouble to come up for divisions. -

Outside these -
there are many, others for which there
are expectants, judgeships, for instance.
It is not always easy for a government
to give a judgeship to a member of par-
liament howeveregreat his merits or his
services, for a judgeship involves a bye-
election and a bye-election may, often
bé inconvenient, when for the moment,
the election tide is running hard against
a"government, as is the case with every
government. And the dissppointed law-
yer joins the group of the discontented
and the uncertain.

Third Condition

There is a third uncériain element in
the third or fourth year of the life of a
house of commons. - Work there has en-
ormously incredsed during the last twen-
ty years, and more still during the last

Bed in the Compartment Coaches

The Pullman Company has just be-
come possessed of the patent right of a
new 'device for the purpose of making
berths wider. Sleeping car berths are
not as wide as could be desired because
of the limitations placed in the width
of the cars and the necessity of provid-
ing sufficient aisle space.

In compartmente cars, however, where
there is a separate passageway through
thé car outside the compartments there
is no objection to using the aisle for ex-
tending the.berths and some of the com-
partment sleping cars are equipped with
a device for this purpose.

SUFFRAGETTES RAID
DOWNING STREET

London, June 29—Miss Sylvia Pank-
hurst, daughter of Mrs. Emmeline Pank-
hurst, the suffragette leader, led an at-
tacking party to Downing street this
afternoon for the purpose of imprisoning
the cabinet ministers, The expedition
was unsuccessful.

Miss Pankhurst-appeared at the dem-
onstration in Trafalgar square in favor
of free speech. She denounced the Right
Hon. Reginald McKenna, the homc gec-
retary, for “killing my mother” Then
she invited the crowd to go to Downing
street and “imprison the ministers in
their own houses.”

Suiting her action-to her words she
jumped from the wagon, organized a
large body of sympathizers, many of
whom were dock workers, and marched
at their head down Whitehall with the
flag of the Women’s Social and Political
Union surmounted by a liberty cap.

The police, however, had been apprised
of the intentions of the demonstrators
and had thrown a strong cordon around
Downing street. The dockers tried to
break through and some of the women
went to their aid, but were severely
handled.

In the fighting women were thrown to
the ground and the dockers were club-
bed. Many of them were arrested. Mean-
while some of the husky dock workers
had thrashed a policeman here and there.
Finally mounted police-came, to the res-

cue and dispersed the crowd.

The only thing that
varies is the way in which the call"
answered and thus each country has i
own customs in the matter of wooing
and wedding.

In Germany there are many Jews, and
among them it is the custom for a mat-
ringe broker-to propose marriage on be-
half of a young man who has found a
maid sufficiently well endowed with this

services are not required, it is quite usu-
al for the match to be arranged by the
relatives of both parties.

With other Germans, love is supposed
to be the motive'of the marriages made,
but could we peep into the heart of
each, .weshould find that the modern
German is inelined to act on the precept
of Tennyson’s “Northern Farmer,” and
“to love where money is.” Certain it is
that in Germany the maid who has most
money ‘has. the best chance of being mar-
ried, and many charming girls are left
unwed simply because they are dower-
less.

The form of proposal has undergone
great change during the past few years.
At one time any young man who pro-
“‘posed marriage attired himself in his
dress suit and carried ‘a bouquet as an
offering to his chosen one. We must not
seek to pry into the intimacy of such
proposals, but-if the disconsolate lover
left the house carrying his bouguet with
him it was a sure sign that he was re-
Jjected. 8 @

Nowadays proposals are less formal,
but engagements are not less binding.
With us a betrothal is often lightly en-
tered upon, but not so in Germany,
where so much publicity is given to an
engagement that it is regarded alinost as

«solemn and binding as the wedding it-
self.

As soon as the lover has declared
himself and been accepted, each lover
gives to the other a plain gold ring,
which is worn on thé fourth finger of
the left hand until the marriage takes
place, when the same ring is changed
over to the corresponding finger of the
right hand.

The engagement is announced in the
local paper, and to each friend of the
bridal pair there is a dainty announce-
ment sent by post. On the first page
the parents of the bride-elect announce
that their daughter is engaged to So-an-
8o, while on the opposite page the bride-
groom elect makes a similar announce-
ment. :

Then everyone who has received an

announcement is supposed to call on the
engaged girl and to offer hearty con-
gratulations. Fach call must be rcturn-
ed by the bride-elect, and if her lover
resides in the same town he is supposed
to be with her when she makes the re-
turn calls.
+ An engagement makes a good excuse
for an offering of flowers, and until the
wedding the bride-elect can depend upon
her rooms being perfect bowers of flow-
ers.

The lovers nave plenty of chances of
seeing each other, but most of the bill-
ing and cooing has to be done in public,
for it is not considered “proper” for an
engaged couple to be left much alone.
Still, it must be confessed that the Ger-
man lover is not bashful, and sometimes
the love-making is so sweet and delight-
ful that it would seem a pity to reserve
it for the edification of one person only.

On every possible occasion German
lovers appear arm-in-arm and the cus-
tom is not confined to one class alone.
Peasants walk thus, and the recently
published charming snapshots of the
Kaiser’s only ‘daughter show the prince
and princess follow the popular custom.

Any spare time that the bride-elect
has is devoted to the preparation of the
trousseau, and perhaps:no bride in any
country goes to her husband with such
well-filled chests of linen. Six dozen of
@verything is quite an ordinary allowance

d generally lasts an ordinary life-time

ost of the articles are of good plain
Bnen, but they are all marked with el-
@borate monograms. The bride's friends
are always very liberal in their contri-
butions, and various things for the ad-
ornment of the new home are simply
showered on the bride-to-be.

In Germany it is not considered bad
luck for a bridal pair to be photographed
together, and no engagement seems com-
plete without a photograph. In every
case it will be found that the man is

sitting down, while the girl stands up
behind her betrothed. !

Before the wedding the girl gives an !
afternoon party to all her girl friends,
and this is ‘usually known as a “bean

party.” The chief cake at this gathering
contains one bean, and each guest is
anxious to secure the slice containing it,
for it is supposed to predict her own
marriage within a year.

On the night before the wedding the
brides parents give an entertainment,
generally a dinner party, and the “braut
paar’ ’sit together with garlands spread
behind them. At one time it was usual
to break crockery against the door to
ensure good luck in the new life.

There are two weddings in Germany.,
The first is a civil wedding of formal
character which takes place oyernight or
early in the morning of the religious
wedding. For this part of the ceremony
the bride wears a dress of black silk or a
dark costume, while for the religious
cerémony she dons a dress of white silk
or satin, with a veil and a wreath of
miyrtle, which takes the place of our
familiar orange blossom.

The ladies present at the wedding
wear evening dress without hats, while
the men wear evening dress and top
hats. ' : i

Afte‘ the ceremony the bride changes
into a traveling dress and departs quiet-
ly with her groom without any throwing
of rice, slippers, or confetti. Those who
remain sit down to the ample meal
which Germans dearly love. '

A pretty custom prevails in the
Black Forest and in Saxony, whereby a
wedding is made known, by fixing.in
front of the bride's house two fir trees
decked with ribbons and flowers, and
guns are fired off during the day in cele:
bration of the event.

Famous Barrister's Latest Stage
Eaterprise—London Does Not
Quite Know What to Think of
Kneblauch's Play, The Faun

(Times’ Special Correspondence)

London, June 14—Which of the three
great dramatic rivals, Barrie, Shaw and
Pinero, -will score hardest when  their
three new plays are produced next sea-
son? When Charles Frohman put on
that famous triple bill consisting of one-
act pieces by this distinguished trium-
virate, you will remember, all the hon-
ors went to the Scotchman and since
then none of them has given us a work
of any importance, though Sir Arthur
Pinero was represented recently at .the
St. James’ by a “dramatic skit” which
was too unpretentious for serious criti-
cism. . :

Now, however, dates have been .ret
definitely for the production of three
full-sized plays by Barrie, Shaw and
Pinero, and it will be highly interesting

As usual, both Sir James and Sir Ar-

in the arena. Of course the lion was
the thorny one,” and would not eat him.
The' plece 'is in three seenes, whicly will
be ‘played through in Granville Barker’s
best Shakespearean manner and is, like

most of my plays, an excellent humani-|

tarian and Christian tract.” -
" This new piece of Shaw’s will be giv-

'en by the Barkers at the St. James’ dur-

fonable actor-manager, Sir George Alex-
ander-—truly these theatrical “sirs” ecre
as thick as blackberries nowadays—and
will be the first of Shaw’s many 'pieces
to hold the boards there..

It is rarer, by the way, to find
a lawyer writing plays than to find a
member . of parliament doing so, the

House of Commons having supplied sev-
eral dramatists, A. E. W. Mason for ex-
ample, and the late Claud Lowther, who
in “The Gordian Knot,” furnished Sir
Herbert Tree with one of the most
colossal failures in'that actor’s experi-
ence.

Like the present- home secretary, the
Right Hon. Reginald McKenna, Mr,
Hemmerde was formerly a mighty oars-
man, having crowned a distinguished re-
cord in this line by winning the Diamond
Sculls.

“Ernest Denby.” ' His new piece, “A
Cardinal’s Romance,” whith will have
been done at the Savoy before you read
these lines, is the fifth of which he has
been either author or part-author, to be
produced in the West End in less than
five years. 'One .of them was “The
Crucible,” which followed “The Butter-
fly on the ~ Wheel”; another “Proud
Maisie,” which provided Alexandra Carl-
isle with an attractive part as a Scots
lassie in kilts, but which did not actual-

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AN APPEAL TO MR. HAZEN

. The Chatham Gazette follows the ex-

ample of the Chatham World in ap-
pealing to Hon. Mr. Hazen to stay the

" hand of the Minister of Railways. The

Gazette says that orders have been is-
sued to tear up the rails on the Chelms-
ford section of the Canada Eastern from
the Blackville Bridge down to Ma-
loney’s Siding, about three miles from
Chatham Junction. The Gazette says:—

“This action following so closely up-
on the minister'’s visit and the protests
addressed to him on that occasion and
during the past winter have greatly stir-
red the people along the route and the
loss of the railway is made even more
bitter by reason of the circumstances at-
tending it. The government’s total dis-
regard of their rights and necessities
has aroused deep resentment and the
people find it hard to believe that their
line which they have used for nearly
thirty yeams, is actually a thing of the
past>”

‘On Wednesday orders were issued to
remove the rails on this section, accord-
ing to the Gazette, and on the following
day workmen began to pick up the ties
that had been placed along the line be-
fore Mr. Cochrane’s visit with the idea
of repairing it. The Gazette makes the

"following pointed appeal to Mr. Hazen:

“1If nnything‘is to be done to save the
line ‘it must be done at once. The one
man to whom the county can appeal is
Hon. Mr. Hazen and unless the wires
are made hot at once it will be too late
for him to act. Mr. Hazen is respon-
sible for this province in a political
sense and he is certamly responsible to
it to see that justice is done all sections.
Unless. he can accomplish the task of
driving Mr. Cochrane from his purpese
of closing the line he might as well re-
tire from the field as a defender of the
province’s interests. No one in this sec-
tionsof the country would ever take
stock in him as a political heayy weight
if he allows this unjust act to be perpe-
tfated under his very nose.”

Hon. Mr. Cochrane is not likely to pay
any attention to protests made by Mr.
Hazen, and probably Mr. Hazen is well
aware of this. The Minister of Rail-
ways, during his recent toqé of the Mari-
time Proyinces, -has. left the fences of
the local politicians in bad repair. In
St. John, Sussex, Moncton and on the
North Shore, Conservative politicians are
earnestly. hoping that Hon: Mr. Coch-
rane will remain 'away from New Bruns-
wick until after the ncxt electxon.

LEGISLATION AND PROGRESS.

District-Attorney Whitman of New
York said recently, “legislation has be-
come a habit with our people, and hav-
ing passed a law they straightway for-
get it. Many of the conditions against
which we have legislated we see con-
tinuing around us daily.” The great

-difficulty in most countries is too much

law-making and too little law-enforce-
ment. In Canada there I8 a good healthy
regard for law, but there is some danger
that when we urge the enactment of
new laws beyond the desires and senti-
ments of the people whose duty it is
to make them effective, we will land in
a less healthy and happy state. Every
law on the statute book which is not
made effective by a strong public opin-
jon behind it, is a danger and a men-
ace. Law is an expression of the de-
sires and sentiments of a people. It
would always be the cryatalizatioil of
the feelings of the democracy. For, af-
ter everything is said, it is the people
that enforce laws, and to appeal to the
government expecting it to be beyond
the sentiments of the people is to expect
a stream to rise higher than its source.
To-day it is easy for lobbies and well
organized societies to secure the enact-
ment of laws affecting the public weal.
But if these laws are not made effective
by public sentiment back of them, they
have not accomplished the intended re-
sult, but they seriously affect all law
and make for anarchy. 3

The spirit of disloyalty to law is a
worse evil than the over-shadowing pow-
er of corporations. There is growing up
everywhere a tendency to forsake the
old landmarks, to treat the lessons of
sages as antiquated, and to pay less
regard to the high behests of law. Men
and worfien living within the jurisdiction
of law avail themselves of its pro-
tection, and for this reason they are
bound to obedience. The Suffragettes of
England appeal to the police for protec-

| tion from the mobs that disturb their

out-door meetings, but they themselves
utterly ignore the law that has guided
England in the past and that alone can
guide it in the future, and plant in its
stead a “higher law” which each one for
herself may adjudge and administer.
When the Suffragettes are joined by the
Unionist party in teaching masses of
men by precept and by example, the les-
son that it is not necessary to bow to
constituted authority as represented by
king and parliament, as Sir Edward Car-
son and his henchmen have been doing

in Ulster, it is difficult to imagine the’

issues to which they may not be lead-
ing Great Britain. Regard for law has
sanctified her past, but if the party that
stands to lose by the destruction of
property and- the disappearance of re-
gpect for government plays the game

t of disregard for law, all partics can play

of thie same game, and all can lose at it.
Never before, perhaps, were such large
bodies of organized and unorganized

! men disatisfied with the conditions under

which they live., To attempt to break
fip traditions and throw men back upon
immediate human nature, and to weak-
en, if not destroy, the sanctions of law,
in the present temper of the people, is
the refinement of folly.

The first protection against disregard
for law is the exercise of gare in new
affirmative legislation, and thorough-
ness in law enforcement. There ais al-
ways an element of danger in the work
of well-meaning reformers who to-day
are looking more and more to the as-
sistance of political machinery and law
to work out public salvation. Every un-
enforced and impracticable law on the
statute book ism & step leading us back
to the primitive law of tooth and claw.
Among an ancient people a man who
proposed a new law did so with a rope
round his neck—signifying his willing-
ness to be hung if it worked badly. If
that rule prevailed to-day, the number
of public executions would at least en-
force more caution in seeking new legis-
lation. Legislation cannot make men
happy, virtuous or moral. Fortunately
the way to these results is a long and
strenuous and enduring pursuit. What
we need to-day is not more law, but less
law, and a thorough and complete en-
forcement of those laws which the most
enlightened public conscience will ap-
prove.

YOUNG BRAINS NEED CARE: .

The doctor, whose specialty is the
care and treatment of children, asserts
that the education of the average ‘child
is commenced far too early. A child,
he maintains, should be taught to ac-
quire knowledge by the use of his
senses, and there are sufficient facts sur-
rounding him to keep his attention en-
gaged as much as is healthy for him.

AT CAMP SUSSEX

Sussex, June 29—Sunday was observed
in camp  Sussex by impressive church
services.

KINGS OF THE TURF:

Sir Tatton Sykes Had Attended
: 76 St. Legers

NEVER KNOWN T0 SHERR

Also Discouraged Excessive Drink-
ing in an Age When it Was
Custom—One of Pupils of Jem
Belcher—720 Mile Ride te See
Race -

(Pearson’s Weekly)

It is doubtful if any man the
county of broad acres was ever more
universally liked than was Sir Tatton
Sykes, the fourth baronet, who died in
1863 in his ninety-first year.

Not only was he a breeder and owner
of racehorses, but he rode them too.
and rode them so well that he earned
for himself the title of the “King of
Gentlemen Jockeys.”

As a persistent racé-goer he has never
had an eqaal in England. He attended
seventy-six St, Legers—the last in 1861
—with only one break due to an illness.
This was in 1839. Two years later, in
1841, he arrived at Doncaster late one
night, and *was unable to get ‘a' bed
anywhere, there being not a single room
disengaged. :

Sir Tatton, who was ane of. the hardi-
est men fhat ever lived, was preparing
to spend the night in an old, disused
cow-shed, when the cow-man came up
and good-naturedly offéred him a shake-
down in his cottage, although quite ig-
norant of his identity.

Next morning ‘the baronet presented
his astonished host with a ten-pound
note, and for the mext forty years he
invariably slept during the St. Leger
week at the same cottage and paid for
his entertainment on the same liberal
scale, so that one little act of courtesy
netted the cow-man'in the long run no
less a sum than £400.

in

Never Known to Swear

It used to be said of Sir Tatton that
he was one who liyed all his life up to
the highest ideal of a gentleman. In
an age when bad language was of far
more frequent occurrence amongst all
classes. than it is now, he was never
known to swear, And not only that, but
he disliked the habit in others, and was
never afraid to reprove it.

Once, on the St. Leger course, a jock-
ey was abusing an untuly mount.

“Don’t swear, my mian, don’t swear,
but go in and win, and I will lead your
horse back for you,” exclgimed Sir Tat-
ton.

The jockey did ;win, and Sir Tatten,
lord of over 30,000 acres, kept his prom-
ise, and led the horse back to the weigh-
ing-in house. This little incident estab-
lished .a precedent, for thence onward

|every jockey that rode.a St. Leger win- |
ner claimed a similar fuvor as one of the |

rewards of victory.

Just as he set:his fhce against swear-
ing when swearing was on vogue, so he
sternly discouraged Wdrinking ‘to excess
in an' age when gentlenfén ‘thought it no
disgrace to get drunk three or four times
a week. Spirits -he would never touch,
and wine but rarely, his favorite drink
being a flagon of home-brewed ale.

All his life he maderit a rule to rise
at four in summer and six in -winter,
and to walk  at least: four miles before
breakfast, which meal consisted invari-
ably of a large apple tart and a jug of
new milk., Lunch, at one o’clock, was
equally frugal—just 4 crust of brown
bread ‘and a “dollop” of cream cheese,
washed. down with a flagon of his fa-
vorite “home-brewed.”

his exercise in chopping down trees. Sir
Tatton found his in breaking stones. He
rarely, if ever, passed a professional
stone-breaker by %he: roadside without
stopping to wield the hammer for awhile
Then, when he had worked himself into
a healthy glow, he would hand over a
sovereign to the delighted workman,
whe, meanwhile had been having a wel-
come rest and proceeded ori his way.

Taught Boxing by Belcher

In .this way the Yorkshire baronet
helped to furnish road metal for half
the highways in England, for he was
an enthusiastic walker,

When he was learning the business of
a banker at Hull—this was, of course,
before he succeeded to.the baronetcy—
he used to walk home to his father’s
seat, Sledmere, thirty-two miles distant,
every Saturday night, and back again
on the following Monday morning, tak-
ing his seat amongst his fellow-clerks to
all appearances as fresh as if ,he had
merely strolled to the bank from his
lodgings in the town.

A keen lover of all manly sports, he
studied the art of self-defence under the
renowned Jem Belcher, and soon became
noted as one of the hest amateur boxers
in England. No man breathing, however
was of a less quarrelsome disposition,
and he never had occasion to prove his
prowess—but once. :

He had bought some valuable pedigree
cattle at Lincoln, and, true to his life-
long practice of getting all the exercise
he possibly could, he elected to drive
them to Sledmere himself, a three days’
journey on foot, He was dressed for
the occasion in a very good imitation

Some Famous Bets Made: On

Herse Races

¢

BIRGER IN THE OLD BAYS

Davies, Fry and Chaplain Well
Remembered on English Turf
—The Detby Won by Sir
Huge is Instance of How Game

Goes

(London Tit-Bits)
“Bookies are afraid to lay good odds
nowadays,” an old race-goer remarked
at Newmniarket recently. “Bets are mere
trifles compared with those of the old
days.” And certainly we do not hear of
“plunges” such as those, for instance,
which characterized the transactions of
Mr. Davies, the first bookmaker to. be
called a “leviathan,” who betted in tens

of thousands.

In the year 1856 he laid Mr. Clarke
£100,000 to £1,000 against each of three
horses, the latter had in the Derby of
that year, Mr. Clarke having to pay,
while, if Barbarian had won the Derby
of 1858 instead of Daniel O’Rourke, the
“leviathan” would have netted some-
thing like £100,000.

One of Davies’ first big wagers was
to lay Lord Strafford £12,000 to £1,000
against The Cur for the Cesarewitch.
Davies started life as a carpenter, and
began betting in a small street off
Gray’s Inn Road by taking half-crowns.
But by great shrewdness and insight he
soon gained the confidence of the pub-
lic, and the amounts he paid away daily
to ready-money clients were enormons.
He is said never to have quibbled or
suggested mistakes, and such was his
honesty that on one occasion, when he
found that a successful client had died
since making the bet, he paid the win-
nings. over to the widow.

Recent Cases

Another famous bookmaker who
made big bets, and in whom the racing
fraternity had the same high confidence
born of actual experience, was the late
Mr. Fry. In the course of his long and
highly successful career he paid out as
much as £20,000 on a single wager, and
in more than one instance a sum of
£10,000. And while he lost upwards of
£100,000 through defaulters, nobody ever
lost a penny owing to his failure to pay
up.

It has been suggested that there have
never been such big betting transac-
tions during the last twenty years. In
1902, however, when Ard Patrick won
the Derby, the Grately Stable had a
tremendous gamble on Pekin, and would
have taken more than £100,000 out of
the ring if he had won. Only a few
Epsoms ago an amateur speculator had
£12,000 on one of his horses in a selling

plate, and lost the money, while more
receptly. still £30,000. to £2,000 was laid

WEIRS WILL BE ORDERED

Harbor Fishing Matter Subject of |

Resolution Fer Common
Council

Representatives of the harbor fisher-
men were heard by the city commission-
ers in committee at noon on Saturday
and spent an hour #nd a half discussing
weir privileges. MTrouble has arisen over
the course adopted by some of the fish-
ermen in erecting weirs on harbor lots
which were not offered for lease this
year owing to the fact that they were
in the way of projected harbor im-
provements. Other fishermen, who had
paid substantial sums for similar priv-
ileges, protested against this and the
matter was taken up by the commis-
sioners.

Both sides were heard on Saturday
and there was some further discussion
of the matter by the commissioners this
morning. H. B. Schofield, commissioner
of harbors, will introduce a resolution on
the subject at the meeting of the com-
mon - council this afternoon and it is
understood that his resolution will be to
the effect that the weirs on unleased lots
must be removed.

The weir which has caused most of
the discussion is located near the Bal-
last wharf, but there are others erected
under similar circumstances near Sand
Point which also will be affected by any
order passed by fhe counéil.

TWO STOLEN FOXES ON
P. £ ISIAND REGOVERED

A Sequel to The Gerdon Case
Has Developed

(Special To Times)

Charlottetown, P. E. I, June 80—In
connection with the Gordon fox case
which was up’before the court of chan-
cery for some time and in which judg-
ment ‘was recently given by the vice
chancellor, Mr. Justice Fitzgerald, it will
be rembered that seéveral foxes were
stolen. A few days ago, before James S.
Gordon died; one ‘of his foxes had a lit-
ter of eight, an unprecedently large num-
ber. The ranch was broken into and
four of the young foxes were removed.
Suspicion attached to a man named
Coughlan who ‘was subsequently indict-
ed, tried and acquitted. These foxes
were missing in the, latter part of July,
1911. Now the news comes from Alber-
ton that on Thursday morning Con-
stables George Barber and Charles Birch
recovered 'a pair of the stolen foxes to-
gether with a litter of five. These, it is
said, had been handed over to Hudson
Gordon thus increasing the Gordon
foxes by seven-and adding considerably
to the value of the estate.

The foxes were recovered on a ranch
near Alberton, It is understood that two
well known youngmen "were implicated.
Two of the four foxes are still missing
and it is undcrstood that one died and
the other was sold on the eastern part of
the Island. Somg interesting develop-
ments are expec

In the chane case litigation arose
over a division-of the foxes owned by
the late James S., .Gordon of Black Ban®
in the western part of the island. It
was declared that the latter had entered
into a -partnerghip with his nephew,
Hudson Gordon whereby the latter was
to secure half of the foxes. Other heirs
disputed the partnership agreement and
asked for a division of the property on
other terms, but, the court decided in
favor of Hudson Gordon. The latter had
