ENOLISH CAPITAL IN AMERICA.

One Hundred Million to be Invested in 
* Single Enterprise.

New York, Dec. 6.—The Times says 
that English capital to the extent of one 
hundred million dollars is about to be 
invested in this country .in a single enter­
prise.

Brooklyn, Dec. 6.—John Greenwald, 
convicted of the minder of Lytoan & 
Weeks waB hanged in Raymond street 
jail this morning at 7.30.

John Theodore Wild, alias Greenwald 
was twice convicted of the murder of 
Weeks whom he shot dead when dis­
covered by Weeks in the latter’s honse 
which Greenwald bad entered with 
burglarious intent The prisoner met 
death bravely declaring his innocence. 
His neck was broken by the fall. He 
desired this inscription placed on hie 
tombstone. "Murdered, Dec. 6th. 1889.”

Shortly before midnight he bad a 
coughing fit which seemed to exhaust his 
little remaining strength and at 12:45 
be passed quietly away, so quietly, in 
fact that the watchers scarcly knew 
when death came.

The sadden change in hie conditon 
took place about 6 o’clock in the evening, 
when, without any assignable cause, he 
was seized with a congestive chill, which 
seemed to crush all vitality out of his en­
feebled body.

From that moment to the time of his 
death the case was that of a gradual 
sinking.

Despite the fsct that the end had come 
slowly and peacefully and after he had 
been face to face for hoars with the dread 
reality the blow fell with a crushing 
force upon the afflicted widow. 
r It is believed that the foundation 
of the ex-president’s last illness was mal­
aria, complicated with «cute bronchitis. 
Careful nursing and skilled medical at­
tention had mastered the latter, but the 
supposed congestive chill, which was the 
immediate cause of his death, was attri­
butable to the return of thÿ malaria.

[Jefferson Davis was bom in Christian 
County, Kentucky June 3, 1808 and 
while a child removed to Mississippi. 
He graduated at West Point in 1828 and 
served with distinction against the 
Indians until 1835 when he resigned his 
commission and married the daughter of 
general, afterwards President, Taylor 
He took a prominent part as a democrat 
in the election of Mr. Polk. In 1845 he 
was retamed to Congress. In the 
breaking out of the Mexican war 
he joined the army of the Rio 
Grande with Gen. Taylor. He was 
at the storming of Monterey and at 
Buena Vista. He declined the position

SAN LORENZA’S RIDE.
“I’m now coming to the most curious 

incident of that terrible night," con­
tinued the cap’n. “Before the trouble 
the harbor was clear, but now an island 
mountain 400 feet high rears its head 
near the northern shore of the harbor. 
A lighthouse graces the top of the 
island, which is down on the map as 
San Lorenza, and ono of the prettiest 
and most romantic of the many Peru­
vian legends is told in connection with 
the naming of the island. It was named 
after San Lorenza, the man who discov­
ered the mountain, and is an intensely 
interesting story when told in Spanish.
I heard it in that language myself, but 
as none of you fellows understand Span­
ish I'll tell it in English.

“Mr. Lorçnza, or San, as they called 
him for short, was a fisherman, and went 
out to sea every night in his frail Peru­
vian bark to fish for hake and haddock. 
The native fisherman lias a light skiff or 
canoe in which he plies his calling and 
one paddle. He sits on his knees in the 
stem of the boat and fishes with a line 
200 feet long, using his front finger for a 
pole. On the fatal night of Oct. 28 San 
had just got a bite when he heard the 
ominous rumble. Before he could either 
land the fish or grab his paddle he felt 
himself going up in the air. It was so 
dark that San couldn’t see anything, so 
he clutched both gunwales of his boat 
and hung on. Presently there came an­
other jerk, and the fisherman went up a 
few more feet

“The unhappy man was too frightened 
to move, so he sat there, going up by 
jerks, until daylight. Then San peered 
over the edge of his boat and found him­
self sticking on top of a mountain 400 
feet in the air. The peak was so sharp 
that it pierced the bottom of his boat and 
stuck up four feet above San’s head. He 
still hung on to his fish line, which had 
a horse mackerel dangling from the hook, 
dead, halfway down the mountain. The 

ivors discovered San in the morning 
and that is the beautiful legend 
San Lorenza got its name.”

“How did they get Lorenza down off 
the mountain?" asked the lubber.

“I was just going to tell that,” said 
the cap’n in an angry tone, “but as you 
seem to be in such a devilish hurry I’ll 
let you wait awhile.” And the crusty 
old sailor walked away.—Chicago Times.

The 
estimated expenditure for pensions for 
the current year is $105,758,700, and this 
is likely to be increased to $155,000,000 
by the change in the ‘law and the pen­
sioning of all disabled soldiers of the war 
without regard to the causes which led 
to their being disabled. If we add to this 
the army expenditure amounting to 
about $35,000,000,we have a total of $190,- 
000,000, which the United States govern­
ment will be paying for services 
which only cost the British government 
$97,000,000. The present pension list of 
the United States costs more than the 
totauxpenditnre of Great Britain for her 
army and for military pensions. And 
when the new pension law comes into 
operation the pension expenditure and 
the cost of the army of the United States 
will be greater than the total cost of the 
British Army in the United Kingdom, 
the Colonies and India, and the British 
Militia and Volunteers, 
words the people of the United 
States will be paying as much for their 
25,000 soldiers and their pensioners as 
it costs Great Britain and India for an 
active army of 360,000 men, an army 
reserve of 55,000; a militia and yeoman­
ary force of 150,000 men and 250,000 
volunteers.

DEATH OF JEFFERSON DAVIS-
SEEKING TO INJURE CANADA- The ex-president of the Southern con­

federacy died this morning at bis resid­
ence, so quietly that the moment of his 
passing away could hardly be determin­
ed. He was upwards of eighty-one 
years of age and had been in weak 
health for some time. Jefferson Davis 
was not a great man hut he had the for­
tune to be at the head of the most stu­
pendous rebellion of modern times. 
It is probable that his want of 
capacity had ng small influence in caus­
ing the collapse of the confederacy. 
The death of Davis removes the last of 
the old confederate leaders whose names 
were the representatives of hatred be­
tween the North and the South.

The petition of the Castine people 
against the Canadian Pacific Railway 
has been quickly followed up by a bill 
having the same object in view. 
Yesterday Senator Hale iptroduced in 
the Senate a measure whien 
object the destruction of the Atlantic 
sea portsof Canada, so far as Congression­
al legislation can effect that object. The 
bill provides that articles of merchandise 
grown and manufactured in the United 
States and transported through any 
foreign country in bond for the purpose of 
reaching the United States, or for ship­
ment to any foreign country, may en­
ter the United States free of duty.

NOTE MD COMMENT-
The English Liberals for the first time 

for many years have an advanced party 
programme. It embraces the promotion 
of legislation to secure the one man one 
vote principle. It also embraces a short­
ening of the duration of Parliament : a 
reduction of the period of residence dh- 
abling a man to vote to three months ; 
compulsory powers to acquire allotments; 
the abolition of the duties on tea, coffee 
and cocoa ; a direct popular vote on the 
liquor traffic, and the disestablishment 
of the Church of England. This is a pro­
gramme which will draw all the Radical 
elements of the Liberal party to the 
front, and which will drive into the Con­
servative ranks all who c in not agree to 
these measures.

across Canada and intended for foreign 
shipment, cannot enter the United 
States free of duty, except for the trans­
portation to a United States shipment 
abroad. Articles of merchandise grown 
or manufactured in any foreign country, 
if transported to Canada and then to the 
United States, are subject to duty on 
entering the United States. The bill also 
provides that such articles as are trans­
ported across the ocean and landed at 
a seaport of the United States and pass 
through Canada in bond for the United 
States as the final port of destination,

. having paid duty at the seaport of the 
United States where bonded, are not sub­
ject to duty upon again entering the Un­
ited States for final destination.

Such is the bill which onr kind neigh­
bors, so much beloved by the St. John 
Globe, have proposed in Congress and 
which will probably pass. It will be 
seen that it only refers to goods the pro­
duce of the United States passing across 
Canadian territory, and this may 
lead some people to entertain the 
flattering belief that Canadian goods will 
not be interfered with in passing 
through United States territory. But 
this is a mere delusion. No legislation 
is required to stop the transit of Canadian 
goods through the United States to a 
Canadian port. The thing can be effected 
by means of a simple order from the 
Treasury Department. The intention of 
the framers of the act which is to ruin 
the ports of Canada is sufficiently shown 
by the wording of the section 
with refera ce to foreign goods 
in transit to Canada. Articles 
produced in a foreign country may 

• pass through the United States in 
bond, in transit to Canada, if landed at 
a United States port, but if landed at a 
Canadian port they are to be subject to 
duty. Thus it will be seen that Portland, 
Boston and New York may still enjoy 
the Canadian in transit trade, while St 
John and Halifax will be deprived of it.

This threatened legislation against our 
interests should put our people on the alert 
and make tnem more resolute than ever 
to win the trade of Canada for the ports 
of Canada. St. John has now connection 
with Montreal through Canadian terri­
tory by a line 250 miles shorter than the 
Intercolonial to Halifax, and, in the 
event of the Short Line through Maine 
being rendered useless for the carriage of 
freight by American legislation, we can 
fall back on the line by Riviere du Loop 
which is after all only 117 miles longer 
than the Short Line and which 
cannot be interfered with. All that is 
necessary to make this line effective is 
an agreement between the Grand Trunk, 
Intercolonial, Temiscouata and New 
Brunswick railways, and the making of 
the Fredericton bridge free. Then if 
Montreal and Toronto merchants were 
unpatriotic enought to import their 
q'bods through American ports their 
patriotism might be stimulated by the 
imposition of an additional duty of ten 
pgr ; cent .ôti all goods brought 
into Canada otherwi-e than through 
Canadian portai There is no doubt that 
in the end the hostile action of the 
United States Congress, if it follows the 
lines drawn by Senator Hale in his bill 
will have the result of benefiting the 
ports of Canada, provided our own gov­
ernment take the proper steps to protect 
Canadian interests.

STILL PAYING FOR THE WAR-
The people of the United States last 

year paid for pensions the large sum of 
$87,624,776 or almost three times as 
much as the total expenditure of Canada 
for all services during the year. Add to 
this the interest of the war debt amount­
ing to $41,001,484 and we have the sum 
of $128,626,260 which the people of the 
United States are still paying every year 
on account of the war. The pension 
legislation proposed by President Harri­
son in his message will add 
greatly to the pension expenditure. He 
suggests that evej y man who fought on 
the side of the Union during the war and 
who has become incapacitated from earn­
ing his living shall receive a pension. 
This law, if passed, will add enormously 
to the expenditure on pensions, and will, 
in the course of time, become virtually 
a service pension, including in its provi­
sions every man who fought in 
the war.

News. Tl»e New Word.
i Eupepsia is derived from the Greek, and means 
a condition of perfect digestion.

A DIFFICULT TRADE.
If tho device presents a solid face, the 

work of trimming is quickly done, but 
if it is an intricate monogram there is no 
end of sawing and filing. After the 
trimming has been completed the device, 
if of a base metal, receives a bath of 
aqua fortis. Then the face is polished 
on a “buffing” wheel, which runs by a 
treadle. As the wheel revolves its cir­
cumference of soft cloth is touched from 
time to time with a stick of red polishing 
material; Five minutes of buffing leaves 
the metal beautifully bright, but soiled 
here and there with the red polishing 
material A short bath in ammoniatecT 
water removes this, and then another 
light buffing leaves the surface smooth 
and brilliant. If the ornament is for 
harness, little metallic pins have been let 
into the solder back, so that it may be 
fastened to the leather.

The cutting out of initials from solid 
metal is a different branch of the busi­
ness. This involves engraving to give 
the surface an ornamental appearance, 
and electroplating with gold, silver or 
nickel, when it is not desired to make 
an expensive pin entirely out of costly 
metal. Those odd openwork pins with 
“Mamie,” “Gertrude,” “Fanny” and 
other feminine names in ornamental let­
ters are made thus.

The trade Is not easily learned. If a 
man would master it well he must first 
learn to draw cleverly, so as to make 
designs. It usually requires several
years to master this branch of the busi­
ness. Then the workman must learn to 
make his own tools. In addition to this, 
he must become a fairly skilled engraver 
or chaser. Then he must acouire the 
knack of doing all the other parts of the 
work with rapidity Mid precision. After 
a lifetime in the business the journey­
man finds that there are things yet to be 
learned. It Is becoming the fashion
now for the work to be split up among 
three or four men, so that no one of 
them learns the whole trade. Two fairly 
skilled workmen can make an intricate 
device in six or eight hours. Saddlers 
order them by the gross, advertisers use 
them in various ways, and private indi­
viduals with a taste for heraldry 
pride of ancestry keep their dies at some 
shop ready for emergency.—New York 
Star.
