Terrible Result of the Railroad Dise
aster—Wounded Slowly Roasted to
Death—Piles of Charred Limbs and
Human Cinders—Forty-Three Kill-
ed and 104 Injured.

Paris, July 29.—The collision between
two excursion trains at St. Mande, near

Vincennes, was a most terrible affair.

The engine of one of the excur-

sion {rains telescoped three carriages

loaded with excursionists, and at the
same time the reservoir of gas on the
damaged train exploded and set fire to
the wreckage, while scores of people were
pinioned down, wounded and helpless,
beneath the ruins of the three carriages.

In a very short time the flames spread

to such an extent that numbers of the

wounded were slowly roasted to death
before the eyes of those who were doing
their utmost to rescue them.

THE TORONTO INDUSTRIAL SCHOOL.

The Victoria Industrial School Asso-
ciation, of Toronto, appeals for financial
aid, and its record is such that its appeal
will doubtless have a liberal response
from the generous-minded citizens of On-
tario. Funds are wanted for the enlarge-
ment of its accommodations which are
overcrowded, and 119 boys
are now awaiting admission, the
ption of whom is impossible at pre-
gent. For the purposes of the school the
province of Ontario has given $17,000,
eight acres of land in fee simple and 40
acres at a nominal rent. The city of To-
ronto has given $34,000 and private ben-
efactors $15,000. With this money the
board of management haye built three
for the ydation of 110
boys, but into which 146 are
pow crowded, & main building, 2
school house with assembly hall for
Sunday school, etc., workshops, barn,
stables and other outbuildings which,
with farm . improvements have cost
about $83,000.

GARBLING THE EVIDENCE.

Readers of the Globe who desire to ar-
rive at the truth shoutd be warned
against the manner in which the evi-
dence given by the witnesses before the
committee on privileges is reported in
that paper.

Witness used togo to Nicholas
Connolly’s office every day while the
election campaign was going on. He
thought $5,000 was about the sum that
would be required for Three Rivers.
That is why he had suggested that sum
to Thibault and Connolly. He consid-
ered that a comparatively small sum for
an election.

The Globe carefully conceals from its
readers the fact that Laforce Langevin
testified that his remark about the $5,-
000 was made in jest, and without the
slightest expectation that any money
would be sent by the Connollys. None,
in point of fact, was sent,—and yet,
Laforce Langevin's evidence is 80 doe-
tored and distorted as to make it appear
that he was acting as an agent for his
father in order to obtain a corruption
fand with which to win the Three
Liivers election.

26: No man can visit this thriving place
without being impressed with the pros-
perity of the inhabitants. I do not
know of any place where farming is car-
ried on more successfully and systema-
tically than in Harvey. The way they
have their different fields of grass and
grain laid off, is delightful. Crops of all
kinds are extra good this season;the
best flelds of timotby in the Maritime
Proyinces this year are here. The peo-
pléare very industrious and intelligent,
and are all in comfortable circumstances.
One thing that struck me very forcibly
was to see tho women engaged with
the men in outside work on the farms.
This scene took me back to the days of
my youth, when I saw the women, both
young and old, working together with
the men, hay making, and more than
that, to lear their dialect,—which was
more striking still, for there was no un-
certain sound in their voices. They
speak as broad to-day in Harvey as they
did two hundred years ago in Scotland,
both parents and children.

She arrived early
this morning in tow of the tug Storm
King from Kingsport, N. 8., and is now
lying at the Custom House wharf. The
Canada is in every sense of the word &
magnificent craft and her immense size
and symmetrical lines will doubtless
cause favorable comment in every port’
at which she touches. Captain N. V.
Monroe, the commander, has captained
several large ships aud only recently
left the well known ship Karoo to take
the Canada.

The Canada’s demensions are: 240
feet keel ; 27 feet hold and 280 feet over-
all. Her gross tonnage is 2375. The
net tonnage is not yet exactly known by
the captain,

The cabins of the vessel are well fitted
up and comfortable. The captain’s
cabin; officers rooms and dining room
are beautifnlly finished and quite
roomy and well ventilated. The cap-
tain’s room is finished in walnat, ash
and rosewood. The other rooms are
finished in white ash, pitch pine etc,
A large and convenient office is on
the port side, just off the dining
room while just off of this is sito-
ated a bath room. Off the pantry
there is & bread room which at-
tracts considerablé attention; it i8
lined with tin in order that the bread
may be thoroughly preserved and is
calculated to hold an immense quantity
of that commodity.

The cabins have yet to bé finished and
at this work skilled laborers are now en-
gaged. The Canada willcarry 18 men
before the mast and four boys, in addi-
tion to her officers. She will be rigged
with skysail yards and when loaded
will present a most graceful appgarance.
