AT NEW ORLEANS.
A BAD SPIRIT DEVELOPING AMONG 

THE TOUGHS. MAYOR BARKERS DEATH.
Kilrain** Departure From Cincinnati 

and bis Speech to the Snlliran 
Crowd There.

New Orleans, July 5. There appeared 
to be a good deal of ill-feeling between 
the partisans of Sullivan and Kilrain 
about the hotel rotundas yesterday and 
there were a good many acrimonious 
discussions in which expletives more 
forcible than elegant were used.

There seems to be a disposition on the 
part of interested parties to get every 
dollar there is in sight, and the question 
of admitting even members of the local 
press is causing some bitterness among 
the respective managers. It has been de­
cided that each local paçer shall be al­
lowed two representatives and each prom­
inent outside paper but one.

It has been arranged that no part of 
the gate money shall be paid over until 
the fight is finally decided, and if it is 
not a square fight it will not be paid over 
at all but be retured to the ticket holders. 
This is the programme of the local man­
agers. They are reliable men and will be 
very apt to carry out their programme.

A New York correspondent telegraphs 
his paper that the Sullivan men are offer­
ing odds that Kilrain will not arrive to­
day, Saturday or Sunday and will take 
odds that Jake will not appear in the ring 
Monday. He affirms that Lyney Tracey, 
a strong Sullivan man, met Billy Hard­
ing, who represents R. K. Fox, Kilrain’s 
backer, and offered to bet $50, that Kil­
rain will not appear in New Orleans. 
Harding refused to bet 

Gov. Lowry not having succeeded in 
catching Sullivan in Mississippi, offered 
$1000 reward for the arrest of Kilrain, 
twice what he offered for Snllivan. Th is 
too is estimated to be a Kilrain party 
contrivance. John L. arose this morn * 
ing in the best of spirits and health 
He has taken on a little flesh during the 
trip and will do some work in the Young 
Men’s Gymnasium club.

Mike Cleary is sure to go behind the big 
fellow and Muldoon will undoubtedly be 
second man although Arthur Chambers 
may be selected at the last moment 
Jake Bosnett will be his umpire.

Bud Renaud has engaged Capt. Tom 
Jamison and twenty regulators, armed 
with Winchesters, to protect the fighters, 
while 100 men, 50 on each side, are se­
lected to take charge of the inner ring.

HE IS SUDDENLY SUMMONED TO 
THE GREAT UNKNOWN.

A Useful Life Suddenly Ended—A Sketch 
of His Career.

“Mayor Barker is dead.” This was the 
expression one heard this morning. It 
was generally believed that Mr. Barker 
had conquered the disease which came 
so near having a fatal termination a fort­
night ago. The news of his death this 
morning was quite unexpected and pro­
duced a decided shock in all classes of 
the community. It was known that the 
Mayor was very ill but everyone was 
hoping to see him on the streets again in 
a few days. The expectation was rude­
ly shattered by the report of his death. 
Up to yesterday Mr. ^Barker had been 
slowly, but apparently surely, recovering 
from his illness. And it w is only his 
medical advisers who yesterday failed to 
find the
they had noted on previous days. 
Hoping that nothing serious would be 
the outcome, and believing that the 
mayor, having polled through his serious 
turn of two weeks fago would rally 
again, nothing was said.

At midnight, however, Mr. Barker got 
very much worse and suddenly choked 
up,breathing with the greatest difficulty; 
a short time after he became uncon­
scious and remained so until he died, 
which event took place at 5.15 this 
morning. His father, mother, wife and 
family were at his bedside when death 
closed his eyes.

George A. Barker was a SL John man 
by birth and sympathy. He loved the 
city where he first saw the light and his 
voice and arm were ever raised in de­
fence of old SL John. His father, Thos.
B. Barker, is a descendant of the first 
English settlers of Mangerville. His 
mother is a sister to SirLeonard Tilley and 
is from Loyalist stock. Born in St John, 
Mr. Barker received his education at 
the old grammar school on the corner of 
Horsfleld and Germain sts. Upon leav­
ing school he entered the drug business 
then controlled by Hon. S. L. Tilley and 
afterwards purchased by his father who 
conducted it alone for a time, afterwards 
admitting his sons Frederick, George 
and Harry as partners. Subsequently 
George A. Barker became the sole pro­
prietor of the retail business which lie 
conducted for several years and of which 
he was the manager at the time of his 
election to the mayoralty.

Mr. Barker never sought civic honors 
until two years ago, when he was defeat­
ed by Ex-Mayor Henry J. Thorne. There 
were five candidates in the field. This 
spring he again offered, and defeated Mr.
C. A. Everett by an overwhelming 
majority. For a number of years, 
Mr. Barker had occupied a seat

The Frightful Experience of n Provi­
dence Aeronaut.

Providence-, R I., July 4.—A frightful 
experience was that of Prof. Malvern H. 
Allen, one of the Allen family of aeronauts 
in this city this afternoon. He was un­
der contract to make an ascension from 
the Crawford street bridge, and had a 
new balloon. The inflation proceeded 
slowly on account of the bad weather, but 
at 4:30 o’clock the air vessel was 
ready for her flight, Prof. Allen had ar­
ranged to take a Providence Journal re­
porter with him, but at the last moment 
it was seen that the air was too heavy 
for the balloon to lift two men, so he 
started off alone. The ascent was slow, 
the balloon rising as straight as though 
running in a groove; for 200 feet there 
was no variation of the course, and then 
the balloon drifted seaward for a quarter 
of a mile, but rising, struck a northwest- 
ly current and was swept toward East 
Providence. One low cloud was passed 
through, then another was reached, but 
before the balloon had time to clear it,the 
spectators were horified to see the stream­
er suddenly stand straight in the air, 
followed by a fluttering in the airship, as 
though it had struck a sharp head wind. 
Then the baloon swayed like a boy’s kite 
with a broken string, and sunk like a 
rocket The balloon was now 2500 feet 
high, but Prof, Allen could be seen 
clambering into the rigging. Then the 
craft rolled over and over and was lost to 
sight behind Prospect hill. A hurried 
trip was made to East - Provi­
dence, where the 
learned that Professor 
loon had dropped into the Daggett lot, 
near Broadway, and that the daring 
aeronaut had a miraculous escape from a 
horrible death. Prof. Allen was uncon­
scious when he landed, but, after a vigor­
ous shaking by those who ran to his assist­
ance, he came to, and was quite chipper. 
He was placed in a hack and brought to 
this city. Mrs. Allen was present when 
the balloon went up, and was among the 
first to realize the extreme 'peril of the 
aerial navigator, and fainted.

Prof. Allen, since his arrival in this 
city,says that he was in a cloudbank go­
ing doe sooth, and feared that he was 
going into the sea, so he pulled the ex­
plosion cord and ripped his balloon from

Mrs. Edward Allen made an ascension 
from the Dexter training ground at the 
same time, and was a witness of the 
collapse, being almost at the same alti­
tude. She began to work for a landing 
as soon as she was safely across the bay 
and came down near Riverside, on Nar- 
ragansett bay.

WILL NOT BE INTERRUPTED.

The Principals May be Arrested After 
the Fight bat not Before.

New Orleans, La., July 4.—Messrs. 
Renaud, Duffy, Stevenson and Bamitt, 
the mysterious four who have charge of 
all the arrangements for the fight here 
were absent at the ring all day today, put­
ting some finishing touches on it. and, not 
withstanding the pretences of nou-prepar- 
ation, it is generally believed that every­
thing will be found in perfect order by 
Monday. It is known for certain that 
the Western Union sent out its agents 
yesterday and improved the telegraphic 
facilities between the ring and New Or­
leans. It is not improbable that there 
may he some misunderstanding and 
friction between the Governor and the 
sheriff of St. Tammany about the fight. 
The Governor, in his proclamation, said 
the matter was one entirely for the 
sheriff and the local authorities, and 
called upon them to do their duty, threat­
ening to report them to the Legislature if 
they did not. The sheriff has assumed 
the responsibility, but thè view he takes 
in regard to the ball fight to come off at 
Abita Sunday would indicate that he is not 
going to interfere with the pugilists. If 
he makes up his mind that there is no 
law to prevent a prize fight, he is likely 
to stick to that view, whether the Gover­
nor thinks differently or not The gener­
al belief here today is that the fight will 
not he interrupted, but that the principals 
will be arrested afterward on a charge of 
breach of the peace and assault and 
battery on each other, charges that are 

likely to come to much. t
The people of Abita and St. Tammany 

want the fight to take place there, and 
are likely to vigorously oppose any at­
tempt of the officers to stop it Tho 
Louisville & Nashville and the Queen & 
Crescent roads have been connected by 
a switch back of the town that will give 
the managers of the fight two strings to 
their bows. They can run their ring 
train from one track to the other, stand 
out on the Louisville & Nashville and 
swap to the Queen and Crescent; or vice 
versa. If they hear that there is any 
danger of interference on one line, the 
train will be run on the other; and as 
these two lines connect with every rail­
road mnning out of New Orleans, Gov. 
Nichols will have to have a 
man at every station in southern 
Louisiana to stop the fight The fear 
entertained yesterday that the Governors 
would act together seems to have passed 
away, aud there now seems to be little 
fear of interference. The transportation 
to Captain Jameson and his 20 Missis­
sippi rangers was furnished to-day, and 
they wifi be in town tomorrow. The 
chief of police will have a force on duty 
at the Queen and Crescent depot Monday 
morning to see that things aro in order 
here and no disturbance occurs before 
the excursionists leave the city. Once 
out of New Orleans Jameson’s rangers 
will take possession of the train, and do 
all the policing.

Aleck Brewster, who has been 
so prominently mentioned as referee 
and whose selection would give general 
satisfaction here, has put this out of the 
question by starting on a long yacht 
cruise, not to end until after the fight. 
Sullivan is still a favorite in the netting. 
In the SL Charles Turf Exchange this 
evening, the proprietor, after vainly try­
ing to sell a pool on the fight, offered to 
bet $1000 to $600 that Sullivan would win. 
This found no takers, and he met with 
the same success when he offered to 
bet six hundred to one thousand dollars 
that Kilrain would win. Capt Bat, Gal­
vin, ex-chief of police of New Orleans, 
tried to put $1000 on Sullivan today, but

A Vast Amount of Labor Performed bnt 
Still Mach To do.

Everything bo far lias worked well for 
the success of the Summer Carnival. The 
orignators of the scheme, and the public 
generally,have given considerable of their 
time and energies to promote the best 
interests of the city, and the week of 
July 22 and 29 promises to be one of the 
greatest in the history of St. John.

Decidedly the best joke^of-the season 
is the proposal formulated by a number 

,3£-4he4ii£li Americans in Chicago to 
establish a Franco-Irish American in 
Canada, which was described in our de­
spatches yesterday. The idea is to ob­
tain a large tract of land in Canada and 
to colonize it with one million Irish and 
Irish American families. When the 
Irish have become .numerous enough, 
they are to join with the Irish 
already in Canada and the French, 
capture the Canadian govern­
ment, and form a powerful F;ranco-lrish 
republic. This plan has a strong family 
likeness to Capt. Bobadil’s scheme for the 
destruction of a hostile army of 30,000 
men, which he proposed to wipe out of 
existence in a certain number of weeks— 
by computation. It is rather against its 
success, however, that the French in 
Canada have always shown a decided an­
tipathy to the Irish Catlrolics, with 
whom on religious grounds they 
might lie supposed to lie on 
good terms.

The postmaster of Crouchville took his 
color from |the times, and made it the, 
study of his life to range himself on the 
strongest side,a peculiarity which expos­
ed him to many sarcastic observations.

‘•The old sucker,” said Captain Pipes,as 
he blew a great cloud of tobacco smoke 
away, “ jest sticks like a limpet to a rock.
It is nothing short of public robbery to 
keep him there.”

“ It’s my opinion,” said Captain Pipon 
reflectively, “ that he’ll stay. He’s been 
buried up and forgotten like a fossil and 
nobody at Ottawa knows anything 
about him.”

The views thus expressed may be said 
to have represented the average opinion 
of Crouchville which was mostly hostile 
to the postmaster, at all events behind 
his back. A rural postmaster usually 
receives more open flattery and more un­
derhand abuse than most men, and 
Silvanus Plummer was no exception to 
this general rule. Almost every one 
found it to his interest to be very civil 
and even deferential to him for if so 
disposed he had it in his power to delay 
or even to make way with important let­
ters without the injured party having 
much chance of redress. But when the 
postmaster’s back was turned his faults 
were not forgotten. It was darkly 
whispered that he was in the habit of 
opening all the letters, especially love 
letters, that he could contrive to read 
and there were even tales told of money 
letters being missing which had never 
been accounted for.

Silvanus Plummer had originally been 
a small man and age had not increased 
his size. He had a decided stoop, a 
weazened face and a pair of sharp little 
eyes with a singularly fox-like expres­
sion. His voice was Sharp and shrill 
and generally pitched in a high key. 
But his great weakness was his inclina­
tion to gossip. He was consumed with 
curiosity to get to every detail of the 
petty tittle-tattle which passes current in 
every rural community. It was this 
cariosity which originally caused him to 
apply for the position of postmaster and 
which under his management had made 
the post office a sort of news exchange 
where all had the opportunity of hearing 
the worst things possible about their 
neighbors.

The postmaster of Crouchville was a 
bachelor, although it was said he had 
been in hie time a suitor for the hand of 
several young ladies in the town. By 
becoming postmaster he contrived to 
pat himself in the way of having his 
feelings lacerated many times a week for

by some successful rival. Much wrestl­
ing with adverse circumstances of this 
nature had made Plummer prematurely 
old. He found it every year more wear­
ing on him to keep the run of the love 
making, gossip and scandal of the towrn, 
but he persevered with undiminished 
zeal.

The post office of Crouchville compriz­
ed an outer room for the public and an 
inner room for the postmaster himself. 
Few were ever admitted into this sacred 
apartment, for it was there that in some 
mysterious fashion Silvanus contrived to 
become posessed of the secrets of his 
neighbors. Long practice had made 
him extremely skillful at the work of 
opening letters and closing them with­
out leaving any trace of the process to 
which they had been subjected. A long 
thin knife sharper than any razor, 
a little gum arabic mixed with alcohol 
and a fine camel’s hair brush were all 
the tools be required to effect his pur­
pose and unlock the treasure house of 
knowledge. The postmaster was wary 
enough to keep these implements hid­
den away and todo his work in private. 
Even his most trusted cronies Jeff. 
Burton and Tom Coy, although often 
permitted to enter his inner sanctuary 
and regularly informed as to what was 
going on never were told how the post­
master’s knowledge was acquired. They 
all argued that in point of smartness Sil­
vanus was “jest extraordinar.”

Silvanus Plummer, like other prominent 
men, had enemies who plotted his de­
struction. The most persevering of 
these was Jack Halsey a thriving trader 
of the place, who had become impressed 
with the idea that the postmaster had 
opened one of his 
and obtained therefrom some infor­
mation which enabled a rival trader to 
forestall him in an important operation. 
The rival trader was the postmaster’s 
friend Tom Coy. Halsey vented his 
wrath in a number of forcible expres­
sions and awaited a chance “to get even 
with old Sill”, as he expressed it As a 
preliminary step he carried round a 
paper addressed to the Postmaster 
General asking that a change be made 
in the Crouchville post office. This re­
ceived many signatures and went on to 
Ottawain due course.

Jack Halsey was a bachelor of thirty- 
five, who avowed his intention of 
entering into the holy state of matrimony. 
When he was eighteen he had fallen in 
love with a woman ten years older than 
himself, and being disappointed in his 
wishes at that time, had recorded a vow 
against the married state. So in spite of 
the many sweet female smiles that were 
wasted on hi u, he went on his own way, 
making a great deal of money at his 
business, but remaining single. It 
said indeed that Halsey was the richest 
man in Crouchville, and perhaps he was. 
At all évents, he was rich enough to 
maintain a line establishment and to 
support a wife in handsome style.

Halsey lived in a spacious mansion, a 
short distance from the village, and his 
mother kept house fur him. Mrs. Hal­
sey was more than sixty years of age and, 
as Jack was her only son, she was natur­
ally very proud of him. But she was 
totally opposed to his anti-marriage 
policy, and did not hesitate to speak her 
mind freely on the subject.
