Washington, Aug. 16.—Official advices 
received here to-day state that the Jap­
anese commander-in-chief reports that 
the Russian cruiser Pallada was sunk 
by Japanese torpedo boats on the night 
of August 10th.

officials remaining here have attended a 
special service in the Russian settlement 
in honor of the Emperor’s son, Alexis.

General Kouropatkin’s review at An- 
shanshan yesterday in the rain, when 
the troops passed before the commander 
and staff through mud and growing Chi­
nese corn, testified to the enthusiasm 
shown in the ranks.

Two days’ festivities ended yesterday 
on the south front of the army.

The Twelfth Siberian regiment, which 
lias been honored by a dispatch from 
the Emperor appointing his son colonel- 
in-chief, is distinguished for its partici­
pation in the battle of Shintien Cheng, 
and all the fi-hts along the Feng Huang 
Cheng road, including that of July 31st.

The Japanese reported to be much 
nearer Anshanshan, on the southeast, 
than 12 miles, and Lieut.-Gen. 
salitch’s troops, who had a severe 
skirmish on the 13th, are now in daily 
touch with the enemy.

The latter’s advance guards, beginning 
a few mites south of Anshanshan, swung 
around to Sincheng, and are occupying 
Liandiansian and Kuchiatz, about 30 
miles southeast of Liao Yang, and the 
hills opposite Pensihim, about 40 miles 
east of Liao Lang.

Tokio, Aug. 16.—Noon.—It seems cer­
tain that the Russian protected cruiser 
Pallada was torpedoed and sunk during 
the naval battle of August 10th., She 
failed to «return to Port Arthur, and has 
not been reported since Admiral Togo’s 
fleet departed on various missions the 
night of August 10th, when the Russians 
retreated.

Belated reports from various vessels 
continue to reach Admiral Togo. The 
Japanese destroyers and. torpedo boats 
made a series of attacks during the pur­
suit of the Russian warships. One de­
stroyer reports that she hit a vessel of 
the Pnl!ach> type, and it is thought the 
v,ess<"- it 14 believed to be
proon bit- that the entire 
either killed or drowned.

Admiral Togo in reporting to the ad­
miralty says it appears certain that the 
Pallada was sunk. It was thought at 
first that the Pallada escaped southward 
with the Novik and Askold, and the ad­
miralty believed she was concealed in- the 
vicinity of the Yangtse river.

Whatever her fate is, it soon will be 
determined. If she is afloat she will be 
speedily reported, and if destroyed it is 
probable that some of her wreckage will 
be found.

The Japanese generally are comparing 
the treatment accorded to the crew of the 
Rurik to that* accorded by the Vladi­
vostock squadron to those on board the 
transport Hitacfiin, which the squadron 
sank June 15th during Its first raid. A 
prominent official said to-day : “Japan 
has avenged fhe Hitachin. Admiral 
Kamimura rescued and succored those 
who aided in sinking the HSta^hin, who 
sailed away from hundreds of drowning 
victims.

Af­
ter the council closed the emphatic state­
ment was made that Great Britain feels 
it was absolutely essential to her own 
interests and those of the entire world 
that the neutrality of China shall be 
observed by the two belligerents, and 
Great Britain will make earnest efforts 
to secure this result.

In the Knight Commander case the 
British government will instruct Am­
bassador Hardinge that it will insist 
that there was no justification in inter­
national law for sinking the steamer. 
The British note will be couched in the 
most conciliatory tones, and it is fully 
expected in cabinet circles that the 
question will be adjusted by Russia 
paying an adequate indemnity.

New York, Aug. 16—'the Tokio cor­
respondent of the New York Times says, 
under date of August 15th:

“Concerning the incident of the seizure 
of the Ryeshiteini at Chefoo, Japan’s [ bjq.jjt WARSHIPS 
contention, I understand, is that she is 1 
prepared strictly to respect China’s neu­
trality as far as Russia respects it, but 
if Russian troops and ships elude pur­
suit by taking refuse in adjacent terri­
tory belonging to China, whose neutrali­
ty plainly is imperfect, inasmuch as she 
is incompetent fully to discharge her 
neutral duties, then in the face of plain 
proofs of such incompetency, Japan will 
be compelled to enforce her belligerent 
rights.

“The Ryeshiteini lay for 27 hours at 
Chefoo without any signs "of being dis­
armed or of leaving the port, thus obvi­
ously violating China’s neutrality. There­
fore Japan was obliged to take steps 
to avert dangerous potentialities, such 
as abuse of asylum.”

St. Petersburg, Aug. 17.—12.55 p. n5.— 
Russia has agreed to the disarmament of 
the Russian cruiser Askold, now at 
Shanghai.

The admiralty here do not confirm the 
reported arrival of the Russian cruisers 
Diana.and Pallada at Vladivostock. A 
dispatch received this morning’ from 
Viceroy Alexieff, who is at Vladivostock, 
makes no mention of those two warships.

A rumor was in circulation last night 
to the effect that the cruisers Diana and1 
Pallada had reached Vladivostock and 
not Port Arthur, as at first reported. It

The engagement opened 
at 5.23 a.m.

“The Rurik, being the slowest of the 
enemy’s vessels, was constantly left be­
hind, and she formed a target for our 
incessant fire. The Rossia and the 
Gromqboi gallantly attempted several 
times to protect the Rurik. They 'fre­
quently returned to the Rurik, and 
when united the three advanced together.

“Our fleet thus had the advantage, 
pouring fire from its formation in the 
shape of a letter ‘T.’

“The enemy’s ships were seen to be on 
fire several times, showing thereby that 
they were heavily damaged.

“The Rurik was finally disabled and 
her fire weakened. She began lowering 
in the water, listing to port.

“The Rossia and Gromoboi finally 
escaped.

“But then our fourth detachment, con­
sisting of the protected cruisers Naniva, 
jCapt. Wada, and the Tahashiho, Capt. 
Nori, having been seen attacking the 
Rurik. our squadron pursued the Rossia 
and Gromoboi. Severe fighting continu­
ed for several hours.

“The Rossia and Gromoboi escaped to 
the northward at full speed.

(he forward funnel. All the searchlights 
on the cruiser are damaged beyond re­
pair. The torpedo netting was cut up by 
a shell and is practically useless. The 
bottom of the Askold has several old and 
new injuries.

London, Aug. 18.—Special dispatches 
from the seat of war, printed in this 
morning’s London newspapers, contain 
accounts from both Russian and Japan­
ese officers of the naval battle of Aug. 
10th. but these accounts add little tc 
the details already published. According 
to the story of Command-er Ogura, of 
the Japanese battleship Mikasa, who 
arrived with the wounded at Sasebo, as 
given in the Daily Mail’s Kobe corres­
pondence, the Japanese flagship at noon, 
when 30 miles from Port Arthur, signal­
led “engage,” at which there were loud 
cries of “banzai.”

She 
was operated there until purchased by 
the Canadian Pacific and sent north. 
The vessel was 154 feet long, 34 feet 
beam and had a gross tonnage of 510.

A MONSTER LOAD.

The Oriental liner Tremont will be 
leaving the Sound for China and Japan 
as soon as repairs to her hull, damaged 
through a collision with the Ramona, 
have been made good. The Tremont’s 
flour is consigned principally to the 
ports of Hongkong, Kobe, Moji, Shahg- 
hai and Yokohama. She is taking one 
of the largest shipments of American 
flour ever made from a Puget Sound 
port to the Orient. Of flour and gen­
eral merchandise she will take about 
14,000 measurement tons. Already the 
vessel has a large list of passengers 
booked. Those of the first cabin crowd 
include John Charles Rathbum, an 
honorary graduate of the University of 
Washington, who has accepted the chair 
of mathematics and sciences in the Tung- 
wen institute at Amoy, China.

Victoria is now in possession of two 
independently owned and operated steam 
launches for the Gorge service. The 
newest addition is a model of neatness 
and adaptability for work.

The Shamrock made a trial run to 
Esqnimauit and back Wednesdays small 
number of passengers being the gnest 
of Michael Hare, her owner and engi­
neer. A cruise along the shore line, 
then a view of the “dogs of war” lying 
at anchor in the harbor beyond and a 
swift run back to port was accorHed. 
The performance of the smart little 
craft, so soon to take her place on one 
of Victoria’s most popular waterways, 
was of -eoufse the main attraction'of the 
trip.

There was no tumultuous motion of 
the water to test the seagoing qualities 
of the boat, hut all was fair for speed 
and the Shamrock gave every indication 
that when worked down she will develop 
a good ten knots. She cuts through the 
water with comparatively little commo­
tion, the wave she throws being such as ( 
should not send everything around in the 
way of small boats into confusion.

The Shamrock has been built so that 
at the expiration of the tourist season 
she can be housed in and placed in heavy 
work. But there should always be a 
demand for such a craft for pleasure pur­
poses. A trip up Saanich Inlet or to 
many other of Victoria’s resorts, now 
seemingly unthought of by steamboat 
men, would be superlatively charming. 
The steamer is roofed in by an awning 
spreading from stem to stern. The en­
gine room is encased and abutting this 
housing aft is a cock-pit with seats ar­
ranged in and conveniently around.

In regular service, the Shamrock will 
run every hour from 2 o'clock in the 
afternoon until late in the evening of 
each day, making but one trip in the 
morning. The fare for the passage to 
the-Gorge will be ten cents, and twenty 
cents will be charged for the round 
trip. The Shamrock will be command­
ed by Capt. George Kirkendale. She 
will be run as a competitive boat to the 
Dominion, "and if operated on a different 
schedule the trio should give residents 
living on the Arm as frequent a service 
as they could desire. This tor so short 
a time after the service was inaugurated 
is something which transportation com­
panies can ponder over.

LIBEL PROCEEDINGS.
“Libel proceedings were 

against the steamship Tremont yesterday 
by the Pacific Coast Company as a 
result of the collision between that ves­
sel and the Seattle-Vancouver steamer 
Ramona, which occurred off Marrow- 
stone point about 2 o’clock Monday 
morning," says Wednesday’s Post-Intel­
ligencer. “A similar action, probably, 
will be commenced by the Boston Steam­
ship Company, which owns the Tremont, 
against the Ramona. Neither vessel is 
seriously injured, hut as a result of the 
mishap each will have to undergo a 

* marine survey and inspection, 
specific amount of damages is asked by 
the libelant. The complaint, however, 
sets forth that the services of the Ra­
mona" are worth $400 per day, and that 
as a result of the injury She will be laid 
up about two weeks. Among other al­
legations in the complaint is the follow­
ing: ‘The collision would not have occur­
red had not the Tremont, after answer­

SECOND INQUIRY.
“After a brief hearing of the appeal of 

Scott A. DeLaunay from the decision of 
the local marine inspectors, revoking his 
license as an engineer upon the ground 
that he was chiefly responsible for the 
Clallam disaster, Capt. John Berming- 
ham, supervising inspector of the dis­
trict, took the matter under advisement 
yesterday,” says Tuesday’s 
Intelligencer. “Seven witnesses were ex­
amined for DeLaunay, and no testimony 
was offered on the other side. The wit­
nesses who testified offered nothing new. 
The witnesses were: George H. Lent, T. 
J. Heffeman, of the Heffernan Engine 
Works; Capt. George Roberts, of the 
Clallam; Scott A. DeLaunay, Wm. C. 
Schreek, port engineer; John L. Atkins, 
oiler; Patrick Mattick, fireman. Mattick 
was the only new witness, and his testi­
mony was unimportant. The entire ef­
fort of the appellant was to show that 
the Clallam was nnseaworthy. . The 
testimony of Mattick tended to show 
that the pumps could not work freely 
because the pipes were clogged with loose 
coal. DeLaunay testified to the same 
effect, and he claimed that the pumps 
were kept working as we’ll as possible 
under the circumstances.

“The condition of the broken dead­
light and of the ship’s rudder were also 
brought up, but no facts were elicited 
in regard to either. DeLaunay expects 
to rely mainly on the contention that the 
ruling against him by the local inspec­
tors. Whitney and Turner, was unwar­
ranted by the testimony at the investi­
gation. Capt. Bermingham said yester­
day that he would take some time to 
look into the case, and might not give a 
decision for two or three weeks.”

Agent of Chicago Board of Trade Stops 
a Leak in the Service.

The people of Kamloops were once en­
thused by Dr. Bryce, Mr. Gage and others 
with the possibilities of becoming a flour­
ishing community through the misfortunes 
of those attacked! by the white man’s 
plague, but conditions have materially 
changed since then. Healthy settlers have 
taken up land for miles round; a large tract 
Is being brought under Irrigation and divid­
ed Into small holdings for fruit and diversi­
fied farming; two important mines are be­
ing thoroughly developed, aud one has al­
ready erected1 a large concentrating plant; 
the further development of others and they 
possibilities of a smelter tn the near future, 
and various other enterprises, offer a future 
tx> Kamloops that a resort for consumptives 
would never give.

Our American cousins In Colorado and 
California have sought state aid to checlr 
the Inrush of consumptives, who were found 
to be mostly without means. The people 
of Kamloops are ready to take advantage 
of the experience of others, and have con­
cluded that the disadvantages outweigh 
the advantages or bene^ts, or our neigh­
bors would not seek legislation to drive 
away the almlgMy dollar.

The “dry belt” is not: confined totKam- 
loops and a few miles round. The interior 
plateau lying between the Coast range and 
the Selkirks, and stretching north and 
south from latitude 52 deg. (about 100 miles 
north of the Thompson river) down to the 
International boundary, is more or less in 
the dry belt, according 'to the altitude. It 
is a grazing country up to 3,500 feet and a 
farming one up to 2,500 feet, if irrigation 
Is available.

There are hundreds of suitable localities 
in valleys free from the wind and dust 
which Kamloops unfortunately experiences 
every now and then, and wMch, In the 
opinion of many medical' men, makes It un­
suitable for consumptives.

Dr. Bryce in the “Climates, of Canada” 
describes part of this dry belt as follows:

The Okanagan valley, of ail British Col­
umbia, has the climate which would go far 
ito give It claims as the great Canadian 
sanitarium.”

Among other possible sites, sufficiently 
remote from' populous settlements and 
growing towns and sharing all the good of 
the climatic advantages possessed by Kam­
loops, may be mentioned Penny», situated 
between Ashcroft and Savonas. This spot 
Is as favorable as many others, being on the 
C. P. R., within easy reach of markets, 
etc., and with a good supply of ^excellent 
water.

It does not seem to be generally known 
that Mr. John Shields, of Ashcroft, has 
generously offered to donate >0 acres of 
land for a sanitarium site, and, In addi­
tion, free electric light, water and tele­
phone, for five years, at .Boston Flat, a 
charming valley suitable in every way, and 
situated three miles from Ashcroft,

Why do not the board ot health send 
their tents there and form a consumptive 
colony till funds admit of the erection of a 
proper sanitarium? A few only, limited to 
about a dozen, are trying to foist the sani­
tarium on this city, and apparently have 
some “pull.” A league has been formed, 
embracing In its membership every promin­
ent citizen of Kamloops, to uphold, and 
port a sanitarium anywhere but fit Kam­
loops or Its vicinity.

It was stated at the convention held last 
October in Victoria that consumptives re­
quired to be taught to prevent spreading 
the disease. Is there any wonder, there­
fore, that the citizens of Kamloops decline 
to turn the town into a schoolroom for the 
learners at the risk of themselves and their 
children becoming pupils In, their turn?

Washington, Aug. 16.—Minister Conger 
has sent to the state department a copy of 
a remarkable Imperial edict issued by the 
Chinese Empress Dowager, Tsl His!, and 
promulgated by the Emperor.

AT FULLEST CAPACITY

Representative of Big Company Returns 
From Visit to Qnatsino Sound 

—A Good Showing.

Hon. R. Prefontaine May Go North With 
G. T. P. Officials in Search of

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
That there is an extensive body of 

zinc ore in the vicinity of Qnatsino 
Sound, and furthermore that it is at­
tracting the Attention of United States 
capital, are facts that have come to light 
through the visit to the northern part of 
the Island of Thos. Jones, representative 
of the Lanyon. Zinc Company, of Iola, 
Kansas, one of the largest mining com­
panies on the continent.

Mr. Jones has just returned from his 
visit of inspection, which occupied- 
twenty days, and is preparing a report 
for headquarters. He found in thé Peer­
less group, which adjoins the June group 
on the southeast arm of Quatsinq'Sound, 
and the Minerva fraction ou the other 
side, some promising properties, with the 
very best showings he has yet seen. He 
brought down a number of samples, some 
of which run fifty per cent, or there­
abouts in zinc.

He was surprised that they had not 
been more extensively developed, and 
from what he said in conversation with 
a Times representative this afternoon it 
is quite likely that his company will ex­
ploit the zinc resources there to a con­
siderable degree. Although it is hardly 
probable that, for a time at least, reduc­
tion works will be erected on Qnatsino 
Sound, the opportunities for other com­
panies doing so are very attractive. The

There must be at least, a few days’ 
close season, if the department did not 
arrive at a decision for a permanent close 
season. •

He referred to the lobster industry in 
Eastern Canada. Three years ago the 
industry was completely ruined, but 
the propagation had been carried on 
with such good care, that this season, 
although it was a month shorter than 
usual owing to the late spring, the catch 
was fair and reasonable. Application 
was made to extend the season, but the 
department said no, and refilsed because 
it believed that when proper rules gave 
satisfaction they should be strictly ad­
hered to. In British Columbia it might 
be advisable to establish a close season, 
and it wpuid not be diflieult to agree 
upon a date with those in the industry. 
He was pleased to hear that our neigh­
bors to the south of us were better dis­
posed than a few years ago. Mr. Bell- 
Irving might have touched their hearts, 
but he himself believed that their pocket's 
had been touched, and that that had 
something to do with it. On the De­
troit river and_in Lake Erie the depart­
ment had some difficulty in dealing with 
the Americans. The regulations in re­
gard to the whitefish close season only 
applied to Canadians, and the Americans 
used to laugh when the Canadians had 
to stop. It was put to the department 
that if the industry was going to be de­
stroyed, the Canadians might as well 
have a hand in the destruction, e» the 
cloee season was abolished. That brought 
the Americans to time, and-they immedi­
ately asked that the former regulations 
be reinstated, and they were ready to do 
the same. Mr. Prefontaine Said he hop­
ed to have a close season for salmon so 
that the fish could pass.

The Americans had offered to contri­
bute to the installation-and maintenance 
of hatcheries on the Fraser, and he had 
a communication at Ottawa in regard to 
that phase of the matter. But we will 
admit of no such proposition, he said. 
The Dominion is ready to provide all the 
money necessary to foster the industry 
in British Columbia, and he hoped to be 
able to go back to his colleagues and tell 
them accurately what he had ascertain­
ed relative to the sentiment dn this prov­
ince as to the salmon fishing industry.'

Mr. Burdis stated that 59 names were 
signed to the memorial out of 78, and 
that these were obtained in a few ho 
Monday. Many were ont of the city, 
and it was impossible to obtain their 
signatures.

After brief speeches by Messrs. Bell- 
Irving, Wilson and Jackson, Hon. R. Pre- 
fontaine, who was greeted with hearty 
applause, acknowledged the cordial 
words of welcome with Which the previ­
ous speakers had prefaced their remarks.
He said that his visit to British Oolum- 
bia as a member of the cabinet was to 
show that as head of the important de­
partment of marine and fisheries he took 
enough interest' to try and do something 
to alleviate the depressing conditions of 
one of the most important industries of 
the Dominion.

When he was called upon to accept the 
portfolio, lie was face to face with two 
great questions, He was ready to as­
sume his duties with all the energy and 
ability of which he was capable, but 
there were two questions which hamper­
ed him in his action, and the government 
in it's policy. The first of these was who 
controlled the fisheries, the Dominion or 
the provinces on the coasts. They were 
face to face with this double control, but 
he had hoped that the matter would be 
settled satisfactorily. When he had taken 
office, the session of 1908 had begun and 
lie had not time to consider seriously the- 
question of the fisheries. The session 
of 1903 lasted until October, and it had 
been his firm intention to have visited1 
British Columbia, as he did t 
could thoroughly understand 
without going to the locality and judging 
personally of the circumstance^ and the 
reasons. But October was too late, and 
the question had been left over until this 
season. His interest could he judged.
When he had not even waited for pro­
rogation before starting westward, and 
he had assured his friends in the East 
that this was not ft political trip but one 
by which he hoped to inform himself.

When the text of the resolution and 
the memorial was read, his friends would 
say that he had got what he deserved, 
but the canners were not to blame for 
saying what they thought. Had they not 
done so so clearly, the question might 
have been treated lightly, and not, per­
haps, in the serious way he intended to 
do. If it were a matter of one province, 
the minister said, the question of fisher­
ies would be an easy matter to arrange, 
but the diffieirltv is to make a settlement 
which will apply to all. From what he 
had been able to learn in respect to 
British Columbia, the question, as regards 
this province might well be settled inde­
pendently of the other provinces. He 
understood the crucial stage of the 
salmon fishing here, 
only right that the Dominion gov­
ernment should come to the aid1 of the 
industry and adopt means, once for all, 
to renew confidence. But that, he said, 
was begging the question. His col­
leagues would have to be taken Into con­
sideration, but what he had staffed was 
his opinion in regard to the matter.

The second important question which 
had hampered the government was that 
of traps. The point was whether the 
government should allow the Americans 
to take tbe fish, while we quietly folded 
etff arms. The government was ia favor 
?f traps, but the final settlement was de- 
Hyed until late in the Season. It had 
beèti brought to his afctêfition that it 
wouhf be better to leave the matter over

The control of trap licenses by one or 
two privileged canning firms, and by a 
large number of persons not hitherto identi­
fied with the business, and ignoring the 
large vested interests of the Industry ae a 
whole, is much to be deprecated.

When the regulations were recedved, 
most of the Fraser river canners recognized 
it was too late to take advantage of this 

nnd so did not apply for trapseason, 
licenses for this year.

The British Columbia fisheries commis­
sion (appointed by your honorable depart­
ment) in reporting to the Dominion, govern­
ment in May, 1902, stated: “Dissatisfaction- 
end endless trouble would arise if any par­
ticular fishermen or parties were given the 
best locations, and other firms with large 
vested interests were less favorably treat­
ed.” This view was submitted to the com­
missioners by the Fraser river canner» in 
a memorial dated January 26th, 1902. Clause 
6: “We unite in expressing the opinion that 
trap fishing is the most scientific method 
of catching salmon In certain waters, and 
that under proper regulation» the use of 
traps is not prejudicial to the conservation 
of the fish supply. Over $3,000,000 has 
been invested in this Industry in permanent 
improvements and -appliànces, boats, nets, 
etc., by canners and fishermen oa> the 
strength of existing regulation». It follows 
that if those vested Interest» cannot be 
safeguarded or protected when trap sites 
become open to location' and license, those 
presently interested in the business must 
protest against the establishment of traps 
in order to protect the value» of their prop-, 
erties. If, however, regulations on this 
subject could be so formed that 'for a lim­
ited number of years cannery owner» and 
fishermen presently engaged in- the busi­
ness should have privilege of priority li> 
selecting locations on equitable terms (after 
which trap right shall be open- to all) then 
and in such case only the establishment of 
traps in British Columbia water» might be 
supported.”

Assurance was also given by Professor 
Prince, and in the House, that -those vest­
ed interests in canneries and equipment», 
which amount to about $2,500,000 on the 
Fraser river, would be protected.

He believed that when the matter was 
placed before the various fraternal socie- i 
ties and the ministerial association they 
would deal with it on its merits and 
accord it their support. All knew that 
tuberculosis spared no one, and the at­
tack being general, should be met with 
general resistance. It was proven that 
ninety-five per cent, of the human race, 
at one time or another, were attacked by 
tuberculosis. But the disease was easily 
handled and it’s progress was difficult 
•owing to the equipment which nature 
placed at the disposal of the attacked. 
Something, then, should be done to assist 
nature in combatting it, and in the course 
■of time lie believed tuberculosis would be 
■eradicated from the face of the earth.

Many people had had tuberculosis and 
didn’t know it. Those whose systems 
were in good condition shook off the dis­
ease. but those who were run down fell 
victims. In Canada about nine thousand 
people died every year from tubercul­
osis, and about forty-five thousand were 
invalided from it. In British Columbia 
two 1 mndred died annually, and about a 
thousand were invalided, and nothing 
was being done to combat it. If the dis­
ease was more startling instead Of being 
*0 slow, insidious and stealthy in its pro­
gress the people would awake to the 
necessity of taking action. It was not 
hereditary, but acquired.

The feature of the season has been the 
success of the Union Fishermen’s Co-Opera­
tive Packing Company In both the canned 
and cold storage product, it having put up 
over 60,000 cases, which is far above the 
proportionate average.

THE BODY WAS FOUND
AT LAKE WASHINGTON

Geo. B. Cliff. Well-Known Railroad Man, 
Lost His Life—Missing Since 

Thursday Last.

The body of Geo. B. Cliff, superintend­
ent of the Seattle division of the North­
ern Pacific railway, who was missing 
since Thursday evening, was found on 
Sunday morning at the bottom of Squak 
slough, about three hundred yards from 
Lake Washington. First" the coat of the 
dead man was found, then the canvas 
canoe in which he had last been seen, 
and finally th© dead body.

There were no bruises on the corpse, 
but from his position it was evident that 
he had made a struggle. The hands 
were clenched. The thumb of the right 
hand was clenched between the second 
and1 third fingers. When taken from 
the water blood flowed freely from his 
mouth and nose.

The body had been caught by. a three- 
tonged grappling hook, which had been 
used by the searchers to drag the bottom 
of the slough. At the time a half dozen

Several holes had been torn in the bot­
tom of the boat, and it is possible th^t 
he stuck his feet through the bottom of 
the canvas, lost his balance and sank 
with it.

George B. Cliff was one of the best 
known railroad men in operating depart­
ment’ work in the Northwest. Mr. Cliff 
was born in Galva, Ill., thirty-eight 
years ago, and received his early railroad 
education on the Union Pacific system. 
He went to Seattle fifteen years ago, and 
entered the employ of the old-43eattle, 
Lake Shore & Eastern railroad as a train 
dispatcher. With the exception of two 
years he spent on the Oregon Short line 
as a dispatcher, he had been with the 
property, under its various names and 
ownerships, ever since. He rose suc­
cessively to the positions of chief dis­
patcher and master of transportation, 
prior to the property passing to the con­
trol of the Northern Pacific three years 
ago last spring, holding the position of 
master of transportation two years. On 
the Northern Pacifié assuming control he 
was appointed superintendent of what 
was then designated the Seattle division 
of the road, embracing the Seattle & In­
ternational, formerly the 'Seattle, Lake 
Shore & Eastern.

PHOENIX TRAGEDY.

Colored Woman T>ied Half an Hour 
After Being Stabbed—Her AssaiL* 

ant Captured.

The Phoenix Pioneer of Saturday says: 
“Friday a tragedy occurred among the 
houses of all-fame in this city, the victim 
being a colored woman, Annie Allen by 
name. The tragedy occurred about 2 
o’clock in the afternoon, the murderer 
being a colored man, Joshua Bell, who 
came here this week with a prize fight­
ing outfit that gave an exhibition on 
Wednesday evening. The woman die<L 
half an hour after receiving the fatal 
stab.

“The alarm was at once given to the 
police, the murderer having escaped over 
the hills, with a bare half hour’s start 
of the police. About 6 o’clock last night 
Chief of Police Flood came into town 
having the prisoner. He started back 
over the hills towards the War Eagle, 
figuring that Bell would strike for an 
unused trail, and thence for the bound­
ary line. He ran across Bell’s tracks 
some two miles west, and then made a 
cut off and awaited for the man to come 
-along. This Bell did in an unsuspecting 
wa^, the chief jumping from behind an 
old shack and having the handcuffs on 
Bell before the latter knew what had 
happened.

“When safely lodged in jail, Chief 
Flood sent for Annie Swan, keeper of 
the house where the murder was com­
mitted, who positively identified Bell as 
the murderer.

“Bell waited in hiding for the Allen 
woman to com© out of her house when 
he stabbed her in the breast with a 
knife, and then kicked in her teeth. 
Then Annie Swan, in whose house the 
Allen woman lived, came out, and Bell 
chased her around the house. His mo­
tive for the crime is said to be money, 
which the victim said she did not have. 
After this the attack and murder fol­
lowed.

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THE CITY FATHERS 
HAVE A SCHEME

TO GIVE VICTORIA
GOOD WATER SUPPLY

They Have Had It Under Consideration 
for Several Months —Some of 

the Proposals.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)
Before very long there will be submit­

ted to the ratepayers for their verdict a 
proposal which, if is claimed, will furnish 
the city with an adequate water service. 
Just what the scheme is the council does 
not wish to divulge at this stage, but it 
is pretty well known that “up its sleeve” 
is a plan which has been receiving the 
consideration of the Mayor and aider- 
men for several months. At the council 
meeting last evening Aid. Fell made a 
statement to this effect, his object being 
to silence the water coutroversalists who 
may be under the impression that the 
civic authorities are guilty of supineness 
in this important matter.

But previous to the meeting' of the 
council last night hints of an impending 
proposal were dropped in various quar­
ters, and although the solons recognize 
that the public must have all the infor­
mation available on the subject, they 
have assumed the responsibility of keep­
ing the matter dark until they are ready 
to spring it. The recent fire accentuated 
the fact of the present unsatisfactory 
service, and should have the effect of 
holding the question prominently before 
the people until it is settled once and for 
all. Almost everybody is ready with a 
scheme which covers a scope ranging 
fro-m Sooke lake to a reservoir on Cedar 
Hill.

There is every reason to believe, how­
ever, that the proposal now under way 
deals with a supply of water from Gold- 
stream. It has been suggested that the 
city purchase water from the Bsquimalt 
Waterworks at the rate provided for in 
the act, which, it is understood, is six 
cents per thousand gallons. The com­
pany, it is said, would be willing to lay 
the pipe from the source of supply to a 
point on the Arm just outside the bound­
ary of the Dnnsmdir property, and to 
stand half the cost of conveying it across 
up to a certain figure. At present Gold- 
stream water is not used as a house ser­
vice, but to furnish power for the British 
Columbia Electric Railway Company. 
Bsquimalt and Victoria West are sup­
plied with water from Thetis lake, or 
more directly from a reservoir contiguous 
to the lake. This has an elevation of 
about two hundred and seventy feef.

But, as far as can be learned, this is 
not the proposal under consideration; the 
council rather prefers to own its own ser­
vice, exercising control from the source 
to the point of consumption. Spme time 
ago the city solicitor was instructed to 
report on the legal status of the city 
with respect fo water rights, and he 
stated his opinion that the corporation 
had prior rights over any company with­
in a certain radius of the municipality, 
which would include Goldstream. It was 
said at the meeting of the council last 
evening that the scheme now being con­
sidered was several months old, so, doubt­
less, following up the solicitor’s report it 
has to do with the question of securing a 
supply from Goldstream. It is estimated 
that a pressure from this source of one 
hundred and twenty or one hundred and 
thirty pounds could be obtained, exceed­
ing the present pressure by fifty pounds 
oç thereabouts, while the city would be 
furnished with the very best water in 
abundance.

One of the aldermen, in conversation 
with a Times representative this morn­
ing, mentioned another scheme, the erec­
tion of a reservoir on some eminence 
near Elk lake. A pomp could be in­
stalled and the water conveyed into the 
reservoir, from which it would reach the 
city by gravitation. Another main, say 
a sixteen-inch one, could be laid, and 
through tiie three the city would receive 
all the water it required. Vancouver 
had such a reservoir as this in the vicin­
ity of Stanley Park, and another one 
double the capacity was being construct­
ed. There was plenty of water in Elk 
lake and fiitrtttion would not be neces­
sary, provided the supply was obtained 
from the main body. The main objection 
to the reservoir proposals, however, 
would be the cost of constant pumping, 
which would be obviated if the city were 
fortunate enough to strike a source of 
supply of a sufficient head to give a com­
plete service by gravitation.

Experts condemn the Sooke proposal 
as impracticable, involving an enormous 
expenditure, and being fraught" with diffi­
culties throughout They point out that 
a considerable sum of money would have 
to be disbursed in surveys as a prelimin­
ary, and1 then something like thirty-two 
miles of pipe would 
through a country noted for its rock 
formation. This distance would reduce 
the head of 570 feet or thereabouts at 
the lake to an extent which would only 
allow a margin of about ten feet above 
the higher levels of the city. To carry 
out such a scheme would necessitate an 
outlay approximating seven figures.
