The failure ot all negotiations and
of legislative pressure to bring about
some measure of reciprocity with the
United States, togecher with the ex-
treme necessity, to us, ’grenter
freedom of trade between the natu-
ral. markets on this continent, has
introduced the discussion of the larg-
er and more simple policy of Com-
mercial Union.

At first,-the idea of such a con-
dition of things appeared quixotic
and’its advent remote, but latterly
it seems to have passed out of the
specilative and into the possible
and probable stages of public ques-
tions on both sides of the political
boundary which separates and an-
tagonises the same ruling people in
North America. The change of
front from conditional to absolute
free trade has attracted much at-
tention and it argues a readiness to
act wheré there is so much desire to
talk, unless, indeed, the novelty of
 the proposition is 1ts source of ente-
tainment. :

That it is the true destiny of free
and enlightened pecple of similar
origin and common interests to
ve at liberty to exchange the var-
ious products of a broad and fruitful
land, in which the tropics and the
pole may cater to each other’s wants,
is scarcely debatable and would be
Yadmitted on all sides but for the
poiitical considerations and . artificial
interests which arbitrarily stand in
the ‘way and prevent the real issue
bemg diréctly seen and met. It is
in regard to these matters that the
difficulties of any just discussion of
the subject will arise, if they are, in
fact, not sufficient to discourage it
altogether.

There need not be any alarm to
national sentiments worth the name,
or fear for political independence
when the Custom House makes way
for commercial union. It may be
said that the German Zollverein was
the fore=runner of German unity,
but it was more a coincidence than
the result, which was really the pro-
duct of a war of races, and the
“stern necessity of union for common

Broken Bridgs.

The Bridge cver the Big Eskedelloc
River on the Bathurst road isin a very
dangarous condition. Tt is a one-span,
old-fashioned structure over twenty
years old and has rotted uxtil three
out of the five stringers which support
it are broken. It can only be crossed
by light tearus, persons on foot or cattle,
and care must be taken to keep on the
lower side to avoid Yreaking the bridge
down altogether. The banks of the
river are of such formation at the bridge
that should it break down travel will
be stopped, as. teams cannot be driven
across thestrenm. We understand that
both the former and present supervisors
have warned the Department of the
necessity for a new bridge, but, so far,
nothing has been done. A serious acei-
dent may result from this neglected and
dangerous bridge at auy time.

Baird not to Resign.

At a convention of Conservatives of
Queen’s County called by Mr. Geo. F.
Baird, the political claim-jumper, a
resolution is reported to have been
carried, endorsing his action in retamn-
ing the seat to which Mr, George G.

compound of which the French govern-

| ment has the monaopoly.

According to all aceounts the Lebel gun
will carry its bullet more than a mile and
a half, and with a more certain aim than
has been possible with ordinary rifles,
The bore of the gun is very small, and the
ball wlich -is of steel and sharply pointed
at one end, is said to revolve at a speed of
a thousand revolutions a second. In the
| tests made by the French government this
bullet kas penetrated a brick wall eight
inches thick at a distance of 5C0 yards;
it will go through any kind of armor that
can be worn by soldiers, and, at a distance
of more than a mile will pass threugh a
maan as easily as at 10 paces. The gun. has
no 1ecoil after fire, and the powder gives
out no smoke whatever. It has been said
that the powder used must be a smokeless
hunting powdar already in the market;
but this is denied by the inventor, who
says that he uses an entirely new com-
pound. The Lebel guu is, of course, are-
peater, and the cartridges are so-small that
each soldier carries 220 rounds of ammuni-
tion, as against 116 rounds, formerly con-
sidered the maximum,

The French governm:nt is now making
these guos at the rate of 300 a day at St.
Etienne, and is preparing to turaout
double that number, Four factories,
those at Chatellerault, Tulle and St,
Etienne, will soon Le at work upon them.

Cabbage Insects.

The cabbage is one of the most import-
tant vegetables and its insect enemies
are numerous and destru.tive. The fol.
lowing are probably the most prevalent
‘and mischievous of them. Cut-worms, or
larve of several species of insects,
often

are
very troublesome when cabbage
plantsare first set out. They work at
night andeat through the stem of the
plants at the surface of the ground. Prof.
Riley has lured these creatures to their
death, and it can be done every time.
The meth)d is t) bait with poisonad leaves,
laying them’over the surface of the snil
about ten or fifteen feeb apart, covering
the whole plat or ficld a few days bafore
planting. The leaves to be employed are
those of cabbage, tarnip. lettuce or clover,
a table spoonful of Paris green is mixad
with a pail of water and kept well stirred.
In these the leaves are dipped and then
distributed over the ground; or the leaves
can be moistened and then dusted with
Paris green mixed wlth flour, ia the pro-
portion of oue part of the poisun to tweuty
of flour. Two such applications, three or
four days apart will clear the field of cut-
worms.

The cabbage worm, Pieris rape, the
common green worm that feel on the
leaves of the growing plants, can be easily
destroyed, and at little coat, by the use of
buhach, or Persian Inscct Powder, or a
particalar preparation of it, which is sold
in the trade na ter the nyme of Insest Ex-
terminator. This is applied in the dry |

examination has been made of a sample
of the ice cream that poisoned nearly one
hundred of a New York picnic party the
other day. The mizroscope revealed
peculiar formation  of vegetable fungus.
The fungi were of a vivid green color,
and cliptical in form. The chemist says
that this fungoid growth, is spontancously
generated in milk under certain conditions,
and is poisonous. It is_often found in
pure milk, and in some cases within a
short time after it has come from the
cow. The New York Times gives the
name tyrotoxicon to the poison. This is
a very obscure poison first discovered by
Prof. Vaughan of Michigan University.
Many cases of poisoning by this substance
are on record. Recently, nearly 200
persons in Amboy, Ohio, were affected by
it, althongh the loral physicians were at
tirst inclined to assign some other causs.
The poison isa product of decomposition,
but it scems to bé "developed sometimes
in gpite of all ordinary precautions on
the part of the manufacturer, It is as-
suring. however, to know that all the
New York victims of the poison recovered,
although they were very sick, An an-
alysis of the New York cream established
the fact that the poison was a result of
decomposition of the cream began before
the process of freezing. Freezing averted
the production of the poison, but as
soon as the cream was heated by the di.
gestive organs the averted process was
set free again and proceeded with great
rapidity.

that the training they have, as shown
in the Maguificent conteats of physical
endurance, the exhibitions of riding,
fencing; and of the practical duties of a
soldier is of a very high character. The
men selected were strong, wiry, aotive,
and splendid-looking young fellows.
All of the contestants were non-com-
wissioned officers and troopers: These
exhibitions attract large audiences and
have resulted in gteat profits to the
originaters. The hall is large and
lIong, with an arena eight hundred to a
thousand feet in length and about two
hundred feet in width. It is in this
arena that all of the feats take place.
The fencing and the contests between
the swora and the bayonets are not so
interesting as those which brought feats
of riding into play.
LEMON CUTTING.

One of the first exhibitions of ndmg
was what wasknown as lemon cutiing.
Two lemons were suspenled by a
thread about fifteen feet apart and
hung from small weoden stauds about
the height of a cavalry rider’s sword
arm. At a signal from the burgler the
rider would come dashing in at one
end of the arena at full speed, and as
he flew down by the lemons he would
make a forward cut at the first thread
and a back-handed cut at the next one.
The distance between the two is very
short and the speed was tremendous,
yet two or three of the-most skilful
riders sncoeeded in dropping each lemon
by very scientific cuts. This trial was
followed by tent-pegging. In the first
piece a square peg painted white was
driven well down in the ground,leaving
about four inches standing above.
Then various numbers of the corps of
lancers would charge down at it at full
speed, and in passing it were required
to strike this peg full with the larce
and tear it from the ground and carry
it clear to the end of the arena wupon
the point of the lance. In order to
constitute & success this was to be done
without fora second checking the speed
of the horse.

The two heroes of this piece of riding
were members respectively of the Life
Guards and of the Prince's Own. The
public here expect more from a Life
Guardsman, and this particular repre-
sentative never failed to carry off the
peg. But the favorite of all wasa
young fellow from the Prince’s Own
Guards. He was round-headed, small-
featured, slim-waisted, with hair the
coler of pale mustard, while his eyes
were a dare-devil grayish-blae. ‘He had
alittle wisp of a moustache, and a neat,
reckless, defiant set up. There wasin
his manner a combination of swagger
and graceful effrontery. He would
comeriding inat the peg as if there
was nothing on earth easier for him to
do. He never hurried any of his move-
ments, although his horse moved like a
steam engine, and he invariably flour-
ished his lance twice, and at the very
last possible second would strike the
peg clean in the centre. - At onceit
would fly out and go swinging round
his head as he gat like a man of steel
upon his-magnificent bolting black-bay
horse. Of all feats of daring and skill
thisrattle-headed young fellow was the
master. Whenever he appeared the
audience cheered in advance
THE HORSE GUARDS' MUSICAL DRIVE.

The most interesting feature of the
exhibit was the musical ride of the
Horse Guards. Thirty-two privates of
this showy military organization rode in
upon thirty-two black horses. The
horses as well as the men appeared to be
all of the same size and age. I have never
seen such a piece of military machinery
a8 was exhibited in this series of move-
ments without a word of command.
They would first divide and go through
all the movements of a cotillon, and
then circle through the most complicat-
ed mazes of the most fanciful of Ger-
mans. The men and horses would
weave in and weave out of its various
figures without & word or a motion.
The men sat like statues upon their
black horses while the band played
shrilly, indicating the movements. The
precision and the grace of this drill
made a sight which the audience cheered
again and again. The horses wounld
change step at the change in the music.
Sometimes the evolutions were so com-
plicated that if the horses engaged in
it had not all goue at exactly the same
pace and the same speed, there would
have been a break and censequent con-
fusion.

WONDERFUL MORSEMEN.

One of the most wonderful pieces of
horsemanskip was in the drawing of
field cannon at a hand gallop about the
arena between certain marked places.
An officer of artillery would come dash-
ing in, followed by a field piece drawn
by six horses. There was an artillery
Yider for each team, with two men on
the caisson. Earthen pots were placed
about at a distance just wide emough
to permit the heavy wheels of this great
waggon to pass through without hitting.
The thing was to drive this clumsy
vehicle at top speed and come safely
through every place without hitting.
The officer, who goes ahead, acts as
pilot. The horses were very large and
powerful and as excited as those in the-
fire service. They came in plunging
and rearing with the heavy waggon at
their rattling hoofs. It was marvelous
to see how deftly and skilfully these
clumsy engines were dragged through
various places marked for them, and
only at rare intervals knocking over the
piece which marked the roadway.

4 SOTABLE FEATURE.

I noticed one feature of the English
troopers’ riding, and that was that dur-
ing all these daring feats they sat in
their saddles after the fashion of the
Wild West cowboys. There was no at-
tempt at any time, not even when the
