It is a one-span, 
old-fashioned structure over twenty 
years old and has rotted until three 
out of the five stringers which support 
it are broken. It can only be crossed 
by light teams, persons on foot or cattle, 
and care must be taken to keep on the 
lower side to avoid breaking the bridge 
down altogether.

In considering the subject of com­
mercial union there is, nevertheless, 
one great political question which

hibition'also beebme a feet the cause 
for new methods' ôf ré venue-raising 
will be still greater, yet many believe 
in and are not afraid of committing the 
country to that great reform. Direct 
taxation to-supply" the place which 
the taxation of trade now so delu­
sively fills would be the result, and 
we would, doubtless, be the better 
tor it.

A further question naturally de­
mands an answer. Are the people of 
this country educated and ready to 
support the men who will adopt 
this policy and sustain them in 
power when the time comes to put 
it into practice] If they are they 
can have commercfal union and 
a better financial condition besides. 
But if they are not prepared to pro­
ceed to the realization of true and 
solid advancement, then commercial 
union, like other reforms necessary 
to the country’s progress, will remain 
among our national hopes deferred.

VIEWS OF LUMBERMEN AT OTTAWA AND 
OTHERS ON TIIE QUESTION.

The Ottawa Free Press publishes inter­
views with Messrs. G B Pattee, E II 
Bronson, M. P. P-, W. C. Edwards,M.P., 
and(some other leading Ottawa lumber­
man all of whom strongly advocate Ui>- 
rcslricled Reciprocity with the United 

re* States. Mr. Pattee says that Commer­
cial Reciprocity would be equivalent to 
-the addition of sixty millions to the con­
suming population of Canada, and that 
Canadians can compete with the world 
in a free market. He аізо points out 
that nearly all Americans now engaged in 
the lumbering business iu this d strict in­
vested their motey here while the old 
Reciprocity Treaty was in force. Mr. 
Bronson shows that Sir John Macdonald 
committed a great blunder when he îcfus­
ed in 1S71 to accept the proposition of the 
American Government to allow Cana 

to dian salt, lumber, coal, fish and fish pro­
ducts to be admitted free of duty into the 
United States in return for the use of the 
Canadian fisheries. Had that proposition 
been accepted Mr. Bronson thinks that t 
would have been <;f immense advantage to 
Canada, especially during the years of 
commercial depression, whereas, the 
money compensation which was obtained 
by means of the Halifax commission has 
done more harm than good. The money 
has disappeared and the award against the 
United States caused a feeling of irritation 
in that country against Canada, which is 
now perhaps the only obstacle in the way 
way of an amicable settlement of the Fish* 
ery question and the negotiation of a re­
ciprocity treaty. Mr. Bronson lias no 
doubt that au arrangement for reciprocal 
trade would be followad by a large influx 
of American capital to develope Canada’s 
iron mines. Capti J. E. Smith points out 
that reciprocity would famish, an ' im­
mense traffic for eur lake, river and canal 
navigation system.

* ‘Halifax, July 25.—A sensation has 
been produced in official circles by the 
reporta of the seizure of three American 
fishing vessels. The rumor was based on 
the following facte: The season hitherto 
has been so quiet that Ahe seizure of 
three vessels in one day is a meet unex­
pected event. There was a big strike of 
mackerel inshore on the Prince Edward 
Island coast on Sunday. The beautifully 
fine weather drove enotmous quantities 
of them inshore. There was over one 
hundred sail of Americans in Souris har­
bor and vicinity and all pat to sea and 
gathered in a rich harvest. There was 
only one cruiser to watch the whole fleet 
and it was of course impossible to pro­
tect the whole school. The great mass 
of Canadian fishermen refuse to fish on 
Sunday and the one hundred Americans 
had almost the whole thing to themselves. 
The cruiser Critic was sailing in and out 
among them and kept them continually 
on the move, bnt of course was unable 
to prevent many of them taking the fish 
inside the limit, where they schooled in 
such enormous quantities. The Glou­
cester schooner Col. Jonas H. French and 
the Argonaut, more daring than the 
others, sqt their seines about a mile and 
a half from East point and not far from 
where the Highland Light was seized last 
year. The cruiser Critic spotted the.n 
and made an attempt to capture both 
vessels. They were, however, too smart 
for the skipper of the cruiser, and both 
vessels escaped outside the limit, but 
Capt. McLean succeeded in capturing the 
seine boat and seine of each vessel and 
the thirteen men who manned the two 
seine lyats. Those are now in Souris, 
bnt the Argonaut and Jonas H. French 
set eail probably for Gloucester, cs if 
they are caught within the three mile 
limit at any time they will be captured 
and tried for violation of the treaty.

It is more easily 
done, and the plaster is a benefit to tho 
potatoes, while if it is applied in water it 
quite frequently injures the leaves, and it 
will nearly always do so, if made pretty 
atroug. One part of Pa» is green to 100 
parte of plaster, ot a small teaspoonful to 
two gallons of water, is just as effectual as 
more, if it is pure, and this quantity ef- 
feels no injury to the vines.

thatA Portland, Maine, paper reports that 
at an ice cream saloon in Portland, on 
Wednesday, a number of persons wore 
poisoned by the use of ice* cream of that 
day’s make. The maker at once shut off 
the sale and put the matter in the hands 
of the Board of Health. A microscopical 
examination has been made of a sample 
of the ice cream that poisoned nearly one 
hundred of a New York picnic party the 
other day. The microscope revealed a 
peculiar formation of vegetable fungu?. 
The fungi were of a vivid green color, 
and cliptical in form. The chemist says 
that this fungoid growth, is spontaneously 
generated in milk under certain conditions, 
and is poisonous. It is. often found in 
pure milk, and in some cases within a 
short time after it has come from the 
cow. The New York Times gives the 
name tyrotoxicon to the poison. This is 
a very obscure poison first discovered by 
Prof. Vaughan of Michigan University. 
Many cases of poisoning by this substance 
are on record. Recently, nearly 200 
persons in Amboy, Ohio, were affected by 
it, although the loral physicians were at 
tii st inclined to assign some other cause. 
The poison із a product of decomposition, 
but it ееетз to bS developed sometimes 
•n spite of all ordinary precautions on 
the part of the manufacturer. It is as­
suring. however, to know that all the 
New York victims of the poison recovered, 
although they were very sick. An an­
alysis of the New York cream established 
the fact that the poison was a result of 
decomposition of the cream began before 
the process of freezing. Freezing averted 
the production of the poison, but as 
soon as the cream was heated by the di­
gestive organs the averted proceas 
set free again and proceeded with great 
rapidity.

LEMON CUTTING. .

One of the first exhibitions of riding 
was what was known as lemon cutting. 
Two lemons were snspenJed by a 
thread about fifteen feet apart and 
hung from small wooden stands about 
the height of a cavalry rider’s sword 
arm. At a signal from the burgler the 
rider would come dashing in at one 
end of the arena at full speed, and aa 
he flew down by the lemons he would 
make a forward cut at the first thread 
and a back-handed cut at the next one. 
The distance between the two is very 
abort and the speed was tremendous, 
yet two or three of the most akilfnl 
riders succeeded in dropping each lemon 
by very scientific cuts. This trial was 
followed by tent-pegging. In the first 
piece a square peg painted white was 
driven well down in the ground,leaving 
about four inches standing above. 
Then various numbers of the corps of 
lancers would charge down at it at full 
•peed, and in passing it were required 
to strike this peg full with the 1er ce 
and tear it from the ground and carry 
it dear to the end of the arena upon 
the point of the lance. In order to 
constitute a success this was to be done 
without for a second checking the speed 
of the horse.

The two heroes of this piece of riding 
were members respectively of the Life 
Guards and of the Prince's Own. Tho 
public here expect more from a Life 
Guardsman, and this particular repre­
sentative never failed to carry off the 
peg. But the favorite of all was a 
young fellow from the Prince’s Own 
Guards. He was round-headed, small- 
featured, alim-waisted, with hair the 
color of pale mustard, while his eyes 
were a dare-devil grayish-blue. He had 
a little wisp of a moustache, and a neat, 
reckless, defiant set up. There was in 
his manner a combination of swagger 
and graceful effrontery. He would 
come riding iu at the peg a* if there 
was nothing on earth easier for him to 
do. He never harried any of hia move­
ments, althongh hia horse moved like a 
steam engine, and he invariably flour­
ished hie lance twice, and at the very 
last possible second would strike the 
peg dean in the centre. At once it 
woold fly out and go swinging round 
his head as he sat like a man of steel 
Upon his magnificent bolting black-bay 
Ьогве. Of all feats of daring and skill 
thiarattle-headed young fellow waa the 
master. Whenever he appeared the 
audience cheered in advance
THU HOESE GUARDS’ MUSICAL DRIVE.

The most interesting feature of the 
exhibit was the musical ride of the 
Horse Guards. Thirty-two privates of 
thia showy military organization rode in 
upon thirty-two black horses. The 
horses aa well aa the men appeared to be 
all of the same size and age. I have never 
seen such a piece of military machinery 
aa was exhibited in this series of move­
ments without a word of command. 
They would first divide and go through 
all the movements of a cotillon, and 
then circle through the meal complicat­
ed mazes of the most fanciful of Ger­
mans. The men and horses would 
weave in and weave ont of its various 
figures without a word or в motion. 
The men sat like statues upon their 
black horses while the band played 
shrilly, indicating the movements. The 
precision and the grace of this drill 
made a sight which the audience cheered 
again and again. The horses would 
change step at the change in the music. 
Sometimes the evolutions were so com­
plicated that if the horses engaged in 
it had not all gone at exactly the same 
pace and the same speed, there would 
have been a break and consequent con­
fusion.

WONDERFUL HORSEMEN.

One of the most wonderful pieces of 
horsemanship was in the drawing of 
field cannon at a hand gallop about the 
arena between certain marked places. 
An officer of artillery would come dash­
ing in, followed by a field piece drawn 
by six horses. There waa an artillery 
Vider for each team, with two men on 
the caisson. Earthen pots were placed 
about at a distance just wide enough 
to permit the heavy wheels of this great 
waggon to pass through without hitting. 
The thing was to drive this clumsy 
vehicle at top speed and come safely 
through every place without hitting. 
The officer, who goes ahead, acts as 
pilot. The horses were very large and 
powerful and as excited as those in the 
fire service. They came in plunging 
and rearing with the heavy waggon at 
their rattling hoofs. It was marvelous 
to see how deftly and skilfully these 
clumsy engines were dragged through 
various places marked for them, and 
pnly at rare intervals knocking over the 
piece which marked the roadway.
