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for lifeboats until very recently.
When the experiment was finally tried 

it was decided to apply the power not by 
a screw but by a jet of water, forced out 
of the boat astern. In this way the thrust 
could be exerted from a point on the hull, 
which, being about one-third of the 
boat’s length forward *of the rudder, 
would at no instant be thrown np out of 
the sea. Jet propulsion is not as effect­
ive a method of using steam as paddles 
от a screw. It would be a waste of energy, 
therefore, to employ it in comparatively 
smooth water, or for long voyages. It is 
not adapted to pleasure craft, naval 
launches nor ocean steamships. But for 
lifeboats, which are seldom used except in 
a storm, and then only for A short trip, 
the ability to push ahead securely and 
resistlessly, even at a moderate pace, 
more than compensates for the extra coal 
end steam consumed. When human life is 
at stake, governments and benevolent as­
sociations which conduct rescue service'of 
this class are willing to sacrifice economy 
for efficiency. The first vessel of this type 
ever constructed was the Duke of Nor­
thumberland, completed scarcely more 
than three years ago, for the Royal Life- 
bawfcJnstitution (British). Some doubts 
W«èe entertained as to the result of the 
venture, but subsequent experience, in 
the course of which she has been out 
twenty-eight times and saved fifty-one 
lives, has disposed of them. A second 
boat, the City of Glasgow, has now been 
built on the same general model, but 
with several improvements on the origin­
al design.

The dimensions of the two boats are as 
follows : Length, old one, 60 feet; new, 
63 ; beam, 14 and 16 respectively ; draught, 
when loaded, 3M and 8% ; displacement, 
96 and 80 tons. The Duke’s engines devel­
oped 170 horse power, while the Glasgow's 
will give 200. Both have Thorneycroft 
water-tube boilers, for * the rapid genera­
tion of steam ; and in both the jets are 
forced outward by » 80-inch horizontal 
turbine, drawing its supply from a vertic­
al well nearly amidships. In addition, 
the Glasgow has two powerful centrifugal 
pumps, which may be driven directly 
from the crank shaft, if the turbine is 
out of order. The Duke delivered two jets 
asstem (one on each side of the-huff) and 
two forward (when necessary). But the 
Glasgow can also throw a stream lateral­
ly, on both sides, thus giving a very effici-

action of the waves might result disaster- 
ously. During her recent preliminary 
trials the City of Glasgow turned a com­
plete circle in 5 minutes 6 seconds with­
out the use Of the rudder and with only 
one jet going astern. But with her steer­
ing gear in service and both jets going 
astern, she turned a circle in 1 minute 
96 seconds. Going at full speed sho stop­
ped and started astern In 20 seconds. This 
boat, by the way, is divided lengthwise 
and crosswise into thirteen 
compartments, and should one of them 
be stove in it would be practicable to 
connect the centrifugal pumps therewith, 
so as to utilize the inflow from the boat’s 
propulsion.

According to some official data just 

published at Helsingfors,the Finns would-- 
appear to suffer very considerable annual 
losses from the ravages of wild animals. 
During the ten years ending 1891 those 
losses are recorded as follows : 1,447 horses, 
7,823 cattle, 66,766 sheep, 1,621 swine, 28,- 
784 head of reindeer, 82,467 fowls, geese, 
ducks, turkeys, etc., the total approxi­
mate value of which was about two and a 
half millions of roubles. During the 
same period there were killed’1,094 bears, 
1,209 wolves, 4,168 lynxes, 47,281 foxes, 787 
gluttons, 3,435 otters. 1,483 martens, 18,690 
ermine, and 56,657 birds of prey, such as 
eagles, hawks, etc.,

From the latter group of figures it will 
be seen that the Finns wage a constant 
and energetic war against the wild fauna.

The numbers ot bears and lynxes have 
decreased, but foxes and other small wild 
animals appear to be increasing.

The British sportsman, writes our cor­
respondent, would find a perfect paradise 
in Finland. It is not so far afield in these 
latter days of rapid transit and one could 
not desire more kindly natured and hos­
pitable hosts than the Finns.—London 
Daily News.*

ТО MEASURE THOUGHT.

THE NEW AND WONDERFUL CHRONO- 
SCOPE AND ITS WORK.

An Instrument That Is Very Simple, Yet 

Withal Records the Very Fittest of Mtie- 

onlar Im presell 

Determining Colors—Its Use in Athletics.

What ія claimed to be the most wonder­
ful timing instrument in the world is call­
ed a pendulum chronoscope, and ex­
cited widespread interest in. the scientific 
world. It measures accurately down to 
the one-thousandeth part of a second, 
and is expected to take the place at once* 
of the old-style chronoscope* in scientific 
laboratories.

The idea of the instrument was origin­
ally suggested by Prof. Charles R 
ot the School of Pedagogy of the New

York University. The machine was made 
and perfected by J. J. Hogan, the head of 
the Mechanical Department of the Phys- 
chological Laboratory of Yale.

It can be need with the quickness of a 
stop-watch, and neither electrician nor 
mathematician is needed to operate the 
instrument.

Constructed on the pendulum principle, 
It measured the reaction time between 
sight, hearing or the operation of the*will 
In muscular movement.

The instrument is a mechanical one 
with simple electrical attachments. The 
speed of a cannon ball can he determined 
by the new timer, and it will tell the 
lapse of time between the firing of a re­
volver and the starting of a runner, or 
determine how long it takes a sparrer to 
deliver a blow. The new instrument is 
about two feet high and is mounted on 
silver and nickel. It cost about $900 to 
construct it.

A simple description of this new In­
strument is that it consists of a pendulum 
and a pointer swinging independently on 
the same axle. The tip of the pointer 
swings along the face of a curved scale 
«or indicator, which is so graduated that 
It shows the thousandth of a second.

To measure the time required for the 
transmission of any given impression, a 
button is pressed and this sets the pendu­
lum in motion and registers the result 
on the «ale.

It has been demonstrated that on an 
average the reflex action for sound occu­
pies 0.130 of a second.

In making a slight test when the pen­
dulum comes in contact with the pointer 
a black shutter is raised from a light 
disk. As the disk flashes on his sight the 
subject touche the button and the point­
er is at once stopped. It has been found 
that .300 of a second Is the average time 
between the exposure of the disk to the 
sight and the pressure of the button.

When a test for discrimination is made 
the lifting of the shutter may show either 
a, blue or" yellow disk. The button is to 
be pressed by the subject if the dial Is 
blue ; if it is yellow the button is not to 
be touched. Tests show that on an aver­
age it requires about .010 of a second ad­
ditional to discriminate colors.

The Hipp chronoscope is the one that 
has hitherto been in use, but it is control­
led by delicate clock-works and is easily 
disarranged.

Some scientists, among them Prof. 
Scripture of Yale, maintain that muscu­
lar movements are in the domain of psy­
chology proper.

GRBAT BRITAIN'S REVENDE.

The revenue returns of Great Britain for 
the year ending March 31 were £101,697,- 
304, an increase of £3 399,942 over those 
of the preceding year. The increase is due 
principally to the increased duty payable* 
on succession to estates. The figures show 
a tolerably healthy condition of things iu 
the motheilaod, notwithstanding the havoc 
whioh some of our protectionist contem­
poraries would have ns believe has b-:en 
wrought there by half a century of free 
trade. No other country in the world 
conld have assumed with each ease as 
England has done the heavy burden of 
naval expenditure which was taken up 
last year and which this year is to be still 
farther increased. This addition of 
twenty millions of dollars to the taxation 
was imposed in such a way as to fall almost 
entirely on the vast aod ever-increasing 
wealth which an enlightened trade policy 
has brought to England.

THE SHINGLE MAKING INDUSTRY".

The manufacturing of shingles is an 
industry which only commenced in Kesti- 
gonche a few years ago to any great extent 
There are now about 30 mills, come large 
and some small, iu operation in the County. 
Some of them are running night and day. 
Many hundred men are employed in catting 
cedar in th^v forests, and in pperating the 
mills. Almost at every station along the 
line of railway large quantities of shingles 
are constantly being shipped, chiefly to the 
United States. Besides cedar being out for 
shingles, large quantities are cat for 
Telegraph poles and railway ties. It is a 
question how long the fine cedar will 
last at the rate at which it ie being 
cat. In the meantime, however, there is 
great activity in Restigonche on account of 
this industry. The shingle mill in Charlo 
is one of the largest and best in the County. 
It has all modern improvements to save 
manual labor. It is heated by steam and 
will '^eoon be lighted with electricty for 
bight work. The proprietors

eatWs magnetic pole. This secularthe

variation has juat been a subject of in- 
veat;gation by Dr. L. A. Bauer, who has 
constructed the actual curve described in 
the course of centuries by the north end 
of a free magnetic needle at 21 stations 
distributed over the Globe. The results 
establish for the first time, it is claimed, 
the law that the north end of a freely 
suspended -magnetic needle moves, in con­
sequence of the slow magnetic variation 
of the entire earth, in the direction of the 
hands of a watch. If there i. a regular 
period, it has not yet been proven.

From a study of deep s rs* waves, Dr. G. 
Schott has estimated their velocity under a 
moderate breeze at about 17 miles aq hour, 
increasing to 25 milts in » strong breeze.snd 
reaching only 28 miles in storm.. Their 
leogth in » strong breeze rises to 260 feet 
and reaches 400 or 425 feet, with a period.of 
9 seconds, only in storms. As the maximum 
encountered by him, Dr. Schott mentions 
waves of the Indian Ocean having a period 
of 15 seconds, their length being 1150 feet, 
and their velocity more than 45 nautieal 
miles an hour. The maximum height is 
believed to be not great. The maximum 
observed by Dr. Schott was 32 feet, and he 
believes that those of 60 feet are rare, abd 
those of 50 feet are far from common. In 
the ordinary trade winds the height is 5 or 
6 feet.

It having been foretold by Prof. Path, 
of Vienna, that the earth will be destroy­
ed by collision with a comet on Nov*. 13, 
1899, Dr. Klein has investigated the 
chances of each an event. It must be ad­
mitted that a collision is always possible, 
but if the nucleus of a comet is a quarter 
as large aa the earth, there is only one 
chance in 281 millions that any cometary 
visitor will ran against ns, whioh means 
that each an accident would occur but 
once in two million years. The paths of 
known comets have not been determin­
ed with sufficient accuracy to justify any 
prediction. In case of collision, if ihe 
oomet were «olid and of the size of the 
moon, the consequence* would bo awful 
beyond conception,and both bodies would 
be converted into vapor, while even tilths 
comet were gaseon», the carbonic acid 
comets undoubtedly contain would destroy 
all organic life upon onr planet. The 
earth has more than onoe passed through 
the tail of a comet without noticeable dis­
turbance.

Plates of alamioam immersed in the 
Norfolk Roads by American engineers were 
badly corroded at the sad of three momths, 
but two aluminum plates on the bottom of a 
Freach aailiog vessel were practically 
uninjured after a voyage around the world. 
Such anomalies has led M. F. Bencher, n 
French investigator, to suggest that the 
microrgamsms of harbors may give rise to 
corrosive secretion that are absent from 
most of the ocean. Examinig sea water from 
different localities, he has found that the 
amount of salts contained varies from 31.34 
parts per 1000 In the Atlantic to pa much 
as 40.7 parts per 1000 in the Mediterranean 
near Marseilles ; and that near astnsrisp abd 
the shore line generally exists a considerable 
proportion of nitrates, arising from ferment' 
ing organic matter. When tested, the shore 
water attacked metal plates much more 
actively than ees-water, the differeooe in 
effect being lessened on destroying the bac­
teria of the shore water by boiling. Paint 
n'se is attacked by the bacterial secretions, 
metal protected by it being soon expoeed.

The prophecy that the oloeiug years of 
the century would mark the dawn of a 
new era of activity in science and inven­
tion-more marvellous than any proceed­
ing one—is beginning to be real Z)d. 

Early this year the existence of the new 
gas in the atmosphere was satisfactorily 
demonstrated. The discoverers wore at 
first unable to make it enter into any 
combination, but Prof. Ramsay has since 
found it combined in c|evete, a rare earth 
of Norway. Still more astonishing was 
the discovery in association with it ; in 
this earth of another gas, which Prof. 
Orookee identfies as helium, the myster­
ious element so long known by its peculiar 
spectrum line to exist in the sun. Now 
M. Bertelot has brought argon intb com­
bination with certain organic compounds, 
notable benzene vaper, under tne silent 
electric discharge, and is led to conclude 
that the northern lights are due to ergon 
made fluorescent by electric current!. 
Prof. Obzenski has Vquefied hydrogen, 
Mr. N. S. Amstutz has completed his 
electro-artograph for telegraphing artistic 
pictures aod remarkable derelopmente 
are soon to follow in other fields.1

The type-setting machine of Father 
Cdleodoli, a Sicilian Dominican, has no 
mechanical parts, its operations being 
controlled by electricity.

The important ad­
vantage claimed, however, ia extrordinary 
rapidity, an experienced operator, it is 
said, being able to compose 50,000 letters 
an hoar, while the meat skilful compositor 
does not exceed 3000, and the beet com­
posing tSkehinee in use do not reach 8000. 
The speed depends upon the keyboard.

No interference by the United S'ates in 

the bonodry dispute between Great Britain 
aod Venezuela will be tolerated by the 
British government.

This»-Mi effect, is the reply of the British 
Foreign Office to Ambassador Bayard’s re­
presentation of the desire ef the United 
States to bring about a settlement of the 
bonodry dispute by arbitration. Ar cable­
gram waa received at the State Department 
to-day from Ambassador Bayard conveying 
this information.

Lord "Kimberley’s communication to 
Ambassador Bayard was, of course, couched 
ia the usual diplomatic language, but the 
plain English of it is understood to be that 
Great Britain will not admit the right of 
the United States under the Monroe doctrine 
to interfere iu her controversy with Vene­
zuela as to the boundary line between 
British Guiana and Venezuela.

It ie understood that the British govern­
ment informed Ambassador Bayard that it 
wonI£ insist upon the boundary line survey­
ed in 1841 by Sir Robert Sohomburgh, and 
would not submit to arbitration in any form 
that would bring that line into question. 
It is claimed on behalf of Venezuela that 
the British position practically amounts to 
a declaration that if-Venezoels will admit 
the claim of Great Britain to all the terri­
tory on the British side of the Sohomburgh 
line arbitration may be resorted to deter­
mine whether still more territory shall not 
be taken by Great Britain.

OCR GOVERNMENT 13 PLEDGED.
Ihe attitude of Great Britain in this 

matter makes the Venezuela boundary 
disputé an affair of the utm«>efc importance 
to the United States. This government has 
practically made the cause of Venezuela her 
own. Not only have several Presidents 
endeavored in every way possible to bring 
about an arbitration of the long standing 
dispute, but the last Congress passed a 
joint resolution requesting the administra­
tion to urge the British government to agree 
to arbitration, and thus gave the sanction of 
the legislative branch of the government to 
the efferts made by the Executive to secure 
a settlement of this question in such a way 
as to protect the rights of Venezuela.

POSSIBLE CLASH AT ANY MOMENT.
A great deal will new depend upon the 

action of the two governments in the 
disputed territory. Both Venezuela and 
Great Britain have established small out­
posts along the Gnyoal River, which flows 
through the eentre of the territory in 
controversy. These outposts overlap each 
other, some of those established by Venezue­
la being nearer to the territory which is 
admittedly British than are some of the 
British ontposts. It will be seen that the 
situation is each that a hostile clash might 
be brought on at any time, and if Great 
Britain should follow up her insistence on 
the Sohomburgh line by an attempt to expel 
the Venezrelian soldier» it would bring 
matters to a crisis at once.

The forcible occupation of the disputed 
territory by Great Britain would make it 
necessary for the administration to deter­
mine upon a definite policy at once and 
either abandon Venezuela to her fate or 
follow up the moral aid which she has 
extended her by forcibly upholding her 
side of the controversy. If the Monroe 
doctrine ie carried by the President and 
Secretory Gresham to the extent which 
many prominent democrats are urging upon 
the administration. It will practically 
amount to the United States taking the 
stand that not only are the European nations 
precluded from acquiring territory which 
is admittedly the property of an American 
nation, but that disputed boundary lines 
where European interests are involved can 
only be settled by arbitration which is 
satisfactory to the United States,

MAT MAKE A NAVAL DEMONSTRATION.
On account of the action of Congress in 

this matter. President Cleveland and 
Secretary Gresham may feel warranted in 
carrying their opposition to Great Britain 
further than they otherwise would, and 
if Great Britain insists upon the withdrawal 
of the Venezuelan ou Ip jets along the 
Cuynnl River there is little reasons to doubt 
that the United States will make a naval 
demonstration in force along the Veeeznelan 
coast, and it is possible that interference 
might be earned so far as to give actual 
assistance to Venezola in resisting the 
forcible occupation of the disputed territory 
by Great Britain.

The situation is very grave and is giving 
the administration a great deal of concern, 
though it is hoped that before matters are 
carried to the extreme the diplomatic 
negotiations between the United States and 
Great Britain may lead to an amicable 
settlement. It ie held in Washington that 
Great Britain would be very reluctant to 
come to an open rapture with the United 
States on account of the disturbance which 
would result* and it is held that while the 
relations between the two countries might 
become vary much strained a satisfactory 
settlement will be reached in the end.

Ottawa, April 4.—The tint conference 
between Canada and Newfoundland tcok 
place thii morning in the Premier’s office. 
There were present the Hon. Robert 
Boltd, the Hon. G. H. Emerson, the 
Hon. E. P. Morris and Mr. W. H. Har­
wood, representing Newfoundland, and 
Sir MaoKenzie Bowell, the Hon. Geo. E. 
Foster, the Hon John" Haggard and Sir 
Adolphe Caron representing Canada. 
Sir Mackenzie Bowell was elected chair­
man and Mr. J. Lambert Payne as 
secretary. It was agreed to refer to the 
ancient colony as Newfoundland with the 
accent on the second syllable. The New­
foundland delegates promised to submit a 
full statement of the affairs of the colony 
for the information of Canada. The con­
ferences are to be private and no informa- 
tien published until both sides have 
agreed on the point at iieue. The hours) 
of meeting were fixed for 9 to 12.30 and 
3 to 5 each day. The Hon. Geo. E. 
Foster whose presence at the conference 
is almost indispensable, has fortunately 
recovered from his indisposition. After 
adjournment Sir Mackenzie Bowell drove 
down to Ridean Hall for an interview 
with Lord Aberdeen.

A telegram was received to-day. from 
the .secretary of the Toronto Board of 
Trade enquiring if the delegates from 
Newfoundland intended viaitiug Toronto. 
The reply sent pas that -at present they 
were unable to say.

A Mr. Kuowling, a leading business 
man in St. John’s, Nfld., has cabled S^r 
Mackenzie Bowell claiming that the UA 
land feeling was opposed to confederation 
and that the delegates did not represent 
publie sentiment. He also said that peti­
tions against confederation were now 
being signed everywhere.

Wnnnreio, Man., April в—An import­
ent discovery, relating to the school ques­
tion, was made yesterday by Mr. J. P. 
Robertson, Provinoial Librarian, 
looking over the volumes of state papers 
on the matter, the disoerery was made 
and its bearing may bo briefly given :

The Manitoba Aet rays nothing abont 
separate schools, bat there ore certain 
nectione which the minority claim refer to 
separate school*. In order to see what 
was meant by the framers in drawing np 
these sections, it is very important to 
have the documents upon which the 
Manitoba Aet waa based. The most im­
portant of these are the bilh of rights 
numbered 1,2, 3 and 4. The only two of 
which have any bearing on the present 
matter are numbers three and four. Bill 
number three ia drawn op by the con­
vention of Manitoba, and is the one 
deposited in the Provincial Library. This, 
the majority claim, is the bill presented 
by the delegates at Ottawa, and that upon 
it the Manitoba Aet waa based. Bill 
number four waa brought ont by Father 
Riehot, who claims that it was the docu­
ment taken to Ottawa by the delegates, 
and not number three, and that the dele­
gatee went at representatives, not of the 
convention, but of the Provisional 
Government of Aaainiboia. Upon this 
the pica ef the Catholic minority is large­
ly based.

Eaeh side, then, claims that its bill is 
the document from which the Manitoba 
Act was drawn up and a. a good deal of 
doubt has existed in regard to this matter 
in the Diet, any evidence throwing light 
upon it is important.

It ie noted that bill number three says 
nothing abont separate schools, so that if 
the Manitoba Act waa baaed on it,separate 
schools could not be read into this Act. 
Bill number four has a great deal to say 
about separate schools and if it were the 
basis of the Act, it. might be argued that 
seme clauses squint that way. After the 
rebellion of 1869-70, the Imperial Parlia­
ment. orderjti a return to be brought 
down, showing all the papers m the 
matter. These papers were for warded‘by 

.Sir John Young then (1870) Governor- 
General of Canada,and it is in this volume 
of papers whioh Mr.Robertsen turned up. 
The correspondence forms a large volume 
and is marked “Correspondence relating 
to recent disturbances in the Red River 
settlement, preeented to both houses of 
Paslialnent by command of Her Majesty, 
August, 1870." At page 139 there is a 
copy of a dispatch which Sir John Young 
sent to Earl Granville, under date of 
April 29,1870, aa follows :

One of the gentlemen who appeared to 
be opposed to amalgamation on any terms, 
now arose in his place and seriously 
claimed that Mr. Adams’ amendment, 
having been passed, it stood in the posi­
tion before the meeting of an original 
resolution, and it was, therefore, in order 
for him to move an amendment to it. 
He proceeded to fortify his position by 
claiming that it was in accordance with 
the procedure and rules of order of 
certain church courts. He read the 
amendment which he wished to offer. It 
was simply to postpone the whole ques­
tion for the consideration of an adjourned 
meeting to be held after a committee of 
five had ascertained certain financial, 
legal- and other facts bearing on the 
subject and interests involved. He final­
ly receded from his position when the 
chairman asked him if he invited his 
ruling on the point raised,—fcrtd the 
meeting adjourned.

At one part of their trip they reached 
a Northern Pacific railroad bridge which 
spanned a lake. Lenz did not want to 
delay long enough to go around and thus 
add three or four miles to his long jour­
ney.

Their first vows were taken on Aug. 16, 
1684, on the crypt of the Church of Notre 
Dame, but It was not until 1640 that the 
order was sanctioned at Rome by Paul ’ 
Ш. Loyola remained general of the order 
from its establishment up to the time of 
his death. In 1666, which was accelerated 
by the austerities he had practiced. He 
was canonised in 1682 by Gregory XV., 
and is now considered the patron saint of 
Biscay.
. The strange variety of fortune the Jesu­
its have since then experienced would oc­
cupy volumes to tell, Tljelr history has 
been in a manner almost the history of 
the Romish Church. Their rise and de­
cline, decline and rise has indicated more 
or less the state of the church they serve. 
They have been in turn patronized and 
oppressed.

Now the teachers of princes, the confes­
sors of kings and queens, now banLhed 
and condemned. The society was expelled 
from England In 1681 and again in 1601 ; 
from Franco in 1604 and 1768; from Por­
tugal In 1696 and to 1769, and in Spain, 
Russia and even China they at times have 
suffered the aame'fote, but only to appear 
again to greater strength than before. 
At the present moment there is only one 
Important country to Europe (Germany) 
where they are not more or less in evi­
dence, and even there they are knocking 
loudly at the door for admission. The 
greatest and most extraordinary blow the 
order ever experienced was when even Its 
own church began to fear its power and 
dread its Influence, and when it was sup­
pressed by Clement XXTV.

Why does the Dip­
per always describe a circle around the 
north star, never sinking below the hori­
zon 7 Look at the following picture of 
the earth, the north star and the Dipper, 
and the subject will be perfectly plain.

Were the spectators located at the North 
Pole the north star would be directly 
overhead. Were the spectator at the 
equator it would bo seen at the horizon. 
When seen from these latitudes it follows 
that it is as we see it on any atayry night. 
The Dipper is so near the unchanging, 
north star that in these latitudes it Uever 
rises or sets like respectable stars, but 
keeps up its perpetual dance around it. 
Further south it rises and sets, for the 
north star sinks and the Dipper sinks with 
it, but with us it is compelled to take part 
in a perpetual masquerade in full view.

Now for the celestial clock, whose ma­
chinery was put in motion at the begin­
ning of time. It will not have two hands, 
certainly, for it will be able to tell the
