NEWPORT, May 11.—The American 

records for quick diving of a submarine 
boat were broken yesterday when the 
submarine Octopus went through a ser­
ies of extraordinary tests in Coddjng- 
ton Cove in a nasty sea, with a thick 
fog which cleared at times and a south­
west wind that blew at the rate of 35 
to 40 miles an hour.

The principal test was to determine 
whether the Octopus would be able to 
be submerged quickly should an enemy 
be sighted. Running at full speed ott 
surface, propelled by gasoline engines, 
the Octopus received a signal from 
members of the Naval Trial Board on 
board the tender Nina. Immediately 
the engines were stopped and 
was furnished by store batteries. Div­
ing rudders were adjusted, thq sub­
marine took 37 tons of water into her 
tanks and sank to a depth of 20 feet, 
so that the deck which 
above the axis of the boat was at a 
depth of 16 3-4 feet.

BURNS AND SQUIRES TO

SHIRLEY May 10.— A. rear-end 
collision took place here be­
tween two east bound freight 
trains on the Fitchberg division of the 
Boston and Maine R. R. in the yard 
here, late tonight. A fireman was ser­
iously injured and twenty freight cars 
and the freight house were burned, 
entailing a loss estimated from $80,000 
to $100,000. A.j Tuttle, the fireman, sus­
tained serious internal injuries and the 
fracture of three ribs.

Both trains were bound for Boston. 
A local train bound from Fitchburg 
to Boston, stopped at the station here 
and was entering a siding when a 
heavy through train from the West 
came along and crashed into it. The 
engineer of the western train saw the 
light of the local train and attempted 
to set his airbrakes, but the brakes 
refused to work and the locomotive 
crashed into the rear of the local. Ai 
dozen cars were derailed. The locomo­
tive of the Western train capsizing and 
lying alongside a couple of cars stand­
ing in the yard. The engineer escaped 
injury. The fireman, Tuttle, was pitch­
ed headlong from the cab and badly 
injured.

He came over by the Em­
press of Ireland to Quebec and con­
tinued his Journey to Montreal by the 
steamship special that reached this 
city after midnight.

The trip was undertaken by Mr. Rose 
for the benefit of his health, and he 
looks as if it had given hint a new 
lease of life.

“I feel very well. Indeed,’ he told the 
Star. “Very, very much better than I 
was. I visited Sicily and Italy, but 
did not go to Egypt All through I 
found the trip most enjoyable."

MONCTON, May 11,—For sometime 
past express parcels have been disap­
pearing from the express office at 
Metapedia station, and when on May 
1st a package containing $81.24 was lost 
the I. C. R. authorities were notified 
and asked to place a detective on the 
case.

4-5-tfThe pact teveen England and Rus­
sia to delay le construction of the 
Bagdad Railwy, so much desired by 
Germany, willhave the effect of pro­
longing indeifinely one of the strangest 
conditions of rigandage still prevail­
ing in any pa; of the world. This is. 
the blackmailof the dead conducted 
by the robberiands of the Tigris val­
ley. i-

The story < its origin runs back 
some thirty yes to the time when the 
old chief of a omad tribe died leaving 
two sons, Djcanir apd. Mama-Souley- 
man, to shanhis following and his 
sphere of opeitions. Hovering about 
the frontier Stween the Turkish do­
minions and Jrsia these two continued 
in their fatlr’s footsteps. He was a 
plain, comme, ordinary brigand, and 
bo were they In their youthful vigor, 
however, thejnade themselves so very 
obnoxious th the Shah of Persia, who 

unable I hunt them down, decld-

10-5-tf.are abominated by the Turks, but the 
Persians not only make pilgrimages to 
them while living, but in many cases 
strive to be buried In their sacred pre­
cincts when dead. To rest in their sa­
cred soil Is to go direct to the seventh 
Mohammedan heaven.

Mama-Souleyman, and his bandits 
took up positions all along the routes 
leading from Persia to these places. As 
the funeral corteges came their way— 
poisoning the air, since the Persians 
have no skill as embalmers—they 
swoop down upon the mourners and 
demand tribute. Mama-Souleyman est­
ablished early a regular tariff, based 
on the wealth of the deceased for his 
own benefit, and he still exacts it to­
day. It has become so much a matter 
of course that the Persians regard it 
as a regular part of the funeral 
penses in such cases and start prepared 
to pay it. But over and above this the 
members of the band are apt to take 
care of themselves, Any display of 
jewelry by those accompanying the 
corpse is indiscreet. Too fat a bag of 
money is apt to be well thlnned.Even 
a handsome pelllsse has been known 
to pass over to one of Mama-Souley- 
man’s henchmen.

The profits of this system of black­
mail are considerable.In ordinary years 
it is said at least 4.000 bodies of pious 
Shiites are taken to the sacred cities 
for interment. In years when any pes­
tilence is rife the number will reach 
10,000 or even 12,000. The Persians can 
do nothing to stop the plunder, be­
cause it it all done on Turkish territory 
The Turkish authorities refuse to take 
any interest in it because only Per- 
cians and Shiits are victims.

Incidentally, it may be said that the 
interments at Kerbela and Nebjef are 
the sources of considerable wealth to 
the region. The imams in charge of the 
mosques and cemeteries have been 
known to exact the equivalent of $12,000 
from the family of a rich man for a 
choice position very near one of the 
sacred tombs, and $200 is the lowest 
sum they will deposit. The payments 
are said to be at least equal to $800,000 
in poor years and sometimes to reach 
three or times that amount.

Though the construction of the rail­
way from the terminus of one of the 
present lines in Asia Minor or Syria to 
Bagdad would not directly affect the 
lines of travel of the dead Shiites or 
the band that intercepts them, yet it is 
certain that the general conditions ad­
mitting of such lawlessness could not 
long survive the opening up of the re­
gion. Bagdad is at present extremely 
Inaccessible. It may be reached by 
steamer via the Red Sea, the Persian 
Gulf, the Strait el Arab, and the Tigris. 
This journey takes almost two months 
from English ports. The land route 
takes a week or two less. One Journeys 
by camel from Damacus across the de­
sert of Syria, or else one goes by rail­
road to Angora in Asia Minor, whence 
the Journey is completed on horse or 
camel under the protection of the 
Tatare, the Turkish mail carrier, who 
is a brigand himself, but who has an 
exalted sense of official responsibility 
and who enjoys Immunity among the 
other brigands along his routes, 
only will he defend himself and his 
charge, but the predatory tribes In 
general would combine to defend him 
against any one, even one of their num­
ber who might attack him. Despite the 
wild state of the country, cash in large 
amounts Is carried by him In absolute 
safety.

Under these conditions the present 
amount of travel to Bagdad is relatively 
very small. But if the railroad were 
constructed the ancient commercial im­
portance of the city would doubtless be 
revived and the Influx of tourists would

I, polygamy
morals of our land, and

seriously from the same element,

“This Presbytery overtures the As­
sembly to take such action as will 
arouse the whole Church to the peril of 
those parts of the Dominion affected, 
and at the same time approach the 
other branches of the Christian Church 
to take joint action in the matter.”

The very wording of the above Indi­
cates that the ministerial and lay del­
egates of London and vicinity should 
first look Into the customs of those peo­
ple In Western Canada and also study 
the tenets of the Mormon church. It 
would be just as reasonable to urge 
that because some negroes In the 
Southern States have been found guilty 
of criminal assault, all negroes should 
be excluded from Canada. Polygamy, 
the great evil complained of, is not a 
Mormon doctrine. It has been permis­
sible in the past but Is not so now, and 
was practiced In the United States 
solely from personal motives by some 
Who thus violated the law of the land. 
It Is not now, nor has It ever been, 
found among the Mormons of Western 
Canada, nor will it ever appear unless 
indeed some man or woman with crim­
inal Instincts disregards this law as any 
other criminal might disregard any 
other law. The Mormons of Canada 
made their homes In what was former­
ly an arid and desolate region, shun­
ned by all other settlers. With persist­
ent effort and untiring zeal they have 
transformed a wilderness Into a most 
productive land, have created villages, 
have prospered, and have won the re­
spect of all their neighbors. There are 

-^pot In Southern Alberta any persons 
win» are more deserving of esteem 
than tfiese same Mormons whose re­
moval Is desired by a group of so-called 
broad minded and enlightened Ontario 
ministers. This Is a land of religious
freedom, so It Is said.

First Pastor
From the records of the Synod, of the 

Presbyterian Church in New Brunswick 
It may be learned that the Rev. John 
Irvine of the Irish Presbyterian church 
had arrived in New Brunswick, and the 
Presbytery of St. John, meeting at 
Fredericton in July, 1845, resolved to 
take him in*o their care, his commis­
sion having been presented from the 
colonial committee of the Free Church 
of Scotland. And at another meeting 
held in Bocabec on the 8th of January, 
1846, he was ordained and it was re­
solved that he be located for the winter 
in the following stations: Carleton, 
Nerepis, Jerusalem, Black River (or 
Shediac), and Petitcodiae, now called 
Moncton.

Tomorrow and on Monday the Car­
leton Presbyterian Church will cele­
brate the fiftieth anniversary of Its 
founding. The order of Sunday’s ser­
vices is as follow»: ,

OTTAWA, May Iff.—R. R. Farrow 
has been made assistant commissioner 
of customs.

The fiscal period ending March 31 
will be the best In the history of Can­
ada. Returns made to the finance de­
partment so far show this. The rev­
enue already reported for this nine 
months’ period amounts to $677138,594, 
and it is estimated that the final re­
turn of collections will add two mil­
lion to this. This will be almost five 
million more than Mr. Fielding hoped 
for when he made his last budget 
speefeh in November, when he estimat­
ed the revenue at $65,000,000. At that 
time Mr. Fielding calculated the ex­
penditure would be $64,500,000. of 
which $52,500,000 would - be charged to 
revenue and $12,500,000 to capital.

Returns to date show expenditure on 
revenue of $45,000,#00, which will be in­
creased by four or five millions by com­
plete returns and $12,000,000 expenditure 
on capital, which will he increased by 
a half million dollars. This indicates 
that collections will exceed and expen­
diture fall below the Finance Minister’s 
expectations. Mr. Fielding hoped for a 
surplus of thirteen millions, but the in­
dications are that it will be from six­
teen to seventeen million dollars, or the 
largest in the history of Canada. This 
means that not only will expenditure on 
both revenue and capital accounts be 
met but the net debt of Canada can be 
substantially reduced. This will all have 
been accomplished within a period of 
nir.e months.

The presbytery met again at Black- 
ville, Miramichi, and the Presbyterians 
of Carleton, craving to be formally 
taken under the special care of this 
church, and that a minister be appoint­
ed for the purpose of organizing them 
into a congregation, resolved to ap­
point Revs. Mr. Thompson and Robt. 
Irvine to meet with the congregation of 
Carleton and report at next meeting the 
number of adherents in Carleton and 
their ability and willingness to con­
tribute to the support of the ministry, 
the Rev. John Irvine to continue his 
labors in these parts till next meeting 
of the presbytery.

At a meeting of the presbytery held 
in St. Stephen Sept. 8th, 18S2, Rev. John 
Trvine, to the deep regret o’ them all, 
intimated his intention of leaving the 
province, and was accordingly furnish­
ed with the proper credentials.

From this time Carleton was supplied 
by the Rev. William Ferrie of St. 
David's Presbyterian church, St. John, 
until the arrival of the Rev. James 
Baird of the Belfast presbytery, who, 
being ordained by said presbytery, was 
sent out to the British colonies under 
the auspices of the Irish general assem­
bly. Mr. Baird being ordained for Can­
ada was afterwards recommended to 
proceed to St. John, and arriving there 
on Wednesday, April 7th, 1854, was re­
quested to preach on the following Sab­
bath in this city, and in Carleton, 
which was then only a mission station. 
Mr. Baird was asked to preach again 
in Carleton, and a unanimous call was 
presented to him. He was strongly ad­
vised to accept the call by friends in 
this city, who promised to assist in the 
erection of a church, and eventually de­
cided to do so. On Sept. 27th, 1854. he 
was duly installed. Rev. Messrs. Ben- 
net and Ferrie officiating on the occa­
sion.

The congregation 
build a church. The plans were fur­
nished by Mr. Stead, architect, of St. 
John, and the comer stone was laid on 
Friday, Sept. 21st, 1855, by the Hon. 
John Robertson,
Brunswick. The following is the ac­
count of the ceremony as it appeared 
the following day in the city papers:

“The service was begun by Rev. Mr. 
Baird, who read the 100th Psalm, which 
was then sung by a large and excellent 
choir. The Rev. J. Bennet then read 
the prayer of Solomon at the dedication 
of the temple, I. Kings, 8-22. after which 
he offered an appropriate prayer. The 
choir then sang Psalm 102, 16-22 verses, 
and Rev-. Mr. Baird presented a sliver 
trowel bearing the emblem of the burn­
ing bush and the motto: ‘Arduis sed 
vireus, nec tamen consumebatur,’ with 
the inscription, ‘To the Hon. John Rob­
ertson, by the Rev. James Baird, on the 
occasion of his laying the foundation 
stone of the First Presbyterian church 
in Carleton, St. John, N. B.’

“After an address by the Hon. John 
Robertson the choir sang the 20th para­
phrase. and the congregation was dis­
missed with the benediction. The choir 
of St. Andrevy’s church and St. John’s 
church assisted at this service.

"The building was completed in April, 
1857, and opened and dedicated on May 
10th of the same year.1

morning and before long the ground 
was covered with a mantle of white. The 
11th day of May is indeed a late date 
for this sort of weather for St. John 
and on only one previous occasion has 
a snowstorm been in progress here at 
a later date.

Shortly before five o’clock this morn­
ing the wind changed from the north 
to the northeast and a few drops of rain 
fell. Following this the snow came and 
It continued to fall all through the 
morning. The ground contained little 
frost and the snow melted as soon as it 
arrived on mother earth, 
afternoon two inches of snow have fal­
len, which breaks all records since 1870. 
Last year a severe snow storm was in 
progress at McAdam on May 18th, It 
rained here on that day. Today’s storm 
is the latest since 1870. On May 7th, 
189J, at 11.50 p. m. snow commenced to 
fall and It continued until 6.50 a. m. the 
next day. There was considerable frost 
In the ground and the snow remained 
for some time. The total fall was one- 
quarter of an inch. The only time on 
record, when a a snowstorm visited St. 
John at a later date then today was 
on May 24, 1870. On that day the sky 
was clear In the morning. The Queen’s 
Own Rifles were to parade for Inspec­
tion on the Barracks Green. Col. Holly 
was the inspecting officer and he ar­
rived at the scene of inspection at three 
o’clock In the afternoon. The Queen’s 
Own were lined up and thousands of 
citizens were viewing the inspection. 
Suddenly large black clouds loomed up 
and in a few minutes a real old-fashion­
ed snowstorm was in progress, 
soldiers’ uniforms of green were soon 
covered with a cloak of white and in 
the march past the men waded through 
slush.

That spring was not a backward one 
and the citizens were wearing their 
light clothes and straw hats. When the 
snow began to fall the majority of 
those present madef or home in haste 
and donned their overcoats. In a few 
hours the weather cleared and the sun 
was shining as warmly as before. This 
year, however, the weather has been 
backward, and only a few nice spring 
days have come as yet.

A week ago last Tuesday the roof tops 
of the houses were white with frost. 
No doubt, on account of the late spring, 
the crops will be very backward.
