Mr. Nosse, the Japanese consul gen­
eral, is a regular visitor to Parliament 
Hill, and never forgets to call at the 
jpress rooms, where he is a most wel­
come visitor. He is a full fledged type 
of the little brown men who are now 
making things warm for Russia. 
Genial, talkative, yet self-restrained, 
Mr. Nosse knows how to extract in­
formation from every possible source, 
and newspaper men who interview him 
14 discover that the tables ’ are be­
ing greatly turned and that it is the 
consul who is actually doing the in­
terviewing. He has made the personal 
acquaintance of every man in the gal­
lery worth knowing, and can call them 
all by name. He speaks English flu­
ently and clearly. He supplies the 
press blackboard with typewritten 
copies of his daily war news from the 
Japanese headquarters at Washington, 
sending them up by special messen­
ger as soon as received, and this' week 
added to the illustrated walls three 
large Japanese war cartoons and a 
splendid war map, with the names of 
the towns and rivers in both English 
and Japanese. Most consuls avoid 
newspaper men at the capital. Mr. 
Nosse fraternizes with them and is 
thereby enabled to give some bent in 
Japan’s favor to the comments sent 
out from here to the Canadian press. 
If Mr. Nosse can be taken as an aver­
age specimen of the Japanese race it 
Is no wonder that Russia has struck a 
hard problem in the present war.

Under date of May 23rd, R. A. Estey 
has issued a statement to the effect 
that he has thought it best to stop 
payment. Those whe have done busi­
ness with Mr. Estey deeply regret that 
he has been forced to take such a step, 
but they consider that under the cir­
cumstances the move was most judi­
cious.

R. A. Estey has been in the lumber­
ing business for quite a number of 
years, operating on the Tobique and 
Rockaway rivers. He has had large 
connections and was always consider­
ed a good business man. A short time 
ago Mr. Estey suffered from a stroke 
of paralysis, and since that time his 
general health has been such that he 
could not give to his business the per­
sonal attention formerly devoted to it. 
This, combined with the general de­
pression of the lumber market, has led 
to the present difficulty, and Mr. Estey 
has thought it best to call a meeting 
of his creditors now, rather than run 
the risk of having his affairs in a less 
satisfactory state later.

He has now 10,200,000 feet of logs, 
4,000,000 of which have been sold at 
$11 a thousand. The total value of the 
logs should come to at least $95,000. In 
addition to this, there are mill pro­
perties, and sixty or. seventy miles of 
timber limits, the whole being valued 
at about $15,000. This will give total 
assets of from $105,000 to $110,000, and 
the total liabilities are placed at $105,- 
000. Those in St. John who are inter­
ested are George McKean and John E. 
Mqore, but these are secured. Other

On Tuesday, January 26, Isaac Mt 
Claln and David H. Beecher laid a 
information before the clerk of tt 
police court at Toronto, upon whic 
a summons was sworn out again 
Edward Freyseng, of the Freyseng 
Cork Co., Ltd., of the city of Toronto, 
charging that in the month of July, 
1903, Mr. Freyseng had violated the 
provisions of the Alien Labor Act, by 
having induced two citizens of the 
United States to come to Canada to 
work In his establishment by an ag­
reement made previous to their com­
ing and by prepaying their transpor­
tation. There were several adjourn­
ments of the hearing, and, on Febru­
ary 29, when the case Was finally tried 
the defendant was convicted by the 
presiding magistrate and fined §50 and 
costs, or thirty days, for each of the 
two violations of the act.

In his defence, Mr. Freyseng main­
tained that there had been a strike In 
his factory a short time previous to 
the time of employing the Americans 
as complained of, and that during the 
strike a rival firm had employed some 
of his men, and he had ,been left 
short-handed; the men had not been 
brought In to break the strike, but 
only because he was unable to get 
cork-cutters in this country. He main­
tained further, that he acted in the 
matter without any knowledge that he 
was breaking the law. The magis­
trate remarked that he had no doubt 
that the defendant had not intended 
to break the law, but that ignorance 
of the law was no defence. The fines 
were paid into court by Mr. Frey­
seng and forwarded by the clerk to 
the receiver general at Ottawa In ac­
cordance with the provisions of the 
law.

INFORMERS RECEIVE PART OF 
PENALTY.

During the month of March the so­
licitors for Messrs. McClain and 
Beecher applied to the department of 
labor to have fifty per cent of the fines 
imposed paid to them under the sec­
tion of the act which provides that 
‘the receiver general may pay to any 
informer who furnishes original Infor­
mation that the law has been violat­
ed with such share of the penalties re­
covered as he deems reasonable and 
just, not exceeding fifty per cent,where 
it appears that the recovery was had 
in consequence of the information thus 
furnished.

On the recommendation of the hon. 
the minister of labor that fifty per 
cent of the fines should be awarded to 
the informers, the receiver general 
gave instructions that half the penalty 
should be paid over to Messrs. Mc­
Clain and Beecher, who, on April 15, 
were accordingly forwarded cheques 
through the department of labor for 
$25 each, being fifty per cent of the 
fines imposed, as a consequence of the 
informations laid by them.

New Steamship Service From Halifax 
and Yarmouth to New York.

BOSTON, May 22.— The industrial 
situation which has been anything but 
encouraging this spring in these parts, 
does not Improve rapialy. Business 
has not come to full stop by any 
means, but in some lines there is next 
to nothing doing, while on the other 
hand several branches of trade are 
fairly active. Many of the cotton 
mills are still running four days week­
ly and the idle machinery is being 
added to almost daily. The opinion 
of experts seems to be that the textile 
industry will have'a long, dull summer 
of it. The railroads are also laying 
off men all over the United States. The 
Pennsylvania railroad company, which 
owns the largest railway system in the 
world, has Just issued orders to lay 
off 11,000 men, and several thousand 
are now being discharged by the New 
York Central from Boston to the 
lakes. In this state and Rhode Is­
land nearly 50,000 mill hands are work­
ing but four and five days weekly. In 
view of a ten per cent reduction ln 
wages made last fall, there Is a heavy 
falling off in business in the mill towns 
and poor families In many instances 
have had to appeal to the authorities 
for assistance. Little improvement is 
expected in business before next fall 
or winter. No violent slump Is anti­
cipated meanwhile, but It is probable 
that the general dullness will be more 
apparent.

A prominent Boston business man 
says : “We have been going through 
a business depression the past twelve 
months somewhat moderate ln tone to 
what we have been accustomed to in 
years past, but, on the whole, there 
has been a considerable falling off ln 

'the volume of business. I believe that 
this depression will continue for some 
months yet, but there is no likelihood 
of any serious failures or business dis­
asters, except so far as some so-called 
trusts which were organized at the top 
of the boom with insufficient working 
capital, may have to be reorganized. 
The products of other countries are 
still lower than ours all along the line, 
and there will have to be a readjust­
ment of this situation to permit this 
country to assume a commanding 
trade position. The fact that our ex­
ports are $17,000,000 in excess of 1900, 

‘our banner export year, is due entire­
ly to the, high prices received 'for cot­
ton. Wten you consider that business 
in New Ehgjand in wool, leather, boots 
and shoes, Iron and steel and cotton 
manufactures, our leading Industries, 
is flat, you can get some idea as „to 
tffe falling off ln trade and this situa­
tion win be reflected in railroad earn­
ings to a serious extent.”

United States Consul General Hollo­
way of Halifax In a report to the state 
department, encloses a statement 
which says that the unsatisfactory 
condition of the Canadian lumber mar­
ket will adversely affect general busi­
ness to some extent this year in Can­
ada. The opinion is given that New 
Brunswick operators will probably 
hold back a portion of their business 
until late ln the year in view of the 
unprorfiising outlook In the English 
market. Another report made to the 
state is from United States Consul 
Bergholz at Three Rivers, Que., who 
outlines the generally demoralized 
state of the woollen industry in Can­
ada. He also goes into the failure of 
the Canada Woollen Mills Company 
for $1,000,000. All the consular reports 
from Canada, however, do not tell of 
depression. Some of those from Nova 
Scotia indicate that additional mining 
companies are being formed and that 
several sections of that province, not­
ably, Cape Breton, are to be further 
developed.

The Dominion Coal Co. and the Bos­
ton and Maine railroad have signed a 
contract whereby the Dominion com­
pany will deliver 75,000 tons of bitum­
inous coal at $2.58 per ton, delivered. 
The price Is the lowest ever agreed 
upon between the two companies.

Among those who will be graduated 
from Boston University next month 
are Robert S. Kinney, of Yarmouth, 
N. S., with the degree of B. A., and 
John C. Hockin of Amherst, N. S., the 
latter from the school of the univer­
sity.

Alexander MacDonald of Glassburn,

The proposed steamship service be­
tween New York, Yarmouth and Hal­
ifax will begin on June 25. The Do­
minion Atlantic railway’s company’s 
str. Prince Arthur will' leave New 
York each Saturday and Halifax on 
Tuesdays.

The Prince Edward Island Associa­
tion of Boston, will celebrate Its 
fourth anniversary May 26. President 
James Cummlskey Is in charge of the 
arrangements.

To the Editor of the Sun:
Sir—Fair Play, writing In your pa­

per, says there are two new men from 
the United States taking a hand ln 
teaching the citizens of St. John how 
to behave themselves, or to be religi­
ous. And why not, pray? The United 
States sends missionaries to Turkey, 
China, Persia and Japan, etc., and why 
not to New Brunswick? Do our peo­
ple occupy such a high moral plane 
that we have no need for such? Fair 
Play says he Is In favor of opening the 
park restaurant on Sunday for the 
sale of light refreshments, and that 
there are others who would like to be 
able to procure light refreshments one 
day out of seven. What a place St. 
John must be for the working man 
who can only procure light refresh­
ments one day In the week and that 
day the Christian Sabbath? Mr. Fair 
Play would like Rev. Mr. Floyd to 
visit the different St. John churches 
In July and August and see how large 
congregations of working men or any 
other class they have in these months. 
Does Fair Play think that opening, a 
restaurant in the park on the Sabbath 
will help matters? Fair Play seems to 
admit that thé open restaurant, a 
band of music, or some other attrac­
tion would induce people to go to the 
park who otherwise might not go there 
on the Sabbath. But he has a remedy. 
He tells us that the clergy should go 
to the park on the first day of the 
week, and that there they would find 
some who neither go to church or Sun­
day school. No doubt they would. 
And the same might be said of the 
race course or ball ground, if such do­
ings were permitted In this province. 
But when Fair Play attempts to teach 
the ministers of the gospel their duty 
in this respect by referring to the 
Master, he is “away off.” There is not 
a word in the New Testament to show 
that our Lord or His apostles attend­
ed a place of public amusement on the 
Sabbath day in order to preach the 
gospel. It Is true that our Lord 
preached on the mountain side and on 
the sea shore. But on the Sabbath 
we invariably find Him in the syna­
gogue, and the same may be said of 
the apostles. One word more. If, ac­
cording to Fair Play, it is right to sell 
refreshments in the park on the Sab­
bath, how can it be wrong to sell the 
same things in other restaurants ln 
the city or the suburbs thereof? It le 
the buying and selling on the Sabbath 
that is condemned in Scripture and 
not merely what is bought or sold.

XDaniel Sweeney, an old and well 
known character of the north end, was 
found dead in his house on Logan’s 
alley, off Paradise row, yesterday af­
ternoon.

Sweeney was a familiar figure around, 
the foot of Portland, where he spent 
most of his-time loafing or doing odd 
jobs. He had long grey hair, was usu­
ally In need of a shave, and formerly 
wore a silk hat. Once upon a time he 
worked in the Portland rolling mills, 
but of late years he has had no steady 
employment. Formerly he lived with 
his sister, but since her death he has 
resided alone in a hovel on Logan’s 
alley. The place is in a filthy and for­
saken condition, and the occupant was 
scarcely ever visited.

In former days Sweeney was com­
paratively well to do. He got some 
money through the sale of property, 
but this has all been spent. Sweeney 
was about fifty years of age. He was 
said to have been married in Maine, 
where for a time his wife and several 
children resided, but little is now 
known about them.

Yesterday morning Sweeney com­
plained of being unwell, and went 
home.

OTTAWA, May 23.Cardinal Gibbons, 
who takes a leading part in the lay­
ing of the corner stone of Ottawa Uni­
versity, arrived at noon today, accom­
panied by Rev. Dr. Ration, who board­
ed the train at Albany, Bishop Mac- 
donnell of Alexandra, and Rev. Dr. 
Emmery, rector of the university.

Montreal delegates from Italian soci­
eties waited on Hon. Mr. Sifton this 
morning ànd asked the government 
for relief f»r 5,000 Italians now strand­
ed there. Sifton promised to do all 
possible. These laborers came out 
from Italy expecting to get work on 
the G. T. P. line, being deceived by 
last session’s bill into believing that 
the road would be started this spring.

Marine and fisheries department to­
day ordered the government steamer 
Tyrian to the rescue of the survivors 
of the str. Turret Bay, who are still 
on St. Paul Island. The Tyrian will 
convey them to Sydney, C. B.

Negotiations for control of the St. 
John Telegraph, while nearly complet­
ed, are hung temporarily over condi­
tions attached to the price asked, 
namely, $100,000. Milligan is the lion 
in the path. Efforts are being made 
to secuire his appointment as mari­
time provinces representative on the 
G. T. P. commission, with what suc­
cess remains to be seen.

There is a story current in No. 6 that 
Ned Farrar is writing the third speech 
for Emmerson, his two first efforts 
having failed to meet the approval of 
Laurier and the minister of railways. 
Emmerson is booked to speak in the 
G. T. P. debate this week. He may 
do so. No. 6 is the G. T. R. headquar­
ters in the commons.

OTTAWA, May 25.—Cardinal Gib­
bons occupied a seat on the floor of the 
commons chamber this afternoon to the 
right of the speaker's chair, while sev­
eral high dignitaries of the church in 
full robes had front seats in the speak­
er’s gallery. It was a strange co­
incidence that Cardinal jGibbons, whose 
work for laboring men of the United 
States nas made him world famed, on 
the occasion of -his first visit to the 
Canadian commons was compelled to 
listen to a debate on the labor ques­
tion precipitated by Clare of South 
Waterloo, who moved an amendment 
to the Grand Trunk Pacific bill 
stricting the employment of engineers, 
etc., on the Iodation surveys to Can­
adians and other British subjects.

Clare showed that Mulock, since be­
ing created minister of labor) had done 
absolutely nothing to protect the Can-" 
adian workman against Yankee com­
petition in Canada. Mulock made a 
lame defence of his inertness and was 
keenly scored by Monk, who showed 
that the alien labor law, even weak as 
it was, was not enforced, while the 
United States applied its stringent law 
against Canadians. The debate was 
continued up to six o’clock by Taylor, 
McPherson, Col. Sam Hughes, Puttee 
and others. Law of Yarmouth, sec­
onded by Lewis of Albert, moved for 
leave to amend the Canada Temper­
ance Act giving the trial justice the 
right to convict with or without hard 
labor. As the law now stands a ma­
gistrate cannot sentence to hard labor. 
Law, in replying to Borden of Halifax, 
said there was no other matter of im­
portance covered by his bill.

The time of the house after dinner 
Was devoted rto private bills. At nine 
o’clock Clarke of West Toronto re­
sumed debate on Clare’s Grand Trunk 
Pacific labor amendment. Clarke made 
a most vigorous speech, one of the 
best of the entire session. He had the 
floor at 11 o'clock, St. John and Hali­
fax time.

Clarke made a most vigorous appeal 
for Canadian heads for all departments 
of the Grand Trunk Pacific, and for 
work also being given in all labor lines 
to Canadians over Americans. He 
asked Mulock how long would a single 
American state stand the condition of 
things now existing in Canada under 
a minister of labor so far as work 
goes. Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick replied to 
Clarke at some length, and was- sev­
eral times compelled to retract his 
statements by Clarke, Taylor and 
others amid opposition cheers.

Fitzpatrick lost his head for about 
the first time this session, and yelled 

v across the floor at the top of his voice 
in reply to Clarke’s incisive interro­
gations. Fitzpatrick's plea was that 
the government would later this ses­
sion introduce a bill to amend the 
alien labor law to meet the Grand 
Trunk Pacific case, but would not con­
sent to any amendment in this line to 
the Grand Trunk Pacific contract it­
self. Finally Fitzpatrick promised that 
this legislation would be introduced by 
the government before the G. T. R. 
Pacific bill became law.

Borden of Halifax, rising at 10 p. m4 
suggested that the minister of justice 
had been hard hit. Not one line ap­
peared in the speech from the throne 
about this amended alien labor law. 
Yet goaded by Clarke of Toronto he 
blurted cut a sudden promise of gen­
eral legislation. Surely the govern­
ment knew that the surveys were go­
ing on today for the Grand Trunk and 
were being conducted by American 
engineers.

(The 
viceroy’s despatch does not give the 
date of the bombardment).

“On the following night the Japan­
ese attempted to block the roadstead 
of Port Arthur with mines and from 
shore observations it is believed that 
some steam launches and two torpedo 
boats were sunk."

Paul’s IslSLnd had .reached them and 
at qnce totoed the boat ashore, 
gettipg out they sank on the beach ex­
hausted. They had been about an 
hour in the boat before being rescued. 
The lifeboat came out again and 
rescued two more of the men that were 
clinging to a plank. Ninp were thud 
saved, the remaining thirteen of the 
crew and captain finding a watery 
grave.

The five bodies 
buried on Sunday on St. Paul’s Island 
on a high bluff overlooking the scene 
of the wreck. They were laid to rest 
in one grave side by side, J. M. Camp­
bell, the acting governor, reading the 
burial service, and the nine survivors 
and the few people on the island stand­
ing around with heads uncovered and 
tears in their eyes at the sad scene.

A cross bearing the names of the 
unfortunate victims was then erected 
at the head of the grave to mark the 
resting places of five seamen who had 
perished in one of the worst marine 
disasters that have ever occurred in 
the St. Lawrence.

When the steamer struck she was 
sailing northeast one-half north, with 
Charles Culterg at the wheel and Cap­
tain Hayden on the bridge, 
been night the men say that no one 
would have lived to tell the tale. They 
pwe their lives in great measure to 
Governor Campbell and Lighthouse 
Keeper McLeod, and their assistants, 
W. Payne, Joseph James, J. Best, A.

Story of Fifteen Newspa­
per Men Seeing Things.

What They Thought of the Big Fair, 

and What a Nice Time They Had.

The invitations kindly given to the
maritime members of the party by C. 
B. Foster, district passenger agent of 
the C. P. R., resulted tn the Halifax 
represen ;atives leaving that city on 
Wednesday morning, May 11th. Those 
from St. John Joined them on the train 
the same day. The combined party 
reached Montreal on morning of 
Thursday, which day was most pleas­
antly spent in that beautiful city, the 
view of which from the top of the 
mountain should be seen by every visi­
tor, as such a scene cannot be found 
in any other city dh earth. There is 
the mighty river, bearing on its bosom 
ponderous steamers carrying the pro­
duce of a great country, a noble city 
with mighty industries, colleges of 
arts and science, countless homes of 
wealth and refinement, as well as thou­
sands of comfortable dwellings of 
artizans and laborers.

On arrival at Montreal the party was 
met by George Hi Ham, who is known 
to every newspaper man in Canada, 
from the Atlantic to the Pacific, as the 
press representative of the ’ Canadian 
Pacific railway. He took the press­
men at once under his control, and for 
nine days and nights never lost his 
grip. Mr. Ham introduced the repre­
sentatives from Halifax and St. John 
to the general eastern passenger 
agent, C. E. E, Ussher, and to C. E. 
McPherson, the western general pas­
senger agent, who happened to be in 
Montreal from his home in Winnipeg. 
Mr. Ussher in a genial, pleasant way 
told the pressmen that they were wel­
come and would be provided with a 
special sleeping--car to take them to 
St. Louis and bring them back to 
Montreal.

On Thursday evening the party met 
on the new sleeping car “Shuswap,” 
named after one of the beautiful lakes 
in the Rockies on the line of the Can­
adian Pacific railway.

The C. P. R. newspaper party was 
made up of the following named: 
Frank B. Ellis, The Globe, St. John; 
A. M. Belding, the Telegraph, St. 
John; Lieut. Col. Markham, the Sun, 
St. John; J. W. Power, the Recorder, 
Halifax; W. R. McCurdy, the Herald, 
Halifax; Smeaton White, the Gazette, 
Montreal; B. Robinson, the Stty, 
Montreal; C. B. Allardlce, the Weekly 
Star, Montreal; A. Larente, Le Jour­
nal, Montreal; P. Arthur Cote, La 
Press, Montreal; C. Robillard, La 
Patrie, Montreal; Captain E. W. B. 
Morrison, D. S. O., the Citizen, Otta­
wa; Alt. Miller, the Free Press, Lon­
don; Frank Adams, the Advertiser, 
London; D. F. Burke, the Herald, Port 
Arthur, accompanied by George H. 
Ham, the company’s press representa­
tive, and R. H. Norris, general bag­
gage agent. The trip from Montreal 
to Toronto was done in the night.

A. H. Notman, assistant general pas­
senger agent, Toronto, welcomed the 
pressmen to hts section and travelled 
with the party to London, promising 
to meet them again at St. Louis. On 
reaching Windsor the cars were taken 
on board a large C. P. R. ferry steam­
er and carried across the river to De­
troit, where, after a short stay, the 
sleeper “Shuswap” was attached to a 
fast train on the Wabash line and 
taken direct to St. Louis. After ar­
rival at the Union station the press­
men took breakfast in the station 
restaurant, then took another train 
which carried them at a cost of ten 
cents each about six miles to the en­
trance of the fair grounds. After 
passing through the gates and asking 
for the Inside Inn the party were di­
rected to a station of the Intramural 
railway near at hand, which carried 
them to their destination.

as in some respects it is peculiar. Each 
room has either a shower or tub bath 
and every two rooms a closet, hot and 
cold water in every room, 
bells there is a system of signals, 
each door casing is a semaphore arm, 
controlled by a string on the inside 
attached to a ring on a nail, 
boy is wanted the THig is moved to 
another nail, which sets the arm of 
the semaphore at right angles, say 9 
o’clock.

One of the uniformed boys 
sitting at each end of the long corri­
dor seeing the signal, at once comes 
to the door and asks what is wanted. 
If ice water is needed, the ring is 
placed on another nail, which sets the 
arm at an acute angle, say between 
10 and 11 o’clock. The boy then 
fetches the ice water to the room, and 
having executed his order, closes the 
semaphore by placing the ring on the 
lower nail.

The pressmen after securing their 
rooms walked about two miles through 
the grounds and called on the Cana­
dian commissioner, William Hutchin­
son, in his quarters in the Canadian 
building. They were cordally greeted 
by tha commissioner and his assistant, 
Wm./A. Bums, who was particularly 
attentive to the journalists. Saturday 
and Sunday were very fine days, of 
which ail advantage wag taken to see 
as many of the buildings and their 
contents as possible. But Monday 
and Tuesday were wet and sight see­
ing was not pleasant.

It is impossible to describe the mag­
nificent buildings in such a way that 
an impression of their grandeur can 
be realized. They must be seen to be 
appreciated. The electrio Illumination 
on Saturday evening was brilliant be­
yond description.

Canadians may feel a certain pride 
in the fact that the exhibits sent to 
the fair from the Dominion are in pos­
ition to be seen and examined by vis­
itors. while many of the states and 
othér foreign countries have much to 
do before their exhibits will be in posi­
tion to be seen.
