ty, Zeppelin. From what one gathers
from Herman Bernstein, an American
newspaper correspondent in Germany,
Harden is not the sort of muck-rak-
ing journalist with whom we are most
familiar. He is neither a Robert Seiv-
jer, a Bob Edwards, or a W. R.
Hearst. He is not only feared or dis-
liked; he is respected, Some of his
remarks are of the sort we have learn-
ed to expect from a German states-
man, and it is rather astonishing to
hear them from a man who has been
the unsparing critic of the present #u.
thorities. Owing probably to the fact
that he was an intimate friend of Bis-
marck, Harden takes a hostile atti-
tude towards Great Britain.

A War Must Come.

Germany must have colonies, he de-
clares. They are vital to her exis-
tence as a great power. She must
make an effort to secure them, if not
immediately, then in the near future.
The best and most natural solution of
the problem with which Germany is
confronted would be for “the German-
ic nations’’—by which term he means
Great Britain, the United States and
Germany——to go hand in hand. “If
there is a mutual good-will between
England, America and Germany, these
three great industrial nations will find
the possibility for natural and pacific
expansion.” This dream, however, he
fears, will never become a reality with-
out a war. “It must come to it,” he
says, “because the Englishmen are not
yet accustomed, they have not yet
learned from history, to divide power;
they are determined at any cost to
held by force and violence that which
they regard as theirs.” England's an-
tipathy to Germgny will lead her to
strengthen her ties with Japan, and
this policy should, in Harden’s opin-
ion, have the effect of alienating the
United States from her. Herr Har-
den’s practical solution is, therefore,
that Germany and the United States
should enter into an alliance.

The German Colonies.

It is amusing to hear a country con-
demned for a willingness to defend
“with force and violence,” what she
regards as her own. Instead of be-
ing ashamed of this characteristic, the
people of Great Britain are rather
proud of it; and indeed, have adopted
the moto, “What we have we hold.”
It is to be regretted than Harden has
given us no hint as to where the Ger-
man colonies are to be located. Pro-
bably the South American continent
will be the scene of the attempted ex-
pansion, for there already German in-
fluence is strong. Highly important
in the attempt to form a Greater Ger
many in South America would be the

friendship of the United States. The
purposes of Germany would be well
served by this alliance; but it is hard
to see where the compensating advan-
to the American people are to
be found. If the expansion is not to
be in South America, it is not clear that
the friendship of the United States
would be of much value in assisting it.

Bismarckian Advice,

Harden is strongly anti-Japanese.
He frankly detlares that the “United
States has made the gravest mistake
by allowing it to become so great and
powerful.” The idea underlying this
opinion 18 evidently that a nation
should be quick to discern a potential
enemy, and to crush it before it is
strong enough to do any harm. From
a publicist who greatly helps to mould
German sentiment, this is a signifi-
cant remark; and though he does not
sdy it, Herr Harden must think Great
Britain rather stupid not to suddenly
declare war on Germany and annihi-
late the navy that may one day seek
to wrest the supremacy of the seas
from her. It is easy to recognize the
influence of Bismarck’s teaching upon
Harden, for this is exactly the sor. of
unmoral politics that the “man ol
blood and iron” practised as long as he
lived. Nor, as we se2, did it die with
him; but is to-day as stiong a featuie
of Imperial Cerman statecraft as it
was twenty years agy, when Bismarck
wanted to make war on Frauce be-
cause she was recovering too qaickly
from the resuts of the straggle in
1872,

The Uhited States And Japan.

Put Harden has confidence that the
American people will settle the yellow
race problem, because they have set-
tled the negro problem. The danger
from Japan will practically cease as
soon as the Panama Canal is ready
“Then America will be able to resist
Japan. Until then, America must bo
careful.” Herr Harden is another
choice specimen of German policy.
“Never kick a man when you're down,”
is wise advice, but if he is fool enough
not to kick you, express your opinion
of him when you get the chance. A
man is not less dangerous bocayqu he
is ignorant, and although Harden sup-
poses that the negro problem has been
settled in the United States, his lack
of knowledge on the subject does uot
make him less an authority with his
own admirers. Other Germans, who
lack his hold upon the people, can
supply his deficiency when precise in-
formation is necessary, and Harden
can be left to the task of firing the
minds of those who are prepared to
act on his advice: On the inner work-
ings of politics in Germany no man is
better informed. To him gravitate all
the statesmen and officials who are
discontented. They tell him secrets
out of which he makes sensational ar
ticles in Die Zukunft to electrify the
citizens of Berlin.

Just One Opinion.

Were the sentiments to which Har-
den gives expression those of a cour-
tier who speaks to please the ruling
powers, they would not be so siznifi-

+/ When Sir Wilfrid took office he appointed to his
ministry three public men who had never been in either
branch of Parliament, These were Mr. Blair, Mr.
Fielding and Sir Oliver Mowat. This was a clear ex-
pression of want of confidence in the men chosen by the
people. Since then the expression has been repeated.
Of the men whom the Premier has called to cabinet
portfolios since 1896, no less than six were drawn from
putside of Parllament. Mr. Sifton was called from the
Government of Manitoba to the office of Minister of the
Interior., Mr. Murphy was taken from private life, and
made Secretary of State, without having been elected to
any representative body in his life. Mr. Aylesworth
was made Minister of Justice before he had been re-
turned to Parliament. Mr. Pugsley was picked up after
he had caused the wreck of the Provincial administra-
tion, though he escaped before the ship with his com-
rades on board had struck the rocks. When a Minister
of Rallways required, Sir Wilfrid considered his
parliamentary following and then went outside to the
Ontario Legislature, Mr. King was chosen and an-

No Canadian Premier has gone outside his parlia-
mentary following for ministers so much as Sir Wilfrid
Laurier. None before him has had such subservient sup-
port from the rank and file of his party.

EFFACEMENT OF THE MILITIA.

The Ottawa Citizen, whose editor is good authority
on militia, and for that matter a good officer in the
fighting line, points out the meaning of Militia Depart-
ment economy as displayed in cutting down the number

to be drilled in camp. The substance of the matter is
that the cost of the department has been cut down for
this year from $6,750,000 to $6,100,000—a reducticn of
10 per cent. To accomplish this saving there will be
trained in camp only 23,000 of the 54,000 supposcd to be
the strength of the militia.

Deducting capital expenditure of $1,300,000, the cur
rent outlay of the department will be $4,800,000, Now
the official staff, and the permanent corps of 3,000 take
over $2,000,000, When the order to cut down expenditure
was issued, it did not strike the employes at Ottawa, and

the top-heavy staff. Their pay has been increased from
the highest to the lowest officer and their number has not
been reduced.

The whole saving is made, on the Militia, whose
training should be the principal purpose of the depdrt
ment. Rural corps are not allowed to go to camp in full
force, Regiments with reduced numbers are expected to
carry out the full programme laid out for a complete es-
tablishment. Cavalry paymasters, certain sergeants
and orderlies are not to go to camp, and their office work
must be performed by officers. Men to act in the place
of non-commissioned officers left home, must be drawn
from the already depleted ranks. Combatant officers
will be obliged to fuss over pay lists when they should be
@t their regular training work. In the artillery, with the
regular strength of 100 men per battery it requires the
united effort of officers and men to carry out the duties.
But the number of gunners and drivers fias been reduced
g0 that 50 men will have to do the work of 75. Many
fnfantry regiments will parade less than 200 men, and
their establishment is fixed at 150. By the time the
guards, fatigues, orderlies, &c¢., have been detailed, the
Lieut.-Col. will find himself in the field with a band
gnd about 100 men to be trained by &7 officers and non-
coms. These depleted battalions will not be proud of
themselves or make a favorable impression on the coun-
try.

Having given further particulars of the effacement of
the militia and the exaltation of the headquarters staff,
and the permanent corps, Editor Major Morrison strongly
expresses his own view that the training of the militia is
(Ade main thing and that the saving is made in the wrong
place. The idea should be to make the permanent force as
small as will suffice for instruction and to garrison Hali-
fax and Esquimault, and to train as large a body of mili-
tla as the country can afford. In the

POTATOES AND THE ALDRICH BILL,

The Toronto commercial writer who says that Can-
ada is not interested in the United States duty on pota-
toes, because the Canadian crop is not too large for the
local needs does not understand the situation in the
Eastern Provinces. There is no fixed limit to the potato
product of this part of Canada. A free market in the
United States would make New Brunswick farmers pota-
to specialists like those of Aroostook. But the Dingley
cents per bushel is practically prohibitive
in ordinary years, so that the Aldrich increase to 45
cents is not a matter of serious concern. Cuba is under
existing tariff a far better potato market than the United
States for the Maritime Provinces. Out of 700,000 bush-
els exported by Canada in 1908, no less than 460,000 went
to Cuba, and 150,000 to other West India Islands, Bermuda
and British Guiana. The United States took 34,000 bush-
els. If the Aldrich Bill should cut this out it will not
cause much suffering, but if the potato tariff had been
greatly reduced or abolished, it would soon have been
found that this province could grow potatoes for export.
As it is there are other crops than potatoes to be grown
on the land, and other uses for potatoes than shipping
them to the States.

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EXPORT OF PULPWOOD
Whatever may be the view of Canadians on the gen-
eral question of protection, there is strong approval of the
course of the Gouin Administration in refusing to
allow pulpwood to be cut on Crown lands to be manufac-
tured in the United States. The Quebec policy as set
forth Mr. Gouin's banquet speech is to have pulp
made in Canada from Crown land pulpwood. This policy
was adopted some years ago in Ontario, and has re-
sulted in the American owners of Canadian limits estab-
lishing pulp mills and employing labor on this side of
the line.

It is a perfectly safe policy to take this ground.
Timber in the forest is not a perishable commodity. If
for two or three years the sale should diminish the
asset will still be there in increased quantities, The
export of pulpwood gives Canadians the least possible
amount of pulpwood and of profit. Moreover it is
certain that the people of the United States will buy pulp
from us if they cannot get pulpwood.

Private land owners will still be able to ship pulp-
wood, unless the Canadian Government shall prohibit the
export, or shall impose a highly restrictive export tariff.
The course proposed at Quebec will probably increase the
toreign demand for pulpwood from this province. Some
day it will be necessary for other provinces to foliow the
example ©f Quebec and Ontario.

FEDERAL AND PROVINCIAL BORROWING.

The Telegraph is still under the impression that
it can give points to the Provincial Secretary in the
matter of floating loans. Seing that Mr. Flemming
has been able to make better terms than his predecessors
the instruction is rather belated. But there is one em-
inent and voluminous borrower who should be glad to re-
ceive any available instruction. Mr. Fielding is after
the London money lenders with entreaties for fifty million
dollars. Until it is learned that with all the resources
of the Dominion of Canada behind him, and with unlimit-
ed power of direct and indirect taxation, Mr. Fielding can
borrow money on terms relatively better than those given
Mr. Flemming, it will be wise for the Federal Govern-
ment organs to restrain their criticism.

Mr. 8. Robinson.

The death took place very sudden-
ly on Thursday evening at his bhome
at Pamdenec, of Mr. Samuel Robinsou,
gauger at the Customs House and a
man well known to the mercantile
community and a prominent worker
in the Brussels street church. Mr. Ro-
binson was at his work on Thursday
and returned home on the evening
train. Soon after reaching home he
was taken ill and passed away in a
very short time, his death coming
as a great shock to the family and
friends. Mr. Robinson was born ©n
May 10, 1835, and was therefore just
past 74 years of age, and he had been
48 years in the Government employ,
having been appointed in 1871. He was
a son of the Rev. Samuel Robinson, a
pioneer Baptist minister of this city,
who was born in 1801 at Belfast, Ire-
land, emigrated to New York and in
1829 was ordained a Presbyterian
preacher. With other relatives Mr.
Robinson moved to St. James, Char-
lotte county. In 1838 he was called to
become a pastor of the Germain street
church, then the only Baptist church
in the city, and left it eleven years
later to take over the pastorate of the
Brussels street church, which had been
organized in the meantime. There he
served until his death in 1866 and in
that period of 27 years in these two St.
John churches, 426 people were added
to the roll and Rev. Mr. Robinson be-
came known as a father in the church.
The deceased, Mr. Samuel Robinson,
his only son, early identified himself
with the Brussels street church and
filled many important offices in the
Sunday school and church and was one
of the trustees. A sister is Mrs. F. El-
liott in the west. Mr. Robinson mar-
ried Miss Miriam Russell, of Jemseg.

|Important questions which the Van
Buren international commission is to
settle, but which has hardly been no-
ticed on of the

of the more spectacular dispute in re-
lation to booms on the St. John river
at Van Buren, is whether the Legisla-
ture of Maine has a right under the
Ashburton treaty to allow a Bangor
lumbering concern to drain the wa-
ters of Chamberlain lake, at the
source of the 8t. John river into the
East Branch of the Penobscot river,
thus overcoming the natural water
shed at this point and allowing the
Bangor concern to operate over a
large territory which it otherwise
would be impossible to work. The
waters of the St. John were first
drained into the East Branch in 1846
but after a few years the dams and
canals were allowed to decay and the
water followed its natural course until
the Legislature of 1903 permitted the
firm of Marsh and Ayer of Bangor to
reconstruct the dams against the op-
position of the lumber interests in the
Province of New Brunswick. There
had been trouble at this point be-
tween the Canadian and Maine driv-
ing crews and the question is assum-
ing fully as much importance as the
question over the right to maintain
sorting booms at Van Buren.

The charter which was granted in
1846, four years after the signing of
the Ashburton treaty, the treaty
which settled the boundary line be-
tween Maine and New Brunswick and
Quebec, to Rufus and Calvin Dwinal
of Bangor (for the Telos Canal Com-
pany, gave the company ‘the right to
construct a canal from Telos lake to
Webster lake a distance of a few
miles. Telos lake drained into the
larger Chamberlain ldke in which theé
St. John finds its source and Webs-
ter lake is the source of the East
Branch of the Penobscot. The char-
ter also permitted the incorporators
to maintain a dam between Chamber-
lain and Eagle lakes of sufficient
height to cause the waters of Cham-
berlain to drain into the Penobscot
through Telos canal.

The Sources.
The sources of both rivers are
among the hundreds of lakes in this
district and the line of the water shed
is so irregular that the headwaters of
both rivers form almost an interlock-
ing net work of streams and lakes.
The British claimed all the land north
of this irregvlar line of the water shed
as Canadian territory, by the terms|
of the treaty of 1783 by which the
war for the independence of the col-
onles was settled. The Maine Yankees
disputed this clalm and set up a coun-
ter clalm to ‘much of the land which
is now within the borders of the prov-
ince of St. John. The present bound-
ary line was settled by the Ash-
burton treaty entered into in 1842 by
this country and Great Britain after
it had been prepared by Lord Ashbur-
ton and Daniel Webster.
The St. John river, the most impor
tant river in New Bruunswick, having
its source almost wholly within the
State of Maine, it was but natural that
the treaty would have something to
say about navigation upon i It did.
Article two of the treaty provides
that navigation on the St. John shall
not be impeded by either party to the
treaty. There is another article which
reads: “That this agreement gives no
right to either party to interfere with
any regulations, inconsistent with the
terms of this treaty which the govern
ments, respectively of Maine and New
Brunswick, may make respecting the
navigation of said river, where both
banks thereof shall belong to the
same party.”
Under this clause the Maine lum-
bermen maintain that the dam at
Chamberlain lake is no violation of
the treaty while the Canadians assert
that as it changes the flow of the riv-
er from its natural source, that it is
depriving the Canadians from water
that rightfully and naturally belongs
to them and is therefore to be con-
strued as an obstruction to naviga-
tion within the meaning of article two
of the treaty,
The Chamberlain Dam.

While there was no opposition to
the granting of the first charter for
the Telos canal and the Chamberlain
dam, in 1846, representatives of the
Canadian lumbermen appeared before
the Legislature of Maine at the ses-
sion of 1903 in opposition to granting
a renewal of the old rights. At that
time the Canadians Invoked the Ash-
burton treaty, but the Maine Legisla-
ture interpreted the treaty as giving
|the state the right to do what it pleas-
jed with water wholly within its lim-
its and the charter was granted.

The Canadians did not allow the
matter to rest there but called the
attention of the home Government

to it and representations to Washiny-
ton followed with the result that arn
international commission was ap-
pointed to look into the matter and
draw up a plan for settlement. While
these peaceful negotiations were being
conducted through the two great Gov-
ernments, the men affected, the river
drivers and lumbermen armed them-
selves and resorted to more strenuous
means of settlement. Fortunately ne
blood was shed though the Chamber.
lain dam was blown up by dynamite
and the booms at Van Buren demolish-
ed by the same means. 3

During the summer of 1905, with
water particularly low on the Allegask
and especially on the headwaters of
the St. John, the Canadian lumber
men looked with anger at the water,
which nature had intended for the St.
John, flowing into the Penobscot and
carrying logs, which ought to have
been handled by them, in the nature
of things, to Bangor. So one night a
party of St. John river lumbermen ap-
peared at the Chamberlain dam, drove
away the gatekeeper and dynamited
the dam. They blew out a section but
were compelled to leave before com-
pleting their work of demolishment.

The alarm was sent down the riv-
er and a body of heavily armed men,
evry one a crack shot, and all itch-
ing for trouble, was dispatched from
Patten to Chamberlain lake, The Can-
adian rivermen did not put in an ap-
pearance but the guard was maintain-
ed for some time. The dam was re-
paired and has been in constant opera-
tion since.

The members of the international
commission will visit the scene of the
trouble and obtain their information
at first hand. While they are
on the scene they will probably in-
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ciate them.

New York. June 4-—Powerful forces
obviously were at work in the specu-
lation in stocks today, the volume of
the transactions and the size of the
individual operations showing the
uses of the most abundant resources
such as are commanded only by specu-
lative capitalists of the first magni-
tude. The example yesterday of what
could be done in the case of Southern
Pacific brought in the speculative ele-
ment to Wall Street in troops today.

LOOK OF THE
COTTON CROP

New York, June 4—There has been
just about just such a nervous and
irregular market as commonly accom-
panies Government bureau, when great
interest is felt in the progress of the
crop.
