Passes On Several Bills To
Come Before Congress At
Present Session Respecting
Conservation Of Resources.

STRONG LEGISLATION
NEEDED, HE SAYS

Washington, D. C., Feb, 7.—The
mnecessity for the passage at the pres-
ent session of congress, of good laws
for the protection of the natural re-
cources of the United States, is the
keynote of a report just made to the
National Conservation Association by
Gifford Pinchiot, the recently-chosen
president of the association. Mr, Pin-
chot takes up in what he calls “a
spirit of consiructive criticism;”’ the
nine bills relating to the conservation
of natural resources introduced into
congress on January 18, on behalf of

the Secretary of the Interior. One oﬁ'

these has been reported from the
sendte public lands committee, while
the other eight are still jn the hands
of the committee,

Mr, Pinchot calls upon the members
of the association to put forth strong
efforts to have enacted into law, the
bill on the withdrawal of public lands,
which has been reported frem the
committee by Senator Nelson after it
had been amended as a result in part,
at least, of conferences between the
committee and officers of the conser-
vation agsoclation. This bill, Mr. Pin-
chot thinks, should have the “unqual-
ified support of the members of the
association.” .

Amendments Needed.

Of the other eight bills, he bélieves
that some merely require amendment,
while others must be re-cast alto-
gether. The coal bill and the phos-
phate, oil, asphaltum and natural gas
bills, he reports, are fundamentally
sound in principle but need some
amendment. They wigsely separate,
he says, the surface of the land from
the underlying minerals and provide
for the disposal of the minerals by
lease and not by sale,

But the coal bill, he objects, “con-
tains no sufficient anti-monopoly
clause.” The clause which parports
to regulate rates to be charged the
public, I8 so framed that it may be
evaded with ease.”

In regard to the bill for the survey
of rallroad land grants, he expresses
the opinion that it will enable the
rallroads properly to perfect titles to
their lands, “but it overlooks the long
pending understanding between cer-
tain of the roads and the forest ser-
vice for the return of railroad land
within the national forests to the
United States in return for the right
to cut in one pody, an amount of tim-
ber equal to that on the lands return-
ed.” This understanding, he says, re-
quires ‘only legislation to make it ef-
fective. P

Speaking on the water power bill,
Mr. Pinchot declares that “it repeals
in silence,” the existing water power
law and curtails the aiready ample
power now exercised, with the appro-
val of a former attorney general, by
the Department of Agriculture. The
provision in the bill for the compen-
sation to the government by the com-
panies, he holds, is good. Water pow-
er sites should be protected from pri-
vate appropriation under the land
laws; he says, and it should be made
possible to issue to the companies,
permits good for and definitely term-
inating at the end of fifty years,

The fault found by Mr. Pinchot,
with the” reclamation bill, is that it
opens reclaimed lands to absentee
landlords and to speculators

The worst feature of the bill for
the sale of timber and timber lands,
The declares, Is that it replaces the ob-
jectionable feature of the timber and
stone aot, which was the inducement
to speculation in government timber,
with provisions which promote spec-
ulation and retard the development of
agricultural and mineral lands, far be-
yond the act it repeals.

In falling to separate the surface
from the underlying mineral, the bill
for the classification of public lands
is incopsistent with the coal bill, he
finds,

“The withdrawal bill as amended
and reported by Senator Nelson,
makes easy,” says Mr, Pinchot, “the
protection of all natural reseurces on
the public domain until good laws can
Yo »

The whole influence of the conser-
vation association, he declares, should
be behind this bill.

But I have been very good,
thank God. You will ind a slip for
the money under your dresser scarf.

amage to the ship, Captain Rennie
testifiled was nothing so far as injur-
fes were concerned. The paint on her
bottom not *being scratched by con-
tact. with the bottom which was of a
muddy nature. The accident was ex-
plained.

Captain Rennie, who in all big long
experience in_ sailing from Halifax
seldom ever u a pilot, He know
the harbor as he knew his ship. A
schooner running down ' the harbor
without lights displayed was the
cause of the accident. The reflection
of the eledtric lights on the wharves
on the dark still waters deceived him.

The two features most inquired in-
to by the court were the reflection of
the eity light in the water and the
absence of a pilot on the steamer. It
would almost appear that Captain Lu-
gar was acting under instructions
from headquarters to go into these
matters exhaustively in order that a
remedy might be applied which would
obviate further accidents of this na-
ture. All the witnesses agreed that
the electric lights at the gas works
and the wharves had a disconcerting
effect on those on the bridge and the
palpable remedy for this appears to
be the hooding of these lights on the
wharves with reflectors which will
allow the light to be thrown only in
the immediate vicinity of the wharves
instead of across the channel.

It was on the pilotage law and its
observance that the most.stress was
laid, and while at first it appeared
that Captain Rennie was acting a lit-
tle outside of his rights in leaving the
harbor without a pilot on board it de-
veloped that he had a perfect legal
right to do so. The Investigation was
adjourned until tomorrow,

New York, Feb. 7.—Wedged In &
narrow trench beneath the® concrete
and boards of a basement floor was
found today the body of an unidenti-
fled woman, who had first been hacked
in the head with some sharp instru-
ment and then strangled to death. The
police believe she was the wife of a
Scandinavian janitor, who vacated his
quarters in an up-town apartment
house’on Friday of last week. He was
known variously as Petersen and Tam-
sen or Thompson.

The basement room was locked and
bare of furniture, but on the walls,
near where the flooring had been rip-
ped up and the trench dug, were fin-
ger-prints. in blood. ese have been
photographed to aid in identification
of the murderer.

An evil odor had first notified the
tenants that something was wrong
and, on their complaint, John Corse,
the landlord, summoned the police.
When they ripped open a loose plank,
& woman's bare knee appeared above
the level of the™looring. The murder
er; hampered in his work by steam.
pipes, had jammed the body forcibly
into the trench over a hot pipe and
then held it in place by nailing down
the planks.

With a little inguiry the policy
soon found the expressman who had
moved Petersen to an address farther
up town, where he was known as
Tamsen. They tracéd him, but in his
stead was found only a girl of 19, who
spoke no Epglish and had thus far
refused to answer the questions of
an interpreter. But the luggage was
Petersen's and in the kitchen of his
new qararters were found a bloody
hatchet and in one of his trunks the
marriage certificate of August Peter-
sen and Augusta Sophia Arkman, dat-
ed Jersey City, 1907.

The nameless, silent girl, and a man
called Pierre Loisel, who was arrested
a8 he entered the flat where she Hv-
ed have -been detained. Petersen is
still at” large.

Boston, Mass., Feb. 7.—The twenty
years of speculations of John A. Hall,
treasurer, mulcted the Southbridge
Savings Bank of $424,442.80 according
to the official report given out tonight
by bank commissioner Arthur B. Chap-
in. This s the result of ‘an examina-
tion of the affairs of the bank, follow-
ing its suspension on January 21, aftér
the disappearance of Treasurer Hall,
The treasurer later surrendered him-
self. He is now in the Worcester
county jail, awaiting trial.

The report of the examiner shows
also that the town of Southbridge will
be a loser. Hall was also town treas-
urer. Specific report is made of
thefts of $29,095, which amount may
be increased when the exact relation
of affairs between the town and bank
are disclosed.

FURTHER LIGHT
DN SWOPE CASE

Millionaire Colonel Supposed
To Have Been Murdered,
Victim Of Patent Medicine
—|mportant Evidence.

Kansas City, Mo., Feb. 7—That Col.
Thos. H. Swope, the millionaire, whose
death on October 3, has been the sub-
ject of an inquiry for the last month,
to determine If he died from poisoning,
took a patent medicine containing
tonic of iron, quinine and strychnine
up to within a few days of his death,
developed at the inquest over his body
in Independence, Mo., today.

This testimony was given by Miss
Pear]l Keller, Col. Swope's nurse. She
testified that the millionaire took the
mixture daily In addition to the treat-
ment given him by Dr. B. C. Hyde.
Previously, in a depositidn taken in
a demage suit by Dr. B. C.. Hyde
against an attorney and two physi-
cians who are interested In the Swope
investigation, S. W. Spangler,' office
partner of Col. Swope, testified that
Col. SBwope, took a patent medicine
containing strychnine while at his of-
fice.

Physiclans say that the fact that Col
Swope took much of this concoction
would explain the presence of poison
in his vital organs. It was pointed
out that Col. Swope was in a weak-
ened condition when he last took the
medicine,

Dr. B, L. Stewart testified that
while he had no part in the autopsy,
other than writing down the ‘records,
he knew that no hemorrhage of the
brain visible to the, naked eye was
found. Col. Swope was supposed to
have died from apoplexy.

Dr, Hyde filed a suit for $100,000
for alleged slander against Attorney
John G, Paxton today, and service was
obtained upon the attorney to the in-
quest. The criminal suit against Mr.
Paxton was dismissed by Dr. Hyde
to keep him from giving his deposi-
tion before the inquest over the body
of Col. Swope began.

The name of Dr. Hyde first entered
into the official records of the case
today when Miss Keller testified that
she was called by him to take care of
Col. Swope.

The inquest adjourned when Miss
Keller had told her story up to the
day before Col. Swope’s death. She
will be recalled tomorrow.

INCORPORATION
BLL MAY STAND

But Taft Is Willing To Become
Its Sponsor In The Event Of
Congress Making It Law—
Wall St. Interests In Arms.

Washington, D. C., Feb. 7.—The fed-
eral incorporation bill which was in-
troduced in congress today, is not to
be pressed for passage at this session.
If the bill is passed, President Taft
has stated his willingness to stand as
its sponsor and to take the responsi-
bility for having recommended it.

Wall Street interests, inclined at
first to look upon the idea of a fed-
eral charter with favor, were rather
rudely awakened when it was learned
that the president would insist that
such bill should include the provision
that nothing in the act should be con-
strued as exempting corporations from
the operation of the anti-trust act.

Frank A. Vanderlip and George W,
Perkins of New York, who saw the
president last week, told him that tis
corporate interests were anything but
pleased with the character of the pro-
posed measure, nd that few, if any,
corporations would take advantage of
the act.

The president, it is understood, re-
torted that the act was a voluntary
one and that the corporations which
did not care to come under federal
control need not do so.

Q-—Has the government made any
arrangement in relation to a terminus
for the Grand Trunk Pacific at Court-
enay Bay or elsewhere In or near the
harbor of St. John?

A—No.

Q-—Have .plans and reports been
made of the required dredging with
the wharves, docks, breakwaters and
terminal facilities necegsary at Court-
enay Bay? If so will the government
lay the same on the table of the
House? :

A—Ingtructions were given to En.
gineer H. M. Davy to make some test
borings in Courtenay Bay, in order to
ascertain the nature of the material
oxisting to a depth of 32 feet below
lowest water. A report on these bor
ngs accompanied by a plan is in pos
session of the department. Prelimi.
nary studies for wharves, etc., have
also been made but the plans are not
sufficlently determined upon to be sub-
mitted to parliament.

Extent of Dredging.

Q—What is the extent of the dredg.
ing required, and what is the estimats
of the quantities of earth excavation
and rock excavation, respectively, re.
quired to be made?

A—About 8,000,000 cubic yards, of
which there is very little rock.

Q—What is the estimate of total
cost of dredging, and what estimate
is made of the cost of the wharves,
docks, warehouses and terminal facil-;
ities generally, apart from the estis
mated cost of dredging?

A—(A) $2,000,000, work to be done
by suction dredge. If work 18 done
by means of one or more of the de-
partmental dredges, it I8 estimated
that the cost may be considerably less
than this,

(B) No definite estimate has been
made, as it will depend on the extent
of the wharves, docks, warehouses and
terminal facilities generally, which
would naturally be a matter of devel
opment extending over a number of
years.

Q—Which predominates,
earth excavation?

A—Earth.

Q—Have specifications and plans
for the dredging at Courtenay Bay
been prepared, and have any tenders®
been asked for the performance of
such work? If so what's the amount
of deposit required to accompany ten.

1 think that on the whole the value
may be taken as a fair one. It is cer-
tainly not too large.

The sewerage properties, costing be-
tween $500.000 and $600,000, are also
an asset, but unlike the real estate
they could not be realized upon. The
view which treats them as an asset is
that a city in these days must have
sewers and that having once provided
a system it avoids the necessity of an
expenditure which would otherwise in
practice had .to be incurred. Sewers
are not live assets, however, any more
than streets are, and though bonded
debt is properly incurred in their con-
struction they are not available to sat-
isfy a city’s creditors.

Plant Account.

Funds in Better Condition.
‘ Increased receipts and proper seal

| The Liabilities.

| The other items on the asset side
speak for themselves, and we come
{to the city’s liabilities. 1f from the
debt of $5,083,635.51 we deduct the
sinking fund of $969,711.70, $4,123,923.

81 is the net debt.

Deducting from this $2,074,070.79,
the value of the water properties, we
{have $2,052,853.02 as the portion of
{bond issue which represents our debt
|in respect of streets, harbor improve-
| ment, sewerage, fire department, mar-
ket, ferry and all other services. This
| statement is, of course, only approxi-
mate as a portion of the sinking fund
is applicable to the water debentures.
The reason for apportioning the debts
in this way is that, unlike the sewer-
|age system or the streets, a water
|system has commercial value,
| With less than $2,000,000 of bonded
debt outstanding against it entailing
|an annual charge of about $112,000 for
|interest and sinking fund, the water
| service produces a revepue over main-
tenance of about $187,000, or say $25,-
\mm over all charges. In other words
it yields nearly 7 per cent. upon the
investment, It is probable that a
heavy expenditure will yet have to be
| made upon the distribution system,
but I think these figures tend to show
{that much. may be done without any
|increase in rates or further drain up-
on the taxpayers.

While the debt vfus increased last
| vear by $131,000 it was not necessary
| to put a single bond on the market,
purchased by the
sinking fund. This year $79,000 of
bonds fall due but will be paid on
from the sinking fund at maturity.

Accounts.

1 shall not attempt to deal with all
the accounts. in detall as I did last
year, as there is nothing particularly
to be noted, other than all the de-
partmental accounts were kept strict-
ly within the limits of. their author-
ized expenditure. The attention of the
taxpayers will, perhaps, be arrested
by what is called the “Harbor Ac-
count.” It is a statement or exhibh
tion rather than account, on the cred-
it side of which is entered the balance
of each wharf account after deduct-
ing all charges for maintenance but
not for interest or sinking fund. The
account is debited with the Harbor
Master’s salary, commissions for col-
lections, expenses of city dredge and
hoisting scow and other incidentals.
The balance of this account exhibits
the net revenue of the whole harbor
which is available for the payment of
interest, ete.

The receipts last year were $70,-
038.99, and expenditures $5,252.16,
leaving a balance of $64,781.83, of
which $11,174.09 was transferred to
the general revenue account, to which
it properly belongs. The latter ac-
count was overexpended about $1,300,
on account of paying upwards of
$6,000 in grants, some of which were
unforseen. The balance is taken care
of by the surplus from other acceunts.
It is to be hoped that legislation will
be secured by which all grants will be
directly assessed for.

Exiled Suffragette
On Forcible Feeding

She Tells How She Was

Through Her Nostrils---Not Sure That Condi-

tions in America Call
Her Studies Abroad.

New York, Feb. 7.—Miss Alice Paul,
the University of Pennsylvania girl,
who was seven uqea arrested, three
times imprisoned and for four weeks
forcibly fed by the British authorities
just because she could mot break her-
self of Lhe habit of shouting “Votes
for Women,” came all the way over
from Philadelphia yesterday just to
be interviewed.

She arrived at the headguarters of
the Equality League of Self-Support-
ing women about 1230 o'clock under
the chaperonage of Mrs. Nora Blatch
De Forrest.

Mrs. De Forrest motioned her guest
to a seat under a richly colored. pos-
ter representing Mrs. Pankhurst.

“Now tell us all about it,” she said
encouragingly.

Miss Paul sighed and clasped her
hands tightly in her lynx muff. She
is a slender, fragile looking young
woman with dark brown hair, calm
gray eyes and a pale o)ivt‘ skin.

“In view of possible large perturba-
tions arising from the close approach
of the comet to Venus on May 1, and
to the earth on May 16, meridian ob-
gservations are especially desired dur-
ing the ‘period in which the comet is
sufficiently bright for that purpose.”
“What are these ‘possible large per-
turbations?’” Prof. Frost was asked.
“That merely means,” was the reply,
“that on those dates the comet will
be near enough the planets mentioned
to be affected by their attraction.”
“Will that affect their orbits?"
“It won’t affect the orbit of Venus
or of the earth, but it is likely to af-
fect the comet’s orbit. That is one

CONTRACTS AND URGENCY.

It has been shown that dredging at Gaspereaux be-
gan to be urgent in election year just whem Mr. John
E. Moore's dredge was there ready to go to work. The
urgency was so great as to make competition impossible,
and the work had to go to Mr. Moore at his own price.
After thirty odd thousands had been expended, the
engineers had reported that the work then done was
useless unless it were finished, and that if left alone the
hole dredged would fill up again. But Mr, Moore found
a more attractive government contract and took his
dredge away. Then the work ceased to be urgent, and
the hole was left to fill up.

MR. ASQUITH'S ULTIMATUM,

We do not hear much about the ultimatum which
Mr. Asquith was getting ready all through the election
campaign to present when the victory should be won,
It has been announced in the most positive way that
Mr. Asquith would refuse to be premier unless a guar-
antee were given him that the Lords would pass his
budget, and would not reject other bills.

To whom could Mr. Asquith say this? He might
say it to his colleagues, but obviously they could not
e him thé required assurance. All they could tell
him would be that if he should resign they had among
them ever so many statesmen able to fill his place.

He might present his demand to Lord Lansdowne
as leader of the Lords. In that case it is pretty cer-
tain that Lord Lansdowne would decline to speak for
his chamber. The nobleman could not control the
peers if he wished, and any assurance that he might
give would probably be regarded by his associates as a
piece of impudence. Lord Lansdowne and any other
peers who might be approached by Mr. Asquith would

Canada cannot pay for a British

Long treatises appear in the government or-
gans to show that our powers of self-government will be
in some way limited if we, of our own free will, without
any suggestion from Great Britain, vote money for this
purpose. It is pointed out that while Canada pays
the money, Britain will have the spending of it, as if any
sacrifice of autonomy were involved in delegating ex-
penditure of our money to another.

It is a curious circumstance that within a few hours

after the ammouncement that Canada could not consist-
ently with her own rights vote money for an Imperial
Dreadnought, a vote was unanimously passed that $50,000
be sent to France in aid of the flood sufferers. Is there
any particular difference in principle between a vote of
money for Dreadnoughts and one for Paris or San Fran-
cisco? Why did not Sir Wiltrid insist on sending
some of his officials to pay out the maney to the suffer-
ers personally, so that he would be sure that he was
not paying tribute?
In 1899 Sir Wilfrid asserted that Canada could not
send troops to Africa. Such a proceeding would be
highly unconstitutional, he explained. Within a few
weeks after making this declaration, he found a state of
public sentiment which made him change his mind.
The troops were sent. A year later, when some of the
premier’s friends called bhim to account, Sir Wilfrid
explained that the conmstitution was perfectly safe. All
that was done, he then declared, had been done by our own
free will and initiative, without the sligh

London, Feb. 7.—The military cor-
respondent of the Times in reviewing
the position of the German army gives
Some interesting particulars of its de-
velopment during recent years. Of
the imperial budget of $712,500,000 for
the financial year ending March 231,
1910, the sum allotted for army ex-
penditure was $202,500,000. This does
not represent the whole of the army
teharges, which are nearer $250,000,000.
_ The peace strength of the German
army has risen during the past year
to 620,000 men of all ranks and 111,
820 horses. The number of reservists
called out for training during the year
has risen to 456,398, excluding officers,
or an increase of more than 110,000
over the figures for 1906. The Ger-
man plan is to train each soldier twice
for fourteen days while in the reserve
and once for fourteen days while in
the Landwehr.
The number of reservists recalled
during the year for training has risen
of late at the rate of 30,000 a year and
will continue to rise until the plan is
in full operation. Thus there are and
hereafter will be more than a million
men under arms at one time or an-
other each year.

This fact, it is generally understood
has long been suspected by the board
of fire underwriters. A member of the
board referring to the matter last
evening said the situation called for
serious-consideration as it was a de-
parture from the agreement with the
¢ity under which the insurance rates
were: reduced. The board, he added,
had reduced the rate on the distinct
understanding that there should be a
single undivided service of water from
Loch Lomond. Not only had this
agreement been violated, but the un-
derwriters had been kept in .ignorance
of what was being done.

The Committee’s Report.

The report of the committee on the
division of the service is as follows:

Loch Lomond System Unsafe.

From the report of the committee
it would appear that the Loch Lomond
system on which the ecity spent $600,-
000 cannot be relied on, and that in
the opinion of the city engineer pre-
cautions have to be taken to bring
the Silver Falls pump into operation
at a moment’s notice,

The  division of the services can
have but one object, a safeguard
against the possibility of a break on
the extension. Should a break occur
for example on No. 2 section of the
concrete  conduit the Silver Falls
pump would be utilized to supply the
high levels and the gravity supply
from Little River would ?upply the
low levels.

From the standpoint of fire protec-
tion, the return to the divided service,
although with Loch Lomond as the
single source of supply, will natural-
ly be regarded as serious by the
board of fire underwriters. Main
street for example i8 traversed by
two mains, a 12 inch main on the low
service and a 16 inch main supplying
Douglas avenue on the high service.
By closing the stop cocks connecting
these two mains, which from the re-
port of the committee has apparently
been done, the volume of water avail-
able in the event of a fire is reduced.
They are now part of separate and
distinet services and have no connec-
tion within the city limits,

The situation disclosed by the com-
mittee’s report will probably be

“I am proud of the growth of New
Brunswick trade with Cuba.
