Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 7.—The revenue 

of the Dominion for September 
amounted to $lu.::i7,823. This is a 
million and a half increase over Sep­
tember last year. For the six months 
just ended, the total revenue amount­
ed to $5ti.l4S,193t as against $47.353,- 
819 during the same period last year.

The revenue for the year should 
therefore exceed the hundred 
dollar mark. The net debt of the do­
minion is now $328.318.455, an in­
crease of almost a million since Aug­
ust 31.

Chicago, Oct. 7.—The Chicago-New 
York aeroplane race which is schedul­
ed to start tomorrow, will be one long 
battle with the fall winds.

Glenn Curtiss says so, and Curtiss 
ought to know, for he has seen more of 
the course to be covered than any oth­
er aeroplanist competing, and already 
holds two previous long distance flight 
records—from Albany to New York, 
and from Cleveland to Cedar Point.

"The Chicago-New York flight will 
be a good deal of a gamble with the 
varying winds," said Curtiss today. 
“That's the uncertain quantity. The 
aviators know their own physical qual­
ities and the lasting qualities of their 
motors.

"But not one aviator, regardless of 
his ability, experience, tlie reliability 
of his motor and the strength of his 
aeroplane, can presume to foretell, 
with any degree of certainty, the 
ditlons of the air which he will encoun­
ter on this thousand-mile trip."

In view of the strenuous efforts that have been made 
to stamp out tuberculosis—the educational propaganda, 
the sanatoriums where the open-air cure is practised, the 
new dietetic ideas In the treatment of the disease, and the 
many thousands of dollars devoted by state legislatures 
and private munificence to the war against the white 
plague—this showing is not extraordinary. But It should 
be borne In mind that it Is only the beginning. The full 
ivultage of the educational curative and preventive work 
under way will not be realized for another ten years per­
haps. Within this decade one may expect to drop a great­
er perctntage with each year, as all these influences make 
themselves felt In the education of new cases and timely 
action in such as do occur.

Typhoid fever also shows an encouraging diminution 
in the bureau's report, the death rate falling from 25.3 to

per 100,000 of the population, a decrease almost four 
Hints as great as that In the consumption death rate. If 
the figures are taken for several years back, these typhoid 
statistics are even more gratifying, as they show a dlmin- 
ution of nearly one-third in the death rate within five 
years past.

The advocates of mutual preference never denied that 

they were animated by patriotic sentiment. They believed, 
and they continue to believe, that the more perfect and 
Intimate the union of the states under the British flag is 
made, the greater will be the power and influence of the 
British Empire, and the more flourishing will be the 
component parts of that Empire. The desire to remain in 
the Great British family and to organize that family into 
the grandest political corporation the world has 
known, ig one that comes naturally to Canadians. It is 
sentiment, hut without such sentiment the profoundest 
political philosophy would be a dead and soulless thing.

In standing for preference Canadians are acting on a 
true political instinct. Mutual preference Is the policy for 
the building up of Canada, not by what advantages It may 
luing In the grain market,' but by strengthening the Em 
pire and keeping the currents of the Empire's trade, pop­
ulation and money movements us far as possible within 
the British system.
