Him Liquor—Will be De­
ported.

Ottawa, April 9.—The committee which waa appointed by Parlia­

ment to conduct an enquiry into the boote supplied the Canadian con­
tingent placed I ta report upon the table of the Commons tonight. The 
committee reports that the total number of boote condemned by vari­
ous military boards throughout Canada waa 7,807 and of those 6,599 
were repairable, 610 burnt, 319 mutilated by cutting and 379 useless 
owing to other causes.

The booth supplied by the manufacturer were euetantlally up to 
sample. The military boot adopted by the Department about 15 years 
ago was similar to the present sample boot. This boot wae used by 
Canadian soldiers In the South African war, where, according to the 
evidence of Sir Wm. Otter It proved satisfactory.

All the soldiers at Salisbury Plain on active service who appear­
ed before the committee and gave evidence favored the Canadian boot 
rather than the British boot.

No commission was paid by the government to any middlemen or 
agent. In one caoe, the Gauthier Co. made an agreement with Charles 
E. Slater to pay him a commission and Slater acting on behalf of Gau­
thier sold boots under this agreement. Slater had represented to the 
minister that he was a partner of Gauthier.

The only material variations made from the contracte were a sub­
stitution of side leather in some cases for winter or storm calf. This 
was permitted owing to the supply of etorm calf in Canada having 
become exhausted.

The boots in dry weather gave fair satisfaction and the committee 
are satisfied that no boots under the conditions at Salisbury Plain 
would remain water tight, yet the Canadian boots stood the teat well,

Ottawa, April 9—The following 
memorandum was issued tonight by 
the Militia Department, apparently in 
reply to comments in letters received 
from Colonel Currie, M. P., from the 
front:

"Articles have appeared in the press 
recently, attempting to point out the 
disadvantages of the Ross bayonet, 
with which the Canadians are armed 
at the front, in comparison with 
other makes, particularly on account 
of length. The following information 
will, no doubt, be of general interest:

Lefebvre 
and his son Alexander had just been 
found guilty of burglarizing a butcher 
shop in Eastview, and had each re­
ceived the same sentence. The con­
stable was one of the witnesses 
against the prisoners. There are 
sixty previous convictions registered 
against the elder Lefebvre.

Toronto. April 9—Uundismayed by 
revolvers in the hands of two bandits, 
and despite the fact that the male em­
ployees of the Sterling Actions and 
Keys Company, Limited, of Noble 
street, were ignomlnlously herded un­
der the muzzles, two stenographers 
employed in the office of the company 
put up a plucky fight to prevent the 
looting of the company's pay envelo­
pes. Their resistance saved their em­
ployers several hundred dollars.

Twenty-three hundred dollars, the 
amount of the pay roll, was in two 
baskets in the factory office when a 
couple of armed men entered, and 
warned the two stenographers to keep 
quiet and hand over the money. Both 
women screamed loudly, and the male 
employees rushed to the office, but a 
pistol in the hands of one of the ban­
dits drove them back into the factory. 
The women were then ordered to 
make no resistance, but Miss May 
Halsprott refused to give up the mon­
ey and was brutally choked. Miss 
Alice Robertson, disregarding the 
pistols, ran to her companion’s aid, 
and met with similar treatment.

Misa Robertson broke away 
and ran to the door leading to the 
factory, and one of the men fired at 
her, the bullet passing close over her 
head. The men then gathered fifteen 
hundred dollars into a bag and made 
their way to the street.

Paris, via Ldndon, April 9 <1138 
p.m.)—'The following French offic­
ial statement regarding the prog, 
rose of the war was Issued to­
night:

“After a new and brilliant at­
tack, the Important position ef 
Lea E par gee, which dominates the 
plain of Woevre and whleh the 
enemy defended obstinately, le 
now completely In our hands. We 
carried yesterday 1,600 metree 
(about 1,600 yards of trenches, and 
thla morning the Germane held In 
strength on the plateau only two 
isolated positions of some metres. 
We carried these this afternoon, 
taking 180 prisoners. We have 
thus attained one of the principal 
objectives of our operations of the 
last few days.

“Further to the north, In the 
.forest of Allly, we have maintain­
ed all the ground gained—200 
metree on a front of 400 metrei 
and repulsed three counterat­
tacks. In the forest of Montmare 
the Germane made fifteen attacks 
to re-take trenches which we 
wrested from them yesterday. 
They were repulsed fifteen times. 
Heaps of German bodies are lying 
on the ground.

“On the rest of the front actions 
to be reported are as follows:

“In Belgium, near Orel Graeh- 
ten, the Germans, by an attack, 
occupied part of a trench on the 
left bank of the Yscr.

“In Champagne there have been 
Infantry attache of quite local but 
very vigorous character.

Ottawa, April 9.—The bill to en­
franchise soldiers on active service 
was again before the house today, its 
details being considered in commit­
tee. Col. H. H. McLean, who was the 
only Liberal yet to support the mea­
sure, suggested that it should be 
amended to allow all soldiers to vote 
even if under the age of 21 years.

Sir Robert Borden said that as he 
had already stated, he favored such a 
clause and he suggested that the sec­
tion stand for further consideration.

Mr. W. E. Knowles thought that the 
nurses who were doing their work un­
der shot and shell should have a vote 
just as was proposed for soldiers un­
der 21. "Surely we have some gallant­
ry left as well as a cheap slobbering 
desire to get votes," he said.

The Minister of Justice, after i 
thanking Mr. Knowles for refraining 
from slobbering or monkeying to get 
women’s votes, promised serious con­
sideration for his suggestion.

Mr. Ver ville of Maisonneuve, said 
that the vote should be gdven to minors 
engaged in the manufacture of war 
material and Mr. J. H. Sinclair said 
that men on merchantment plowing 
through mine-sown seas should also be 
allowed to cast their ballots.

Mr. W. T. Hoburn, of Lanark, sug­
gested the bill might be extended to 
cover the case of civilian absentee 
voters and the Minister of Justice re­
plied that if the present bill worked 
satisfactorily he would be disposed to 
consider the general question of ab­
sentee voting.

In the afternoon several members 
objected to features of the bill. Mr. 
D. D. McKenzie of North Cape Breton, 
thought that soldiers in Europe would 
not be able to vote intelligently for 
want of Information as to the issue of 
an election.

Hon. G. P. Graham held that sold­
iers still in Canada could be called 
upon to vote under the conditions laid 
down in the Dominion Elections Act 
and with the same safeguards as other 
electors. Mr. J. G. Turiff opposed the 
bill because he feared that since offic­
ers at the front would be candidates 
and junior officers would be hoping 
for promotion, the votes would not be 
fairly taken and sent to Canada. He 
repeated Hon. Frank Oliver’s state­
ment, that he did not object to soldiers 
voting, but he did object to the 
eminent counting the vote. He avow- 
ed the belief that the government was 
not so anxious to pass the bill as to 
have an occasion to wave the flag, 
and he suggested that the government 
give an assurance that there would be 
no election until the expiration of the 
present parliamentary term.

New York, April 9.—A fearful rate 
of mortality, among the ten thousand 
refugees crowded into the yards of the 
American Mission at Urumiah, where, 
It is said that a thousand persons 
could scarcely find accommodation, is 
reported in a communication received 
here today through the State Depart­
ment at Washington by the Presby­
terian Board of Foreign Missions. So 
great was the menace, it is said in the 
communication that for a while At 
was not safe for anyone to leave the 
premises and consequently the bodies 
of the dead could not be buried. Later, 
when the way was opened, the com­
munication declares, one missionary 
was kept busy attending to the burial 
of the dead. At times on an average 
of forty refugees died every day.

The communication, which is a copy 
of one sent to F. W. Smith, the Am­
erican consul at Tiflis, by the Rev. 
Robert Larabee, of Urumiah, describ­
ed in detail^ the flight of Christians 
not only from Urumiah, but from all 
Aserbajan provinces after the with­
drawal of the Russian troops.

London, April 9—Another extended 
list of casualties, totalling 1,108 names 
was issued by the British War Office 
today, and It emphasizes the fierce­
ness of the battle of Neuve Chapelle,
In France, last month. The killed in 
this latest list number 336.

FACT.

The frenzy with which the Liberal 
newspapers during the next few days 
will pour out the vials of their abuse 
on a 14 and sundry who dare to call at­
tention to the fact that Sir Wilfrid 
liaurier desired to disfranchise the 
Canadian soldiers serving in the 
trenches, on the battlefields of France 
and Flanders must not be taken too 
seriously.

trusted to vote intelligently for her.

Critics ot Sir Wilfrid have nothing 
to apologise for. Any apology to be 
made should, in all decency, come 
from the leader of the Liberal party 
who once more has succeeded in 
spreading the impression that Cana­
dians are not in accord with the policy 
of participation in the Empire's wars.

$1,500 there was some reduction In 
the new scale from the old one, on 
the other hand an estate over $1,500 
the rate had been Increased somewhat. 
It was the hope that the proposed 
fees would be sufficient to maintain 
the revenue at its present level, and 
although larger estates would be call­
ed upon to pay more duty, enough to 
compensate for reduction on smaller 
estates, still the Increase was not so 
heavy as to be seriously felt. If ex­
perience should show that the revenue 
was sustained, some further relief for 
smaller estates might be given in the 
near future. Where probate value 
does not exceed $250, $2.00; Is over 
$250 and does not exceed $500, $4.00 , 
Is over $500 and does not exceed 
$750, $5.00; is over $1,000 and does 
not exceed $1.250, $15.00; is over 
$1,250 and does not exceed $1,500, 
$20.00; is over $1,500 and does not 
exceed $2,000, $26.00; ts over $2,- 
000, and does not exceed, $3,- 
000, $30; is over $3,000 and does not 
exceed $4,00<i, $35; is over 34,000 and 
does not exceed $5,000, $40.

Where the probate value exceeds 
$5,000 such stamps shall be $40 and 
for first $5,000 and $3 for each addi­
tional $1,000 or fraction thereof.

Mr. Slipp expressed his approval of 
the reductions as it would tend to en­
courage the people to bring wills to 
the Probate Court to he proved in the 
proper way, instead of taking them to 
a recorder of deeds, who although will­
ing enough to do anything which would 
bring fees was not really competent 
to know whether the will needed prov­
ing or not.

person possessed of property should 
make a will. It is sometimes said, 
“The law makes the beat will.” The 
law does its beat; but It makes the 
same will for all, and there are no two 
persons in all the world whooe cir­
cumstances are the earns.

The purpose, however, of this arti­
cle is to state briefly some reasons 
leading men to prefer the trust com­
pany for these positions of trust.

But Germany's madnoss, 
Germany's unspeakable crime, is no 
whit more evil than that of the man 
or the party which sets aside the ten 
commandments in election campaign, 
and substitutes for them the adage, 
“Whatever wins elections is right,” 
and the nation which would live must 
crush without mercy the men and t.hç 
institutions that menace the very 
foundations of society.”

ban lumber buyer, la at the Royal. Mr. 
White has spent some days in the 
province, and has already placed some 
large orders. One order placed with 
the Bathurst Lumber Company Is for 
6,000,000 feet. This lumber will toe 
shipped to Cuba by steamer.

Speaking of affairs in Cuba Mr. 
White said that while they had felt 
the effect» of the war in some lines, 
business condition» continued fairly 
satisfactory.

•Our tobacco industry ha» suffered 
from the war,’’ he added. "Cuba’s 
principal customer» for tobacco have 
been Great Britain, France and Ger­
many. Our tobacco export» to those 
countries have fallen off. Many of our 
tobacco and cigar factories are closed 
and others are working short time.

"On the other hand the sugar in­
dustry, our most important industry, 
is in e very satisfactory condition. 
Prices for sugar today are the highest 
in the history of the Island. There is 
a good demand for sugar. High freight 
rates are of course the rule. In fact, 
freight rates on sugar are several 
time» higher than .they were last year 
to European countries.

“Shipping seems to be scarce. This 
year I will have to pay nearly double 
the freight rates on lumber from Bath­
urst to Havana that I paid last year.

Speaking of the winter season In 
Havana, Mr. White said that the city 
had been filled with tourists all win­
ter, and that the hotel accommodation 
was not equal to the demand. Havana 
is going in on a large scale for sports 
of all sorts, and this combined with 
its natural attractions Is increasing its 
importance as a wlner resort. The 
idea of several Mg railway men of 
making Havana the Riverla of America 
seems in a fair way of being realized.

"A great change has taken place in 
Havana in the last five years," said 
Mr. White. "Formerly steamers com­
ing to Havana anchored 
and discharged or took on cargoes in 
the stream, but now we have several 
fine Mg concrete piers and more are 
being built. Havana has for many 
years been a very Important sMpping 
port, but the traffic through the port 
has greatly Increased in the last few 
years. After the war is over it is ex- ' 
pected that the business of Cuba will 
greatly increase, owing to its strategic 
position in relation to the Panama 
Canal.”

Mr. Whjte thought the prospects of 
Canadian trade with Cuba were very 
good, and that with the opening of the 
direct steamship service between St 
John and Cuba, arranged for by Hon.
J. A, .Murray and Hon. George E. Fos­
ter, there would be a considerable in­
crease in business between the two 
countries. Sir William VanHorne’e 
railway in Cuba is a great success, 
and proving a boom to the Island.

It is hardly likely that anything will 
be done In the way of erecting a new 
building for the present at least but 
it was said yesterday that the com­
missioners might take the question up 
at the time the Incinerator matter was 
considered and plans could be made 
for both so that when the war ended 
and the business world became more 
settled the work could be started.
