AGAINST RUSSO-ROUMANIANS

RUSSIAN DRIVE IN RIGA REGION HAS ‘ASSUMED

VIGOROUS GROWTH AND PEROGRAD RE-
PORTS SUCCESSES.

Berlin Claims Additional Progress for Mackensen's: Forces

with Gain of Ground and Capture of Prisoners—Ital-
, ians Score Over Austrians,

The invasion of Roumania by the troops of the Central Powers con- i
tinues to progress, despite the efforts of the Russi and R i
to hold them back. Berlin reports thay the Invaders, moving eastward
Iinto Moldavia from the Transylvanian Alps region, are gaining ground,
step by step, while the forces of Fleld Marshal Von Mackensen, driv-
ing northward In Moldavia, have won additional ground, reaching the
Putna river sector. In this fighting the Teutonic allies, according to Ber-
lin, have taken 5499 prisoners and captured three guns and ten ma-
chine guns.

Petrograd admits that the R s along the line of thée Putna
and Sereth rivers have fallen back, but says the manoeuvre was carried
out without hindrance. A slight retreat on the Kassina river by the
Russlans is also recorded by Petrograd, but it asserfed that south of
the Oituz river and near Rekoza, on the Suchitza river, attacks by the
troops of the Central Powers were repulsed.

There is still vigorous fighting going on in Northern Russla, in theé
region of Riga. Berlin reports the repulse of Russian attacks on both
sides of the River Aa, and between Friedrichstadt and the Mitau-Olai
road. The Ruesi h , have recaptured an island Iin the Dvina
river north of Illouksy which wae taken from théni recently. Petro-
grad reports also the repulse of German attacks south of Lake Babit,
west of Riga.

In the other theatres, according %o the various official communica-
tions, bombardments and minor engagements by raiding and patrol par-
ties continue to prevail.

Greece has been given 48 hours by the Entente Allies in which to
comply with their demands of all Greek troops in Thessaly, the reduc-
tion in the number of Greek forces elsewhere, the release of political
prisoners, and an apology by Greece to the Allied nations and their
flags.

BRITISH ENTER _ENEMY TRENCHES.

The operators
were, it is said, Dlainly told that what-
ever happened the people of the
prairie provinces were not to be al-

lowed to suffer. The operators on
their side submitted a comprehensive
statement of their case and charac-
terized the claims ‘of the men as un-
just and exorbitant. The operators
said that the dispute involved only
one-third of the coal mines of Alberta
within district 18.

They declared that only shortage of
transportation could create a famine
and said that any closing down of the
mines necessitated by refusal to @rant
the demands of the men would only
be cf short duration.

The operators pointed out that the
miners in making these new demands
were violating jagreements in effect.
“These agreements,” they declared, in
their statement to the government,
“should not and must not be regarded
as mere scraps of paper, and nothing
but the stress of an acute crisis
should cause a government to reduce
these agreements to a nullity.”

The Portland Abandoned,

London, Jan. 9.—Newg has been re-
ceived by the American consul here
to the effect that the American steam-
er Portland has been abandoned water-
logged in the North Sea and that the
crew was landed by the Danish motior
ship Brazilian.

The Portland of 2,286 tons gross,
sailed from Havre on November 20 for
New Yiork. In marine news from Nor-
folk on December 2% she was report-
ed by the Italian steamer Umbria as *
having been without fuel and in dis-
tress near Bermuda a few days pre-
vious, anchoring after the Umbria had
made a vain effort to tow her but
breaking away on December 17 and
disappearing. She had not been re-
ported since.

The Portland was owned by the Kerr
Steamship Company, of New York. She
was returning in ballast.

Laconia Rammed.

New York, Jan. 9—The Cunarder
Taconia, scheduled to leave Liverpook
Dec. 31, with passengers and mail
for New York, was rammed by a small
boat just prior to her time of sailing
and damaged to such an extent that
she was compelled to abandon the trip,
according to passengers booked fior the
Laconia who arrived here today on
the American Line steamer St. Paul
from Liverpool. The damage was to
the Laconia’s rudder, the passengers
said, and the mails aboard were trans-
ferred to the St. Paul, as were those
who had been booked passage.

THE ENTENTE AND GREECE.

The note from the Entente Allies
to the government of Greece which
was delivered yesterday, and practical-
ly amounts to an ultimaium, although
the language of diplomacy will scarce-
1y permit the use of so harsh a term,
marks the first definite step toward
stopping the nonsense which, for the
past few months, has emanated from
Athens. The Allies have officially rec-
ognized the Venizelist ministry at
Salonica as the naticmal government
and King Constantine is regarded
merely as the head of the royalist
party, Yet it is to that party, as com-
prising the Athens ministry, that the
most recent note is addressed, and it
is demanded that not only shall the
Greek Royalists comply with the de-
mand of the Entente note of some days
ago but there shall be a public apolo-
gy to the Allies and the flag.

It is not mere injured
demands a public

pride that
demonstration of
contrition on the part of Constantine,
but a desire to show the Greek Royal-
ists that they cannot, with impunity,
interfere with Entente plans for the
prosecuticn of this war. Whether the
demands are accepted or not will make
little difference nation, save
Greece. Disobedience will place Con-
stantine and his followers in a posi-
tion that can best be described as
highly dangerous to themselves, com
pliance will avoid unpleasantness and
may facilitate the Allies’ operations in
Salonica and adjacent areas.

‘The Greek king contends that “cer-
tain currents of public opinifon” have
made it necessary that he should de-
lay in meeting the Allies’ demands but
ft should be remembered that in
Athens the only opinion is as the king
makes it, for all the Venizelist news-
papers have been suppressed, the Veni-
gelist leaders imprisoned or killed, and
mothing is left except the king, his
newspaper organs and his followers
among the people.

In an effort to gain sympathy Con-
stantine has been likening his treat-
ment at the hands of the Allies to that
which Belgium was forced to endure
by the Germans, In reality the two
cases are not parallel. It was through
the good offices of Great Britain,
France and Russia that Greece gained
her independence from Turkey, and
was set up as a constitutional mon-
It was at the invitatfon f her
premier, M. Venizelos, that the west-
ern allies sent their expedition to
Salonica. The object of that expedi-
tion was to help Greece fulfil her obli-
gation for the defence of Serbia
against Bulgaria. In what remote par-
ticular can any analogy dbe traced?

The attitude of Greece has already
hindered the Allies in the prcsecution
of their desi in the East. Co-opera-
tion from Athens would have made
much easier an overland operation and
if that co-operation and support had
been forthcoming at the proper time
it is even doubtful if the Gallipoll
campaign would have failed. As there
is no co-operation the Allies propose
to see to it that, at least, there shall
be no hindrance and this step is de-
cidedly wise. Constantine is pro-Ger-
man in sympathy and influence and so
long as he is permitted to wield auth-
ority the pecple of Athens will not sup-
port the Allied cause. With the king
shorn of ability to harm and the actual
power and backing of Venizelos en-
targed, the Allies’ progress in eas:
ern areas should be more substantial
fn the future than it has been in the
past.

It is quite cer
tain, however, that the Liberals will
not be permitited tio evade the respon-
sibility for forcing the fight and the
issue can safely be left with the (Cana-
aian people.

THE GOVERNMENT,

The Montreal Gazette deals in an
absolutely sane manner with the sug-
gestion frequently put forward hiv
Liberal newspapers that a “national
government,” presumably a coalition
government, should be installed in
Ottawa before the people can be ask-
ed to perform national service, The
idea of a national government is prac-
tically always advocated

by news-
papers which hope to weaken the
government in power. Either they

are the organs of the opposition party
or else they speak for gentlemen and
interests who desire to see the Con-
servative party robbed of power, Ul-
terior motives for such desire are
usually not difficult to find,

The Gazette takes up the case of
Great Britain, France and Italy,
where war governments were forme;i,
and clearly shows that there is noth-
ing in their necessity that can apply
to Canada. In those countries the
action noted was well justified by the
conditions the statesmen had to face.
In the United Kingdom, as the Ga-
zette points out, “a government that
had been long in power had seemingly
lost the confidence of the people. The
by-elections to the House of Commons
were steadily going against it. It had
no solid party behind it. Tts support
was made up of three sections, the
revolt of one of which would imperil
its existence. At the beginning of the
war, two of its prominent members
resigned. Those who remained differ-
ed on matters of policy so that at
times delays occurred when immedi-
ate action was needed. In a some
what memorable address Mr, Lloyd
George, now the Prime Minister, said
he and his colleagues acted too late,
with unsatisfactory results.”

“In France the situation as regards
parties was more marked than in the
United Kingd The Chamber of
Deputies was made up of as many as
a dozen groups of representatives, and
what in other countries would create
disturbance and be regarded as a cri-
sis, occurred sometimes oftener than
once a year, and caused no public
concern.

“In Italy conditions somewhat simi-
lar had developed. The conditions

mm

: r a8 unsatls-
tactory for nations fighting for their
rights; and so in all three countries
strong men who were usually opposed.
to each other came together to give
their mental and moral strength and
support to the governments, either as
members or followers, It was neces-
sary and it was generally justified by
results."

Conditions in Canada were not at
all the same as in the countries nam-
ed. At the outbredk of war the Gov-
ernment was only in the third year of
its existence and had behind it a
powerful and a united party. Some
of the ministers might have been
stronger, but that can be said of any
government, and is no reason for sur
rendering control of the country’s af-
fairs. The vigor with which the Bor
den cabinet went to work at the task
of war and carried it through to the
present time did not suggest that it is
at all weak in the positions where the
greatest strength is needed or in the
essentials which make for good ad-
ministration. All the measures it in-
cepted were designed with an eye
only to the interests of the country
and were effectively carried out. In
fact the Government did more than it
was bound to do or that it was sug-
gested it should do, and on this point
the Gazette says:

“The army it created is a good one,
and has done good service. If it had
been absent or in smaller forces at
Ypres and on the Somme the outcome
of the struggles in which it took part
might have been less satisfactory
than it actually was. The financial
measures for meeting the cost of the
war were also well designed, and are
providing a revenue, mot only large
enough to pay the interest on the debt
created, but some of the daily outlays
on military service and equipment.
The large war loans made in Canada
are evidence of the confidence of the
people 1in the Government, in the
country, and in the cause for which
it is fighting. Of course, without this
confidence and the support of the peo-
ple, n6 government could have done
what has been acconiplished. But a
contemplation of the facts does not
suggest that any government could
have done more than, in connection
with the war, is to the credit of that
of Sir Robert Borden. He himself as
Prime Minister has missed nothing
that could be properly expected of
him, while, as for his colleagues, they
measure up to quite as high a stan-
dard as <o the men who, on the front
seats of the opposition benches in the
House of Commons, are opposed to
them.”

The Gazette's summing up.of the
case is absolutely correct. There is
in Canada today an effective “national
administration,” far superior to any-
thing that could be selected from the
ranks of its opponents. The Canadian
people realize this fact to the full.
That is why the Liberal demand for a
so called “national” government, a
government that would give Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and a few of his lieuten-
ants an opportunity to gain some
power, is put down for just what it is
—an ingenious attempt on the part of
the Liberal party press and some of
the Liberal leaders to weaken and
hamper the work of a Government
that has adequately met every test to
which it has been put.

“The Workmen's Compensation Act
of Nova Scotia is to my mind the most

Rev. Mr. Oreed had been offered
the position of chaplgin, but thought
that he could be of more service in
the ranks where he could assist the
men while in action ,and would be
nearer to the fighting line.

After the 65th reached England Pri-
vate Oreed was made corporal, and
was attached to the Red Cross section
in the army. He was transferred from
the-66th to the 40th and afterwards
to the Fighting 26th in which unit he
was attached to the machine gun sec-
tion in C y A. It is pr d he
was with the 26th when he died.

Rev. Mr. Creed was an Englishman
by birth and in 1901 went to South
America and was stationed in British
Guiana. He came to New Brunswick
in 1909 and held a charge at Lindsay,
near Woodstock, and afterwards . wase
transferred to Harcourt, where he re-
mained for three years, For two years
he was the minister in Hampton and
in that town two years ago his wife
died.

He was a man of sterling character,
