Unofficial despatches appear to in-
dicate that the British advance has
carried the battle line to a point ‘thraa
miles from Bapaume, an important
highway centre and a place reputed
to be an important German base in
the north Plcardy sector.

‘If the British drive continues
press the Germans back along the
north side of the Picardy salient, the
enemy forces further south would ap-
pear to be in a serious position. They
are at present holding back the Brit-
ish and French along a line west of
and parallel to the Somme and north
of that river they have been desper-
ately resisting Allied attacks as far
porth as Albert. The new advance
seems to have placed the northern sec-
tor of the enemy's front in great dan-
ger.

Advance Continues.

Between the Alsne and the Oise,
French troops continued their ad-
vance this morning. The progress
made during the past {wo days seems
to have placed in jeopardy the Ger-
man line east of Soissons and also
about Noyon. According to the latest
advices the French are now -on the
high ‘ridges to- the northwest of Sols-
sons and have positions which over-
look and virtually dominate the Ger-
man -positions along the Oise to the
oast of Noyon.
¥ In the Flanders battle area the Ger-
mans ‘ave also under heavy pressure.
The British official report. states that
during the past night an attack was
made .from Festubert, just northwest
of Lens, to the Lawa River, 2 distance
of over four miles. The village of La
Touret, at about the middle of. this
line, has been captured This marks
an advance of nearly a mile at this

point.

THE RUSSIAN BEAR.

Years ago, Kipling, in a poem famil-
far to most of us, warned the British
/people against having anything to do
jwith “Adamzad, the bear that walked
jlike & man.” By “Adamzad” we were
jtaught to believe was meant the Rus-
.slan bear whose claws were always
stretched Britainward in hope of catch-
ing someone of our race or station in
their grasp.

Always there was in the British
thought a deep distrust of the Rus-
elan character, and in respect of the
foreign policy of the British Govern-
ment, the latter was constantly warn-
led by the influential press of the coun-
jtry to beware of the craft and subtle-
Ity of the Russian diplomacy which, in
ithe far east in especial, sought, by
| Machiavellian methods, to undermine
| British prestige and power among the
jgreat eastern peoples, who are caught
iby the show of things.

Conditions, however, in the political
idomain became so grave as to compel
|England to associate herself with Rus-
jgia, though the amomaly of free and
idemocratic England relating herself to
jthe most oppressive autocracy in the
world did not pass without comment.
The trickery of the murdered Czar, as
gevealed since the war, was a biting
fllustration of the truth of Kipling's
indictment, but the Russian Govern-
ment, when the war broke out, made
instant respomse to the demands of
the situation. When the Czar was de-
posed England congratulated the new
government upon the bloodless revo-
lution, which promised so much for
the emancipation of nearly 50,000,000
people, ground by an inexorable ty-
ranny for centuries.

But there are elements in the Rus-
sian character which England did not
understand and does not yet grasp in
all their relations. The Russian peo-
ple are incurably ignorant and credu-

Jous. Added to an infantile mentality, |

theére is low cunning and the manifes-
tations of elemental passions, which

.imake the Russian a broken reed to
lean upon. That is what the Allies
{have now to face in their efforts to
rehabilitate that Russia which be-
strode the world like a Colossus, but
which is now supine and inarticulate,
and, at the same time, as ferocious as
were the Red Terrorists during the
French Revolution. That will be the
rerux to aid Russia to stand upon her
own feet, while the people, presenting
an inconceivable ethnological hodge-
podge, are in a tumultuous ferment—
unstable, ferocious, and committing the
most awful excesses.

The depth of ignorance in the Rus-
sian character is something Europe
does not appear to understand. It is
the product of centuries, during which
the Russian peasant has lived the life
of an animal, starved and knouted and
imprisoned, while the populations of
towns and cities lived material lives
untouched by any hint or thought of
spirituality. The Terrorists in France

igovernmental functions it performs.

which is an executive body directly

tion of any Government is in no wise
compromised or interfered with by its
¢onclusions; each nation retains its per.
fect autonomy. But while it is not an
executive body, at least not in the
sense that its decisions are binding
upon the Empire as a whole or in part,
it is yet a tremendously valuable agen-
cy in enabling the respective nations
of the Empire to arrive at conclusions
in respect to war, foreign and Imperial
policy, with the full knowledge, under-
stanlling and sanction of each and all.
In the old days, Canada and the other
dominions had little or no voice in the
inception or direction of British for
eign policy. Treaties which might in-
volve the whole Empire into war were
entered into without our consent or
knowledge, and upon other questions
of vital fmport to the dominions we
were hardly as much as consulted.
The Imperial War Cabinet has
changed all that. Through this cabin-
et, or committee, Canada is not only
kept informed of all that transpires in
regard to foreign policy, of all treaties,
pacts' and alliances, but she has a say
in the shaping of everything that con-
cems the Empire as a whole. The
voice or influence thus gained is mot
secured by virtue of a certain voting
power in the Imperfal War Cabinet;
its decisi are not reached in that
way. All that happens is that before
a line of gemeral policy which affects
the whole Empire can be decided upon,
the representatives of all the self-gov
erning dominions, are consulted as to
its desirability from their standpoint.
And, in this way, no policy is likely to
be adopted, no line of action taken, in
deflance of the representations of any
of the dominions.

So that what the decision to have a
permanent Canadian representative
on the Imperial War Cabinet means is
this: That Canada is to be regularly
consulted and kept informed in respect
to every step takem that concerns the
Empire as a whole. The Canadian
representative in London will keep
the cabinet in Ottawa in touch with
what is being done, as well as what is
proposed to be done, and the cabinet
in turm, will instruct its London min-
{ster as to what attitude he should
adopt upon the various questions
which arise. But it may be well to
again emphasize that no matter what
decisions of policy are reached by the
Imperial War Cabinet, our freedom of
action will not be interfered with in
the slightest. If, for example, the Im-
perial War Cabinet had reached the
conclusion that interference in Siberia
was desirable, and Canada, represent-
ed there, had concurred in the princi-
ple, the manner in which Canada
should carry out that interference, or
whether she should imterfere at all,
would be a matter for final decision
by the Canadian Government.

In a word, Canadian representation
on the Imperial War Cabinet does
not at all correspond to the old and dis-
|eredited idea of Imperial Federation,
lto Centralization or to Organic Union.
1t simply means that Canada is being
given what Sir Wilfrid Laurier de-
manded in his historic phrase, “Call
us to your Councils,” and what Sir Rob-
|ert Borden later declared to be neces-
sary when a few years ago he told the
British people that Canadian liability
for British defence must involve a
|Canadian voice in the issues of peace
and war.

Now pir, I do not wisa
to appear as a self constituted champ
fon of the Y. M. C. A as regards any
of the work carried on by this splen-
did institution. Neither do I wish to
sit as a financial critic on its accounts.
Enough for me to know that in all my
experience with the Y. M. C. A. in
France I have found it to be all what
its name and aim implies.

“Jack Canuck” quotes a returned
soldier as saying that he “never saw
a Y. M. C. A, hut within eight or nine
miles of the fromt line” Now this
particular “returned soldeir” may have
been in France much earlier in the war
than I was, (which is easily possible
I admit) and he may have seen long-
er service there than I, which again is
quite probable, but I would like to
draw the attention of all readers of
“Jack Canuck” to some of the follow-
ing facts at the same time asking the
“returned soldier” if he is at all con-
versant with them.

First let me say that there is a dis-
tinction between a hut and a dugout,
in either of which you may find the
Y. M. C. A. established as circumstanc-
es may allow and as will be shown in
the town of On the Western
front there was and is a Y. M. C. A.
marques well within the shell areas
and about three miles from the front
line. In fact I was there one night
enjoying the movies, which by the
way cost me nothing and the program-
me had to be stopped and the crowd
dispersed because of enemy shells
from their swift naval guns.

Again between -————Corner there
were and are three Y. M. C. A, mar-
quees within three miles of the Vimy
Ridge and within easy shell distance,
In fact our transports had casualties
there in both men and horses and I
might say we also had casualties at
Bully, but in horses only, while our
lines were established at these places.
In the destroyed town of Neuville St.
Vaast there was another Y. M. C. A,
but in this case only a canteen and
that was 8-4 of a mile nearer the Vimy
front. Go from the last named can-
teen and along the Plank road and
just before you cross Vimy Ridge, a Y.
M. C. A. dugout was established right
after the Vimy push of April 9, 1917,
and that is well within three miles of
the present front line. The company
to which I belonged had casualties
there while we were in reserve from
Hun shells. In Belgium last fall while
the Paschendale drive ‘was being con-
tested so hotly by the Hun and so
many casualties were inflicted on the
Canadians, there was at our advanced
dressing station at Potizje Farm a
Y. M. C. A. dugout which was kept
open day and night that those men go-
ing up the line or returning from might
not go unrefreshed. And further, one
and one half miles farther on the way
to the front was another dugout built
of sand bags and earth and within
sight of it casualties were occurring
day and night, yet the “Red Triangle”
was in evidence. So much for proxim-
ity to the front line. Now “returned
soldier” says everything has to be paid
for, even the moving pictures.

Well sir, allow me to mention Y. M.
C, A. recreation huts and marquees
that I have visited. Canadian base, at

have never seen anybody have to pay
for an evening entertainment, with but
two exceptions.

Y. M. C. A. The same thing applies
to one of the huts near Aux Rite
Corner, In regard ot price lists I found
that in most cases articles could be
bought at a smaller price than in the
regimental canteens and one penny
was the most I ever paid for tea, coffee
or cocoa and in nearly all of them
there were stated evenings when tea,
coffee, cocoa or lemonade could be
obtained free.

With the British Armies in France,
Aug. 21.—(By The Assoclated Press)
~=Field Marshal Haig this morning
launched an offensive on a front of
about 10,000 yards, The high con
tour between Adinfor and Moyenville
was the northern zone of attack and
Puisiux-Au-Ment the southern land-
mark of the front. The enemy here
lately has been withdrawing in order
to increase the depth of his defences.
In the first hour of the offensive
the British troops captured the towns
of Allai ville, B t and

The British attacked on a front of
ten miles between Arras and Allbert.
The attack extended from the Ancre
viver at Beaucourt to just north ot
Moyenville.

A Tactical Surprise.

[
Although prisoners said the Ger:
mans had been expecting the attack
for a week, it was a tactical surprise,
Tanks and infantry advanced through
the heaviest fire in the gray morning
light. After a brief “crash” bombard-
ment the British troops were upon
the-enemy almost before he knew it.

The heavy night ‘mist increasing to
steam-like smoke enabled the British
to reach the points of assembly with-
out the chance of detection. A great
concourse of tanks manoeuvred into
position as quickly as possible,

The first advance of the British was
made at 5.05 o'clock  this ‘morning
after a very brief “crash” bombard-
ment. The retaliation was very light
at first, no doubt owing to the diffi-
culty of the Germans ‘in seeing the
British trobps in the haze, and they
got on rapidly.

After the assault, lengthening the
front by about another 6,000 yards
materialized according to plan. The
general impression is that things are
going very satisfactorily for the Brit-
{sh. The 200 prisoners taken were
chiefly from the second guards divi-
sion and the fourth Bavarian division.
Some fleld guns fell into the hands
of the British very early.

U-Boat Seizes Steam Trawler
and Fits Her Up As Marau-
der — Several Schooners
Sunk.

A Canadian Atlantic Port, Aug. 21—
The steam trawler Triumph, fitted with
two guns, and wireless and manned by
sixteen Germans fromi the U-boat
which captured her yesterday, is raid-
ing the banks of thé coast of Nova
Scotia and the crews of schooners
sunk by the Triumph have arrived
here.
