On her acquittal, the attorney-general
preferred an indictment against Albert
Hobinson for the murder of the child.
Mrs. Matthews had been living with
Robinson at Upper Mills from Nov.
1919,

Where Body Was Found

Her child was born on_May 15th,

)

1020, and disappeared on May 27m,|

and on June 5th the body of an infant
was plaked up floating in the St. Croix
River, about a mile below Robinson's
house. The infant was identified as
being the child delivered by Mrs. Mat-
thews, and from the circumstances of
the finding of the body in a bag with
wire wound round the body and lead
pipe in the bag, the Crewn thought
fit to prefer the indictment of mur-
der.

Intense interest is being taken in
the case, the court being filled to ca-
pacity with spectators from all over
the county.

Robinson on behalf of the Crown, and
R. B. Hanson, K.C., of Messrs Slipp &

The tabulations show that 20,445
mechanics were assessed for income
tax, but their assessments did not
amount to mare than 1.3 per cent. of
the whole income tax assessment, al-
though mechanics constituted 20.5 per
cent. of the total number of income
taxpayers. Agriculturists assessed
numbered 0,493, their assessments be-
ing 2.2 per cent. of the whole. Manu-
facturers assessed numbered 931
Their assessment was 8.6 per cent. of
the whole.

“We have seen many vessels pass
the water, but never saw ofle which
disturbed it less. Not a single ripple
curled before her cutwater, nor did the
water break at a single place along
her sides. She left a wake as straight
as an arrow and this wus the only
mark of her progress, At & p. m., two
hours after the pilot left her, the outer
telegraph station reported her thirty
miles east of Boston Light, and going
along Mke a steamboat. We think her
talented designer and builder, Mr. Mc-
Kay, cannot improve upon her model.

{ury before the Greyhound Arizona
made 18 knots, and that only for one
hour on her trial trip.

On her lirst voyage to Australia the
Lightning made the run from Liver-
pool to M¥lbourne in 77 days, a good
but-not ramarkable passage. On the
return- voyage, however, she establish-
ed a record, 63 days. In ten consecu-
tive days she made 3,722 miles, or an
averagerun of 3722 miles a day. Her
best day’s run on this passage was 412
miles, The brought home to Ldver-
pool $5,000,000 worth of gold nuggetd
and dust.

During the Indian mutiny the Light-
ning was used to carry troops. She
made the voyage from Portsmouth to
the Hooghly in 87 days, and beat the
whole fleaat of transports, including
those equipped with auxilary power.

The Lightning was stil on the
shipping list in 1865, but what hap
peped to her after that year appears
to'be shrouded in mystery.

In analyZing and discussing the re-
ports which have been recetved to
date, F. W. Daniel, of F. W. Danel

quoting higher prices for the spring;
and any reductions which may have
yet occurred were by intermediaries,
such as jobbers and brokers, who have
old stock on hand and find it essential
to realize. Any reduction that has
taken place is far from being as great
@8 one would suppose; and the pro-
cess of receding in pelces will be a
gradual one. There wilt certainly be
no slump; and, in fact, as I maid be-
fore, some of the prices quoted for
the spring are in excess of the fall
quotations. Furthermore, the cost of
English goods has not declined, and
from all appearances the strike in Eng-
land will, no doubt, curtail any redue
tions which might be hoped for.from
that country. The manufacturers havg!
not been able to calculate on any dift-
ference in raw matertal so far, ow-
ing to the present scale of wages keep-
ing prices up, and the slight difference
|in the cost of raw matertal is not ap-
preciable. Candidly speaking, we have
been compelled, like many others, to
place some of our spring orders at
sHght' increases. Business has been
however, and we
think that the prospects for a Christ.
mas rush are excellent. Labor and
transporiation keep prices up; and to
my mind the consumer is getting
splendid values at the present mare
ket.”

H. Mont Jones

H. Mont Jones, a leading manufac-
turing furrier, when gnestioned on the
possibility of a reduction im furs, stat-
od:  “The great demand and serious
shortage’ of raw furs in the early
months of the year have caused 3
heavy advance in prices. Since then
there has been a reaction, and in the
majority of cases furs today are very
little higher then they were at the end
of last year. Wages in the fur bust-
ness generally are over one hundred
per cent. higher than those prevafling
a few years ago, and the hours of work
have been shortened. A great many
of the larger manufacturers consider
that production has decreased over
twenty-five per cent. during the same
periad, while the number of skilled
workers available has greatly dimin-
ished, and it will require some few
years to bring the personelle back to
its former strength and productive
ability. Stocks of furs now on the
hands of dealers, manufacturers and
retaflers are comparatively small, and
men of business, who should be in a
position to knew, see no hope for any
drastic reduction in prices this sea-
son, and do not hold out much hope
for mext year. As an instance, %t nright
be quoted that at the outbreak of the
war there was an estimated hollng
of thirty-five to forty million muskrar
skins in the hands of the trade, while
now five million {s considered about
